When social Ideals and changes in the 
governments of different historical 
e*as were discussed under the title. 
"Utopia and Empire.” by W. D. Thomas. 
Dr. BOyle Introduced the speaker. "The 
“Utopian is a theorist. He has been 
oUled a seer of visions, a dreamer of 
«’earns, an idealist and a poet, but,” 
the lecturer quoted, "they are also the 
movers and the shakers of the world 
forever. And ‘poets are the un­
acknowledged legislators of the world,’ 
ag Shelley., tells . us. The Utopian's 
mission IS to organize society. The 
ancient Spartan Idea of Utopia was 
the happy state brought about by the 
sacrificing of all personal wealth and 
freedom in obedience to the dictates 
oi the state. Man, In their belief, was 
born for his country and not for self— 
this , belief being rigidly observed in 
the strict training of the Spartan 
youth, who. was taught from earliest 
childhood to undergo great hardships, 
to endure, to fight and above alb ‘ to 
conquer.

"More’s Utopia was the desire of the 
elevation and encouragement of indi­
vidualism ; his state permitted the ex­
ercising of the voice of the people as 
regards all their conditions in labor, re­
ligion and social life. In a word, hie 
was a desire for freedom, liberty and 
peace—the goal of the British Empire 
today—while the. ancient Utopia Is 
again being reflected In the modern 
Germany In her struggle for world 
power and fhbmlsslon of her subjects.

"More's beliefs were the founda­
tion of the modern ideals of Great 
Britain—liberty as the substance of 
life, fiee play in individuality and 
constant change for better Ideals.

“We are consciously, the slowly, 
endeavoring toward this state. We have 
arrived at a new conception and are 
giving expression, to it in our daily 
ptogress.”
