HAMILTON, Friday, Oct 1.—In order to 
obtain a supply of water and sewerage 
accommodation trom the.City of Ham­
ilton the residents of Barton Township 
will have to appeal to the Ontario Rail­
way and Municipal Board for an order 
compelling the city to grant the desired 
concessions. This action is made neces­
sary because of the fact that the city 
council at a special meeting last even­
ing decided to turn down the agreement 
prepared oy a Joint committee of the 
works committee and the board of con­
trol. The matter was brodght to a dis­
astrous conclusion for the Barton Town­
ship residents when the following reso­
lution, moved by Controller Cooper and 
eeoonddd by Aid. Nichols, was passed by 
a vote of 13 to 4: "That this committee 
disapproves of the agreement between 
the City of Hamilton and the Township 
at Barton respecting the city granting a 
Water supply and sewerage 
tien to Barton Township."

Agreement e Joke,
Many of tne members of the council 

did not state their views on the ques­
tion curing the meeting, but beforehand 
expressed the opinion tuat the agreement 
was a joke eo far as tne ,olty 
was concerned, practically every 
clauae in it favoring the townsnip. 
Those who spoke against the passing o. 
the bylaw claimed that it would be detri­
mental to tne interests of the city. 
Many of the members expressed the 
opinion that It would be folly for the city 
to enter into an agreement whereby the 
township would be provided with all city 
privileges and Improvements and Its 
population increased at the city’s ex­
pense

Controllers Mqrris and Robson and Aid.
-Robson upheld the agreement and claim- 

*6 that it would be a profitable piece of 
business to sell water to the township at 
an advance of the cost to the city and 
that it would also provide the people of 
Barton Township with accommodation. It 
was stated that the city tax and water 
rates would be reduced because of the 
fact that the city would be selling Its 
water at a profit.

Controller Morris pointed out that the 
citizens are now suffering because of 
mistakes that were made In the past 
and urged that the bylaw be passed so 
that the city could do planning at the 
township's expense.

j. rA most interesting talk on what 
women are doing in England under 
war conditions was given at the Wo­
men’s Press Club high tea, by Mrs. C. 
H J. Sn.der, who has recently re­
turned from a trip across the ocean.

The Women’s Emergency Corps, ac­
cording to tne deligiuful narration, 
instituted a plan for the collection of 
a.l waste foods in the hotels, restau­
rants .and markets. The food thus 
collected was afterwards distributed 
among chose in need. It was not long 
before the,government recognized ttie 
value of this work and decided upon, 
me desiraoi.ity of having the women 
work in conjunction with themselves. 
Now, as an auxiliary of the govern­
ment, the Women’s Auxiliary Corps 
is performing many kinds of valuable 
service.

The members act as interpreters in 
the hospitals; there are 400 engaged 
in driving motors, in which they meet 
the wounded at the stations; they 
have opened ten needlework dëpàrt- 
ments in London, where seamstresses 
are given work in making over gar­
ments, which are afterwards given to 
those in need, while at the same time 
the workers are paid for their ser­
vices- Another branch is the opening 
up at headquarters of the jam indus­
try, for which, as well as for pickles 
and marmalade, there is always a 
ready sale.

Another body of women doing simi­
lar work is the Volunteer Aid Divi­
sion. These give volunteer aid in the 
hospitals as probationers; • those who 
have no adaptability for nursing be­
ing given employment in the prepara­
tion of trays and other pantry work. 
Women are also helping in the mak­
ing of munitions.

Mrs- Snider witnessed a parade of 
60,000 women, the demonstration r«L 
presenting those eager to assist in 
the things of the moment. Every 
woman carried a pennant or flag and 
mottos such as “Waste no more pre­
cious time." "Let women work," told 
of the spirit in which the women were 
organizing.

1 tions at present in Toronto, and it is 
the only appeal which has come from 
the British society. Tomorrow the 
central committee will get right to 
work and notify all reeves and mayors 
in Ontario of the collection which .is 
to be made and ask them to imme­
diately commencé organization in their 
municipalities.

formation in possession of the com­
mission, the statements made about 
houses of ill-fame existing by hun­
dreds are not greatly exaggerated 
when the various classes of houses are 
taken into consideration. The method 
of gaining access to these various 
places is outlined, and the business is 
characterized as one being conducted 
by "alert and up to the moment 
agents.”

It has been found that the illicit sale 
of liquor and houses of ill-fame usual­
ly go together. .

There is a startling amount of street 
soliciting at all hours of the day and 
evening by women and girls, 
very young girls.

Methods Are Known.
The methods used by those engaged 

in this nefarious business have been 
carefully gone into by •'observers.” 
Hotels and restaurants are used as 
rendezvous, ice cream parlors and res­
taurants often being used as a blind 
for the vile business being conducted.

Regarding the white slave traffic the 
report says “that no positive evidence 
has been secured of the existence in 
Toronto of a system of obtaining *nd 
retaining Involuntary victim- for the 
business of vice to an extent that 
would warrant the statement that a 
white slave traffic flourishes here."

Nearly all so-called massage par­
lors have been found to be houses of 
prostitution and worse, “the ‘worse’ 
standing for things abominable and 
unspeakable.”

The report goes carefully Into the 
legal aspects of the vice situation and 
says that the Canadian laws should 
not be repealed or relaxed, 
demns segregation, and believes that 
street soliciting would not be so prêt 
valent unless there was some Indif­
ference to It on the part of the police.

The penalties Imposed on offenders 
are criticized and a policy of total sup­
pression Is urged.

Causes leading up to prostitution 
are given as poverty, poor housing, 
boarding houses with no room for re­
creation except the bedroom, feeble­
mindedness, poor lighting of parks and 
public dance halls, 
would close up all burlesque houeee, 
and give the health department the 
right to quarantine all persons suffer­
ing from sexual diseases.

In every portion of the report dealing 
with the social evil the investigators, 
after explaining conditions which they 
declare they have found, quote no evi­
dence to substantiate their findings. 
They say the evidence Is too difficult to 
obtain in order to prove the conditions.

Except for the frequent outbursts of 
enthusiasm, Impressive silence reign­
ed In the chamber as Premier Venise- 
los read hie declaration. Besides de­
fining the Greek policy on mobiliza­
tion, he declared It to be the purpose 
of Greece to maintain all Its obliga­
tions in supporting Serbia.

Renewed assurance was to be given 
within the present month, he said, 
that Greece was ready to support Ser­
bia If a casus foederis arose, but he 
sincerely hoped that a casus foederis 
would not present Itself.

The Chamber afterward passed a 
bill applying martial law to the Sa­
lonika Fiorina, Seres and Kavala dis­
tricts, as well as to Athens and Pi­
raeus.

SHOW BIG INCREASE
Three Million Dollars More for 

September Than Same Month

In the Dominion revenues for Septem­
ber promise to be even greater than 
was anticipated. They are likely to 
be at least 18,000,000 more than for 
the corresponding month last year. 
The customs revenue tor the month 
Just cloned was $8.028,666, as com­
pared with 86,919,273 a year ago, an 
Increase of 12.110,381. For the first 
half of the fiscal year the customs 
revenue is 344,760,830. an Increase of 
81,716,000, but that Increase will be 
considerably Increased In the latter 
half of the year.

TWENTY-FIVE MILE

Germans Forced to Retreat 
From Important Railway 

Terminus.

GREAT BATTLE RAGING

Fight for Supremacy Along 
Eighty Mile Front, From 

Koziany to Kivo.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 80, via London. 
—Territorial gains of considerable ex­
tent by the Russians are Indicated by 
the latest information received at the 
war office. The Germans have been 
pushed back from the terminal sta­
tion at Glubokol, on the Svientsyanov- 
Glubokol Railway to a point midway 
to the VUna-Dvlnsk Railway. The po­
sition thus reached Is the station of 
Postawy, representing a gain of 26 
miles. In the district west and south 
of Molodechno, the Germans have been 
forced back eight miles across the 
Llda-Molodechno Railway beyond the 
Village of Krewo.

At no part of the northern lines have 
German gains been announced, altho 
battles of great Intensity are being 
fought on the line from Koziany, on 
the Divna River, to Krlvo, a dletance 
of 60 mUee In a straight line. On ac­
count of a ben», to Include the Viliya 
line to Smorgony the actual extent of 
this Iront Is 8,6 miles.

Strong Forces Concentrated.
The Germans have concentrated 

strong forces along this line, Including 
considerable bodies of troops drawn 
from the Prlpet region. -

South of the Prlpet, the Germans 
have won a local success at Ctartorisk, 
20 miles west of the railway Junction 
at Sarny. They appear to have gain­
ed control of the Styr to a point south 
of Lutsk, which lately has been the 
scene of heavy fighting and now ap­
pears to te In the hands of the Ger­
mans.

A strong effoit also Is being made by 
the Germans In the region of Novo 
Alexlnlec, 16 miles north of Tarnopol. 
The Russian authorities believe this 
movement represents an attempt to 
reach the great highway between 
Kremenetz and Ostrog. Further south, 
on the Strtpet, west of Tarnopol, the 
Russians have had the best of the 
fighting.

His worship demanded that the pa­
tients at the Reception Hospital, oc­
cupying one of the buildings in ques­
tion, be moved, and his reference to 
the Reception Hospital as the “Deten­
tion Hospital,’’ was objected to by W. 
W. Dunlop of the provincial secre­
tary’s department. "It Is a reception 
hospital where incipient cases of In­
sanity may be treated, arid there are 
friends of yours there,” said Mr- Dun­
lop In addressing the mayor. The build­
ing will be taken over by the city for 
the militia, and the military author­
ities will be asÿed to allow the Re­
ception^ Hospital patients to remain on 
condition that a high board fence en­
close the building they u6e.

iV sBarlscourt is agitated, and reason­
ably so, over the problem of park ac­
commodation. We are not specially 
concerned with the merits of one or 
another piece of property, but with 
the principle involved.

People who never 
move out of their own ward, or their 
own street for that matter, cannot un­
derstand what a tremendous municipal 
problem Barlscourt presents to the 
civic authorities.

If the reply is fav­
orable, the first thing to toe done will 
be to obtain necessary equipment and 
machinery for -making the guns.
