Given an Ovation.

Mr. Parker on risipg to reply was greet-
ed with prolonged cheering and the waving
of handkerchiefs. At the outset, Mr.
Parker remarked that after listening to
all the kind things sald of him he felt ke
imitating an Irish lawyer and a friend of
his, who was once so inflated at some suc-
cess In Usgoode Hall that he stopped on his
way home, and, looking into a mirror, ask-
ed: “"Hello, J.P., I8 that you?” [Laughter.})
It was not his magic that he recognized In

’the magnificent assembly before him, but
he would say it with a feeling of gratitude
to his country that & was the magic of
their enthusiasm, of their kindness, of their
generosity to him, and of a better magic—
the magic of their love of country which
brought them together, not only there but
at their weekly gatherings to think upon

and discuss those guestions which were at.

once eminent as civic and national ques-
tions. |Applause.]
. Love of Country.

Love of ome’s country in youth lasted
with the man thruout life, and It was
only the man who had the desire of good
things for himself, for his town and for
his country who would carry thru his
life a consistent purpose or come to a con-
sistent end. When he arrived in Canada a
few days ago he noticed in looking out of
the raliway train a sign of permanancy and
order about the houses, and then he potic-
ed in a magazine an article on the prim-
ary standards of weights and measures
of this country. In Quebec the French
people were primary standards, and, here,
in this province, the primary standard
was the United States loyalists, who came
to this country rather than sacrifice prin-
ciple, and because they could not swallow
a great mouthful of revolution. .

Canada and Canadians,

It was gratifying to see how the Cana-
dian Club had grown since he was last
here,
from a sense of camradeship and national-
ism. In the horizon he saw many things
of great intevest te them and to him. An-
other contingent was about to be sent to

__ South Africa. Beneath this was a feeling

of national purpose. We were commenc-
ing to feel our greatness. On the United
States refusing -to negotiate along reci-
procal trade terms we gathered ourselves
together in am Imperial federation.

War Would End.

And mow the war would end. With
what result? There was no one present with
a vainglorious spirit in regard to that.
He did not wish to work upon the feelings
of those who had been deprived of friends
and relatives by the war, but the re-
ward would come In the formation of one
great confederation, which ‘would be
able to defy the world. He did not use
the word “defy’” In any aggressive sensc.
His Imperialism meant to preserve what
they had, hold what they knew to be
good and defend that which they had. It
was not to seek for extension of territory,
but by every honest means the extension
of commerce.

Was Alarmed.

That' man was strongest who was: best
prepared against aggression. In the light
of ‘that he viewed with alarm @unything
that sounded like dissension within our
own camp. He referred to those camp fires,
guch as the assault made upon the athletic
quality of England, which had made -that
¢ountry what she was, a nation which hore
with less anger the assaults made upon It
than any other nation In the world. [Ap-
plause.] No papers in the empire had dis-
gracefully caricatured any European nation
the way Tt had been caricatured by Euro-
pean papers, and in the light of that he
would say that the poet they had all loved
to admire had made a mistake and had

. played into the hands of the enemy. He
trusted he would repent for his slander of
English spirit and take it back like a man.
The explanation that his lines about - “flan-
nel-mouthed fools” referred to those who
stayed at home was not enough for him,
for those who stayed at home were as will-
ing to go to the front as those who went.
4 Applause.] He was not the only man,
bowever, that made a mistake of that kind.

;iadstone had made one that brought his
party to the brink of ruin. A
mistake was not a crime, but
he would protest against a man
who wouid let his political feelings inter-
fere with the standard of right and wrong.

Looking Toward Canada.

Mr. Parker then wemt on to compare the
progress of the United states
with that. of Canada, pointing out
that 4n the former country they
exhausted their agriculiure in or-
der to build up their inflated Industries,
while In Canada their agriculture was Just
beginning. Was it any wonder, therefore,
that people on the south of the border
were directing their attention to this
country, and, in the wordg of Sir John
Macdonald, ‘“the tall chimneys are Dbe-
ginning to rise in the land?”

Unexpected Reception.

He regretted extremely that in the In-

terests of the empire the party in power

- and the mewspapers did not recognize the

great opportunity they had ati a_ ps.v_;‘holn-
gical moment, and that the statesmen
were not as alert as ‘‘the man who keeps
his ear to the grownd.”” [Roars of laugh-
ter and applause].

Mr. Parker was astounded at the out-
burst occasioned by these words, and at-
ter the president had whispered in his eat,
he went on to say  that even
in the bosom of his family he was liable to
tread upon gome local custom. [Renewed
applause.] Then he would say they were
not as alert as thie telegraph operator, wbo
kept his ground wire on.

REDUCE INCOME TAX.

iSlR ROBERT GIFFEN MAKES A
SIGNIFICANT SUGGESTION,

Substitute Levy on Wheat and on
Timber—How Viewed.

London, Jan. 9.—(Via Montreal.)—Sir
Robert Giffen, ex-president of the Sta-
tistical Society, long associated with Glad-
stonian finance, significantly suggests In
The Times to-day that the income tax be
reduced from 14 pence to 10 pence, which
would mean a loss of ten milllon pounds
sterling to the national exchequer; and
that twenty millions be raised by indirect
taxation, including a shilling per quarter
(l\):rwheat and a shilling per load on tim-

The Westminster Gazette, a pillar of free
trade, says: “If we could be certain
this would not be 4he thin end of the
protectionist. wedge we might agree.”

The St. Jamws’ Gazette, Tory protection-
ist, says ‘“‘a grain tax touching the central
article of our commercial creed could raise
opposition whichk the advantagbé gained
would not make worth while to provoke.
The Chancellor will regard Giffen's sug-
gestions as an Indication that the reserve
be drawn upon in case of necessity in
addition, instead of a substitution for
the present sources of revenue.

ENGLISH DUTY ON WHEAT.

Free Trader Thinks a Tariff Justi-
fiable as a War Tax.
Stockton-on-Tees, Jan. 9.—Alfred BE.
Pease, M.P., addressing the Chamber of
Agriculture here last evening, said that,
altho he was an ardent free trader, be
thought it perfectly justifiable as a war
tax to levy a ‘‘reasonable duty of a shil-
ling or a florin per quartern on imported

wheat.”
This - statement caused a sensation, but
was vocifepously applaunded.

RUSSIA CUTS THE WIRES.

Restoration to China Said to Be Ur-~
gently Needed. "

London, Jan. 9.—The Shanghal corre-
spondent of The Times says It is a mat-
ter of urgent necessity for the powers in-
terested in the maintenance of the com-
mercial status quo in China to insist on
the immediate restoration of the Chinese
telegraph line from Shan Hai Kwan to
Niu Chwang. This restoration has been
prevented by the Russians, pending the
settlement of the Manchuria question, and
telegraph communication between Shanghai
and Niu Chwang must now be via Port
Arthur, where ciplyer messages are not
accepted.

EMPERUK N BAUKGHOUND.

Empress Gives an Aundience in Most
Sacred Hall.

Pekin, ‘Jan. 9.—The Dowager Empress of
China asserted her complete supremacy to-
day by giving an audience In the most
sacred hall in the forbidden ecity. The
rules of the dynasty forbid women to
enter this hall, and the Dowager Empress
has never before violated its sanctity.
The Emperor will receive the foreign dip-
lomats in this hall. Officials believe the
Dowager Empress to be paving the way
to be present on this occasion in order to
prevent any communications between the
diplomats and thie Emperor, except under
her censorship.

TO PROTEST ELECTION,

St. Thomas, Jan. 9.—The Times says:
Steps will be taken to protiest the election
of the aldermen-elect for 1802 on the
ground that many electors voted for alder-
men in the differfent sub-divisions in which
their names were on the roll, whereas
they were only entitled to one vote. It is
impossible to tell whe the nepeaters voted
for, and the whole Council will be attack-
ed.

St. Catharines, Jin. 9.—The Dominion

gates were present from all parts of the
district, and Provincial Organizer John A.
Nicholls is In charge. The meeting was
opened at 2 o'clock in the Temperance
Hall this afternoon.

Mr. Nicholls set forth the objects of the
meeting as the orgamization of temperance
workers for the suppression of traffic in
Intoxicating beverages and the election to
public positions of representatives who are
known, avowed and reliable. supporters
of prohibitory legislation.

Nicholl Sees Injustice.

Mr. Nicholls said the time for a fight
was 'ﬂpe. for a measure along the line of
prohibition was likely to be introduced at
the present session of the ‘eglislature.
This measure would likely be loaded with
a referendum, and it was a decided in
justice to the temperamce people.

Rev. Dr. Gee said anything short of a
majority referendum would not satisfy
him. He asked why a yvote was not taken
on whether the people wanted liquor to
stay or not. He offered another suggestion
to the effect that the government might
glve prohibition on the instalment plan

by gradually decreasing the number of
licenses.

Resolutions Adopted.
The following resolutions were adopted :

No. 1: That this conventfon desires
to express its thanks to Almighty God
for the mecent decislon of the Privy
Council; which affords the opportunity
for a momentous advance in the legis-
lation prohibitive of the lquor traffic.

No. 2: That, in the opinion of this
convention, the time has come when
the geovernment should redeem its
. pledges to introduce a measure probibit-
ing the sale of intoxleating liquors to
the extent of its ascertained powers.

No. 3: That, in the ewent of the
government fornishing a satisfactory
measure, it is, in the opinion of this
convention, the duty of all loyal temper-
ance people to give them all reasonable
support.

The decision on the resolutions drew out
considerable political feeling, but the mo-

tions were finally passed without erinend-
ment.

Let Him Down Easy.

The secretary was instructed to send a
copy of the resolution te the Hon. G. W.
Ross. Later a resolution to the effect that
a referendum would not be satisfactory,
was moved, but it was laid over forr further
consideration at the suggestion of Mr. A.
J. Wiley and Rev. John Crawford.

HEAD WAS GRUSHED
BY A PASSING GAR

William Mackenzie, Street Railway
Conducior, Leaning Over Car
Piatform Fatally Hurt.

Willlam  Mackenzie, a street railway
conductor, met with an accident last nigbt
that will in all probability prove fatal.
He is now lying at the Emergency Hospi-
tal suffering from terrible injurfes to his
face and head. About 8 o’clock Mackenzie

was on a northbound Yonge-street car, and
on passing Melinda-street leaned over the
rear platform, his head protruding about
a foot. As he leaned out he was struck
with great force by the vestibule of a
south bound Queen and Dundas-street car.
He was thrown to the floor of the platform
and rendered uncounscious.

London, Jan. 9.—A telegram from Cardiff
to The Times says the South Wales coal
exporters have sent a letter to Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach, the Chap&uar of the KEx-
chequer, ' stating that foreign buyers will
not make contracts on terms leaving prices

uncertain. The recent suggestion of the
Chaneellor that contracts be made pro-
viding that any variation of duty be at
the risk of the buyer is therefore Impracti-
cable. The exporters declare that the
effect of Sir Michael’s statement has been
to paralyze sales for future delivery, and
urge him publicly to declare that any in-
crease in the duty will be subject to
exemption so far as sales already made
are concerned. Otherwise, it is stated,
any increage in the tax must fall on the
British prerchants.

On the other hand, the Canadian side |
had only one factory of Importance—tbe
Niagara Falls Power Company. The delay |
that had oceurred, Mr. Gross said he has
been informed, was simply due to the de- |
termination that had beem arrived at to
wait until thie company on the American |

’ side had completed their works, so that

they would be able to gain by their ex- |
perience. This C@inadian company would |
have water wheels of 10,000 horse power |
cach, and the gigantie size of them could |
he better understood when it was remem-
bered that the whole of the Buffalo Street
Railway and Electric Lighting only required
U500 horse power. The company not on.lyl
needed four or five million dollars as a;
beginning, but would require a great deal |
more to distribute the power they would
generatel thruout the province. They were
only ‘“standing on the porchway of the
temple of electricity,” the speaker exclaim-
ed, and in 10 years' time he predicted
that all the cooking and %ieating would be
done by electricity. z

To Commence Work Shortly.

The Ountario Power Company was another
company that would commence building
on the Canadian side as soon as the frost
was out of the ground.

His honorable friend, the member for Kast
Lambton ,was not afraid—not to take the
bull by the horns—but to seize the oppor-
tunity of denouncing the Minister of Agri-
culture in language that he (the speaker)
would not like to follow him in, for his
action, and he had not retractéd his state-
ment in that regpect. More than that, his
friend undertook to justify his conduct on
the platform, with some of his colleagues
present, and not one of them uttered a
word disapproving of his conduct. He nad
nothing to say as to the motives, but nhe
did not think there was on record an in-
stance where a minister of the Crown, as
in the case of the Provineial Secretary, had
sut upon a publie platforni and by his st-
lenee there had given consent to a denun-
ciation of his colleague.

Mr. Ross’ Wrong Opinions.

In regard to New Ontarlo, Mr. Whitney
eriticized Hon. Mr. Ross for the opinions
expressed by him about that country,on as
suning the leadership. These opinions, he
peinted out, had turned out to be all
wrong.

Ag to the liquor question, the address
states '‘that measures will be submitted
gncerning the sale of intoxicating liquors.”
?I‘:» wondered how much time was taken to
frame this great utterance of the govern-
ment, [Laughter and applanse.] Until
something specific was set forth in this
regard he would not say aunything.

He was heartily in accord with increased
representation in Northern Ontario, but he
trusted there would be no invidious gerry
wandering thrust upon them. The %ime
had come when the people of Canada would
not swallow a gerrymander favorable to
any party, and when His_ Majesty's opposi-
tion would not tolerate it. [Applause.]

He believed in the necessity of a railway
from North Bay to lake Temiskaming.
As to the assessment law, he hoped the
government would not steal the views of
the opposition and boast of them as thr
own.

He said the resolution was not a
mere formal matter, for the regret was
sincerely felt by himself and the other
members of the Council. With the excep-
tion of Ald. Fraleigh, all the retiring mem-
bers of the Councll were present. Thelr
successors sat in the chairs surrounding
the Council Chamber.

Ald. Cox, in reply, expressed his sorrow
that he could not be a member of the Coun-
cil this vear, and referred to the pleasure
it had given him to do his best for the citi-
zens during the year just past. He regret-
ted that urgent business had called him to
England shortly’ bhefore the elections, and
to his absence until almost the eve of the
election he attributed his defeat. He, how-
ever, expressed his intention of running
againy next year, and expected better suc-
cess,

Ald. Russell followed. He was not de-
tcated, but retired for business reasous.
After he had heard all the good things said
of him since he retired he felt like a fellow
who was at his own funeral.

Due to Lack of Votes,

Ald. Sheard made a very humorous
speech, stating that he was enjoying one
of the happiest moments of his lite. He
attributed his defeat principally ‘to lack of
votes. He 'dld not attend the Umberto

Becoming serious, Ald. Sheard said it was
a shame that thru someone’s negligence
hundreds of qualified voters were not on
the lists.
