CAMRONM SUNK

One Hundred and Forty Men
Drowned From the
 Ship.

Omnnmcuoaim

Had Been Used as a Trans-
port for Two '
Years.

London, May 17
British admiralty issues the following
statement for newspapers of Saturday:
“The British transport Cameronia,
with troops, was torpedoed by an en-
emy submarine in the eastern Medd-
terranean on April 15. One hundred
and forty men are missing, and are
presumed to have been drowned.”
The survivors of the Cameronia say
the vessel ‘was torpedoed In nno, calm
weather in the afternoon. The sub-
marine was not seen. A large num-
ber of the casualties were due to the
explosion of the torpedo, which struck
where there happened to be many sol-
diers, 'There was some excitement and
confusion at the outset after the tor-
pedo had struck, but discipline soon
prevailed. The boats were smartly
aunched, but one of them was smash-
ed and many lives were lost. ‘

Cameronia who jumped into the water
were picked up by the boats,
Several tales are told of gallant res-
cues.

BULGARIANS CAPTURE
FRENCH COLONIALS

Violent Mine Explosions Precede
Fighting for Hill Near
Monastir.

Sofia, May 17, via London, May 18,
—An official statement issued by the
Bulgarian war office today reads:

“On, the Tsverna Stena (Cerna)
bend, after violent artillery firing
during the day, the.enemy toward
nightfall made three consecutive at-
tacks. The first succeeded in rcach-
ing our trenches, but was expelled
subsequently by counter-attacks by
German and Bulgarian troops. The
cther attacks were repulsed by artil-
lery, rifle and machine gun fire, The
enemy sustained sangulnary losses
and we raptured prisoners belonging
to the First African Regiment.

“North of Mcnastir on HIill 1428, a
carnonade, accompanied by the ex-
plosion of mines, began at dawn, At
2 o'clock in the*  afternoon TFrench
troops surged forward in attacking
waves and despite our fire succeeded
nt some points in getting .iear our
trenches. Theyv were met by the hay-
onets of our troops and driven hack
nfter bloody hand-to-hand encounters,
The enemy suffered excesdingly
heavy lossés. We took foflr officers
and .90 men . prisoner. Thev wera
members of the 84th French Ccolonial
Regiment of Light Infantry,

“On the Cerna bend there was vio-
lent artillerv fire. The enemy. who
had advanced during the aveningz, was
driven bhark, Our flire Adisnersed an
infantry advance west of Dobrnapslve
and also an attack on onr advance
guards near Atachakmahle.”

U. 8. PLANNING TO RUSH
* 'EQUIPMENT TO RUSSIA

New York, May 18.—An Associated
Press despatch from Washington this
afternoon says:

All available American ships, ‘the
seized German liners and all the ships
CGreat Britain can spare from her own
needs, probably will soon be carrying
war munitions and great quantities of
railroad supplies to Russia.

As part of the united effort to hold
fast the Russian provisional govern-
ment against German influence, and
encourage a Russian military offensive,
the allied war committees are making
preparation to furnish the necessary
transportation for supplies to properly
equip and maintain the Russian
armies. The first problem will be to
transport some 190,000 tons of supplies
already piled up in the United States,
and the second will be to keep a
stream of supplies moving.

In addition to supplying war muni-
tions, the important railway leading
from Archangel is to be equipped with
American locomotives and freight cars
to bring it to its fullest degree of eof-
ficiency in moving the great quantities
of material which will pour in during
:he five months the port is free from
ce.

The Russian embassy here has ar-
ranged for the rallroad equipment, and
the war committees are arranging for
the tran on. Officlal announce-
ment probably will be later.

Sum for Building.

The “erection of a garage to.house
ten motor trucks of the street clean-
ing department proved a contentious
matter before tne works committee
yesterday aftornoon. ~Commissionec
Wiison ‘told the committee - the de-
partment was seriously ‘handicapped
in its operatioms, and that the motor
equipment was being injured thru
lack of proper housing accommoda-~
tion. He propcned to build a garage
on city owned property on the rorth
side of Wilton avenue, adjacent 1o
the Don incinerator, at an estimated
cost of $25,000. The uppér storey of
the building would be used for the
instrucfion of employes of the de-
partment and for stock rToom pur-
poses. The money, he said, was
available under the garbage disposal
bylaw,

Ald, Robbms offered strong objec-
tion to the proposai, and declared
that the commissioner vied with Sir
Henry Pellatt in buil ding mansions
and spending money. He said $25,000
was a rigiculous price to pay for
housing motor trucks. "It also seem-
ed to him that the department was
determined to place all its plants and
buildings in the east end, some ‘of
them of a disreputable nature.

“Nobody under heaven could please
the alderman,” replied the commis-
sioner. “He opposed the incinerator
plant on the grounds that it was un-
desirable, and now when I give him
o decent building he is opposed to
that, too. Only recently he told me
he would oppose every undertaking
of the department. I want the rate-
pavers of the eust end to understand
that if he is going to turn them down
1 am not.”

Ald. Robbins objected to the atti-
tude of the commissioner and sajd he
was going far out of his way tomake
personal remarks.

Controller Toster and Ald. Singer
and Beamish opposed the expenditure
and thought temporary buildings
should suffice in war time.
