HAVANA, Aug. 23—General Bandera, 
the famous leader of Havana province, 
who recently headed an insurgent band 
and began operating against the govern- 
ment, was killed early this morning in 
an encounter rwith rural guards.

NEW ORLEANS, La., Aug. 23—The 
Picayune special cable from Havana 
says:

HAVANA, Aug. 23-The fight with 
Handera’s band occurred at three o’clock 
‘this morning. A force of 100 mounted ru­
ral guards, which had for three days been 
seeking to surround the insurgent force 
commanded by Bandera, finally' succeed­
ed in doing eo after the veteran command­
er had pitched his camp for the might. In 
addition to (Bandera, two of (has followers 
were killed, but not one of them captured.

In spite of government denials the re­
volutionary movement in Cuba has 
Burned formidable proportions. T!he whole 
island is in a ferment over the uprising, 
and it is impossible to predict at this 
time what the final result will be. The 
government claims that it will be able to 
suppress the revolt within two or three 
weeks, but conservative people do not be­
lieve that the revolution can be crushed 
so easily. The revolutionists have been 
preparing for the struggle ever since the 
presidential election, and the Pahna ad­
ministration has underestimated their 
strength.

It is*known that several cargoes of arms 
and ammunition have been landed in

Cuba from the Florida coast during the 
past two months, and the insurgents are 
abundantly supplied with war material.

It is believed by many Havana business 
men that it will be necessary for the 
United States to intervene and annex the 
island before the revolution will be 
crushed. Annexation is openly favored by 
the commercial interests in all of the 
larger cities and towns in Cuba, 
revolutionary leaders even prefer annexa­
tion to the United States to a continu­
ance of the present conditions. 
American residents on the Island of Pines 
have taken sides with the revolutionists 
against the Palma government and theyj 
are giving the insurgents all aid possible. 
The Isle of Pines will be an important 
base of operation for the revolutionists.

HAVANA, Aug. 23—The man who yes­
terday evening attempted to assassinate 
General ' Emilio Nunez, Governor of Ha­
vana province, 
this home, gives the name of Luis Mor­
ales, and says he is a resident of Havana. 
He does not attempt to justify his act.

The liberals are intensely antagonistic to 
governor Nunez who was a political pro­
tege and a bosom friend of the laite Gen­
eral Maximo Gomez, but who withdrew 
his following from the liberal convention 
during the last illness of Maximo Gomez 
on failing to secure a nomination to the 
presidency, Nunez and his followers have 
always been sincere allies of the moder­
ates, under the name of liberal national­
ists.

At present there are 
seven, and as Parliament is to meet un­
usually early this year, it may be as­
sumed that the seven elections will be 
held simultaneously, and at no distant 
date. The electoral districts left without 
representatives are East Elgin, North 
Bruce, and North Renfrew in Ontario; 
Quebec county, Montreal (St. Mary’s div­
ision) , and either Nioolet or Gaspe in 
Quebec, and Queen s and Shelburne in 
Nova Scotia. Of .these seats the three in 
Ontario returned Conservatives at the 
general election, while the other four re­
turned Liberals. The vacancy in East 
Elgin was caused by the acceptance of an 
office under the Ontario Government by 
Mir. Ingram ; in North Renfrew and 
North Bruce, the sitting members, Mes­
srs. White and (Bland, respectively have 
been carried off by death; Mr. Fitzpat­
rick, member for Quebec county, has 
been created Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court of Canada; Mr. Pidhe of Montreal 
has taken a judicial office; Mr. Lemieux, 
who was returned by both Nacolet and 
Gaspe, has elected to sit for one, and 
thiy leaves a vacant seat for the other; 
Mi1. Fielding has just been unseated for 
Queen s and Shelburne.

Toronto, Ont., Aug. 22—The following 
abstract of the addre jb on “The Insanity 
of Inebriety” was delivered by T. D. 
Crothers, M. D., superintendent of Wal­
nut Lodge Hospital, Hartford (Conn.), be­
fore the British Medical Association to­
day:

The term “inebriety” describes a condi­
tion which calls for alcohol for its anaes­
thetic effect, and in reality means a dis- 

disorder of the brain for which 
alcohol is a most grateful remedy.

The use of alcohol is in most cases a 
cymptom of some disorder, and not as sup­
posed the cause. The theory that tihe ex­
cessive use of spirits is a vice and moral 
condition is not true. Great injustice and 
wrong follow the effects e to correct this 
evil, ba^ed on these falste theories. A 
scientific study of inebriety indicates a de­
finite disease, with distinct causes, pre­
press and termination, the same as other 
diseases.

Two marked symptoms of insanity are 
prominent. One in the periodic drinker, 
who drinks to excess for a short period, 
then abstains. This drink period is prac­
tically an acute mania, insane impulse,, 
which resists all efforts of control. It is 
often preceded hr ’naomnia, headaches

A number of pensons never drink, 
cepfc during the holidays, others use 
spirits only on the Fourth of July, or on 
birthdays.

Oases have 'been noted where persons 
drank for two or more months then ab­
stained for five years, relapsing again as 
before.

Another large class of patients are secret 
midnight drinkers, Who never drink at 
any other time.

Often the drink paroxysm brings out a 
different personality, the patient while 
drinking is an entirely different character 
in reasoning and conduct.

Certain atmospheric and electrical con­
ditions seem to be active in precipitating 
the drink attacks. One man only drinks 
at the seashore, another on high eJevar 
tiens. One drinks in certain climates ^nd 
seasons of the year, and at no other time. 
Many persons drink heavily in large cities, 
and are strict abstainers elsewhere.

These cases all have a marked heredity 
from neuretic parents, and most of them 
dhow defects and irregularities of nutri­
tion, absence of proper sleep, and strains 
and drains. Pneumonia,apoplexy, consump­
tion and paralysis are the common ter­
mination. .

Another form, of insanity is seen in tne 
constant drinker who daily drinks in 
called moderation, and because he is not 
incapacitated or seems not to be changed 
in feeding or degree of comfort, believes 
that he is benefited. Measurements by in­
strumenté of precision and careful studies 
of persons who drink regularly even in so- 
called small quantities, indicate that they 
are most degenerate,and defective Of all in­
ebriates, and the most positively insane 
in a general sense.

Tests show that the action of alcohol 
is accumulated, and both the brain and 
nervous system is permanently deranged. 
The first prominent indication is the de­
lusion of health and vigor, and the harm- 
lessmss of alcohol. A degree of exaltation 
and egotism with confidence and ability 
to stop at all times and places is present 
Another symptom is tihe lowered moral ot 
the person. The consciousness of nght and 

duty, Obligation to others, becomes 
more feeble, and with this the judgment 
and reasoning, also the senses become de­
fective and perverted.
