Paris, July 18—-After heavy shelling,
the Germs counter-attacked several times
during the night in the Verdun sector,
but failed to regain a parcel of ground
captured by the French yesterday.

The statement follows:

“The artillery fighting became rather
violent late at night east and west of
Cerny. We repulsed a surprise attack
on a small post north of Vienne Ile
Chateau, on the western border of the

tion.

“We, the delegates of the revolution-
ary democracy of all Russia, declare that
the disbandment of the regiments was
the result of representations by the mili-
tary committee and by order of Minis-
ter of War Kerenzky, whom you elect-
ed. Consequently every act in defence
of the disbanded regiments is an act
against your brothers shedding their
blood at the front. We remind you that
no, military unit should appear with
arms without special authority of the
commander-in-chief who is in agree-
ment with us.

“Whoever infringes this order we
brand as traitors and enemies of the
revolution. We are taking all measures
in our power to see that this order is
carried out.”

Simultaneously the provisional govern- |
ment posted a proclamation reading, “In
view .of armed demonstrations of certain
military units on July 16, and on the
night of the 16th and 17th, which re-
sulted in several people being wounded,
all demonstrations are prohibited.”

It has been announced from Rotter-
dam that Germany has decided to lay
up thirty coal steamers there instead of
attempting to run them home through
the sea lane.

London, July 18—Telegrams from an
unpnamed east coast port to where the
German ships were brought after being
captured hy British destroyers in the
North ' Sea, says they are all trim, ser
viceable craft, manned by from a dozen
to eighteen men. They contain valuable
cargoes of coal, coke and provisions.

An unconfirmed report says one of the
vessels is the Great Eastern Railway
steamer Brussels, whose captain, Fry-
att, was executed by the Germans after
his capture in June of last year.

A despatch from Amsterdam says
steamers are constantly plying between
Rotterdam and Hamburg, carrying pro-
visions and German coal. The latter is
sent by the Rhine to Rotterdam, whence
it is shipped to Hamburg in order to re-
lieve congestion on German railroads.

FINANGIAL RELATIONS
O CANADA AND STATES

Hon. Mr. White in Washington—
Our Imports Increase More

Rapidly Thar Exports

New York, July 18—A special de-
spatch from Washington to the Tribune
this morning says:—

“The general financial situation be-
tween Canada and the United States
growing out of the commercial relations
between the two countries was discuss-
ed at a conference between the secre-
tary of the treasury and Sir Thomas
White, Canadian minister of finance,
today. 8ir Thomas said that “until
quite recently exchange has been nor-
mal between the two countries, but lat-
terly it has gone slightly adverse to Can-
ada. The reason is that during April,
May and June Canadian excesses of
imports from the United States over cx-
ports to the United States have morel
than propertionately increased. For
April and May the excess was more
than double what it was for April and
May 1916. The situation could be read-
ily remedied by a loan or loans in the
United States.”

cording to Tompkins, ‘hid under the
automobile, and Tompkins ran away
across a field. When he returned Hum-
phries and the bandits had disappeared.
Tompkins then got the automobile
started and returned to Carrolltown and
spread the alarm. Humphries’s ~body
was found pierced by three bullets among
some trees a hundred yards from the
road.

Deputy Coroner Russel R. Yost em-
panelled a jury at once and conducted
an investigation.

The bodies of Mrs. Humphries and
her son were found alongside the road
where the automobile had turned about.
Investigation showed that Mrs. Hum-
phries had been shot behind the ear, the
bullet penetrating her brain, and that
the flesh bore powder stains.

This caused the authorities to assert

that the bullet which killed her could
not have been fired from so great a dis-
tance as was asserted by Tompkins. The
boy had been shot in the face. The

Ottawa, July 18—The die is cast.
Within the next two months Canadians
will witness a general election,—the first
in six years.

By a vote of 82 to 62 the house at
midnight approved of the extension res-
olution submitted by Premier Borden.

F. Pardee; the chairman
of the Liberals who supported the
principle of the military service act
made that plain in his impressive speech
tonight. He attributed its failure to
“different and conflicting elements on
both sides of the house.”

The prime minister, in proposing the
resolution for a year’s further extension
of parliament, pleaded the war crisis,
the divisions and dissipation of energy
which would result from the turmoil of
an election and the practical dis-
franchisement of the men at the front.
‘He cited the precedent of Great
Britain and declared that the destinies of

Canada and civilization of the world
over-bore any technical constitutional
conventions. He pleaded that there

should be a setting aside of all partisan-
ship and political strife and with an ex-
tended perliamentary term “a govern-
ment formed by fair union of both po-
litical parties.”

Hon. Geo. P. Graham Replies.
When the prime minister sat down, to
the surprise of most members of the
house, it was not Sir Wilfrid Laurier
but his® first lieutenant, Hon. George P.
Graham, who rose. Mr. Graham in a
brief but clear-cut speech, put before
the government an alternative proposal
to ‘immediate consideration of the ex-
tension resolution in the following!
terms; “That the consideration of the
terms of the said resolution should be
deferred until the government brings be-
fore parliament measures providing that
those able to pay will be asked to con-
tribute their full share to the cost of the
war ,and by which all agricultural; in-
dustrial, transportation and natural re-
sources of Canada will be organized so
as to insure the greatest possible assist-
ance to the empire and the war and to
reduce the cost of living to the Cana-
dian people.”

The amendment which, with a few
changes, is practically the same as the
one of which Hon. Mr. Graham had
given notice some weeks ago, provides
that before the government is given a
mandate to carry on for another year it
should produce a vigorous constructive
programme of domestic organization of
all the resources of the country—the sec-
ond and equally important problem of
war work necessary to back up the
armies in the field.

Endorsed Conscription.

Hon. Mr. Graham emphasized par-
ticularly organization for food ' produc-
tion and food control and the taxation
of large incomes which do not now
contribute anything like a fair share to-
wards meeting the burden of war.

Hon. Mr. Graham endorsed fully the
principle of selective conscription and
made it clear that his amendment did
not in any way interfere with the pass-
ing or the enforcement of the govern-
ment’s measure. But with only one part
of its duty done he appealed for a tang-
ible pledge that the other and equally
necessary half of national war service
would be undertaken by this parliament
before it voted itself another year’s ten-
ure of power.

Sir George Foster, who followed Hon.
Mr. Graham for an hour and a half, gave
but a partial pledge. He announced
that an income tax would be introduced
and passed by this parliament. The be-
lated acquiescence in what Liberalism
has been demanding without success ever
since the war started was a concession to
unmistakable public demand and a first
fruit of Liberal war policy. For the rest,
Sir George’s speech was an apologia for
governmenti failure to handle the cost of
living-problem ,the transportation prob-
lem, the ship building problem, etc.

Other Liberal Speakers.

Hon. Mr. Graham’s amendment was
vigorously supported by Hon. Dr. Pugs-
ley, E. M. MacDonald and Fred. Pardee.
The Liberal chief whip declared that
union government was dn impracticable
ideal under the aegis of the preesent ad-
ministration, and under all the circum-
slances he believed that the quickest and
best way to get a new parliament hav-
ing the confidence and the mandate of
the people and a real win-the-war ad-
mipistration was to appeal to the people.
After the defeat of Hon. Mr. Graham’s
amendment, Sir Wilfrid Laurier rose im-
mediately to speak on the main motion.
The Liberal leader was in excellent form,
speaking with great vigor and cogency.
He covered the constitutional issue at
stake, the abortive attempts at forming
a coalition government under circum-
stances which the prime minister must
hawe known could not be successful, and
pleaded that the only way to secure any-
thing lik: unity of effort, stable govern-
ment and public confidence was to trust
the people and appeal to them for a
new mandate.
