THE LOCAL OPPOSITION
An association with Mr. A. P. Barn-
hill at its head will command public
respect.

Mr. E. S. Carter, in response to the
eall for an address, received such a
greeting as proved that the people ap-
preciate the work he has done and re-
sent the slanderous attacks to which he
is subjected by a portion of the opposi-
tion press. Mr. Carter made some al-
lusions to the gentlemen who direct the
policy of the Standard which the public
will read with a great deal of interest.
It is not his habit to give ground easily,
and his counter attack must be reckon-
ed with by the enemy. Possibly it will
some day dawn upon the directors of
the Standard that gross personal abuse
of a political opponent is not profit-
mble, and is not good politics. So far
as Mr. Carter’s work in the political
field 35 enncerned he has made charges,
but he has also proved them; and he
was performing a public service the
value of which is universally recogniz-
ed.

“CHOSEN BY PROVIDENCE.”

A very self-complacent gentleman is
Baron Von Stengel, who is described as
%“one of the leading German authorities
on international law.” Just what this
phrase means one is at a loss to under-
stand. The only international law Ger-
many is pleased to observe is the law of
expediency at any given moment. In
other words, Germany makes her own
international law as she goes along, and
the rest of the world may go hang.
Baron Von Stengel, however, explain
why it 1s that ‘Germany pursues this
gourse. It is because she is always right
and all who do not agree with her are
wrong. The Baron, who is professor
§n the University of Munich and Ger-
man delegate to the first conference at
The Hague, replying to inquiries of the
Dutch Pacificist League as to future in-
ternational law, writes:—

“The whole course of the war has
shown that we Germans were chosen by
Providence from among all people to
march at the head of all civilized nations
and lead them, under our protection, to-
ward assured peace. For we not only
have the power and force necessary but
also possess all spiritual gifts to the
highest degree- and it is we who consti-
tute the crown of civilization. It there-
fore is superfluous to continue to dis-
cuss pacificist plans of whatever nature.
Nations, especially neutral nations, have
only one means of leading a profitable
existence—to submit to our guidance,
.which is superior from every point of
view. No people are more permeated
vith sentimeni and ideals than we. Un-

der our protection one need not worry
about national rights.”

Clearly, this settles the whole ques-
tion. The Kaiser’s claim to Divine guid-
ance is established. Germany must
be right, and it is her business to
lead the world. All this talk about
crushing Germany is ridiculous. We
have Baron Vohn Stengel’s word for it,
and he speaks for Providence. He is
the spokesman also of the crown of civ-
ilization, and anv ‘little baby-killing epi-
sodes and incidents of that sort which
may have occurred in the course of the
war have been nothing less than the
judgment of Providence upon a stiff-
necked and perversc generation which
knows not the Kaiser.

Baron Von Stengel’'s views a year
hence will be of no little interest to the

neutrals to whom he now lays down
the law.

GERMAN HYPOCRISY.,

In 1875, Henry Ward Beecher gave a
description ofy German hypocrisy which
shows that the great preacher had an
accurate knowledze of German char-
acter. What he said more than forty
years ago will be even more keenly ap-
preciated * noav than it was then. We
quote:—

“It is wonderful what bad neighbors
poor Germany seems to have. There is
that great hectoring Belgium trying to
pick a quarrel with her. There is
France, recovering from her great defeat
with a rapidity which shows very little
consideration for Germany’s feelings.
Austria, too, retains her sovereignty over
twelve million subjects of German race,
which, of course, is exasperating to the
great Empire. And don’t Holland and

The
German war-lords are the arch-hyp(')-
crites of Europe, but they have been
so effectually exposed that the verdict
of history -zannot be other than a con-
demnation of their whole course since
Prussia set out to dominaté Germany
and later to make Germany dominate the
world,

Golden Jubilge of Church

Fiftieth Anniversary of Consecration of Saint
Peter’s, Public Landing, in
Parish of Westfield

Friday, July 28, was the fifticth anni-
versary of the consecration of St. Pet-
er's church, which is the parish church
of Westfleld; and was observed by a
special service in the evening at 7.80
o’clock. The music was appropriate to
the occasion, special hymns and chants
being sung. The boys of the Wiggins’
Male Orphan Institution were in the
choir, their principal, Wm. Pearce, be-
ing the organist. Mrs. Harold Partridge
of Rochester sang “Rest in the Lord,”
the accompaniment being played by her
sister, Mrs. A. M. Woodman.

The Rev. H. Hamilton Brown, rector
of Upham, preached a splendid sermon
from the Gospel for the Fifth Sunday
after Trinity, St. Luke, 5:1-11, prefac-
ing it with remarks on the founding of
the church and of the men and women
who through these fifty years had been
privileged to do a work for God.

Historical Address

The following is a report of the his-
torical address on the Church of Eng-
land in the parish of Westfleld, given by
the rector, Rev. Craig W. Nichols, at a
service in St. Peter’s church, July 80,
in commemoration of the consecration of
that church, July 28, 1866:

History octupies an important place

1 in the religious life of & people. History

fills many pages of the Bible. When the
patriot statesmen and prophets attempt-
ed to arouse the people of God it was
by reciting what “Our Fathers” have
told us of what God had done for them.
The great address of Stephen to the
council was principally historical and in
St. Paul’s sermons and epistles history
forms no small part. Therefore, I think
it well that we should mark the 50th
anniversary of the consecration of this
church by placing on ¥ecord some of the
outstanding features of the lives and
work of the men_and women in estab-
lishing the services of the Church of
England ir this parish of Westfield..

Before any church buildings were
erected or clergymen appointed to this
parish, services were held by lay read-
ers. Mr. Ward (a school teacher) and
Colonel Nase, in private houses and in
a large barn of Gen. Coffins.

Colonel Nase not only held services
before the arrival of a clergyman, but
during several vacancies he kept up the
church ministration. The Nase fam-
ily have been up to the present prom-
inent in the church’s work and life of
Westfield. We are indebted to Mrs. A.
M. Woodman, Miss Edith Nase, H, G. H.
Nase, descendants of Col. Nase, and also
Miss Nettie Nase of Nerepis for most
valuable assistance in our church music
And it seemed very fitting that Mrs.
Partridge and Mrs. Woodman were able
to assist at the anniversary service.

The Rev. Robt. Norris was the first

missionary appointed in 1801, and re-
mained for five years and then return-
ed to Cornwallis in Nova Scotia. Mr.
Norris had been a priest of the Roman
Church, being a professor at the Eng-)
lish college of St. Omer in Paris, and
was a prisoner there for fifteen months:
during “the reign of terror.” Having
doubts-as to the claims of ‘Rome, he de-
cided to leave that communion.
For doing this he suffered disinheri-
tance by his father and for a time was
without friénds, acquaintances or even
the means of subsistence in his native
land of England. After two years he
was ‘admitted to the ministry of the
Church of England and sent to this
country as a missionary of the S. P. G.
From 1806 to 1822 the parish seems
to have been vacant and besides the ser-
vices of Col. Nase dependept upon oc-
casional visits from Rev. Wm. Scovil of
Kingston, Rev. Mr. Arnold, Sussex, and
Rev. Mr. Willis of St. John.

In 1888 came Rev. Gilbert L. Wig-
gins who ministered for the next ten
years. It may be of interest to note
that the brother of Mr. Wiggins was
the founder of the Wiggins’ Male Orphan
Institution, St. John, and that the mem-
bers of that institution are taking part
in this anniversary service. Following
Mr. Wiggins came the Rev. Christopher
Milner in 1886, whose ministry extend-
ed over a period of twenty-three years.
Parson Milner was an outstanding figure
in the old days of Westfield parish. He
must have been a man of commanding
presence and great strength for he serv-
ed not only the present parish of West-
field, but also Greenwich and Petersville.
He did not have a horse, but traveled by
walking or rowing.

It is in the latter part of his minis-
try that we find the first written rec-
ords.

Here are the rames of the vestry in
1857:

Stephen Cronk, N. H. DeVeber, churzh
wardens.

G. Harding, S. Stephens, T. Hayter,
Dr. Pidler, S. Campbell, J. Parker, J.
Apt, N. Belyea, J. Smith, W. Heightte,
A. Lingley, R. Cheyne, vestrymen.

In 1860 Mr. Milner was succeeded by
Rev. E. S. Woodman, who for the next
twenty years laltored here.

As soon as ke came we find steps
taken for the erection of the church, as
the old church bearing the same name
and situated at Woodman’s Point was

getting unfit for use.. We find the fol-
lowing minute, Oct. 8, 1864:

“Whereas, this church has so fallen
into decay as to oe unfitted for the uses
of public worship, and. {ue new parish
church sufficiently advanced to be used
for divine service; therefore, resolvd
that such of the materials as the build-
ing committee may judge suited for fit-
ting up the new church’ be removed from
the building so seon as the consent of
the pew holders be obtained.”

So that it would seem that service was
first held in this building in 1864, and
on July 28, 1866, we have the record of
the date of consecration.

Mr. Woodman was a man of much!
energy and ‘interest in everything per-i
taining to the welfare of the parish. He |
not only had this church finished, but
“old” St. James’ church, Westfield
Beach, was consecrated Aug. 1, 1868.|
Then across the river he obtained from |
Richard Wagner a lot of land on which!
he built a combination church and
schoolhouse, called Trmity church. This!
building was destroyed by fire and a
school house, built by Rev. W, B. Bellis, ;

i

now stands on the same site. |

I believe Mr. Woodman was the mov-
ing spirit in getting the first bridge
across the Nerepis.

After the death of Mr. Woodman, the
Rev. A. V. Wiggins ministevred for the
next six years. He built the .present
rectory. He was succeeded by the Rev-
Wm. Grier, who in 1880 was followed
by Rev. H. T, Parlee. During his min-
istry of twelve years the old church of
St. James was destroyed by fire and the
present church begun.

In 1908 Rev. W. B. Belliss come to the
parish. The same year the new church
of St. James was completed and on July
19, 1904, was consecrated. But Mr. Bel-
liss will be principally remembered for
his work, under many difficulties, of the
entire renovation of the interior of this
church, /

Today this parish is about to under-
go a change which will undoubtedly ¥ol-
low the building of this railroad, but I
do hope that it may not be found neces-
sary to remove this parish church off
its present foundation.

And now.as we think upon the past
we surely must recognize -the fact that
the good hand of our God has been upon
us all these years, and as we remem-
ber the labors of those who have pre-
ceded us, at times under many adverse
and trying conditions, we ought to be
Stimulated to do great things for God.
If our fathers could build this church,
we ought to be able to kéep it in repair,
and I hope that you will not rest until

the outside is in as good a state as the
interior. It is greatly in need of paint-
ing and it ought to be done at once.
While our religion must be something
far more than attention to material
things, yet the state of the church build-
ing is usually an index of the spiritual
condition of the community. We find
that God attached great importance to
a material building:for His ancient peo-

Mr. Bell ig the man who
handled the $100,000 which Premier
Flemming received from A. R. Gould,
a statement I can prove by the testi-
mony of men who went to Mr. Bell to
receive a share of the money. He is
the same who, when tenders were called
for the construction of the marine de-
pot at West St. John, put up a dummy
contractor for the work. he tender
was in the name of F. L. Boone, but
Mr, Bell, F. C. Macneil and W. B. Ten-
nant had power of attorney from Mr.
Boone, and it was they who put up the
$5,000 deposit which accompanied the
tender. They got the contract and got
$300,000 for a botched job, for building
the worst wharf in St. John, a wharf
which is now falling to pleces and
which some day will slide into the har-
bor.

Mr, Tennant.

“Then there is Mr. Tennant, the man
who organized the Northern Dredging
Company, of which Richard O’Leary,
now a director of the Valley railway,
is president. I understand that Mr.
Tennant sold the stock of this concern
and was rewarded with a large block
of the stock for himself. Mr. Tennant
is one of those who assisted in the col-

1 election.

lection of money from the liquor in-
terests. He is the man who telephoned |
to one of the breweries that unless he |
got $500 before the train left, prohibi-
tion would go into effect before morn-
ing. Mr. Tennant is connected with
the Nova Scotia Construction Company,
the company which has the contract for
the construction of the Valley railway
from Gagetown to Westfield, a contract
that some day Will be investigated.

“Mr. Nagle, another director, was a
Liberal as long as the Liberals had any-
thing to give him, and then changed
over. He is the secretary-treasurer of
the Northern Dredging Company and a
business associate of Kennedy & Mec-
Donald,. sub-contractors on the Valley
railway.

“There are two other directors who
have been appointed recently, and of

whom I hope for better things but these |

are the men who control the Standard
and the Standard represents the boodlers
of the government party.

“There is another matter which I
might mention. When the Drummonds

constructed their railway from Bathursti

to their iron mines the province guar-
anteed bonds for the railway to the ex-
tent of $297,000. This is so much money
thrown away, as the mines are not in
operation and the railway is closed down.
The province has not yet had to pay any
interest on these bonds, but I believe
that it will have to pay not only the in-
terest but also the principle, as it will
the interest and principle of the $150,000
guaranteed bonds for Mr. Pinder'’s rail-
way.

It certainly
was a terrible .day in . the trenches, and
I don’t know how any of us got out
dlive, in fact there: were only a few
of our battalion got out. The shell fire
gtarted at 8.80'a. m. and did not cease
tiritil 8.80 p. m;, and you can judge how
hot it was when they claim the Ger-

mans threw over shells at the rate of 87 |

per minute. There were over a hundred
ns turned on us from all directions,
north, south, east and west, and all one
could do was lay in.the trenches and
wait their turn to be killed or wounded;
we had no chance to fight while it last-

ed. 51y
“Two differest tinfes I was lying'
alongside of two ofiour boys, one was |

killed instantly by an exploding shell,
and the other died'a few. hours later. I

was struck in the face about ten o’clock |
in the morning and dn the leg about one |

o'clock. After the shell fire stoped the
Germans advanced with full packs on,
then we did have a chance what was left
of us, got all the bombs we could carry
and passéd them down the line, and
then we started to shoot. I had lost my

rifle, which was buried through the day, ||
but I got another that belonged to one ||
of the boys that was killed. We held ||
them back till relief came, and then |.
tlose that were wounded were ordered

out, and some were killed getting out.
Our colonel was killed and most of our
officers.”
