Is the 100-inch telescope at the Mount 
Wilson Observatory, 
is meant that the telescope has a 
mirror 100 inches in diameter. Mount 
Wilson also has a 60-inch reflector. 
The Dominion Astrophysical Observa­
tory of Canada has a 72-inch reflector.

Periodically announcement comes 
from France that plans are being 
made there to build a reflector with 
a mirror 108 Inches in diameter. But 
this report has been heard so many 
times with so little action following 
it, that American astronomers have 
become frankly suspicious of it.

gIG telescopes art. so important to­
day because astronomy has reached 

a point where future discoveries can 
be made only with the aid of giant 
telescopes and expensive supplement- v 
ary apparatus. Astronomers feel that 
the day is past when the amateur 
using a little telescope can hope to 
make a discovery of major importance.

The group of American astronomers 
in California at the Mount Wilson 
and Mount Hamilton observatories 
have come to be almost a supreme 
court in astronomy. This is because 
they have the finest apparatus In the 
world and can therefore subject new 
theories and discoveries to tests which 
cannot be duplicated elsewhere In the 
world.

gUSSIA is to have the largest re­

fracting telescope in the world. 
This news will come as a surprise to 
many people, especially to embers of 
the scientific world who are familiar 
with the exodus of scientific workers 
which took place from Russia to 
France, England and 
after the Bolshevist 1

The new Russian telescope is being 
built in England. The lens is to be 41 
inches in diameter. At the present 
time the largest refracting telescope is 
at the Yerfces Observatory in this 
country. Its lens is 40 inches in 
diameter.

The refracting telescope is the type 
which most people are familiar with. 
It has a small eye-piece at the end 
near the observer and a large lens at 
the far end.

Larger telescopes of a different sort 
are already in existence.

* * *

THE largest telescopes in the world 
are the reflecting type. These do 

not employ a lens at all, but a large 
concave mirror instead. The mirror Is 
placed at the lower end of the tube 
and the observer looks through an eye­
piece which is inserted at the side of 
the tube. An arrangement of small 
prisms or mirrors enables the observer 
to see the image on the big mirror.

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RALLY IS HELD 
IT ST. MARTINS
Candidates, Premier Baxter 

and Other Speakers at 
County Meeting

A. F. BENTLEY ASKS 
PREMIER QUESTION

Both Parties Prepare for 
Large Meetings in City 

Friday
\

Dr. Murray MacLaren, C. M. G., and 
Thomas Bell, Conservative candidates 
in Saint John-Albert in the coming 
federal election, Hon. Dr. J. B. M. Bax­
ter, K. C., FYemier of New Brunswick, 
Dr. J. H. JBarton and Ralph G. Mc­
lnerney were speakers at a well at­
tended political meeting in St. Martins 
last night.

The questions before the electors 
were discussed by the various speakers. 
Several questions were asked, A. F. 

I Bentley, former Liberal M. L* A., be- 
’ ing one of the interrogators. ,

This was Premier Baxter’s first visit 
In a public capacity to St. Martins 
since the last federal contest. Robert 
Bowland was chairman.

MARITIME RIGHTS.
Dr. Baxter spoke largely of Maritimes 

conditions. He declared that, as Pre­
mier of New Brunswick, he would not 
let his duties as a Dominion Conserva­
tive interfere with those as Premier. 
If there should be a conflict of inter­
ests, he asserted, he would work first 
for tfew Brunswick.

He spoke of the attempt to eo-ordi- 
nate forces of the solid Liberal 16 from 
Nova Scotia and the Liberal four from 
Prince Edward Island with the Con­
servative five from New Brunswick to 
work for the Maritimes and declared 
that Hon. E. M. MacDonald had made 
promises that were never carried out. 
They might be sure that a solid Con­
servative bloc from the Maritimes 
would not fail in this way.

Mr. Bentley asked the Premier where 
the Government would get its revenue 
if tariffs were raised enough to protect 
Canadian manufactures and Dr. Baxter 
replied that it would come from a tariff 
on such luxuries as French champagnes, 
which were now admitted free by the 
King administration. With 400,000 

workmen busy they would be in 
better position to look after the finan­

cial affairs of the country, he said.
The candidates spoke briefly, giving 

their views and those of their party 
on the public questions of the day.

IN SAINT JOHN
All the candidates were out of the 

city last night and will be away to­
night, but the speaking will
