Mining experts said today that the 
drift of the Milford Mine, which is on 
the Cuyuna Range and produces man­
ganese ore, did not extend under the 
lake and they believe the water had 
worked a subterranean passage to the 
roof of the mine and the pressure final­
ly crushed in the roof.

Emil Kainu, the last survivor to leave’ 
the workings, told today how six other 
miners might have escaped had they 
promptly heeded his warning to flee.

He was working the pump at the 
bottom of the 200-foot shaft when the 
crash came. When his power failed,
Ms long experience told him he was in 
danger, he said.

Rushing toward the inner workings,
Kainu heard a roar and discerned a 
wall of water rushing toward him. In­
stantly he whirled, dashing back to­
ward the stairs, meanwhile calling to 
six other men, warning them. of the 
danger. They said something about 
“waiting for the cage,” Kainu said.
The skip was then at the top of the 
shaft.

As Kainu rapidly mounted the stairs 
he saw the other men caught in an 
engulfing wall and swept away to 
instant death. Just ahead of Kainu 
six other men had mounted the stairs 
and as they fled to the top the rising 
water almost licked their heels, so 
rapid was Its upward progress.

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Weather Report

Workmen Find Old Stone Well
On Site of New St. John Hotel

Another reminder of old days in St. John, thç second phase of settle* 
ment life after the Loyalist landing, was brought to light on the site of 
the grocery-store building of the Dufferln group recently torn down. It 
is a stone-built well, which seems at present to be filled up with rubbish, 
but which at Its depth may yet show signs of usefulness.

Similar wells used to mark all old properties in the city before the 
days of waterworks. King Square and vicinity was especially prolific in 
them. In fact there used to be wells In this location at which water was 
sold for a half-penny a pall. A well situated In the triangle of the 
Square leading to the Dufferln corner caved In several years ago, which 
disclosure elicited a lot of historical gossip.

It is presumed the new hotel on the Dufferln site will be protected 
against water troubles same as the Mount Royal Hotel in Montreal, which 
has Its own artesian flow. This is harnessed for house supply and fire 
emergencies as well. In fact every modern utility and facility Is being 
Incorporated Into these newest type of public house and It Is not unlikely 
the natural flow of water In this King Square vicinity will be diverted 
Into useful channels when the foundation builders begin their moulding.

It eliminates the absurdities which

TO RENTALL CANADIAN BUSINESS.
(Vancouver Sun.)

Whatever the development of the 
Western grain route may be, Canadians 
should bear in mind the fact that the 
present growth of Vancouver grain 
shipments is not at the expense of 
other Canadian ports.

During 1922, 100,000,000 bushels of 
Canadian grain left the head of the 
lakes for world markets in American 
boats, to American ports, then over 
American railroads to American Atlan­
tic ports and from there to Europe 
in ships provisioned and equipped in 
American cities to the benefit of 
American industry and American' pay­
rolls.

A normal wheat crop in the West 
therefore could route via Vancouver 
100,000,000 bushels of that wheat with­
out diverting a single bushel from 
Eastern Canadian ports.

Ottawa, Feb. 5—The Dominion Gov­
ernment has proposed to the United 
States that the technical aspects of the 
St. Lawrence waterway project be 
given further consideration by the joint 
engineering board and a report cover­
ing the whole project, including its 
cost, be obtained. The proposals of 
the United States Government for the 
Immediate conclusion of a treaty look­
ing to the development of the St. 
Lawrence waterway or alternatively, 
the constitution of a joint committee 
of experts to make preliminary studies 
as a basis for the framing of a treaty, 
are still under consideration.

London, Feb. 6. — A thrilling ac­
count of the latest battles with sea 
monsters by Mr. Mitchell-Hedges, ex­
plorer and deep sea research explorer, 
who is in search of a sea cow for the 
London Zoo, has reached London 
from Jamaica.

A cold may be a trifling matter to 
some strong man, but he may cough in 
the face of some weak child or, having 
infected his own hands, he may thus 
infect some friend. We are climbing 
toward the February peak and some of 
the responsibility for the portending 
trouble rests with each of us.

and the United States were never bet­
ter than they are tonight. I pray God 
they will long continue in that happy 
condition.”

A reference to the origin of the pil­
grims led the Premier to allude to the 
great discoveries and inventions by 
mankind in past centuries.

“But,” he continued, “there is one 
thing we have not yet discovered. That 
is how to be neighborly. The whole 
of our civilization consists in reason­
ableness, in fair play, in kindly con­
sideration one for another; of taking 
the quarrels of individuals away from 
their own arbitrament and placing 
them under the custody of disinterested 
parties. That discovery still has to be 
made.

“May I say without offence—for 
there is no offence in my heart—that 
America has gone far to make that 
discovery, America and ourselves—we 
want no alliance, we want no docu­
ments—America and ourselves are in 
the position of two peoples that in

Cotton is not the only textile in 
which consumption is running faster 
than production. Consumers of wool 
must soon wake up to the fact that a 
scarcity of this raw material is rapidly 
developing not only here, but all over 
the world.

‘ At the beginning of the year stocks 
of wool in Boston of both domestic, 
and foreign growth aggregated 78,- 
000,000 pounds. A year ago those 
stocks were 86,000,000 and two years 
ago about 140,000,000. The foreign 
grown wool contained in Boston stocks 
this year were only 26,000,000 pounds, 
whereas a year ago there were about 
64,000,000. The total supply in the 
Boston stocks on the first of the year 
rCere equal to no more than six weeks’ 
consumption for this country, and our 
annual production would not carry the 
mills of the United States more than 
three and one-half or four months.

This turns attention to "the foreign 
markets. The situation there is not as 
tight as is our cotton market, but it 
is far from cheerful. The enormous 
world stocks held at the time of the 
Armistice, like the big carry-over of 
cotton, have melted away. Instead of 
the huge surplus, which appalled the 
market, coming events cast the 
shadow of a scarcity. The foreign sup­
ply of wool is small; the London auc­
tion sales show demand is extremely

With only 50 points still to be dis­

tributed in the winter sports of the 
Olympic Games now in progress at 
Chamonix, Norway has a commanding 
lead in the point standing and is vir­
tually assured of first place. Finland 
is second with more than twice as 
many points as the third nation, Great 
Britain. The fine showing' of the 
c^mtries of the North is all the more 
interesting when it is remembered 
that in population they are far out­
numbered by nearly every other coun­
try in the lists. The United States is 
fourth in the standing and Austria is 
fifth, but France and Canada are down 
near the bottom in the point score.

The poor showing of Canada is diffi­
cult to explain. Except for the first 
place that they won in hockey by de­
feating the United States yesterday, 
the Dominion athletes have scored 
only one point in the ten days of 
competition. With a population that 
is larger than that of Norway and 
Finland together and with the excel­
lent opportunity for, and the great pop­
ularity of, winter sports in the Do­
minion, Canada would naturally be 
expected to finish up among the lead­
ers. Instead it is ninth among 17 
nations and will probably not improve 
that position, as France, eighth in the 
standing, has an advantage of more 
than eight points. The only apparent 
explanation of Canada’s failure to do 
better is that it devoted its entire 
attention to developing an ice hockey 
team to the exclusion of and detriment 
of other sports.

The showing of the United States in 
these sports was neither better nor 
worse than might have reasonably been 
expected. There are great sections of 
this country where there is no ice or 
snow and it would be surprising if this 
nation could develop a team capable of 
defeating those of the North countries 
where the children learn to skate and 
ski at an early age and have oppor­
tunities for constant practice that are 
not available here.

Opportunity for practice, however, is 
not the only factor in these sports, as 
the fact that Sweden could not keep 
pace with tls neighbors and is far down 
in seventh place indicates. Just why 
this should be so is as difficult to^ ex­
plain as the failure of the Canadians. 
Sweden has the same opportunities 
that Norway and Finland have, but in 
this particular Instance it apparently 
did not have the same will to make 
the most of them.

Although Norway will probably 
finish ahead of Finland in the winter 
sports, the latter country is far more 
dangerous as a rival for the all-around 
championship, which will be based on 
the point score of the Olympic Games 
as a whole. Finland boasts an excep­
tionally strong track team In addition 
to Its fine skaters and skiers and with 
such men as Rltola, Nurmi, Hoff and 
Wide to carry the white and blue, 
may furnish a serious threat to the 
larger nations before the international 

end In the fall.

BILLIARDS IVORY 
GETTING SCARCE

Christian Nagle, the Expert, 
Finds Supply Light in 

West Africa.
Christian Nagle, the Brunswick- 

Balke-Collender Company’s ivory ex­
pert, who has been investigating the 
ivory situation on the west coast of 
Africa, returned to New York last 
week. Speaking of his trip he said: 
"There was so little reliable Informa­
tion with regard to the ivory marts of 
the west coast of Africa that B. B. 
Benslnger, president of our company, 
decided to get definite reports respect­
ing the supply of Ivory suitable for 
billiard balls. With that end In view 
he sent me to ascertain the possibilities 
of the Ivory sources of the African 
West Coast, territory that is called ‘the 
white man’s graveyard.'

“I learned that so far as billiard 
balls were concerned there were no 
possibilities. The territory is an Eng­
lish possession and the British govern­
ment controls the ivory collections and 
output. Since September 1 a govern­
ment restriction providing that no tusk 
weighing less than twenty-five pounds 
shall be marketed or shipped has been 
In force. That is intended to protect 
young elephants. In pursuance of that 
restriction all tusks weighing less than 
twenty-five pounds are confiscated. On 
my return trip, while In London, I was 
informed that the British government 
had prohibited shipments from India 
of tusks weighing lass than forty 
pounds.
One Tusk for Chief.

“I went from New York November 
17 and sailed south from Liverpool 
eleven days later. Seacondee was the 
place where I landed In Africa. From 
there I went by rail, 168 miles, to Coo- 
massle which was as far as the railroad 
from the coast extended. At Coomas- 
sie the English government has an au­
tomobile station, where machines are 
rented. We got a government machine 
and went 200 miles into a forest. The 
elephant herds were still 200 to 400 
miles away. Natives walk and cut 
their way through brush to the hunt­
ing grounds. Returning, they carry 
tusks and travel on foot from 100 to 
400 miles. Then at Coomassle, the 
Ashanti district, there is a chief to 
whom a hunter who gets two tusks 
must give one. The ivory brought 
into the Ashanti district Is about ten 
tons gross per year.

“At Acra and Lagos a lot of Ivory 
Is cut into wristlets, neck laces, cigar­
ette holders and shoe horns. Moham­
medans do that work and walk from 
600 to 800 miles to dispose of their 
wares. /

“At Coomassle I found many tusks 
weighing from fifty to dgnty-flve 
pounds, all so hollow that few, If any, 
billiard balls could be obtained from 
them. They were chiefly marketed for 
piano keys.

“Tusks suitable for billiard purposes 
weigh from twenty-five to fifty pounds. 
Ivory from British possessions udll bs 
sold at auction at London. Ivory 
from French possessions will be sold 
at Antwerp, which succeeds Hamburg 
as an Ivory market. French ivory is 
obtained from what before the waf 
were German possessions In Africa.

So M 
can be seen that the Shuberts manage 
to retain about $14,000 of the gross re­
ceipts every week, and in a 40-week 
season would show a net profit of at 
least $350,000 to this one show, while 
Jolson without a cent of investment 
will draw down the same amount.

Only Mary Plckford, Charlie Chapllq 
and Douglas Fairbanks exceed these 
annual earnings of Jolson and they are 
really producing managers as well al 
actors.
