Dublin, Oet. 29—The first murder • 
trial by court martial in Dublin in con­
nection with recent killings of soldiers 
has ended in the condemnation to death 
of Kevin Barry, a medical student, eigh­
teen years of age. Barry was charged 
with complicity in an attack on soldiers 
in Dublin in September, when one soldier 
was killed.

The commander-in-chief has confirm­
ed the sentence of death and the execu­
tion of Barry has been set for next Mon­
day. In prison today Barry made an 
affidavit before a magistrate to the ef­
fect that he had been tortured by sol­
diers and jailors in an attempt to induce 
him to reveal the names of his com­
rades.

Holyhead, Wales, Oct. 29—When day 
broke this morning over the Irish Sea, 
the steamer Rathmore, bearing the body 
of Lord Mayor MacSwiney of Cork,

\ steaming southward off the Welsh head­
lands on its way to Cork. At the same 
time his relatives, who refused to board j 
a special steamer provided to take them 
and the lord mayor’s body to Cork were 
on their way to Dublin. The relatives 
left Holyhead at twenty minutes after 
two o’clock, a little more than an hour 
after the Rathmore disappeared in the 
darkness which shrouded the coast.

The sending of Mr. MacSwincy’s body I 
direct to Cork was preceded by a violent 
scene in which blows were struck and 
members of he lord mayor’s family 
dragged from their railway coach at the 
Holyhead railway station. They refus­
ed to consent to the government’s plan 
to take the body to Cork instead of Dub­
lin, and it was only after they had been 
placed under virtual temporary arrest 
that the body was taken from the 
train to the dock where the Rathmore 
was waiting. . ,

London, Oct. 29—Newspapers here, in 
commenting upon the agreement by 
which the coal strike may be ended if 
the referendum to be held by the miners 
is favorable, generally recognize the 
scheme as a compromise. Neither the 
advocates of the miners nor the repres­
entatives of the owners of the coal pits 
claimed victory. There is universal ap­
proval of the arrangements by which a 
sliding scale will apply to the profits of 
owners as well as the wages of the mem 
and this is thought the most hopeful 
feature of the agreement.

Newer Avenues Are Spacious. "

The newer avenues of the city are 
spacious, the Avenida de Mayo which 
passes from the Plaza de Mayo where 
is located the Government Palace, a mile 
and a half west straight to the Capitol 
or Congress Hall, is a magnificent ave­
nue, 100 feet wide and bordered with 
trees imported from Europe.

On another of the old streets,, the 
Calle iDanta Fe, where it is bordered 
with tall eucalyptus trees, are the per­
manent Fair Grounds of the Argentine 
Rural Society, covering forty 
There are here beautiful and 
buildings for housing the horses, cattle 
and general exhibits, with a permanent 
reviewing stand of steel and concrete.

New York, Oct. 29—Franklin D. 
Roosevelt, democratic vice-presidential 
candidate, yesterday filed papers in a 
suit for $600,000 against John R. Rath- 
om, editor and publisher of the Prov­
idence Journal, and Scott C. Bone and 
Edward B. Clark, manager and assist­
ant manager of publicity for the Repub­
lican National Committee, charging the 
defendants with circulating false and de­
famatory libel.

An editorial in the Providence Journal 
charged that Mr. Roosevelt, while sec­
retary of the navy, had sequestrated or 
destroyed navy department records and 
that he had sought personally to return 
to the support of the navy men convict­
ed of various crimes. Mr. Roosevelt 
made public denial of the charges and 
then Mr. Rathom sent him a letter out­
lining specific cases referred to in the 
editorial. The letter also was published 
in the Providence Journal. ___

Except for certain details—the most 
interesting of all—that might help a fu­
ture enemy power, what happened in 
England as a result of air raids has 
been gleaned from official reports and 
published in the London Times. Gen­
erally speaking the airship raids were 
a failure, being more costly to Germany 
than to Britain, and they had virtually 
ceased before the armistice. The air­
plane raids, however, were not so suc­
cessfully dealt with, and might have 
had much more serious results had it 
not been for the fact that the scarcity 
of good machines was a sore problem 
with the Germans toward the end of the 
war. The blockade forced them to use 
materials in construction they never 
would have used had they been able to 
make a choice. Their pilots were good, 
and eyen handicapped by inferior craft 
the attack seemed to be gaining on the 
defence as the struggle came to a close. 
The problem of defending a city from 
air raids was not solved in the Great 
War.
The German Commanders.

The first attack was made by an 
airplane the night before Christmas in 
the first year of the war, when a bomb 
was dropped on Dover. On January 
19, the first hostile airship appeared and 
bombed Yarmouth and King’s Lynn. 
The enemy ships used two bases, the 
naval ships sailing from Northern Ger­
many while the military ships operated 
from Belgium. The naval ships were 
more daring and better handled. Mathy, 
Birsch, Bocker and Petersen were the 
most successful of the pilots. Whether 
their identity was known at the time 
of the raids is not known, but now the 
British Government is probably In a 
position to name every man who flew 
over England. The captains, with the 
exception of Bocker who was captured, 
were killed. Hirsch was lost in a thun­
derstorm over the North Sea. Petersen 
was burnt at Billericay, and Mathy and 
his ship were brought down in a mass 
of flames at Potter’s Bar- Germany had 
no other pilots to take their place and 
this put an end to the airship raids to­
ward the end of 1916 with the exception 
of one raid undertaken in August, 1918. 
L-70, newest of the Zeps, was one of the 
five invaders. She was attacked by an 
airplane squadron under Major Cad7 
bury, and an explosive bullet caused 
her to burst into flames. Hercompan- 
ions then turned tail.
Defiant Zeps.

In the early raids the Zeps were de­
fiant of the British anti-aircraft guns, 
and came contemptuously close to earth. 
Later on the guns improved, and the 
ships avoided positions they knew to be 
defended and concentrated their efforts 
upon open cities. The first airship to 
be brought down was a military ship 
SL-I1 destroyed by the heroic Lieut. 
Robinson, who shortly afterwards lost 
his life, leaving behind him a name that 
will never be forgotten in the Great 
War. A German officer has since con­
fessed that what defeated the German 
airships was the fear of 
the gas. It was not the bullets or frag­
ments of shell piercing their own skins 
that shook their nerves, but the fear 
that
might enter the gas bag and destroy 
them all by fire. Then as the anti air­
craft guns increased in range the Zep­
pelins had to sail so high that most of 
the time the crews had to wear respira­
tors.

Ad! Chicago, Oct 27—That the ability as 

weli as the disposition to, buy all kinds 
of merchandise has been curtailed is in­
dicat’d by the falling off of 80 per cent, 
in business of the “mail order houses.” 
These concerns are nearer the country 
people, as well as those in small towns, 
than any other merchants, as they carry 
all kinds of goods, from pins to thresh­
ing machines, lumber and building 
terials. The retail sales of the mail order 
houses show the largest reduction, as 
compared with last year, while whole­
sale business has held up better.

With wheat prices cut down about 
$1 from the high point of the season, 
with corn off more than 50 cents a bush­
el, and oats 70 cents lower than in July, 
there has been a crimp put in the pur­
chasing power of the consumers in the 
agricultural regions, so that, manufactur­
ing industries of all kinds are slowing 
down and reducing their output by lay­
ing off men. Workers in the city who 
have lost their jobs do not find as many 
available as formerly, and employers are 
more particular about taking on new 
help, and are weeding out the slackers 
and less desirable workers- Under such 
conditions business naturally slows up, 
and there has been a reduction of 15 to 
25 per cent, in volume in the last four 
months.

Clothing is being sold at a greatly re­
duced prot and the president of the Re­
tail Clothing Merchants’ Association in 
a statement given out here says that 
many retailers throughout the country 
are selling clothing without an yprot 
and some are operating at a loss.

Large cancellations of steel have been

Unusual quiet pervades the baseball 

front as the two opposing factions 
; spread their lines for a contest that may 
write a most important chapter in the 

| sport’s history. This is a bit unusual, 
as the public usually is surfeited with 
belligerent statements and communica­
tions whenever the moguls of the nation- 

! al game engage in anything approximat­
ing a real fight. The quietude may in- 

! dicate that the supposed bomb, in tfie 
shape of a twelve-club league, will turn 
out to be simply a dud.

It is to- be hoped that such will be 
the result of the latest upheaval in the 
baseball world, since followers of the 

I game have had more than their fill of 
1 warring by the magnates. The public 
prefers the eight-club league system as 
It has prevailed for several years, with 
its interleague rivalry and finally a 
world’s series each fall as a climax to 
the season. A twelve-club arrangerait 
necessarily has its drawbacks and it 
would be some time before the fans 
would become accustomed to the new 
order of things.

On the other hand, it cannot be denied 
| that evil conditions sometimes arise 
I which cannot be eradicated without 
j drastic changes and no little sacrificing 
I on the part of those most interested.
I This seems to be true of baseball at this 
time. The failure of the presidents of 
the two major leagues to settle upon a 
national commission chairman has weak­
ened the game and turned into chads a 
government that had functioned well be­
fore petty politics became prominent. A 
re-arrangement is much to be desired* 
and if it cannot be brought about with­
out the formation of 
league such a drastic move will be wel­
comed.

As the case stands at this time those 
opposing the proposed changes are de­
cidedly in the minority, and their refusal 
to confer with the majority club own­
ers in order to help along the sport has 
swayed public opinion to, the side of the 
magnates who recognize the need of 
changes. In one league the executive is 
a leader in the fight for re-or^anization» 
while in the other organization )ftve club 

taking the stand that the 
plan is to oust Ban Johnson, and there­
fore they rally to his support. Both 
leagues will be affected similarly by 
whatever re-organization plan the club 
owners adopt.

I There is still time for a settlement of 
1 the difficulty in a friendly manner. The 
club owners demanding a change con­
tinue to serve notice on the opponents 
of the re-organization plan that the 
door is open for them, and that their 
counsel will be welcomed in reaching a 
decision. It is to be hoped that the so- 
called Johnson faction will realize what 
the public expects of it, join with the 
majority and put baseball on a stronger 
basis than it ever has been, instead of 
remaining defiant and thereby helping to 
bring about a baseball war. The game 
is bigger than any man or group of 
men in it and it can survive more wars, 

it survived those of the past. What 
it needs at this time, however, is more 
co-operation and less politics among club 
owners and officials.

Rates Decline Further Under Scarcity of Cargo
bH,eOfferings—Old Companies Fight for Established 

South American Situation Encouraging. ll
Trad ■j:

Cargo offerings are still far below the 

volume required to supply ttie many 
vessels loading at this port with full 
cargoes, and as a neauit ocean freight 
rates continue to show a downward 
tendency. Following tiie announcement 
of Admiral Benson that the Shipping 
Board would grant its operators the 
right to compete with the French Line 
for cargo destined*_for the French At­
lantic and other ports of the Continent, ; 
virtually all lines operating to French, j 
Belgian, or Dutch ports began quoting | 
rates under the general market, and to- j 
day there is no standard rate for those 
ports. It is reported that competition 
for cargo has grown so strong in these 
trades that a shipper frequently receives 
quotations on two different rates in one 
day by the same steamship company. It 
is difficult to estimate the actual reduc­
tions in rates, but in several cases they 
have been equal to 30 or 85 per cent, and 
in spme instances they have been 
greater. .

At the present time it is substantially 
a case of the shippers naming their own 
rates in these trades, and there is still 
no indication of a return to normal con­
ditions. In view of the small volume of 
freight and the low rates it is apparent 
that the steamship companies are oper­
ating at a loss, but until all lines are 
willing to join the conference and main­
tain rates there is little likehood that 
there will be any stiffening- The out­
look for an improvement in the cargo 
movement for the next two or three 
months is very poor, and that is the 
only thing outside of an agreement 
among the steamship companies that 
will work for stabilisation.

In the Hamburg trade a somewhat 
similar condition prevails. One of the 
large companies is reported to be cutting 
rates considerably. Not only are the 
rates to Hamburg being cut, but this 
company is offering through rates to 
Scandinavian ports, via Hamburg, that 
ire much below those being quoted by 
lines operating direct to the ports of 
the Scandinavian countries. As an ex­
ample, a rate of 85 cents on flour to 
Christiania was quoted by this company 
recently. To some extent tne steamship 
companies operating services direct to 
Scandinavian ports are meeting these 
rates and on favorable cargo the shipper 
can usually- obtain a quotation well be­
low the general market.

"Front present indications,” said a 
large freight broker, ‘‘it would seem that 
rates to practically all northern Euro­
pean ports were due for reductions. The 
steamship companies are badly in need 
of cargo and some of the large compan­
ies are determined to establish theiq- 
telves firmly in their respective trades 
luring, the next six months. It is not a 
question of making money at the pres­
et time, but of organizing and consolid­
ating for future business. Shipping is 
passing through a serious crisis the same 
as other industries, but the leaders in the 
industry are almost unanimous in their 
belief that the companies that 
through this crisis will be well repaid 
for their efforts. The old companies are 
making a fight to- drive some of the 
newer ones out of certain trades, and in 
some instances they may be successful. 
Just at present there are more vessels 
in the European service than freight 
offerings warrant, in spite of the fact 
that many vessels have been laid up. It 
follows, therefore, that the rate market 
will continue1 weak and irksome cases I 
would not be surprised to see further re­
ductions in rates.”

In spite of the light freight 
ment, lines in the United Kingdom con­
ference refuse to consider any reduction 
in rates, even for special commodities 
that might be moved through eastern 
ports in large volume. It is known that 
the western lumber dealers have been 
trying for some time to obtain a reduc- 

-- tion on lumber to United Kingdom 
ports, but without success. The rail­
road rates Trom the Pacific Coast make 
it impossible for western producers of 
spruce to ship by rail to eastern ports 
and compete with producers in the mari­
time provinces of Canada..
