“point out the fact that conquerors are
not usually wont to permit the con-
quered to dictate terms of peace,
which is practically what is to be asked
of them by the commission,” were vari-
ously interpreted. Administration chiefs
declined to comment on the statement.

The declaration from Niagara Falls
stated that the Durango expression did
‘not alter the mediators’ opinion toward
‘the Constitutionalists. Hope was not
lacking that the differences beétween the
tmediators and Constitutionalists could
‘be dissipated by exchanges which re-
cently were initiated by delivery of the
«Carranza note at Niagara Falls.

Sixteen Times In The

WOMEN [DENTIFIED AS MEN

Closer Guard Now Against Errors
—More Than $6,000 Found
on One Body—Theft of Ring
From Dead Gil's Hand—
Denial of Statements Against
Captain Kendall Made by Wife
of Storstad Commander

Quebec, June 2—Having discovered
that several mistakes had been made
in the identification of bodies officials
bave made necessary absolute proof be-
fore allowing the claimant to remove
thc body. As a result the number of
identifications yesterday and today was
much smaller than on Sunday.

There was undoubtedly much in-
cfficiency of method in arrangements
made for the claiming of bodies by
friends or relatives. A clerk of the C.
P. R. was placed in charge of every
twenty-five caskets. As soon as a face
was recognized or by jewelry or scars,
a body was named, those who believed
they had found the one for whom they
searched would report to the clerk in
charge. He would take the name of
the victim and the one who supplied the
information, age of the deceased, place
of residence, and any other facts thought
necessary, and the claimants would re-
ceive a burial certificate from Coroner
Jolicoeur. Thus it would be possible
for them to remove the body.

The clerks were not experienced men
and had no idea of the many mistakes
possible under the circumstances. The
wmajority of those who searched for vic-
tims were under a terrible strain and
many were almost hysterical. They
vere looking for a certain, face, and the
least resemblance backed by the sub-
conscious suggestion that the body was
very probably one of those recovered,;
was enough in many cases on which to|
found a claim. But the faces of the
majority were distorted and mistakes |
fuite possible. ‘

Women Tdentifted ay Men:

In two cases bodies were identified as:
men, which when examined were found |
to be women. Impossible though this.
may seem, it was undoubtedly true. One |
was said to be a sailor named Quilling. |
His body was claimed by the Calholic'
Seamen’s Institute. When it was taken |
out to be embalmed it was found that'
it was a woman. ‘

The body in the coffin nmunmbered 182
was also identified as being a man, When |
the coroner made his round yesterday |
afternoon to remove all valuables from |
the body and prepare it for embalming |
the discovery was made. |

Mr. Webber, of the C. P. R,, who has:
had charge of a great part of the arrange-:
ments, was asked about this, and hcl
admitted that several' mistakes had been |
discovered. Some bodies were identified |
three or four times as different persons. !
“Why in one case,” said he, “sixteen,
identified one body as a certain person.!
Two others, of whom I was one, made|
out that it was some one else, sixteen
were wrong and we were right”
“Whether any of the fifty bodies whichi
have been removed have been mistaken- |
ly identified will probably never be
known. 'They are scattered all over the
country now, and many of them have
already been interred.”

It was this discovery that led officials
of the C. P. R. to the decision to issue
no additional list yesterday. Further
precautions were being taken and every
effort is being made to prevent any
further blunders.

The process the
bodies, whether identified or not, began
y"esteréay affernoon . and undertakers |
worked all night to complete their grue-
some task. 'This should assist the work
of identification for, with features com-
posed in a more natural expression, clad
in the shrouds, with rouged cheeks, a
better resemblance to the living results.

Every unidentified body was photo-
graphed and those remaining unclaimed
will be held as long as possible. Then,
when they are buried, the photographs
will be kept, with a description and any
remarks in an effort to eventually es-
tablish identity.

The coroner during the faternoon ex-
amined every body that remained, made
a careful search of clothing on -each,
and removed all valuables and anything
thkat might lead to identification, These
were placed in bags, each labelled with
number of coffin, those seeking lost ones
will be allowed to examine contents of
tlese bags. The religion of many of
the victims was discovered by religious
tokens or other evidence. |

This was the first time that anything
like a close examination of the corpses
was made. Perhaps the strangest dis-
covery was in the coffin containing one
evidently Elbert Anderson. On his body,
concealed in his clothes, was the sum of
$6,250 in bank drafts. 'The body had
lain there since Thursday morning. He
was traveling home third class for a holi-
day. Claimants have asked for the
body, but an investigation will be made
before a certificate is given.

Two thefts have peen reported to the
police and one of them comes as a
strange sequel to the story of an at-
tempt to identify a young woman as
Miss E. Parkinson of Toronto. 'T'he
friends who believed that they had found
the body of this girl had wired to To-
ronto to discover the initials on a ring.

Identification of the Empress Dead in
Some Cases Proving Difflcult,

Quebee, June 2—The feature yesterday
in the mortuary chamber was the num-
ber of disputes regarding the identifi-
cation of the dead. No fewer than five
persons contended for the possession of
one fair-haired little girfl of two or three
years, and when the shed was closed at
night she was still classed as unclaimed.

So altered were the features of the
dead that many mistakes were made
during the day and some of these who
were sure at first that they had recov-
ered the bodies of their dear omes later
wavered in their belief and sometimes
even returned to affirm their previous
impression. In the case where the five
all but fought for posession of the little
girl’s body all were earnest in their be-
lief that they had positively identified
her.

HRST OF DEAD T0
REACH ST. JOHN

Bodies of Adjutant and Mrs.
DeBow

LAST PARTING AT WELSFORD

Her Body to Rest Near Family
. Members; Husband’'s to be
Taken to Petitcodiac—Nothing
Definite Yet as to Frank Ham-
ilton

The bodies of two of the New Bruns-
wick victims of the St. Lawrence marine
disaster were brought home for burial
today, those of Adjutant and Mrs. Ever-
ett DeBow of the Salvation Army. Side
by side they were placed aboard the
baggage car at Quebec and brought to-
gether as far as Welsford, where the
!)ody of the wife was taken off for bur-
ial this afternoon at the home of her
childhood days, where now their little
boy, made an orphan by the calamity of
the St. Lawrence, resides with her par-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Wm. McKim. The
final separation took place at the sta-
tion, when the body of the husband
was brought to the city to be taken
thrqugh to Petitcodiac tomorrow for
burial on Thursday. It was taken to
Chamberlain’s undertaking ms today.

A sorrowing father and mother met
the body of Mrs. DeBow at the little
station at Welsford this morning. It
was conveyed to her old home at Arm-
strong’s Corner. Her brothers and sis-
ters were also there with many friends,
5111 deeply grieved at the sad happen-
ing. This afternoon burial took place
with a large gathering present. The
funeral service. was conducted by Staff
Captain Coombs of the Salvation Army,
who, with Mrs. Coombs, Adjutants Bea-
son and Parsons, Ensign Spearin, and
Captain Forbes went out from the city
this morning.

No word of the finding of the body of
Frank W. Hamilton had been received
today. Divers are engaged at the scene
of the wreck in an effort to raise some
of the bodies who are still thought to
be penned down in the rooms. It is
hoped that young Mr. Hamilton’s body
will be found amongst these. His father,
John H. Hamilton, and P. J. Fitzpatrick,
will leave, as soon as word of the find-
ing of the body has been received, for
Quebec to bring it home for burial.

A telegram from Major Morris to his
sister, Mrs.- Milton A. Belyea, of Cedar
street, yestérday afternoon, said that
the body of his sister-in-law, Mrs. Ar-
thur Morris, had been recovered, but
his brother, Arthur’s, body had not yet
been recovered. The bodies of Major
and Mrs. Creighton have not yet been
found.

CONTRACT NOT YET LET
FOR ALL THE FILLING

The contract for the construction of
the concrete piers for the foundations
of the warehouses in connection with
the new government wharves at Sand
Point has been awarded to the Maritime
Dredging and Construction Company,
Limited. The work will proceed at the
same time as the filling and both con-
tracts are expected to be completed by
the middle of August,

Owing to the delay of the previous
contractor the dredging work on' the
Beacon Bar will be completed by the
Maritime Company before they can
complete the fill and they will have only
about half enough material from this
source for the reclamation. There was
scme talk of another contract being
awarded for. the work but arrangements
have been made to use the spoil from
other dredging operations and the Mari-
time Company will complete the work
under their original contract.

The contract for the construction of
the warehouses have not yet been award-
ed but it is expected that they will be
given within the next few weeks so
that they may be completed by Decem-
ber 1. The warehouses will be about
800 feet long and 135 feet wide.

No mention has been made yet of any
steps towards the award of the contract
for the construction of the revetment
well from the site of the wharves now
under construction to the base of the
Negro Point breakwater and the filling
of the neutral 400 feet strip behind the
wall. The completion of this work is
necessary in order that the C. P. R. may
complete the filling on their own land
in the rear of the 400 foot strip. This
land is urgently needed by the railway
for yard room for their tracks and other
facilities which will be needed in con-
nection with handling the traffic for the
new wharves. While it may be possible
for them to get along without this area
it would be at considerable inconvenience
and the C. P. R. officials and the board
of trade have laid great stress on the
importance of undertaking this work im-
mediately.

The left and right halves of the skirt
are cut on the open material, placing
the left half first, about an inch from
the edge of the marquisette. From the
remaining material the outer belt and
underfacing may be obtained. If the
underfacing is placed opposite the right
bhalf of the skirt advantage may be
taken of the extra width of material
gained by making an incision in upper
part for the draped section.

Now double the material and on this
place the large collar, the sleeve and
front; then from a double fold get the
back and the stay. The outer belt
should be cut on a lengthwise or cross-
wise fold ot the goods, but with the
exception of the back, which is placed
on a lengthwise fold, all ot the remain-
ing pleces are cut on & lengthwise
thread of the marquisette.

It is probable that a little difficulty
will be experienced with the construc-
tion of the skirt on account of the lap-
ped-over effect at the front. First,
turn under the front edge of the right
half of the skirt as perforated, lap on
left haif to deuble small “0e” perfora-
tions, notches even and stitch. Adjust
gnderfacing to positien underneath
upper front edge of right bhalf, double
and triple notches even; join edges
having single notches to form draped
effect. Pleat upper edges of both
halves, placing “T" on oorresponding
small “o” perforations and tack. Turn
hem at front edge of stay on large “O"
perforations, which indicate center-
front. Adjust stay to position under-
neath both halves, centers even and
tack at corresponding small “o” per-
forations. Close back seam as notched.
Sew skirt to lower edge of waist over
inside beilt, centers even. Sew stay to
lower edge of inside belt, centers even.
Adjust outer belt to position, center-
backs even.

Finish the neck and sleeves with lace
ruffies, and if it is desired to have the
ruffle to stand upright about the neck
add an invisible stay.

PAYS TRIBUTE TO THE
MANHATTAN'S MEN

The Imperial Merchant Service Guild
have received the following communica-
tions from their member Captain J. Mc-
Donald, who lately commanded the Ley-
land Liner “Columbian”:—

Dear Sir,—The late S. S. “Columbian”
under 'my command has been: blown up,
and I nave barely escaped with my life.
But for the exertions of daptain F. W.
Lazell, commanding the above steamer
I would be counted as one of the miss-
ing. Will you please look over the en-
closed statement and make such use of
it as you see fit.

The statement which C:jptain McDon-
ald refers to is:—

On board the S. S. “Manhattan,”

Atlantic Transport Line,
May 12th, 1914,

This is to certify that after the S. S.
“Columbian” caught fire and exploded
in Lat. 41 deg, 80 minutes, Long 59 deg.
00 minutes W. on May 4 at 0 hours 5 min-
utes a. m,, that I with fifteen other
members of the crew left the ship in No.
4 boat (one man was drowned and an-
other died) leaving 'a total of fourteen
alive in the boat. Strong winds were
blowing and a heavy sea was running.
It was perishing cold weather. We were
in the boat for fifty hours, Captain F.
W. Lazell of the Atlantic Transport
Liner “Manhattan”' bound from New
York to Antwerp intercepted a message
from the Cunard Liner “Franconia” stat-
ing that he had picked up one of the
boats of the “Columbian” and the other
two were still adrift. Captain Lazell de-
viated from his course for seventy miles
coming up with my boat on May 6 at
2 a. m. while I was lying too with oil
bags out in a heavy sea; and bitter cold
weather; taking us on board without
any mishap, and continuing the search
for No. 8 boat for eighteen hours after-
wards. o dal

May 11 5 a .m; G E. Roberts, chief
engineer, with bad injury to head, and
E. Delf, greaser, badly burned and
scalded, were trangferred to the R. M.
S. “St. Louis” gnd' to. Southampton,
for better medical
to the hospital quicker.

Capain Lazell, hip' officers, engineers,
stewards and crew did all they possibly
could to relievé our sufferings and make
us comfortable. We sincerely hope that
Captain Lazell, and all the members of
the crew of the “Manhattan” may live
many years to come to act the part of
Good Samaritans.

Light Sentences For Killing in Ber-
lin in “Crimes of Passion”—Two
Recent Instances

Berlin, June 1—Berlin appears to have
imported for itself what the. French
have called “crimes of passion,” and to
have extended their range far beyond
the French example. A series of recent
murders and attempted murders of men
. by women have been so lightly punished

that the entire Berlin press is critizing
criminal authorities and juries severely.

A conspicuous case aroused the press
to protest. A young woman informed
by her lover that he did not care for
her any more, invited him for a fare-
well walk in the Tiergarten and shot
him in the back of the head, killing him
instantly. She was brought to trial not
. on a charge of murder, but of man-
slaughter, and the public prosecutor ad-
mitted the existence of the mitigating
circumstances which under a paragraph
of the penal code are present “when the
defendant at the time of the commission
of the action was in such a condition
that he did not realize what he was do-
ing, or suffering under a pathologic dis-
turbance of the senses through which
his power of decision was made impos-
sible.”

In this case, too, the woman was
charged with attempted manslaughter,
which involves a much lighter penalty
than attempted murder. It was proved
on her trial that she had told her ser-
vant girl that she intended to shoot the
man, and that no woman is punished
any more in Berlin for killing a recreant
lover. She had also written in a similar
vein to relatives and friends, and after
the shooting she boasted to her servant
that she had sent four bullets into her
victim,

The jury acquitted her, and the spec-
tators in the courthouse applauded so
long and so loudly that the judges order-
ed the room cleared and threatened fines
for contempt of court.

The Kruezzeitung, fairly representing
the views of the entire press, comments:

“It is perfectly plain that such ver-
dicts, which we have seen repeatedly in
the recent past, signify a danger to the
security of the empire.”

In administering the oath to a jury
which began work this week a Berlin
judge referred to the recent crimes by
women and warned the jurors against
permitting sympathy in such cases to
warp their judgment. (

on Town Planning Conference

Two important matters for the future
of St. John, both depending immediate-
ly on the present action of the citizens
and business men. were discussed at the

St. John Board of Trade last evening.
The first was the terms on which it will
be possible to secure again the invalu-
able winter traffic of the C. P. R. passen-
ger boats as against the present artifi-
cially fostered preference given to Hali-
fax; the second the means which shall
be taken to ensure that by proper “town
planning” the city’s future development
shall be along lines that will not have
to be remodeled when the natural in-
crease comes, as it will come, if that and
other passenger traffic runs through St.
John.
A resolution strongly worded protest-
ing agginst renewal of the Gutelius-Bos-
worth agreement was moved by W. F.
Hatheway at the meeting, seconded by
R. B. Emerson, and unanimously adopt-
ed. The resolution read as follows:
“That this board renews its de-
mand upon the federal government
for fair and equitable treatment in
the matter of ocean mails, and that
it reiterates its unswervipng opposi-
tion to the Gutelius-Bosworth
agreement, or any other agreement
of a similar character which may, in
its operation, = discriminate 'against
the port of St. John, or deprive it
of the geographical advantages ' it
possesses.”
In the summary of the secretary, R.
E. Armstrong, of the work accomplish-
ed since the last meeting of the full
board, erence was made to the recent
conference with Sir Thomas Shaughnessy
at Montreal. :
Sir Thomas then stated that St. John
was the Canadian Pacific railway’s win-
ter port, that his company had suffered
great financial loss by reason of the traf-
fic arrangements of last winter, and that
they were desirous of utilizing this port
to the fullest extent if .adequate facili-
ties  were provided them. He said his
information was that there would be no
new wharves ready for this winter's
business. Their large ships, he said,
would go as 4 unit to whatever port
was ready for them. He did not think
either St. John or Halifax at the present
time had facilities for such boats as the
Alsatian and Calgarian, and until such
facilities were provided these - boats
would probably be placed on another
route.
“In accordance with Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy’s promise to send the com-
pany’s marine superintendent to look
over the ground,” said the report, “Cap-
tain Walsh and Mr. Ommaney, Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy’s special engineer,
arrived in-St. John last week and in sev-
eral conferences with the committee of
the board suggested various things
which they believed to be required for
the good of the port and for the Cana-
dian ' Pacific railway. :
They asked that the C. P. R. be allot-
ted berths 2, 8 and 6, with No. 1 and its
extension down the harbor designated
as No. 18. They required that the city
keep all craft clear of the fairway ap-
proaching these wharves, and that the
potato sheds on the so-called C. P. R.
wharves be made tight and in fit condi-
tion to receive cargo. They ask that all
the berths at West St. John be sounded
for depths, and a report of such sound-
ings be forwarded to Captain Walsh in
Montreal; that no craft be placed.on the
angle facing between berths 6 and 7, in
order that same may be kept clear at all
times. Also that all harbor tolls,
wharfages, top wharfages and water
charges to be equivalent to the amount
as charged by the port of Halifax.
“Their request as far as the govern-
ment is concerned include the extension
of Negrotown breakwater 700 feet to-
wards Partridge Island, which would
leave an opening between the island and
the end of the breakwater, when extend-
ed, of 500 to 600 feet, a breakwater to
be built from Partridge Island, extending
north 62 degrees east from Partridge Is-
land light, about 2,000 feet in length, a
sea wall in the shape of a breakwater
to be built about half a mile north of
Black Point and running into the bay
4,200 feet, leaving an opening between
the shore and the breakwater. The lat-
ter is not urgent but recommended as for
the best development of the port.

new wharves Nos. 15, 16 and 17, to have
their construction accelerated. Berth
No. 1 to be protected by a crib at the
angle of 14 and 15 to form a breakwater
for any steamer lying at No. 1 berth,
and the angle of No. 1 straightened out.
No reclamation of land to be undertaken
below the Atlantic Sugar Refineries’
premises. Passenger docks to be pro-
vided, with up-to-date immigration
sheds. -

After considering these recommenda-
tions, the report: went on, the council
forwarded an earnest request to the gov-
ernment that the wharves and sheds be
completed on Nos. 15, 16 and 17, that
the filling in behind these wharves be
also completed; that the breakwater be
extended to the island; that some filling
in under a plan approved by- the en-
gineers be adopted for the angle be-
tween the C. P. R. and No. 1 wharf, and
that the revetment wall or a series of
cribs, whichever appears to be the most
desirable by the department, be immedi-
ately started, in order that the Canadian
Pacific railway may create the additi-
onal trackage that appears to be so abso-
lutely necessary.

The delegation which visited Ottawa
were also commissioned to present to
the government the advisability of con-
structing two berths in Lower Cove slip,

was the present facilities for berthing

steamers to discharge cargo for further-
ance by the Intercolonial Railway are
absolutely inadequate. The council have
nothing “ to report on this matter at
present. i

G. F. Fisher asked whether the board
had any information as to the amount
the government had made in revenue
under the Gutelius-Bosworth agreement.
The chairman said that there was no
information as the question was being
evaded and probably they would get
nothing more unless the matter were
followed up.

The chairman said that he had been
in correspondence with Mr. Hazen and
that the secretary had prepared a reso-
lvtion which embodied the whole posi-
tion at present. Mr. Hazen was un-
doubtedly doing all that he could for St.
John and no doubt the prime minister
was doing all he could for Halifax.

Town Planning,

W. F. Burditt then gave an interest-
ing report of his visit as delegate from
St. John to the town planning confer-
ence at Toronto. After stating that it
was the sixth\ annual conference and
that 74 cities and towns were repre-
sented, Mr. Burditt described town plan-
ning-as good sense and forethought ap-
plied to the building of cities, such as a
wise man applies to the building of a
house. The purpose is to make the city,
convenient for work,economical for busi-
ness, healthful' for inhabitants, pleasant
to live in and conducive to productive-
ness, efficiency, health and happiness. It
is not, he insisted, the mere laying out
of a piece of suburban property so as
to provide the largest possible number of
building lots on a given area; but de-
signed to ensure the greatest good to the
greatest number. In other words, it is
concerned with the welfare of the com-
munity as a whole, its health, its wealth,
its safety, its convenience, its educa-
tion, its righteousness, its pleasure and
happiness. City planning points.the way
to do things, that if done wrongly can-
not be righted except at great expense.
One of the chief problems relates to
trade or communication within the city
and with the, outside world. Efficiency
and convenience are secured by a care-
fully devised system of main arteries or
traffic thoroughfares, connecting along
lines of least resistance, centres of com-
merce, with centres of industry, and
both in turn with outlets by rail and
water. Similar main arteries are pro-
vided for distribution of the people from
these centres to the outlying residential
districts.

The basic principles of water front
development—was a subject of special
interest to all water front cities like St.
John. Mr. Gourley’s paper had particu-
lar reference to the scheme prepared un-
der direction of the Toronto Board of
Harbor Commissioners for that city. It
is a very comprehensive scheme, in which
the improvement of the harbor and ex-
tension of docking facilities is only an
incidental feature. A fact that will be
of interest in St. John is that it is pro-
posed to reclaim some 600 acres of land
for industrial purposes, from a marsh
or swamp area, at the mouth of the Don

W. F. Hatheway suggested that the
board might co-operate in getting the
town planning act of the province of
New Brunswick put into immediate
force. He understood that the rules
had not yet been fixed and that was all
taht was needed to get their good law
enforced.

A. M. Belding proposed that the board
urge upon the city council the need for
prompt action in bringing into effect in
St. John the provisions of the town

‘planning act.

W. F. Burditt seconded, adding that
the act places within the power of the
city just as soon as it applied to the
government the authority to deal with
matters of town planning both within
and without the present boundartes.

‘The resolution was carried and on the
proposition of Mr. Hawker, seconded by
A. H. Wetmore, the town planning com-
mittee was asked to press the matter.

Mr. Burditt said that the mayor had
promised him an opportunity to place
the subjeet before the city council.

The board then decided to adjourr
until October.

" houses in time to accommodate the
steamships which the Canadian Pacific|
has expressed a desire to send here if
the necessary accommodation is provid-
ed. Any citizen who attended last
night’s meeting and listened to the dis-
cussion could not but feel that this is a
eritical period in the history of St. John,
and that time is a very inortant ele-
ment in the situation. A delay of a few
weeks may mean dull times in St. John
pext winter, and yet only fifteen men
attended the meeting, and the board, ap-
parently depressed by the lack of inter-
est' on the part of its members, adjourn-
ed until October. Is St. John progress-
ing backward? Where is the enthusiasm
which marked the great board of trade
campaign not so very long ago? The
gentlemen who have attended meetings
and who have been very active in rela-
tion to all matters concerning the city’s
business welfare are not receiving en-
couragement from the board member-
ship at large.

In a letter to the press yesterday, Mr.

John, and insisting that neither the
Guteling agreement nor anything re-
sembling it, which may discriminate
against St. John and rob it of the geo-
graphical advantage which it possesses,
sshall be put into effect. Furthermore,
the government should be urged to ex-
pedite pending contracts in connection
with the new west side piers so that
these may be available for the approach-
dng winter.”

The Standard this morning practical-
ly charges the secretary of the board of
trade with using his official position for
political purposes to discredit Hon. Mr.
Hazen. Thus the Standard says:

“The siggestion that four thousand
citizens should write personal letters to
the minister ‘demanding’ certain things,
‘insisting upon certain other things,
‘urging’ the importance of certain works,
and, in short, presenting ‘an object les-
sor that the government could not afford
to ignore, might more appropriately
form part of an editorial in a Liberal
newspaper than an utterance from a
responsible official of a body such as the
St. John Board of Trade.”

Frank Carvell told Col. Hughes he had
gone crazy over militarism and was due
for a rude awakening.

Everybody knows John Wanamaker,
the merchant prince of Philadelphia. He
was once postmaster general of the Unit-
ed States and is noted for the “bigness”
of the things he does. At seventy-six he
has anticipated progress a bit and has
put into practice a dream of years—a
five-day week for store employes.)

Philadelphia, Pa., June 1—"Giving our
workers an added portion of the rewards
they helped to earn is every bit as good
business as it is good morals! If people
are treated like oxen, they can be de-
pended on to make only an ox-like re-
turn! Treated otherwise, the difference
is a miracle!” -

This is the ringing challenge John
Wnaamaker, the itést drygoods mer-
chant the world has' séen, flings across
this broad land! : -

It is the unfaltering answer he makes
to any of those who shall—to those who,
without a doubt, will—come forward to
declare that this newest and by far
biggest edict of the famous Philadelphia
store-owner—to close tight his store all
day Saturday during the summer that
his clerks may have a two-day holiday
for their own enjoyment each week—is
“poor business” that “it can’t be done!”

I am sure John Wanamaker knows
that ‘this latest proposal of his is good
business. . The certain manner in which
he flung out his answer to my question
proved that. He told me all about his
plan with the air of a man who knows
exactly what he is about and who has
studied every angle of his subject before
committing himself. Listen to John
Wanamaker five minutes and you are
sure that he is not the type of man who
“bites off more than he can chew.” He
thinks in far too straight a line for that!

‘Closing our doors and our workshops
tight henceforth during Saturdays of
July and August—which has never been
done before in an establishment of this
kind as large as this—is simply one more
step in the evolution that has been work-
ing in business for over fifty vears,” be-
gan Mr. Wanamaker to me.

“The position of the working man in
1861 and in 1914 shows a great change
for the better. When we began businegs,
all the stores were open from seven in
the morning to seven in the evcnh.\g!
Gradually we got to a six o’clock closing
and now it is five o’clock every day and
opening in the morning at 8.80 instead
of at seven. This shows three and a
half hours every day given to workers
within a single lifetime.

“While this was coming on, we found
ways to establish annually a two week’s
furlough in the summertime without any
reduction in pay. In old times clerks
and others in the store had to work also
at hights, especially Saturday nights, and
they had very little time for education
or recreation. -

“Fighteen years ago we established
schools as part of the business system
for our own employes and in two estab-
lishments—the Philadelphia store and the
New York store—we have more than a
thousand of our people now that are
daily in the school-rooms, they were all
the time at their counters or desks.

“The effect of shortening hours and
creating . means of education, beginning
before night-schools were established in
Philadelphia, has marked a great change
in the spirit and in the content of the

“Life is not all drudgery for them now
and learning has, in thousands of in-
stances, been turned into earning.

“Phe more training and skill that
working people have, the more value
they are to any business!

“To close this store for one whole day
each week is to pay six days’ work, if
things are to be counted by the rule of
three, but I firmly believe, and have
proved true, that there is much more in
business than just the rule of three!

“There is both sentiment and the hu-
manities in business. We have found
that the increases in wages we have made
and a minimum wage rate in almost
every section of our business, has actual-
ly produced, to a large extent, increased
cfficiency and goodness of service,

GERMAN MANOEUVRES
10 0UTD0 THE WORLD

Berlin, June, 1—Big as some of the
German army manoeuvres have been, ali
previous military shows will be eclipsed
next September when the emperor; will
review six full army corps and detach-
ments from others. It will be a record
for Germany, if not for the world.

The corps participatiing will be the
seventh, eighth, eleventh and eighteenth
of Prussia, and the second and third of
Bavaria. Last year the manoeuvres were
intended chiefly to give tthe officers-
practical work in the tactical handling
of large bodies of men, but the intention
this year is to lay stress upon strategy.
Two armies will be made up and sta-
tioned a long distance apart. The posi-
tiohs will be kept secret from, the re-
spective opposing commanders, who will
be expected to carry out their advance
on theim own initiative under conditions
arranged so far as possible like war. The
manoeuvres will begin on September 14
and will probably end on the 18th.

10 CONSIDER WATTER OF
* CARGOES DR THE DECK

T . W. Moore, secretary of the Im-
perial Merchant Service Guild, ‘as a
member of the International Law As-
sociation, has received a communication
from Hon. Francis B. James. to the ef-
fect that the committee on commercial
law of the American Bar Association,
of which committee he is chairman, has
arranged for a public meeting of the
committee in Washington, on June 5 to
consider the subject of deck cargoes as
carried by merchant ships.

The guild is invited to send a repre--
sentative to this meeting. The subject
is one to which they have very active-
ly devoted themselves, holding the opin-
lion, as they do, that in many cases these
deck cargoes gravely and improperly im-
peril the lives of seafarers.

The guild has been informed by the
British Board of Trade that the subject
of timber deck-loads is to receive the
consideration of the next international
maritime conference. The guild contends
that deck loads of all descriptions should
be dealt with and they are bringing
pressure to bear in this direction in view
of casualties attended by serious loss of
fife which have been attributed by courts
of inquiry to these different forms of
deck cargoes.
