Charlottetown, P. E. 1., Feb. 2—H. H.
Acorn, of Souris, agent there for the

Magdalen Islands Steamship Company,

has arrived here on his return from the

islands. He went down there on the D

G. S. Stanley, sent by the government
with a cargo of foodstuffs from Pictou

and Souris. She reached there on Sat-
urday last, after battiing two days and
nights with solid, heavy field ice, from
one to three feet thick, for a distance of
forty miles.

The ice was encountered after leaving
flast Point, and extended in an unbroken
fleld, without a lead or a crack, as far as
:he eye could see.

It was so heavy in places that the
iteam~t conld not go more than half her
cagth without backing there she stuck
.0 hard that the crew were obliged to

ase slice bars for more than an hour to
velease her, and on Friday afternoon she

jovered only six miles in three hours.

The cargo was_discharged on Satur-
day ht during a snow storm with the
temﬁzture eighteen below zero, and
on Saturday morning the steamer sailed
for North Sydney, arriving there Mon-
daK( morning.

r. Acorn reports that the islands are
now well supplied with food and fuel,
but there is a great: shortage of kerosene
oil. Many families are now without
lights in their homes, except for cases of
sickness, whilst none will be able to use
more than one light during the winter.

There is practically noe gasoline on the
islands, and the fishermen will be great-
ly hampered in their spring’s work. In
fact no fishing can be attempted to any
extent until a supply arrives.

There are now 100 drums of gasolene
at Pictou and sixty-four at Souris, await-
ing shipment, but these could not be
carried on the Stanley without spoiling
the flour, meat, etc.,, which formed the
bulk of the cargo. The people are also
in need of a large quantity of stock for
repairing their boots and fishing gear.
This stock is still held over in Souris.

The people, grateful for the arrival of

the Stanley are hoping for another trip

in the early spring.

Allege Allied Plot. :

London, Feb. 2—Berlin despatches de-
tailing an alleged Anglo-American plot
to foment revolution in the Central Pow-
ers are published by Cologne newspa-
pers, according to an Exchange Tele-
graph despatch from -Amsterdam. .-In
Washington on New Year's day, it is
said, that 250,000,000 marks was sub-
scribed for this purpose. The revolutions
were to be organized in Germany, Aus-
tria-Hungary, Turkey and Bulgaria.

The organization was to _be under the
leadership of Lord Northeliffe, Viscount
Reading and Senator Stone. It was to
have branches in neutral capitals sur-
rounding Germany and German speak-
ing neutrals were to be sent into Ger-
maany in an effort to incite the workers
in munition factories to strike. The de-
spatches declare that there was also to
be sabotage in the German munition
making industry.

British Airmen Imprisoned.

Amsterdam, Feb. 2—The captured
British airmen, the Tages Zeitung of
Berlin says, have been sentenced by a
German court martial to ten years im-
prisonment for dropping a hostile pro-
clamation in Germany.

, Tondon, Feb. 2—The admiralty an-
nounced last night that naval aircraft
at noon Wednesday bombarded three
groups of sheds and hangers at the West-
camp airdrome, Belgium. Several direct
hits caused fires.

On Western Front.

London, Feb. 1—The British cfficial
communication issued this evening says:

“Under cover of a thick fog the en-
emy raided one of our posts yesterday
in the neighborhood of the Ypres-Staden
railway.. A few of our men are missing.

“Another hostile party attempted early
last night to approach our positions west
of Ghelvelut, but was driven off.

“Puring today our patrols brought in
a few prisoners at different points.

“During the month of January we
captured 171 German prisoners, includ-
ing four officers, and also seven machine
guns and three trench mortars.”

Mor‘e Raids.-

London, Feb, 2—“During the night a
party of Liverpool troops - successfully
raided the'enemy’s trenches southeast of
Armentieres, and brought back prisen-
ers,” the war office reports. ‘“A raid at-
tempted by the enemy north of Pass-
chendaele was repulsed.”

“Montreal” is Sunk.

London, -Feb. 2—The steamship Mon-
treal ‘has been sunk in a collision. Th:
was no loss of life and two destroyers
took off the crew. The other vessel in
the accident sustained little .damage.

P Feb. 1—Despatches. from
Sammgd,ommcui the fall of Orenburg
to the Bolsheviki forces. After captur-
ing the station of Syrt.they advanced:to
Kemgany, the last station before Oren-
burg, and General Dutoff’s Cossacks fled,
abandoning their arms.

A later despatch:announced the arrival
of Bolsheviki reinforcements and the fall
of Orenburg. ‘General Dutoff escaped.

It is alleged that the counter revolu-
tionary troops in Orenburg used asphyx-
iating gas and explosive bullets against
the Bolsheviki.

Rule in Ukraine.

Petrograd, Jan. 81—The capture of
Kiev by the Bolshevikl virtually without
resistance insures the authority of the
Bolsheviki rada in the Ukraine, Petro-
grad and Moscow detachments of the
Red Guard formed the Bolsheviki at-
tacking party and the city capitulated
after they had fired four shots from
their cannon. The defeated Ukrainians
are said:to be gathered at Petchersk,
south of Kiev, where General Stcher-
batcheff also is reported to be.

To Compel Reorganization.

London, Feb. 2—The Bolsheviki gov-
ernment, according to the Petrograd cor-
respondent of the Times, has adopted
another method to compel foreign gov-
ernments to recognize it. The Bolsheviki
are refusing to permit British and other
foreign embassies .and consulates to draw
on sums deposited in Russian banks un-
til the Beolsheviki government is allowed
to have complete disposal of Russian
funds in the Bank of England.

Fleeing from Helsingfors.

Amsterdam, Feb, 2—The Helsingfors
correspondent of the Copenhagen De-
gensnyheder reports that all the shops,
the large restaurants and the banks of
the capital are. closed and the inhabit-
ants are fleeing from the city by the
hundreds. Five membens of the old sen-
ate who were in hiding since the outbreak
of the revolution, are said to have suc-
ceeded in escaping from Helsingfors.

Government Troops Win. i

. Stockholm, Feb. 2—The latest reports
from Finland indicate that the govern-
ment troops under General Mannerheim
are making $good progress toward the
south, defeating detachments of the Red
Guards and the Russian Bolsheviki on
their ‘way. The taking of Kristinestad
was of especial value as it gives the gov-
ernment troops access to a harbor and
helps to solve the problem of feeding the
troops. By occupying Tavastehus, Gen-
eral Mannerheim has cut railway com-
munication from Helsingfors to Tam-
merfors.

Says

U-Boats Are Being

To Replace Them

Ships and Yet More Ships

of the Hour
Sir Eric Geddes

Sunk As Fast As Germany
Can Build Them, But More Merchant Ships
Are Still Being Sunk Than Are Being Built

London, Feb, 1—“I am ap optimist regarding the U-boat watfare,” said
Sir Eric Geddes, the first lord of the admiralty, to the Associated Press to-

“The s.ezbnut!ne, restrained and unrestrained, has been met and has not

proved invincible. I am inclined to think that now—since I made my last pub-
fic statement, we are sinking submarines as fast as Germany can build them—
my ‘curves’ are all good and I cannot foresee any way in which the situation can
be changed except for the better.

“The seoner the better is-now the Allled navy’s aim. But—you see there is
still a but, and it is a very important one—we must have more ships if we are
able to turn this German failure into a positive Allied victory. The submarine
destructien of the world’s tonnage is not a big percentage of the whole, but
the submasine destruction stifl exceeds the production of ships, and meantime
the demands for tenrage are increasing by leaps and bounds.

“America’s participation in the war must inevitably make large demands ‘on
merchant shipping., Yet we must continue at the same time to keep up with the
demands of the Alfied armies and with the vital necessities of the European civil
pepulation,

“Ships and yet more ships,” is still the most important corollary of the war.
How far we can rely on American effort for these ships? 1 have no doubt the
United States will do its utmost, but I want to urge again the vital importance

| of its merchant shipping programme, .

“When we first asked the United States for ships there was a quick response.
In no way can the United States help mote than in building ships. Is she suc-
ceeding? Is she throwing her best brains and great enesgies into it? It is a
worthy contribution to our great cause. I hope she is.

“Nleanwhile we shall net be idle. Great Britain is straining every resource
“to launch every ton of which she is capable: We are at the present moment
building merchant ships at a higher rate than ever before in our record before
the war, -and before 1918 is over weshall be building shipping of all kinds at
a rate more than double that record year. But a great deal depends on Ameri-
can effort, and I should greatly regret if anything I might say regarding the
failure of the German submarine warfare shall be construed as minimizing the

need of ships and yet more ships.”

Campaign Against Subs,

Turning to the progress of the cam-
paign against the German submarine, Sir
Erie again ‘re'ferred to the satisfactory
trend of the curves to which he has re-
ferred in several of “his_ speeches.

.the right direction,” he said, “The de-
structiefi .of Allied shipping decreases
rapidly, the construction of merchant
shipping increases steadily and the sink-
ing of German submarines steadily rises.

“There is still another curve which I
keep. I never told the public about it,:
but it gives me personally much satis-
faction. It is the curve representing
what I call ‘the factor of exaggeration’
in the German official statements of U-
boat results. Let me explain that curve
briefly. .

“Every ‘month since the unrestricted
subinarine war began the Germans have
issued unofficial statements of the total
amount of tonnage alleged to have been
sunk during the mionth. Every month
that statement comes to my desk and is|
compared with the actual total as shown
in our records. It would only be natural
to expect some differences, for submarine |
commanders would naturally include in,
their reports a few ships which they tor=;
pedoed but which we afterwards saved.é

“But we found there was a greater dif- |
ference than could be explained in any !
such way. We found from the very first
month that there was a certain ‘margin
of exaggeration’ That is the German
admiralty always added a few thousand
tons for good measure,

Margin of Exaggeration.

“This margin of exaggeration was fair-
ly small in the early months of the un-
restricted warfare when things were
going along with a certain degree of suc-
cess for the U-boats. It showed no par-
ticular increase through April, May and
June, when the sinkings were highest.
But with the lessening of the Germau
success of July, August and September
the margin of exaggeration began to
increase. The German admiralty found
itself obliged to falsify its returns more
and more flagrantly in its effort to per-
suade the German people that the U-
boat war was a continuing success.

%“So I keep a record of continued in-
crease in percentage which marks the
German ‘margin of exaggeration,’ and
this curve I believe is a fairly accurate
reflection of the German official mind
and an official confession that the U-boat
campaign is regarded as a failure by its
own leaders.”

Sir Eric referred to the German claim
that the decreased sinkings were due te
the decrease in the number of ships sail-
ings.

;S"I‘hat is false,” he said. “Sailings and
arrivals are just as numerous today as
they were a year ago. There are just
as many targets for the submarines in
their zone of cperations, but our im-
proved defensive measures leave them
fewer opportunities to make bulls eyes.

“The steady decrease of merchant sink-
ings (I do not refer to the abnormally
good weeks of this month) is not due, I
am convinced, to any withdrawal of sub-
marines from the shipping lanes, but to
the steady improved Allied methods of
| dealing with them. They get fewer
chances, and they meet with disaster
more frequently.”

Disasters to U-Boats.,

The subject of disasters to the German
submarires led Sir Eric to the defence
of the British policy of entire secrecy
regarding the sinking of U-boats.

“We know from prisoners how much
this policy of secrecy wears on the Ger-
man U-boats sailors,” he said. Every
month there are German submarine
crews which fail to return to their base
and of which nothing is ever heard.

“The German sailors’ morale fails un-
der the acid test of this oft-repeated ex-
perience of suspense. Once or twice this
failing in morale has come to the sur-
face in strilkes or mutinies,but more often

CONTHUE WORK

Arthur Henderson Appeals To

. Engineers To Uphold Govern-
ment in Fight For Honorable
And Demecratic Peace

London, Feb. l1—Arthur Henderson,
labor leader and former member of the
war cabinet, who as a member of the
cabinet signed an agreement with the
Amalgamated Society of Engineers, em=
bracing the engineers trade, in which the
government agreed to meet the engineers
in separate conference whenever neces-
sary, tonight issmed a lengthy statement
appealing to the government to adhere
to this practice and aveid a strikewhich
he said would. seriously imperil the out=
1:;: of munitions and other war necessi~

Mr. Hendersen’s address, which also
was directed to the representatives of
the engineers, strongly advised the work-
ers, in the interest of the war, not to lay,

| dewn their tools.

“Hasty measures of the kind contem-
plated may not only embarrass those of
us who are trying to premote a moral
and political offensive on the part of the
working classes and destroy their unity;”
said Mr. Henderson, “they also may give
to the reactionary forces further oppor-
tunities to divide and weaken our ef-
forts. Democratic diplomacy has begun.
British labor first of all formulated its
war aims. The premier then declared
his acceptance of the governing prin-
ciples of our war aims and President
Wilson went even further in the direc-
tion we desire to see governments mov-
ing and affirmed with great force and
clearness the principles we laid down.”

“Peace must be made on honorable and
democratic terms and on no other. That
is cur policy. It will be presented as a
moral ultimatum to the governments
from an organized demeocracy in all the
belligerent countries. I appeal in all
earnestness to the workers not to wreck
this great triumph of the international
working class movement in the field of
diplomacy by a precipitate action. which
can only end in discrediting and defeat-
ing the democratic cause.”

The idea is not exactly new, similar,

“patriotic packs” having made their ap-
pearance in 1870-71, during the last
Franco-German war. These ' are now
valued by collectors.

Many years later the Kaiser had so-
colled “royal packs” printed, from his
own designs, at the German government
playing-card factory at Altenburg, near
Berlin. One of these, ncw in the pos-
session of King George, bears the por-
trait of his grandmother, Queen Vic-
2arts. The Kaiser
figures as the king of hearts, while to
the Pope is allotted the kingship of
spades. By a pretty bit of irony the
knaves are represented by four promin-
ent Buropean statesmen, Lord Beacons-
field, Britain’s then premier, being knave
of clubs.

Probably, however, the very earliest
examples of war playing-cards were prc-
duced during Marlborough’s campaigns
in Queea Ann<’s reign. ' One of these
realized £70 at public auction some twen-
ty yeare back, and would probably now
g=ll for a great deal more,

BURNING FOR 600 YEARS..

Accordingly the memorandum based
its arguments on statistics of food prices,
freight and insurance rates in Great
Britain. It pointed out the effect which
even the restricted submarine war had
shown on prices of the essential com-
modities on the balance-of trade, and on
the morale of the English people and
deduced from this that with unrestricted
submarine warfare England could hold
out only a short period against these
factors,

The memorandum first was submitted
to Dr. Von Bethmann-Hollweg, the im-
perial chancellor, and then to Dr. Karl
Helfferich, vice-chancellor. The latter
rejected it on the ground that it was
impossible to set a limit on England’s
staying powers in the absence of au-
thentic estimates of her stocks on hand
and also because he feared the action
which would result frofa neutrals, espe-
cially the United States.

The authors of the memorandum then
sent a reply in which they pointed out
the gravity of the internal situa-
tion in Germany and assured Dr. Helf-
ferich that a desperate remedy was nec-
essary. They reinforced their argument
as to the seriousness of the internal
state of affairs by calling in nine ex-
perts, representing German finance, com- .
merce, mining and agriculture.

These experts were: Waldemar Mul-
ler, president of the Dresden Bank; Dr.
Salomonsohn, director of the Disconto
Gesellschaft; Paul Reusch, ' Prussian
councillor of commerce; Dr. Springo-
rum, an iron and railway magnate; Max
Schinkel, president of the Hamburg
Norddeutche .Bank; Herr Zuckschwerdt,
councillor of commerce, Magdaburg;
Wilhelm Von Finck, president of the
Munich Bank; R. Schmidt, representing
the German agricultural council and
Herr Englelhard, president of the Baden
Chamber of Commerce.

Sir ‘Eric Geddes believes U-boats are
being sunk as fast as they can be built,
but on the other hand merchant ships are
not being built as fast as they are being
sunk by the U-boats. He therefore calls
for “ships and yet more ships.”, to car-
ry food and munitions and men. He ap-
peals especially to the United States to
speed up her shipbuilding programme. If
the launching of new ships can overtake
the destruction of those in service, the
U-boat problem, in his opinion will have
been solved. Until that is assured the,
danger will not pass,

Lord Rhondda adds another note of
warning and appeal.- There must be
greater production of food, or the Allies
cannot hold out for a prolonged strug-
gle. The seriousness of the food situa-
tion .cannot be too strongly emphasized.

There is also the question of men. Mr.
Bonar Law says that the government
fully realizes the grave importance of
conserving man-power to the utmost,
which is another way of saying that more
men are needed.

From every standpoint therefore, the
meed of the Allies putting forth the great-
est possible effort to provide more food,
more ships and more men is very urgent.
America must provide the most of these,
and Canada must do her share. We hope
that internal troubles in Germany will
increase and paralyze the arm of the gov-
ernment, but it will not do to take any-
thing for granted. The war must be
waged unrelentingly, for Germany knows
of our need of ships and food, and may
fight on for a long time, hoping that her
enemies will be exhausted and their
troubles force them to abandon the
gtruggle.

Why We Are Asked to
Conserve Food Supply

Bangor Commercial.)

“A large number of persons will neces-
sarily starve to death this coming year
in Europe.” Such is the statement of tl'xe
Food Administration, made public in
this state through Federal Food Admin-
istrator Dr. Leon S. Merrill. The state-
ment from the Food Administration is a
complete summary of food conditions.
It sayss—

«We thought we had gotten by the
stage where starvation could ensue with-
n civilization, yet literally hundreds of
housands of persons have starved to
leath in the last three years due to the
vorld food shortage and other conditions
rought about by the war.

“A large part of the world is com-

1g into the position that Belgium is in
ad has been in; coming to the stage
here the primary and important thing

. life is enough food to keep alive.

“The food supply of the ‘world is
1ort and getting shorter. You cannot
1ke eighteen million men out of pro-
uction and put them into destruction
f human products and expect things to
o on as before.

“In Finland, there are one-half million
eople, caught in ‘between Russia and
weden, face a failare of their cereal har-
est. They are now on a ration of 150
rams of war bread a day. That is less
han » quarter of a loaf. A large part
f t§% is made up of bark and beech
yads, It looks as if a large number of
hem would necessarily starve.

“Roumania is caught between Russia
.nd other belligerents.- Her people are
hort of food. Her supplies have been
ased up. “We can see no way in which
they can avoid disease and starvation,

“In Holland they are proceeding to
kill one million of their dairy cattle be-
cause they cannot get sufficient feed for
them. A somewhat similar situation ex-
ists in Denmark.

“Food has not taken a dominant posi-
tion in the war. The American people
must prepare themselves to sacrifice far
more than was at first thought neces-
sary.

“By the first of December we had ex-
ported all our surplus wheat. Yet here

“The Allies today ask for 25 per cent. |
more fat and dairy products than we can '
spare unless we contrive to consume
less. And they are not asking for any- |
thing more than they actually need.

“For the least bit of heedlessness on |
your part in food conservation, some one |
somewhere in the world must suffer priv- |
ation. The Food Administration has|
mastered the problem of America’s food |
in such a way that every ounce of food |
conserved and kept in the currents of
trade goes to an empty stomach in Eur-
ope.

“Tt is an absolute sin to waste food.
Food has become sacred.

“Food means life; it means \some-!
body’s life; and you cannot escape the\
responsibility.

“We must not overlook the fact that
Russia collapsed, not because of the
Germans on her border, but because she
failed - to organize and feed her own
citizenship. - We must be warned that if
we are to emerge victorious from this
war, we cannot risk the collapse of an-
other of our associates in this war from
this cause.

“There is no waste of food among the
Allies. If you will read the English food
reports you will find a woman was fined
$100, and jailed for thirty days, for
throwing away half a rice-pudding; that
a baker who threw away two pies was
sent to prison for two months.

Potatoes At Tcn

"Cents Per Pound :

The followig statement has been is-
sued by the British Food Ministry:
“In view of the shortage of butter the

ministry of food have been carrying out
experiments in order to find suitable and
economical ways of ekeing out the avail-
able butter and margarine supplies by
mixing in other food substances, and so
producing cheap and palatable substi-
tutes. These experiments have shown
that an excellent “potato butter,” costing
only about 5d. a pound (or less if mar-
garine i8 used), can be made in any
household without special knowledge or
apparatus, in accordance with the follow-
ing recipe: Ly

Peel the potatoes and boil (or steam)
until they fall to pieces and become
floury. Rub through a fine sieve into a
large basin which has been previously
warmed. To every fourtéen ounces of
mashed potato add two ounces of but-
ter or margarine and one teaspoon of
salt. Stir thoroughly with the back of a
wooden spoon until the whole is quite
smooth. The butter may then be made
up into pounds or half-pounds, and kept
in cool place.

Potato butter may be improved in ap-
pearance by the addition of a few drops
of butter coloring, and, if it is to be kept
for more than a few days, butter preserv-
ative, of which there are several forms
on the market, “should be used. The
amount skculd be in accordance with
the printed instructions on the packet for
use in kutter. Both the coloring and the
preservative should be well mixed into
the potato at the same time as the but-
ter and salt.

If these directions are carefully fol-
lowed, pot will keep for a con-
siderablé time, though it may be found
that the surface is apt to become dry but
this can be obviated by keeping it wrap-
ped in grease-proof paper;

upon their doing it, they will follow it,
if you explain it to them.

Ontario Government May Or-
ganize it if the Dominion

Toronto, Feb. 2—A big campaign will
likely soon be inaugurated by the On-
tario government for the speeding up of
farm production during the year.

Armed with two and a quarter mil-
lion dollars which the national council of
the Y. M .C. A. will take from the peo-
ple of Canada next April or May, a
galaxy of workers will undertake this
year 4 programme which is as wide as
the dominion and farther overseas than
Canada’s khaki-clad armies have gone.
The spirit which animated every speech
at the dinner in the Central Y. M. C. A.
hall during the sessions of the national
council .showed that every man realized
their problems to be more than nation-
wide, that their duty was not only to
maintain the morale of the fighting men
until victory perches on the Allied ban-
ner, and to co-operate efficiently in every
way possible in the great khaki univer-
sity scheme during the period of demob-
ilization, but, now.and later to train the
boys of ’teen age in Canada in ideals of
service, efficiency and usefulness which
would help them to take the places of
the splendid fellows lost to Canada by
death at the front, and to get into inti-
mate contact with the great army of in-
dustrial workers in Canada to improve
their morale and lead them to see the
value of thrift, industry and right living.

The chairman, G. Herbert Wood, To-
ronto, at the outset expressed his feel-
ing that the English-speaking and
French-speaking citizens of Canada should
brush aside the superficial things which
moade differences between them because |
they were at heart devoted to the same
idecals and loved the same country, Can-
ada, with a strong devotion. Both races
desired freedom for themsSelves and free-
dom for the world.

He traced the growth of the national
council from the time of its inception
eight years ago with a total staff of|
twelve and a budget of $80,000, to the
present year with its great budget and
206 paid workers. He mentioned by
name the Y. M. C. A. men whose work
overseas has brought them fame and re-
flected credit on the organization.

The congregations would
average from twenty-five to one hun-
dred. The average would perhaps be
fifty or less. The Sunday schools were
struggling along with inadequate equip-
ment in some cases, and altogether with-
out a very stimulating environment.

In the face of these factg it is im-
possible to doubt the truth of the con-
tention that the average church is only
about ten per cent efficient, and that un-
til we can get together on fundamental

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She admitted that on two occallox's the
children of the Kaiser’s sister—niece and
nephews of the Kaiser—had been her
guests at birthday parties for her chil-
dren. -

“In 1909 she was divorced from Baron
von Kolberg, and soon she met William
M. Zollner, a Bavarian, a lieutenant in
the German army, who had a leave of
absence and was on his way to Ceylon.

“She said Zollner proposed marriage
to her while on the ship. She went to
Rome, where she accepted his proposal.
They came to America and were mar-
ried in ‘New York. Then they toured
the world, In Signapore he purchased
from - the . Sultan of Pohore concessions
for a rubber plantation. The next three
or four years she divided her time be-
tween London and Singapore. Her hus-
band staid in Signapore, only returning
to Germany once a year to have his leave
of absence extended.

“Zollner was on the way to Londen
when war was declared in 1914, and on
landing he was interned at Dorchester.

“In the meantime. the baroness inter-
vened ‘with high English officers of her
acquaintance, one of them being Major-
General Sir Alfred Turner, and obtain-
ed his release on his giving his word of
honor as an officer and a _gentleman not
to take up arms against England during
the war. Shortly after his release from
the internment camp they sailed for New
York as steeragepasséhgers and entered
New York as American.' citizens.” In
less than one month Zollner, with either
stolen or forged passports, sailed from
New York to some neutral port and thus
reached Germany, where he is now serv-
ing with the German army under Prince
Ruprecht of Bavaria on the western
front. He is on the general staff.

“Baroness Zollner admitted that on
probably fifteen occasions .she had com-
municated with her husband by letter
through Mrs. Paul Turstig, of Arnbeim,

| Holland. Mrs. Turstig understood for

whom the letters were intended, and
would open them and remail them to
him. He would reply through the same
intermediary. Cablegrams also were
transmitted in this manner. The bar-
oness also admitted that Mrs. Carl Pick-
ert, a cousin, whose husband is a Ger-
man descendant, had told her of this

, “The American leutenant, Spaulding,
found in the room with Baroness Zoll-
ner, was a student in the naval academy
at Annapolis two and one-half -years,
but was asked to resign in February,
1917, because of misconduct. His home
was in New Mexico, but instead of
ing there, he staid around Annapolis,
and went to room in the house in which
Baroness Bollner lived. He roomed
there about one month.

“After this time, the baroness open-
ed a rooming house, where she rented
furnisb . rooms. This was within one-
half bleck of the gate of the naval acad-
emy, and Spaulding boarded at her
place. Her patronage consisted chiefly
of mothers and sisters of the midship-
men, who came there to spend the week-
end; also many wives and daughters of
high naval officers staid at her place.
Among them were the wives of two ad-
m‘irals. During all this time Spaulding
paid practically no board.

“In April Spaulding applied for a com-
mission in the army on the advice of
Baroness Zollern, who assisted in tutor-
ing him for the examination. In the
latter part of April he and the baroness
went together to Washington, the bar-
oness paying all the bills. August 8 they
went to Atlantic City, where they spent
four weeks; she also paid the bills there.

He took rations for
himself and a friend in the automobile,
as no food is procurable in the country.
He has been fixing up Crewe House to
entertain the representatives of Amer-
ica, France and other Allies coming to
England on business. All are welcome,
the banquet hall, and the ball-room are
being renovated for entertaining, and
paintings are coming from the National
Gallery to adorn the walls.

While seeing forty to fifty men daily
for business interviews, Northcliffe is in
the best of health. Your correspondent
had an interview with him yesterday at
Crewe House in regard to the policies of
his papers. He said:

“The campaign in which my newspa-
pers are engaged is one that will eventu-
ally be followed by the United States. It
is a drive for the democratization of the
army—that is to say, for an allotment of
hizh rank to civilians, who in this war
have had as much experience as our men
from establishments corresponding to
your West Point.

SOUGHT BY INDUSTRIES

While Some Firms Employ Orientals, There Are General
Objections to it—“Some Government Action Needed” -

(Staff Correspondence of Toronto Globe)
Ottawa, Jan. 21—It is definitely known
that there is a marked difference of opin-
fon among the manufacturing and pro-
ducing interests of the dominion, regard-
ing plans for the solution of the labor
problem. Some have approached indivi-
dual members of parliament, and offi-
eials of the government, urging that they
advocate a plan to bring in oriental labor
“for the period of ‘the war.”

One suggestion. is the plan devised by
the Rt. Hon. Winston Churchill, when
president of the British board of trade
in 1909. His scheme divided the coun-
try up into divisions, with a divisional
clearing house presided over by a di-
visional chief. In each division are lo-
cated a number of labor exchanges.* All
these are co-oRlinated with a national
exchange in London. The work of these
counetls, ‘etc., includes ‘obtaining author-
itative information so that the labor sup-
ply can bé made to more efficiently cover
the demand, or vice verso. Loans are
made to people traveling some distance
to employment found' for them. It is
thought that this system could be em-
ployed in Canada, with the costs divided
between the federal government and the
various provinces. But as this scheme
was planned when there was a surplus
of labor, it may not be found workable
unless some classes of labor in Canada
is nationalized for war purposes, as a
shortage characterizes conditions here.

Dyke, “I saw something in the ex-
changes between Germany and Great
Britain of men incapacitated for further
military service.

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FIRE WALKERS OF FIJL

The “fire walkers” of the Fiji Islands
are the priests of a native religion who,
with bare feet, walk over red-hot—nay,
flaming—stone and yet are not scorched.

It is really a wonaerial performance
and has astonished many strangers who
have witnessed it. The explanation of-
fered is that the fire walker is enabled
to do the trick by prayers addressed to
a goddess, or female devil, who controls
the fire.

A shallow pit 20-odd feet long is filled
with burning logs on which many large
stones are placed. At the end of four
hours the stones are visibly hot, many
of them being red-hot. Flames leap up
between them. Then it is that the
“mystery men,” half naked and wear-
ing garlands of flowers, walk over them.

Not long ago, however, Prof. Henry
E. Crampton of Columbia University,
was traveling in the South Seas and
happened to witness a fire walk. He did
not pretend to understand it, but felt
sure ‘that it was a fake somehow. In
fact, he decided that he would do some
fire walking on his own account.

Not without fear, but - inspired by
scientific enthusiasm, he and three com=
panions bided their time. When the
priests had passed over the flaming
stones they followed, to the amazement
of the assembled spectators. They did
it first in tennis shoes then they repeat-
ed the feat barefooted.

The secret of the whole business, as
explained by Professor Crampton, is that
the stones (of pumice lava) are poor
conductors of heat. The bare feet of the
fire walker move from stone to stone at
a quicker rate than the condition of heat
from the fire beneath to the upper sur-
face of the stones. Hence his feet are
not burned.

If (as happened to Professor Cramp-
ton) he paused for an instant, his feet
would be blistered. The Fiji natives say
that to look backward while doing the
fire walk is likely to be fatal to the per-
former. At all events, it would mean
burned feet.

In all ages there have been fire mir-
acles. They have been a common fea-
ture of the performances of professional
magicians, who in early days were
priests of various religions. It is only
within comparatively recent years that
magic has become a lay vocation.

SOLDIERS FROM STATES

(London Times.)

American Headquarters in France—
Directly behind the front line trenches
there took place on Nov. 4 the funeral
of three.- American soldiers, the first to
give their lives for the cause of right.
The scene, under a grey sky and with
rain falling steadily, was very impres-
sive.

Three companies of infantry from the
battalion to which the dead had belong-
ed, American artillery detachments, and
a number of French infantry and artil-
lery formed a hollow square round the
three graves.

At the head of each grave a small silk
American flag flew in the wind, and dur-
.ng the entire ceremony salutes were fired
in honor of the dead—not the ordinary
salute, but shell aimed at and landing in
enemy lines at one-minute intervals al-
ternately from French and American
batteries.

After the coffins had been lowered in-
to the graves the general commanding
{he French division under which the Am-
erican troops are being trained delivered
an address, in the course of which he
said:

In the name of the —th Division, in
the name of the French army, and in the
name of I'rance, I bid farewell to Cor-|
poral Gresham, Privaie Earight, and Pri-!
vate Hay, of the 16th Infantry, United!
States army. Of their own free will they
had left their happy and pProsperous |
country to come to France. They wished
to give their help, and also their geii-
erous hearts did not forget old historical
memories. 'They had taken their place
on the front by theé side of France, and|
they have fallen facing the foc in a haml
and desperate hand-to-hand fight. IHHonor|
to them!

Looking at Ger-
man results and not bearing in mind our
own results, we are inclined to think that
the submarine is the mistress of the!
deep, that the nation that has the most|
submarines will conquer any other na-
tion, and that in the matter of sub-
marines Great Britain is hopelessly out
of date. Nevertheless, this reasoning is
wrong. The submarine is the weapon of
a nation forced to the defensive. It is a
shield rather than a sword. The battle-
ship remains today as she was before the
war, supreme on the seas. Germany
would rather have one first class battle-
shipship free upon the oceans than a
dozen submarines.. She uses the submar-
ines not' because she chooses to do so,
but because the Allies will not permit
any other vessels, to operate.
Britannia Rules thc’Ylm.

Having-considered the achi
of subinatines and other ships-of-
three years,/this is the conclusion arrived
at by Lieut-Commander Gill of the
United States navy, who has written a
book on the subject. He points out
that the navy of Great Britain has con-
trolled the seas from the day that war '
was declared, and that the success of the
submarine is due almost wholly to its
illegal use. It is employed for purposes
that were never contemplated by fair-
fighting nations before the war began.
Therefore they made no plans to defeat
it as a destroyer of neutral or meréhant
vessels. The submarine has an advant-
| age in this respect. Our author does not
| say that three years having elapsed of
?this illegal use of submarines, the Al-
' lies ought by this time to have forged
a weapon against it. But he does say
| that there are effective anti-submarine
forces at work. The most important
of them is the sea-going destroyer. It
can beat the submarine whenever they
clash. The destroyer has the necessary
{ guns and the speed. He mentions that
armed merchant craft would 4o better if
they bore in mind the fact that their
duty is tc escape from submarines, not
to give them battle. For a merchant
vessel to dodge a submarine is a greater
triumph than to sink the submarine and
go to the bottom in the process.

Limits of the-Submarine,

Lieut.-Commander Gill asks us to bear
in mind that the submarine has certain
well-defined limitations. The underwat-
er boat is very different from a British
battleship in this respect. The latter
can go anywhere in the world, coaling at
a British base from an Ally or at a neu-

Germany is a great military na-
tion; she has yet to prove in this war
that she is a nation of fighting men. Shes
has as yet done nothing to dispel the no-
tion that in the end she will not quit
as suddenly as she began. !

RESTLESS AUSTRIAHUNGARY
HAS MANY DIVERGENT RACES

{;

!

(Toronto Globe.)

History fon past centuries has shown
us that an upheaval must result in a
country that is divided against itself as
in a dual monarchy like Austria-Hun-
gary, that comprises ten races whose peo-
ple steeped in prejudice and suspic-
fousf'sf one another, and that has failed
to be & melting pot for these motley mil-

Yons. It is not to be wondered at, there-
fore, that smouldering fires of dissatis-
faction should break forth into fldmes
and manifest themselves in general
:strikes, or even in a revolution, as now
seéihs probable. Austria-Hungary, at the
last census, had a population of 45,405,-
267, or one-eighth of the people of Eu-
rope. These were divided, with twenty-
six millions living in Austria and nine-
teen millions livng wthn the boundaries
of Hungary.

Disintegrating Influence of Slavs.

The principal races in the order of
their numerical importance are the Ger-
mans, Hungarians, Bohemians and re-
Jated peoples, Poles, Ruthenians, Ser-
bians, and Croatians, Roumanians, Sla-
vonians, and Italians. The Slavs, with
their enmity, particularly to the Ger-
mans, are a strong disintegrating force
in the dual monarchy. That they are an
important factor in the present unrest is
certain. After this war they are con-
vinced that it will be a physical impos-
gibility for the nine million Germans in
Austria to impose their will upon twen-
ty-seven million Slavs who insist upon
independence. Every single nationality
in this conglomerate nation has its own
national and rdcial aspirations, and it
will be impossible te hold them together
in Austro-Hungarlan monarchy.

l%na, the largest city in the empire,
and fthe official capital of the monarchy,
is sitwated on the right bank of the Dan-
ube. It would no longer, however, be
correct to speak of it as the capital of
the dual monarchy. It merely shares
that distinction with Budapest. Vienna
is of greater area than Berlin, which
is the ldrger in point of population of
the two cities. The Inhabitants are
packed into a comparatively small por-
tion of the city and the working classes

Vienna, too, lies on the frontier which
separates from one another three races—
the German ,the Slavonic, and the Hun-
garian.

Aristocratic Vienna,

The inner city, or Vienna proper,’
which lies almost exactly in the centre
of the others, is still, unlike the older
parts of most European towns, the most
aristocratic quarter, containing the pal-
aces of the emperor and many of the
nobility, the government offices, many
of the embassies and legations, the opera
house and the principal hotels. Leo-
poldstadt, which, together with Brigit-
tenau, are the only districts on the left
bank of the Danube canal, is the chief
commercial quarter, and is inhabited to
a great extent by Jews. Mariahiff, Neu-
bau and Margarethen are the chief seats
of manufacturing industry. Landstrasse
may be described as the district of offi-
cialism. Alergrund, with the enormous
general hospital, the military hospital
and municipal asylum, is the medical
quarter. / :

Most of the streets in the centre of the
inner city are narrow and irregular, Here,
too, is the most important mediaeval
building in Vienna, the Cathedral of St.
Stephen, dating in its present form from
the fourteenth and fifteenth ‘centuries.
In the city and within the old fortifica-
tions_are many ,churches and notable
buildings built #n the thirteenth to fif-
teenth centuries. ‘

A Great University,

Vienna is the intellectual ‘as well as
the material capital of Austria—em-
phatically so in regard to the German
part of the empire. Its university, es-!
tablished in 1865, five years ago was at-
tended by 6,000 students, and the medi-
cal faculty enjoyed a world-wide repu-!
tation. Its scientific institutions are
headed by the Academy of Science. The!
Academy of Art was founded in 1707.;
The Imperial Art-History Museum is|
rich in extensive art collections of the|
Austrian imperial family, The emperor |
. makes his official home in Vienna.

In 1858 the transformation of the city |
was begun, and it was continued up un-|
til the outbreak of war. It had a popu-
lation of 1,662,269 in 1900. The German'

{ Duality to End?

The dual monarchy prior to the war
had an area of 289,977 square miles; Sla-
vonian papers in the United States de-
clare that when peace treaties are signed
Austnia-Hungary will be no more.

A writer in the New York Times in-

—A Russian army. Last seen some-
where in Asia Minor. Finder please re-
turn to nearest Russian government. No
guestions asked.” What has become of
those great Russian forces under Grand
Duke Nicholas which captured Erzerum,
Trebizond and 'Erzingan nearly. two
years ago? The newspapers are silent.

~ Evidently the armies are not fighting, or

Turks. Even if they were retiring be-
fore the Turks we should have reports.
If they had broken up gnd made their
way back home we should also have
heard of it in the news that the coun-
try ' they occupied in their memorable
marches had been evacuated. There is
a possibility, though it seems remote,
that these armies have remained intact
snd are menacing the .safety .of cities
deep in the Ottoman Empire—Sivas,
Diarbekr, Angora. But what organiza-
tion in Russia has been feeding the
armies, sending the men their pay, ship-
ping ammunition?

His de-
feat followed, and later on came the
overthrow of Kerensky by Lenine and
Crotzky. It was hoped by the Allies
that the Asiatic armies, being far re-
moved from the anarchy that was
spreading through Russia, would be able
to continue, that they would -be under
the influence of their British comrades
in arms rather than under the influence
of the Bolsheviki. Whether this assumpe
tion was justified, we have no means of
knowing. No news comes of the Russian
armies. They may have settled down,
embraced Mohammedanism and becowme
Turkish subjects. Even this would be
better than to embrace what now ap-
pears to be the ruling religion in Russia,

Concrete Ships to
Increase Tonnage

Shipbuilding has received a tremen-
dous impetus during the last year. The
determindation of Germany to wage un-
restricted submarine warfare has made
the question of providing ships to make
good the wastage one of momentous im-
portance. Months ago it became evi-

! dent that a shortage of plates for steel

ships and of suitable wood for wooden
ships was well within the range of pos-
sibility. Substitutes were, therefore,
sought. One of the most promising is
ferro-concrete. This material has been
in use in barges, launches and, even to

some extent, in larger vessels for a num-|

ber of years. Consequently, it was not

without hope of success that attention,

was turned to the construction of cen-
crete ‘boats to take- care of the traffic

‘on the Great Lakes and, thus set free

for coastal and ocean freighting boats
at present plying thereon.

A shipbuilding firm in Montreal has,

TRACK OWNERS
ARE NOT WORRIED

Over Reformers’ Threat to
Sound Death Knell of Rac-
'ing in Maryland

New York, Feb. 1—Close students of
the racing game in Maryland are stated
to be not very much worried over the
much adveértised intention of certain re-
formers to attempt to sound the death
knell of turf sport in that state by their
antagonism to betting, which is a natural
consequence wherever thoroughbreds are
raced, the primary reason for which is
the betterment of the breed of the horse
generally.

Naturally enough, in an effort to
safeguard their intedests, the various as-
sociations of the state have exhibited a
desire to pay .what appears to be a par-
ticularly stiff tax for the privilege of be-
ing permilted to manage their properties
along the lines which have been the
means of furnishing employment for
hundreds, aside from warranting an ex-
penditure of money which would other-
wise never see the light of day.

As if to show they were not fearful

It was in 1902 that the great Mathew-
son first reached the thirty mark in vic-
tories. He and his side-partner, Joe
McGinnity, were the only pitchers to
get in the glory circle by winning over
thirty games that season. In 1904 old
New York was the storm centre of
hurlers who slipped over thirty games
or more victories, and Jack Chesbro,
working for the New York Americans,
created a new record for’ all modern
pitchers by winning forty-one games.
The same year “Sir’ Joseph McGinnity
and Christopher  Mathewson came
through with thirty-five and thirty-three
wins. \

Mathewson was the only hurler to
reach the mark in 1905. It was Christy's
best year. No pitcher reached the mark
during 1906 and 1907, and it was up to
the great Mathewson to break into the
limelight by winning thirty-seven games
in 1908; however, Edward Walsh, the
famous hurler of the Chicago White Sox,
came within one game of equaling Ches-
bro’s record that season by winning
forty games. In the year of 1909 not a
single pitcher reached the thirty mark
in victories, and it was up to Jack
Coombs, one of the swellest hurlers the
game ever produced, to annex thirty vic-
In the season of 1911,
with pitchers going geod, not one, of
them made records in winning an un-
usual number of games.

A young hurler who was the sensation
of the pitching game in 1912, slipped over
thirty-four victories for the Boston Am-
ericans, which was the direct cause of
that team winning the pennant. Joe

made that season, stands out as one of
the classiest of the game. Walter John-
son, star hurler of the Washington Am-
ericans, won thirty-six games in 1912,
and no other pitcher, in either major,
league came within hailing distance of
this record. No pitcher won thirty
games in 1914,

Grover Alexander, in 1915, won thirty-
one games, which proved to be the direct
means of his team winning first money
in the National League race that season
and Alex has won thirty or more games
every season since. He and Mathewson
are the only hurlers of modern times to
win thirty or more games for three con-
secutive seasons, and Alexander is the
only pitcher in big leagues to reach that
mark in the last three seasons.

Previous to 1892, big league hurlers
made some wonderful records in games
won in a single season. In 1884 no less
than fourteen pitchers had records of
winning from thirty to fifty-seven games.

ed the forty mark. Tim Keefe, famous
in his day, and John G. Clarkson, of
equal fame, hold the record for accom-
plishing the feat of winning thirty or
more games for six seasons. Clarkson
reached the remarkable number of fifty
victories in two seasons—1885 and 1889.

It will be seen that the feat of win-
ning thirty games of ball in one season
has” been accomplished by only the real
stars of the pitching game and that, as
a rule, when they were backed up by
great teams.. Many of these records were
made by hurlers when on pennant win-
ning aggregations. On the other hand,
a hurler who contributes that number
of victories to, his team in one season
h_as more than done his bit toward win-
ning a pennant.

Statement From Office of
Hon. Mr. Hanna — What
- the Chateau'Laurier Mana-
ger Says—Some Ways To-|
ward Economy

Educational Department
Food Controller’s Office,
Ottawa.

The passing of three months of beef-
less and baconless Tuesdays and Fri-
days has brought a gradual revolution
in the time-honored hotel menu of Can-
ada. This is more marked in some
hotels than in others, but the first class
establishments, almost invariably, are
those found keeping the regulations best.

The purpose of the food controller in
laying restrictions on hotels and res-
taurants was to effect a saving in the
three commodities most needed by the
men at the front and by the Allied peo-
ple—beef, bacon and wheat, and to
awaken the public conscience to the need
of the hour. As a result of these re-
strictions there has been a great saving
in the use of beef, bacon and white
flour. According to the declaration of
hotel managers, however, the conscience
of that portion of the public that forms
their clientele is still not as sensitive as
it should be to the demand for food con-
servation.

There are two distinct sides of the
question. There is the man who goes
to a hotel prepared to pay for a good
meal and very sure that he is going to
get it or know the reason why. On the
other hand there is Monsieur le Chef
who finds himself between the devil and
the deep sea. He has the food con-
troller’s regulations on one side; the
public appetite on the other. It is up
to him to conform with the first and to
satisfy the last. He has to tax his in-
genuity in the skilful use of substitutes
that patrons may not miss those dishes
to which habit has inured them. At the
same time he may not use this and he

must be sparing with that. So it goes.
The chef is cheerful enough about it, in
most cases. “Clest la guerre” with him.
But hotel patrons are not always so
philosophic. The things they cannot
have suddenly seem very desirable. Is!
it human nature or just plain selﬂsh—i
ness? Ask the hotel manager and he will
say that it is selfishness when it is not
thoughtlessness.

It takes time to revolytionize our eat-
ing habits. The average man is more
inclined to be economical im his own
home than when he is paying for a hotel
meal. ‘

As the manager of one Ottawa hotel
put it: “The hotel is a public utility. We
are here essentially and primarily to sat-‘:
isfy our paffons. We serve them. They
pay us. It is our duty to meet their
wishes. Educate them as to what thcyi
should-eat and we will certainly fall in
with whatever is asked of us. Seventy-l
five per cent of the people who come !
here pay,$t upwards for their dinner
and expect to get their money’s worth.
They like to see a long bill of fare and
they invariably work their way" through
it ‘irrespective of how much: they eat of
each course—which is naturally their
privilege. -We are trying to meet this

According to the ' ‘manager of the
Chateau: Laurier, Ottawa, nothing goes
to waste in this establishment = where
there are 300 employes to feed, in addi-
tion to the constant stream of guests.
There is every kind of taste to cater to;
all manner of men and women to be
satisfied.

The other day a prominent public man
wanted to know why he could not have
a steak at a certain time. “It’s the law,”
was the reply. He evidently didn’t like
the law but he settled down to his din-
ner just the same. There is rarely any|
fuss about it.’ Nine-tenths of the people
go through the menu without being
aware that beef and bacon are absent on
certain days. It is only when someone
desires a steak and asks for it at a cer-
tain hour that he is pulled up short with
a remembrance of the regulations. He
ustally accepts the dictum philosophi-
cally but, according to the hotel man-
agers, it is as well that the steak is not
there. If it were to be had—and if an
appeal went along with it not to ask for
it—ten chances to one he would have it
anyway.

The manager of the Chateau is strong-
ly in favor of strict adherence to the
hours during which certain foodstuffs
may be served. As he puts it: “It’s the
only way to keep tab on people. If it |
were worked any other way you would
have a man having bacon for breakfast,
at one place; then coming to us and or-
dering it again that same night.”

NEW SEA LORD
GREAT ORGANIZER

Somethng About Sir Ros-
slyn Wemyss

Shrewd Judge of Men and Hc"
Depends on His Chosen
Assistants — A Scotsman,
But Has Been at Sea Al-
most From the Cradle

Though it seems to be generally sup-
posed that the loss of three British de-
stroyers off the Dutch coast was re-
sponsible for the retirement of Sir John
Jellicoe as First Sea Lord, The Toronto
Mail and Empire suggested that the
comparatively trifling cause was hardly
commensurate with the extremely im-
portant effect. No navy can expect to
escape losses, it says, and to retire Jel-
licoe because three destroyers were sunk
would be much like retiring Haig be-
cause of a successful German raid on the
British trenches, g &

Confirmation of this view comes from
a British naval officer, who says that
ever since the Battle of Jutland Sir John
Jellicoe has been hardly the man he was
before. He appears to be one of that
type of men who will kill himself cr
bring himself to a low physical state
through overwork and conscientiousness.
A master of detail, he permitted himself
to be mastered by it. He attempted
what no man should have attempted,
that is to say, he insisted upon having
full information concerning every vessel
in the British navy, and to supervise
everything connected .with naval move-
ments.

New Lord a Great Organizer.

The future historian will not say that
Jellicoc was a failure as head of the
British navy; he is more likely to point
out that in his patriotic and character-
istic determination to become familiar
| with all the minutiae of the British sea
forces he simply broke down his health.
It does not seem probable that Sir Ross-
| lyn Wemyss will inaugurate a nfw pol-
icy with regard to handling the British
‘pavy. The difference will be that since
he is a man of different temperament
i from Jellicoe, he will be able to remain
First Sea Lord and still stand up under
the strain. It is said that Wemyss is
a born organizer, The officer above
quoted says: “He is the shrewdest judge
of a man’s capabilities I know.” He
picks his assistants with the greatest
care, but once having.chosen them he
Jets them handle their own departments
with little or no interference, a policy
which has proved successful in business,
. and also in war. Instead of worrying as
to whether his subordinates are doing
their work properly he does his worry-
ing before he chooses them. Thereafter
they are permitted to do the worrying.

New Office Created for Him,

!  An indication  that Jellicoe’s retire-
ment was considered some time ago and
that Wemyss was then being “pointed”
for his position is found .in the fact that
for some months past the present First

Sea Lord was Jellicoe’s assistant, and \

that a new office was created on-his ac-
count. Last summer Sir Rosslyn was
recalled from command of the Naval
Department in the East Indies to be
Second Sea Lord under Jellicoe. It was
' expected: that he would do the real work
of the Admiralty and relieve Sir John
of much of the responsibility. This he
is reported to have done so admirably
that later on he was made First De-
puty Sea Lord, after which it is said,
Jellicoe’s powers became merely nomin-
al. \When he had satisfied the govern-
ment that he had the department in
good working order and might be de-
pended on to keep it going he was
| given the rank which his achievements
| called for. If this theory of the change
|is correct it is plain that Sir Rosslyn
| Wemyss was really the head of the navy
| when the convoys were destroyed a
couple of months ago, and also when the
destroyers were sent to the bottom oft
the Dutch coast.

Fought Well at Jutland.

Sir Rosslyn Wemyss was born in
Wemyss Castle, Fife, Scotland, April
12, 1864, his' father being Sir Rosslyn
Erskine Wemyss, and his mother the
only ‘daughter of the late Sir
!Morier, G. C. B, a well-known English
diplomat who matched his wits more
than once with Bismarck. It is said, in-
deed, that he was the first British di-
plomat to perceive the peril to the rest
of Europe of the Empire that Bismarck
| was building up. The First Sea Lord
| was afloat almost from the cradle, fish-
ing and sailing being his favorite spo-ts.
He entered the navy in 1877 as an en-
sign, became a lieutenant in 1898 and a
captain in 1901. He was - appointed
iRear-Admiral in 1911, and was made
Vice-Admiral at the time he went to
the .East Indies appointment a year ago.
He was sent to the Mediterranean short-
|1y after the war broke out, but was re-
called to the Grand Fleet because bis
1speciulty was the handling of big ships.
| As commander of one of the naval units
i he took part in the Battle of: Jutland
! and was mentioned in despatches for his
fine work.

A Big Ship Man. 5

Sir Rosslyn Wemyss is knewn as a
“big ship” man. That is to say, he is
an exponent of the theory that the
strength of the navy depends upon the
numher of dreadnaughts and super-
dreadnoughts that can be put in the line
of battle. Shortly before the war he
commanded the Orion, one of the larg-
est of them, and a unit in the Second
Squadron, which was composed of Bri-
tain’s newest and biggest ships. He was
second in command of this squadron,
! for whose fine discipline and appearance
| he was given much credit. He was an
| enthusiast upon discipline and also on
| gunnery, but his fine open nature and
. jolly manners made working with him
| or under him a pleasure. “A man more
i truly imbued with a love and interest in
i his profession never lived,” says the
| British officer.

THE BESTIAL TURK

(Toronto Globe.)

German papers deplore the loss of the
Goeben and the Breslau, the two former
German cruisers put out of action in the
recent fighting at the Dardanelles. The
loss weakens Turkey, destroying her last
effective naval strength. What Germany
deplores makes civilized men everywhere
else glad. . 'L'he bestul 2 urk is one of
the greatest obstacles to the restoration
of world peace. Germany for her own
ends not only desires that he shall re-
tain Constantinople and the regions of
European and Asiatic Turkey adjacent
to that city, inhabited chiefly by Otto-
mans, but that the Turkish Empire as
constituted before the war shall remain
intact. Even were the problems of Bel-
gium, Poland, and Alsace-Lorraine set-
tled to the satisfaction of the Allies,
peace would be impossible so long as
Germany continued to demand the res-
toration of Palestine, of Mesopotamia,
and of Armenia. It may be that an in-
tact Turkey, with Germany as her over-
lord, would be less cruel and anti-Chris-
tian than in the past, but the experi-
ences of the Armenians during the past
three years, while German influence has
been supreme at Constantinople, give
little hope of reform.

The representatives of the Kaiser did
not even make an audible protest when
Enver Pasha and Talaat Bey set their
corps of murderers to work in 1915 upon
the hideous task of exterminating the
Armenian people. There wé&€ audible
protests from certain sections of the Ger-
man people, but these were stifled, and
official Germany—itself stained with the
blood of “the villagers of Belgium—stood
by unmoved while hundreds of thous-
ands of Armenians were massacred in
cold bloed. The martyrdom of Armenia
continued for many months. Did Ger-
many permit the slaughter of the most
industrious and commercially capable
people in Asia Minor to continue un-
checked because the wiping out of the
Armenians would at the close of the war
give the Teuton trader a free hand in
the markets of Asiatic Turkey? That
explanation. _with its dreadful implica-
tion, cannot be set aside lightly. Ger-
many could have put a stop to the Ar-
menian atrocities by a word of stern
reprobation. That word was not spoken.
And because it was not spoken the
Kaiser will stand forever linked in In-
famy with the leaders of the Young
Turks—murderers all.

That these wholesale assasins shall
have Palestine, and Armenia, and Ara-
bia, and Mesopotamia ‘feturned to them
is incredible. Henry Cabot Lodge, in
the United States senate a little over a
month ago, put the ease of civilization
against the Turk in these words:

“The Ottoman Turks have been in
Europe since the fifteenth century. In
the days of their success they were a
scourge to Europe and Christendom. In
the long centuries of their decay they
have been the pest and the curse of Eu-
rope, the source of innumerable wars,
the executioners in countless massacres.
The Turks are brave soldiers and good
fighting men, but there praise must stop.
T'here is not one word to be said in de-
fence of the Turks as governors-or rul-
ers. When they came into the region
that is now called the Balkans they
found there large and prosperous cities,
built up during the early Middle Ages
on the ruins of. the Roman civilization.
They found a. fertile and cultivated
country. . The cities which they cap-
tured sank into deserted villages, Wher-
ever they have trodden trade, industry,
commerce, the arts, and civilization have
withered away. They have preyed up-
on the jealousies and controversy of the '
other nations of Europe, and in this way
have sustained themselves at Constanti-
nople. They have been the cause’ of
many wars. The massacres of which
they have been guilty, which stretch back
to the day of their arrival, and which
have never been worse than during the
entire nineteenth century, almost sur-
pass belief and imagination. In justice,
however, it must be said that never have
the massacres been so frightful as thgey
have been since the Turks passed undier
German domination. At least halk of
the Armenian people have been slaugh-
tered in cold blood, and the remnant is
only preserved now because a large part
of Armenia ‘has fallen under Russian
control and the other Armenians have
taken refuge there. Such a nation as
this—such a government, I should say,
as this—is a curse to modern civilization.
Like a pestilence, it breathes forth con-
tagion upon the innocent air.”

The bestial Turk, driven from the
lands he has ravaged for centuries by
the valor of British and Russian soldiers
who have died on many a blood-soaked
battlefield in nearer Asia since the war
began, canont be permitted to return
under the protection of German bayon-
ets. His fiendish work is done; the cup

.of his iniquities is full to overflowing.
