Ready to Do Utmost for a
Peaceful Settlement with
Germany.

GENERAL MATTERS

Will Suppress Vatican Em-
bassy—Direct Taxes to
Raise Finances.

(British United Press.)

Paris, June 17.— France ac-
cepts the Dawes programme for
settlement of reparations unre-
servedly, but, owing to condi-
tions in Germany, cannot evacu-
ate the Ruhr before Germany
fulfils the guarantees laid down
in the experts’ report, Premier
Herriot told the Chamber of
Deputies this afternoon in out-
lining the policy of his Govern-
ment. .

The new Government of the

Left is opposed to a ‘“hostile
policy of force and occupation
of former enemy territory,”” Her-
riot said, and will do its utmost
t placate the German Social-
ists.

Suppress Vatican Embassy.

The Government is preparing for re-
sumption of relations with Russia, but
will take all necessary precautions to
protect French interests.

“We will continue to defend Pur
treaty rights against Germany,” the
Premier added.

Other policies announced by M. Her-
riot include the suppression of the Vati-
can Embassy, realization of administra-
tive and electoral reforms, reorganiza-
tion of the army so as to reduce length
of service without infringirig security,
general inventory of the financial sit-
uation, diminution of consumers and
profits tax by reorganization of direct
taxes.

Paris, June 17—(Canadian Press)—
The declaration of Premier Herriot’s
Cabinet, submitted to Parliament to-
day, affirms that the Ruhr will not be
evacuated until the guarantees provid-
ed in the expert’s report have been set
up.
Other features of the declaration in-
clude a pronouncement for the restora-
tion of normal relations with Russia.

The declaration calls for prompt rati-
fication of the remaining treaties sign-
ed at the Washington armament con-
ference, and of the International Labor
Convention and the conclusion of peace
with Turkey.

The ministry stands for the disarm-
ament of Germany by the Allies, and
as soon as possible by the League of
“Nations. It would find a solution of

Smots in Fight for Life.
|« T.ondort, June 16—(United Press)—
General Jan C. Smuts, whose govern-
ment fell recently in South Africa, has
made the fight of his life to regain
office at the national elections. Defeat
of the General by a small majority
was predicted in Capetown dispatches
today, althoighi the issue was clearly

in doubt.

Johannesburg, June 17—The Rand
Daily Mail, in a forecast of the elec-
tion, although facing the possibility of
one or two losses on the Rand, may
expect to be returned by a slightly
larger majority than it had at dissolu-
tion.

Strike Predicted if Favorable
Reply is Not Received

CABINET CONSIDERS

Demand That Civil Service
Act be Amended, Re-
stricting Authority,

(Special to Times-Star)

Ottawa, June 17.—An ulti-
matum issued by the executive
of the Postal Federation asking
for amendments to the Civil Ser-
vice Act, giving the Government
power to fix the salaries of
postal workers instead of that
authority being exercised by the
Civil Service Commission, will
be before the cabinet at this af-
ternoon’s sitting, and afterwards
the question will be brought up
in the House and an announce-
ment made.

Final action will be taken
the Dominion executive of the
Federation at a meeting sched-
uled for tonight, and unless the
Government acts a strike of the
10,000 postal workers in Can-
ada is freely predicted.

Position Set Out

It is no great secret that in the
long negotiations which have taken
placé on the question of postal salaries
the post office department officials
were favorable to a schedule of salary
somewhat higher than that proposed
by the commission. Under the act of
1919, however, the commission is the
paramount authority in all - appoint-
ments to the civil service and in de-
fining the salaries which attach to
them. Its authority can be challenged
only by an amending act of parlia-
ment, giving to the Government some
discretionary power in such cases as
the present.

It is necessary for the Government
to approve what the Civil Service Com-
mission does but if it does not agree
with the recommendation it can be
referred back. This was done in the
case of the Postal. workers. Ultimately,
it is claimed, the alternative lay be-
tween approving the schedule submit-
ted by the commission or disapproving
it. The latter cotrse, it is said would
have simply meant the perpetuation of
last year’s salaries minus the bonus.

Strike Question

The whole questton is discussed ex-
tensively today and the effects of a
general tie-up in the postal service are
not minimized. Some opinion is heard
in favor of an act which would prevent
the employes of a great public utility
going on strike. It is urged that the
men are always anxious to secure these
jobs and that they know the salaries
attaching to them, when they apply.
In the Winnipeg strike trouble, when
the postal workers went out, they for-
feited their positions and are not back
yet except in some instances. The in-
timation is that if there is a strike
now the same rule will be applied
although the disorganization which
would result woild likely take two or
three years to remedy if new staffy
were employed.

Government and Commission.

The Government would not object
to clipping the wings of the Civil Ser-
vice Commission on general principles
because, even as late as yesterday, the
Prime Minister referred to the present
case as an illustration of government
by commission. Heretofore no reform
has been attempted because of the un-
certainty of Conservative and Progres:
sive opposition. Tt is just conceivable,
however, that the present situation
may eventuate jn some amendment ta
the act which will give the Govern:
ment a wider authprity over the Gov-
ernment service, and correspondingly
diminish the powers that body has ex-
ergised since the Union Government in
1919 enlarged its scope.

Wants Suggestions.

“I do not think the occasion oppor-
tune to make veiled attacks on the
present system or on the Civil Service
Commission, when debate is cut off on
the orders of the day,” said Rt. Hon.
Arthur Meighen.

“If the Government wished to change
the schedule there was a way that it
could be done. If it wished to make
any alterations in the powers of the
Commission this could also be done.
If, though, the Government feels that
the scale recommended is fair and
right—and their approval would seem

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MORE THAN MERE FINES.

The idea behind Quebec’s new
‘method of dealing with reckless or
incompetent motor car drivers is that
too many of them disregard the law
because they are well able to pay fines
and confidently expect to encounter
mothing worse. So believing, they
keep on speeding until they kill or
Nure somebody. The fine does npt
reform them. They pay it without any
intention of changing their ways.

Hon. J. L. Perron, Minister of
Roads, in taking over the enforcement
‘of trafic laws from the Provincial
Treasurer, has served notice that here-
after a fine will be the exception, not
the rule. He is going to strike at the
Ycenses, and he speaks confidently of
getting results which hitherto have not
been possible. Iie has had all the
officials of the road department sworn
in as special traffic officers, and they
have been “severely instructed” to
enforce the law. “No fines unless in
‘gxceptional cases,” 5ays Mr. Perron.
#The reckless drivers will lose their
licensgs and the right to operate an
automobile.”

Massachusetts has been dealing very
sharply of late with those who dis-
regard the traffic laws, and while minor
offenders are fined licenses are cancelled
in a large percentage of cases, and in
the graver ones the penalties are heavy.

Quebec has given no little publicity
to the change in policy outlined by Hon.
Mr. Perron. If he is as good as his
word the margin of public safety will
be comfortably enlarged. The ordinary
fine is not strong enough medicine.
That has been clearly demonstrated_in
a thousand communities, our own
among them. Compared with the total
number of drivers those in need of
drastic treatment are few, but in their
cases nothing else will serve. Lenient
treatment is only an encouragement to
further disregard for their own lives
and—what is of infinitely more account
—those of others,

THE BOND DEALERS.

A reminder as to the extent to which
Canada is financing itself was brought
out in the course of his address at the
annual meeting of the Bond Dealers’
_Association of Canada in Teoronto last
week by Mr. J. W. Mitchell, the retiring
President. He dealt  with - several
interesting features in relation to the
distribution of securities during the
- year ended with May. In the twelve
months referred to members of the
association participated in the placing
of bonds to the total of $507,914,000,
which he said was by far the largest
total issue in this country fn any post-
war ‘year,

Of even greater interest is the fact
that of this total about 89 per cent,,
or $451,900,000, was absorbed by the
people of Canada. The big issues
during the year included the Dominion
of Canada refunding loan, the C. N. R.
equipment issues, an Ontario provincial
issuc of $30,000,000, and the C. PR,
issue which was so quickly taken up.
" Mr. Mitchell felt that Canada’s ability
‘to subscribe to the great total was 1
cause for pride and that the members
of the association were justified in
feeling satisfaction over their share in
the work of placing a very large pro-
portion of the bonds. He found on:
unsatisfactory element in the situation,
“however, which is ‘that a large part of
( $849,000,000 representing federal, pro-
‘ vincial and miunicipal borrowings, was

_for non-productive expenditure so far ]
,~+as Lhe creation of additional ‘national,

{ wealth is concerned, and this he thought

showed the need for retrenchment and
economy in all our governing bodies.

The bond dealers, coming into contact
with large and small investors in great

“ numbers, Mr. Mitchell said, have found
heavy taxation in Canada a consider-
able obstacle in the way of securing
new -capital. Pointing to the marked
reduction of taxation in the United
States, the speaker argued that like
action in Canada is even more neces-
sary, because our undeveloped resources

;. should be placed in a position to
attract capital from all parts of the
world, and high taxation had a
tendency to repel the capitalist. He
very strongly expressed the view that
Canada needs tax reform even more
than tax reduction.

He criticized the blue sky laws
sdopted in some of the provinces as
lacking clearness and uniformity and
causing much trouble, delay and
expense to bona fide dealers, and he
juggested that an excellent fleld of
service is open to the Bond Dealers'
Association in preparing a model blue
yky law which could be submitted to
the Dominion and provincial authorities
in the hope that it would be adopted
throughout Canada as a uniform law
governing the sale of securities.

E—
THE LAST ROUND. *

There is “a certain liveliness,” as the
war despatches used to eay, in the
British Columbia sector. They are up
to the last round. The Victoria Colonist,
which is opposing Premier Oliver, says
he has not only thrown his hat into the
ring, but followed it into the squared
svrcle. It exnlains the use of this

pugilistic language by observing that
when the Premier was heckled at a
meeting in Victoria West he told the
disturbing element that “he had worked
harder than any of them and could lick
the boots off most of them” The
Colonist, which is disposed to be,face-
tious, suggests that Hon. Mr. Oliver’s
ring parlance is not altogether up to
date, and it proposes some amend-
ments, saying:—

'‘“We fear the Premier’s manner of
expressing his pugilistic sentiments is
somewhat out of date. He should\have
told these young fellows of Victoria
West that if they did not keep their
banoos closed he would come down and
knock the blocks off them.

“That is the kind of language they
would have understood; it is the sort
of language that would have appealed
to their understanding and.commanded
their respect. If he had followed it up
with an announcement that he was
ready to take any of them on in a
three-minute round for points or a
!mockout, he would have aroused a real
interest in the political campaign and
enthusiastic audiences would have at-
tended all future meetings of the
Liberal candidates.”

Still, all The Colonist demonstrates
is that it is more familiar than the
Premier with a certain brand of fight-
ing ‘talk. It works around to the
‘statement that Mr. Oliver has on his
hands the grimmest fight of his
career. That is as it may be.
wisdom of all the British Columbia
prophets will be tested within a few
days. When the votes are counted next
Friday night we shall know all about
it. '

———

THE THIRD DEGREE.

Following the Chicago murder that
city has produced a second sensation
having to do with the alleged “third
degree” given to three innocent men,
arrested on suspicion of complictiy in
the death of the boy Franks, and it i3
now predicted that the stir which will
follow through legal action takea
against the police is likely to cause a
reform wave in police methods in
many parts of the United States. The
story is one of extraordinary brutality,
at least as told by the counsel for the
men who say they were tortured and
beaten in an effort to force confessions
from them. The police were at first
without any clue as to the murderers,
and in ‘searching about they fastened
their suspicions upon Walter Wilson,
an instructor at the school the Franks
boy had attended, and two other men
who had formerly been instructors
there. The three men were arrested
and rushed to a police station, where
they were locked up in a special cell
without being given an opportunity to
notify their friends or to secure a
lawyer. The first the public knew of
their detention came in the form of a
police statement intimating that the
authorities had the right men in cus-
tody and that confessions were to be
expected with little delay. In the
course of a long story descriptive of
the methods used, Walter Wilson’s
lawyer says of his client:—

“He was beaten with a rubber hose

until it was torture for him even to]

breathe. Of course, during this time,
he was bound. Twice he was
assaulted by a police lieutenant in
person. Two policemen  held the
prisoner while the lieutenant knocked
him down with his fist. The point was
to argue Mr. Wilson into confessing
that he had kidnapped and killed
Robert Franks.”

“Argue” is a rather weak word in
the circumstances. The lawyer says
that the men were not allowed to sleep
for a ;_ong time, and that even when
they id get a little sleep it was only
to be ‘wakened and confronted with
some new form of torture, mental or
physical.  The third degree in this
form lasted for several days, during
which time the detectives, singly or in
groups, attempted to wring confessions
from the bewildered and tortured sus-
pects. All these efforts failed, and
then, apparently because the police had
at last found the trail of the real
murderers, Wilson and his companions
were set free.

The story indicates that many men
before Wilson have been suljected to
the same treatment, and it is to b~
inferred that weak-minded or less
determined prisoners, bound and
brutally beaten, may have confessed
to crimes of which they were entirely
innocent. One writer points out that
individual victims, in cases of this
sort, have little chance of getting
justice, one reason being that the
individual policeman can seldom pay
heavy damages, while in the large
cities the police force as an instituticn
is too strong for a single citizen to
fight. The general public, however,
can scarcely afford to take any such
hopeless attitude. If Wilson and his
lawyer are telling the truth, both the
Chicapgo police and the American form
of civilization are on trial. If outrages
of this character could occur and the
victims were unable to protect them-
gelves against such a menace, then
indeed civilization, or such a civillsa-
tion, would be contemptible enough.
The Chicago police should be cleared
or punished. Wilson and his com-
panions should be vindicated or jailed
for- slander. There should be both
intelligence and morality enough in
Chicago to clear up these charges and
let the public know the whole truth. If

the facts are as. stated, the punishment
of the guilty should be prompt and

throughout a country in some portions
of which at least the third degree has
long been in vogue. Toleration of
jungle methods by agents of the law
is quite as mistaken as maudlin
sympathy for brutal criminals.

COMPARING HOWLS.

(Victoria Colonist.)

An Ottawa correspondent of The
Manitoba Free Press, who is a very
vacy correspondent indeed, says Can-
ada is represented in Parliament by
corps of howlers. “For a real, pro-
longed, long-distance, high class, high
C howl, you have to hand it to the
bogs from the Maritime Provinces.
The howl of the West is the howl of
the coyote; the Maritime howl is the
howl of the timber wolf. Howls are
plentifdl in these parts, but it must be
sald for the West and the Maritime
Provinces that they have good, clear,
distinctive, one-toned howls. Ontario
and Quebet have mixed howls—alter-
nating howls, as it were. You howl for
me today and I'll howl for you tomor-
row. The British Columbians appear
to be howling for something, but are
net sure themselves just what they are
howling about. Neither is anybody
else.”

We did not think that the howls of
any of the boys, whethet boys of the
East or boys of the West, were pitched
in a higher key than the howls of the
Premier of this Province.

ASHANTI DRUM-TALK.
(Toronto Globe)

One of the curiosities of the British
Empire Exhibition is the “drum” meth-
od of communication used by the Ash-
antis. Their language is tonal; they
take two drums set in different tones,
and on them they can reproduce, not
only the number of syllables in a word,
but the arbitrary tone-puality assigned
to each when spoken. These drums
carry a mile or more, and in the still-
ness of an African night they can be
heard as far as three miles. The re-
ceiver does not, as with a heliograph or
in flag-reading, need to see the sender,
and the system can be used in the ‘mid-
dle of a wood.

The same system could not be adopt-
ed with the English language, but ex-
periments afe Row being made on the
initiative of Sif Robert Baden-Powell
to work an adaptation of the drum-talk
to the Morse code. His object is to
make use of the system for the convey-
ance of messages in English, especially-
by Boy Scouts. In one of these ex-
periments a message of over 100 words
was sent by one Boy Scout and re-
ceived by another with only a few mif=
or errors, although neither of them
knew anything about it beforehand.
Approximately, it expressed the belief
that this means of communication, “will
delight the hearts of the young boys
and of boys who are men; for it will
bring to them the lovely thrill of hear-
ing music of the distant, hidden drums
throbbing out a message from over a
hill-top, from an unseen forest glade or
some hidden valley, a message which
none but they can read.” For all of
which the white man will be indebted
to the blacks of Ashanti.

TOLSTOY IN HIS WIFE'S EYES.

Tolstoy’s wife was not in sympathy
with her husband’s extreme views, it

lis - well known, and their son, Count

Leon L. Tolstoy, tells in “The Truth
About My Father” why in these
words:

“Well-balanced and conservative, she
found no word of approval for destruc-
tion without creation. She loved
everything that was right, sincere, true,
and fine, and she reacted instantly
against any note that was false or
obscure. Another feature that she did
not like in her husband’s character
was his pride “Do you know,” my
mother once said to me, “what is the
strongest force that has animated your
father’s work? Vanity!

Tolstoy, we learn, had a superstition
that the number 28 was specially im-
portant to him. His son says:

“He was born on August 28 in the
year 1828. - He was married on the
28th, and so on. When he had com-
pleted his 82nd year on August 28,
1901, we naturally spoke about the
matter. I remarked. ‘And this year
you will be 82. Why, that is your
figure 28 reversed.”

Tolstoy loeked keenly at his son and
said: “Yes, perhaps. And it is well
that it should be so.” That year
brought his death. His wife survived
to witness the horrors of Bolshevism,
dying in 1919.

I spoke of the difficulty there would
be in financing the project unless we
could raise in the way of subscrip-

tions at least $20,000 At the present
a little less than 817,000 has been sub-
cribed and about $18,000 paid in. We
dre still short of our modest ohjective.
When I consider what other institu-
tions, institutions no larger thar ours
and with no larger or wealthier clien-
tele, have raised for purposes of ‘his
kind, I am indeed disappointed that
this project which is generally con-
ceded to be so worthy a one, has not
received greater support.

In saying this I do not wish to be
misunderstood. I am most geat=ful to
the many kind friends and supporters
of the school who have given sub-
scriptions, many of them very gener-
ous ones. I am most gratsful also
to so many of the “Old Boys” who at
considerable sacrifice have paid in, and
some of them still paying in, monthly
subscriptions. It is indeed when I con-
sider what some have done in this way
that I realize how easy it would have
been to raise far more than the ob-
Jjective if the response had been more
general.

I may be pardoned for dwelling at
some length on this matter when it
is remembered that I have #uily to
face the financing of the school. Com-
pared with nearly all gchools of sim-
ilar nature and equipment our fees are
most moderate, barely enough indeed
to pay the ordinary running expenses;
Now I have to face heavy interest
charges as well. It is my earnest hope
that before another year has elapsed
we may have reached at least our ob-
Jjective of $20,000.

Before leaving this subject I would
like to offer my very sincere thanks
to the ladies connected with the school
who have worked so hard to raise
funds to furnish the chapel, and to the
many friends, chiefly ladies, who have
helped them. This fund has grown
far beyond my expectations. I
thought it would take years to furnish
the chapel but it is half done already,
and( though the end is not yet quite
in sight, I feel confident that it will
not be very long before it is.

90 Boys at School

With respect to the school year
which is about to close, I would men-
tion some of the more important events
and results:

There were in all 90 boys in the
school 'of whom 87 were in residence.
The opening of our new building con-
siderably enlarged our capacity, so
now we have room for more than 100
boys. I hope that next term we may
have an increase in mnumbers and
eventually fill the school to capacity,
us it was for several years before we

increased our accommodation. The
prospects, in spite of the hard times,
seem fairly bright and we have already
a good many entries for next year.

The results in both the McGill and
King’s matriculation taken last June
were excellept and several exceptional-
ly high averages were made. This
year we have 18 boys completing the
Dalhousie matriculation and nine bdys
taking the first part of the McGill
matriculation The results will not
be known until later.

Last year at the annual inspection
our cadet corps won first place in the
province, and this year we are leading
by a substantial margin all the corps
which have so far been inspected.

Rifle Shooting.

In the Imperial Challenge Shield
competition we came second in the
Dominion. In 1921 we came first and
won the Governor General’s cup. In
1922 the cup went out west, but we
received belated notice that a mistake
in the averaging of results had been
made and that we had really won it
again; so the cup came back to us.
Thus we won the cup both in 192}
and in 1922, and came second in 1923
This year we won the Magee cup of-
fered to the corps obtaining first place
n the province, and for the fifth time
in succession we won the provincial
championship in the Dominion marks-
men’s competition.

In athletics, while this is the first
year that I remember when we have
not won at least one championship,
yet our teams in all the games made
a very creditable showing.
adverse criticism of it and many have
been unstinted in their praise. I feel
that we owe deep gratitude both to
the architect, Mr. de Lancey Robin-
son, and to the contractor, Mr. Joseph
Henderson. Both of these gentlemen
took far more than just a commercial
interest in the building, and both of
them spared no efforts to make it ‘as
beautiful, and at the same time as
serviceable as possible.

Former Graduates,

‘With regard to boys who have left the
school and have gone to various univers-
ities, 1t is rather hard to follow their
careers in many instances, as they are
so scattered and many of them have
gone so far afield; thus any compleie
summary of their achievements would
be impossible, but I may mentjon thosc
we know. This year there were six of
our “old boys’” who graduated from Mc-
Gill, four in medicine .and two in ap-
plied science. Of these graduating in
medicine A. E. Trites deserves special
mentiion. Some years ago he won an
entrance scholarship at McGill. Two
years ago I mentioned him in my report
as having taken honors in all subjects
but one in his third year. This year iv
the finals he obtained honors in all sub-
jects and came first in his class,

At the University of New Brunswick
tnere were, I think, three of our ‘‘old
boys” who graduated this year. Of these
J. D. B. Harrison led his class in for-
estry.

Another distinction very worthy of
mention which has come to us through
| our *old boys” is that of E. J. Pinder
who has obtained a place on the Bisley
team. In the past two years Pinder won
the highest distinction for shooting
given in the school—the Domville cup.
Change of Masters.

In conclusion I would tender my very
sincere thanks to all the members of
the staff for their able and loyal sup-
port. 1 regret very much that G. R.
Ryder is leaving us this year In order.to
complete his course at Queen's Uni‘
versity. Mr. Ryder has beén d mastér
during the last five years, and during
al Ithis time he was unsparing In his
efforts to promote the welfare of the
boys and of the school generally. I
know that his work has had a marked
influence for good. We shall miss him
greatly, but I hope very much that he
will eventually return to us. G. F. Eds-
forth is also leaving us in order té6 com-
plete his,course in Divinity at Kings
College. Mr. Edsforth is an “old pboy”
who, after graduating from King's Col-
lege, came to us as a master two years
ago. His loss also will be much felt.
H. J. Best, one of our ‘“old boys"” who
graduated two years ago from King's
College, and J. J. Alexander, also &
graduate of King's College, who has had
considerable experience in teaching, are
coming to us next term to fill these
vacancies. :

To the boys, and especially to the
school monitors, I would express my
very sincere apreciation of their co-op-
eration in all that I have tried to do fot
their welfare.

The box itself was used
to send messages and when hit with
the accompanying stick it has a pecu-

The duck-billed platytus might well
be classed with the creatures of which
it is said “There ain’t no suck animal.’ |
The creature is 20 inches in length andi
is an Australian mammal which h:s.s;

Its young are produced as eggs and
the adults have a flat beal-likc mouth.
The eggs are non-calcareous but like
those of birde have a yolk. They hatel
out soon after they are laid and the
young platytus is at first naked and
blind and feeds on its mother's milk ‘
It develops teelh at an early stage but
they .fall out later and hard horny
patches develop in each jaw to replace
the teeth. 'T'he adult has short fur and
is web footed but with powerful claws
on its front feet with whico it cor
hurrow. 7The male somelimcs has a

Lorny spur on the hind foot which is
cxpable of inflicting a poisonous wound.
For its food the platytus eats simple
organisms which it filtsrs from the
mud.

The ground horn-bill has a most
amazing beak. It is a tropical bird
found in Africa, Indo-Malayan regions
and in the Solomon Islands. Its flight
is as noisy as an express train, the
noise being caused by the air passing
through the open bases of its quills
The horn-bill lays its eggs in the Lol-
low of a tree and has a very strange
procedure when the eggs are being
hatched. The male closes up the en-
trance to the nest with a hard clay-like
substance and leaves only a tiny open-
ing through which the female can push

STOVE FALLS AND

SES HOUSEAFIRE

Two-storey East St. John
Building Destroyed—Loss
Put at $2,500

The falling down of a stove was
the cause for total destruction of a
two-storey dwelling and contents
owned by Joseph Besszo, Virginia
street, Bast St. John yesterday after-
noon at 2.30 o'clock. Mr. Besszo
places his loss at $2,500, and carried
insurance amounting to $1,000 with
the General Accident Assurance
Company of aCnada.

Mr. Besszo was employed at la-
bor work on the new Catholic
church at East St. John when the
fire started.

He said that his wife had lighted
a fire in the kitchen stove, and leav-
ing two of their five children in the
house, went to a grocery store to
make some purchases. While she
was away the stove fell down and
immediately the house caught fire.
The two children ran from the house
and gave the alarm, but whén the
neighbors arrived on the scene the
building was all on fire. Forming
a bucket brigade, several men had
hard work in saving a small shed
near the burning building.

John Marr, who resides in the
next house to that owned by Mr.
Besszo, was obliged to pour water
continually on the roof and sides of
his building to prevent it from
catching fire. All that was saved
from the Besszo home was a chair
and a basket of soiled -clothing.
These happened to be on the steps
in front of the house. Every piece
of furniture was burned. It was only
about half an hour before the build-
ing was in ashes. The family was
sheltered last night in the home of
Adelard Hachey, brother-in-law of
Besszo. The latter says he is not
sure whether he will build another
house.

MEN OF W

ROTARY WOULD SEE BUSINESS

RLD IN FELLOWSHIP

President Emphasizes Des-
tiny in Speech at Con-
vention Today.

(Associated Press.)

Toronto, June 17.—“Rotary’s destiny
is the establishment of a world fellow-
ship of business and professional men,
united in the Rotary idea of service,”
said President Guy Gundaker, opening
the fifteenth annual Rotary Convention
here today.

“A world fellowship, while necessar-
ily contingent on the extent and suc-
cessful establishment of Rotary in all
the nations of the world, is likewise
contingent on the correctness of the
standards of business practice of the
men privileged to enter that fellow-
| ship,” he continued.

“Until men meet on the common

ground of correct business methods,
there can be no world fellowship of
business men. The major Rotary
activity for the immediate future will
be an increasing and unceasing activity
for better business methods and their
standardization in ‘codes of ethics. In
countries where crafts are organized
with great national associations, the
greatest opportunity for achievement
will be found in Rotary’s campaign for
written codes of correct standards of
business practice.
- “In my opinien, Rotary’s most last-
ing contribution to the world will be
found in the realm of business, in the
making of a happier, more contented,
more kindly, more co-operative, and
more honorable business world. In the
achievement of a more honorable busi-
ness world you have the solution for
all the other betterments sought. With
an honorable business world, happi-
ness, contentment, kindliness and co-
operation must and will prevail.

“With correct business methods,
world-wide, the business men of all
nations, meeting on this common
ground, will establish great interna-
tional friendships and good-will —
friendships which will harbinger ever-
lasting peace.

“One of the ultimate objects of writ-
ten codes is to standardize conduct so
that all fellow-craftsmen in any line
of business can compete with one an-
other -on an equality of opportunity.
Where men compete on different busi-
ness standards, there is no equality of
opportuntiy.

“Likewise, competition between men
of different standards of business
methods is unfair competition. Stand-
ardization of right conduct will destroy
unfair competition, and written codes
of rules of conduct provide the only
way for such standardization. When
business men compete on a common
ground of high business, standards,
sales will be made on the basis -of
service, and then that paradox of the
imagination—co-operative competition
—will be a reality.

“The greatest contribution made by
Rotary in its code campaign is the in-
sistence that codes must be made up
of rules of conduct expressed as ‘Shall’
or ‘Shall Not’ Those codes not writ-
ten as rules of conduct, nor expressed
as ‘Shall’ or ‘Shall Not’ fail to accom-
plish the -purpose for which they were
written; namely, the standardization of
conduct.

“Of the 51 codes adopted since the

start of Rotary’s campaign for codes,
27 of which are the codes of great
national organizations, a careful esti-
mate indicates that 200,000 business
men, unassociated with Rotary, are
now working under adequate codes
which direct them in ethical conduct.
This is a great practical demonstra-
tion of the results secured by Rotari-
ans as ambassadors to their crafts, and
also a conclusive proof of the leavening
effect of Rotary upon the whole busi-
ness world.
_ “Ethical conduct of business, em-
phasized and spread throughout the
world, will greatly diminish the in-
clination and disposition on the part
of the peoples of the different nations
to fight one another.  Unscrupulous
business methods have been a potent
cause of many international misunder-
standings, and war has frequently
sprung from tnethical business mani-
pulations, and desire for monopolistic
control. It is an historical fact that
nations are born, and great wars have
happened through the use of business
as a pawn in the world’s game of
chess. History shows that governments
follow the same path as business: if
business is crooked, governments will
be crooked. If business is honest,
(which Rotary’s campaign for better
business ethics aims to make it), it
has a corresponding reaction upon the
character of government.

“When the Rotary campaign for
«thical business conduct spreads and is
accepted, and is of world-wide recog-
nition and enforcement, one of the
greatest and most serious hidden un-
derlying causes of jealousy and war
will have been permanently removed.”
Four Day Convention

Some 10,000 Rotarians are gathered
here from all sections of the civilized
world for this 15th annual convention
of Rotary International. The conven-

tion will continue in session foiur days

and will en® with the election of offi-
cers on Friday. Former Governor
Frank O. Lowden, of Illinois will be
one of the chief speakers.

A president and eight directors will
be elected, a new administration com*
ing in to Rotary every year. The
leading candidates for president are
Everett W. Hill of Oklahoma City, at
present first vice president; Harry
Bert Craddick of Mingeapolis and
Frank H. Lamb of Hoquiam, Wash-
ington, Chicago, Cleveland and Rio dé¢
Janeiro, Brazil, are the chief cities bid-
ding for the next convention. .

TELLS OF IS TRP
T0THE OLD WORLD

W. S. Fisher Speaks of Can-
ada’s Trade With Moth-
er Country,

That the general feeling among
the thinking people of Great Britain
was not in accord with the stand
the British Government had taken
in reference to trade with Canada
and other of the British Dominions;
that they were eager that the HEm-
pire should be more closely welded
together and ralized that one of the
best means of accomplishing this
result was through thé channels of
trade; that if the British Empire
was to retain the place it now holds
among the peoples of the earth and
retain its supremacy in the field of
shipping and world commerce, the
trade relations of the Dominions
and possessions must be cultivated
to the extreme; that nothing should
be done to hurt the kindly( relations
at present existing, and® that ‘the
action of the Governmept in the pre-
sent case, when it says that it does
not care anything about the British
preference with Canada, after Can-
ada had given this preference for 27
years, was not going to do the rela-
tionship of Canada and Great Brit-
ain any good, were some of the many
impressions which W. Shives Fisher
former president of the Canadian
Manufacturers Associagtion, brought
back with him when he returned
yesterday from a trip which took
him to Italy, Egypt, France, Greece,
Belgium and England, and entailed
thousands of miles of traveling, and
four and a half months of time.

In Jerusalem, Mr. Fisher sat in the
room in which the Treaty of Capitu-
lation was signed. The name Allenby
had a tremendous effect on the Arabs,
Mr. Fisher said, because of its first
lettefs “Alle,” so like Allah, god of
their faith. This fact it was reported,
he said, had a grest deal to do with
the success which greeted General Al-
lenby in his administration there.

Christians had no chance in Con-
stantinople, Mr. Fisher said, becausc
of the attitude of the Young Turks,
who were grabbing everything for
themselves and would not countenance,
let alone encourage, any Christian do-
ing business of any kind. The party
spent.but one day in Athens.

There was no unemployment In
France, Mr. Fisher said, adding that
the reverse was the case, for they had
had to import labor by hundreds from
Belgium and Italy to meet the de-
mand. The depreciation in the value
of the franc, had given France an op-
portunity to seek markets in the other
countries of the world, with the result
that their trade had increased to an
enormous extent.

In England there was a lot of un-
employment, Mr. Fisher said, adding
that the industrial situation there was
not in very good condition.

At Wembley , he said, Canada’s
building and cxhibits were superior to
any of the others, though each of the
colonies and Dominions was well rep-
resented. . {

Mrs. Fisher and their daughter, who
accompanied Mr. Fisher on the trip,
did not return with him, and expect to
visit in several other lands before re-
turning to St. John later in the year.

SHATTER WORLD'S
RECORDS AT MEET

Murtin;

Greatest A chievements Ever|

Recorded in American
Athletic History.

Cambridge, Mass., June 17—In the
face of a driving rain and a chill, pene-
trating wind which swept over Harvard
Stadium last Satuiday, the cream of
America’s  athletes shattered two
world’s records, equalled two world’s
marks and two American records, and
surpassed one Olympic rrcord in the
final Olympic track and field tryouts
before a crowd of about 30,000 rain-
coated enthusiasts whose enthusiasm
never ebbed despite the uncomfortable
conditions which existed. The rain
started falling as Old Glory was flung
to the breeze atop the flagstaff at 2
o'clock while a military band blared
forth the national anthem and the
crowd stood bare-headed in the huge
concrete stand.

It rained throughout the meet
drenching athletes, officials and specta-
tors alike. Yet, notwithstanding tine
tremendously unfavorable conditions
this array of hardy athletes soon to
wear Old Glory in international com-
petition at Paris, competing on a
heavy, rain-soaked track, proceeded
with their record performances to make
the day stand out conspicuously as one
of the greatest in the annals of Ameri-
can athleti¢ history.

The oulstanding performer of the
day was Jackson V. Scholz, wonderful
New York A. C. sprinter who made
athletic history yesterday when he
sprinted to victory in the 200-meter
dash in the world’s record time of 21
seconds. Today, Scholz, running like
the wind in a field of the fastest sprint-
ers assembled in years, dashed down
the 200-meter straight-away in 209-10
seconds, establishing his second world’s
mark in as many days.

Scholz furnished his history-making
race in the first of the semi-final heats
of this race when he electrified the
crowd with a burst of sprinting speed
never before equalled. In the final,
Scholz again dashed to victory, equal-
ling the mark of 21 second which he
made yesterday. In his semi-final heat
the mercury foot star showed the way
to Louis Clarke and J. Alfred Leco-
ney, who shut out Loren Murchison,
Newark A. C. crack, who was one of
the favorites for this race.

Scholz further established himself as
the best sprinter at the distance in the
final when he raced down the 200-meter
chute to a convincing victory over
Bayes Norton of Yale, George Hill of

In the opinion of a majority of
golfers, the old system worked better
than this year’s; but the old system
had wmany faults. What is needed is
not so much a new plan, as a good
plan.

The original procedure was to devote
three days to qualifying and two days
to championship proper. This con-
sumed five days, the team match an-
other, while, when there was a tie, as
happened at Inwood, a full week had
been used up.

To that must be added the three or
four days preceding the open cham-
pionship, which the entrants usually
devote to practicing on the course in
question.  According to the distance
they travel, therefore, 10 and even 18
days are required of many profession-
als away from their clubs.

Loss of time, loss of earnings, plus
a necessary addition to expenses in the
form of hotel and travel bills, caused
a demand for a change. Hence the sec-
tional qualifying plan.

Another objection to the old system
was that with three days devoted to
qualifying, those who drew starting
times for the first day had to remain
around idle for two days until the
championship proper started. ~

This year, therefore, qualifying
rounds were played at Worcester and
Oak Park. Most of those who parti-
cipated, however, put in an appearance
three or four days ahead of time, to get
accistomed to the courses, and many
went directly to Detroit from their
qualifying course, so that more time,
if anything, was consumed than under
the old plan. The contestants devoted
extra days to getting used to two
courses instead of one.

Moreover, in the matter of railroad
fares; expenses proved equally heayvy
for most under the new sectional plan,
and for some the expense was much
greater.

The main objection raised to the
new system was that it detracted both
from the qualifying round itself and
from the championship proper.

The qualifying round doesn’t amount
to much anyway; it seldom happens
that any great number of stars, or
possible winners, fail to get into the
championship proper. When a promi-
nent golfer misses out he is generally
so far off his game that he would not
count in the final go for the title.

John Black, the veteran; Alex Smith,
Willie XKline and- George McLean
missed out this year; but, with the
exception of the first named, none of
them would have figured very promi-
nently in the high-class field at Oak-
land Hills.

There was little life or color to the
sectional tryouts at Worcester and Oak
Park. Except for one prize of $200,
offered for the low score in the quali-
fying round at Worcester, there was
no reward for particularly low scores.
Anything under 159 qualified as thor:
oughly as those who fought for 145.

The best system would seem to be

MILTON NOBLES,
NOTED ACTOR, DEAD

Author of “The Phoenix”
Dies Suddenly of

Apoplexy.

New York, June 17.—Milton Nobles,
actor and playwright, who has been
playing in the Players’ Club revival of
“She Stoops to Conquer” at the Em-
pire Theatre, died Friday at his home,
189 First Place, Brooklyn, following &
stroke of apoplexy. He last appeared in
his role of Mat Muggins in “She
Stoops to Conquer” on Thursday night
last.

Mr. Nobles was 76 years old. He re-
tired from the stage in 1906, but re-
turned in 1920 in Frank Bacon’s part
in “Lightnin’,” one of the most suc-
cessful of the many actors who es-
sayed the part, in which he continued
until his health gave way in March of
last year.

Following his debut in 1867, Mr.
Nobles was for several years in stock
companies throughout the Westhand
in 1875 produced his dramatization of

starred himself in this piece and in his
own play, “The Phoenix,” and toured
the country in them for twenty-five
years. In ““The Phoenix” occurred the
line “and the villain still pursued her,”
a fair sample of the melodramatic
character of its author’s writing. He
wrote a dozen or so plays of this type,
and in his acting, too, followed the
same school of melodrama.

In 1881 he married Dollie Woolwine,
an actress in his company. For some
years following 1895 they appeared to-
gether in vaudeville.
