HARVEY-SALISBURY IGll—ll-

The Fredericton people have been stir-
ring up their friends in Halifax in regard
to the construction of the'alleged Short
Line by way of Harvey, Fredericton and
Salisbury, and with a view to side-track
thie city for the benefit of Halifax, in
accordance with the Fredericton idea of
the eternal fitness of things. The line in
question came up on Friday evening
before a joint meeting of the committees
of the Halifax Board of Trade, Chamber
of Commerce and City Council, the im-
mediate cause of this meeting being the
receipt of a series of resolutions in regard
to the Harvey-Salisbury line, which
were passed by the Fredericton City
Council. There was quite a discussion
over these resolutions, but it was finally
decided to demand both the building of
the Edmundston-Moncton and the Har-
vey-Salisbury lines, and this was accord-
ingly done in the following string of
resolutions which were passed:i—

Whereas the Intercolonial Railway
was constructed as a result of confeder-
ation and for the national purpose of cop-
necting by an gall Canadian route the
maritime provinces with the railway
systems of western Canada, and of nec-
cessity commercial considerations did
not control the reasons which required
the location ado%bed. .

And whereas the conditions of business
between the Canadian provinces devel-
oped since the construction of the Inter-
colonial Railway require that the east-
ern provinces should be connected with
the western by a railway over the short-
est and best routes so that Halifax and
other Canadian maritime ports could

fully compete as the outlet for
western freight and p g gainst
the maritime ports of any foreign
country.

And whereas the necessity for such a
short line has been on more than one oc-
casion ded by the parli t of Can-
ada and subsidies voted for that surpoue
amonnting to about two million ollars;

And, whereas, the House of Commons
of Canada at its last session voted the
sum of $2,000,000 as a subsidy for the
extension of the C. P. R., joining Harvey
and Balisbury via Fredericton.

And, whereas, such railway construc-
tion is most desirable in the interests of
trade in the province of Nova Scotia, as
has been fully shown by resolution of the
city council, chamber of commerce and
*oard of trade of the“city of Halifax.

Yet, a naval and
military establishment, as well as a
Consular service would become essential

to us if we became a nation.
The annual expenditure of Hol-
land is about $20,000,000 a year

more than the expenditure of Canada.
It is safe to say that it weuld cost us not
less than $75,000,000 a year to keep up a
national establishment. The case of
Portugal which has recently been so se-
verely snubbed by the British govern-
ment, shows how much respect a little
nation is likely to receive from the great
powers. Portugal has a population of
about 5,000,000 and an annual expendit-
ure of $50,000,000 yet it is, like Holland,
utterly unable to defend itself or its col-

onies against a great power and simply
exists on sufferance. That is the posi-
tion, Canada would occupy as an inde-
pendent nation.

THE DOCK PLANS.

The r3port of Engineer Holt on the
Leary Dock plans bhas been handed to
Ald. Shaw, the chairman of the Public
Works Department, and, no doubt, will
be made public at an early day. The
Sun this morning seems to have ob-
tained some information in regard to it,
and hence we have a wild attempt on the
part of that paper to discredit the En-
gineer's report in advance. Every-
body knows the. position of the Sun
in regard to this matter which
is that of an enemy of all harbor im-
provements on the West side, because
some of its proprietors are interested in
the railway bridge, which they foolishly
think would lose business if a dock
should be built at Sand Point. We un-
derstand that Mr. Holt finds the Leary
scheme, as shown in the plans, entirely
satisfactory and that to carry them
out will cost upwards of one million dol-
lars.

The enemies of British connexion and
the advocates of annexation are likely
to appear this year in & new disguise as
promoters of a movement in favor of the
independence of Canada. A Montreal
special which appeared in Tne GAzZETTE
on Saturday announced that Mr. J. X,
Perrault in Montreal, was organizing &
Canadian Independence League, and
that the independence of: Canada was
to be declared in 1892. Mr. Perrault
has been known for a long time to the
people of Canada as an advocate of an-
nexation and this new movement of his
in favor of independence will not deceive
any one as to the ultimate aim and ob-
ject of his present scheme. The idea of
independence for Canada at the present
time is utterly delusive and absurd, and
although there are nodoubt some worthy
men who have allowed themselves to be
deceived into giving the scheme their
support, it may be taken as a truth that
most of those who favor it are
secretly working in favor of annexation.
Canada at the present time has a popula-
tion of five millions, which although suf-
ficient to make an important nation three
centuries ago is now quite too small to
sustain & national establishment. OQur
population is about the same as that of
Holland and we would have to keep up
an establishment as a nation quite as
large as that of Holland. The annual
expenditure of Holland amounts to
$55,500,000 with a population of
4,450,870 and we may be certain there is
no money wasted. The expenditure of
Holland on her army and navy amounts
to about $16,000,000 a year, and it is not
likely we could keep up as large a naval
and military establishment for less than

sugar 'q are keeping the bill
back now, the Republicans having been
unable so far to harmonize the conflict-
ing interests, the Northwest demanding
free sugar or great sugar tax reductions,
the southwest protesting against any
reduction on raw sugars, and the

eastern refineries against any re-
duction on refined sugars. The
present purpose of the committee

is-to cut sugar duties from 25 to 30 per
cent., tobacco taxes are to be repealed,
and $7,000,000 are to be cut down by
additions to the free list. Wool, coal and
ores will not be among these additions.
On the contrary, the increases on wool
are o run from 10 to 50 per cent. Rice
is to be left untouched according to
present purposes. In all 75,000,000 of
revenue will be cut off, the sinking fund
law being suspended for that purpose.
We have no information in regard to
lumber, but it is probable the present
rates of duty will be maintained. The ob-
ject of the Dbill is evidently to reduce
the revenue as much as possible without
interfering with its protective features.
When the bill is made public, as it will
be very soon, it will be seen how little
ground there is for the belief that the
United States congress is likely to do
anything to promote reciprocal trade
with Canada, based on a reduction of
duties.

by Canada, be it material or social, was
made when Conservative influence was
predominant. [Cheers.) The party to
which we belong
IS NOT AN EXCLUSIVE PARTY,
and we have shown that from the com-
mencement of the period when the old
name of Tory was given up as being
rather restrictive in its application. It
is a name that nobody need be ashamed
of ; at all events, 1 am not ashamed of it.
(Cheers.) My father before me was a
Tory, and a Tory Il willdie. (Cheers.)
But the nim of the Conservatives of 1841,
when Upper and Lower Canada were
united, was to be & proselytizing body,
not to be an exclusive body ; toen T
to widen our bounds, to endeavor to en-
list the services of all good men, all men
who have the real interest of the country
at heart, within our ranks. We were, I
believe, by the liberality of our principles
and the energy with which we carried
out those principles, exceedingly suc-
cessful. If you look back to 1841 you
will remember that the great leader of
the Reform party in the Province of Up-
per Canada was the late revered Robert
Baldwin. In the Province of Lower
Canada the leader was the equally re-
vered and respected Louis Lafontaine.
These men, from the exceptional
fact that the Liberal party were
FIGHTING EOR RESPONSIBLE GOVERNMENT
were reckoned among the Reform party
as opposed to the old Tory influence ; but
these men were as true Conservatives as
any one of you, and when they had
fought the battle of responsible  _vern-
ment, when they had succeeded in gain-
ing from the Imperial anthorities the
right of self-government to the fullest ex-
tent, their Censervative principles shone
out without any check or any party
obligation to prevent them uniting’ in
gpirit, if not in actual political bonds,
with the great Liberal-Conservative
party. The consequences Wwas that in
1854, the great body of the Bald-
win Reformers joined the Conservative
party — (Clieers) — and if you will
look round in the Province of Ontario
you will find that amongst the
truest consrvatives in the province to-
day will be reckoned the old Baldwin
Reformers. (Cheers.) So it is in the
Province of Lower Canada, now Quebec.
The moment that the principle for which
the Baldwin-Lafontaine administration
fought was granted, the whole body of
the followers of Louis Lafontaine, headed
by his follower and disciple, Sir George
Cartier, joined the Conservative party
and have been united to it ever since.
(Cheers.) The reason is clear. Without
any boasting or vain-glorying, we can
attribute to ourselves—we, the Liberal-
Conservative: party, the old Tories and
those who had always reckoned them-
selves as Conservatives,and the Liberals
who had joined us—that to us has been
due the progress and the developement
of Canada ever since. (Loud cheers.)
THE CONFEDERATION OF THE PROVINCES

to which y ou have alluded in your ad-
dress, was, however, not the act of the
Liberal-Conservatives alone, The late
Hon. George Brown, who was then the
leader of the Reform party, an extreme
partisan, a man of great ability. but also
of very extreme views, which he was
desirous of pressing to the utmost extent,
caused such a disturbance between the
two sections of united Canada that the
man was appalled at the cansequence of
his own violence. You may remember
that when he, leading the extreme Re-
formers of Ontario, raised what has been
called the Protestant cry,Upper and Low-

er Canada were drawen up almost into

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NINETEENTII CENTURY SUPERSTI-
TIOSN.

Some of the Extraordinary Beliefs of
our Age of Boasted Enlightenment.
No thing is older which goes to the

makidg of human nature than sugersti-
tia. No other element has been or is
-day more widespread. The history of
mythology and other religions is punctu-
ated with superstition from start to finish.
Not alone have savage and barbaric na-
tions been celebrated in this direction,
but the tendency to superstition has
been inherited to a greater or less degree
by every civilization on the face of the
earth:

1t is not designed in the present article
to go into any description of the supersti-
tions of savage races; neither isit intended
to give any consideration to the more
familiar snperstitious beliefs among civi-
lized nations, which incinde spiritualism
ghosts, and apparitions, dreaus,”present-
iments, the various kinds of fortune tell-
ing, astrology, & belief in the approach-
ing end of the world, black and white
magic, chiromaney, Or the detection of
character by the lines of the alms of the
hand; snperstitions of Halloween and
other festival days, wichcraft, myth-
ology, miracles, fetichism, the ‘Wandering
Jew” or the “Flying Dutchman,” nor
to consider the mysterious cures alleged
to have been preformed during pilgrim-
ages to Lourdes, in France, where in 1872
as many as twenty thousand people re-
sorted to the Grotio of the Virgin Mary
with the exceptation of witnessing one
of her alleged appearances, and where
since that time innumerable miraculous
cures are said to have been made in
answer to prayers offered at her shrine.
Neither is it intended to go into the
qnestion of * haunted houses” nor those
family ghosts, such as the “white Lady”
of Berlin, and others, said to have been
the peculiar property of the old families
of Europe. Ft. is only designed to set
down here for the interest of the readers
of the HERALD notes concerning many of
the more popular superstitions in vogue
at the present day among civilized and
even educated people, as well as among
the more ignorant masses.

SOME QUEER NOTIONS.

One of the Pythagorean oracular sent-
ences, as it exists in the life of that phil-
osopher by Jamblichus, is as follows:—It
is requisite {o put the shoe on the right
foot first.” The belief that the cracking
or snapping of furniture at night is signi-
ficant of evil is quite as common a super-
stion as is that other regarding the howl-
ing of a dog, which is considered—par-
ticularly in Scotland and Ireland, and
hardly less soin this conuiry—to pre-
cede death; as the ticking of a “death
watch” alarms the superstitious as a
foreboding of death. This sound is pro-
duced by the tapping of a very minute
insect which lmﬁes itself and burrows in
the wood. The writer of the present art-
icle has heard this sound produced by a
large nnmber of the insects in question
every night for a week without any
malign results. Another sound made by
an insect which however is considered
benificent isthe chirping of a cricket on
the hearth or in the wall.

By many persons—otherwise reputed
sane the presence within one’s house or
on an estate of that noble bird the pea-
cock, is believed to be fraught with

romise of dire evil. Such is said to
ge the case even with regard to the
stuffedbird. or or a fan other orna-
ment made _from its  feathers.
the origin of this superstition is very
ancient, being derived from & legend that
the peacock. as the symbol of pride and

certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached.

. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
catesare specially requested to keep them care-
fally for two years,and in order to secure their
safe keeping 1t would_be adv isable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it muss be distinctly unders!ood that all trad-
ers who are unable to p ce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an
msfector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
ability, have to pay over again their verification

- A Relic of the War.
Capt. Tip Harrison had an interesting
war relic at the capitol Friday. It was
an old battle flag worn thin and pierced
by many holes. The story of the flag
was told by Capt. Harrison: ‘“When the
war first broke out,” he said, “I was a
boy of 17 and was living in Bartow coun-
ty. There were a number of boys of my
own age who were anxious to join the
army. These boys organized into a com-
pany, and we called ourselves the Bar-
tow cadets. When, however, the time
came for us to go to the front, many of
the boys’ parents would not let them go
because they were so young. I had thir-
ty-five left, however, and with these I
meant to report for duty.
“In Bartow at that time a company of
older men had been formed, under the
command of Capt. Redding. They were
called the Stewart Guards. I consol-
idated my company with the older one,
and we took the name of the Bartow
Guards. I was first lieutenant of the
joint company. Just before marching
away Miss Florida Fort, who is now
Mrs, William A. Rawson, made the flag
 and presented it to us. Gen, Clement A,
Evans was offered the position of major
of the Thirty-first Georgia regiment if he
could bring two companies into the
service. He took our company for one
and raised another, but we were still
known as the Bartow guards, and car-
ried this flag, which had been presented
to me as our company colors, until the
Confederate battle flag was adopted,
then sent it home to my mother, and she
has kept it as a memento ever since.”—

Skating
M'CORMICK WINS AGAIN.

MisxeapoLis, Minn,, March 2.—The
race between Alex. Paulsen and Hugh J.
McCormick of St. Jobn, N. B., arranged
for today took place at White Bear lake,
near here, this afternoon. The race was
for $400 aside and Paulsen’s champion-
ship medal. Special trains were run
from here and St Paul, and about 3,000
persons wiinessed the race. The Mc-
Cormick men offered big odds, but very
little betting was indulged in. The track
was hard, and in some placesuneven. It
was two laps to the mile. The race was
started with the wind by choice of
McCormick, he baving won the toss.
From the start it looked like McCor-
mick’s race. Although they kept to-
gether for the first lap, still McCormick
looked more like a winner, and on the
second and third laps he gained rapidly.

The first mile wasmade in 314 and
the second a few seconds slower. At the
end of the third mile McCormick bhad a
good lead which he increased in the
next two miles. Ten minutes was the
time given for the three miles, and 17.30
for the five miles. McCormick was dog-
ging Paulsen in the sixth and this he
continued to do until the 19th lap, when
he spurted and increased his lead, win-
ning by a third of a mile. Time for the
ten miles—37.09.

PLUCKY MARITIMERS.

Charlie Gillespie, formerly of this city,
but now of Montreal, entered the cham-
pionship races at Ottawa and won the
backward half-mile, as previously an-
nounced. He entered the lists as a St.
John skater, and he with Frank Caroll
of Pictou, ably kept up the Maritime
province end.

S8T. JOHN WILL NOT LIKELY BE REPRESENTED

When the Toronto club’s cricketers
were enjoying their Maritime Province
tour last summer in Halifax and St
John, they were given to understand by
prominent players in both these cities
that during the coming summer -a team
of cricketers. selected from St. John and
Halifax, would invade the chief cricket-
ing centres in Ontario and Quebec. So
far, however, no official communication
has been received from the mari-
time province men to that effect. Al-
though the season is yet some distance
off, an intimation from the cricketers by
the sea to the effect that they intend
visiting Ontario would be hailed with no
little satisfaction. Perhaps the Halifax
and St. John papers can give the readers
of the Empire an idea as to whether the
trip is coming off or likely to be ignored.

[Cricket, which, for some reason or
other, has made no progress and excited
but little interest in St. John during the
past few years, promises to die out en-
tirely during coming season.

If an eleven goes to Toronto from the
Maritime provinces it will likely be com-
posed of Halifax men only.

A Woman’s Startling Story.

Mrs. Hartnet, a middle aged woman,
told a most extraordinary story to Mr.
Seldon, registrar of births and deaths,
yesterday. She wanted to learn from
him the names under which some of her
children were registered after birth, as
they had all been stolen from her, some
of whom were murdered. She alleged
that wrong names were given to the reg-
istrar. Mrs. Hartnet informed Mr. Sel-
don that she was born in the Queen’s
palace and was stolen together with

her brother shortly after her birth and
brought to Hallfax. After her arrival
here her brother was murdered. A large
lot of money had been left her and she
wants to gather information regard-
ing her children and herselfso as to have
her claim to it perfect.
