DEATH OF FAT JOHN LAwes. ~

¥ rysipelns Takes Away the 640-Pound
Blacksmith of Elmira, N Y.

Epura, N.Y.June 19. Jobn L. Lawes
the phenowenal fat man, died in this
city at 3 o'clock this afternoon. Mr.
Lawes had been enjoying ususally good
health, and was to have been on exhibi-
tion at the county fair which opens in
this city next Wednesday. Last Friday
he was taken ill of erysipelas and failed
rapidly.

Mr. Lawes was undoubtedly the heayi-
est man in America, weighing at his
death 640 pourds. He was born in Eng-
land, and was about 40 years of age. He
was a blacksmith, and worked at his
trade up to three years ago. Previous
to that time he had weig| but a little
over 200 pounds. He then began to gain
rapidly in weight, forcing him to - retire
from the pursuit of his trade. - He gained
in weight at the rate of from five to ten
pounds per week. Everything that medi-
cal science suggested was applied to his
case, but of no avail. Propo_rt.iqnately as
he grew in weight his appetit d
Two and three pounds of beefsteak were
but a small meal for him, and he ate as
often as five or six times a day. His
physicians recommended 2 diet, but his
appetite grew insatiable, until, at the
time of his death, his principal occu-
pation was with the knife and fork.

About a year ago he was engaged as
an attraction in a New York museum,
and has been on exhibition in different
New York and Philadelphia museums
since. Recently he had been compelled
to sleep sitting in a chair. He wasnever
happier than when exhibiting his moun-
tain of flesh to wondering crowds.

Brazza, the distinguished African explor-
er, on the feasibility of the proposed
Congo railroads. He says:—The slave
trade can only be destroyed
by ce and the i of com-
munication. From this point of view he
thinks the proposed railway will be a
great success but not more so than any
other railway connecting Stanley pool
with the Atlantic. He says there are
three routes practicable for connecting
Stanley pool with the Atlantic by rail
and two of the routes are rejected by the
Congo administration.  Probably for
political reasons they are both better
than the one adopted. It will not be

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A FAWOUS ANNIVERSARY.

This is the twelfth anniversary of our
great fire, the most momentous event in
the Listory of 8t, John, and one that left
its mark not only on our streets and
sauares, but on the very hearts of our
people. Twelve years ago, at this hour,
the people of this city were viewing with
amazemeitt and alarm the progress of a
conflagration which the agencies at their
disposal seemed powerless to resist or
check, and which only ceased when the
material with which to feed it was
all consnmed.  In  that dreadful hour
many of them saw the accumulations
of years of patient industry and thrift
perish, every memorial of the past, as
well as every piece of property they
possessed, being swept away. Never
until’ that final ‘day when the secrets
of all hearts shall be revealed will it be
known how our great fire affected the
souls of our pecple. To some it was with-
out doubt a sentence of death, for although
they did not die at once, as did those
who perished in the flames, a blight fell
upon them from which they never re-
covered, and in the course of a few months

..oritmay be a .year or two, they
passed away. How could it be otherwise
seeing that so many who had passed the
meridian of life, and who were unfit to
face a new struggle for existence were
reduced at once from affluence to poverty.
Fortunately, however, for the future of
this city, enough of youth and strength
and hope and vigor remained to insure
ifs riging again in a more beantiful, solid
and durable form than before. No doubt
in rebuilding St. John mistakes were
made and money wasted in structures
beyord the present needs of our business,
but, on the whole, what was done
was, well ..done. St. John need
not fear  comparision Wwith® any
‘¢ity of its size in America in respect
to the character of its structures, public
or private. The tremendous waste of the
fire is being gradually repaired, so that it
may now be said that its effects are to a
large extent passed away. A new genera-
tion 18 taking its place in the business of
the city who only remember the fire as an
incident of their childhood, and who are
not disposed to let it affect their fature.
On this, the 12th anniversary of the great

_conflagration, we_think we may safely

say that we have passed beyond the in-
fluence of that dire calamity, and
that our future is full of hope. We have
been tried by fire and, although not un-
scathed, we still exist, and have con-
fidence enough in ourselyes and in our
city to  believe that we have years of
greater prosperity before us than any we
have yet seen, and that the year 1889 is
the beginning of a new era in the history
of 8t. John.

JAPANESE RELIGIOR-

Eighteen years ago, when the people of
Japan began the workof reforming their
constitution and system of government,
they proposed to the European nations to
abandon Buddhism, if tha latter would
abandon Christianity and co-operate with
them in establishing a new and improved
religion. To these Japanese iconoclasts
religion was not a matter of faith or of
verity but a policy to be established for
the purpose of keeping the subjects
of the Empire in order. This
view of religion, absurd us
it appears, seems to be that held by some
professing Christians. The General
Assempbly of the Presbyterian Church has
been engaged in disposing of what is call-
ad the Galtheresy case, the heresy in ques-
tion, being the holding of the doctrine
that man is capable of sinless perfection.
For holding this belief, the names of the
Galtaherelics were erased from the Com-
munion roll. On an appeal to the Synod
of Toronto and Kingston that body ar-
rived at the following decision. :—

“Be it therefore resolved, that the
Presbytery instruct the session of Knox
chureh, Galt, to deal with the accused in
the respective premises, according to the
rules and discipline applicable to such
cases in the Presbyterian Church in
Canada. That the Presbytery authorize
the said session to deal with James K.
Cranston and Alexander B. Cranston on
the ground of contumacy, and in the
event of this being persisted in to remove,
in the interest of truth and righteousness,
their names from the Communion roll,
declaring them to be no longer members
of the Presbyterian church in Canada,
and not to be restored to membership
without leave granted by the Presbytery ;
and farthermore that the Presbytery
reappoint the assessors to co-operate
with the session in -finally issuing the
case.”

Now we learn that the General Assem- ]

bly has decided against the Galt heretics,
who were appellants against the decission
of the Synod, and that the heretics in
question have declared themselves to be
loyal members of the Presbyterian church
and willing to abide by the decision of
the Gieneral Assembly. We do not under-
stand them to have said that their views
on the question of sinless perfection are
changed, yet it was for holding these
views that they were struck off the com-

Can a man be a good Presbyterian who
| holds religious views contrary to the
doctrines of the Presbyterian church? If
| not, and he is expelled from church mem-
| bership for holding such views, is it pro-
| per to restore him to membership again
| on his expressing his willingness to sub-
| mit, but without any declaration on his
| part that his views have changed ? These
i are interesting questions, not only to
E Presbyterians but to church members of
| all denominations.

SUBSIDES FOR CANADIAN STEAMSHIPS.
The effect of Great Britain's policy of
granting large subsides to steamships
{ has been to make her the great ship-
building country she is, and to give her
the supremacy in the carrying trade of
the world. This appears by the follow-
| ing fignres taken from an American
| compilation. The aggregate of money
subsides paid by Great Britain to her
merchant fleet from 8848 to 1882inclusive,
was $161,264,900. This persistent pay-
ment of annual subsides to steamship
lines ranged from $3,180,000
to $6.107,701 driving almost all
transatlantic =~ American steamsbip
lines off the ocean. The resnlt has been
that the imports and exports of the
|‘I'nited States in 34 years in American
ships have been $11,320,832,203 com-
mencing in 1848 with $288,300,163. and
ending in 1882 with $242,850,815, an in-
crease of $4,550,652, or about per2 cent.
while the aggregate of the imports and
exports of merchandise on British ships
from 1848 to 1882, is $18,466,203,432 be-
ginning with 1848 at $70,775,896, and end~
ing in 1882, with $1,284,488,861. a gain of
$1,213,712,965. or 1,716 per cent.

The ocean - steam  tonnage
the United Kingdom in
was 65921 tons against 062,300 tons
steam tonnage of the United
States, increasing in the United Kingdom
in 1887 to 4,081,000 tons,—the United
States only reaching 176,000 tons,causing
British ships to carry over three fourths of
theUnited Kingdom’s immense commerce
over one-half of that of America Portu-
gal and Holland; nearly one-half of
that of Italy and Russia, and more than
one-third of that of France and Germany.
The Dominion government having in-
angurated the policy of subsidies to en-
courage lines of steamers to be
placed on the routes between
the countries with  which we
trade, it may be a question whether that
policy, as at present applied, is the best
for the growing interests and prosperily
of this Dominion. The giving of thou-
sands and hundreds of thousands to the
ship owners of Britain or elsewhere, will
add to Britain’s ship building industry,
and may assist and increase our direct
export and import trade. But cannot we
do better—cannot we build the ships
their machinery and outfits within our-
selves, and give to us the clang of the
hammer in the place, of the old time
swish'of the broad-axe. With mountains
loaded with iron, large areas of coal
and unlimited supplies of limestone ly-
ing side by side on our seaboard and
throughout the Maritime Provinces,wait-
ing labor to produce the plates, frames,
etc., necessary for ships, to secure this
what per centage guaranteed on the cost
of ships would be necessary to induce the
building of iron ships within the Domin-
ion,to be rum on proposed subsidized
lines in the interest of trade. The
amount of yearly subsidies at present on
our statute books give a per centage of 6
per cent.on $10,000,000 worth of shipping,
which if built within the Dominion under
the per centage guaranteed, would open
our iron and coal mines,extend our home
trade, make New Glasgow, Londonderry,
Cape Breton, or some of them hives of
extended industry, opening up fields of
labor for our people, inducing the skilled
artisan of the Clyde, the Thames, or the
Humber to make new homes for them-
selves and a live country for ourselves.
By pursuing this policy we would
keep our young men at home and restore
to the maritime interest of the lower
provinces the prestige in ships and
ship building that they have had in
the past, supplanting the iron for the
wood, and materially assist in develop-
ing the iron industry so glowingly describ-
ed by Sir Charles Tupper in his great
speech on the iron producing possibilities
of this Dominion. Especially is this an
industry to be encouraged when it is
known that the requirements for ocean
tonnage over and above all losses,annual-
ly reach 500,000 to 800,000 tons or 5,000,
000 to 8,000,000 tons every ten years.

It seems that the extract from the Rev.
L. G. MacNiell’s sermon in St. Andrew’s
church last Sunday, which appeared in
the Telegraph on Monday, only conveyed
a partial idea of what he said. To-day
the Telegraph publishes a synopsis of the
sermon which shows that the preacher
was quite as severe on the Pharisee’s
view of the Johnstown ecalamity as he
was on the editorial view. The Christian
view he states to be as follows :—

These calamities do not show that these
people are greater sinners than others,
but they do show that there is 8in in the
world, and that they and all others are
sinners; that they did deserve
the sudden death  though no
more than all the pecple of Gali-
lee and Jerusalem. What happened to
them they deserved, but no more than
any one else who has not repented. The
true causeof calamities is to be found in
the specific purposes of Providence. The
great controller of event arranges and per-
mits all the preliminaries and surround-
ings of such a calamity as that in the
flooded valley. Comparing the unfortu-
nate ones with their neighbors we may
say they did not deserve death more
than these; very true, but only part of
the truth. The whole trnth is that while
all men deserve a similat sudden death,
this striking penalty is inflicted on thou-
sands to awaken all others to the' fact
that sin unrepented of must be visited
with punishment, if not in this world,
then certainly in the next. There is an
essential connection between sin and
suffering: the one is the penalty for the
other,and the great purpose of calamaties
is to warn men unto repentance.

Two or three members of some of the
learned professions have recently taken
the newspaper 'press {otask for itsin-
efficiency. The ‘matter was disposed of
very curtly and apparently to the entire
satisfaction of the speakers. One con-
sidered it a cowardly concern; another
mourned that it shouid be so superficial
and flabby. It might, he thought, be
looked. upon as a tolerably fair repository
of facts, but it didn’t have a strong grip’;
it didn’t reach ont dnd grasp the signifi-
cance of things. It is - #rue that
there are newspapers which are ham-
pered and restrieted in their course by
the oftentime conflicting opinions and
interests of their owners, and by those
interests and opinions the editor sub-
mits to be guided, or yields his place to
another, who will. - But these are not
newspapers; they are the organs of cliques
whose interests they serve to the best of
their ability, and while they make no
profession of serving any other ends
they cannot be accused of cowardice;
they strike bravely, very bravely in
their own behalf. There are other news-
papers whose editors and publishers

conscienciously devote  themselves to
the furtherance of the interests of the
great public. Yet they are not ‘wholly
unselfigh, though'at times they lose sight
of the fact. In the promotion of the
public interests they promote their own
much more effectually than they could
if they worked on the marrow basis
of their wholly selfish confreres. - They
give facts? Yes, Theydon't philoso-
phize? No, ‘I'wo hundred years ago
men wanted other men to philosophize
for them but in this nineteenth' ‘century
all men are philosophers; giye them
facts and they will draw theiroivn con-
clusions. The men of today are not to
be led by the ear or by the coat collar.
* * *

Theorize! Dogmatize! Philosephize!
There are men who think they have a call
toexplain the meaning of Christ’s ser-
mon on the Mount, the Lord’s Prayer and
the Ten Commandents! They are so pre-
sumptous as to think that the Saviour
of mén who spake as man never spoke
was not sufficiently clearin His teach-
ings and that it is delegated to them to
add their feeble commentaries. As I

Siz.—One of the greatest blessings pro-
vided for our race is abundance of whole-
some fruit. Few countries provide a
more choice variety than this Canada of
ours; a liberal use of which, in as nearly
as possible a natural state, would greatly
conttibute to the hegith and happiness of
our people. As the time is rapidly ap-
proaching when froit will be preserved
for winter and spring, I send you the plan
which has been adopted for about 20
years with ccmplete success in my house.
The recipe was taken from the Herald of
Health, edited by Dr. R. T. Trall.

1 will give the plan in detail for steaw-
berries. Select sound ripe fruit;suppoes-
ing you are about to preserve
12ihs of strawberries procure
about 1 doz pickle bottles; having
thoroughly cleaned them put them in a
washboiler and ¢over with cold water, Put
on the stove till water boils; while this is
being done put one qt. of water and 3lbs
of granulated sugar in a preserving ket~
tle which will soon become a syrup. As
soon 88 it boilgadd the 12ibs of strawber-
ries; stir sufficiently to preventscorching.
As soon as the fruit and syrup boils,
have an iron boiler on the stove contain-
ing boiling water sufficient to immerse a
bottle up to the neck; take a bottle out of
the boiltng water and stand it
in the iron- boiler in the boilin
water; haye a large necked funne
and fill the bottle with the boiling fruit.
Having supplied yourself with whatis
called specie corks, fit & cork the
bottle so that it will }l)ress down level

with the top. Youwill then require a

plain patty pan, and some cement

made by melting 11b. of rogin and 2 028.;

of beef tallow. Pour about § inch of the
cement into the patty pan and at once
put the neck of the bottle into the patty
pan containing the cement; let it re-
main in that position until the cemment
becomes cold and hard’ the bottle will
then be sealed against air, and will keep
perfect for years. Any frunit can be
preserved in the - same ' manner, by
changing the quantity of sugar to make
them agreeable to the taste, By ado ting
this mode you retainthe natural flavor
of the fruit, and haven strictly whole-
gome preserve, and save nearly one half
the cxpense. When opened for use, save
the bottle, pzm?' pan, and cement, they
