IS UNTHINKABLE i
Says Bosnia and Herzegovina 

Should Be 'Autonomous 

Under Turkey.

London, Nov. 30.—A dispatch to the 
Observer yesterday from Belgrade 
gives an interview with Crown Prince 
George, in which he denies seeking war 
at any price. The idea of the annexa­
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina, how­
ever, he declares, is impossible and un­
thinkable.

“It is as easy to imagine Russia 
without Moscow,” the Crown Prince 
declared, “as Servia without Bosina. 
The least we can demand is that Bosnia 
and Herzegovina shall be completely 
autonomous under Tilrkish sovere­
ignty. It is better to die for national 
ideals than to live as a plaything of 
any great" state. Servia may easily be 
the David to the Austrian govern­
ment.”

Paris, Nov. 30.—The Libre Parole, an 
anti-Semitic journal, is still keeping up 
the cry that Felix Faure, who died in 
this city in 1899, was the victim of a 
political murder because he intended 
to refuse the request for a retrial of 
the Dreyfus case. It claims now that 
Adolphe Steinheil, who was found dead 
in his residence at Paris last May, was 
murdered with the connivance of his 
wife and the political police. The ob­
ject of the crime was to obtain pos­
session of certain letters written by M. 
Faure, which the paper alleges, com­
promise men now active in public life.

Continuing, the Libre Parole says 
that Steinheil was fully conversant 
with his wife’s manner of life, and 
that he had possession of papers for 
which he demanded $200,000. This sum 
was considered exorbitant, and conse­
quently an arrangement was perfected 
with Madame Steinheil to burglarize 
the house, she to take agvantage of the 
occasion to rid herself of her husband.

The paper gives the name of the de­
tective who it alleges directed the plot, 
and declares that the name of the 
actual assassin has been disclosed by 
Mariette Wolff, who was a cook in the 
service of Mme. Steinheil.

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 30.—The contract 
for the last section of the eastern di­
vision of the G. T. P., lying 100 miles 
west of Lake Abittibi, and stretching 
westward towards Lake Neplgon, has 
been given to Messrs. Davie A <2o.

Port au Prince, Hayti, Nov. 30.—The 
> Ictorious rébels under General Simon 
are advancing rapidly on the capital, 
and If they succeed In making their 
way into Port au Prince, it is feared 
that they will loot the city. The popu­
lace here is panic stricken.

All the stores and business houses 
are closed and putting on their shut­
ters. Men are protecting their resi­
dences by barricading the doors and 
windows, and every foreigner in the 
city has put up over his property the 
flag of his nation. The markets are de­
serted. The country people who come 
In every morning with produce have 
fled, precipitatly leaving their goods 
behind.

According to the latest reports by 
courier, the rebels will reach Leogane 
to-day. Leogane is twenty miles to the 
west of Port Au Prince and the road 
between here and there is on the high 
ways of the republic. General Simon 
has addressed a proclamation to the 
people of Hayti and the Haytien army 
in which he says that the people in the 
southern section of the republic are 
tired of the administration of Presi­
dent Nord Alexis, who he describes as 
in the hands of liars and executioners.

Memphis Engineer Kills Man Supposed 
to Have Been a Burglar.

Memphis, Tenn., Nov. 30.—An un­
identified man said to have been a 
burglar' was shot and killed yesterday 
by Irving M. McKay, a civil engineer 
»t the latter’s home in a fashionable 
residential quarter. Awakened by muf­
fled footfalls on the porch, McKay saw 
the man crossing the lawn to an ad­
joining house. A pistol fight followed, 
all of the bullets of the intruder going 
wide of their mark, while the aim of 
McKay was more accurate, two of his 
bullets inflicting mortal wounds.

Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 30.—Maddened 
by the effects of liquor James Haclrett. 
aged 36 years, of ' Momingside avenue, 
East End, this city, in an effort to ex­
terminate his family, to-day fatally 
injured his wife and then committed 
suicide.

guarantees the integrity of China. This 
agreement, i according to the Russ, 
merely postpones the inevitable strug­
gle until the end of William-Ti-Taft’s 
term of office. The outcome of a naval 
conflict to-day between the two coun­
tries would be uncertain, it contends, 
but -under cover of this new agreement, 
each will push its war preparations to 
completion.

Effective Means of Holding 
Property Together in Com­

mon Ownership.

New York, Nov. 30.—The antics of a 
tiny tame pig so frightened a four-ton 
elephant on Saturday that the big 
beast broke away from' its keepers at 
the hippodrome, crashed through sev­
eral stout doors which barred her pro­
gress and started on a wild run to­
wards the East river. Down Forty- 
third street to Fifth avenue and then 
through crowded Thirty-fourth street 
the huge beast swung along at a speed 
that mazed the great crowd following 
and spread consternation ahead of her. 
No hand was raised to stay her pro­
gress as she swept along, dodging 
street cars and automobiles. Men, 
women and children darted into door­
ways to give the animal free way and 
horses reared and plunged and scream­
ed. in terror when they saw the lum­
bering pachydem bearing down upon 
them.

Madison park, Lexington, Third and 
Second avenues were passed at top 
speed. Between Second and First aven­
ues, however, the frightened beast stop­
ped short and plunged into the en­
trance of a tenement house. The pas­
sage was too narrow to admit the im­
mense bulk, but the elephant threw 
her weight forward and the sides of 
the doorway crumbled. Trotting 
through the long hallway, she forced 
an exit in the same manner and then 
started pn a * wild rampage through 
the back yard fences.

B ythe time her keeper arrived on 
the scene she had swept through a half 
dozen frail obstructions and the win­
dows of every tenement house in the 
block were filled with spectators. The 
keeper finally succeeded in getting a 
rope around one of the elephant’s legs 
and by making the rope fast to a 
clothes pole held her there until the 
beast was securely tied.

Then came the problem of getting her 
back to the playhouse. The elephant 
refused to leave the yard even after 

! she had been calmed and the ropes 
removed, and as a last resort three 
other elephants were led to the scene. 
It was necessary to break down two 
more fences before they could be got 
to the runaway.

When she had been joined by her 
companions the big beast became 
tractable as a kitten. The four animals 
were driven back to the hippodrome 
through streets lined with spectators.

Washington, Nov. 28.—Despite official 
reticence, information from reliable 
sources has been obtained of an agree­
ment of far-reaching importance be­
tween the United States and Japan, 
covering the policy of the two coun­
tries in the Pacific.

The agreement is based upon the 
idea of encouraging and defending free 
and peaceful commercial development 
in tlie Pacific. It contains not only a 
mutual guarantee to respect each 
other's territorial possessions there, 
but defines the attitude of the two 
countriee towards China, binding each 
to defend by every peaceful means its 
independence and integrity, and to 
give equal commercial opportunity in 
the Chine: e Empire to all nations.

But more important still, the agree­
ment in the event of complications 
threatening the status quo binds the 
United States and Japan to consult 
each other with a view to acting to­
gether. The agreement has been 
drawn up in the form of a declaration, 
and consists of five Articles, of which 
the following Is an accurate and faith­
ful description :

The first article gives expression to 
the wish of the two governments to 
encourage the free and peaceful devel­
opment of their commerce in the Pa­
cific.

The second is a mutual disclaimer 
of any aggressive design, and contains 
also a definition of the policy of each 
government both as directed to the 
maintenance of the existing status quo 
in the Pacific and the defence of the 
principle of equal opportunity for all 
nations in China.

The third article contains a state­
ment of the consequent “firm” recipro­
cal resolution of each government to 
respect the territorial possessions in 
the Pacific vof the other.

In the fourth article, the United 
States and Japan express their deter­
mination “in the common interest of 
all the powers” in China to support 
“by all peaceful means at their dispo­
sal the independence and integrity of 
China, and the principle of commer­
cial and industrial opportunity for all 
nations in the empire." *■

The fifth article mùtually pledges the 
two governments in the case of the 
“occurrence of any event threatening 
the status quo, as above described, or 
the pipiqifil# of, equal, opportunity *» 
above defined,” to communicate with ]

Expert 
physicians have declared that Madame 
Steinheil undoubtedly is suffering from 
a kind • of hysteria peculiar to a cer­
tain class of neurasthenics; which 
manifests itself in the invention of 
the wildest accusations. There is in 
full blast • to-day a campaign by the 
nationalists and anti-semitic press -hi 
an effort tp prove that the authorities 
have had an Interest In smothering 
the truth concerning these murders.

MINERS REFUSE TO

GO DOWN SHAFTS

St. Petersburg, Nov. 27.—An alarm­
ing increase in the Asiatic cholera has 
occurred^ in the last 24 hours when 27 
new cases were reported. It was 
thought that the disease that made 
such headway three months ago had 
been practically eradicated, but fears 
of its spread are again entertained. 
The new cases are mostly in well-to- 
do families, and show all the virulence 
of the early days of the epidemic. .

The sanitary bureau which thought 
it had the situation under control, has 
again addressed a warning to the peo­
ple of St. Petersburg on the danger 
of relaxing their dietary precautions.

Since the beginning of the epidemic 
there has been a total of 8,882 cases, 
3,320 deaths and 4,698 recoveries. For 
several weeks past the daily average 
of new cases in the capital has, been 
less than ten.

Pa'rls, Nov. 27.—Bellini and Tosi, two 
Italian scientists, who with the sanction 
of the French government have been 
conducting experiments In wireless tele­
graphy for the past eighteen months on 
the coast of Normandy, announce that 
they have solved the problem of independ­
ent wireless communication.

This result, they say, has been secured 
by means of two rectangular aerials fixed 
at right angles and so attached to the 
apparatus as to permit the transmission 
of unequal currents. By a simple law of 
mechanics these two electro magnetic 
forces unite and produce an electro mag­
netic field and the Herts!an waves are 
projected in a single vertical plape, which 
can be alternated Instantly by means of 
the Bobine device.

The inventors say they have picked Up 
messages at will from every; English wire­
less station and from ships at sea, and 
that they have transmitted messages from 
Pourvllle to Havre and other points with­
out the waves being perceptible at other 
stations lying just off the line of trans­
mission.

An Eastern observer of the laws of 
Nature points out that many of the 
wild creatures, Indeed all the denizens 
of the wilds with the exception of the 
squirrels, black and red, have either 
migrated to wanner climes or gone 
into retirement and sleep for four or 
five months. The bear and the raccoon 
and the groundhog, as well as the snake 
and the turtle, will be seen no mote 
until the sun comes back In strength 
and restores suspended animation. It 
is this habit, necessary to the preser­
vation Of many species of animals, 
which makes the woods of Eastern 
Canada and of nearly all portions of 
the Eastern States, so dreary and un­
inviting during the winter season. It 
Is a most kdmlrable provision of Na­
ture, alike for the comfort and for the 
preservation of the lives of her crea­
tures. She adapts each one to its en­
vironment. What a marvellous thing is 
this annual resurrection, more wonder­
ful by far than the sudden thaw which 
clears away the snow almost in a night 
and arrays the cleared fields In ver­
dure.

The Vancouver Island bear or 'coon 
is not deprived by nature of the pleas­
ure of a large portion of his natural 
life. He lives and moves, has his being, 
and exercises his functions (for the 
niost part harmless) all the year round. 
He does not come forth After "sucking 
his paw" all winter like a ghost of his 
former self, an hie stored-up fat con­
sumed by an imprisonment of four or 
five months. Spring finds him in the 
very best of condition, ready to im­
mediately go about his domestic af­
fairs. If an Eastern black bear ott an 
Eastern coon, who differs but little 
from his coast brother according to our 
observation were to meet, enter 
into conversation and exchange ex­
periences with a Vancouver Island 
black bear or 'coon, would he have the 
face to explain that In the Hast one 
does not reàlly feel the cold at all; that 
it Is not necessary to go to bed for six 
months In order to avoid ai falling 
thermometer; that he does these things 
because he likes them; that the- ex­
treme cold, so far from congealing the 
blood and making one lethargic and 
Inclined to repose, has an exactly con­
trary effect, making the heart beat 
faster add the blood course through 
the veins with increased activity? We 
are Inclined to think that brer, bear 
and brer, ’coon, being veracious 
animals, wbuld acknowledge the truth, 
admit that zero weather is zero 
weather wherever .one may encounter 
It, and that life is much more to be 
desired upon such a place as Vancou­
ver Island, where one may pursue his 
natural bent and fool hunters all the 
year round than It is In parts of the 
country where for five months out of 
the twelve everything, 
streams, rivers and lakes are frozen 
solid.

An official report of the reason for 
the boycott riots in Hdngkong was re­
ceived by telegram Just before the 
steamer left Yokohama. The report 
runs as follows:

The recent iieturbance in connec­
tion with the boycott was chiefly 
brought aboutjiy the action of Chinese 
merchants who were opposed to the 
boycott of Japanese goods. They is­
sued orders to Japan tor marine pro­
duce about the middle of last month, 
and this action incited the noycotters 
to renew the movement. The "Ready 
to Die Society" distributed circulars 
inciting the people to disturbance. The 
boycottées in Hongkong comprise men 
who have nothing to do with the sale 
of Japanese goods, but aspire to be­
come notorious; men who have formed 
new business concerns on the pretence 
of encouraging native goods, and oth­
ers who are competing with Japanese 
goods. It was this group, with the 
"Ready to Die Society” members, who 
fomented the recent disturbance. The 
remainder are made up of those per- , 
sons who take advantage of disorder 
for their own purposes. The majority 
of the "Ready to Die Society'.' members 
are laborers, having rto principles, and 
they were instigated to make a dis­
turbance. Placards with the Inscrip­
tion “boycott of Japanese Goods" or 
“Do Not Buy Japanese Goods," .which 
had been posted in front of some Chi­
nese shops, were removed by order of 
the Colonial government after the re­
cent disturbance. Four Chinese shops 
were found posted with placards hav­
ing the inscription "National Disgrace 
Lies Here!" or "Warm Blood Is Still 
Throbbing." The Japanese consul ap­
plied to the Colonial government to 
take steps against .the display of such

At 
one time a left to the stomach sent 
Papke through the ropes on the heads 
of the spectators. He, however, 
grabbed at Ketphell and the twp men 
went over together, their arms clinched 
around one another. Papke’s only 
hope lay in clinches and the chancf 
of a lucky knockout punch.

From the seventh op, however, 
Ketchell had the best of the fight and 
the knockout was expected any mo­
ment. In the ninth Papke was sent 
staggering across the ring from a 
strong blow delivered in a clinch. The 
blow was followed by Ketchell’s right 
twice on the Jaw. Papke went to hl« 
corner bleeding from the nose freely. 
This was the beginning of the end. The 
tenth round Papke clearly showed he 
was a beaten man, turning his back 
on Ketchell and ran around the ring.

In the final round there were sev­
eral fruitless rallies arid then Ketchell 
floored Papke with a fearful left to the 
Jaw and he took the count of nine. 
When Papke again arose Ketchell 
floored him with a storm of rights and 
lefts to the Jaw and body. Papke tried 
to get up, but was down one second 
too long and was counted out. Ketch»11 
was then given the decision by Referee 
Jack Welsh.

After the fight Papke said he wonts 
a return match as he Is not satisfied 
with the result of the battle.

Britain’s Coming- Peril A Study of Germany’s Grow­

ing Naval Power and a 
Comparison With Our Own. There can be no doubt as to what the 

effect of the coming- of the Dreadnought 
has been. It has enabled every power 
with naval ambitions—and money to 
carry them into effect—to start afresh 
on more or less even terms with us. It 
is absurd to cry out on our Admiralty, 
as some do, for having introduced the 
Dreadnought design. It was bound to 
come, and there was at least a hope 
that- Germany might shrink from the 
huge concomitant expenses invoked in 
the widening of the Kiel canal, the 
deepening of her harbors, • and so on. 
That she did not shrink is 
The True Measure of the Earnestness 

with which she is engaged in the pur­
suit of sea-power. At any rate, we got a 
useful lead, thanks to the paralysis 
which at first overtook all the naval 
powers. We must now look ahead and 
see what is to be done If that lead is 
to be maintained. .

We are alwjays told that at some date 
in the enl of 1911, or the beginning ot 
1912, Germany will possess thirteen 
Dreadnought ships to our twelve. This 
is not quite an accurate statement of 
the position. Germany will, in point of 
fact, assuming her programmes are 
completed with any approach to punct­
uality, have in commission in the spring 
of 1912 ten armored cruisers Blucher, 
ten Dreadnouhgts proper, and three 
Invincibles. We should have, by the 
same time, eight Dreadnoughts and 
four Invincibles (not counting the Lord 
Nelsons) plus the programme of next 
year, which will be completed by then. 
The armament of the German ships is 
still conjectural, but I will adopt the 
suggestion that the battleships will 
each mount twelve 11-lnch guns, all of 
which will train on either broadside, 
and twelve 6-in., while the cruisers 
will carry eight 11-in. guns. Then we 
shall get a„ table as follows:

In 1915 the Anglo-Japanege Alliance 
comes to an end, and the chance of its 
being renewed is highly problematical.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL

Preliminary Hearing of Charge 
of Manslaughter at 

Vancouver.

i
Vancouver, Nov. 26.—The preliminary 

hearing of the charge of manslaughter 
against William Ellis in connection 
with the interurban tram accident near 
Gladstone on November 7th, .opened 
yesterday morning before Magistrate 
Alexander. W. E. Burns appeared for 
the Crown, and Joseph Martin, K. C., 
for the prisoner. The evidence was 
simply a repetition of that already 
given at the Inquest, the only variation 
being the cross-examination of Mr. 
Martin. At the conclusion Ellis was 
committed for trial.

George McArthur, the motorman on 
the Sardis, the car that followed 
the ill-fated Central Par car on the 
night of the accident, testified that he 
had ased Ellis at Cedar Cottage if the 
Westminster car had gone in and he 
had told him that it had. This evidence 
was corroborated by Victor Herring, a 
youfig man who, on the admission of 
the motorman, was violating the rules 
of the company by riding with him.

Conductor Miller, of the same car, 
said that Ellis had got on the car to 
ride out with- them, and he had asked 
him if the coast was clear, and he had 
told him that it was.

About the only really new feature 
was the signed statement of Ellis him­
self, which was put in by the Crown- 
In this statement he flatly contradicts 
the evidence of the three witnesses who 
swore that he told them that the West­
minster car had gone through, 
says:

"I threw the signal for Jamieson to 
stop, bfit he did not do so. I had to 
jump out of the way and he we*t by.”

Although Ellis used the name of 
Jamieson, he meant McDonald, the mo­
torman on the Vancouver car. Jqmle- 
son being the motorman on the incom­
ing Westminster car. Both were kill-

VANCOUVER TO HAVE 

NEW ISOLATION HOSPITAL

Proposed Building Will Cost 
$55,000 Exclusive of

%
Site.

Vancouver, Nov. 26.—The health com­
mittee met in special session yesterday 
to consider plans for a new isolation 
hospital. These were submitted by-the 
medical health offl'-er and were discuss­
ed at length. The scheme of Dr. Un­
derhill is to provide for the care ef pa­
tients from contiguous municipalities 
and to have the government enact such 
legislation as will make the cost of the 
care of these taxable against the mu­
nicipality.

The plans shown provide for a build­
ing to cost approximately $65,000. ex­
clusive of site, the question of site be­
ing for the time the difficult problem 
to solve.

Notice of motion to 
raise $50,000 for the erection of a new 
pest bouse has already been given and 
the object of the submitting of_ the 
plans was that the matter might be 
fully discussed before the council next 
Monday night. It is probable that 
some arrangement will be made. in ca»e 
the work is undertaken, to have the 
hospital built in sections, as it ie-plan- 
ned with wingq^ which will lend aid to 
such a scheme.

The afternoon session was held In 
the Odd Fellows’ hall, and there was a 
mass meeting at the city hall in the 
evening, at which inspiring addresses 
were made.

ed the convention, as 
drafted a number of resolutions to put 
before the meeting.

The principal business of the after­
noon sitting was the election of offi­
cers. The nominating committee sub­
mitted three names for each office, and 
on a ballot being taken tne following 
were declared elected: President, E. B. 
Morgan ; first vice-president,
Langlois; second vice-president, K. H. 
Cairns, Chilliwack; third vice-presi­
dent, Mrs. Spofford, Victoria; fourth 
vice-president, Dr. Ernest Hall, Vic­
toria; fifth vice-president, Joseph Pat­
rick, Nelson; hon. secretary, Miss A. 
L. Murcutt, Vancouver; treasurer, F. 
R. Stewart, Vancouver.

The following resolutions, as sub­
mitted by the organization committee, 
were passed;

“1. That this meeting of citizens of 
British Columbia, assembled in Odd 
Fellows’ hall, Vancouver, B. C., this 
25th day of November, 1908, do here 
and now organize a 'British Columbia 
Local Option League’ to be composed 
of residents of the province, and on an 
absolutely civic basis for the purpose 
éf organizing local option leagues in 
every part of the province, for securing 
a local option law and putting the 
same into operation in every muni­
cipality and district throughout British 
Columbia.

“2. That the membership of the league 
consist of residents of British Colum­
bia who. are in favor of local option, 
irrespective of race, creed or political 
affiliation, and that all monetary con­
tributions be voluntary.

“3. That an advisory council be 
formed consisting of the fololwing per­
sons: E. B. Morgan, Vancouver; Dr. 
Ernest Hall and David Spencer, Vic­
toria; H. Skinner, Nanaimo; James 
Cunningham, New Westminster; J. D. 
Swanson, Kamloops; Mayor Bell, En- 
derby; Dr. N. Wolverton, Joseph Pat­
rick, Nelson ; Dr. Sawyer, Summerland; 
Newton Brown, New Westminster; R. 
H. Cairns, Chilliwack; John Houston, 
Prince Rupert; Miss A# L. Murcutt, 
Vancouver; Mrs. Spofford, Victoria; 
and also the presidents of all local 
option leagues in the province; the 
presidents of thé’W. C. T. U., L O. G. 
T., R. T. of T.; C. E. Union and the 
Dominion Alliance; also the Bishop of 
Columbia, the Bishop of the Reformed 
Episcopal church, the Archbishop of 
the Roman Catholic church, and the 
presidents or. chief officers of the 
Methodist, Presbyterian, Baptist and 
Congregational "bodies and the Salva­
tion Army, with such other persons as 
may be added at an meeting of the 
said advisory board.

“4. The advisory copncil may meet 
in sections if so desired, viz., the 
Coast district, the Okanagan district, 
the East and West Kootenays. Such 
district councils shall meet at the call 
of the provincial executive.

"5. Each, electoral district may be 
formed into an electoral convention 
when deemed by the general executive 
to be advisable, and this convention 
will have power to take action in re­
gard to all matters affecting the wel­
fare of local option work within such 
electoral district.

“6. That the officers of the provincial 
league shall be a president, five vice- 
presidents, secretary and treasurer. 
The said officers shall be the execu­
tive, and the head office of the league 
shall be in Vancouver. The appoint­
ment of paid officers, lecturers and 
other agents for provincial work shall 
be left to the executive of each elec­
toral division and local league having 
liberty to supply such men and means 
as shall seem best to them for the ac­
complishment of their purpose.

“7. The plan of campaign of the B. 
C. Local Option League shall be: (1.) 
The obtaining of signatures to a pe­
tition to the lieutenant-governor in 
council asking for the passing of a 
lc*2al option bill at the next session of 
the legislature. (2) The education of 
the people in temperance reform. (3) 
The organization of every municipality 
and district for local option purposes. 
(4) The promotion of local option leg­
islation.”-

A motion by Mayor Bell that a re­
solution be passed urging that the 
government provide for the election 
of license commissioners at the same 
time and in the same manner as muni­
cipal councillors and aldermen was 
carried unanimously. —

Advices received by the steamer 
Glenfarg from the Orient give particu­
lars of the collision which resulted in 
the sinking of the steamship Hanplng, 
which occurred on the Yangtse river 
on October 28th at 1.15 p. m.

Mr. WulffsohnnVancouver, Nov. 26.—Probably the 
total loss of the gold dredge which 
has been' operating for some months 
on the Fraser river bars about half 
a mile below Yale occurred on Tues­
day night, when the big barge broke 
away from her moorings and tore 
down stream till she turned turtle.

She Is now lying bottom up about 
five miles below Yale, and is reported 
to be so stranded on a sandbar that 
It may be found impossible to salve 
her. She was worth fifty thousand 
dollars.

The cause of the breaking away of 
the dredge was the snapping of the 
Inch and a half steel mooring cable 
which was stretched from bank to 
hank of the stream, and to which the 
dredge was attached by a movable 
cable. Under the tremendous strain 
of a sudden rise in the river this cable 
gave way and the dredge was not 
long in gathering momentum that took 
her down stream like a streak till she 
collided with a snag and careened so

Several unsuccessful attempts were 
made to raise the sunken steamer by 
an improved apparatus, and hopes for 
her salvage were held out up to the 
time she went to pieces. At the time 
the Pomona was raised above the sur­
face, but there always seemed to be 
some hitch in the arrangements.

The Status of the Indian Reserve.
This brings me to the real purpose of 

considering the Indian at all in this 
trtbution. In the Supreme court 
other d£y Mr. Bodwell, on behalf 

of the provincial government, raised 
thé issue in a stated case of the status 
of lands held In this province as In­
dian reserves and the use and benedt 
of lildians. 
which will be roused in a dispute, the 
merits of which are but little under­
stood as yet, has Induced me to briefly 
outline the story of the Indian from 
the reserve point of view, 
nothing to do with, and do not intend 
to discuss the political aspect of the 
case, if there be a political aspect to 
It. Apart from being seasonable, as 
well as old, it is interesting in many 
ways. It goes back to the year 1850 
when the Indian tribes In the vicinity 
of Victoria and in other parts of the 
island, including the Songhees, made a 
treaty with Sir James Douglas where­
by for a consideration of about £2 10s. 
per family, they conveyed to the Hud­
son’s Bay Company, in sovereign con­
trol of the island, lands occupied by 
them within certain prescribed, areas 

1 largely as parcelled out among them­
selves and the land became the prop­
erty Of the whites forever, on'the con­
dition that “our (the Indians’) village 
sites and enclosed fields are to be kept 
for our own use; for the use of our 
children, and for those who may fol­
low after us. ... It is also under­
stood that we are at liberty to hunt 
over the unoccupied lands and to carry 
on our fisheries as formerly.” That 
was the root of the Songhees reserve 
trouble. The problem has and still Is 
how to get around a solemn treaty 
without violating it. We must not 
blame Sir James Douglas or the Hud­
son’s Bay Company. He was estab­
lishing a headquarters for fur trading, 
the essential factor in which was- the 
Indian, and had no thought of found­
ing a city, in the heart of which hia 
protegees would prove an eyesore.

I am indebted to Lleut.-Col. Wolfen- 
den, King’s printer, for calling atten­
tion to a report of the Queen’s birth­
day celebration, which took place In 
yew Westminster In 1865, as it ap­
pears In the Columbia newspaper of 
that time.

These alleged “atrocities,” to which

Douglas paid any attention, reminds 
on^ of the incidents of French mem­
oirs in frhich it is related that gay 
courtiers returning in the evening tram 
hunting used to “pot” the poor stotefre 
working in the twilight o-n the sands : 
for the fun of seeing them falling- to 
the grdtuid. The only difference Is that : 
the latter was declared to he true «end 
not uncommon, while the former wae 
devoid of. truth.

I do not 
say that the Hudson’s Bay Company 
did not get the best of them in their 
trading, but the Indian got what he 
ranted according to the standard of 
values then in vogue.

The address was quite brief express­
ing loyalty and attachment to the 
Queen and praying that "Your Excel­
lency will constantly preserve their 
lands to them (the Indians) and pro­
tect them against bad white men and 
bad Indians.” It was on this occasion 
that Governor Seymour referred to the 
staffs which he said the Queen had 
sent out for “the best chiefs,” and 
which he said would be distributed 
during the year to those who had 
rendered good service to the govern­
ment. Here was a great incentive to 
that good behaviour which His Excel­
lency wished to encourage, because 
there is nothing which an Indian chief 
would not do to possess such a 
“bauble/' especially as it represented 
the sovereignty of the Queen and was 
presented by her. There were seventy 
of the chiefs present. Each was given 
a Union Jack mounted on a neatly 
turned staff, 
more than that. “I give 
said His ' Excellency, “some agricul­
tural implements and seeds to encour­
age your habits of industry and enable 
you to raise food for yourselves less 
precarious than salmon and berries. 
We have passed laws to place you as 
equal with the white men in the courts 
of justice. Be sure that you shall be 

well protected from injury an# in­
justice as any class of men in the col­
ony.” Here was the keynote of policy 
so far as the Indian was concerned, 
illustrating a spirit which has actuated 
the administration of Indian affairs in 
Canada from the beginning of British 
rule. It rained so hard that the pro­
ceedings had to be adjourned until the 
next day, when Indian canoe races to 
and from the opposite bank of the 
river took place. These, which CoL 
Wolfeinden remembers very well, were 
most exciting. , In every two races 20 
canoei competed and in the third the 
entire fleet.

Vancouver, Nov. 28.—Freight and ex­
press rates on fruit shipped from in­
terior points to the prairie provinces 
and from the interior to Vancouver 
must be reduced.

This is the slogan of the British Co­
lumbia Fruit Growers’ Association 
which comprises in its membership 
nearly every fruit grower in the nro- 
vince. Strong representations will soon 
be made to the railway and express 
companies. The association has invited 
the support of various public bodies in 
this city. The matter will likely be 
taken up at the next meeting of the 
board of trade. *

W. J. Brandrith, of Ladner, aâ secre­
tary of the association, is taking an 
active part in the movement. He de­
clares that the margin of profit to the 
fruit grower, after paying expenses, is 
so small as to be unremunerative, and 
this is true êspecially of shipments of 
peaces, grapes and tomatoes. It is 
claimed that if lower rates were se­
cured the fruit of British Columbia 
would soon drive out foreign products. 
The assertion is also made that local 
fruit dealers could not handle Oka­
nagan peaches this season owing to 
prohibitive rates.

30.—Frozen to death 
in the snow that covered the high peaks 
north of the Santa Clara valley on Wed­
nesday night, the bodies of three Santa 
Paula boys were found late of Saturday 
after a search of two days.

The boys, Clifford Tharp, aged 17; Cuba 
Tharp, aged 9, and John Blaes, aged 13, 
started out from home early on Thurs­
day morning to see the snow. They went 
without coats, intending to be home for 
Thanksgiving dinner. When night came 
on and they had not returned the com­
munity was notified, but nothing could be 
done till daylight. On Friday morning 
searching parties were organized. Two 
gangs of Japanese from the Limoniera 
ranch were impressed into service. Every 
available saddle horse in the county was 
secured.
Henry Newman, who had been searching 
all day, found the bodies at the head of 
Timber canyon, about ten miles from 
Santa Paula. The boys evidently had got­
ten into the deep snow, and, becoming 
exhausted, had perished from cold and 
hunger.

Late on Saturday afternoonrescue party 
and found the dead bodies scattered 
about the floor of the mine. Few, if 
any, of the bodies are mutilated, and 
the men were undoubtedly smothered 
by deadly vapors which followed the 
explosion. All but two of the bodies 
In the mine, It is said, are those of 
foreigners.

No effort has been yet made to re­
move the bodies from the mine. In­
stead the rescuers and the mining ex­
perts are making a complete explora­
tion of all the workings, to see if they 
are now safe. This work is expected 
to occupy several hours.

The workings In which Saturday’s 
catastrophe happened are known 
the Rachel and Agnes mines, In realty 
a double mine with underground con­
nections. Construction work was 
practically finished, and Deputy Mine 
Inspector Henry Louttit, a few minutes 
■before the explosion had completed a 
two days’ Inspection which had re­
vealed no cause for apprehension. He 
and General Manager Kerr, of the 

^company, came to the surface In the 
cage operated ii\ one of the shafts a 
few minutes before 11 o’clock.

Mine Foreman Henry Thompson and 
two miners entered the cage, and it 
was started towards the bottom of the 
500 foot shaft There was an ominous 
rumbling, then a trembling of the 
ground, round about the mine mouth, 
as from an earthquake. An Instant 
later there was a terrific report, and 
the cage was hurled up the shaft an! 
through the roof of the shaft house, 
the mine foreman and the two' men 
still In It. The bodies of the men 
were hurled through the top of the 
building, and far beyond It. Thomp­
son was dead when picked up, while 
toe others, although mortally wounded, 
were hurried to a hospital.

So great was the force of the explo­
sion that shattered portions of the 
woodwork about the mouth of the 
shaft were blown Into Ten Mile creek, 
two thousand feet from the shaft. Be­
sides the three men in the cage, por­
tions of at least two other bodies were 
blown from the shaft, and were found 
In the field nearby. The ventilating 
fans were put out of commission by 
•the explosion, and for several hours, 
until repairs could be made, no air 
could be forced Into the mine.

Immediately following the explosion 
a dense volume of smoke issued from 
the shaft, and It was feared a fire was 
raging at the bottom of the mine.

A short time afterwards the smoke 
almost entirely ceased, but those on 
the surface were unable to tell whether 
the fire had been smothered out or the 
shafts so filled with falling debris that 
the smoke could not escape.

Rescue work was Immediately start­
ed. There was practically no hope 
from the first of any pne of the en­
tombed men being taken out alive, but 
this did not deter either officers of 
the company or volunteer rescuers 
from making the most strenuous ef­
forts to hurry the openlpg of the mine.

The scenes were pitiful. Among the 
women many» were hysterical, and 
their shrieks and cries were heart-ren­
dering.

- Speaking of the explosion. Deputy 
State Mine Inspector Henry Louttit 
said: "I had been in the mine for the 
past two days. I was in No. 2 shaft 
less than half an hour before the ex­
plosion occurred. I had tested the 
cage and the safety valves, and was 
going to look at the engine at the 
surface when the explosion occurred. 
The mine was In perfect order. It 
jhad gas, but no accumulations. All 

, mines contain gas, but here I made a 
thorough Inspection and found no ac­
cumulation in any part. I cannot ad­
vance any theory ag to the cause of 
the disaster. I have been in every 
part of the mine In the last two days 
and I carried a safety lamp the same 
hs the miners. There is a gas well 
In the Interior, but it Is surrounded by 
earth and coal for a fifty-foot radius, 
and I don’t think the explosion result­
ed from It.”

as The recrudescence of brigandage ” In 

Sicily Is again sorely preoccupying the 
public mind.

A few weeks ago the son and heir of 
a rich Palermo merchant, named Dlll- 
berto, was kidnapped while walking 
home at night in the company of three 
college companions. Five masked mar­
auders with revolvers stood over these 
companions, who were made to lie 
prone on the ground until Dillberto 
had been blindfolded and hurried some 
distance away. They were then or­
dered to proceed to the victim’s home 
and deliver a letter from the brigands. 
This turned out to be a demand for a 
ransom of 300,000 lire ($60,000).

Dillberto was forced to march unin­
terruptedly for thirteen hours to the 
mountains. When the bandages were 
finally removed he found himself in a 
spacious cavern, where his captors had 
thoughtfully provided an oil stove and 
an abundant store of provisions. After 
he had written a dictated epistle rec­
ommending himself to his father’s so­
licitude the brigands left him in the 
custody of a single member of the 
band. At nightfall a few days later 
Dillberto was again blindfolded, led 
down the mountains in the direction 
of his home, and at a certain point 
was. set free. He reached home in the 
early hours of the following morning.

What had happened la the meantime 
to bring about his release? It is an 
undisputed fact that up to the present 
day many Sicilian farmers and land- 
owners continue to pay a yearly .tri­
bute to the local Mafia, so to escape 
molestation by the brigand gangs. De­
spite certain relations between the no­
torious Mafia exercising jurisdiction 
over the capital city of Palerma and 
the Mafia operating in the country dis­
tricts, they are separately constituted. 
This fact, says the Glonale dl Sicilia, 
the principal newspaper on the island, 
induced the Palermo Mafia to inter­
vene, because the Dillberto family 
though having property in the envir­
ons, reside habitually in the city itself, 
where their charity is considerable. 
The upshot of the negotiations was a 
compromise, by which the brigands 
accepted $15,000, or one-fourth of their 
original demand. The Dillberto fam­
ily, Including the kidnapped heir, is 
content with a pact which Involves,sil­
ence on their part and freedom froln 
future annoyance on the part of the 
secret societies.

At the outs tart the police were hand­
icapped severely on account of the risk 
of imperilling the captive’s life. Now, 
however, although the family decline 
all aid and Information, mounted pa­
trols are scouring the country, and 
hundreds of Carabinieri have been dis­
patched to search the mountain fast­
nesses under orders to bring In the 
banditti alive or dead.

Berlin, Nov. 30.—German military 
critics have contributed their opinions 
to various newspapers concerning the 
speech made in the British House of 
Lords on Nov. 23, by Field Marshall 
Lord Roberts, in which the speaker ex­
pressed fears of a possible German 
Invasion of England, and Intimated 
that a force of 1,000,000 would be ne­
cessary to protect the islands. In 
every Instance they deprecate the idea 
of war, but the possibility of such an 
invasion is not excluded, particularly 
In the event of the greater portion of 
the British fleet being engaged at a 
point distant from that, selected for a 
landing.

The Tageblatt publishes an inter­
view with an anonymous person, who 
Is, however, described as a very high 
military authority, whose judgment Is 
that under favorable circumstances 
Germany could land a sufficiently 
strong Invading force in England to 
enable her to dictate terms of peace. 
The feeling of nervousness In England 
it is argued here arises from reallza» 
tion that they do not possess ade­
quate forces under arms.
