MoCOary and William A Gunn of the 
MoOlary Manufacturing company; 
William Yates, London Tool com­
pany; Frank Noble, London foundry; 
T. A Stevens, agricultural Imple­
ments, brass foundry; Arthur W. 
White of the White engine works; W. 
H. Wortman of the Wofitman & Wlard 
Manufacturing company; F. R. Shore, 
London Look Wire Fence company, 
and, Chas; Leonard of E. Leonard & 
Sons.

The first to address the commission­
ers was Mr. (MoCOary. He described 
(tee deputation as one of manufactur­
ers, whose productions were varied, 
but whose common raw material was 
Iron. He Stated the manufactures of 
the MoClary company to be Cloves, 
stamped Wane, household, utensils in 
granite, and (hollow ware. Speaking 
of the industrial situation generally 
he said that there Was no basis for 
Investment in manufacturing plant 
unless the Canadian manufacturers 
could control their own market. Un- ' 
til the manufacturer in the develop­
ment of his industry fully met the 
requirements of the home market his 
foreign competitor would divide It 
with him. If the tariff were so low­
ered as to lat in foreign competition 
there would be no basis for the in­
dustry of the country, and it could 
not succeed. Home competition in 
this country and in the United States 
was perhaps .the worst kind of com­
petition. As industry was developed 
excessive capital was enticed into it, 
and over-production meant a struggle 
arid the survival ef the fittest, and 
much loss of capital in most lines. 
Confining himself to hds own .busi­
ness, he said that on .stamped house­
hold utsneito the duty Was 25 per 
cent. It cost about 15 per cent, to de­
liver the goods at Halifax and 25 
per cent, to deliver them at the Pac­
ific coast. These goods, through im­
proved methods of production, had 
been reduced in price two-thirds from 
their cost fifteen years ago. Copper- 
Ware had a protection of 30 per 
cent, and enamelled ware a protection 
of 35 per cent. On the production of 
the foundry, consisting chiefly of 
stoves; there was a protection of 271-2, 
or equivalent to 22 1-2 percent, if 
(they had. free iron. There Was a 
comparatively better protection on 
stoves on account of the great var­
iety of patterns turned out by the 
makers than on the other lines men­
tioned, in which (there were Standard 
pattern's. On hoUtow ware, he declar­
ed, the makers were insufficiently pro­
tected. Mr. MoCOary endorsed What A 
E. Kemp had said to the commission 
at Toronto in regard to enamelled 
ware. He said,'that the Germans for­
merly controlled this market, as they 
were extensive producers of this kind 
of ware. They had Shipped their goods 
at prices so low that the purchasers 
could afford to pay the 30 per cent, 
duty that formerly existed, ship them 
(back to the country of production, pay 
a second duty of 45 per cent and' dis­
pose of them. Since the three factories 
were Started in Canada the prices 
had been reduced. 33 1-3 per cent The 
(MoOlary company employed 500 hands 
and in 1896 paid ln wages $200,000. In 
plant there was invested $200,000, 
■wMch was mot producing a cent for 
(the Shareholders. The factory was run 
and the product distributed to the 
trade and consumers at cost. They 
could not distribute to the Sharehold­
ers ordinary rates on the working cap­
ital. Reduction in the tariff on the 
Unes the company produced, he said, 
could not be 'but disastrous to the bus­
iness, unless fully offset by the reduc­
tions in raw materials. He said that 
if the duly on pig iron were cut in 
two the people w'ouild get their stoves 
about 2 1-2 per cent cheaper; if the 
Whole' of the duty were taken off it 
Wound' imake a difference in favor of 
the consumer of 6 per cent.

The Donaldson steamer Concordia 
sailed at an early hour on the 9th inst. 
for Glasgow with a full cargo. It was 
made up about as follows: 25,000 
bushels of peas, 150 tons of flour and 
oatmeal, 3,600 barrels of Ontario ap­
ples, 1,500 boxes of cheese, 500 tubs of 
butter, 3 carloads of meats, 150 loads 
of birch timber, 270 standards of birch 
and spruce deals, and a lot of general 
stuff. She also took 303 head of cat­
tle, 144 sheep and 17 horses. The live 
stock was taken in at the C. P. R. 
wharf, where a “drop” was put in 
during the summer. This facilitated 
in a great degree the handling of the 
animals.

The Beaver line steamer Lake 
Huron, Capt. Carey, sailed for Liver­
pool early on the 9th inst. She was 
full up to the decks with cargo, in 
fact she could not accommodate all 
that was sent here for shipment by 
her. Her cargo comprised among 
other things 6,250 sacks of flour, 450

Boston, Dec. 5.—The holiday trade 
here has been stimulated by cold 
weather, almost the first of the sea­
son. The arrivals of provincial pro­
duce, fowl, sheep, fish, etc., have been 
large during the past few weeks, 
which is partly due to the rush of 
shippers in many places to clear up 
as much as possible before the close 
of navigation. The receipts from P.
В. I. particularly have been heavy, 
and the perishable stuff hardly with­
out exception has arrived in good con­
dition. Last week this was not the 
case, as a freak in the weather sent 
the mercury up to 70 and above. Out­
side of the apple and mackerel trade 
prices are above the average of the 
past three or four years. The prov­
incial smelt trade has opened very 
favorably, and the only thing that 
shippers need fear here is the wea­
ther, and of course, as in past years,
Boston weather, can never be depend­
ed upon, and is often a puxxle to the 
meteorological officials themselves.

The industrial situation In Massa­
chusetts is still in a very unsatisfac­
tory condition, notwithstanding that 
many concerns have resumed. Shut­
downs, failures and reductions, un­
happily, are still numerous, although 
there are not nearly as manÿ idle peo­
ple as there were at this, time last 
year and two years previous. The 
Roxbury Carpet company, which has 
the largest factory of the kind in New 
England, and which employs 1,200 
people when running in full, has shut 
down for two months or snore. The 
Boston Belting company, which em­
ploys 1,000 men, and the Everett iron 
foundry have also ceased. A general 
reduction of wages has been ordered 
in Lynn shoe factories, and the situ­
ation there is very bad. In the textile 
centres, however, times are much 
better, and will more than offset the 
dullness in the shoe and carpet trade.

The removal of President Tucker of 
the Maine Central railroad is proving 
very unpopular in Maine. iPresident 
Tucker was universally popular with 
all classes, and much sympathy is ex­
pressed. The “Flying Yankee’’ and 
the fast trains to Bar Harbor and 
Bangor were examples of his enter­

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BOARD OF TRADE.class examinations are held, and at the 
end of the two years an examination 
Is held by the normal department 
superintendent of, the New Brunswick' 
Sunday School association and dip­
lomas are granted if the examination 
Is satisfactorily passed. Those who 
wish to be teachers are then promot­
ed to the reserve corps, and the others 
join the lecture or general Bible class.

THE RESERVE CORPS.
The members of the reserve corps 

enter it with the distinct understand­
ing that they will hold themselves in 
readiness to teach when called upon, 
and they act in turn as substitute 
teachers for the regular teachers who 
may be- absent. They study the les­
son one week in advance of the school, 
so when asked to teach they are pre­
pared by the study of the previous 
Sabbath. Supplemental lessons may 
be taken up.

Throughout this article the supple­
mental lessons have been made 
the test for grading. It would be a- 
more thorough test if written exam­
inations on the International lessons 
were held at the end of each quarter, 
and these examinations, together with 
the yearly examination on the supple­
mental lessons, should determine the 
promotion.

The plan of grading here given, as 
well as the supplemental lessons, are 
merely suggestive. There are many 
simple forms. Some such plan, how­
ever, cannot fail to be of great use to 
any school.

-Hence it was that 
steamships from Liverpool or Glasgow 
for Quebec took the route by the 
Straits of Bedle Isle, steering many 
hundred -toiles month of the ordinary 
route from Liverpool Ito New York, 
and (having In consequence Some 470 
toiles 'less of distance to overcome; 
Far -the same -reason the ordinary 
summer route from Liverpool -to St. 
John was via Oape Race, with a -dis­
tance 70 (toiles greater (than the Belle 
Me route ito Quebec, but Still 400 -miles 
less than that from Liverpool -to New 
York.

Victoria, B. C., Dec. 7.—In the claims 
commission today A. R. Milne, G. M. 
G., collector of customs at Victoria, 
furnished a Met of vessels that cleared 
for sealing in 1886, and Oapt. G. D. 
Warren, who followed gave his idea 
of the value of the Carolina at $4,000.

Charles Spring stated that in Feb­
ruary or Mardi, 1886, he saw the Car­
olina at a trading post two hundred 
miles up the coast, and that she land­
ed some goods there.

Hon. Mr. Peters then, for the pur­
pose of Showing that the seals were 
plentiful in Behring sea in August, 
1886, the month -the Carolina was 
seized, began to read an affidavit pres­
ented to the United States at the Paris 
tribunal, stating there was a migra­
tion of seals to Behring sea in June, 
and that there were plenty of them in 
(tile sea by July.

Hon. Mr. Dickinson objected to this 
affidavit being used as competent testi­
mony in the present cose, and said 
laughingly that Whereas the affidavit 
in question stated the stoats then in 
Behring sea were mostly female, he 
could bring affidavits putt in by the 
British side at Paris to Show they 
were all males and pups.

Hon. Mr. Peters repMed his object 
was not to show the sex but to prove 
by affidavits used by the United States 
themselves at Paris that there were 
plenty of seals at the time the Carolina 
was seized. He wanted to show this 
and that the Carolina would have 
made a good catch if she had not 
been seized.

Hon. Mr. Dickinson held that even 
if there were plenty of seals it did not 
follow the Carolina could have caught 
'them. Other elements had to be taken 
into consideration, such as the ability 
of the Carolina’s crew. The commis­
sioners took the point under consider­
ation.

SUNDAY SCHOOL GOUfttN.

•'GRADING.”
In every walk of life one likes to 

-ffeel that definite progress is being 
made. This is as true in the case of 
pupils in our Sunday schools as it Is 
Mt any other class. On a journey one 
likes to pass the mile stones. The 
.bicyclist often consults his cyclometer. 
It records something actually accom­
plished. In our .public schools we find 
.this stimulus of aceo-mplishement of­
fered to the pupil. When certain 
things have been -mastered he Is ad­
vanced -to a higher grade and to the 
study of more difficult subjects. The 

. advancement .of all classes takes place 

.at a definite time, and whether any 
Individual pupil goes on with his class 
or mot depends upon hie showing on 
examination that he has qualified him­
self by study for such advancement.

In cur Sunday schools, as at present 
.constituted, we go on from year to 
year teaching excellent lessons with 
greater or -lees effect, but we never 
-stop to take stock and find how much 
we have taught, or to let the pupils 
ascertain how much they have learned 

It is (true we grade after a fashion, 
'.hut our times of grading are irregular, 
and our system haphazard and not 
tbased on principle. All classes should 
be graded at a fixed time once a year, 
-end, except In special cases, only those 
.advanced who have satisfactorily 
completed a prescribed course of Study. 
We hear constant complaints of lack 
of study on the part of the pupils and 
.of the loss of young men and women 
from our schools. Let us give our 
pupils something definite to study, 
■and show them by regular examina­
tions that we not only expect them to 
study but (that we are Interested 
enough to endeavor to learn what 
progress Is being made; and let us see 
that our pupils are so arranged that 
instruction suitable to their needs and 
acquirements is given, and we will cer­
tainly have much less cause or com­
plaint on these points.

In last week’s issue we promised to 
outline a plan of grading. We would 
suggest the following

LESSONS.
The International Lessons to be 

used In all grades, with supplemental 
lessons, occupying the first ten min­
utes of each lesson period, and con­
taining information that all should 
know concerning the Bible and the 
church.

THE PRIMARY DEPARTMENT. 
This department should be in a sep­

arate room, or, if that Is not possible, 
at least curtained off from the rest of 
the school. Here the children remain 
until they are eight years of age. All 
the children should be under one 
teacher, with as many assistants as 
are necessary. Besides -the regular les­
sons they are taught, say, the Lord’s 
prayer, the Beatitudes, the Command­
ments in simple form, the 23rd Psalm, 
etc. On passing a satisfactory oral ex­
amination on these supplemental les­
sons, they are promoted to the inter­
mediate department.

• THE INTERMEDIATE DEPART­
MENT.

This includes the children between 
the ages of eight anC elevefa. They 
should have a separate room, and be 

і under one teacher, with as many as- 
Î slstants as necessary. The supple- 
1 mental lesson series, and portions of 

may be the (Catechism of the church, j a simple life of Jesus, such as pub­
lished by Hitchcock in his supple­
mental lesosn series, and portions of 
scripture. On passing an oral exami­
nation on these supplemental lessons, 
they are promoted to the Junior de­
partment.

THE JUNIOR DEPARTMENT.
In this department the boys and girls 

are assigned to separate classes. It 
would probably be an advantage in 
most cases to have the girls taught 
by male and the boys by female 
teachers. The pupils remain in this 
department for five years, or until they 
are sixteen years of age. " These classes 
are divided into five sections, repre­
senting the five years of study In this 
grade. The pupils of the first year oc­
cupy seats in front of the superintend 
dent’s desk; the second year pupils be­
hind them; the third, next further 
back; the fourth next, and the fifth In 
the rear. The pupils of any year may 
be divided into as many classes as are 
necessary. The teachers go with their 
classes through this grade, and when 
at thé end of the fifth year the classes 
aré promoted to the senior depart­
ment, the teachers turn back and take 
new classes from the intermediate de­
partment. The pupils of the first year 
remain in this section one year, and 
then, if able to pass a satisfactory 
written examination in Bible biography 
from Adam to the Judges and the 
Apostles’ Creed, they may be promot­
ed to the -third year. ‘Jtoe supple­
mental lessons for the third year pu­
pils may be Bible biography of the 
Judges and Kings, the Ten Command­
ments and the Great and New Com- 

. mandments. On passing a satisfactory 
written examination they are promoted 
to the fourth year. At the end of the 
fourth year they are promoted to the 
fifth on passing examination in New 
Testament and pome points In Church 
Economy. The fifth year pupils are 
required to pass examination In Bible 
geography, history and Institutions, 
and ere then graded into the senior 
department.

the senior Department.
The classes remain in this grade for 

three years. Their supplemental les­
sons may be on some such book as the 
Chautauqua Text (Book, No. 19, “The 
Book of Books,” divided into a three 
years’ course, or the history of the 
Christian church, history of their 
denomination and its doctrines, rules 
and government. Those who pass 
satisfactory -examinations are graded 
Into the normal class. In this de­
partment there should also be an­
other class In which all who had 
passed the three years’ course and do 
not wish to enter the normal class 
would be enrolled. This would In­
clude all persons over sixteen years 
of age not taking the normal course, 
and should be one large class of both 
sexes, known as the lecture class,, or 
general Bible class—there should be no 
separate Bible classes. Evidences of 
Christianity, etc. may be taken up as 
supplemental lessons if desired.

THE NORMAL CLASS.
In this class the regular Interna­

tional lessons are studied very brief­
ly. For two years Huribut’s revised 
normal lessons are studied. Yearly

THE LATE JOHN RUSK.

Do ashes of cannel or soft ooaii have 

my fertilizing value for garden use-? 
isks W. H. C., in the Country Gentle­
man. That excellent paper thus re­
plies:

Coal from different beds varies widely 
is to the quantity of fertilizing mater­
ial it contains, but in any case the 
quantity is so small as to result In 
ashes that carry but a small fraction 
af a per cent, of nitrogen or phos­
phoric acid. The ashes of eannd and 
soft coal contain about tt.4 per cent, 
af potash and 9.3 per cent, of phos­
phoric acid. The ashes of anthracite 
coal usually contain about half these 
quantities. A ton of ashes of the for­
mer would then contain eight pounds 
»f potash and six pounds of phosphoric 
icid—quantities so small that it would 
hardly justify transportation to the 
Helds, provided the application of coal 
ishes resulted In no benefit except that 
Sue to the plant food It carried. The 
fertilizing constituents In the ashes 
most likely are combined with some 
Base which readers them Insoluble or 
largely unavailable. But when coal ash­
es are applied to grass lands where the 
plants persist ln not fully covering the 
land, the beneficial effect of a mulch 
it ashes may be considerable. A piece 
»f gravely light land, which failed to 
produce enough plants, was liberally 
treated with anthracite coal ashes. 
The plants present tillered and", multi­
plied rapidly from root stalks and soon 
a beautiful sod was formed. Coal ash­
es may also serve to conserve moisture, 
the one thing that Is most likely to ba 
deficient in the soil during midsummer. 
When Intimately "mixed with clay soils, # 
they tend to make the land more fri­
able.

Some one has said it Is 
a great clock that says “Tick” in one 
century and “Tack” to another. But 
we can better understand old time.
-who has many children—and they are 
the centuries—and many grandchildren 
—and they are the years. With the 
dying nineteenth century we shall this 
morning have a plain talk, telling him 
some of the good things he has done, 
and then telling him some of the things 
tie ought to adjust before he quits this 
sphere and passes out to Join the éter­
nités. We generally wait Until people 
are dead before "we say much in praise 
•f them. Funeral eulogitim Is generally 
very pathetic and eloquent with things 
that ought to have been said years 
before. We put on cold 
what we ought to have put In the warm 
ears of the living. We curse: Charles 
Sumner, while he is living, and cudgel 
him into spinal mengitis and wait until,
In the rooms where І have been lying 
the last year, he puts his hand on his 
heart and cries “Oh!” and is gone, and 
then we make long procession ln his 
honor. Dr. Sunderland, chaplain of the 
American Senate, accompanying, stop­
ping long enough to allow the dead 
Senator to lie in state in Independence 
Hall, Philadelphia, and halting at Bos­
ton State House, where ndt long before 
damnatory resolutions had been passed 
In regard to him, and then mo ye on, 
amid thé tolling bells and the boom 
of minute guns, until we bury him at 
Mount Auburn and cover him -with 
flowers five feet deep. What a pity he 
could not have been awake at his own 
funeral to hear the gartitude of the 
nation! What a pity that one green 
leaf could not have been taken from 
eaoh one- of thé mortuary garlands and 
Put upon Ms table while he was yet 
в live at thé Arlington! What a pity 
that out tit the great chorus who chant­
ed at hie obsequies one little girl dress­
ed In white might not have sung to Ms 
living eâr a complimentary solo! The 
postmortem expression contradicted the 
totemortem. The nation could not have 
spoken the truth both times about 
Charles Sumnér. Was it before or af­
ter his decease it lied?

No such injustice shall be Inflicted 
upon this venerable nineteenth century.

THE VENEZUELA QUESTION.

Arrangement Between United States 
and Great Britain Off.

Uncle Sam, Accordingly, Has Received a Set­
back on Treaty Making.medium, $4.50;

Boston, Dec. 11.—A despatch to the 

Globe from Caracas, Venezuela, via 
Hayti, says; Senor Andrade, the Ven­
ezuelan minister to the United States, 
was to leave yesterday for Washing­
ton with the cabinet’s approval of the 
Guiana boundary arbitration treaty, 
but his departure was suddenly stop­
ped. The interpretation put upon this 
movement is that public opinion has 
conquered, and that Venezuela will 
withhold her consent to the arrange­
ment entered into"between Secretary 
Olney and Lord Salisbury, thus nulli­
fying all the work that culminated in 
this treaty. Comments on the part of 
the press and public on the negotia­
tions continue to be very bitter. Senor 
Thomas Michelena, one of the repub­
lic’s greatest jurists, who was Vene­
zuela’s minister at the court of St. 
James when Venezuela broke off dip­
lomatic relations with Great Britain 
on account of the boundary question, 
published a letter yesterday morning 
which has created a sensation. It is 
an open secret that the intense feeling 
which it has engendered was the cause 
of Minister Andrade’s departure be­
ing so abruptly stopped. The presi­
dent and cabinet had hoped that their 
formal acceptance of the treaty, sub­
ject as the constitution provides to 
its ratification by congress, would al­
lay the public’s hostility to the docu­
ment, but today’s developments have 
alarmed them.

Neither Crespo nor the members of 
his official family are willing to try any 
longer to stem the apparently irresist­
ible -tide and it was 
Andrade leaves for Washington he will 
bear nothing more than a diplomatic 
note to Cleveland saying that the 
treaty will be duly laid before congress 
when it reassembles next February in 
regular session. Michelena ,in his let­
ter, discussed the protocol in all its 
bearings from the standpoint 6f a jurist 
and ends by dismissing it as absolute­
ly worthless. He says first that the ad­
option of the protocol would invest the 
United States with protectorate over 
this and the other republic" of South 
America, and this move .he thinks, 
would be dangerous. Next he regards 
the clause which states that fifty 
years’ occupation shall make a good 
title as “outrageously inimical to 
Venezuela’s interests, and as "wholly 
in favor of England.” So vehemently 
does he denounce this clause that bas­
ing his opinion of the whole on it, he 
declares that the treaty is "an English 
trick." “Better lose the territory by 
force," are Senor Michelena’s words, 
“than acquiesce in the arbitration of 
the question under the terms of this 
treaty. We may regain it, if we have 
to go to war over it It is lost to us 
forever if we accept this protocol.” 
Senor Michelena adds that arbitration 
must be unconditional, and that, abve 
all, Venezuela must be represented on 
the tribunal.

BRITISH IMPERIALISM.

In the course of an article on the recent 
appreciation of Rudyard Kipling in Park, 
Ibe New York World has un interesting 
definiticn of British Imperialism, with 
which, as everybody knows, Mr. Kipling’s 
newer writings are eatarated. 
says:

"France, or at least Paris, has at last 
discovered that Rudyard Kipling stands tor 
something. And one of the Parisian re­
views in trying to find out what it is comes 

near the truth of his methods 
it says that if be lacks grace; emotion and 
depth, lie is bold and impressive ; and that 
if he is without sentiment, he is also with-

‘ snobbishness.
“All of that is good, but it does not ac­

count for Kipling. Back of him and oper­
ating through him is something stronger 
than his methods or even than his indi- 
v.duality. It was the spirit of latter-day 
English Imperialism.

"It was Taine’s delight to study the his­
tory of England in і ta literature, 
were still living Kipling would long ago 
have been toounted and labelled among the 
specimens for his microscope—that wonder­
ful Instrument which shows the order of the 
universe by revealing the infinity of life in 
a drop of water.

“Were Taine alive • he would see In Kip­
ling’s work the spirit not of the old aris­
tocracy, haughty but condescending, domin­
eering with the strong, but gracious to the 
weak, proud with the proud and gentle to 
the humble. That idea was hever more than 
an ideal at best, and in the England of the 
present it is no longer even a dream. In 
Its stead we have a determined Imperialism 
which docs not stop to pretend to nobility 
of soul or to assert that it has a divine title 
in superior virtue—an Imperialism which, 
wherever it finds weakness to be subdued, 
asserts divine right by giving the order, 
“Fix bayonets and forward!”

"It is this that Kipling stands for as 
clearly as Scctt stood for aristocratic chival­
ry. That it best was never more than a 
false pretense. But the imperial spirit 
which K'pling represents is an always 
prompt reality.”

Fredericton, Dec. 12.—Decision was 
given in several cases today In addi­
tion to the election petitions.

Sir John C. Allen v. Coll—This is an 
appeal from the judgment of the chief 
justice, sitting in equity in a suit ar­
ising out of G. Herbert Lee’s affair.
The appeal is dismissed with costs, per 
Hanington and Landry; Vamwart débi­
tante. No reasons or ground's were 
given this morning.

Ex parte Duncan T. Reid—This was 
an application for a writ of prohibi­
tion restraining Judge Steadman from 
prooeedlhg with the trial of a bastarty 
case on the ground that there had been 
a previous session of the county court 
since delivery of the (woman. The 
court dlVidedl equally, chief justice and 
Justices 'Hanington and McLeod hold­
ing that the trial should go on and 
Judges Barker, Landry and Vanwart 
contra. The role therefore drops and 
the trial will proceed.

Town of Moncton v. Herbert—a re­
view case from Moncton civil court— 
was referred’ 'back to Judge Hanington 
with directions for non-suit on the 
ground of the pecuniary interest of the 
magistrate.

Queen v. Stvewrighit—The court de­
cided that the real estate of the defen­
dant bondsmen is liable from date of 
execution of bond and that their per­
sonal .property is liable from the Issue 
of the writ of extent, shutting out 
mortgages and execution creditors.

Wilbur v. Wilbur—Chief Justice and 
Judge Landry think declaration’ bad on 
demurrer; Judges Hanington and Van- 
wart think declaration good and pleas 
bad; Judges Barker and' McLeod no 
part. The court dividing equally, the 
case will stand as it te.

Ex parte Charles Wright—This was 
a habeas corpus referred to the court 
by Judge VanWart. The court decides 
that the dominion statute depriving 
the county court of the jurisdiction 
to try the charge for attempted rape 
is ultra vires; that the prisoner be not 
discharged, but that he be brought 
before the county court Judge to elect 
whether he shall have a speedy trial 
or not.

t THE BESTIGOUCHE ELECTION 
CASE.

In this case, James Alexander v. 
John McAlister, M. P„ the petition 
was filed on the 31st day of July last 
charging the respondent with bribery, 
personation and other corrupt prac­
tices. The respondent filed prelimin­
ary objections, claiming that no fur­
ther proceedings should be had on the 
petition on the following grounds: 1, 
that the affidavit, required by the act 
of 1891, did not state the grounds of 
deponent’s belief; 2, that the affidavit 
was fraudulent and false in point of 
fact, and was therefore an abuse of 
the process of the court; 3, that the 
petitioner himself was guilty of 
rupt practices in the election, and 
therefore disqualified from being a. 
petitioner. Then the petitioner had 
the matter, of the preliminary objec­
tions set down for a hearing before 
Mr. Justice Barker, who on Oct. 16th 
heard evidence thereon at Dalhousie. 
Evidence was given to the effect that 
the petitioner had distributed liquor 
at liberal meetings and had offered 
bribes to certain voters to induce 
them to vote for the liberal candidate. 
On ' cross-examination the petitioner 
was forced to admit that as petition­
er he was simply acting for other per­
sons, that he had not contributed any 
part of the $1,000 deposit, that he did 
not know whether such deposit was 
made or not, that he had never read 
the petition nor had it been read over 
to him, that he had no 
knowledge or information of any cor­
rupt practices having been committed 
either by Mr. McAlister or any agent 
of his, that he considered the matter 
of making the affidavit a mere matter 
of form, and that he signed the peti­
tion and swore to it simply because

IN THE INTERESTS OF HUMAN­
ITY.

The Halifax Chronicle maires an In­
teresting announcement In- regard to 
legislation to- be Introduced at the en­
suing session of parliament. The 
Chronicle opens the subject by ex­
plaining that a judge In the Canadian 
courts usually becomes unable to stand 
the mental and bodily strain of his 
work after he reaches ' the age of 
seventy. If he continues longer in 
office the Chroniclle thinks that he, does 
so with great peril to his health. For 
these reasons the Chronicle takes the 
view “that such a 'legal limitation upon 
Judicial life would be sound and hu­
mane and in the best interests of jus­
tice." This leads up to the announce­
ment of a measure which, though of 
course devised in the Interests of hu­
manity and Justice, is calculated to 
provide positions for a number of 
party friends of the present govern­
ment who are not willing to wait their 
turn. There is apparently scene fear 
lest the judges now on -the bench 
should not vacate their places until 
the Laurier government is turned out. 
So the Chronicle “understands’’ that 
at the next session a bill will be intro­
duced to carry out this purpose. The 
further information is. offered that the 
bill does not propose an l ncrease ip 
the retiring allowances to judges be­
yond the two-thirds of the salary' now 
accepted.

The value of this measure as a 
means of providing for the faithful 
will 'be immense. It will sweep from 
the supreme court of Canada the chief 
Justice, who is now seventy-one, not­
withstanding the fact that the Laur­
ier government deems him young 
enough to take on extra duties as a 
member of the tanperail privy council. 
It will also vacate the position of 
Judge Gtwynne, who- is eighty-two, and 
has risked his life by performing his 
duties a dozen years after passing the 
danger Una Taking Mr. Cote’s record, 
which 'brings us down to this year, we 
have in Ontario Chief Justice Hagger­
ty, who at eighty-one years of age 
seemed to be capable of deciding all 
questions except the one of his own 
senility. Judge Burton of the Ontario 
court of appeal was seventy-eight і a 
few months ago, and in all these eight 
years had not .learned that his life 
was in peril. In; the Ontario county 
courts there are probably not less than 
ten judges over seventy receiving on 

- average 2,600 each.. Among, those 
named jby Mr. <3k>t'e are'Judges Pringjle, 
aged eighty; Deacon/ aged seventy- 
three; Burnham, aged seventy-seven; 
Robinson,, aged eighty; Hughes, aged 
seventy-five; Roes, aged eighty-one, 
and Jones, aged seventy-five. - The 
вцп has not been able to learn the 
age of some other senior judges, but 
several are over three score and ten. 
Turning to Quebec, we find that Judge 
Belanger of the superior court is 
seventy-one, and Judge Plamodon 
seventy-three, while Judge Caron will 
pass the seventy year mark ln a year. 
In this province the positions of Judge 
Steadman, who is’ seventy-eight, and 
Judge Stevens, who is four years 
younger, will be vacated by the pro­
posed legislation. The chief justice of 
Nova Scotia would be retired in a 
little over a year. County Court Judge 
Desbrisayi and perhaps Judge John­
ston would come undter the regulation 
In a few months. In thd'Wèst a- few 
vacancies would be made, including, 
we believe, one of the seats on the 
supreme court of the province of Brit­
ish Columbia.

- two at 65,000 each, three at 64,000 each, 
and some twenty at from 62,200 - to 
62,600 will be made available almost 
immediately after the 
passed.

THE LATEST PHASE OF THE 
VENEZUELAN QUESTION.

The report that Venezuela refuses 
to accept the treaty which the United 
States, gratuitously acting in Vene­
zuela’s behalf, has made with Great 
Britain, is interesting it true. The 
matter was simply a boundary dis­
pute between Great Britain and a 
South American nation. .It was no 
affair of the . Untied States, whose 

; interposition in the matter was prac­
tically an assumption of the protec­
tion of all the states of South Ame­
rica. The assumption was chiefly1 
dangerous to the party making it. As 
most of .these republics are governed 
diplomatic dealings with them are not 
agreeable to self-respecting nations, 
and a Washington protectorate would 
be rather popular in Europe. Away 
back in the forties, Lord Aberdeen, 
the foreign minister of Sir Robert 
Peel, offered for the sake of peace to 
give away most of the territory now 
in dispute. But Venezuela wanted all 
and would not accept. In 1881, Lord 
Granville,. another unfortunate occu­
pant of the foreign office, offered a 
partial surrender, and this also was 
rejected. Lord Salisbury, as Disraeli’s 
foreign minister, withdrew all these 
offers. Lord Rosebery, rejoicing over 
the fatuity of the republic"'which had 
left the land free, refused to treat as 
disputable territory any part of the 
land colonized by the British. The 
region beyond this line he was not 
unwilling to arbitrate. Lord Salis­
bury, as premier, still more emphatic­
ally refused to subject the British in­
terests after half a- century of posses­
sion to the chance of falling into the 
hands of the rulers of Venezuela.

From the beginning the United 
States had offered to assist in the set­
tlement, Venezuela withdrew her 
minister from London, sent the Brit­
ish representative from Caracas, 
gave grants of the disputed territory, 

/arrested British subjects there, arid 
called on the United States for succor. 
Secretary of State Olney brought trie 
matter to an issue by his famous letter 
in which he declared that the contro­
versy was one In which the honor and 
interests of ttie' United St&tes Were 
Involved. It’ was he who announced 
that "trie United States is practically 
sovereign on this continent and its 
fiat is law on the subjects to which 
it confirms its interposition.” Lord 
Salisbury, in rely to this proposition, 
rather caustically suggested that 
Great Britain did not propose at pre­
sent to renounce her claim to a share 
of this continent. He wpuld be glad 
to hear the advice of any friendly 
power, but there could be no ques­
tion of abandoning the British sub­
jects in that part of the disputed ter­
ritory, which had been occupied half 
a century.

President Cleveland thereupon de­
livered his message to congress, and. 
appointed a commission of his own to 
decide about the boundary. The Brit­
ish foreign office, with a fine Uncon­
cern, gave the United States commis­
sion the free run of the archives, and 
all possible clerical assistance.

In the meantime the United States 
foreign office, assuming the right to 
speak for Venezuela, opened up a new 
set of negotiations, The result was 
an agreement to submit the whole 
area to arbitrators, who were named, 
saving such districts as had been in 
British occupation for fifty years. In 
the United States this was hailed as 
a great diplomatic victory, and the 
annou і cement that Salisbury had 
“backed down,” furnished agreeable 
newspaper head lines. Lord Salisbury 
has not found it necessary to say 
much, but it has been gradually dawn­
ing on the people of both nations, that 
the reservation of the occupied ter» 
ritory was about the same thing as 
the original reservation of the dis­
trict within the Schonburck line.

The same idea is said to have im­
pressed itself on the people of Vene­
zuela, If this Is really tlie situation, 
the boundary dispute will still be un­
settled. It will not even be ready for 
arbitration. Great Britain will, how­
ever, have gained this advantage that 
the United States, after interposing 
in the interests of Venezuela, will 
have admitted the substantial justice 
of the British position. As for the 
United States, her statesmen will have 
-begun to know what is involved in 
Mr. Olney’s interpretation of the 
Monroe doctrine, and in the sover­
eignty of a continent. ;-v

Thomas Maltby, father of Capt. R.
L. Maltby, remembers the events of 
sixty or more years ago with • great 
distinctness. Mr. Maltby was bom at 
Newcastle over 87 years ago, and Is 
today a strong and healthy man. Mr.
Maltby remembers vividly the time 
when a mill standing on' the site now. 
occupied by the mill of Sargent Bros, 
was destroyed by fire. Young John 
J. Fraser, looking from his window In 
Newcastle, saw the flames and ran 
out and rang the alarm bell. The'-èlti- 
zens turned out, and, getting the old- 
fashioned fire engine of the town on a 
scow, a tot of them went across. This 
engine wae imported from the states 
In 1828. Water had to be poured Into 
it and pumped out. All efforts failed 
to save the. mill, but the lumber, piles 
were saved. Mr. Maltby says that 
Peter Mitchell worked like à giant 
that night, - and everybody -got "mqre,- 
or less of a scorching. One man had 
his whiskers burned off. And while 
the people of Newcastle thus worked, 
the people of 'Nelson, quite close to ' 
the burning mill, slept soundly, and 
only learned of the fire when they 
rose next morning.

FIRE ON PITT STREET.

A Barn apd Michael Meianey’s Dwell­
ing on Pitt Street Destroyed.

Shortly after 8 o'clock on Friday 
night an alarm of fire was sent in 
from box 31. The apparatus respond­
ed quickly, and it needed only a 
glance to tell the men that they were 
in for a long, hard fight. Two alarms 
in quick succession brought the 
quired force, and spectators innumer­
able, who blocked the streets in ail 
directions, 
barn that adjoined the rear of the 
two-story dwelling owned by Michael 
'Meianey on Pitt street. The barn 
also touched a small cottage next the 
Meianey house, owned by Edward F. 
Greany, a commercial traveller. The 
barn up to some time ago was occu­
pied as a club house by a Juvenile or­
ganization, but lately has been used 
simply as a storehouse.

The Meianey house was occupied by 
the owner, who conducts a tailoring 
business on Charlotte street, and Jas. 
Taylor, an employe of the Singer Sew­
ing Machine Company. The cottage 
is occupied by Robert Young.

The flames had secured a good head­
way in the barn when the fire was 
discovered, and they quickly spread 
to the Meianey house. After a short 
time it was realized that all efforts 
to save the bam would be of no avail, 
and a determined fight was made by 
the firemen to save the dwellings in 
front. The fire spread rapidly in the 
'Meianey house, the kitchen and ad­
joining rooms overhead suffering most. 
The flames resisted the best efforts 
of the firemen, and soon made their 
appearance through the roof and were 
making a hole in the cottage next 
door. Here the firemen turned the 
tide and shortly had the blaze under 
control, so that by ten o’clock all was 
extinguished.

The damage is considerable. The 
barn Is entirely destroyed and the 'Me­
ianey house can fairly well be called 
a total loss. The rear portion is en­
tirely destroyed, the roof gone and the 
front portion flooded with 
Walls, floors and ceilings have 
burned and cut into a mass of ruins.

The Greany cottage is only slightly 
damaged. The flames worked through 
the side next the Meianey house, 
burning a large hole at the head of 
the stairs and into the bath-room. 
Outside of this the damage to this 
building is slight.

The Salvage corps did good work 
in protecting the furniture, and while 
the loss will be fajriy large in this re­
spect, their efforts saved a goodly 
portion.

Mr. Young’s furniture in the Greany 
house was only slightly damaged, 
while Mr. Meianey’s stuff in a large 
part was removed, and the bulkier 
articles well covered, still he is a 
heavy loser.

Mr. Taylor, who has only been mar­
ried a short time, and whose stuff is 
comparatively new, at first refused to 
allow the Salvage corps to remove 
his furniture, but shortly afterwards 
was glad of their serylcea. He has 
himself to thank for part of his loss.

Mr. Meianey is out of town, but 
his son stated after the fire that he 
believed his father had no insurance 
on either house or 
Greany’s house is insured for 31,100 
in one of Major J. McGregor Grant’s 
companies. Mr. Young’s loss is also 
covered by insurance, but Mr. Taylor 
was uninsured.

The origin of the fire seems a mys­
tery. It is known there was a cer­
tain quantity of oil in the bam, but 
as to how it ignited is a problem yet 
unsolved.

The firemen and Salvage corps were 
very kindly furnished with hot coffee 
by Mrs. Edward Sears, Martin Hen­
derson and others.

cent. Maggie, as previously Haled In 
the Transcript, has a J eel Л idly bash­
ful disposition, and although ready and 
willing to make Mends and play with 
strange children, the moment a strange 
man. particularly, enters here pres­
ence, she quickly throws off the air of 
Jocularity and promptly assumes a 
stolid quietness and lack of affability, 
which she maintains until after his 
departure. Owing to this peculiar 
reticence the crown authorities have 
deemed it prudent to have the little 
unfortunate thrown into strange adult 
society, and have expressed their wish 
to that effect. Whether Maggie Dut­
cher knows anything which transpired 
on the fatal night or whether or not 
when put on the stand at Dorchester 
she will give any material evidence Is 
only a matter off conjecture, as there 
Is no confirmation of the reports In the 
press that in her consultation with the 
crown counsel, Solicitor General 
White, and F. A. McCully, associate 
counsel, she revealed any Incriminat­
ing evidence whatever.
