SMALLPOX IN BANGOR,
- (Bangor Commercial,)

Pupils in the public schools were no-
tified Monday that they will have to
present on Tuesday a certificate that
they have been successfully vaccinated
and all who do not do this will be ob-
hged to remain away until they com-
ply with the regulation. Children
whose parents will not allow them to
undergo vaceination will be refused ad-
mission to school at least until after
the present cases of smallpox are
stamped out.

Dr. Woodcock of the board of health
informed the Commercial Monday that
1,416 persons have been vaccinated
free of charge at City Hall,

The board of health on Monday com-
menced the fumigation of the houses
where smallpox or suspected cases have
existed. Ten dwellings have been dfs-
infected and the work will proceed as
rapidly as possible. Houses which are
suspected of having sheltered smallpox
cases which were not reported to the
authorities will also he visited by the
officials. The process of fumigation Is
most thorough. First of all the per-
#ons in the house are taken into a dis-
infected room and are glven body and
head baths and then a disinfectant
treatment. They are then taken into
another room where they receive cloth«
ing which has been thoroughly disin-
fected. Finally the entire house is
fumigated, 2

between 65,000 and 6,000 persons have

. There is a system of inspection in
New Brunswick, instituted under the
Fruit Marks Act 1901. G. R. SBangster,
of Moncton, is provincial inspector, and
Barton Gandy is inspector for St, John.
It is cldimed by dealers here that the
inspection of apples offered for sale in
the city is practically useless, inas-
much as the inspector seldom, if ever,
looks at the apples.

A day of two ago E, A, Goodwin bar-
gaitied for a portion of a shipment of
apples which had been marked XXX,
or first grade. Later, upon looking at
the apples,’ he found that they were
only a fair seccond grade., They had
been falsely marked, but had passed
all right on the market. The mark-
ings on the barrels were changed and
the apples finally purchased as seconds.

Back In Octaber a conviction was ob-
tained ogainst Capt, Geisner of the
schooner Temple Bar for selling falsely
marked apples, This conviction aroused
unfavorable comment in Nova Scotla,
and J. F, Estabrooks & Son, who hand-
led some of the apples, have had a let-
ter from a dealer in Bridgetown, in
which It ig stated that such actions on
the part of the inspector will tend to
keep away from 8t. John thousands of
barrels of apples which might other-
wise come here,

This is what the dealers want. They
do not desire any decreare in shipments
but would be plensed if the fruit which
does come counld te depended upon fa
be as represented, and at the present
time this 18 not the case.

The denlers claim that for a proper
system of ingpection every barrel or at
the very least one barrel of every lot
should ba examined,

Mr. Gandy, the loeal inspector, ex-
plains fto the Star that his duties are
chiefly in connection with the marking
of the barrels. Under the new act it
is required that the name and address
of the packer, the variety and grad-
of the dpples shall be mark~d. Mr.
Gandy sees that these four things are
found on eovery barrel sent here for
shipment, and In ro far as he is able,
that they arc on all the barrels on th2
local market. He claims that be does
not have to open all the barrels to ex-
amine the fruit, for such a tesk would
require a large number of assistants,
and in this work the handling of the
fruit would be delayed. But if anyone
claims that apples which have been
marked a certain grade are not up to
that standard, the inspector has power
to proceed against the vendor, just as
the purcha®sér has power to enter a
civil actlon. The ¥Fruit Marks Act,
Mr. Gandy says, was passed chiefly to
guarantee fruit for the English mar-
ket and he is of the opinion that it has
already done muclr in this direction.

In reply to this the dealers say that
under seotion 6 and 7 of the act Mr.
Gandy should examine not only the
markings, but the fruit. These sec-
tions forbid false marking and fraud
in packing, and section 8 provides the
penalty for such offences. The present
system {8 not complete, for all fruit
should be inspected. It is all very well
to say that .action can be taken if the
apples are not as represented, but this
will not work., Often barrels of ap-
ples are sent to country customers and
in such cases if complaints were made
it would be y for the insp
to go all over the province. The deal-
ers want the apples examined and be-
Yeve that if decided steps were taken
a stop would soon be put to the pres-
ent false packing and false marking.

RUSSIA AND TOLSTOL

-
Rev, Mr., McQueen Gave a Good Lec-
ture on the First Part But He
Forgot the Other.

It is related that when Artemas
Ward lectured on Africa he had a
map of that country on the stage.
After talking for an hour and a half
on every imaginable subject other than
Africa, he pointed to the map and
adsived his audience that if they went
home and stadied it for twenty minutes
they would know far ‘more about the
country than he did.

Rev, Peter McQueen's lecture last
evening waa about the same as Ward’s.
As a portrayal of Count Tolstol it
a farce, but as an evening's enter
ment it was most interesting. Mr.
Queen dealt chiefly with St Peters-
burg, Moscow, and the Trans-Siherlan
Railway, golng aside at times to men-
tion the Ruyssian policy regarding
Sweden, India and China. He worked
in some references to the Philippines,
home life in England and the slums of
New York, excusing these vagaries for
the reason that Tolstol had asked him
about such places.

The pictures, of which a great many
were shown, were excellent, but the
menipuiator was often slow, and
carrying out the Artemas Ward idea
“the moonist was not onto his job.”
However, the pictures were really
good.

Mr. McQueen i= a gifted speaker, a
man of unusually wide and varled ex-
periences, and entertained his audience
for nearly two hours. Had his leeture
been on Russia it would have been
satisfactory, but in so far as Tolstol
was concerned those who went came
away none the wiser. His remarks on
this personage were brief, and aside
from the point. The only definite fact,
so far as could be learned, was that
Tolstoi is possessed of childlike inno-
cence. But the palaces and churches
of St. Petersburg and Moscow are
magnificent.

The lecture was the first in the
Church of England Institute course.
