The weather during January showed 
remarkable changes. Seasonable tem­
peratures were registered until tile 19th 
of the month. From 4hen until the' 
close pf the mqnth mild weather was 
experienced. Cold weather closed the 
month. Thè conditions were much 
the same throughout the province.

Director Hutchinson reports,that the 
maximum tempera tnre - at St. John 
was 52,5 degrees, on the 22nd. The 
miminiim registered was 7.7 degrees 
below zero on the 5th. The average 
for the month was 27 degrees, which 
was the same for January 1909.

The rain fall during the month was 
4 91 inches with .56 inches of rain and 
melted snow. The snow fall was 2.10 
inches Moderate southeasterly gales 
prevailed on the 2nd and 6th. North­
west gales on tlie 19th, and southeast* 
gales on the 22nd. The month closed 
with severe south to west galea with 
a rain fall on the 29th and 30th, of two 
inches.

The average cloudiness for the 
month was 6.3, compared with 6.5 in 
January, 1909. At St. John during the 
last month -the wind velocity was 10,- 
372 miles. In January, 1909, the velo­
city was 10,812.

Fredericton had most unusual wea­
ther. During the month there was 
only eighty-seven hours of sunshine. 
The maxumim temperature was 55 de­
grees. The minunlum was 20 below 
zero. The rain fall for the month was 
З.1» ffitSïiê» '««Пі 7.10 Inches of snow. 
Fredericton had 5,800 miles of wind.

At Moncton the maximum tempera­
ture was 50 degrees above. The m-inu- 
mum for the month was 12 degrees 
below zero. The total rain fall was 
3.40 inches with 4.5 inches of snow. 
The first half of the month was cold 
and cloudy, but towards the end heavy 
rains and freshets were frequent.

At St. Stephen the maximum tem­
perature was 49 degrees on the 21st. 
The minimum was 12 degrees below 
zero on the 5th. At Sussex the maxi­
mum was 55 degrees, while the mini­
mum was 14 degrees below zero.

At Lepreaux there were 6.87 inches 
of rain and three inches of snow.

FREDERICTON, N. B., Feb. 3—The 
decree In the case of Mary Eliza Cur- 
re?’ vs. L. A. Currey was this morning 
filed by the registrar of the divorce 
court with the clerk of the pleas. Ow­
ing to the extensiveness of the case, the 
decree is a very lengthy one, consisting 
of three iiundred folios, or about thirty 
thousand words. It is no doubt one of 
the longest decrees ever entered on the 
record of the divorce court. The 
» as commenced on October 11th, 1908, 
and continued along until December 
22nd last, when judgment was given, 
Judge .McKeown dismissing the plain­
tiff’s libel on the ground that under 
authority there was not sufficient evi­
dence for the court to grant the separ­
ation asked for.
Mrs. Currey is now appealing. Numer­
ous witnesses were examined both here 
and in st. John and the evidence taken 
makes three good sized volumes. The 
appeal will prooably last a couple of 
days. The registrar was asked If the 
court costs had been paid before the 
decree was filed. He replied that no de­
cree was issued, whether such granted 
Or dismissed application for divorce, 
until costs were first paid and he did 
not know of any exception to this rule 
having yet occurred.

MONCTON, N.B., Feb. 3.—E. R. 'Mc­

least. He sj-ys the rush to new fields 
is so wild that claims are staked with­
out -the slightest evidence of mineral 
deposit.

Until de­
velopment Is done it is impossible to 
estimate the extent or the width of 
the gold field. It runs in a northeast­
erly and southwesterly direction and 
within its boundries are veins of free 
gdld bearing quartz occasionally show­
ing upon the surface. In some of the 
richer claims as in Wilson, O’Brien 
and Bannermen, pure gold nuggets 
the size of peas can be seen scatteered 
through the quartz. McDonald is of 
the . opinion that (porcupine will but

From Montreal 
to St. John is at the exhibitors' ex- 
bense.

The attractiveness of this scheme will 
be a potent factor in Inducing some of 
the most important -Upper Canadian 
concerns to make a splendid display 
here. The added incentive of free space 
is also worthy of consideration. Both 
ideas are departures from the usual ar­
rangements at fairs in this city and 
have been proved of great value at 
Toronto, Winnipeg and other large ex­
hibition cities.

The vigor with which the primary ar­
rangements are being taken hold of in 
connection with the coming Dominion 
Fair, and the increasing flow of exhibi­
tors’ enquiries from all sources, make 
it practically certain the fair will 
eclipse every previous effort.

Comrie, who was riding on the engine, 
testified that the speed of the wrecked 
train was about 35 or 40 miles an hour. 
He could throw no light on the cause 
of the accident.

PARIS, Feb. 3—Official advices 
celved from Athens, say that the Greek 
Government protects that the disquiet­
ude among the powers is premature as 
the parliamentary elections will not be 
held until next year and there will be 
ample opportunity for action in the 
meantime.

At Jaffa, Tiberias, Safed and Haifa 
(Mount Carmel) Jews are reckoned by 
tens of thousands. Towns like Ramoth- 
Gilead, Bethlehem, Nazareth and Gaza, 
where a few years ago no Jew dared 
show his face, have now their Jewish 
quarters and synagogues.

The whole city of Jerusalem is essen­
tially a Jewish town. Banking, as Well 
as trade and commerce,, is monopolized 
by Jews.

which the older methods have been 
tried and failed. He examines the 
Mood of the patient, finding out mi­
croscopically what microbe is at the 
bottom of the disease. He takes a 
sample of the blood and cultivates it 
In a suitable medium. After his cul­
ture has besn killed, the patient is In­
oculated with it, the contention being 
that those dead bacteria develop in. 
his tissues protective bodies which 
Immunize him against the germs in 
his blood and being antagonistic to 
these germs bring about the cure of 
the disease. This treatment the doctor 
in question asserts, Is Justified by the 
tact that the man who gets bacterial 
disease is the one whose body is in­
capable in Itself of producing protect­
ive bodies to guarantee immunity.,
The lnocculation of dead bacteria 
stimulates the system to greater pro­
tection. One of the faults of the state­

rs put forward by this physician 
Is that he claims altogether too much 
for his method of treatment. He al­
leges that he has practically elimin­
ated the use of medicine, that he has 
treated many cases of consumption In 
Its earlier stages which are doing 
splendidly, and that the advantage of 
his method is that the patient never 
again contracts the same ailment. He 
mentions a . long list of diseases all 
caused by bacteria which he contends 
have been successfully treated by him, 
and although his recital Is Interesting 
in its way, it looks a little toe good to 
be true.

OTTAWA, Feb. 2.—For three hours 
in the house this afternoon the oppo­
sition gave a peculiarly stupid exhibi­
tion of bad party tactics and lack of 
leadership or unity. Starting out to 
bait the Minister of Labor and im­
press the country with the idea that 
for some occult reason he was trying 
to commit political suicide by opposing 
the interests of labor, they ended up 
by getting themselvdb badly tangled 
up in their own trap, putting them­
selves into a position of practical ob­
struction to the eight hour day bill 
now before the special committee of 
the house and finally forcing a vote in 
opposition to the stand taken by their 
leader and by a considerable propor­
tion of their own members. The result 
was a government majority of 71 with 
the opposition leader shirking the vote 
which his own followers had precipitat-

LONDON, Feb. 2.—Miss Annesey 
Kenealy, a woman Journalist, sister of 
Alexander Kenealy, editor of the Daily 
Mirror, and daughter of the late Ed­
ward Vaughan Kenealy, Q.C.—who 
spent many years and his fortune in 
the defence of Arthur Orton, the fam­
ous TIchobn claimant—is lying danger­
ously ill in St. Bartholomew’s Hospital 
to-night from poison. It is said on 
excellent authority that Miss Kenealy 
made a dramatic attempt at suicide 
this afternoon in the office of the Lon­
don Daily Mall.

Miss Kenealy recently brought an ac­
tion against the Daily Mail for alleged 
wrongful dismissal from the staff of 
that paper, but was unsuccessful. It 
is said that she went to the office of 
the newspaper this afternoon and sent 
up a note to the editor saying that she 
was going to end her life. Before she 
could' be reached she had taken the 
poison. At St. Bartholomew’s Hospital 
to-night it was informed that Miss 
Kenealy was there, having been 
brought in this afternoon, and was 
dangerously ill from the poison.

PARIS, Feb. 2—As the flood recedes, 
the streets of Paris present a deplor­
able condition. Miles of them In the 
districts along the Seine are covered 
with broken wreckage and the slime 
left by the waters, and present in many 
places dangerous pits and yawning 
gaps.

During the past 24 hours the river ' 
has fallen from two to three feet, but 
below Paris there are several feet of 
water, and boats are to be seen every­
where, carrying relief to the sufferers.

Contributions are coming in from 
every point, and the Americans here, 
as well as those in their own country, 
have been generous beyond all others. 
One of them, Rodman Wanamaker, has 
offered through the American Ambas­
sador, to supply one loaf of bread for 
every flood victim in Paris each day 
for a period of one month.

Every precautionary, measure has 
been taken to prevent the scourge fol­
lowing in the wake of the flood and the 
health authorities are sanguine that 

. the danger of an epidemic of any dis­
ease except typhoid Is a negligible 
quantity. Typhoid is always epidemic 
in France," due undoubtedly, to the pol­
luted water supply.

The government has Instructed the 
prefects of the departments and the 
provincial authorities everywhere, to 
enforce the most rigid disinfection as 
the waters recede. Already large quan­
tities of disinfectants have been em­
ployed, and immense supplies have 
been concentrated in depots in each of 
the arrondissements of Paris, for free 
distribution.-

General Brun, minister of war, has 
decided that as soon as their services 
can be dispensed with, the soldiers who 
have been taking part in the flood work 
will be given a week’s leave of ab­
sence.

At nightfall, the Lyons and Auster­
litz stations still, were surrounded by 
water, -then;.tracks of the.Orleans
and Invalides stations were'aubmerged, 
the flood at these points being nine feet 
deep. The water is receding from the 
winé and spirit warehouses at Bercy 
Quay, the largest in _ Europe. The

A recent decision of the Board of 
Railway Commissioners, who also have 
jurisdiction Over telegraph business, 
will seriously affect all the newspapers 
of the Dominion which are in the habit 
of receiving their news by wire. The 
most important feature of the ruling 
is the clause forbidding the telegraph 
companies to furnish or transmit news 
services at a flat rate of so much per 
week. As all the Associated Press, the 
Canadian Associated Press and the 
Western Associated Press matter is 
handled at flat rates at present,the 
newspapers simply paying a fixed rate 
and receiving everything sent out by 
the central bureau, the change will ma­
terially affect their telegraphic service.

That the change will not be for the 
•better is certain, as at the inquiry the 
C. P. R.. Telegraph Company, which 
controls the Associated Press in Can­
ada, claimed that they lost $60,000 on 
this feature last year and will find it 
necessary to raise their rates under the 
new system.

Representatives of the telegraph 
companies and the newspapers have 
been called to meet in Montreal next 
Tuesday to discuss the matter and try 
to come to a working arrangement.

The trouble arose over a complaint of 
undue discrimination which was made 
by the Western Associated Press which 
is an organization formed by the Win- 

| nlpeg papers to protect themselves 
against the telegraph companies. The 
association formerly paid so much per 
word but later secured an agreement 

This rate was higher 
than that which the C. P. R. Company 
charged for the Associated Press ser­
vice and this я as one cause for the 
cbmplaint.

After the matter was thrashed out 
the Commission refused to force the 
company to give the association the 

rate and instead declared that the 
whole flat rate arrangement was ille­
gal and ordered that it be discontinued 
and that about February all matter be 
charged at a word rate. The Commis­
sion also directed all telegraph 
panles to prepare and publish a tariff 
of their rates and that Che rates given 
should apply to everyone without any 
discrimination.

As a Urge proportion of the tele­
graphic news which appears in the St. 
John papers is supplied by the Associ­
ated Press at the flat rate, the sub­
scribers will suffer the loss of a lot of 
interesting reading if the telegraph 
companies seize this opportunity to fix 
their charges at a rate that will be 
prohibitive on all but the most Import­
ant news. - The matter will, however* 
be thoroughly discussed.
