LONDON, Dec. 18~David Lloyd-
George, M. P. speaking in Birming-
ham town hall tonight, precipitated a
scene unprecedented in that city since
the Aston Park riots.

The majority of the audience were

‘hostile to the speaker and were en-

raged by his pro-Boer and anti-Cham-
berlain utterances. They rushed the
police cordon guarding the platform.
_In the meanwhile the building was
‘besieged from the outside by & mob of
‘several thousand people, ‘who. 'Smashs
ed windows and tried to force the
dvors, which had .been  barricaded.
They fusiladed the audience : with
stones through the windows.

The police reserves were turned out
and succeeded in. dispersing the imob
after repeated charges. A number of
persons were injured and the .town
hall was completely wrecked. Not a
single window was left whole:
LONDON, ' Dec. 19.—The Birming-
ham riot is considered a curious illus-
tration .of ‘'the variegated ecareer of
Joseph Chamberlain, the: colonial sec-
retary. :
The Aston Park riots of 1884, it is
pointed out, were demonstrations on
the part of the Chamberlainites against
the so-called tory intrudér, Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill, while that of today
was against an extreme radical.

Parliamentarians Who Made Un-
Ppromising Starts.

First .Speeches Laughed at — Glad-
stone, Salisbury and Others Gave
Little Promise of Being Great
Orators When They First Entered
the Politieal Arena,

(Macmillan’s Magazine.)

One night early in 1833 (the year at-
ter he had failed in his contest as a
radical for the borough of High Wy-
combe) Benjamin Disraeli, sitting in
the stranger’s gallery of the house of
commons, : listened to the debate on
the address in which Lord John Rus-
sell, “Macaulay, Stanley, Bulwer, and
other leading members of the house
took part. Next day he wrote to his
sia'ter: “Was at the house of commons
yesterday during the whole of the de-
bate—one of the finest we have had
for years. Macaulay was admirable,
but, between ourselves, I could floor
them all. This entre mous. I was
never more confident of anything than
that I could carry everything - before
me in that house. The time will
come.” % 3 .
- The time did come four years later,
when, on December 7, 1837, Disraeli,
having been returned as a tory, stood
up in the House of commons to make
his maiden speech. The story of that
historic fiasco has never been fully
told. What is generally known is that
Disraeli was interrupted by burstas of
ironical laughter almost from the be-
ginning of ' his speech, and that at
length, utterly unable to catch the ear
of the house, he concluded by shout-
ing at the utmost pitch of' his voice
the famous phrase: “Though I sit
down now the time will come when
you will hear me.”

CAUSE OF HIS FAILURE.
Disraeli’s failure on this occasion
was mot due to nervous timidity, but
to the less amiable fault of overconfi-
dent fluency, to the young member's
irritating - self-assurance of manner,
inspired, obviously, by the conviction
that he was about to leap into parlia-
mentary fame at a single bound. This,
with his foppish attire, his' affected
gestures, and the knowledge - of his
rapid - change of political opinious,
causéd the British radicals and the
Irish repeaters, both led by the lusty
lungs of 'O’Connell, to indulge in roars
of ironical 'laughter and other dis-
concerting cries. :
Gladstone’s first appearance as a
speaker in the arena’in which he was
for so long a period the most eloquent
and  predominating ' personality, was
obs¢iliré and disappointing. He took
his seat as 4 M#mber for Newark on
January 29, 1833, the of#0ing day of the
first ségsion of the first parliament el-
ected under the reform act—being then
twenty-three years old. B
Three weeks later, on February 21,
he -made his maiden speech. A peti-

Certainly he was extreme-
ly nervous on this occasion, as his in-
distinctness of utterance and hesi-
tancy of manner only too obviously
showed. That voice which subsequent-
ly held so many thousands spellbound
by  its music was inaudible from the
gallery in which the reporters were
taking notes. So little notice did this
debut attract that a speech. delivered
in the house a few months later by his
brother Thomas, in defense ‘of their
father, who was an owner of slaves on
‘hig estate at Demerara, has often been
described in biographical sketches as
Gladstone’s maiden effort.
