A Plncher Creek, Alberta, despatch 
says: The discovery ot an oil gusher 
which now yields 300,000 gallons dally, 
as well as smaller well» In the Immedi­
ate vicinity, has shown that there are 
other resources of the new province 
than wheat.

Great secrecy has been maintained 
in an attempt to keep the news of the 
oil fields from the public.

This oil district, under which It Is 
believed the largest lake of oil In the 
world lies, Is In the southwestern por­
tion of the new province of Alberta. 
The gusher Is less than five miles 
north of the Montana boundary and 
within forty miles of the main line of 
the Canadian Pacific railway.

Less than a year ago the first well 
was bored, and at a depth of 500 feet 
a 12,000 gallon well Was struck. Con­
fident that this was not the limit, the 
operators kept on, with the result that 
seVeral other wells were struck. So 
hopeful were the prospects that the 
Company sent east for a standard cable 
drill, capable of boring a twelve inch 
hole 3,000 feet deep.

It was not until last spring that this 
machine was put to work. When It 
was down about 800 feet a small flow 
of oil was struck. Going deeper It 
got Into a seam ot coal, and when this 
was passed It struck solid rock. When 
their hopes were dying out the oil lake 
was struck, and with a mighty roar a 
twelve Inch stream spouted fifty or 
more feet Into the air, taking with It 
the drill and other machinery. Before 
the well could be plugged oil had filled 
the hollows In the surrounding ground, 
and in some places was five and six 
feet deep.

The story of the find reads more like 
fiction than a story of real life. Sev­
eral years ago William Aldrich was 
supplying his Mormon neighbors with 
as much oil as they could use for light­
ing purposes. Where he got It, or how, 
he kept a secret, but It was known 
that he made two days’ Journey twice 
a week and f returned with half o 
dozen ot more barrels of oil.

John Lindham, a wealthy rancher 
from Okotoks, tesolved to look Into 
the matter and discovered that Aldrich 
was gettirik his oil from surface seep­
ages. He formed a company, taking 
In the ‘discoverer, and bought all the 
land which an eastern expert said 
tained oil. This was In 1902, but It was 
not until last fall that the first well 
was bored.

The geologist who first looked 
the ground describes the 
which the oil Is found as 
crevice formed by volcanic eruptions, 
crossing the formation of the Воску 
Mountains, and thus making huge 
basins into which the oil has been 
oozing for hundreds of years until It 
has formed vast lakes.

Surveyors have been In the district 
mapping out Ццев for the Canadian 
Pacific and the Great Northern rail­
ways, and these companies may tap 
the rich district.

PORTLAND, Me., Oct. 5.—At yester­

day afternoon's ■ session of the Cole 
murder trial, evidence was received 
from the doctors who performed the 
autopsy and from residents at Fal­
mouth, who identified Cole as the man 
seen with Steeves the day of the mur­
der.

Steeves, the latter advancing the 
money for the fares, testified that on 
April 12 he had met Cole and asked 
where Steeves was, and the latter had 
told him Steeves had gone home. Two 
pawnbrokers were called on, from one 
of whom Steeves had bought a watch, 
vPhich Cole sold on April 12 to the 
other/ Two witnesses swore to Inter­
views with the prisoner, In which he 
asked them to Join him In drugging 
Steeves. Another said that Cole told 
him that Steeves had money, and that 
he was going to get it If he had to 
knock him senseless. This was a fort­
night before the murder.

Cole’s statements, contradictory In 
some points, were brought by a news­
paper reporter and Sheriff PendeU of 
this county. To the former. Cole had 
declared that he was not out of the 
house on April 12 because he had been 
threatened by the liquor dealers he had 
been spotting, while to the latter he 
said he' had been in the house most of 
the day, hut had gone out once on an 
errand.

To the sherjft he also said about the 
last of April that Mrs. Cole had seen 
Steeves In Portland a week or so after 
the day of the murder. In this Inter­
view, Cole had produced a letter threat­
ening him with violence for his work 
In spotting liquor dealers in Portland, 
saying that he would get the same dose 
that others had received.

That the state will hold that this 
letter was written by Cole himself, 
with the hope of throwing the blame 
of Sleeves’ death on others, Is shown 
by the production of a piece of paper 
fitting its torn'sheet, which was found 
by the sheriff’s otficers In Cole’s cloth­
ing.

The prosecution appears to be certain 
that Cole wlU be convicted, while the 
defending counsel have lost no faith 
Ід their ability to clear the -prisoner. 
That they will attempt to establish an 
alibi Is probable, but whether Cole 
himself will take the stand, Scott Wil­
son, who Is senior counsel, would not 
say tonight. The defense will open in 
the morning, and the prospect Is now 
that the case will be In the Jury’s hands 
by Saturday afternoon.

An Interesting feature was the first 
Identification of the stick produced in 
court, with which the state claims the 
blow was struck that stunned and per­
haps killed Steeves.

The Jury retired at a quarter to 6 
o’clock. At 6.30 the Jury returned the 
following verdict:

We, the Jury empannelled to Investi­
gate the accident on Saturday, Sept.
30, 1906, report that having heard the 
evidence and examined the crossing, 
our verdict Is that Corey Floyd came 
to his death by being struck by train 
No. 26, and that said train was running 
faster than schedule time, and without 
sufficient warning to the absence of 
any protection at the crossing. In 
view ot the two recent accidents to 
which four people were killed and the 
numerous hairbreadth escapes, we beg 
to call the attention of the railway of­
ficials to the dangerous position of the 
crossing at Bloomfield station.

MR. LABILLOIS AND THE SENA- 
TORSHIP.

The Sun recently offered the novel 
suggestion that in making appoint­
ments to the senate the government 
might give as a sort of experiment 
some attention to the element of capa­
city, merit and possible usefulness of 
the candidate! This idea seems to 
have struck several politicians as not 
wholly unreasonable. It would appear, 
however, that Mr. Labillois in consid­
ering hie own qualifications is too 
modest to dwell upon these elements 
In the case. He apparently dépends 
upon the claims of his race, of the 
locality from which he comes and bis 
services to his party. In respect to 
the last mentioned qualification it may 
be said, that in the Parliamentary 
Companion issued this year Mr. Labil­
lois is described as “A conservative. A 
Roman Catholic. A Ministerialist.” 
Mr. LeBlano, the chief Acadian com­
petitor of Mr. Labillois, who was re­
corded as a conservative in former 
Companions, has changed his declara­
tion and appears in this number as a 
liberal. It is sâfe to say that Mr. La­
billois will be found willing to do the 
same if the name is all that stands 
between him and the senatorship.

Mr. Labillois is a man who has made 
his way steadily in public life. He 
certainly did not make an auspicious 
beginning, but it is believed that he 
has tried to live down the unhappy 
transaction connected with Jiis first 
sudden change of sides in local poli­
tics. It is fair to say that he has been 
a better chief commissioner than his 
predecessor, the present minister of 
railways, whose two-price bridge policy 
was discarded by the next head of the 
department. But we cannot congratu­
late the chief commissioner on his 
highway act, which is, perhaps, the 
most unpopular measure ever enacted 
in this province. It Is also singularly 
Ineffective in regard to its alleged 
purpose of improving the roads, which 
certainly were never worse within the 
memory of this generation. In fact, it 
is commonly believed that the desire 
of Mr. Labillois for the shelter of the 
senate chamber is greatly strengthened 
by popular resentment over this extra­
ordinary measure. This condition of 
public sentiment, may also account for 
the willingness of the ether provincial 
ministers to part with the chief com­
missioner. It is probable that they 
may conclude to part with the high­
way act soon after.

BASTPORT, OcL 8.—After a delay 

of about a month in the harbor, the 
two Italian barks, Harrington and At- 
tlvo, will probably receive their load 
of box shocks for Mediterranean ports 
and two small schooners came down 
the St. Croix river during the past 
week with some of the cargo of orange 
and lemon shocks, which are being put 
on board. It was generally supposed 
when the barks arrived here that they 
would be hauled in at the railroad 
wharf, where there Is sufficient water 
to remain in gafety, but there has been 
delay in bringing in the shocks by 
train from Princeton or Calais, and 
this has been annoying to’ the Italian 
captains, who, it is stated, had been 
asked to bave their ships towed up the 
St. Croix river below Calais, where 
there might be some cbance to get 
loaded quicker than if they remained 
here and waited for the shocks to come 
in by train. It was given out this week 
that the commanders of the barks did 
not care to take the chances in the nar­
row channel up the river, so it is pro­
bable that the cargoes .will be brought 
here by vessels, or perhaps train.

The two fishery protective cruisers 
Constance and Curlew of the dominion 
government were at anchor in the 
harbor Sunday, and their officers and 
crew» enjoyed shore leave about the 
Island City for several hours. It is not 
often that the two handsome white 
cruisers are here at the same time, 
and it was rumored that they were on 
the watch for reported users of dyna­
mite in different parts of Passama- 
quoddy Bay and the Bay of Fundy, 
but nothing definite wag heard in this 
city, and it is known that no dynamite 
has been used in the harbor for some 
weeks, following the recent arrest of 
two Quoddy fishermen, who will be 
heard this month at Machlas.

Campobelio Island, N. B„ has been 
one of the strong attractions every 
Sunday for a number of the young re­
sidents, who, after being dry for the 
week, usually enjoy a few hours over 
the line, and where they had been sure 
of getting enough liquor to fill up on, 
besides bringing in a bottle for later 
use. Several boats which started out 
Sunday for Campobelio were not al­
lowed to land at the places where the 
attraction was, and it was a dry time 
coming back for many.

DEATH OF PROMINENT 
SAGKVILLE PEOPLE
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THE SLOW CENSUS.

Volume three of the reports of the 
Dominion census of 1901 has Just ap­
peared. The statements contained in 
it are made up from the Information 
gathered by the census enumerators in 
the early spring of 1901, four and a 
half years ago. The tardy appearance 
of this' volume, which is not yet the 
last of the aeries, is a sufficient com­
ment on the boast of the minister of 
agriculture that he would reform the 
art of census taking in Canada. Mr. 
Fisher charged that the census of 1891, 
taken by Dr. George Johnson, was a 
costly production.. He also said that 
the late government was too long com­
pleting the work, and that it contain­
ed many errors. Now we are partly 
able to compare the work of Dr. John­
son with that of his successors. The 
census of 1901 has been much longer In 
preparation. Two years ago the cost 
of the census of 1901 was more than 
double that of any previous census 
taken In Canada. Since then the cost 
has gone on increasing. Lastly, there 
is no manner of doubt that the census 
of 1901 is the least accurate of the four 
Dominion censuses.

The business of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific commissioners Is to construct 
the eastern half of the new transconti­
nental line. • They will not be concern­
ed in the operation of the railway when1 
it Is completed, or in the routing of 
traffic.

WIRELESS SIGNALS ON TRAINS.goneon a
by a sled team.I' If the experiments which the Chicago 

and Alton Railway is now making with 
a system of wireless telegraph signal* 
prove successful, says the Chlcag< 
Dally News, lt would seem that thej 
must lead ultimately to a revolutionary 
change as regards safety In the opera­
tion of American railways. This road, 
it is reported, has taken steps to equip 
all its engines with wireless apparatus. 
Through this method of communication 
a tra.n approaching within two miles 
of another on the same track will make 
Its prqximity known automatically to 
the engineer of the other train, who will 
have before him an indicator. The 
ringing of a bell and the flashing of a 
green light will appraise him that the 
train is coming from the read. A red 
light flashed before him will mean that 
the train is in front, The exchange of 

•signals would be simultaneous, both 
engineers receiving the warning at the 
same moment. Should this device 
prove practicable, its adoption wou]d 
go far towards diminishing the number 
of casualltles due to collision. Ordin- 
arily when an engineer has received his * 
orders-from the train despatcher, and 
pulled out on the main line he Is cut 
off from all chance of communication 
which might inform him as to the 
movement of other trains. The publie 
hears occasionally, of cases In which * 
train despatcher knows that . a colli­
sion Is impending, but, being powerless 
to warn the engineers, confines his ef­
forts to telegraphing for surgeons and 
wrecking crews before the gcclfient has 
taken place.

Definite or, for that matter, suspicious 
cases of the disease are not likely to 
cause us so much trouble as are per­
sons who have been infected but who 
arrive at our ports In the Incubation 
period of the malady, and who may 
thus be the means of Introducing chol­
era Into some of our inland towns. 
Cases of this latter nature are most 
liable to occur on vessels coming from 
ports only some two or three days* 
steaming from our shores, but It has 
to be remembered that this limitation 
embraces practically all the French 
ports, a large number of German ports, 
as also the ports of Holland and Bel­
gium. It Is, of course, difficult to pre­
dict from which quarter the more im­
minent danger is to be anticipated, but 
judging by past events, we should say 
that Hamburg Is the port which needs 
most careful watching. At the same 
time, having regard to the state of 
Russia, It is impossible, with Llbau" 
pouring forth its Polish emigrants, and 
Black Sea ports, for aught we know to 
the contrary, infected, to neglect ships 
coming from these quarters. It may 
be Instructive in connection with this 
aspect of the problem, to point out 
that during Angust last there arrived 
in this country from Hamburg, Bre­
men and Bremerhaven 3,201 aliens, as 
against 2,609 in the corresponding 
month of last year. This increase is 
somewhat ominous in view of the fact 
that the figures for other ports show a 
falling off as compared with those of 
1904. From Rotterdam, Amsterdam and 
Antwerp came 3,301 aliens, and from 
Llbau, the great emigration port of 
Russia, 1,882. In our larger ports we 
must depend upon the energetic and 
conscientious discharge of their duties 
Ьу the port medical officers of health, 
who should, when necessary, 
even elastic use of the great powers 
conferred upon them by the Cholera 
Order. The main point to Insist upon 
is that all cases of illness of whatever 
reported nature should be thoroughly 
Investigated. The medical officer of 
health must also satisfy himself in the 
case of aliens arriving from infected 
or suspected ports—and what a wide 
margin Is here left for his discretion!— 
as to the trustworthiness of the names 
and addresses of passengers before he 
allows them to land. Having forward­
ed the information to the medical offi­
cer of health of their intended destina­
tion, he has done his utmost, the rest 
devolves upon the local medical officer. 
A large share of responsibility also 
rests upon the Customs, since in the 
case of all vessels carrying aliens it Is 
the duty of the customs officers to se­
cure the names and addresses of the 
passengers. Those, however, who have 
followed aliens from their ships to 
their lodgings In the east end of Lon­
don or the purlieus of Glasgow must 
be aware how difficult it is to Inspect 
thoroughly their movements. Tet it is 
possible that the danger threatens us 
not so much through large and well- 
equipped ports like London or Glasgow 
as through some of our smaller and 
less well-regulated seaboard towns, 
whether in England, Scotland or Wales. 
There are places which, if cholera 
continues to advance in an ominous 
manner, should be stimulated to put 
themselves in order, for their present 
state la a source of danger to the 
whole community.

Persia, Western Asia, l, .,pe, and per­
haps America bear witness to the hor­
rors of Its march. We know, however, 
something as to the routes by which 
it has in the past reached Gréât Britain. 
As a general rule the disease, having 
taken on its pandemic phase, has 
pied some two or three years in reach­
ing our shores, its progress being stay­
ed by the cold of winter and helped to 
greater proportions by thé heat of the 
succeeding summer and autumn. At 
the time of the pandemic which 
menced in Bengal in 1826, cholera grad­
ually extended to Russia and 
Europe, reaching our shores by two 
separate routes, via Riga and the Med­
way and via Hamburg and Sunderland. 
The next epidemic, which commenced 
in 1846, reached the Caspian Sea in 1847 
and extended to Russia in 1848, in the 
autumn ot which year it reached Eng­
land via, in ail probability, Hamburg. 
In 1863 the disease again prevailed in 
Europe, and in the autumn of the fol­
lowing year It was carried to our shores 
through German ports. The route of 
the fourth pandemic which we have 

apparently largely 
governed by the construction of the 
Suez Canal, as this was the first 
sion on which the disease, being 
ried from Mecca to Suez by returning 
Pilgrims, spread to the Mediterranean 
and then northwards. This brief sketch 
of the history of cholera will suffice to 
indicate the danger which now threat­
ens us, but it has to be borne in mind 
that the disease has on several occa­
sions within the last quarter of a cen­
tury attacked parts of Europe without 
ever reaching our shores.

As regards the present state of af­
fairs, we showed in our Annus Medicus 
for 1904* that cholera was gradually 
stealing westward and that it had dur­
ing that year manifested itself in 
Asiatic Turkey, Persia and Russia. We 
pointed out that the disease had been 
carried across the Caspian Sea by 
boats to the perts of the now ill-fated 
Baku in August, 1904, where, up to Oc­
tober, some 400 cases of the disease 
had been reported. From the Asiatic 
shores of the Caspian Sea the disease 
was conveyed to the mouth of the Vol­
ga and travelled along its course, in­
troducing infection Into Astrakhan, 
Saratov and Samara, singe cases hav­
ing been discovered on rver steamers 
as fa* up the Volga as Nijnl Novgorod. 
When this situation was 
ventured to predict that t»e existence 
ot the disease In Russia was not with­
out serious danger to Northern and 
Western Europe and to England itself. 
This prediction seems now in a fair 
way to be realized, since it is plear 
that the disease has become widespread 
in Russia among the workmen who 
have ascended the Volga, and from 
this river it has probably spread to 
other of the numerous water-ways with 
which the Russian Empire abounds. 
From these water-ways, by means 
which have not been clearly graced, the 
disease has probably been carried to 
the basin of the Vistula, which, be it 
noted, Is In connection by Its water­
ways with the Oder and the Spree. 
From the basin ot the Vistula infec­
tion seems gradually extending to the 
west, and a Russian emigrant has been 
attacked by the disease at Hamburg, 
the port which, as has been already 
stated, has on other occasions been the 
gateway from which the disease left 
the shores of Germany for our 
But one of the most serious aspects of 
the present spread Is the ominous 
silence of Russia, a country which was 
one of the signatory powers to the 
Venice convention. There would seem 
to be no means of ascertaining what is 
the actual prevalence of cholera in the 
Russian Empire at the present mo­
ment, but when we have regard to the 
numerous water-ways and railways 
connecting Russia with Germany and 
Austria, we see what may be the sig­
nificance of this Indisposition to notify 
to other signatory powers the existence 
of foyçrs of the disease. The state of 
affairs in Prussia is already sufficient­
ly serious with a record of 179 cases 
and 66 deaths and with the disease 
drifting over to the west. But here 
vigorous action is being taken and spe­
cial river police have been appointed to 
control the disease along the water­
ways. We read.'loo, In the Paris press 
that a battalion of Fusiliers of the 
German Guard have been quarantined 
owing to one of the men having been

STOCKHOLM, Sweden, Oct 2—After 
the-king's speech from the throne has 
been delivered at the opening of the 
Riksdag today, the government intro­
duced a motion requesting the house 
to approve a proposal that arrange­
ments entered between Sweden and 
Norway should go into force from a 
date which was left blank when Nor­
way took similar action.

And 
by these means the rugs get a certain 
gloss which is much appreciated. What 
may be called a genuine “antique" Is 
thus manufactured and sold in the ba­
zar for 10 times or 20 times the price 
for which it could be bought in Lon­
don.

NEW YORK, OcL 4.—A Butte, Mont., 

despatch to the World says that the 
man calling himself Pat. Crowe, who 
was arrested In Butte, Monday night, 
by two detectives, after he had been 
about the city for a week, made a 
statement last night relative to the 
kidnapping of Eddie Cudahy, declaring 
that the proposition “to work” the 
boy’s father for* a ransom came from 
the boy himself.

Edward A. Cudahy, Jr., was 15 years 
old at the time he was kidnapped, De­
cember 18, 1900, but according to the 
account given by Crowe the boy disap­
peared November 18, 1900.

Crowe gives a story of his life, and 
says he was a prosperous butcher In 
South Omaha when the elder Cudahy- 
came there, built a packing house and 
drove him out of business.

Crowe says the boy himself first 
broached the subject of working on his 
father’s feelings for a big ransom. At 
first Crowe paid no attention to the 
proposition, but it was repeated later, 
he says, and with such detail that he 
concluded to go into the alleged plot 
with the boy. A third party was with 
them, but he got frightened, believing 
the scheme was a trap.

The Cudahy boy, It to asserted by 
Crowe, proposed demanding 950,000 from 
his father, but Crowe and Cullahan, 
the second party he took into the 
scheme, thought 325,000 was enough. 
The story of Crowe as to Jiow the kid­
napping was worked and how Cudahy 
drove out into a lonesome place and 
left the money agrees with the first 
published reports of the affair, but 
Crowe says young Cudahy was „a lead­
ing spirit in the adventure, and was 
never a prisoner. 'The three divided 
the 325,000, young Cudahy being given 
36,000 as his share. He was then taken 
to his home and left a few blocks from 
the Cudahy house.

An Omaha special to the World says 
that Mrs. Cudahy ridicules the state­
ment made by Crowe that her son Ed­
die himself was a party to the kidnap­
ping, and that he received 38,000 of the 
father’s money. “Why, It is outrage­
ous,” said Mrs. Cudahy, “to think a 
boy of 15 could think of such a thing. 
What could he do with the money? 
Why does any one want to pay any at­
tention to the absurd stories of this 
man Crowe?”

Both the boy and his father had re­
tired for the night when the news of 
Crowe’s version of the origin of the 
plot reached Omaha, and Mrs. Cudahy 
refused tç disturb them, declaring the 
suggestion was so manifestly absurd 
that It was unworthy of credence.

BUTTE, Mont., Oct 4,—Pat Crowe 
today admitted that he was In Omaha 
six weeks ago and engaged In a pis­
tol duel with the police, during which 
an officer was shot. He says the po­
lice fired 18 shots at him before he re­
plied, and that he opened fire to save 
his ewn life. He denies absolutely the 
alleged confession published in Butte 
last night, and refutes the statement 
that he had eald that Young Cudahy 
plotted with him to extort money from 
Mr. Cudahy, senior.

Water for Mill Gomes In Pipe' 
Running Through Defendant’s 

Property.

The trial of this case was begun be* 
fore Judge Barker at Chatham last 
week, and was then adjourned until 
yesterday afternoon, when the hearing 
was continued In this city. The case 
will probably occupy two or three 
days, as there are a number of wit­
nesses to be examined on both sides.

The question at Issue is Whether the 
plaintiffs, Andrew1 Loggie, Robert Log- 
gle and Francis P. Loggie, have a right 
to get water for the mill at Black 
Brook, Northumberland Co., through 
a pipe which runs through the defend­
ant's land. This pipe was laid in the 
year 1872, leading from a spring to the 
plaintiffs’ mill. The defendants wish 
to" build over the pipe line, and this 
suit is brought to prevent any interfer­
ence with the present state of affairs. 
The title to the land to one question 
involved, and depends on certain boun­
daries which have been changed In re­
cent years, while some old landmarks 
have also disappeared, making the de­
termination of the lines very difficult. 
The first part of the afternoon was 
takqsr up by the plaintiffs putting In 
evidence the deeds through which they 
claim title. One deed was made In the 
year 1892 by a referee In equity to 
Francis E. Winslow. Strangely 
enough, there to no record of the pro­
ceedings in the equity court which au­
thorized the referee to make this deed. 
There are no papers on record with 
the clerk of the court, and the ques­
tion arises, since the deed Is register­
ed, whether it will be presumed that 
all the proceedings were regular. Tho 
plaintiffs propose to call В. H. McAl# 
pine, the referee, to prove that the de­
cree for sale was properly made. No 
copy of the decree can be found.

The first witness called by the plain­
tiffs was John Blake of Loggie ville. 
Witness stated that he had lived at 
Loggieville all his life, some sixty-eight 
years. He wâs head man at one time 
for Hon. Peter Mitchell and after that 
with Guy Stewart & Co. He had laid 
the water pipe in question and describ­
ed its location. Guy Stewart had 
changed the direction of the pipe line 
in order to get fresh water for his 
mill. Formerly they used salt water 
from the Miramichl river, but that 
corroded the boilers and necessitated 
conttitual cleaning. It would be a 
great - Injury to the plaintiffs to be de­
prived of their supply of fresh water. 
The plaintiffs’ predecessors in title had 
this water privilege and kept the pipe 
line In repair. The defendants had 
uncovered the pipe and as it was made 
of wood, the - exposure to the weather 
would soon greatly Injure It. The pipe 
had been in Its present location for 
over thirty years.

W. E. Hickson gave evidence to the 
same effect, regarding the existence of 
the pipe and the continued use of the 
water by the plaintiffs and the former 
owners of the plaintiffs’ lot.

The case was then adjourned until 
10 o’clock this morning. Attorney Gen­
eral Pugsley and Messrs. Tweedle, K. 
C., and Haviland for the plaintiffs; 
Geo. Alien, K. C., M. G. Teed, K. C., 
and R. E. Lawlor, K. C., for the de­
fendants.
