Corporations Committee met this even­
ing to consider the amended bill of 
the Toblque Pulp and Paper Company. 
F. R. Taylor pointed out that practi­
cally the only change in the bill so 
far as meeting the objections were 
concerned was the omission of asking 
for works in the St. John River. Lum­
ber interests on the Tobique River 
were Just as much Imperiled as were 
also the fishing Interests.

Stetson, Cutler and Company evinc­
ed so little interest in the bill that 
they did not think It worth while to 
be present. They only tiad 
their limits for nine more years and it 
did not look as if they were in earnest 
in asking for this legislation but It 
rather looked as if it was the work 
of the promoters who were anxious to 
Impede the lumber on its passage 
down river and have it conveyed to 
the United States for manufacture.

Mr. Tweeddale argued that the dam 
at Aroostook falls had never hurt a 
single lumberman. Stetson, Cutler and 
Company had most valuable limits 
on the Tobique and wanted this char­
ter to manufacture the tops of their 
trees which would bring large addi­
tional revenue to the province by re­
moving them from the woods to pro­
vent the* danger from fire. The char­
ter would be of no use for speculative 
purposes as there was not sufficient 
power at the Tobique Narrows to 
create any great quantity of electri­
cal energy. The amended bill provid­
ed for the lowering of the height of 
the dam. keeping sewage out of the 
river and for taking not only loose 
logs but rafts through the company’s 
works and over the dam without cost 
or injury. It also provided that Gov­
ernment w’ould stop construction If 
they found that fishing or lumbering 
Interests would be adversely affected.

Hon.Mr.Hazen said he thought there 
had been ample discussion to present 
fully both sides of the case to the 
committee and moved the committee 
adjourn on account of telegrams he

Brunswick needs civil service reform Just as much as 
Ottawa or any other province. Politicians put Into the 
Government service for political purposes cannot be ex­
pected to adopt business methods. Even If expected to 
do so. they have proven through a series of years that 
they are not likely to live up lo such expectations.

Then this report of the Royal Commission involves 
lion. Mr. Tweedle, now Lieutenant Governor, and Hon. 
Mr. Pugsley, now Federal Minister of Public Works. It 
appears, as lias been apparent (hrougli all New Bruns 
wlrk s recent political history, that there were not enough 
lawyers and financiers outside the Government to do the 
business of the Government. New Brunswick Is 
province, and of course trained and experienced 
were scarce. As a consequence, the members of the 
Government were obliged to act ode day as ministers and 
the next day as employes of the Government. On the 
first day they drew salary as ministers and on the second 
they drew salary as special legal advisers, bond brokers, 
financiers, and so on. Home people call this graft, but 
• bal Is because they do not understand the circumstances. 
If New Brunswick cabinet ministers were not allowed lo 
do tills, how would I hey make a living’ Their official 
salaries would not provide' for their wives nnd families, 
and few of them had private fortunes.

"The whole miserable story Indicates first, the neces­
sity for civil service reform In New Brunswick, and sec­
ondly, the need for Maritime union. In a province so 
small that It cannot provide a proper salary for its polit­
ical cabinet members, It Is Impossible to distinguish be­
tween the public and private clllsene, Politics have been 
the corse of the beautiful provinces by the sea, and It Is 
to be hoped that they will be given an opportunity to 
outgrow these Infantile political conditions which are the 
mark of the small."

Fredericton, Apm 20.—Those inter- 
®atad ln the Promotion of the new 
Medical Act which has cauted so 
much discussion, have distributed 
among the members of the House cir- 
culars setting forth some reasons 
why In their opinion the act should 
pass and giving some other informa­
tion concerning It. The circular says 
in part; Among the objects sought 
to be obtained by the bill are the foi* 
lowing:—To re-arrange and simplify 
the old act, cutting out unnecessary 
sections and setting out its provisions 
under appropriate headings. To pro- 
vide that all members of the council 
shall be elected by the medical society 
as is done generally In the other pro­
vinces of the Dominion. To vest the 
right Of appeal in mattesr coming be­
fore the council in a Justice of the su­
preme court Instead of the Lieuten­
ant Governor ln council. To provide 
for perpetual registration as physician 
on payment of a fee of 320. To per­
mit non-residents to practice in this 
province if otherwise duly qualified 
under the act. To provide for recip­
rocal registration with the United 
Kingdom so that registered physicians 
from the United Kingdom may be ad­
mitted to practice in this province if 
similar privileges are accorded to our 
physicians. To provide for publica- 
tion of a medical register in a pamph­
let similar to that issued by medical 
councils in other provinces of the Do­
minion. To provide that no optician 
or fitter of spectacles shall use or ap­
ply any powerful or paralysing drug 
unless under direction of a duly quali­
fied practloner. The circular also 
states "this bill does not prevent the 
practice of osteopathy, It does not de­
mand acceptance of any special theory 
of medicine or any special system 
of healing. Provision is made that 
those trained in special theories of anv 
system may be examined in those 
theories by practitioners who follow 
the same system. When a man has 
once passed the general requirements 
he may practice osteopathy, homoe- 
pathy or otherwise as he pleases, but 
the question is, shall a man simply 
because he professes to practice os­
teopathy be heretofore exempted from 
P®8®*n* the reasonable requirements 
which all other medical practitioners 
must pass and be allowed to practice 
at will among the public without this 
test of his qualifications and without
