Washington, Oct. 10.—The text of the American memorandum re- 

plying to that of the Allied governments regarding treatmentzof bellig­
erent submarines In neutral ports, Is as follows:

The government of the United States has received the identic 
memorandum of the governments of France, Great Britain, Russia and 
Japan, In which'neutral governments ar« exhorted “to take effleaeioua 
measures tending to prevent belligerent submarines, regardless of thel^ 
use, to avail themselves of neutral waters, roadsteads and harbors."

These governments point out the facility possessed by such craft 
to avoid supervision or surveillance or determination of their national 
character and their power “to de injury that Is Inherent In their very 
nature,” as well as the “additional facilities” afforded by having at their 
disposal places where they can restand replenish their supplies.

Apparently on theee grounds, the Allied governments hold that “sub­
marine vessels must be excluded from the benefit of the rules hereto­
fore accepted under international law regarding the admission and so­
journ of war and merchant vessels In neutral waters, roadsteads or har­
bors, Any submarine of a belligerent that once enters a neutral harbor 
muat be held there” and, therefore, the Allied governments “warn neutral 
powers of the great d*nger to neutral submarines attending the naviga­
tion of waters visited by the submarines of belligerents.”

AN EXPRESSION OF “SURPRISE.”
In reply the government of the United States must express its sur­

prise that there appears to be an endeavor for the Allied powers to de­
termine the rule of action governing what they regard as a “novel situ­
ation” In respect to the use of submarines in time of war, and to en­
force acceptance of that rule, at least In part, by warning neutral pow­
ers of the great danger to their submarines In waters that may be vis­
ited by belligerent submarines.

In the opinion of the government of the United States the Allied 
powers have not set forth any circumstances nor is the government of 
the United States at present qware of any circumstances concerning 
the use of war merchant submarines which would render the existing 
rules of InteVnational law inapplicable to them.

London, OoL 10.—The British par­
liament assembled today tor the 
autumn session. There are few mat­
ters of importance to come before par­
liament with the exception of ques­
tion* pertaining to the war. Financial 
aspects of the -war were referred to 
by the Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
Reginald McKenna.

In response to a question In tike 
House of Commons, Mr. McKenna, said 
the decision to issue six per cent, ex­
chequer bonds had been taken because 
the moment did not appear to be the 
most favorable to put out a long dated 
loan. He qould not give a pledge as 
to the Issuance of such a loan, he said, 
but intended to recommend such a 
flotation at the first favorable oppor­
tunity.

Irish Nationalists, at a meeting to­
day, decided to make an effort to have 
the Irish question discussed in the 
House of Commons as early as pos­
sible. John Redmond was requested 
to give notice of the following mo­
tion and ask facilities tor Its discus­
sion :

“That the system of government at 
present maintained In Ireland Is in­
consistent with the principles tor 
which the Allies are fighting in 
Du rope, snd is, or has been, mainly 
responsible tor the recent unhappy 
events and for the present state of 
feeling In that country."

The British government has decid­
ed to appoint a royal commission, with 
Lord Crawford as chairman, to take 
steps necessary to ensure adequate 
and regular supplies of wheat and 
flour. Announcement to this effect 
wae made in the House of Commons 
today by Walter Roadman, president 
of the Board of TVade. Mr. Rundman 
said It had become dear that the sup­
plying of wheat for Great Britain 
could not be left to private enter­
prises.

The other companies, as they, in turn, 
reached the creet of the ridge, followed suit and extended Into open 
order, the battalion thus moving forward In three successful waves for 
over a mile. The battalion continued In thle fashion under a heavy 
and continuous shell fire. Men were struck down, killed or blown up 
and buried. Three times the officer commanding, himself, was partly 
burled by the earth from shells exploding near him, and a major twice 
narrowly escaped^ both being knocked down and bruised and shock­
ed by nearby explosions.

BRITISH PRESS OPINIONS.
London, Oct 10.—The evening newspapers of London, in comment­

ing on the activities of the U-63, refer to the request made by the Unit­
ed States of Great Britain early In the year to recall British cruisers 
from trade lines approximate to American waters and American porte, 
and contend the United States cannot permit belligerent submarines 
to operate in these same waters.

268 German Prisoners.
London, OcL 10—The official com­

munication from general headquarters 
of Gen. Halé in France issued tonight
reads:

“The work of Improving our 
positions south of «ho Ancre continued 
today without special interest. In ad­
dition to those reported, a further 268 
German prisoners were brought in, in­
cluding five officers.

“An enemy aeroplane was brought 
down north of NeuvUle^t.

"In the Travlgnolo Valley, after a 
demonstration on the slopes of Cima 
Bocche, the enemy attacked our posi­
tions on the second peak of Col Bricon 
in force.

An at­
tack against our advanced line on the 
north slopes of Monte Slef was àlso 
decisively repulsed.

“On the front in the Julian Alps the 
àrtillery activity by both sides has 
been increased. The enemy shelled 
Gorizia, causing damage to buildings 
and a few casualties among the in­
habitants. In the course of small 
fights on the Carso front forty-three 
prisoners were taken.

"Last night hostile aeroplanes made 
another raid on the Lower Isonzo, 
dropping a large number of bombs on 
villages in the Grado Lagoon and else­
where. Three persons were killed and 
two others wounded, and some mater­
ial damage was done.

"One of our aeroplane squadrons 
dropped bombs on enemy positions on 
Col Santo, north of Monte Pasubio.

Fast Motor Boats as Catch­
ers of Submarines—Admiral 
Bacon's Opinion.

Submarine-destroyer Is still one of 
the secret arts. We do not know, and 
we may not know, more than a frac­
tion of what has been done by the 
navies at war to cope with the under- 
water peril. We have only the very 
obvious fact that the measures taken 
by the British Navy have been excell­
ently successful In results. And a 
certain idleness In the Baltic during 
this summer would seem to Indicate 
that the enemy also has found out cer­
tain things for himself.

The United States Is the one import­
ant naval Power whose operations are 
free from the ban of censorship, and 
naval students over tyere have been 
very open In their coihments on sub­
marine warfare, so that a little study 
of their writings may be useful to us.

There Is, for example, Captain W. S. 
Sims, U.8.N., who laid before a Naval 

* . v Affairs Committee a ^suggestion that 
*1 ’the near future would see great seml- 
\ submersible torpedo battleships. He 

subsequently elaborated the Idea Into 
a vessel 600 ft. In length (about equal 
to the length of the Queen Elizabeth), 
with sixteen torpedo tubes, but only 
a few small guns. He Mentioned 
20,000 tons as a possible displacement, 
and thirty knots as an estimated 
speed. He was careful, however, to 
say that such craft would only be sup­
plementary ships. "It would be a 
fundamental mistake to sacrifice the 
battleship-building programme for a 
particular type of vessel which would 
be of great help as an auxiliary to the 
fleet, but in no sense destined to re­
place the battleship,’* were his words.

American naval constructors who 
were invited to comment on the sug­
gestion were most cautious, and it la, 
I think a very remarkable fact that 
they promptly divided the

That is one interesting lesson to be 
deduced from a study of American 
naval matters at the present time. 
There is another, however, closely re­
lated to this subject that seems to me 
even more interesting.

An interview with Sir Reginald Ba­
con, the admiral commanding the Dov­
er Patrol, was circulated to the Ameri­
can papers a while ago.

"I asked Admiral Bacon If destroy­
ers were not the worst foes of the sub­
marine,u said the writer.

"'They are,' was his quick reply. 
They have great speed, excellent 
guns, and skilled crews. The British 
destroyer is the U-boafs greatest
fear.* "

« That is not theorizing. That Is the 
outcome of practical experience In wa­
ters In which the German submarines 
long and earnestly endeavored to op­
erate,'In which it would well have re­
paid them to be able to operate. They 
failed.

Mr. Alfred Noyes was recently al­
lowed to tell us that In the week of 
the battle of Jutland Bank, when we 
lost eight destroyers, there were fif­
teen new ones completed on the Clyde 
alone. Link up that fact with Admir­
al Bacon’s statment. Compare the 
destroyer, with Its 4-lnch guns and Its 
cutting ram, with the frail motor boat. 
In the matter of speed there Is nothing 
to choose between them. In seawor­
thiness the destroyer Is ten times bet. 
ter than the best motor boat It Is 
the real weasel of the sea.

The fertile American brain prompt­
ly christened these craft the "weasels 
of the sea." They are 60 feet In 
length, with a 10 feet beam, and a 
draught of 2 feet 10 inches.

Cairo, Oct 8—Although only a short 
time has passed elnce the overthrow 
of the revolting euzerin of Darfur, All 
Dinar, by Anglo-Egyptlan troops and 
the successful occupation of Darfur, a 
vast territory some 160,000 square 
miles in/extent, the whole province 
is said to have been thoroughly or­
ganized and brought under a British 
administration providing the same 
code of law and pustlce as prevails in 
the rest of the Soudah. This organiza­
tion, it Is stated, has been due In no 
small part to the co-operation of the 
people who appear to be well content 
to be freed from the rule of All lDnar.

Hitherto obscure details of what Is 
characterized as one of the most im­
portant events are In substance as 
follows:—

All Dinar seized the occasion of the 
outbreak of the war between Great 
Britain and Turkey to renounce his 
allegiance to the Soudan government 
yid subsequently declared hi* adhes­
ion to the enemy. He endeavored to 
•educe the chiefs and stir up dissatis­
faction in the Soudan and flouted re­
peated official warnings sent to him. 
Finally, at the Instigation of enemy 
agents, he made preparations for of­
fensive action against the loyal tribes­
men. He publicly declared a "Jehad," 
or religious war, and announced his 
Intention of Invading Soudan territory 
after the rains. His action co-ordin­
ated with that of the Grand Senussl 
and formed part of a general move­
ment against Egypt and the Soudan.

The British Governor General. Sir 
Reginald Wingate, decided that it was 
essential to forestall the Sultan’s de­
signs and despatched a small force of 
the Egyptian army under the command 
of Colonel P. V. Kelly. This force 
crossed the Darfur frontier on March 
20 and during March and April suc­
cessfully occupied the well centres of 
Jebel-el-Hilla and Ablad, thus pinning 
the Sultan's army to Fasher and clos-

New Zealanders’ Repeated 
Bayonet Chargee in Night 
Battle —Canadians’ Great 
Fipht at Courcelette,

That next system of trench work, 
twd lines heavily wired and deeply 
dug, part of the famous Fiers line, 
was a great obstacle. Our gun-fire, 
grand a* It had been, had not laid all 
the wire low nor destroyed the 
trenches. A swish of machine-gun 
bullets showed that the enemy was 
alive and savage.

(An Infantry assault on such a line 
had to be paid for, sometimes by 
great numbers of dead and wounded. 
But It was the day of the Tanks. Two 
of them had tried to keep pace with 
the New Zealand attack, but had lag­
ged behind like short-winded creatures 
suffering from stitch—and no wonder, 
looking at the shell craters and pits 
across which they had to bring their 
long bodies, crawling In and crawling 
out, with their tails above their heads 
and their heads above their tails.

But they arrived In time to attack 
the Fiers line, and in a very deliber­
ate and stolid way they sidled along 
the barbed wire, smashing It Into the 
earth, before poking their big snouts 
over the German parapets, hauling 
themselves up, and firing from both 
their flanks upon the German ma­
chine-gun teams.

With this noteworthy help, which 
saved time and trouble and life, the 
New Zealanders took the double 
trenches of the Piers line, and again 
pushed on, another 700 yards, across 
a sunken road with steep banks end 
very deep dug-outs, where the ehemy 
did not stay' to meet them until they 
had established themselves on a line 
running westwards from (he top of 
Fiers village, noyr in the hands of our 
English lads.

One of the Tanks followed them, 
getting down the steep bank with its 
nose to earth, and lumbering up the 
other side like a huge elephant (with 
out a trunk.)

A German battery 1,500 yards away 
searched for it with shell-fire, but did 
not get within hitting distance of its 
armored skin. Eventually it was the 
German battery that was knocked out 
by our guns.

However, this was a side-show, and 
the Tanks must not take all the glorv 
away from the infantry, who had not 
armored skins, alas, and who were 
facing murderous fire elsewhere.

They had been ordered to swing left 
to make a flanking front up the edge 
of a valley running northwest of Fiers, 
right away beyond the village, and 
this they did most gallantly, although 
at the time they stuck out like a thin 
wedge into German territory, because

pith the British Armies in the 

EVsld, Sept 29—It was Inevitable that 
after the great battle of September 15 
P>ur line should have ragged edges and 
run up or down Into pmall salients. 
This^gps due to the greater progress 
madaifwy different bodies of troops; 
and to the way in which isolated 
groups of Germans held on very stub­
bornly to these stretches of ground not 
in the general line of our advance.

During the past 48 hours a good deal 
hag been done to clear out these poc­
kets, or wedges, and to straighten out 
the #96 from Courcelette eastwards.

This morning our troops did a use­
ful bit of work In such a place between 
Courcelette and Martlnpulch, knock­
ing out a strong post and taking some 
prisoners, with whom were two offi­
cers. Elsewhere strong posts thrpst 
out by us beyond the main trenches 
have been linked up, so that the line 
now runs in a reasonably even way 
trom the north of Courcelette across 
the Bapaume Road, above Martlnpulch 
and so on to the north of Fiert.

This linking up and clearing-up 
■work, now done te a great extent, puts 
us tp a stronger position of defense, 

►to hold what we have gained, against 
any attempts made by the enemy In 
counter-attack.

He has made many attempts since 
September 15 to drive our troops out 
of the high ground, which is vital to 
his means of observation, and the 
failure of them has cost him a great 
price in life.

Bayonet to Bayonet

They came on thickly, these doomed 
men, shoulder to shoulder, and It was 
again the captain of the Canterburys 
who led his men against them in a 
great bayonet charge, right across the 
open.

It was bayonet against bayonet, for 
the Germans stood to receive the 
charge, though with blanched faces. 
For the New Zealanders came upon 
them at the trot and then sprang for- 
ward with bayonets as quick as knit­
ting needles. . . .

The Germans cried out In terror. 
Down the hillside, beyond, those who 
could escape ran, and fell as they 
It was a rout, and the end of the 
ter-attack.

The New Zealanders were now sure 
of themselves. They knew that with 
the bayonet they can meet the Ger­
mans as their masters. So scornful 
âre they of their bayonet fighting that 
they have It in their hearts to pity 
them and say “Poor devils!”

To my mind, and to others, the finest 
[ heroism was shown by the New Zea­

land stretcher-bearers. They did not 
charge with the bayonet. All their 
duty was to go out across open 
try in cool blood to pick up men ly­
ing there in blood that was not cool 
unless they had lain there too long.

They had to go through salvoes of 
five-point nines, which tore up the 
ground aibout them, and buried them, 
and mangled many of them. And they 
went quite steadily and quietly, not 
once or twice, but hour after hoht^ 
until more than 60 of them had fallen, 
and hour after hour they carried out 
their work of rescue quite careless of 
themselves.

*'I am not a sentimentalist,” said a 
New Zealand officer today, as he look­
ed at me with grave eyes, remember­
ing those scenes, “but the work of 
those men seemed'‘to me very noble 
and good.” "

In New Zealand and in the quiet 
farmsteads there, those words will be 
read gladly I think.

And if any words of mine could give 
a little extra share of honor to these 
Colonial boys, who have come so far 
overseas to fight by the side of Eng­
lish soldiers, I should be glad and 
proud too, having a heart very full of 
admiration for the valor of these men, 
who have, fought in these great bat­
tles as well as any troops who shared 
the day with them.

OFFICERS AND APPOINTMENTS. ions are given as a rule on tfhe recom­
mendation of the officers commanding 
these battalions, and the few oppor­
tunities afforded to others than those 
so recommended are given» pn the 
merits of the men who have already 
seen service.

In view of these conditions, Cana­
dian officers who have qualified but 
have not yet received appointments 
would be well advised to cultivate pa­
tience or, better still, avail themselves 
of the first opportunity that offers to 
serve their country. To complain or 
criticize will not avail for the exist­
ing: situation is one that cannot be 
remedied except by time.

Id his excellent book. "The First 
Hundred Thousand." Ian Hay devotes 
a chapter to a somewhat humorous 
description of the system prescribed 
by the Olympian Deities In control of 
the war office. This description is ex­
cellent—which is natural in a novel— 
but at the same time it conveys to 
the reader a reasonable impression of 
what may be expected through the red 
tape prevailing.

What is said of the War Office In 
Britain is equally true of the Militia 
Department in Canada. In tihe con­
duct of a great war Canada plays a 
somewhat important part and in the 
administration of this department, 
little though it may be, there arc 
many details which require careful 
attention. Also in the administration 
it is impossible that every person in 
Canada interested in the war should 
be satisfied, and equally impossible 
that officers directing the affairs of 
the department should be able to give 
their attention to every individual re­
quest made.

The Militia Department at Ottawa 
is deluged with requests from ofiicers, 
or would-be officers, for service at the 
front, in the earlier days of the war 
it is true that there was a very mark­
ed demaud for qualified officers, and 
those who were qualified were sent 
forward as speedily as exigencies of 
the service demanded and as the 
facility of transportation permitted.
During the latter months, as has been 
noted by press despatches and other 
reports from England and from the 
front, it is apparent that there have 
been In England many officers who 
have not found to their 'hand opportu­
nities awaiting them such as their 

. merits would require. There are at 
the present time in Canada and in 
England more than, two thousand 
qualified officers who have nothing or 
very little to do. and wtho are waiting 
opportunity for appointment to posi­
tions in active service which will en­
able them to fulfil the duties to which 
they were called on enlistment.

Many battalions from Canada have 
been needed for reinforcing purposes 
at the front. They have necessarily 
had to be broken up in England, and 
this lias left a surplus of senior offi­
cers there, many of whom are of ex­
cellent capacity. Again, battalions 
are expected to go overseas at the 
strength of practically 1,140. This is 
the number which constitutes a full 
battalion, and which calls for a full 
list of battalion officers. Owing to 
the accommodation of senior officers 
on the Other side, it is not feasible to 
send battalions that have been unable 
to recruit up to strength with more 
than the proportionate number of offi­
cers, and the military authorities at 
Ottawa, with regret, have had to re­
duce the establishment before sailing 
overseas.

At tihe present time there are up­
wards of two thousand qualified offi­
cers without employment This in­
cludes men who have already seen 
service and others. Service in the 
militia entitles them to consideration 
in capacities in which they have pre- 

. viously been employed. There Is also 
this fact to consider, that many very 
fine young men who have gone to the 
front as privates have naturally been 
looking forward to promotion, and 
they as well as commissioned officers 
overseas desire the earliest opportu­
nities of appointments. Altogether 
the matter of appointments or promo­
tions Is a difficult one for the consid­
eration of the militia department at 
Ottawa, and so far no really satisfac­
tory solution! of tihe problem has pre­
sented itself.

There are on file In Ottawa hun­
dreds of applications from men who 
want commissions, some of whom 
have been Invalided home, and others 
who have not yet been overseas, as 
well as those who have served in infe­
rior rank acid believe they are entitled 
to some favorable consideration. As 
a matter of fact all the regiments 
now on service are fully officered, and 
there are thousands waiting in Can­
ada and in England who have very 
little to do, and who are maintained 
In the hope that opportunities for 
active employment may be afforded 
before very long. The Militia Depart­
ment, from an economic standpoint, 
very properly objects to giving posi­
tion# to men if those positions Involve 
no work or if the men» cannot be of 
service.

From all parts of England and Scot­
land dozens were arriving every hour. 

Here was the 
third or fourth day from mobilization, 
and there were a couple of thousand 
ready for transportation.

Nearly a day’s warning had been 
given to the O.C. The lorries were 
driven to the dock-side and were Just 
being got on board.

MAP MAKING.

The remaining months of 1916 are 
likely to witness momentous events 
in the Near East, including the elim­
ination of Bulgaria as a factor In the 
world war and the complete check­
mating of Germany's ambitious Ori­
ental policy.

Already some of the newspapers are 
publishing maps showing the probable 
division of Turkey in the war settle 
ment, One of these gives Turkey in 
Europe (embracing Constantinople 
and Adriamople), also Greater and 
Lesser Armenia (the latter embrac­
ing the Gulf of Alexandretta, in the 
Mediterranean), to Russia, 
would give Russia two new windows 
on the sea, but as Cyprus, which faces 
the Gulf of Alexandretta, is ■ now in 
the possession of the British, she 
could not use her ports there for any 
extensive naval enterprise. The div­
ision further gives Syria to France. 
Mesopotamia to Great Britain, Kovia 
and Rhodes to Italy and Smyrna to 
Italy or Greece. Persia is divided in­
to Russian and British spheres, the 
latter embracing the Gulf of Persia. 
Turkey, in this division, is confined 
to a comparatively small part of Asia

Of course it is unlikely that the 
Allied plans have been divulged1 to 
any of the map makers but such a 
tiismemberment of the Sultan's em­
pire as outlined above would pretty 
effectively dispose of Turkey and 
would utterly blast all German hopes 
of establishing an Oriental Empire in 
that part of the world.

Russia, apparently, is to get the 
lion's share of the divided territory, 
but France, in addition to Syria, will 
have her provinces of Alsace and Lor­
raine restored to her. while Italy will 
get the Trentino from Austria.

Great Britain would also be recom­
pensed by the extension of her sphere 
of influence which would make the 
Persian Gulf virtually a British sea 
and further safeguard her interests 
in India. She would also naturally 
benefit most largely in the settlement 
in regard to Germany's African» pos­
sessions, or such of them as may not 
be restored.

St. Quentin Is a big garrison town, 
with fine open places and streets, ex­
cellent shops and stately buildings, 
and the wealth of the place must be 
great Yet there was never a hint of 
an exodus, and the people accepted 
the whole situation with astonishing 
sang froid.
Germans did arrive a little later in 
the day. they surrounded the town and 
marched in from all sides at once, to 
find their triumphant entry opposed 
by—one British soldier. This man had 
got lost or left behind In a house, and 
now turned out with his rifle to defend 
the town. The German division had 
to open fire with a machine gun upon 
the gallant lad before he fell, face to 
the enemy, riddled wiflh bullets. The 
war can have witnessed few more re­
markable episodes.

There is also the legend of the great 
motor-omnibus charge against the ad­
vancing Germans—a legend that Maj. 
Corbett-Smlth cruelly demolishes. He 
tells us, however, that some sixty-odd 
lorries did actually lose themselves 
after the mix-up at Estrees:—

The park was. however, actually lost 
for nearly a week. They had vanish­
ed as completely as though the earth 
had opened and swallowed them. They 
were eventually heard of by the mer­
est accident, when a sergeant came In 
to one of the towns on the line of re­
treat to get provisions. But even then- 
they could not be found, for the ser­
geant had gone again without leaving 
his address. So for days staff officers 
scoured the country in swift cars and 
thus the park was eventually run to 
earth. No one was more surprised 
than the C.O. to hear that he had been 
lost They had not seen a single Ger­
man, and they had had such a jolly 
time, thank you, seeing the pretty 
country .

All that 
can be spared after meeting the costs 
of war and the needs of Industry and 
public health should be Invested in 
good roads. ,

The war came at the end of a period 
of human achievement and to some ex­
tent represents culminating points of 
that period; when peace comes it will 
be the starting point of a period of hu­
man improvement and of conservation 
promoted in the first place by neces­
sities created by the war itself, and 
In the second place by our enlarged 
knowledge of whpt constitutes the best 
foundation of a prosperous social 
state. Good foods are part of that 
foundation. Even while the war lasts 
we should be gettlhg ready for the 
period of reconstruction that must in­
evitably follow; reconstruction not on­
ly of things that have been destroyed 
by the war, but of those institutions 
and things that, in their present form 
ha^e been discredited during the 
Among other things that have been 
discredited is that mere physical force, 
even when accompanied by efficiency, 
can over-rule the world. A good roa is 
system, as I have tried to point out. 
is a good thing in itself, but its value 
is as a means to an end, and that end 
is the building up of a prosperous, vir­
tuous and happy social state in this 
Dominion. We will attain that end 
more rapidly if while we are at war 
we prepare for peace.

department of municipal affairs for 
the province, with en expert staff to 
deal with all municipal problems, each 
as highways, town planning, housing, 
municipal finance, water supplies, sew­
erage disposal, unemployment, etc., a 
department with skilled advice at the 
disposal of all municipal bodies work­
ing through and with them in perfect 
ing municipal administrations. We 
talk about organizing schemes for re­
turned soldiers, through the federal j 
and national governments. No such 
schemes can be successful unless ad­
ministered through the municipalities, 
with their local knowledge and per­
sonal and daily contact with men and 
conditions. We need a skilled depart­
ment because of the numerous prob­
lems to be dealt with, such as: (a), 
road classification into main roads, 
market roads, local feeders, etc.; (b), 
allocation of cost; (c), good construc­
tion and continuous maintenance; fd), 
economical management. We are bet­
ter to have a government department 
than a special commission if possible, 
because good local self-government is 
as much to be desired as efficiency.

'Phone 683The Rotary Club at its weekly 
luncheon yesterday heard one of the 
best and most practical addresses they 
have ever listened to. The speaker 
was Thomas Adame, and the subject 
“Good Roads.” 
town planning adviser of the Commis­
sion of Conservation for the Dominion 
and as he considers town planning and 
good roads inseparably 
made a sepcial study of the best way 
to oh tain them for the community at 
large. He dealt with the subject from 
the following angles: Commerce and 
its distribution, the road and land 
settlement, good roads policy, appor­
tionment of cost and what the United 
States Is doing.

Commerce and Its Distribution.
The division of labor, the manlflold 

ramifications of industry, the Intricate 
systems and world wide character of 
exchange, and the complex social ten­
dencies, which are characteristic of 
modern life, present a condition which 
Justifies the remark that commerce is 
the life-blood of nations. Flowing 
from the throbbing heart of labor, as 
applied to production and distribution, 
it enters the arteries that carry it to 
its final goal . Like the blood of the 
body It demands great and small 
channels of distribution to serve the 
needs and purposes of a world that 
never stands still—but Is always re­
ceding or progressing. Complex as it 
is In detail, there are general govern­
ing features in commercial production 
and exchange that make it clear to us 
along what lines we may achieve suc­
cess or failure.

Commerce is local and later-local, 
provincial and Inter-provincial, na­
tional and international. It needs the 
water-way, the railway and the road. 
Not the least Important of these is 
the road. That is so In any country, 
but in a country like Canada, so large­
ly derot ed to agriculture, covering so 
wide an area, and having a scattered 
population, the road, in the aggregate, 
is of equal Importance to the railway 
for purposes of encouraging produc­
tion and stimulating commerce. With 
modern means of transportation by 
road there can be no further question 
about that, and yet how insignificant 
is the expenditure we are Incurring in 
building up our road system to that 
which has been incurred in railway 
development.

The Road and Land Settlement.

The development of a good road 
system 1s essential to successful farm 
settlement. One of our troubles In 
Canada is that the population is spread 
over too wide a territory. Our na­
tional and provincial policies and our 
railway administration have encour­
aged that. Productive land in older 
provinces and In the older settled 
parts of new provinces is neglected 
or allowed to be idle because of specu­
lation, or a badly organized system of 
settlement, and population Is attract­
ed Into new areas to begin again the 
process of using up hational resources, | 
In the older areas millions of dollars 
have been spent In railways, roads, 
building construction, etc. Ten times 
the population we now have In these 
areas can be accommodated with 
ease, and ten times that population is 
needed to make profitable use of our 
railways and Tb enable us to build up 
a really good road system.

Good roads In the most productive

parts of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, 
old Ontario, and the parts of the 
Western provinces which are nearest 
to the railways, will make farming 
more profitable, bring derelict land 
Into use, bring the producer closer ti­
the consumer, enable co-operative 
methods and social advantages to be 
obtained by the farmer, and thereby 
prevent the constant migration from 
rural territory with Its attendant social

With a little more care In husband­
ing the resources, encouraging the 
farmer with rural credits, organizing 
co-operative methods in areas xeady 
settled, we could provide better con­
ditions for new settlers or returned 
eoldiers In -these areas than in the 
wilderness of the remote northwest.
Instead of applying ourselves to thar 
problem are we not inclined to devote 
most of our capital and our energies to 
opening up new territory where people 
can’t get schools and social facilities, 
where they can’t get access to a mar­
ket and the ready cash which such ac­
cess produces, and where they can't 
“get back?” By all means let us con­
tinue it© offer the attractions of pic 
neerlng to those who want it, but not 
at the expense of the Industries and 
resources of the territory which is 
only partially developed and is itselt 
hungering for more population.

At present land quite near to our 
centres of population is not producing 
a tithe of what it might produce un­
der better conditions, and yet the 
closeness of that land to the market 
is suchf that land of poor quality can 
be more successfully farmed than the 
finest land In remote districts. More 
stook raising and dairy farming is 
urgently needed to supply our own 
markets with dairy produce. The pro 
diuction of bacon, eggs, milk, cheese, 
butter, beef, hides and wool, is one ot 
the most profitable of Industries. But 
to -make it successful over large areas 
requires good roads, ready access to 
markets, cooperation, cold storage 
facilities, etc. When successful It re­
sults In making the land more pro­
ductive, whereas the growing of grain 
and hay leads to land poverty. In Que­
bec It is Hound possible to spend large 
sums on trunk roads because the popu­
lation Is less scattered In the rural dis­
tricts. Indirectly a better road system 
In Quebec has In turn prevented rural 
depopulation.

The problem is more important or 
urgent in Canada today than that of 
of organizing the right condition for 
settlement after the war, whether it 
be for new Immigrants or returned 
soldiers. We will surely get a large 
immigration after the war, but only if 
we provide the right condition for the 
settlement of the Immigrants.

We can only do so successfully it 
we can get rid of the false idea Re­
garding the value of undeveloped 
lands. When we offer a pre-emption 
of 160 acres In a remote region of 
Quebec or Ontario, it attracts certain 
people because they imagine they are 
getting something tor nothing. As a 
matter of fact they are indirectly pay­
ing more for that land than they would 
for Improved land of similar quality, 
at 8100 per acre, near to a market 
and served by roads. One Instance 
will suffice. I know of good land with­
in fifteen miles of Edinburgh, in Scot­
land, which can be obtained for noth­
ing if you leave the interest on im­
provements out of account In other 
words, even in Great Britain you can 
get land at a rent which merely pays 
5 per cent, on the improvements. This 
makes us realize what we are so prone 
to forget, -that bare land without im­
provements is worth comparatively 
little. Now the most important im­
provement needed to develop land is 
that of a good road system, and in 
these older provinces the most urgent 
thing to build up our Industries, to 
cheapen production, to lessen the cost 
of living, to attract new settlers, and 
to perform the patriotic duty of pro­
viding for the returned soldiers, is to 
improve our roads.

We can leave the pleasure motorist 
to look after himself. We want to 
look after the treasures of the na­
tion, and the pleasures will be provid­
ed for. But even in facilitating mo­
toring for pleasure we will add to our 
wealth, for we have in these eastern 
provinces beauties of nature that have 
a value undreamed of, and which are 
perhaps least appreciated by the in­
habitants themselves.

TTien in the making of roads we 
have an opportunity to employ men 
after the war, when some form of em­
ployment will be needed while our in­
dustries are being reorganized. No 
other form of employment will be so 
productive of good results.

A Good Roads Policy.

Flor a good roads policy we need, 
first, a properly organized and equip­
ped provincial organization; second, a 
plan of provincial trunk roads; and 
third, a sound system of road construc­
tion, improvement and maintenance.
Before we can have these, we heed to 
get rid of false Ideas of economy in 
regard to roads, and reject the false 
philosophy of the man whose eye is 
filled with a copper cent, and who 
therefore falls to see the dollar with­
in his reach.

For a provincial system we can 
choose between the creation of a high­
way commission independent from 
political partisanship, as has been so 
successful in Massachusetts, or a de­
partment of the government with a 
deputy minister of highways, such as 
la doing good work in Ontario, Or we I c,tT

portioning cost between the federal, 
provincial and municipal governments. 
Different systems prevail in different 
provinces or states. The Ontario 
system is working successfully and 
may be taken as an example. The 
province has a map of trunk roads. It 
provides 40% of the cost of construct­
ing new roads and 20% of the cost of 
maintenance out of provincial funds. 
The revenue derived from motors goes 
a long way to meet that contribution. 
The municipality contributes the oth­
er 60% and 80%, respectively. An 
exception occurs in the proximity of 
cities and large towns where roads 
which form the principal access to 
these cities have to be partially made 
and maintained by the province, the 
city and the municipality in the fol­
lowing proportions:

The mileage 
of Improved surfacing in the rural 
roads of the United States is increas­
ing at the rate of 16,000 miles a year, 
and in 1915 about 277,000 miles had 
been improved. Half of these im­
provements were carried out under the 
state supervision. Some form of high, 
way department exists in all States 
except three. Since their Inception 
these departments had expended to 
January 1st. last, an aggregate of 
$265,350,825 In State funds for road 
and bridge construction, maintenance 
and administration.

It Is expected, however, that these 
rates may be Increased somewhat at 
a meeting of the insurance companies. 
The amount of securities being for­
warded privately is now very small, 
as the government, for some time un­
der the mobilization scheme, has been 
handling the bulk of this business.

New York, Oct. 10—Marine Insu­
rance rates, not only to European but 
to far eastern ports, have gone up 
from 100 to 500 per cent, as a result 
of the German submarine raids on 
mercantile vessels.

1 have seen young pitchers, full of am­
bition and courage, whose one object 
in life is to make a success of base­
ball so they may put the old folks on 
easy street,' or perhaps care tor a 
younger brother or sister.

"The shadow of the minors always 
hangs over the young player and each 
failure hurçies his return. He Is put­
ting every ounce of energy into his 
work to prolong hie stay in the ma­
jors, the ambition of every ball play­
er, when he hears the fans yell in 
chorus, "Take him out!" He Is human 
and it hurts. It makes his work hard­
er and he fails. He finally drifts back 
to the minors broken in ambition, 
when a little encouragement would 
have made him a success. While all 
this is going on a manager Is being 
panned for straining a point to help 
the kid win his battle.

“I believe that the pitcher should 
be encouraged in his younger days, 
for his own benefit and that of the 
club. Every pitcher is batted hard at 
times, and sometimes when he has 
everything that a pitcher ever had. 
Why take him out when you know 
that no other boxman can do any bet­
ter? There are days when a ball club 
could pound out hits if the pitcher 
threw pills and the batters used tooth­
picks. No pitcher can stop a club 
from hitting on certain days, so why 
use up more than one on a useless er-

LIEUT. FOLEY
St. John County Boy Killed 

in Action in France was 
the Only Son of Mr, and 
Mrs. F. L. Foley of Lcch 
Lomond Road.

LIEUT. FRED. O. FOLEY.

It was with the deepest regret that 
the large number of personal friends 
of Lieutenant Frederick D. Foley 
learned that he had been killed In ac­
tion. He was but 23 years of age and 
the only son of Mr. and Mrs. Frederick 
L. Foley, who reside on the Loch Lo­
mond road. The sad news was receiv­
ed by them on Saturday last in a tele­
gram telling of their son’a death which 
occurred on September 30th, while 
fighting with the 26th Battalion.

Lieut Foley attended the High 
School in St. John and was very prom­
inent In football and baseball and one 
of the best athletes in the school 
track team. After finishing hls course 
in High School he went to the Univer­
sity of New Brunswick at Frederic­
ton and was taking a course in engi­
neering when he enlisted with the 
Field Artillery, along with some of hls 
college companions. Later he went 
to Halifax and qualified for the com­
mission of lieutenant He was attach­
ed to the 55th Battalion and went over­
seas about a year ago. Some time 
later he was transferred to the 26th.

On September 24th he sent a cable 
to hls parents saying that he was well. 
On September 26th he wrote a letter 
home saying that he was out of the 
trenches. It was on the 30th of Sep­
tember that he was killed.

No young man in this county had a 
better disposition or was better liked 
than Lieutenant Foley and hls bereav­
ed parents have received numerous 
messages of sympathy from different 
parts of Canada and the United States, 
among which is the following telegram 
received Monday from Premier Bor­
den:

Mrs. Violet Foley,

My colleagues and I send our deep­

est sympathy In the great bereave­
ment you have sustained In the death 
of Lieutenant Foley.

LOCAL TUG
SOLD TO THE

The Lord Beresford Started 
lor Halifax Yesteday After­
noon—The Kitchener to 
go Later.

The steam tug Lord Beresford, for­
merly owned by the Maritime Dredg­
ing Company, and which has been pur. 
chased by the Admiralty, left port 
yesterday afternoon at six o’clock for 
Halifax, and will later leave that port 
for England where the craft Is to be 
used for towing purposes. Captain 
Newman and a crew arrived from 
Halifax a couple of days ago and took 
charge of the tug. Pilot Fenwick Mc- 
Kelvie was also on board when the 
tug steamed out of the harbor and will 
pilot her around to Halifax. The 
Beresford, which le a most powerful 
craft, was all housed In to enable her 
to battle with any heavy weather 
which might be met and, painted the 
war color of dark grey, presented an 
unusual sight to those who witnessed 
her departure.

The Lord Beresford was built lb 
1909 at Paisley, Scotland, and at that 
time her owners were John E. Moore 
and George McAvity. Her dimensions 
are as follows : Length, 76 ft., 2 In; 
breadth, 18 ft, 6 In.; depth, 8 ft, 9 
In.; gross tonnage, 112; registered 
tonnage, 18, and is equipped with 45 
horsepower engines.

Lord Klttehener Also Sold.
The steam tug Lord Kitchener, 

which Is much larger than the Lord 
Beresford, has also been purchased 
in the old country, and having been 
housed in, will leave port for Halifax 
the first of next wéek. The Kitchener 
was built in 1903 in St. John for John 
E. Moore and W. W. White. Her di­
mensions follow: Length, 93 ft., 3 in.; 
breadth, 22 ft, 1 in.; depth, 10 ft, 7 
in.; gross tonnage, 161; registered 
tonnage, 110, and she is equipped 
with 47 horsepower engines.

The loss of these two powerful tugs 
from the harbor will be greatly miss­
ed. It is expected that an English 
crew will he sent here to take the 
Kitchener around to Halifax.

Another large tugboat which is be­
ing missed around the haitoor front 
is the Roebllng which was sold to 
Halifax parties by G. S. Mayes, and 
which went to her new quarters a 
couple of weeks ago. The Roebllng 
was purchased from Halifax a few 
years ago by Mr. Mayes who used her 
in connection with" his dredging opera-
