other powers held exclusively by prov-
inces since Confederation, including
guebec's Position as the pivotal proy-

THE IMPROVEMENT

Toronto, , Maarch 24 —Canadian
Press—A partial explanation of the
sudden improvement in Canadian ex-
change is offered by dnsiders who at-
tribute its origin to the American
punchase of a great United States
propery owned by Canadians.

There arose in the House many
champions of the Canadian shipbuild-
ers and many advocates of the sub-
sidy proposition who pleag eloquently
for the 200,000 persons engaged di-
rectly and indirectly in the industry
and for the hundred million dollars in-
vested therein.

This morning the Minister evidently
found the caucus in a far more tract-
ableYrame of mind than was the last.
He put forward a somewhat modified
proposal of nava] defense. He reas-
sured the members that the “serap-
ing” of the present Canadian navy
was intended primarily as a cleaning
of the decks for further action. He
declared that his proposal was to ac-
cept the offer of Great Britain to give
Canada free of charge from two to four
cruisers, and from ten to fifteen de-
stroyers and smaller craft, to be dis-
posed equally on the Pacific and At-
lantic. The maintenance of these, it
ts understood, he estimated at abowt
two and a half millions per year, and
the capital outlay nothing.

Says That An Act Passed by
it That Children .in New
Brunswick May be Treated
as Chattel Slaves.

]

~That children in New Brunswick
may be treated as chattel slaves
may be treated as chattel slaves un-
der an wot passed by the Legislature
last (year 1 the extraordinary charge
made by the Union Worker of Bt
John. This is “The Act for the pro-
tection of - Children Consolidated’
which Attorney . General Bymme said
put New Brunswick in the forefront
of soolal legislation. It is pointed out
that while the Societies for the pro-
tection of Children might mot abuse
the extraordinary powers conferred
on them, in other countries institu-
tlons professedly charitable,  have
earned uneaviable reputations
through the pragtice of farming out
children to persons requiring cheap
labor.

The Union Worker salys:—

“While some of the provisions of
the Act are commendable from =
comiunity standpoint, there are many
sections in it which would be more
appropriate to the slavery days of the
Southern States. For example, let ug
quote Sectiom 18, sub-section 17 * “I'he
Chilldren's ‘Aid Society, to the care of
which eny child may be ecommitted
under the provisions of this' Act,
shall be the legal guardian of such
child, and 4t shall be the dnty of such
society to use special diligence in
providing a suitable home for such
child, and such society fs hereby au-
thonized .to place such child in such
home under a written contract, dur-
ing minority or until eighteen years
of mge, providing for his education,
for teaching him some useful occupa-
tion, for kind and proper treatment
where placed, AND FOR PAY-
MENT, on the termination of such
contract, to the said society, MOR
THE USE OF THE CHILD, of any
sum of money that may be provided
for in the imstrument. . . . .'”
And again, in Section 17: ‘Nothing
dn this Act shall relieve any person
from any Mability to wcontribute to
the maintenance of any child,, BUT
THE FACT OF SUCH OONTRIBU-
TION BEING MADE SHALL NOT
DEPRIVE ANY SOCIETY OF ANY
OF THE POWERS OF RIGHTS
CONFERRED UPON IT BY THIS
ACTS .

“It may be right and/proper, in case
of neglect on the part of the natural
guardian of a child to take measures
to prevent him from going wrong,
but when it comes to leasing the child
to the highest bidder, while at the
same time recelving comtributions for
its maintenance, it is time that Labor
took a hand in the interests of British
freedom.”
