John’s--Huge Bergs Among
Floes That Stretched as Far
as Could Be Seen--Liner
Reaches Halifax.

Halifax, March 6—The steamship Shen-
andoah arrived today from London via
St. John’s (Nfld.), after encountering one
of the greatest éelds of ice that ever
floated on the Atlantio, G

The Shenandoah left London on Thurs-
day, Feb. 16, and encountered heavy north
and westerly gales until she arrived at St.
John’s, On Monday, Feb. 27, when 260
miles east of Newfoundland, the ship got
into a tremendous field of ice, in which
were eight huge bergs. The ship was in
8o perilous a position that she lay to all
night. She proceeded on her journey next
morning. Little progress was made, how-
ever, for the ship had to go far off her
course ‘to elude the ice. It was impos-
sible to escape it all, and she plowed
through miles of it. The chief officer says
that it was the largest field of ice that he
ever saw. As far as the eye could reach
there was nothing but ive. He says that
the field must have extended over 100
miles.

The steamer got clear of the ice at 2
o’clock Tuesday aftermoon, and no moré
was encountered until -Wednesday night,
when she was off St. John’s harbor.

There was a solid mass of ice there
which prevented the ship entering port.
The, anchors were lowered and she re-
mained outside all night.

The' Shenandosh sailed from St. John’s
Sunday morning and encountered ice most
of the way to Halifax.

Fisherman Will Probably Not Get
Clear Before Middle of April—
Captain and Eulk of Crew Are
Nova Scotians.

Curling, Nfld., March 6—A fishing
schooner, now thought to have been the
missing Gloucester vessel, Ella M. Good-
win, was sighted in the ice off Bay of
Islands several days ago after the Glouces-
ter fishing fleet sailed for home on Jan.
21. At that time the ice-bound craft was
believed to be either the Aloha or the
Bohemia, but as both of these vessels have
reached port and the Goodwin is the only
missing craft, the vessel is now believed
by Newfoundland fishermen to have been
the Goodwin.

ed to refer to the disastrous fire that had
occurred at the town of Campbeliton. The
Dominion' government, as a result, had un- !
dertaken to vote the sum of $70,000 to
aid Campbellton, which at interest would
yield about $8,000 annually, and this legis-!
lature would be asked to pass'the bill
granting $5,000 annually to the town for
a period of ten years. This would provide
for payment of interest on the town’s
debt for a period of ten years.

When the commission appointed to en-
quire into the best means éf battling with
tuberculosis were looking up possible sites
for the proposed sanitarium, he had receiv-
ed a letter from his honorable friend op-
posite, who is a friend of and solicitor'
for Mrs, J. C. Jordan, in which she. gen- |
erously offered to give her handsome home-
for a sanitarium for treatment of tuber-|
culosis. He had visited the place at Riverj
(Glade, Westmorland county, and mem- |
bers of the commission had also gone there. |
All had been greatly pleased and the gift
was one of generosity of which the peo-
ple of the province could hardly appreci-
ate.

The Jordan Memorial Sanitarium, &s it|
would be called, was situated at River
Glade about five miles from the Inter-‘
colonial Railway, and the building alone
must have cost between 850,000 and $1()0,-‘1
000. It was fitted up with every modern
convenience, while the furnishings were
most expensive and elaborate, the con-]
tents of the house being insured for $30,-
000. The frame of a large barn on the
premises was of hard pine, and there were
hardwood floors, and the building was of
such design that without very much ex-
pense, it could be fitted up as part of a
sanitarium. On the premises which con-
sisted of seven hundred acres, there was
a fine herd of costly Jersey cdttle. Mrs.
Jordan gave the entire place to the prov-!
ince, reserving for her lifetime a small’
piece of land near the main house on
which was erected a small cottage. It
was her purpose to have this cottage en-!
larged for her own use during summer

When he met Mrs. Jordan at St. John,
he had told her that the contents of her
heme were too elaborate for use when
the place became a sanatrium and she
acquiesced and suggested that the furnish-|

tised, as for the benefit of the sanitarium, |
and enough could be realized to pay for
complete furnishing of the institution.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said that he doubted
that in Canada there had been a more
generous gift to any province than that
of Mrs. J. C. Jordan to the province of
New Brunswick. But now there came the
question of management of the institu-
tion. He believed that the best plan for
management was to have the institution
controlled by a commisison and the bill
provided for its management in that way.
The commission should be composed of
persons taking an interest in dealing with
the problem of fighting tuberculosis and
they should have full power and complete;
comtrol. He was glad to be able to say:
that Mrs. Jordan would consent to become

trol of the institution would rest with |
the commission, and in that way he be- |
lieved there would be more publiv aid and |
assistance. If the disease was to be|
fought successfully one establishment would |
not be enough. In other provinces and in
some of the states of the American union |
they have local sanitariums which are|
maintained by generous private contribu-|
tions and by aid from municipalities. If|
any such were organized in this pro\'ince|
the government, under this bill, would |
give assistance to the extemt of thirty|
cents per day for one hundred days for
each patient. He believed the time hadi
about ;%*rived when in the city and coun-|
ty of St. John such an institution would
be organized. In the city of St. oJhn re-
cently, by means of ‘tag day,” $2,500 had
been realized to aid in the fight of the
dreaded - tuberculosis and a dispensiary
was conducted there through voluntary
subseriptions.

What would be the effect on the manu-
facturing industries of Ontario if we had
one million more farmers in the northwest
raising the wheat and cattle? That is
the true policy of the east and west, and
I wish to be understood as not to say one
single word against the development of
our own manufacturing industries.  One
reason I have for appreciating this trade
arrangement in particular is that our com-.
missioners, the minister of finance and ‘the
minister of. customs, have scrupulously
avolded anything in that arrangement,
which could be an injury to amy -section
of our mamufacturing industries in the
Dominion of Canada as far as I am aware.
I wish to see them enjoy a fair amount of
protection. I am not an qut-and-out free
trader; in fact, I disagree with the prin-
ciples of free trade as expressed in thig
house unless we haye the broad world te
trade freely with. I believe we must have
some kind of protection in Ontario.

200 o¥ 300 men. We have the Bell Organ
& Piano Company, we have an axle works,
two stove foundries and many other im-
portant manufacturing concerns. I am
sorry they do not yield me much support |
at election time, and I think they should.
However, I want to support them if T can
and so long as our tariff, kept down to a
revenue basis, affords enough protection
to protect them I am satisfied with that
feature of the tariff. I am not a high
protectionist; I think high protection in
Canada would be a ridiculous proposal,
but for the last five or ten years Guelph's
shipments have gone where? To the
northwest. Where have they gone from
Toronto and other cities in Ontario and
Quebec? They are finding their best mar-
ket in the northwest today. Give them a
million more prosperous farmers out there
with a convenient market, increase their
purchasing power, and you will increase
their demands and then if you maintain

proteetion’ you will increafe the industry
in every manufacturing establishment in
Canada. You will increase the price of
wages, you will increase the demand foe
labor. Make the great bulk of the peo-
ple of this country prosperous on their
farms and the cry of ‘“‘back to the land”
will have some effect and a large numbPr‘
of people who are today coming into the
towns and cities who are not mechanics |
or artizans will go back to the land where|
they can make a reasonable profit for
their Jabor. Youn create a demand in that
way in the labor market. I believe in a
thorough’ examihation of the immigration
that is coming into Canada. I congratu-

that has charge of immigration on the effi-
ciency of that service at present. We
have a better class of people coming 1in,

more. suited-to conditions in this country.
We have s Caréfully. gelected immigration
coming in; and:I beiiqyev that the figures
this year will run to about 500,000 people,
nearly all for the nonthwest.

On- the prosperity of the surround-
ing farmers. We bavest in' Guelph, they
have it in other townsithe same way, our
great commerce ig between the townships
‘and the city, between dhe villages and the
city. Give these farmérs more money to
spend, and ‘the merchints in ‘town will
anake more, they ¢an 'pay more .salaries
and give, the farmers of the country a

‘| greater . opportunity  to, purehase. They !

will wani more home"made goods and
more British goods, and it is on that prin-
giple I .argue that the purchaging power
will be increased and imports from Great
Britain will be increased and not decreased
-—and ‘the preference will be a real pre-
ference.

I take:no stock whatever in the cry that
We are -going to ruin the railroads, the
railroads have always been able to-take
care of themselves. I take no stock m
theicry that we will frighten British capi-
tal. I believe the hu% member from
North Torontp (Mr: »Foster) yesterday
based 75 per cent. of his argument on the
'declaration or letter wi$ien by Ar. Blake
in 1801 upon a proposal radically different
from the one now before this house, That
was a policy of unrestricted reciprocity or
commercial union; this.is a proposal of a
very, limited trade  agreement. The one
was to be in the shape™f a‘definite bind-
ing treaty, this is in thé™®hape of a treaty
which we or the United States can set
aside at will, which will remain in for
only so-long as it proves mutually ben
ficial. The arguments of Mr. Blake, for
whom I have the highest respect, do not
pertain to the question now under consid-
eration in this committee, although they
might have pertained and probably did
pertain, to the question under discussion
at the "time Mr. Blake wrote his letter.
