IMPROVEMENT DESIRABLE.

An Ottawa despatch to some of the 
Monti ea1 papets says that the attention of 
the Deputy Minister of Mai me h is been 
called lately by a club of fly fishermen to 
the fact that their fishing, somewhere in 
the vicinity of the Saguenay, is interfered 
with by net fishermen. Of course if the 
net fishermen are acting illegally they 
should be compelled to obey the law, but 
it is well to remember that the fly fisher­
man is out for sport and the net fisher­
man to earn hie daily bread. There is 
illegal fishing that ought to be legal, and 
ther e is legal fishing that ought to be 
illegal. The law toy often acts unjustly 
and harshly to those who have to live 
out of the fishery business, and there is 
a good deal of legislation in this respect 
which might he improved. It is made 
illegal to take fish—salmon—in the 
estuaries of the rivers with nets, hut it is 
legal to take them with the rod almost 
at the spawning beds. This kind of 
discrimiuation has its justification, of 
course, but it does not make the man 
who is fishing for his daily bread feel 
very comfortable.—St. John Globe.

UNDER DIFFICULTIES.

One of the most remarkable newspaper 
issues ever produced was that of the 
Indian Daily News at Calcutta two days 
after the recent earthquake. The editor 
writes : 1 At a late hour on Sunday 
night we were compelled to atop all work 
and seek another press in order to bring 
out even a four-page paper, as our 
premises were condemned by a surveyor 
as totally unfit for habitation ; the rain 
added to our difficulties, which were 
already sufficiently great. When the 
forms were going to press one of them 
accidentally broke, hence the absence of 
the third page. We write with a scorch­
ing sun blazing on our desk, and in 
momentary fear of a few hundred tons 
of masonry crashing in on us.’ Owing 
to the accident the editor mentions, the 
third page was printed black, hut the 
paper contained very full accounts of the 
earthquake, and a good selection of 
general news as well, which was a 
wonderful performance under the cir­
cumstances, even for an enterprising 
editor.

FOR THE KLONDYKE.

ONE THOUSAND MEN START FROM VIC’- 
, TORIA YESTERDAY.

Victoria, B. O., Aug. 15.—There 
were in Victoria this morning 1000 men 
of every class, and from every part of the 
world, who were wildly anxious to get 
started on the long trip to the new 
Eldorado. These men had tickets 
which carry them tn Skagway Bay on 
the big collier Bristol, or on the 
steamer Islander, both ot which sailed 
to-day. The Bristol has been fitted 
with hunks and stalls for horses from 
the bottom of her hold to the top of the 
cabin deck, and every bunk and stall is 
occupied, close ypon 500 men going on 
the Bristol, and just as many horses and 
mules. Even the big collier is filled up,

, the feel for these animals and the out­
fit' for the men taking up an immense 
amount tf space. The Islander has 
just as big a crowd, hot much of the 

; space on her is taken up by a contingent 
of mounted police, their horses, dogs 

, a,rd outfits. They realize ihat they 
. have a winter’s trip before them before 
; they reach Dawson City and are taking 
dogs and sleighs. Horses will be taken 
as far as possible and when they are of 
no more use will be killed and used as 
food for the dogs. A few of rhe men are 
going up with the idea of buying cheap 
outfits from men who became discour­
aged and are turning back, but most of 
them are well provided and all ar e tak­
ing back animals.

They having in tbit respect taken the 
advice of men who went before and 
have written of the difficulty of secur­
ing animals or Indians to pack goods 
acr oss the pass.

W. W. E. Canovan, of Ottawa, who 
was a member of the Canadian boundary 
survey, in which capacity he learned 
much about Alaska, left on the Islander. 
Mr. Canovan is going to look over the 
ground for the Klor.dykc Placer Mining 
and Prospect ing company > f Brantford 
and Paris, Out. This company proposes 
to send a large party in the spr ing to 
prospect and work claims in the Cana­
dian Yukon.

Pr.ATTSBUHG, N. Y., Aug. 14.—Joseph 
Ladue, of Dawson City, N. W. T., has 
returned here from New York, where be 
has placed bis mining property entirely 
in a syndicate composed of New Yor k, 
Canadian and English capitalists. Inclu­
ded in the property transferted to the 
new corporation are city lots and saw 
mills in Dawson City, placer mines and 
a quartz mine, which Mr. Ladue be­
lieves is the mother lode, front which all 
the placer gold ol the Yukon has been 
disintegrated. The ore from this mine 
has already assayed $300 a ton. The 
company will he called the Joseph Ladue 
Gold Mining aud Development com­
pany of the Yukon, and is capitalized 
for five million dollars. Ladue will 
act as president aud general manager 
of the company and will return to Daw­
son next spring with improved mining 
machinery and a large lor ce of men to 
operate it.

INDIANA CAPTURED.

Halifax Crowds take Possession of 
the American Battleship.

Halifax made an attack on the Indiana 
yesterday and captured the ship. The 
crew made little or no resistance. The 
captain invited the attack by notifying 
the mayor that the ship would be open 
to visitors between the hours of 1 and 5 
p. in. It was evident that half the city 
had taken him at his word. At 1 o’clock 
the cars going north began to fill up and 
pedestrians all seemed to be going the 
one way. Those who went to the dry 
dock early were lucky. The crush began 
about 3 o'clock and did not let up until 
5. The people got on board as fast as 
they could. They blocked the gangway 
and the vicinity of the gangway. Sergt. 
McNally and a couple of police officers 
went to the assistance of the two marines 
who were vainly endeavoring to preserve 
something like decent order. At 2.30 
the crush was so great that the gale 
leading to the dock had to be closed aud 
a policeman put in charge. In a short 
time the space from the gate up to 
Campbell road was also packed and the 
people waited rather impatiently for the 
policeman to let another crowd in. The 
dry dock premises became so crowded 
that it was found necessary to run a 
line around the dock to keep people 
from tumbling in. One woman fainted 
on the gangway. She was earned on 
board where she was resuscitated. Same 
of the Indiana’s officers came along in a 
launch aud landed at the dock. They 
looked at the crowd aud smiled. T hen 
they mingled with the crowd and work­
ed their way on board.

The scene on board was a lively one. 
Every part of the ship open to visitors 
was crowded. Officers stood at the 
gangway and assigned sailors, marines, 
and petty officers to the charge of look­
ing after visitors. Down below a num­
ber of the men were trying to enjoy a 
nap, hut they had to give it up ; they 
were in danger uf being trampled upon 
by the crowd. The officers at the gang­
way looked at the people on shore 
clamoring to get on board, with despair. 
It was their first engagement with the 
British and they saw at a glance that 
they were hopelessly beaten. An uncon­
ditional surrender up to 5 o’clock fol­
lowed. Everybody was treated with the 
utmost civility, by officers and crew, 
who seemed determined to please the 
crowd.

Although the ship was not open to 
visitors after 5 o’clock, hundreds of peo­
ple visited the dry dock to get a peep at 
the big Yankee warship.

The Indiana will come out of the dock 
this morning and will take her depar­
ture to-day.—Halifax Chronicle 17th.

If the wicks become gummy, they may 
be soakel iu vinegar or washed aud 
dried thoroughly.

“Chimneys may be tempered by put­
ting in c>ld water and biought to a 
boil and allowed to remain to cool in 
the water. Care should be taken that 
the brass catches on the lamps are 
not too tight. A little coarse rockealt 
in the oil will make the lamp give a 
brighter, clearer blaze. This can be 
done with lamps with glass bowls only. 
The salt is apt to eat a hole in metal.

“Chainois-skiu makes a soil, dura­
ble duster. It can he kept cleau by 
washing. It must, he dried in the 
shade and rubbed soft. It will hold a 
Utile dampness, if desired, which is 
a satisfactory quality in a duster. Im­
itation chamois may be used.”

MINERS WILL .STARVE.

San Francisco, August 16. —Daniel 
Gable, au old and experienced miner 
who was one ol the first to join lire r ush 
to the Klondyke, has returned and tells 
a story calculated to deter them from 
going north in search of gold. There is 
hardly a trail in California, Arizona, 
Nevada or Montana with which Gable 
is not familiar. When the news ot the 
gold strike reached this country Gable 
left his mines iu Arizona and started for 
the Klondyke via Juneau and th- 
Chilkirot pass.

New he is back having sold his outfit 
which cost $235. He learned Iruru many 
experienced mining men at Juneau and 
further up that it would be suicile to go 
before spring. He says : * The Alaskan
mining men arc positive that nearly all 
who are trying to get to Dawson city 
will he frozen up enroule until spring 
and that their fate is uncertain. I will 
not answer for (he lives of the tender feet 
who are now going.’

FIGHTING IN INDIA.

London, Aug. 18.—A despatch to the 
Times from Simla says that at least 
3000 tribes men were engaged in yester­
day’s baltlo.

The batteries prevented them risking 
a tight at close quarter s, hut, about 1000 
held on tor some time. Then at the 
infantry attack developed they tied aud 
when the other 3090 saw their line of 
retreat threatened, thsy moved rapidly 
away. Lt. Greaves of Lancashire Fusi- 
leers aud Lt. McLean adjutant of Guides, 
were killed, and Ciptain Palmer was 
seriously wouuded. Lt. McLean met 
his death while trying to carry away the 
body of Lt. Greaves. The despatch adds 
that the whole border seems to be in a 
state of fanatical unrest.

General Blool directed the centre of 
the attack, colonel Meiklejohu occupy, 
ing lire heights to the right, of the 
enemy’s position. The Swats were 
strongly entrenched and maintained a 
steady tire but the British column 
carried the entrenchments with great 
dash and the enemy fled. It is believed 
that General Blood will order a further 
advance to-day (Wednesday). There is 
no longer any doubt that the Afr idis are 
deeply involved in the rebellion, which 
as yet is in nowise suppressed. Such 
is the condition of things now that the 
slightest check to British arms would 
be the signal for a general revolt.

A SENSIBLE ARRANGEMENT.

The United States government has 
acted with excellent judgment in regard 
to the t ansit of goods across the narrow 
strip of land at the head of Lynn canal, 
although we suppose that iu so doing it 
has made the Seattle people furious.

I he excellent folk down on the Sound 
have been in a species of pinic over rhe 
matter. When told that the Canadian 
duties on foreign goods would be exacted 
they declared it to be all mere Victoria 
bluff, and went on selling goods and as­
suring their innocent customers that 
they would never have to pay a dollar to 
custom house officers. When they real­
ized that the duties would be collected 
they sought to prevent British vessels 
from carrying goods to Lynn canal. It 
seems hardly credible that anyone would 
have gone to the length that they were 
ready to. When a number cf Seattle 
people bought goods in Seattle and took 
them North on the Islander, an effort 
was made by some Seattle people to have 
duties collected at Dyea upon those Am­
erican goods, an the ground that having 
been shipped from one United States 
port to another and having been carried 
a part of the distince in a British steam- 
er, they were liable to duty if not to con­
fiscation. If they could have had their 
way the Seattle people would have had 
to pay the United Stales duties on their 
goods at Dyea and the Canadian duties 
at Lake Tagish, that is to say double 
duty. They memorialized the Secretary 
of the Tieasury. and made a great fuss 
generally. They wanted Dyea closed. 
In fact there was hardly anything they 
did not want, except ihe legal and proper 
ihing to he done. They elimoreU that 
they were not being accorded equal 
r.ghtq forgetful of the fact that they 
have no lights whatever in the premises, 
but ouly ceitain privileges, which may 
be taken away from them at any 
moment.

The wln-le matter now stands on a very 
sensible basis. If a man is foolish enough 
to purchase his supplies in Seattle, he 
can take them lo the head of Lynn canal 
in a vessel of any nationality. There he 
will be allowed to land them and pack 
them over lire trail. When he reached 
Lake Tagish he will have to piv the 
Canadian duties. If he buys his goo Is 
iu Victoria, he can take them Nurlh in 
any vessil he chooses, will be permitted 
to laud them aud pack them over the 
Hail iu bond, ami can pass lire customs 
bouse officers at Tagish without paying 
duties. This is a very sensible arrange- 
rncni, and will suit everyone except the 
hysterical people down on the Sound.— 
Victoria B. C. Colonist.

A Groat Land Claim.

Editorial Kotos.

Wheat, which has gradually been rising 
in price from the low rates of several years 
post, has at least reached the price of $1.00 
per bushel, a price below which the agri­
culturist thinks it should never go. On 
Friday September wheat in the New York 
market reached that long talked of figure, 
and has since ranged slightly ovei it. 
This will be good news for the farmers 
in Manitoba and the other western 
provinces with an estimated crop of over 
thirty millions of bushels.

Toronto is the scene at present of the 
meeting of the British Association for the 
Advancement of Science, and a number of 
the leading scientific men of the world aie 
attending the meeting, a thousand mem­
bers being present. The meeting opened 
on Wednesday of last week.

Lord Lyster was he retiring President 
his successor being Sir John Evans. The 
new President in his inaugural address had 
the following pleasant words to say of 
Canada :—

Once more has the Dominion of Canada 
invited the British Association for the Ad 
vancement of Science to hold one of the 
annual meetings of its members within the 
Canadian territory ; and for a second time 
has the association had the honor and 
pleasure of accepting the proffered hospi 
tality.

In doing so, the association has felt that 
if bv any possibility the scientific welfare 
of a locality is promoted by its being the 
scene of such a meeting the claims should 
be fully recognized of those who, though 
not dwelling in the British Isles, are still 
inhabitants of that Greater Britain whose 
prosperity is so intimately connected with 
the fortunes of the mother country.

Here, especially, as loyal subjects of our 
beloved Sovereign, the sixtieth year of 
whose beneficent reign has just been cele­
brated with equal rejoicing in all parts of 
her empire ; as speaking the same tongue, 
and as in most instances connected by the 
ties of one common parentage, we are 
bound together in all that can promote our 
common interests.

There is, in all probability, nothing that 
will tend more to advance those interests 
than the diffusion of science in all parts of 
the British Empire, and it is towards this 
end that the aspirations of the British As- 
s^tiatian are ever directed, even if in many 
instances the aim may not be attained.

We are, as already mentioned, indebted 
to Canada for previous hospitality, but we 
must also remember that, since the time 
when we last assembled on this side cf the 
Atlantic, the Dominion has provided the 
association with a President, Sir William 
Dawson, whose name is alike well known 
in Britain and America, and whose reputa­
tion is indeed world-wide. We rejoice 
that we have still among us the pioneer 
of American geology, who among other 
discoveries first made us acquainted with 
the “ Air-breathers of the Coal,” the 
terrestrial or more properly arboreal 
Saurians of the New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia coal measures.

On our last visit to Canada, in 1884, our 
place of Assembly was Montreal, a city 
which is justly proud of her McGill Uni­
versity ; to-day we meet within the build­
ings of another of the Universities of this 
vast Dominion—and in a city the absolute 
fitness of which for such a purpose must 
have been foreseen by the native Indian 
tribes when they gave to a small aggrega­
tion of huts upon this spot the name of 
Toronto—“ the place of meetings.’,

The President then proceeded with his 
address on “The Antiquity of Man,” 
which is published in full in the Toronto 
Globe of Aug. 19th.

1 The Boston Sunday Globe of Aug. 22nd, 
publishes the followiiiL' article under the 
head of “ Boston Land Claim of 32,IKK) 
Miles. De Fronsac’s Heirs Now Living in 
the Hub Begin the Biggest Real Estate 
Fight of the Age — Property in Cape 
Breton, Nova Scotia and New Bruns­
wick in Litigation.” This is followed by 
a map showing the territory claimed by 
these Boston men as their private 
property. The heading and map is fol­
lowed by the following description of 
property claimed and title thereto, which 
title must have run out very many years 
ago even if granted as stated.

The whole affair looks more like a 
sensational newspaper story than an effort 
of the heirs of someone who lived nearly 
four hundred years ago to recover by 
course of law property possessed by 
others for a long term of years. Said 
heirs, we imagine, would find it more pro­
fitable to put their money to some other 
use than feeing lawyers for such a purpose. 
The description is as follows :—

The government of Nova Scotia has 
been formally notified of the De Fronsac 
claim.

This is the greatest land claim that has 
ever been brought by one family in the 
history of modern times, and is now in pro­
cess of preparation by the Dc Fronsacs for 
some portion of the great territory over 
which they ruled with sovereign authority 
in Canada during the French period of 
Canadian history.

The claim embraces about 32,000 square 
miles of territory, including the great coal 
fields of Cape Breton, the northern half of 
Nova Scotia and part of the east of New 
Brunswick, where it borders St. George’s 
channel.

The history of the original grant from 
the crown of France to Nicholas Denys de 
Fronsac is told by all the standard French 
historians of Canada, by Charlevoix, Fer 
land, Garneau and explicitly stated ir 
Murdoch’s history of Nova Scotia.

He, for the services of his ancestor, 
Capt. Jean Denys (one of the early explor­
ers, who published a chart of the gulf 
afterward known as St. Lawrence, in 1506, 
and who was with Verazzani in 1524), re­
ceived some appointment under De Razilli 
the first governor of Acadia, in 1632. In 
1653 the company of New France granted 
him all the lands from cape Canseau to 
cape Rosier. In 1654, De Fronsac received 
a royal patent for the same from the king 
of France.

In 1667 he received a new grant from 
the company of Les Indes Occidentales, 
which was accompanied by a requirement 
that he gêt 50 immigrants, male and female, 
every year for the next 10 years.

On the death of De Razilli, De Fronsac 
was appointed royal governor, not only 
over Acadia, but of the “Great gulf of St. 
Lawrence and St. John’s island” (Prince 
Edward Island). He founded the two 
settlements of Chedabouctou (Guys- 
borough) and St. Pierre in Cape Breton 
The strait of Canseau, then known a.1 
Fronsac, was named for hint.

During his logg rulership he had many 
battles against ambitious and warlike 
neighbors, who brought every effort to 
bear to break down 1ns authority, but 
without avail. It was on one of his visits 
to France, in 167*2, in connection with af­
fairs of his province that he published his 
geographical and natural history of the 
country in two volumes, being thus the 
earliest Canadian historian.

His claim on the title of Vicomte de 
Fronsac was also successfully prosecuted 
and recognized by the king through the 
good offices of the minister Talon. The 
title descended to him from his mother, 
Margaj-et, daughter of David Forsyth, 
lord of Dykes in Scotland, and Vicomte 
de Fronsac in France. The title dates 
to the reign of the Emperor Charlemagne.

The extensive lands and government 
remained in the family down to 1732, 
when all the children of the last De 
Fronsac died of an epidemic, together 
with their father Nicholas, who was son 
of Richard and grandson of the first 
Nicholas just mentioned above. Richard 
had established himself first in a strong 
hold of the town of Gaspe, but finally 
the family removed to Miramichi, where 
they all lived and held court in a very 
well-built chatean.

The grant of Miramichi to the Royal 
governor Nicholas Denys de Fronsac 
was given by the governor general, the 
Comte de Frontenac, and confirmed by 
the king, by an arrest du conseil, March 
16, 1691, signed at Versailles, France, on 
that date, regulated and limited by 
grant contained “ Fifteen leagues (45 
miles) front by 15 leagues in depth, reck 
oning from the Trout river and including 
it, running one league to the southeast 
and the other 14 leagues to the northwest 
with the points, islands and islets for 15 
leagues in the front, to be enjoyed by him, 
his heirs and assigns forever.”

From the governor’s daughter, Mar­
guerite de Fronsac, are descended the 
present heirs and claimants of this im­
mense domain. She married at Honfleur, 
France, in 1650, her cousin, Capt. James 
Forsyth, a captain on land and sea in the 
French service. Their son, also a captain, 
James Forsyth, had three sons, Matthew, 
Alexander and Thomas.

Thomas, the youngest son, died in Cork, 
Ire., in 1768, where most of his descend­
ants now reside. One of his sons was 
Samuel, inspector general of customs for 
Ireland in 1776, and his grandson, one of 
the principal heirs, is Richard William 
Forsayth, M. D., of Cork, formerly 
brigadier-surgeon in the British army.

Alexander, the second son, came to 
Boston about 1719. In 1724 he is men­
tioned in the early records as being a 
commissioner to secure a treaty with 
the Indians for the colony of Massachu­
setts bay. Iu 1735 he was a selectman 
for the town of Boston. He was an em­
inent merchant and shipowner, a patron 
of the arts and one of the subscribers 
to Prince’s chronology. His autograph 
may be seen in the second volume of 
the “Memorial History of Boston.” In 
1765, at the beginning of troubles be­
tween the crown and colonies, he showed 
his royalist inclination, and a little later 
left Boston for Ayrshire, Scot., with his 
family.

His son John was a royalist and cap­
tain in the royal army abroad in 1776-83, 
and his grandson William came to Boston

heirs one James Bennett Forsayth, 
general manager of the Boston Belting 
company, who has procured mote than 50 
patents for machinery and for improved 
methods of manufacturing rubber goods, 
and his three brothers, John, Thomas 
Alexander and George H.

Matthew, the eldest son, after first 
settling and marrying in Ireland, where 
most of his children were born, came to 
Chester, N. II., in 1742. He was very 
prominent in the provincial history of 
that place, and was president of the 
local committee of public safety in 1776, 
although he also believed in a royal 
form of government. His eldest son, 
Dr. Matthew Forsyth of the royal navy, 
had a son Robert who went to Virginia, 
and was a major in Lee’s light horse in 
1778 ; was afterwards first U. 8. marshall 
of Georgia.

A monument was erected to him at 
Augusta, Ga. He was father of the late 
Hon. John Forsyth, governor of Georgia 
in 1828, and secretary of the United 
States from 1834 to 1841. He negotiated 
while minister to Spain in 1819-22, the 
cession of Florida to the United States, 
and he introducod the culture of Yankee 
cotton into the south. His son was also 
named John, and was confederate com­
missioner to Washington in 1861 ; after­
wards chief of staff of the confederate 
army of Tennessee and author of the 

Proclamation of the south to the Peo­
ple of Kentucky.” His brother Robert 
commanded the confederate fortifica­
tions in Mobile bay. The chiei repre­
sentative of this Georgia branch is 
Charles S. Forsyth, superintendent of 
the Becker leather company of Milwaukee.

William, another son of the first 
Matthew, born in Ireland in 1740, was a 
loyalist during the war of 1770-83 and an 
ensign of the 60th regiment British foot. 
He vzas also a founder of the Derry, N. 
H , public library. His wife, Jane, daugh­
ter of the surveyor, James Wilson of 
Orestes, formerly of Ireland, was on her 
mother’s side a cousin of Sir Norman 
Shirley and the Countess of Huntingdon 
From his children arc many of the heirs 
in New England. From one of them, 
Chevalier Thomas Forsyth, educated in 
France, are descended the present Vis­
count de Fronças and T. S. Forsyth, mu­
sician, of Boston. From another, Dr. 
James, was a son, Dr. F. F. Forsyth, one 
of the founders of the Weymouth, Mass., 
historical society. From yet another, 
Josiah, a barrister, is his son, Hon. W. 
L. Forsaith, justice of the Boston mu 
nicipal court.

Robert, the only other son of the first 
Matthew, who left descendants settled 
in New York state. His grandson, James, 
was the president of the Rensselaer & 
Saratogo railway, president of the Troy 
bridge company, judge advocate of divi 
sion, judge of the superior court and 
author on the law of contracts. He left 
but two children, James a barrister, and 
Robert, vice president of the Illinois steel 
company of Chicago.

The extensive lands to which these arc 
heirs are comprised in 2025 square miles 
of New Brunswick in the neighborhood 
of Miramichi, including the city of 
Chatham, with all the rich hunting and 
fishing district with the islands adjacent ; 
also the entire province of Prince Edward 
Island, the whole of Cape Breton and the 
northern half of Nova Scotia from Cape 
Canseau, which was formerly named 
Fronsac.

The heirs are fortified with money and 
material to push their claim as it was 
never pushed before. Fifty years ago an 
attempt was made, and Judge Lawrence 
of Boston was employed to give advice to 
the heirs in the matter. Judge Lawrence 
had previously been U. S. minister to 
England, and was brother to him who 
founded the city of Lawrence.

In 1798 the Chevalier Thomas Forsyth 
advanced a claim on the title, which has 
since been conceded. The family of 
De Fronças possessed this property for 
nearly 100 years, from 1653 to 1732. The 
value of the claim is over $300,000,000. 
The wars which then existed between the 
British and French were obstacles in the 
way of settling the property after the 
eldest line had died out in 1732, an‘d the 
British government in Canada has not 
been inclined to part with such territory 
without a murmur.

The heirs feel confident of accomplish­
ing something at the present time, but 
prefer not to reveal the plans they are 
maturing. The papers of this claim arc 
all noted in the leading Canadian histories 
and arc on file in Paris.

Canada Possesses the Key.

Some of our American exchanges labor 
under the delusion that Canada has no ac­
cess to the Klondyke country except 
through Alaska. One of them states that 
“ it is the very fact that the gold region 
can only be reached through the United 
States that makes any enforcement of the 
Canadian alien law impracticable.” For 
the present it may be true that the best 
route from Canada to the gold fields is 
through a strip of United States territory, 
and that the making of Dyea a port entry 
by the United States Government will faci­
litate the transaction of our business, but 
it is equally true that the best route by 
long odds wilt soon be located through 
Canadian territory exclusively. The 
United States route via the Yukon River 
is open only two months in the year, while 
its great length and the difficulties connec­
ted with the navigation of that river mal e 
it a most expensive and tedious route. 
The Canadian Government has already 
started to locate a way to the Klondyke 
from some interior point along the line of 
the G. P. R. It is said, in fact, that the 
Canadian Pacific will take a hand in the 
opening up of the country, tapping its 
transcontinental system at Edmonton, and 
building a rail and waggon route right in­
to the heart of the gold fields. All Ameri­
can routes via the Pacific will be doomed 
as soon as Canada opens up an all-the- 
year-ronnd route from the interior. Such a 
route will, we trust, be available for the 
great rush of people who will make their 
way Yukonwards during 1898.—Toronto 
World.

The Wagon Route to the Yukon.

Gold has done much good and harm in 
the world. To the credit side of its 
ledger account we must put the opening 
up of the world’s vastest habitable spaces 
to civilization. It was gold and silver 
that peopled South America with Span­
iards. It was gold in California that 
suddenly half a century ago practically 
doubled the habitable area cf the United 
States. It was gold seme years later 
which made a newer world in Australia, 
and now gold seems to be the power 
which is to make the great lone land 
teem with millions. It is the move im­
portant that Canada should make the 
most of this attraction from the first, Ils 
every circumstance since the discovery of 
the Klondike has shown the need of doing 
what we can to make its" wealth Cana­
dian and its people Canadian. The 
best way of convincing the pistoling sav- 

who are threatening to rush the 
custom house from the American side 
that the territory they are going to is 
actually not theirs but ours, is to have 

sufficient number of quiet Canadians 
in possession to make the place as peace­
ful as Rossland, which is famous among 
mining regions for safety and good order. 
Public meetings are being held in the 
territory of Alberta to urge upon the 
Dominion the advisability of immediately 
opening up a wagon route between Ed- 
menton, on the Saskatchewan to which 
there is railway communication, and the 
^ ukon country. Government surveyors 
have marked out an easy route by way 
of the Lit tie Slave Lake, the Peace River 
alley and the Laird liver, across the 

height of land to the headwaters of the 
Pelly river, and down the valley of that 
river, which is one of the largest tribu­
taries of the -) ukon. There is really a 
great deal to say in favor of the opening 
of this route by means of a wagon way. 
It is the most direct and consequently 
the shortest overland route between a 
railway station and the Yukon river, the 
distance being in round numbers about 
twelve hundred miles to the centre of 
the Klondike district, at the far end 
of the Canadian Yukon country. By 
this route the Cassiar gold region of Brit­
ish Columbia, which is also known to be 
very rich, would also be reached and 
supplied. But the greatest argument in 
favor of the construction of the wagon 
way by this route is that it would lead to 
the opening up and permanent settle­
ment of the great Peace river valley and 
region.

There are vast areas of fertile lands in 
the territory of Athabasca, which would 
be profitably cultivated by a large popula­
tion, in spite of a somewhat short season, 
if there were markets for agricultural pro­
ducts within easy reach. Hitherto there 
have been no such markets and consequent­
ly, rich as are the lands, no settlement to 
speak of. There has been nothing but the 
fur trade and hunting to draw people 
thither, and the number attracted has been 
small. The gold regions of the Yukon 
seem to have been designed as a bait to 
tempt people to rich lands that lie on the 
way to them. The Yukon country is as 
big as France,-and throughout its whole 
extent the gold indications are rich. If 
lode and vein gold mining become estab­
lished in the Y ukon and Cassiar countries, 
or even if placer mining continues anything 
like as rich as it is at present, there will 
be a large and permanent population in 
those far north-west regions of Canada. 
There are some fertile bottom lands in val­
leys of the Yukon and its territories, in 
which some of the more hardy cereals and 
vegetables may be grown, but the people 
will be dependent upon outside territories 
for the great bulk of supplies of food.

Of the thousands of sons of toil attracted 
to the Yukon by gold the great majority 
will finally settle down to agricultural oi 
other pursuits as near the Yukon country 
as fertile lands and a comfortable climate 
can be found. If the waggon route through 
thePeace river valley to the Y ukon is open­
ed up there can be little doubt that many 
on their way into and out of the gold re­
gions will settle down there and become 
farmers and stock raisers. The waggon 
route will soon be followed by a railway. 
Extenstee deposits of coal arc found 
lying almost on the surface along the 
eastern slope of the Rocky Moun­
tains, from which much of the supplies of 
fuel of the west will be taken. Thete are 
very considerable deposits of coal in the 
Canadian Yukon country, the largest yet 
discovered stretching eastward along 
the northern bank of the Yukon from 
Coal Creek, which empties into the main 
river not far from the boundary line. This 
coal will no doubt supply the miners and 
mill-owners of the Yukon country. Be­
sides gold the government surveyors have 
found copper and silver. That Canada 
should seek to make the Yukon gold re­
gion tributary to the other territories and 
provinces, and promote trade between 
them, in order to the permanent settle­
ment and rapid development of both, 
seems a matter of course, and how this 
can be done without providing for all- 
Canadian routes to the Yukon is not 
apparent. The Mackenzie river route 
may be said to be already open, steamers 
in tli£_service of the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany plying on its long stretches of navi­
gation with trails at the portages.

Senator Rotttaillo-

Ex-Lieut. Gov. of Quebec, Passes Away.

New Carlisle, Que., August 18.—Sev- 
Btor Theodore Robitaille died here this 
morning after a prolonged illness. Since 
his return from Ottawa after the session 
he had been making some progress, owing 
to the healthy climate of the Baie des 
Chaleurs, but at length he succumbed 
before the fatal attack of the malady.

Hon. Theodore Robitaille M. ])., I*. C. 
was descended from one of the oldest 
French families iu Canada : one of his 
grand-uncles, Messirc Robitaille, was 
chaplain to the active militia force of 
Lower Canada during the war of 1812, 
in which all the family took an active 
part on tiic loyal side. He was a son of 
the late Louis Adolphe Robitaille, and 
was born at Varennes, Que., on January 
29, 1834. He was educated at the Model 
School there, in the United States, at St. 
1 iierese and Laval and McGill universities. 
He was sworn of the Privy Council, and 
was Receiver-General of Canada from 
January 3U, 1873, until November G the 
next year, when he resigned witli his 
chief, Sir John Macdonahl, on the Pacific 
Railway matter. He sat for Bonavcnturc 
in the Canadian Assembly from 1861 until 
the Union, and in the Commons of the 
Dominion from 18G7 until 1878. He also 
sat for Bonaventure in the Local House 
from 1871 to 1874, when he resigned to 
confine himself to the Commons. He was 
Lieut.-Governor of Quebec from 1879 to 
1884, and was called to the Senate in 1885.

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day, and that was all the protection the 
tish had in those days.

The next overseer was Jeremiah O'Sulli 
van. All I can say about him is he
couldn’t paddle a canoe over the river nor 
couldn’t get along shore very well, so we 
can imagine how well the fish was protect­
ed during his term of office.

The next overseer and guardian was 
John A’Hearu, a good officer, but being in 
poor health he was unable to do his duty 
as he would wish. He would seize nets 
from poachers one week and the next week 
would sell such nets back to the ones he 
took them from, which was certainly 
wrong. But the overseer was ordered to 
do so by the department. Nevertheless 
the fish were very well protected during 
his term of office.

Other officers I could mention but their 
services were of little value so I M ill pass 
them over until the appointment of John 
Hogan another good officer, but who didn’t 
want to give anyone any credit but him­
self for seizures. I have known him to 
canoe up the northwest river and get a lot 
of nets that his guardian had seized, take 
them to Newcastle, haul them round town 
and get the credit for seizing them him­
self, and yet in spite of these occasional 
seizures by the wardens the tish were but 
poorly protected.

The next overseer was Patrick Hogan, 
a good officer, who I may say gave the 
only real protection we ever had on the 
river during his term. of office, except­
ing this summer, and no blame to Hogan 
for that because he had no help and it 
is impossible for one man to protect the 
fish on this river. He was the right man 
in the right place. I mean if you want 
the fish protected you want the overseer 
•t or about Redbank, so he can have his 
guardians under his eyes. About every 
second day Pat would make his rounds 
and see his guardians were doing their 
duty, in fact he was seen too often by 
some parties to suit them.

I have been living on this river fifty 
years and have fished less or more 35 years 
and caught salmon when ever I could, both 
fall and spring, and I must say all the pro­
tection that ever we had on this river was 
the last seven years. Although the salmon 
were scarce this summer it was not the 
fault of protection, as I have known sal­
mon to be as scarce twelve years ago.

Now Hogan has been dismissed for poli* 
cal reasons and John Keys has been ap­
pointed in his place and time will tell how 
the duties of the office will be performed in 
the protection of the fish against poachers.

UNITED STATES AND SPAIN.

THE IXSTBCCTIONS OF GENERAL STEWART 

L. WOODFORD
r~i ____

London, Aug. 20.—The Daily Gra­
phic publishes the following despatch 
from Berlin : “Gen. Stewart L. Wood­
ford, the newly appointed minister 
to Spain from the United Slates, has 
been instructed by President McKinley 
to ascertain the limit of neutrality of the 
European powers in the event that the 
United States should decide on an 
offensive policy against Spain, and he 
has been in communication with the 
various emboisadore ou the subject Col. 
Jobo Hay, the American ambassador to 
Greet Britain, has received encourage­
ment from Lord Salisbury. M. Hano- 
taux, the French foreign minister, has 
emphatically refused to discuss the 
matter with Gen. Horace Porter, the 
American ambassador to France, and 
for some days avoided granting an 
audience to General Woodford. As a 
last resource, General Woodford and 
General Porter telegraphed for Mr. 
White, who lias joined " them. Mr. 
White, who is the cleverest American 
diplomat in Europe, knows better than 
anyone in President McKinley’s cabinet 
the futility of the step now being taken. 
He his avoided even mentioning it 
to the German government and went to 
Paris resolved to do all in his power to 
dissuade General Woodford and General 
Porter from any course but one of 
moderation toward Spain.”

Mr. Calderon Carlisle, of Washington, 
counsellor to the Spanish legation in the 
United States, has arrived here. In the 
course of an interview with the coriee- 
poudeiit of the Associated Picas, Mr. 
Carlisle said he went to Spain to pay a 
visit to relatives, but while there he had 
an audience of the Queen R-gent, and 
he discussed with the late Senor Cano 
vas del Castillo, the premier, and other

high i fficials of the Spanish government, 
varions «epicts of the Cuban question, 
explaining to Senor Canovas the details 
of some of the ptincipal filibustering ex­
peditions from the United Slates to 
Cuba, and giving his views as to the 
legal aspects of the filibustering claims 
which be had investigated since the war 
broke out in Cuba. Spain, he said, 
intended to press her claims to compen­
sation for filibustering, and these claims 
would over balance the American claims 
for damages to the property of citizens 
o! the United States in the island. “ My 
last interview with the late Senor Cano­
vas,” said Mr. Carlisle, “ was during the 
week before he was assassinated and at 
the hotel which was the scene of the 
tragedy. He requested me to call. 
While I was waiting in the office of the 
hotel Senor Canovas entered the room 
ard was immediately surrounded by 
half a dozen gentlemen, amid whom he 
stood talking on Cuban matters. I in­
quire! as to who the gentlemen were 
and was told they were newspaper cor­
respondents. This scene was entirely 
informal, quite American in fact. One 
could easily see how a man so approacha­
ble as Senor Canovas could be assassina­
ted without much difficulty. 1 was told 
he always received newspaper corres­
pondents freely and talked with them 
frankly. Senor Cwovas appeared to 
be in excellent health and spirits, though 
of course he was no longer a young man. 
He told me that he was satisfied that 
the progress of the war in Cuba this 
summer had been all that could he ex­
pected in the wet season, and he believed 
ibe conditions would be much better in 
the autumn: lie spoke feelingly of the 
sulfeiing in Cuba, which lie considered 
and described as unavoidably incidental 
to a state of war ; and he expressed the 
warmest hope that the necessity for suf­
fering would soon cease. The condition 
of public sentiment in the United States 
was a matter to which he made particu­
lar inquiry. I assured him that the 
country was not so partial to the insur­
gent movement as might be inferred 
from some of the newspapers and from 
the reports of congressional debates.” 
Mr. Carlisle believes the effect of the 
assassination of Canovas will be to unite 
more closely the various sections of the 
conservative party in Spain. He said :

I can speak not only for the court 
circle but also for jieople ol the provinces 
where the Carlisle are reputed to be 
strongest, and 1 can say that 1 saw nc 
signs of preparations for a Carlist rising 
or anything to corroborate reports cir 
culated in the United States to the effect 
that the Spanish people are to dissatis­
fied with the government as to be easily 
incited to overthrow.”

The amount of ammunition shipped 
from here during the past four months 
is said to be enormous. Hundreds of 
thousands of cartridges and dozens 
of rapid fire and dynamite guns 
of the latest pattern had been gotten off. 
The Spanish authorities bare suspected 
that such a state of affairs existed, but 
they were unable to locate the goods or to 
detect anyone in the act of taking them 
to ;ea. It is stated by a sympa’hizer 
of the Cuban cause that all the 
dynamite used by the insurgents 
durirg the recent attack on the city 
of Havana was shipped from this 
city. Agents of the Cuban Junta are lo­
cated here and are in close communica­
tion with the leaders of the cause of 
Cuba libre. Inlet capains are anxiously 
waiting for further developments.

STARVATION AND DEATH

FACING THE GOLD SEEKERS EN ROUTE 

TO KLONDIKA.

Vancouver, August 20.— Most dis­
quieting accounts continue to reach 
this city from Dyea and other points 
en route to the Yukon. The more pru­
dent, old timers especially, ate turn­
ing back in large numbers, after sell­
ing their outfits at the best pi ice ob­
tainable, and determining to winter at 
Juneau or some more southern port 
on the North Pacific, where food sup­
plies are obtainable at less than fam­
ine pi ices. Not one man in ten of 
those en route for the Klondike can, it 
is freely asserted, get in before win­
ter, and those who do will tun large 
chances of starvation. There is already 
a big block of men and goods on the 
pastes "beyond Dyea, and by the river 
Yudon toute the two steamers are only 
able to get in, ere ice closes navigation 
for a long and hard winter, less than 
a tithe of the commodities offered for 
transpott by hundreds of Argonauts. 
Tenderfect, almost wholly unprovided 
with supplies, are seeking to make 
their way in by the mountain passes, 
and the rear of the advancing host 
are gamblers, counterfeit note passers 
and scoundrels of many kinds, who 
have, in quest of plunder, left tlieir dene 
in the big cities of the Pacific States. 
It is almost impossible to exaggerate 
the danger of the situation for most 
of those now seeking entrance to the 
Yukon ere winter, and it cannot be 
too strongly impressed on al1 would- 
be Ynkon gold seekers that they had 
better far wait till spring improves the 
facilities of access to a most difficult 
country. In all probability hundreds 
will lose their lives this autumn vainly 
seeking to get into the Yukon. Really 
no time will be lost by waiting till 
spring, as those now entering the far 
Not th will, as a rule, have to wait by 
the way, liable to cold and famine 
camped amidst the mountain snows.
