poard of health, cominenting Thursday
on the new laws to govern abattoirs,
issued by Dr. J. W. S. McCullough, of
the provincial board, declared that with
the provincial board backing up cleaner
abattoirs, it would be possible for the
local boards to enforce the laws.

In unlicensed places, which means out
in thc country, the mnew laws provide
that a sewage-disposal plant must be
built, and that the buildings cannot t.
used for any other purpose than slaugh-
tering and cooling rooms for meat. Of-
fal must be placed in flyproof recep-
tacies. Persons affected with tubercu-
losis are not allowed in the abattoirs.
Strict regulations for killing and dis-
posing are provided and more sanitary
conditions demanded throughout.

“We are heartily in favor of all these
things,” said Dr. Burdon, “and our
board has been striving to bring them
about in this locality, but we have had
opposition. I am sure the board wil
ac: promptly with the provincial ay.
thorities to enforce these new regula-
tions.”"

OTTAWA, Oct, §. — Sir Robert Bor-
den proposes to leave for Englang in

the near future, if it is finally de-

cided that the general election is not
to be held until next year. That is the
reason the militia portfolio was hand-
ed over to Hon. J. D. Hazen during the
absence of Col. Hughes.

There are several matters which the
Canadian Premier would like to dis-
cuss first-hand with twne British au-
thorities. There are questions of de-
fence both on land and sea. A view
»f the conditions in England, created
.by the war, it is thought, would prove
of value to Sir Robert Borden, and
would enable him to speak to Parlia-
ment when it next meets with more
authority than would be the casg if he
did not make the trip.

Declsion Still In Balance,
The decislon as to an election still
hangs in the Dbalance. 8ir Robert
Rogers is pressing strongly for an ap-
peal to the people, and he is backed
by Hon. J. D. Reid and Hon. Fronk
Cochrane. Other members of the ad-
suninistration hold the view of big busi-
nessmen in Canada that to disturb the
country with a general election just
now would be botk hazardous and un-
desirable. They hold that the industrial
position of the country presents suffi-
Mient difficulties just now without add-
ing the turmecil of an election.

cial press bureau today gives an eye-
witness’ narrative of the operations in!

3. It follows: ‘“Wednesday, the 30th of
September, merely marked another
day's progress in the gradual develop-
ment of the situation, and was distin-
guished by no activity beyond slight
attacks by the ememy. There was also
artillery fire at intervals. One of our
airmen succeeded in dropping nine
bombs, some of which fell on the
enemy's rolling stock collected on the
railway near Laone. Some of the
enemy’s front trenches were found empty
at night, but nothing much can be de-
duced from this fact, for they are fre-
quently evacuated in this way, no doubt
to prevent the men in the back lines
from firing on their comrades in front
of them

“Thursday, October 1, was a most
perfect autumn day, and the most
peaceful scene since the two forces be-
came engaged on the Aisne. There
was only desultory gun fire as targets
offered. During the night the enemy
made a few trenches and a French
aviator dropped one bomb on the rail-
way station and three bombs on the
troops near it

Enemy Driven Out.

“The weather on Friday, the 2nd,
was very misty in the early hours, and
it continued hazy until late afternoon,
becoming thicker at night. The Ger-
mans were driven out of a mill which
they had occupied as an advanced post,
their guns and machine guns, which
supported it, being knocked out one by
one by well-directed artillery fire from
a flank. During the night they made
the usual two attacks on the customary
spot in our lines, and as on previogs
occasions were repulsed Two of their
trenches were captured and filled in.
