RUSSIA TO INGREASE
RAILWAYMEN'S WAGES

Additional Vast Expenditure

* in Rates.

Petrograd, Oct. 8.—The railwaymen’s
strike has caused the Government to
decide to grant the increased wages de-
manded as from September 1. This
will necessitate an expenditure of 750,-
000,000 rubles annually, which the Gov-
ernment has decided to meet by a re-
arrangement of railway rates. Simul-
taneously the Government will promul-
gate a law providing for special food
supplies for railwaymen.

The wedge in the German line has
been driven so deep that with the high ground lest their,
position has been made most unfavorable and nother
strategic retreat has been predicted.

DRIVING THROUGH MUD.

Recent dispatches from the British fromt, however,
told of heavy rains and deep mud, conditions under which,
ordinarily, a renewal of the offensive would not be ex-
pected. The decision of the British staff to attack so
quickly may indicate a purpose to force a decision before
the cold weather sets in or before the Germans have re-
covered from the last blow, which appeared to have par-
tially demoralized them.

Is Minister’s Public
Declaration Monday.

'WOULD' STOP FCOD USES

lfDr. Dougalt Points to Elimin-
ating of Liquor Manufac-
ture in States as‘xample.

This

Preaching at the union Methodist
Thanksgiving service held in the First
Methodist Church at 11 ¢’clock on Mon-
day, Rev, Dr. H. S. Dougall of Askin
Street Methodist Church enumerated
among special reasons for thanksgiving
in the midst of wartime the relation-
ships existing between Canada and the
United States, cne in interest and one
to win the war; the temperance legis-
lation that has turnéd homes of misery
into homeg of comfort and happiness in
the past year, the measure of the fran-
chise extended to women, and the boys
and girls of the Dominion who have
seen their duty and are doing it. Con-
cerning prohibition, he referred espe-
cially to the one province in the whole
of Canada which is not now dry, Que-
bec, unwilling to assist in the war for
common liberties, opposing women’s
franchises, free schools and compulsory
education

Mention of the fact was made in
connection with the subject of prohibi-
tion that in the United States not one
poung of foodstuff is legally being de-
stroyed in the production -of alcoholic
liquors for beverage purposes. ‘It is
perhaps unfair in times of great siress
to critcize the Government,” he said,
“put it would be very satisfactory if
Canada could sce her way to adopt
similar legislation.”

With regrard to the franchise, Dr.
Dougall referred to this as ‘‘good so
far as it went, but why not farther?"
He continued, ‘‘Lloyd George hag taken
the view that women by their patriotism,
patience in, suffering, uncomplaining
tears, and acceptance of burdens laid
by men, have earned the right to the
franchise. Cannot the same be said of
the women of Canada?"

In conclusion, the preacher dwelt up-
on the thankfuiness due for God's best
gift to men of His son, Jesus Christ,
with the countless athert biessingsg be-
stowed upon the Canadian people.

Directing Attention to Reduction,

Commenting on this today, Mrs, R.
M. Graham, secretary of the locai‘ food
conservation committee, said: ‘‘Mrs.
Williams, our chairman, is out of town
or I would like to have had her tell you
about the efforts being made to reduce
the cost of bread by the foodq conserva-
tion committee, not only in this city,
but throughout the province as well.
Indeed, following the campaign to en-
list the housewives of Canada in a
movement to conserve wheat, beef and
bacon, and to exercise thrift in the use
of all foodstuffs, we are directing atten-
tion to the reduction of the cost of ne-
cessities, and . particularly bread.

“Locally, 'Mrs, Willlams has already
visited one of the large millers, who is
milling 76 per cent extraction flour for
export with a view to discovering of the
use of this flour, or even a higher per
cent extraction, would be instrumental
in lowering the price of bread. The idea
was suggested when we had 76 per cent
extraction bread for luncheon on the
occasion of a food conservation meeting
some weeks ago in St. Thomas. Mrs.
Williams and I together have also vis-
ited a number of the bakers to inter-
view them in regard to substituting a
certain amount of cornmeal oatmeal,
rye, ete., for wheat flour in their bread,
both with a view to releasing a per-
centage of the wheat. flour and reducing
the cost. One baker informed us he
had already reduced the cost of his
bread to ten cents a loaf, One, we were
told, was already making an oatmeal
bread, but owing to the fact we couldn’t
see the proprietor at the time, we did
not find out the proportions, Mrs. Wil-
liams particularly wanted to know in
each case about the possibility of reduc-
tion in cost to the consumers. We were
told in a number of cases that, owing
to the fact there is not the demand for
‘war bread,’ it is not yet possible to
purchase oatmeal, cornmeal or other
substitutes in quantities which will ef-
fect a reduction in cost of production.
some of the bakers stated that if it is
not nécessary for them to introduce
other machinery they may be able to
make a cheaper loaf if it is demanded.
If methods of mixing and making bread
were standardized by the Government
that woulg solve the problem. >

The above furnishies absolute proof that the
Government is not acting in the interests of the
people, but in the interests of thg C. N. R. stock-
holders; is encouraging the imposition of a huge
debt upon the nation for the benefit ‘of its
moreyed supporters. Curiosity as to how much
of the arbitrators’ award- will revert. to those
who have so boldly advocated the steal is not
wanting.

In the wild ‘endeavors of the Conservative
papers to cloak the misdeeds of the Borden Gov-
ernment, they make admissions damaging to their
cause.

He is a long, lean, sinewy morthal,
with a drawl in his voice and a zipping
hop on his fast ball. His given name
is William; but when he twirled his first
professional game down in the Cotton
States League for Vicksburg, the fans
learned his name was Perritt, and, of
course, called him “Pol,” and tne
monicker has stuck.

Rain Causes Postponement of
Play Today for Pennant.

38,000 SEATS SOLD

Rooters Say McGraw Must
Take Next Game To Have
Chance for Pennant.

New York, Oct. 9.—After waiting all
night in the cold and drizzling rain for
choice seats in the bleachers a small
crowd of fans received a severe disap-
pointment when it was announced
about noon today that owing to the bad
weather conditions today's game in the
series would ‘be ‘postponed.

All Night Waiters.

Police officials and ' Polo Ground
guards said the all-night crowd was
the smallest that has waited up for a
world's series game here in years. Ths
first man to appear arrived at 6 o’clock
last night. He wasg a little old man
more than 60 years of age, and took
his place at a ticket window in order
to hold the place: and sell it to the
highest bidder when the sale of seats
began. The line grew slowly, and at
midnight there: were perhaps 100 boys

and men stretched along the fence.
Some slept peacefully, and others dis-
cussed the chances of the Giants to
even up the series.

‘With the first streaks of dawn, and
while the rain was still falling lightly;

the lines began to grow, and soon aM
arteries of travel led to the Polo
Grounds. When the gates to the lower

grand stand and bleachers were opened
at 9 o’clock, the lineg stretched up and
down the streéts 'and around the
grounds.

The shivering fans who stood in the
cold all night were rewarded by frst
choice of seats in the unreserved sec-
tions. All seats/ in the upper pavilion
had been reserved, and were sold
several days ago. This left about 27,000
seats to be sold on the basis of first
come first served when the gates open-
ed today. The management insisted
that each purchaser of an unreserved
seat go directly into the grounds. This
arrangement was strictly adhered to,
and gave every patron of the club an
equal chance,

Speculators Get Some.

Despite every precaution taken by
President Hempstead, reserved seat
tickets were to be had from speculators
at the grounds and at the prominent
hotels. Last night $35 was asKed for
one set of tickets to the three games,
but prices fell today, due to the damp

weather. The total 'attendance was
expected to be more than 38,000, the
capacity of the stands.

While the betting odds favored the

American Leaguc champions all the
way from 2 tg 1 to 5 to 1, supporters of
the Giants still were outwardly optim-
istic. ‘The local mooters, while ad-
mitting the superiority of the White
Sox in the first two games, insisted
that McGraw’'s men have not yet dis-
played their real baseball ability.

Qutside of the main question as to
whether the Giants can stage a spec-
tacular come-back, ' the followers of
the game devoted the rest of their
speculation as to the rival pitchers, in
the absence of official announcement.
The opinion seemed to be that either
Cicotte or Russell would start for the
visitors, while McGraw would pin his
faith in Sallee or Benton.

Must Win Today.

New York rooters admitted today
that the Giants must win the third
game to have a look-in at the cham-
pionship. To lose this game, they
agreed, would mean that the world's
series title would probably go west for
the first time since 1909, when Pitts-
burg’ captured the series from Detroit,

Delving into the records of past
games does not hold out any encourage-
ment to the followers of the National
Leaguers. These records show that
since world's series have been played
under the rules laid down by the
National Baseball Commission, no team
that lost the first twWo games ever came
through the winner of baseball classics.

Chicago's attack against New York
so far is above the average so far as
records go. It is pointed out that prior
to Sunday’'s contest, which Chicago won
7 to .2, seven or more runs have been
‘made in only seven of the 67 games
played under National Commission
regulations. In five of the last twelve
world’s series the winner of the blue
ribbon event captured the first two
games.

Chicage’s Advantage.

Aside from the games won, Chicago
has a decided advantage in the pitch-
ing. Manager Rowland’s. men have now
batted against McGraw's best pitchers,
who, the New York manager expected,
would at the very least break even
with the American Leaguers on their
own grounds. The White Sox {apped
Sallee sufficiently to win, and hammer-
ed Schupp, the New York star, out of

the box. Both are left-handers. Mec-
Graw still has Rube Benton, another
southpaw, but he may decide to try
Ritt, his best right-hander, to stop
Comiskey's men.

Chicago's pitching has been up
to Manager Rowland's expectations

Cicotte and@ Faber, the White Sox only
two offerings so far, came through with
victories. Neither was hit very hard,
and both:now have 'the confidenee born
of victory. Rowland may decide to
pitch these two men again before tak-
ing a chance on Russell or one of his
other twirlers.

Owing to the various partieg having
convoked meetings for this morning to
consider the situation arising from Sat-
urday's sitting of the Reichstag, says a
Berlin dispatch, the debate, which was
planned for today, has been postponed
until Tuesday. The chief subject of
discussion will-be war aims, but, accord-
ing to -this dispatch, the imperial chan-
cellor, Dr. Michaelis, has gone to head-
quarters. This- may be significant, as
before opening debate on important sub-
jects in the Reichstag the chancellor
sometimes consuits with chiefs.

The Reichstag, according” to Berlin
dispatches,’ discussed the ist In-
terpellation concerning Admiral von
Tirpitz and the new German Father-
land party. The Socialist, Herr Lands-
berg, declared that the new party was
a_pan-German institution, its particular
object being to obtain support for its
leaders ‘by means of war profits ang the
purchase of newspapers to influence
public opinion and set forth Germany’s
war aims, which would give them jn-
creased dividends,

Socialists Demand Freedom,

The Socialists, on the contrary, de-
clared Herr Landsberg, demanded that
the freedom of the nation should be
promoted, becdause democracy was its
ireatat strength. Referring to the

gitation in behalf of the new party’s
propaganda against the Reichstag
peace resolution, Hery Landsberg said:

““We must get out of the suffocating
atmosphere of a state of siege. The
war minister must admit that he pro-
tects the agitation, as he himself wrote
a2 polemic against the Reichstag reso-
lution.

“The way of the sword this time will
pot—-spoll the good work of the pen.
The chancellor must in his own inter-
est ang that of the nation declare
against pan-German agitation. On his
attitude .greatly depends the country’s

Union Until After War,

Premier Borden’s latest offers are
believed to be the formation of a-union
administration to.last. until one.year
after the conclusion of the war, with
the withdrawal of the franchise act and
the co-operation of both parties in war
government. The premier’s final bid for
Liberal support contains . offers of
cabinet portfolios to Hon. James A.
Calder ang T. A. Crerar, of Saskatche~
wan; Hon, A. B, Hudson, of Manitoba;
Hon.-A. L. Sifton, of Alberta, and pos-
sibly Premier H. C Brewster, of Brit-
ish- Columbia. This is his idea of
western- Liberal representation.

For the eastern provinces he is mak-
ing further overtures to F. B. Carvell,
M.P., and for Ontario he has made re-
newed .approaches to N. W. Rowell,
M,P.P., and F. F_ Pardee, M.P.

This is the proposed Liberal slate for
the Borden union government.

Messrs. Rowell, Pardee and Graham
decline to discuss the situation. ~ Mr.
Pardee, however, was summoned to a
meeting “of the  Ontario Liberal cons
seriptionists ‘laté in the afternoon, am
it is reported that he was fQrmally
tendered the leadership of this phalanx
of Ontario Liberalism, but declined to
make any decision until he had con-
sulted Sir Wilfrig Laurier.

SOLDIERS’ MOTHER
SEE OLD PROPHECY
BEING FULFILLED

Twenty-Five Million Women
Have Given Sons to
War.

P

Preaching on the text, “Yea, a sword
gshall pass through thy own soul also,
that the thoughts of many hearts may
be revealed,” at the union Presbyterian
Thanksgiving service in St. Andrew’s
Church  yesterday forenoonm, Rev.
Thomas H. Mitchell of Toronto drew
attention to the manner in which his-
tory repeats itself, and these two things
of the text are being fuilfilled today, as
in the time of the sion of Christ long
ago. Lord Roberts, the far-sighted sol-
dier and statesman, warning the people
of England, had uttered this very
prophecy to the mothers of England:
“A sword shall pierce thy soul also.”
It has been fulfilled in the case of 25,-
000,000 of mothers who have given their
sons to the great war, even as it was
fulfilled in the case of Mary, the mother
of Jesus.

Thoughtsg Revealed.
Concerning the suggested purpose of
the ‘“‘piercing of the soul,”” Mr. sMitchell
pointed out that in the passion of Christ
the thoughts were revealed of those who

crucified him, dark by contrast with
the spotlessness of God. The disciples
forsook their master and fled, betraying
{ their thoughts that he had come to
1establish a world kingdom. In the last
| place, it revealed the thoughts in the
{heart of Jesus, predicting the end to
{his disciples, Jesus had shown to them
ithat his death was to be in accordance
iwith God's will, and that self-giving
was to be the law of hig kingdom.

“This excruciating modern passion
through which we are passing,” said
Mr, Mitchell, “is revealing the domi-
nant thoughts that animated all the
governments of Europe before the war.
dt is revealing the thoughts of the com-
mon people and bringing to light" the
fact that life comes out of death.

Ready for War.

In the first place, concerning the
dominating thoughts of the governments
of Europe, a friend of mine who lived
for a number of years in Germany be-
fore the outbreak of war was one day
taken into the confidence of officers,
who told him that great buildings had
been turned into arsenals in prepara-
tion for war. German and French
school textbooks which have been trans-
lated and given to the world make it
amazing not that Germany and France
are at war, but that they were not in a
perpetual state of war. The war has re-
vealed the fact that peace cannot be
built on suspicion, distrust and balance
of armaments. Peace can only be built
on righteousness.

7 Two Kinds of Wounds.

In surgery there are two kinds of
wounds, the clean wounds and the un-
clean, which leave ckets to harbor
malignant germs. The Russo-Jap war
wag a clean wound, leaving no after-
bitterness. The Franco-Prussian war
wag the unclean wound, which left fes-
tering, malignant pockets.

‘““The war has revealed first, that
lasting peace can only be founded on
righteousness, and secondly, the fallacy
of preparing for war in times of peace,
lngtead of preparing for peace.

The war is revealing the thoughts of
the common people. The heroism of our
boys has given the lie to Nietzsche's
declaration against democracy that
people on all sides were growing smaller;
that all they cared for was comfort;
that no hero! 'was left. The war has
revealed among our boys a love of
country greater than the love of life.”
