ALL IN HIGH SPIRITS

Men Cheer Lustily as They

WIND IS CHIEF ENEMY

All Roads to Duluth Crowded 
With Women and 

Children.

4. Montreal, Aug. 18.—With the col­
lapse of the conciliation board’s at­
tempt to effect a settlement of the 
rail shopmen’s wage dispute by clos­
ing the union chiefs and the rail 
executives in one room, the disputants 
this morning completed their plead­
ings and asked the board to make a 

decision on the evidence submitted 
by each party. Owing to the small 
quantity of evidence to be considered 
an early finding is expected, and will 
probably be ready by Saturday night.

The end came with surprising sud- 
denness this morning, when George 
Hodge, assistant general manager of 
the C. P. R eastern lines, somewhat 
facetiously remarked that the parties 
to yesterday’s futile parley had agreed 
upon one issue, that he should inform 
the board that they had disagreed.

Without further evidence, Alex. 
Smith, K.C., chairman of the board, 
announced an indefinite adjournment 
until he and his colleagues, James 

iSimpson, representing the employees, 
land Isaac Pitblado. K.C., representing 
the railways, would hand down their 
decision. Both parties are to remain 
in the city to appear before the board 
again should the latter require fur­
ther evidence of any of the points 
raised.

For an issue involving such a huge 
sum of money, more than $5,000,000 
a year, the amount of evidence 
brought before the board was singu­
larly scanty. It was confined virtu­
ally to the two court statements pre­
sented respectively by the railways 
and the unions. Mr. Hodge bore the 
entire burden of the rail executive’s 
case, while R. J. Tallon led the 
union's cause, although well rein­
forced by Frank McKenna and John 
W. Bruce of Toronto, the latter repre- 
senting the Plumbers’ and Steamfit- 
ters’ Union.

Washington, Aug. 18. — President 
Harding today told congress that he 
was resolved “to use all the power 
of the government to maintain trans­
portation and protect the right of 
men to work." The president, in an 
address to congress in which he rec­
ommended specific legislation de­
signed to cure the industrial ills of 
the United States, declared with 
emphasis that the right of employers 
and employees alike to establishing 
their methods of conducting busi­
ness. to choose their employment, and 
to determine their relations with each 
other must be recognized.

“Law and order must be main­
tained/’ the president said.

The president deplored what he 
termed "warfare on the unions of 
labor."

The president declared a national 
investigation for instructive recom­
mendations as to the conduct of the 
coal industry to be imperative, and 
recommended a government commis­
sion to advise as to fair wages and 
conditions. Immediate legislation to 
establish temporarily a nominal coal| 
agency with necessary capital to pur­
chase, sell and distribute coal also 
was urged by Mr. Harding.

SETTLEMENT DEFERRED.
New York. Aug. 18.—Belief that no 

definite agreement for settlement of 
the shopcrafts strike would be 
reached today was expressed by 
Warren Stone, head of the Brother- 
hood of Locomotive Engineers, short- 

ly before 1 o’clock, on leaving the 
conference between the brotherhood 
men and rail executives. Mr. Stone 
said that no definite agreement had 
been reached so far, and that he be­
lieved the conference would have to 
extend beyond today.

The labor leader, who earlier in the 
! day asserted a settlement must be 
reached at these conferences, pro­
fessed himself still optimistic about 
the outcome.

Mr. Stone explained he did not be­
lieve there could be a settlement to­
day because whatever plan they had 
would have to he referred by both 
sides to their constituents.

The general impression prevailing' 
around the conference chamber at| 
the noon recess was that the con- 
ferees had come down to cases, and 
that some definite program was under 
discussion.

Mr. Stone, before leaving for a 
conference with labor leaders up­
town. implied he had a definite pro­
position to put before them.

"The whole thing was too ghastly 
for adequate description,” said Miss 
Thompson. "The Greek men. wo­
men and children were herded to­
gether and stumbled forward at the 
point of Turkish swords and bayo­
nets. Thousands perished by the 
wayside. 1 saw women who looked 
unhuman. I saw 300 hundred child­
ren surrounded by Turkish gen­
darmes, who beat them with their 
swords.

"There were girls in the ranks 
with faces disfigured and distorted 
out of all human shape. They had 
mutilated themselves to spoil their 
natural beauty and thus escape the 
slave life of a Turkish harem.

"Dead bodies lined the roads and 
overhead flew an army of vultures, 
ready to feast upon the orgy of 
death below."

SUGGESTS FARMERS FORM 
AND OPERATE WHEAT POOL

Moscow, Aug. 18.—A note handed to 
the foreign office, Aug. 10, by Robert 
M. Hodgson, the British representative 
here, and made public by the foreign 
office last night, is commented on in 
some circles as constituting a "feeler" 
by Great Britain, looking to separate 
negotiations with Russia along the 
lines which were attempted unsuccess­
fully by the allied countries as a group 
at The Hague.

Income Tax Helps.
A ALTHOUGH MANY thousands of 
.Londoners pay income taxes 
annually, few realize what motives, 
were behind the action of the au­
thorities in placing such a levy on 
citizens.

The ratepayer of the present day 
in Canada is burdened with Income 
taxation by two separate powers. 
They are the federal income tax. and 
that levied by the municipality, and 
the motives for levying these taxes 
are vastly different.

Federal income tax was inaugu­
rated as a means of reducing the 
Canadian debt accruing during the 
great war. The municipal income 
tax was put in force to relieve the 
small property holder in receipt of 
an income less than the statutory 
exemption.

Effects of the municipal income tax 
on the small property holder tend 
to relieve him of a portion of the 
taxes on his land and buildings, by 
deriving necessary revenue from a 
different source.

NEW YORK. Aug. 17.—(By Cana­
dian Press.) —Holy orders for womeni 
will be put before the coming con­
vention of the Episcopal Church in 
Portland, Ore., according to reports 
published here. It has been felt for 
some time that the order of deacon­
esses was not clearly enough defined 
from the province now covered by 
the sisterhoods, and a commission à 
was na med at the general convention 
in 1919 to present a report to the 
convention.

“Minor orders" only are contem­
plated, and the report makes this 
clear in the proviso that nothing in 
the proposed canon shall be taken 
"as favoring the opening of the 
priesthood to women, but instead, to 
provide an order similar to the prim­
itive order of deaconesses as found 
in the Epistles of St. Paul and the 
Acts of the Holy Apostles."

It is expected that this report will 
create more furore than a similar one 
passed at the Pan-American con­
ference in London in 1920. The fear 
is expressed that the canon will 
mean the opening wedge to the 
priesthood for women.

By the proposed canon, a woman 
will undergo the same examination 
and be subject to the same conditions 
set for men looking to deacons or­
ders. She must be certified by twelve 
persons in good standing in the di-
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ness and income.

The striking committee of the city 
council, in arriving at the tax rate 
each year, must first be provided 
with a report of the estimated ex- 
penditures for the year, in order to 
determine the funds necessary to be 
raised by taxes during that year. For 
example, it the total assessment for 
the city is one hundred million dol­

If. of that total assessment there 
Is included twenty-five million dol­
lars of income assessment, this re­
lieves the tax rate on property Ex­
cluding the income assessment in 
this instance would limit the total 
assessment to seventy-five million 
dollars and boost the tax rate to 
13 1-3 mills.

Therefore, in this case, the prop­
erty owner whose income does not 
exceed the statutory exemption, is 
relieved in taxes to the extent of 
2 13 mills on his property value, 
which is made up by citizens earn­
ing larger salaries.

From this it may be seen that the 
small taxpayer, who contitutes the 
backbone of any municipality, is 
partially protected from the burden 
of heavy taxes by the income tax, 
the amount of benefit varying direct­
ly to the amount of income assess­
ment in the municipality.

During the past three years the 
Ontario Legislature has devoted a 
greet deal of time to. and has shown 
considerable Interest in municipal 
income taxation problems, this be­
ing particularly noticeable at the 
last session. Income tax regulations 
are now considered more near the 
acme of perfection.

!the view of J. A. Ellis, provincial 
fuel controller, as expressed before 
a conference of 120 representatives 
of Ontario municipalities held at the 
Parliament buildings today. Pur­
chase of Welsh bituminous coal, 
either admiralty or smokeless, was 
the measure advised by the fuel con­
troller.

Although no concrete action grew 
out of the conference, those present 
learned a good deal about the situa­
tion as it affects the province gen­
erally, and the individual consumer 
in particular.

May Avoid Crisis.
"There will be no real emergency 

in the fuel situation in Ontario, if the 
coal dealers, the municipal councils 
and the general public will look the 
situation in the face and promptly 
take the measures which 1 believe 
ought to be taken," stated Fuel Con­
troller Ellis in his general statement 
which he read to the meeting. He 
continued, in part, as follows:

“There will be an emergency if 
matters are allowed to drift in the 
expectation that Ontario will get its 
full supply of coal from the States.

that our capital expenditure last year, 
was 119 millions. He did not tell 
you that 23 million of this was re­
funding loans, while several more 
millions were devoted to the sinking 
fund.

43 million dollars were expendid for 
the Chippewa Canal and other devel­
opments which we found commenced 
when we assumed office, and which 
it would be folly to discontinue.
