" Black Pope," as lie is called in Rome, soie
particulars with regard ta the Order of the
Jesuits, which at the present time number 12,947
menbers. They are divided into five "groups,"
which are themselves sub-divided into provinces.
'The Italian group is composed of the provinces
Of Rome [397], Naples{312], Sicily [247], Turin

[453), Venicel355], making atotal of 1,764; while
in France, where there are 2,863 Jesuits, or mare
than in any other country, there are the pro-
vinces of the le de France [886], Lyons [777],
Toulouse [762], and Champagne [538). The
"German" group comprises the provinces of
Germany [i,oo9], Belgium [935], Austria-Hun-
gary [642], Holland [450], and Galicia [374],
making a total Of 3,470; while the Spanish group
comprises the provinces of Aragon [945), Cas-
tille [869], Toledo [428]. Portugal [205], and
Mexico [123]. The seven English provinces
are Enigland [ 85], Maryland [564], Missouri
14031, Ireland [267[, Canada [240], New Orleans
[16 5, and Zambesi [53], making 2,307 in all,
all the above provinces having certain missions
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in foreign countries. For the election of their
general ci province sends two deputies, w-ho,
in conjunction with the heads of each group and
province (who are styled assistants and provin-
cial), select not only the general, but bis socus,
or adimonitor. h'lie general is aided in his ad-
mnistration by a Curia, which is at present coi-
posed of thirteen *esuit priests and ten coadju-
tors or lay brothers. The last two or threce
generals have, since Rome iecane the capital of
Italy, and the celcbrated Gesu monastery. fromî-
whirh the order founded by Ignatius Loyola
derived its naie, n'as taken over b- the Govern-
ment, resided at Fiesole, near Florence.

Tie recurrence of the greater festivals brings
with theni the recitation of the Athansasian
Creed, wihen, at all events, t is forced uîpon
the notice of those who imay nat ihear ir said at
other times. And this Creed is a very imîpor-
tant item in the Prayor-book, not only fron its
great doctrinal value and spiritual heli, luit also
because it lias hact ta hear the brunt, in recent
times, of a determined attack, leve-lIed not only
at the doctrines which it expresses, but at its
method of expressing then.

Dvfore procceding ta examine tihe Creed and
its bearing upon our spiritual lives, there are
certain questions which seen ta detain us at the
outset, and ta demand an ansver. Wlensce did
this Creed get its nane ? What is its date ?
Wlhat is its use, its scope, and object ? What
are the reasons, if any, which cou ld justify the
suspicions and the hostility which iL lias evoked ?

As regards the first of these questions, ve
niay say' aliost with certainty that it is not
called the Creed of S. Atlsansasius iecause it
was drawn up by the great saint, but because it
contains the doctrines with which bis lifeaid la-
bours ivill ever be associated ; just as we nîight
talk of the Arian Creed, not meaning thereby a
creed pronulgîed by Arius, but which containt-
cd the sun and substance of bis belief; or of
the Socinian Creed in like mainner, not as con-
taining necessarily' the tenets fo:mulated by' Sa.
cinus, but [lie general beliefs of tiat sect ; as,
inîdeed, ive comnmtonly talk of the A pos les'
Creed, not neaning a creed drawn up of leces-
su>' by tIse Abosles. but t "at wlsich expresses
tlîe bal>' doctrines wivhch tIe>' tauglît.

As to its authorship, various writers and coni-
pilers have been suggested, with tîis result, that
ivith great probabilîty it inay lie assigned ta
soie Gallican writer in the fift century. In
aur Prayer-book, its use is confîned to thirteen
occasions in the course of the Christian year,
securing what.is practically a montlî]y recitation .
its ancient use, from the seventh ta the sixteenth
century in England, Iaving been daily ; while
in the first reformed Prayer-book i itas assigned
ta only six festivals during the year.

Tie scope and abject of the Creed appear ta
be these. It bas two main theses, the first being
as fallows : " Whosoever willeth ta be in a stase
of salvation, before ail things il is needful that
lie hold the Catholic Faith. Wlicli Faitb unless
a man shall have kept wole and unde iled,
without doubt lie shall perish everlastingly.
And the Catholic Faith is this: that we worshifi
onc God in Trinity, and Trinity in Unity ;
neither confaunding the Persons, nor dividing
the Substance." Then follows a long parenthe-
sis, as it were, illustrating and enlarging upon
this tapie. Next follows a declaration as ta the
neceessity of believing the doctrine of the In-
carnation: "Furthermore, it is necessa.ry ta
everlastusg salvation that Ie also behieve rightly
the Incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ." This,
again, is followed by a parenthesis, explanatory

and illustrative, which takes us up ta the end of
the Creed. What the Creed sets before us t-
ing this-the doctrine of the Trinity in
Unity, and the doctine of the Incarnation, fol-
lowed b>- the Passion, Resuîrrection, Ascension,
and conîing to judgment of our Lord and Sa-
viour Jesus Christ. So fair ail is clear, and few
wvill be found ta abject ta the enunciation of
these doctrines in thenselves. That which peo-
ple have objected ta are what are called the
daiinatory clauses -clauses of condeniation, or,
as perhaps we should radher cal thten, nionitory
clauses, or clauses of wiarning. They are these:
" Which Faith except every one do keep whole
and undefiled, witiout doulbt lie shall lie:isl1everlastingly." " He, tiefoire, that iwill be sav-
cd must ihus think of tie 'Tnity. " "' Furtier-
more, it is necessary to ecrlastîing salvation
that lie also believe rightly the Incarnation of
our Lord Jesus Christ......b..This is the Catho-
lic I-aith, IsicL except a tisan believe faithfully
hc cannuot be saved." People say> that this lait-
guage is unira rranted, that is uicharitable, thait
it is dislionouring ta Almiighty God.

If iwe look at this a littie closer, we shall see
that the proposition asserted 1y tie Creed is
really this, that a riglit faithl is necessary ta sal-
vation. This. udoubtedly, is sot a popular
doctrine. Men say, I cai Ielieve lthat aile
who is a drinkard, or an adulterer, or a imutîr-
derer, or a blasphemîcr, inay lose his souil and
he cast away ; but sai a man wîho docs not hold
the riglht faith. Voi are condeising half the
race by sayinig so ; you are consigning to perdi-
tion good peiople, iiinocent people. Such a
creed is contrary to the law (if love." t Ibvious-
ly, the subject is îlot an casy one, and there-
fore it l be si-Il, belore inîvcstigating the
question any further, to satisfy ourselves first of
ail on this point : Does the Athanasian Creed
isn is statenets, and more especially in its
iwarnngs, go beyond the words or the spirit of
H oly Scripture ?

Referring to the Indian Mission work of ·the
diocese the Bishop speaks encouragingly, and
regards its stability and vitality as established
through the test it had experienced during the
year, through the difficulty in supplying the place

of the Rev. E. S. Wright, who left suddenly in
May and the Indians had to be satisfied with
Sunday services taken first by one and then by
another priest, as they could be spared from
other districts. Notwithstanding this there had
been an increase in the number of Confirmees of
12, there bein 82 in ail, against 70 in 1890, and
the constancy of the Indians to their Church was
most remarkable and gratifying. The Yale
school continued to afford the deepest satisfac-
tion in both branches. The two native Cate-
chists had both remained in the service of the
missions and both were indispensable.

Remarkable progress had been made in the
Kamloops Missionary District through the wise
management of the Rev. A. Shildrick, who by
patience diligence and good judgment had over-
come the discouraging condition of things exist-
ing when he undertook the Incumbency, and had
brought about a hopeful and pronising future.
The Communicants had increased from 130 to
196 ; Baptisrns, from 36 to 44 ; Confirmees, from
2 to 39 ; offertories, from $981 to $1,568 ; Easter
offering, fron $55 to $139 ; andI "subscriptions,"
which were blank in last year's returns, showed
this year a sum Of $4,095.22.

The people of the District had increase their
contributions towards local support from $450
to S r,69o. The Kamloops district extends along
the C.l-R. eastward, as far as the summit ofthe
Rocky Mounitains, ini which there are now three
priests, Rev. S. C. C. Kemm, Rev. T. W. Outer-
bridge, and Rev. Mr. Shildrick.

The Bishop regrets the failure of The Churrch-
mian's Gazle, the diocesan organ, to secure sub-
scribers and advertisers, and expresses his opin-
ion that the publication of parochial papers, two
of which had been started, was a mistake ; the
diocesan organ if properly supported being alone
sutiicient andi better than a mere narochial one.

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TE CHURH OF ENGLAND,

If any King or Bishop of England had been
asked in the ages before the Tudors as to what
Ciirch he belonged, le would have answered,
"The Church of England." In fact, England
never hiad a Roman Catholic sovereign imtil
Janes Il becaie such, and lost his crown in
consequence. Never was England worse
trampled upon by the Sec of Rome than in the
days of King John ; yet that was the epoch of
iaVgna Ctarala; and its first words proclaimed
the freedom of " the Church of England," not
of " the Ciurci of Rome in England "-much
less of" lthe Roman Catholic Church in England "
-a Church of which nobody ever heard until
after Queen Elizabeth's accession and tIe Ronish
Recusancy. And what is truc of England is truc
of France and other Western Churches : their
sovercigns and prelates belonged to flie Gallican
Church, the German Church, etc. Il those
days, tien, " the Church of Rome " meant the
Sec of Rome and its Italian Provinces, and there
w-as no " Roman Catholic Churchl " in existence.
This stupid and self-refutting name was bora of
the new ideas which took possession of the Latin
Churches after Luther's day ; and it is a badge
of modernisi which may well suggest tle ques-
tion, " Where was your religion before L her ?
-ishop Coxe.

The Church of England in Canada

In our last number we referred to the difi-
culties existing in the iray' of proruring accurate
and positive information as to the membership
of the Church of England in Canada. Accord-
ing to the Year Book of the Chuich of England
for 1891., the number of Church people in the
Dioceses composing the ecclesiastical Province
of Canada, and of Communicants is given as
follows:-

A correspondent of the St. John G/obe lately
gave the membership as 6oo,ooo, which wve
fancy is under the mark since according to li-
migration statistics,, it is stated that the Church
population lias largely increased tiroughout
Canada. We 1mderstand thatthe cetnsus retirns
for 1831 gave the muembershii of the Church of
England in Canada as 575,o0.

of our Lord's death, should be doubly
abserved during Lent.

3. Tot fsad, that is necessary to enable men
ta carry on the work thev have to do,
should be regulated bath in kind and
quantity by that necessity, and notallow-
cd ta become a luxury.

4. That delicacies, which may be properly
used at other tUnes by those who cau
afford then, be given up on fast days.

Over and above this discipline of fasing there
should be during Lent a careful abstention from
ail parties and amusements as becomes those
who are called to humiliate themselves and ta
mourn on account of sin.

In whatsoever we do, hoivever, we must con-
tinually remember thatfasting and ail other acts
of self-denial are only a means ta an e.nd, and.
must not be regarded as in themselves au end
except as acts of self-chastisenent. Their pur-
pose and end is that we may Iearn the better to
exercise self-control in greater matters, that we
may subject the body ta the spirit, and that by
disengaging ourselves more than usual fron
bcdily appetites and the attractions of the world.
we may draw nearer ta Gad.

Il. It is a means to help ta more earnest and
comtinued Priayer, and Meditation ait spiritual
things.

We all recognize the necessity of prayer. And
yet hiw few live a really prayer-fit/ life ? How
lew flnd a real delight in prayer ? How few
know what it is ta continue instant in prayer, ta
wrestle with God in earnestentreaty, like Jacob,
saying, "I wili not let Tlhee go except Thou bless
ne." Perhaps the reason why our prayers are
usually sa weak and languid and short, is iust
because we have forgotten the connection that
Scripture so often shows exists between fasting
and prevailing prayer. "I hunibled myself with
fasting," says David, " and ny prayer returned
into iny own bosom." As " prayer is the refresh-
ment of fasting," so prayer cannot in its full
power bu exercised withcout the seit-discipline
and rigour which is mcluded in fasting.

Oh h brethren, we want, above ail, for our-
selves, for the saving of souls around us who are
perishing in their sins and cannot pray for them-
selves, for the welfare of the whiole Church of
the Living God, more souls filled with the spirit
of supplication, more men qf /esire. We want
more faithful souls like holy Antina serving " God
with fasting and prayers." We want mare truc
sain/s-meni and women on whom rests the glory
of near communing with God.

I1. luitfastingaadotheractsofself-discipline
mnst lead not only to a nearer approach of the
soul ta God, but also ta more active service ta
Our fellow men. Almisgiving as well as fasting
iust give a wing ta prayer. " The association"
of these threc duties " in our Saviour's teaching
is no positive and arbitrary law, but a moral
necessity." What you save by self denial you
must not store up for yoirselves, yo must give
it to Christ for H is poar or His Church. There
is a spiritual fbrce in almsgiving, as in fasting.
Our blessed Lord says, " Give ahis of such
things as ye have, and behold, ail things are
clean tinto yui." 'l'e Ange] said ta Cornelius,
the Gentile centurion. "lThy prayers and thine
alns are couie ii for a memorial before God."
There are few things, I think, that our Clurch
people need more than a very, iuch higher idea
of the measure of self-denial that Gad requires
in the matter of al-s and gifts ta His service.
What imost men give is utterly miserable and
unworthy of those who call theimselves Christiaus.
It lias no real self-deial or self-sacrifice in it.
They, spend ail they think they require on then-
seives, and then give of the fragments that remain
inta God, and, too often, then flatter thenselves
that they' have donc something praise.vorthy in
giving anything. If our Church people in this
country gave ta God's service (since they have
no poor ta whom ta give alms), in anything like
the measure of the early Christians, our Church,
here, could be enirely self-suppordng. and we
should not have the ignominy of appealing to
others to pay for our supply of the ministration

Under the title of "'The saloon
curse " the Editor of The Arena in
the November number says that in
Chicago ihere arc about 56oo saloons.
During the year ending March ist,
1891, the atithor of"m Chicago's Dark
Placýs " states that the expenditire
for ieer in Chicago alone was no
Icss than forty million of dollars.

hlie population bcing about one
million two hundred thouisand this
makes an average cf thirty threc
and one quarter for cvc:y mnan,woman
and child. "And these restlts arc
gained after the most conervaiie
figuring." This would give 53 gal-
lons of beer to be conismmed hv
every man, woiîan and child in iliat
City." h'lie estimiate in Germiany is
only 25 gallons per head, and Ger-
many is called "the beer drinîkitng
counîtry."

If Chicago's expenditure, for hcer
only, amounts to forty million dollars
the writer thinks that it may safely
be said ihat the expenditure for all
kinds of intoxicating beveragcs, in-
cluding winles and distilled liqutor.;,
mtust have been in thmt year up-
wards of eiglhty millions of dollars.

On a ceriain evenie iiin Mihvau-
kee, 468 persons were seei to enter
a single salooni, most of whom vere
yotng men and boys.

Ii Albany, Ind., one evening
within one hotr and a half, 98;
younîg men and boys w'ere seen te
enter 19 saloons in that pmace.

they dwell : if its mieimbers wotild
for one day in aci week visit the
miserables cf society, I doit not
that the pulpit woild soon becoie a
mîîost powerfuil batterv of moral
poiwer and light, wiich would, in a
surprisingly short time, revolutionize
our conditions, so tiat inI the place
of thousands of peoplc, sandwiched
in dens of indiscriblle sqiualor, we
w'ould sec healthfulî apariient
houtses : instead of Itorrible driik-ing
dens and rendezvous of 'legredatinîi
and debauclirey, llourishing and
rank as tropical forests, we woutld
find teiperance eatinîg houses:
social club houses where every even-
ing. the pcor man and his fnily
could spend an hour, looking throuîgh
the paper of the day. enjoying the
illustrations ani intellectual wortli of
cor periodical literature, or, if they
choose, hear ini otier roomîs lectures
or charcoal talks dealing witli prac-
tical pic i-es of life, of history, tra-
vels, social problems, and other
thenes of value, and where at a very
moderate price healthful and nutri-
tCous food may be enjoyed, Well-

supported industrial schools wcu'd
also bioss->m where now only here
and there we find a school struggling
for existence and handicapped for
want of means for its proper carry-
ing on.
