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BILL.
An Act to incorporate the Oil Springs Road Company.

W HEREAS the Honorable Donald McDonald, George Desbarats, Preamble.

.Esquire, John Craiwford, Esquire. the Honorable George William
Allan, the Honorable William McMaster, the Honorable John Ross,
and others, bave petitioned that an Act may be passed, authorizing the

5 construction of a Railway or Tram-Way from theVillage of Oil Springs,
in the Township of Enniskillen, in the County of Lambton, to some
point on the Grand Trunk Railway of Canada, as may be considered
most convenient for that purpose; and whereas a Railway or Tratr-Way
mo constructed would manifestly tend to open an extensive tract of fer-
tile land, and also afford greater facilities for the development of the
Petroleum Oil trade;

Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Couneil and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows:
