It is only when the Equation of time = o that forenoon
hours equals the afternoon.

On the Right hand page of each month are the changes
of the moon, its Rising, Southing, and Setting, and the time
of High Water at Charlottetown, to the nearest minute of
local mean time. The bearing of the Moon at the time of
full and change, time of Perigee and Apogee, crossing the
Equinoctial, and of reaching its greatest North and South
Declination, are given for the purpose of assisting weather
forecasts, it being generally found that the Lunar Equinoc-
tials are marked by atmospheric disturbances, the stronger
the more nearly the times agree with those of the moon’s
changes and perigee.

FORECASTING THE WEATHER.

Men have, from a very early period, studied the weather,
on account of its great influence on their pursuits, in order
if possible to predict its nature, and prevent those losses to
the KFarmer and the Sailor which result from violent storms.

The earlier students based their predictions on the phases
of the moon, but an examination of the Greenwich observa-
tions for more than half a century has shown that this theory
is entirely unfounded. Weather prophets like Moore, Zad-
kiel and Vennor claim in their Almanacs to be able to fore-
cast the weather day by day for a whole year ; but meteor-
ological science in the British Isles, and the Signal Service
of the United States, with the Weather Bureau of the Do-
minion, does not claim to forecast, with any certainty, the
weather, for more than three or four days at the most.

If an observer could obtain, at regular and repeated inter-
vals, readings of the Barometer at stations distributed over
a large area, he would be enabled to trace the march of the
storm, for it has been found that the wind always blows
towards the place of the lowest barometer reading ; and so,
by means of the telegraph, he may warn those places the
storm is approaching. Still, mistakes are often made, and
the forecasts are not always infallible, so that much remains
to be done betore meteorology can be ranked among the
exact sciences.

The rate of Postage on a letter posted within the Domin-
ion of Canada, for transmission by Mail to any place in
Canada, is three cents per half ounce weight; but the
Statute provides that this rate must be prepaid by Postage
Stamp at the time of posting the letter. .

Any such letter posted wholly unpaid (or prepaid less
than one full rate of three cents) cannot be forwarded to its
destination, but will be sent to the Dead Letter Office, with
the reason plainly written or marked upon it—* postage not

prepaid”

Letters as aforesaid posted in Canada, and addressed to
places in Canada, when weighing more than half an ounce,
and liable therefore to two or more rates of Postage, will be
transmitted by mail to destination, though not fully prepaid,
if as much as one full rate of three cents has been prepaid
thereon by postage stamps; and in such cases will be for-
warded charged with double the amount of deficient postage
not prepaid : Thus, if such a letter weighing more than
3§ oz, and not exceeding 1 oz in weight, be posted prepaid
