Tae CoxrereNCE DeatH RoLL.—The fourth
question asked at every Conference is, *“ What
ministers have died since the last Conference
Immediately all business’ ceases, and the most
solemn attention is paid, while 8 sketch of the
life of each mivister whose death bas occurred
since the last Conference, is read. This is called
« the death rcll.” Sometimes this roll is short,
at other times it is very long. The greatest
number of deaths which the Eastern British Am-
erigan Conference has bad to record in one year,
was four ; but the British Conference in 1860,
had 31 deaths in Great Britain; 4 in Ireland;
and 3 on the Foreign Stations, making a total of
38 ministers, belonging to the British and Irish
lConferuoc-, who were called away in one year.

In the year 1824, a change tpok place in our
missionary secretaries ) Mr. Bunting removed to
the Manchester South” Cireuit, and Mr. Taylor
having served his term, also retired from his on-
erous position of resident secretary. Our mis-
sionary secretaries now were George Morley,
Richard Watson and John Mason. All these ex-
cellent men are now recorded on our death roll.
While they lived they not only performed the
various duties incumbent upon them as christian
ministers with great faithfulness ‘and seal, but
they also, in other ways laboured hard for the
benefit of their fellow men, and particularly for
the spread of scriptural knowledge and tbe ex-
tension of missions cver every part of the world.

GEORGE MORLEY.—The name of this excel-
lent minister will be recorded in the annals of
Methodism as long as time shall last, as the ori-
ginator of a movement which led to the forma-
tion of the preseat financia! plan of our mis-
sions, by which they have hacome s0 wide spread
in their influence, and so vastly beneficial in
their results. He had been on terms of intima-
¢y with Dr. Coke, and had scen how that Apos-
tolic man had laboured and begged from door
to door to obtain means for the support of Mis-
sionaries in foreign lands; but in the year 1813,
the Doctor, and bis little missionary band, were
appointed to Indis, when Mr. Morley saw that
something more must be done by the connex-
ion for the mission cause than bad yet been
done, or it would dwindle and die. He was then
Buperintendent of the Leeds Circuit, and his
colleagues were Jabez Bunting, and Robert Pil-
ter. In Wakefleld, an adjacent Circuit, were
found two kindred spirits in James Buckley and
Richard Watson. These brethrea, after much
consultation and prayer, appointed Mr. Buckley
to preach the first missionary sermon in the vil-
lage of Armley; and Mr. Bunting having pre-
pared the plan, the first public Methodist mis-
sionary meeting was held in the Old Chapel at
Leeds, in the afternoon of October the 6th,
1813. Thomas Thompeon, Esq., an M. P., and
a most acceptable Local Preacher, presided upon
the occasion. .Though the plan was matured by
Mr. Bunting, yet it was Mr. Morley that sug-
gested the idea of employing Collectors to raise
weekly, monthly, quarterly, and annual sub-
scriptions [in aid of Methodist missions. Five
years after the formation of the Leeds Mission-
ary Society, which was the year 1818, Mr. Mor-
ley was appointed to the London West Cireuit,
when the writer of this article had the pleasure
of having him as his Superintendent, and he
records with thankfulness, that to the judicious
counsels and fatherly instructions of the Revd.
George Morley, he owes his present position in
the Wesleyan connection. He was resident Se-
cretary for our missions six years, and those of
us who had the hongur of his
were always encouraged by his letters and in-
structed by his advice. He exchanged mortali-
ty for life on she 10th of Sept. 1843, A little
while before he died he said with great emphasis :
“I gave myself to God and to God’s people,
threescore years ago, and He.bas never left me.
He is with me now, and He will never leave nor
forsake me.”

He was emphatically s happy man; and his end
perfectly accorded with the tenor of his life.
RicHARD WATSON was one of the
ornaments that ever adorned the Wesleyan, or
any other church in Christendom. He possessed

intellectual powers that seldom fall to the lot of
mortals. “To his belonged a ca-
pacity which the greatness of a subject could not
exceed ; o strength and clearness which number
snd complexity of its parts could not confuse ;

As a writer no man since the days of Jobn
Wesley has done the Wesleyan Church greater
service than Richard Watson. In the infancy
of our Missionary existence, 1816, Mr. Barham,
M. P. for Stockbridge, in the House of Commons
attacked the Methodist Missionaries in the West
Indies, and said, that * under a mask of religion
they inculcated principles of sedition.” This
prodaced from the pen of Mr. Watson, “ A DE-
FENCE OF THE WEsSLEYAN MEeTHODIST MIs-
s1oNs IN THE WesT INDIES.”” This silenced the
slanderer, and brought a compliment from his
Majesty’s Government through Lord Castlereagh
to the effect, “ That there lay no charge whatever
against the missionaries who had been slandered
so barshly by name.” In 1819, Mr. Watson
wrote “The Instructions to the Wesleyan Mis-
sionaries,” a copy of which now lies before the
writer, which he received at his ordination, and
which bears the autograph signatures of Jabez
Bunting, Joseph Taylor, and Richard Watson.
These Instructions did the writer often peruse
with much profit while on the Newfoundland
mission. In 1620 Mr. Watson published his
“ Observations on Southey’s Life of Wesley.”

We shall close this sketch by the following
quotation from the minutes of the British Con-
ference for 1833 : —

* In his last affliction he was greatly honoured
of God; and perhaps the closing scene of no
saint’s life ever furnished lessous of richer in-
struction. On the approach of death, he viewed
it as a foe, and felt it to be sn evil ; he was hum-
bled that a man should be stricken and wampled
into the grave by the last enemy, and when, as in
his own case, his faculties were in their prime, and
bis mind meditating and revolving plang of use-
fulness to the world. It was the glorious hope
and christian assurance of perfect bliss after death
and beyond the grave, tlst enabled him to tri-
umph ; and his triumph was complete. Through
the grace of his Divine Saviour, with his charac-
teristic strengh of mind he grasped and applied
his christian frinciples; and they sustained his
faith in his walk through * the valley of the sha-
dow of death.” “I am a poor vile worm,” said
he; ‘but then the worm is permitted to crawl
out of the earth into the garden of the Lord.”

“ 1 shall behold his face,
1 shall his power adore ;

And sing the wonders cf his grace
For evermore.”

Thus confident, he waited until his Master’s eall
spoke him up to heaves. As a man he was of a
noble mind ; superior through life to every thing
mean and little ; he was magnanimous, disinter-
ested, generous. His form was dignified, and
his countenance bore striking expressions of his
intellectual greatness. His clevated views and
the majesty of his chamcter impressed a dignity
on his manners,which the kindness of his temper,
and his general readiess to oblige, rendered
particularly easy and graceful. Asa friend, he
extorted no servile homage as the price of his
friendship; if there were times when he was too
much engaged in thought to exhibit more than
common fervour of afection, there were others,
which occurred far more frequently, when be
gave himself freely to his friends, and then his
conversation never failid to instruct and charm.

THE CHINESE GOVERNMENT AND THE ALA-
BAMA.—Mr. Burlingame having notified the Go-
vernment of China of the appearance of the Ala-
bama in the Chinese seas, Prince Kung address-
ed the following reply :

“ I had the honor to receive your Excellency’s
despatch on the 8th inst., in which you inform
me that the Southern part of the United States
has risen in rebellion to the Goyernment, and
that a steamer called the Alebama is now cruis-
ing on the ocean, burning and destroying vessels
and property of their citizens ; you therefore re-
quest that a proclamation be issued, forbidding
ber to enter the ports of Cbina, &c.

“ It appears from this, that by the rebellion of
the Southern portion of the United States against
their Government, your country is placed very
much in the same position that China is, whose
seditious subjects are now in revolt against ber ;
and as it is highly desirable to prevent this rebel
steamer from injuring or molesting American
merchant ships, 1 have notified the various Gov-
ernor Generals and Governors of the maritime
provinces that if the steamer Alabama, or any
other ship intending to injure American shipping
come into their jurisdiction, they are on no se-
count to permit such vessels to come into any
port. They are required to issue a proclamation
to this effect immediately, as a measure adapted
to promote the general welfare.

“1 bave informed the ministers of Great
Britain, France and Russia of these ings
that they may notify their consuls at the several
ports for their guidance. I also inclose a copy
of the despatch issued to the varijus Governors
for your Excellency’s information.”

I am called upon here to decide how
far the charges frequently brought against them,
or some of them, of using barsber language and
a moure intolerent strain of judgment towards
others than was warranted, are, or are not, found-
ed in fact. It is quite possible that there may
have been excess of this kind ; but probubly, alse,
they have been too keerly feit and resented. A
controversy respecting a practical habit, which
one party condemns as wrong, and calls upon
another to abandon as mischievous, cannot, in
the present state of human nature, be conducted
so smoothly as a dispute about some speculative
opinion. ** Correction is grevious unto him that
forsaketh the way;” and those who are in the
way, or think themselves in it, and yet are re-
proved as being out of it, are not apt to be
pleased with any censure, or to regard any style
of controversy as temperate. If the advocates
of abstinence have sometimes forgotten the pre-
cautions necessary in a controversy which, by its
very nature, was surrounded with the elements
of irritation, their opponents have perbaps not
less frequently forgotten, that the offence lay not
in the manper, but in the very matter of the ar-
gument ; and that the most angelio and ssintly
disputant, if a total abstainer, could not say less
than that all other Christians were enslaved by
an unhappy error, and that their example on one

| point was seriously injurious to the interests of
| men.

fowls consigned to them.

The London Poultry Chronicle in a recent,

article, gives some good suggestions on this sub-
ject.  After showing that lean meat must be put
upon the bones of a fowl, before fat is adced,—
that this is to be done while the bird is at large,
and that therefore it is useless to coop up s
skeleton for fattening however healthy, the ar-
ticle- proceeds thus:

* Premising, then, the birds put up to fatten
shall be young—say sixteen, or eighteer., or even
twenty weeks old, and fleshy, three weeks’ con-
fioement ought to make them very good. We
do not advise cramming under ordinary circum-
stanoes. It is good where fowls are intended for
market, but it is hardly necessary for home con-
sumption. If a coop be made for twelve or
eighteen fowls, and four be put into it, they will
not fatten—there will be too much room. The
birds must have room to stand up, and to shift
thejr position, but not to move about. They
should be fed three times per day; their food
should be ground oats, or oatmeal mixed with
milk, of such consistence that when laid on a
board in front of the coop it will not run off.
The food sbould be fresh mixed each time, and
no more should be given than will be eaten clean
at each meal. If the day’s consumption is
at ooce b.tqn the bird, it eats to repletion, to
the destruction of appetite ; the food turns sour,
aod then it takes o distaste and turns badly.
The fattening fowls must be fed every morn-
ing at daybreak ; they must be covered up warm
st night, and protected from cold by day. They
should fatten in three weeks. they have stale
