ABOUT THE FEET AND SHOES.

The feet should be placed in a basin of cold
water every morning for a few seconde, just deep
enough to cover the toes ; wipe dry, dress, and
walk off. Once or twice a week the feet should
be held in water, made comfortsbly warm, for
some ten minutes, adding hotter water from time
to time, using a little soap ; if at the ond of tais
bathing at night the feet were placed in a pan of
ocold water, toe-dep, for less than s quarter of »
minute, it would greatly sid in giving tone to the
skin, vigor to the circulation, and softness to the
skin, and thus do much toward keeping them
comfortably warm. A tablespoonful of chloride
of lime in a basin of warm water is an excellent
wash for removiog foot odor. Before retiring
to bed, most especially in fire time of year, hold
both feet before a blazing fire, stockings remov-
ed, for ten minutes at least, rubbing them with
tthe hands all the time until they feel perfectly
dry and warm ; such a process will warm the
feet more effectually in/five minutes than can be
done in an hour by holding them to the fire with
stockings and shoes on.

Sometimes without apparent cause, a person
will suddenly wake up to the knowledge that his
feet are cold, and a Wissgreeable sensation is
caused which perviides the whole body, snd the
mind and temper become fretful and morose;
this is often the case in the very midst of sum-
mer ; when this is observed you are taking cold,
and you should instantly treat the feet to a blsz-
ing fire as named above ; if this is not practica-
ble, give them a hot bath as just directed; in
either case you will not only avert the cold, but
you will experience a féeling of comfortableness
which is absolutely delightful ; the same means
of warming the feet when they are found to be
uncomfortably cold after coming in from a walk,
or s long day's work.

Many ways have been devised for rendering
the upper leather of shoes impervious to water
s much better plan is to keep out of the water,
for whatever will keep water out will keep the
perspirstion and ill odors always in. Some per-
sons’s feet are smelled a mile off, more or less,
To make leather impervious is to make it board.

Hudson’s Bay.
Eztract of a Letter frrm the Rev. Oharles
Stringfellow.

The first Missionaries sent out bere found no
village or hamlet to enter. The Indians were
living in tents, and were seldom long in one
place, and never many of them found together.
A spot was selected, the spot on which Rossville
now stands, (and s happy selection it proved to
be,) on which to commence a village, and efforts
were at once made to induce the Indians to build
themselves dwellings, and settle in the locatior.
Buccess bas crowned these efforts in & good de-
gree. Wo have a commodious church, a good
school-house, and a well-built parsonsge, besides
other out-buildings. There are more than sixty
separate houses at Rossville, some of which have
two rooms. We have one hundred and eighty-
eight full members in Society and four on trisl
We bave an average attendance of sixty scho-
lars, both on Sabbatbs and week-days, in our
schools. Oae half of these read and write tol-
erably well. Our church has a good attendance
every Sabbath day. It seats about three bun-
dred. We have four services each Lord’s day;
two of these are in Cree. All the services are
conducted by myself without any assistance.
Thbe Gospel has proved itself to be the power
of God unto salvation to many of the Crees.
They know and feel their interest in Cbrist, and
with “ meekness and fear” can give a reason for
the hope within them. Some are gifted in
prayer ; and it is edifyingito hear them lifting up
their hearts and voices in “ supplications, prayers
and intercessions for all men.”,

The dip-
lomatists of the two countries are trying to reach
an amicable settlement of the difficulties grow-
ing out of the recent civil war. What more
foolish than this, if the spirit of strife is still to
be kept up,if even newspapers ostensibly devoted
to the propagation and enforcement of Chriatian
principles can find spase for such irritating and
unfounded charges as those to which our atten-
tion is called P We are not ucaware.tbat in the
Herald's estimation Eogland's criminality is of
a dusl nature—as towards Ireland, and as to-
wards the American Republic. In respect to
the latter we will only say that if Eagland dur-
iog the war of the rebellion did not act up to
the principles of international morality, the peo-
ple of the United States bave taken ample re-
venge in the countenance they have afforded to
the marauding miscreants called Fepisns. In
regard to the former view, we feel bound to say
that the sympathy with the Irish 80 touchingly
displayed in the paragraph we are criticizing
does not seem to be the genuine article.

The Secret of Methodism.

Noble enterprise and great success have at-
tracted general attention to the peculiar powers
of that religious organization commonly called
the Methodist Church. For many yea's it has
been appreciated by the country as an active,
aggressive system, which had securéd certain
numerical results, giving it prominence amocg
other members of the Christian body.

Baut of late it has so asserted itsef throughout
the country that it now maintains a position
among religious denominations more command-
ing than could be secured by mere numerical
preponderance. Its educational institutions, its
liberality, its architecture in many of the large
cities, its identification with great public in-
terests, have made it known as a power to thou-
sands, who, some years ago, knew nothing what-
ever of its exi:tence, save through the far-f:med
rusticities of the camp-meeting.

One law prevails throughout the universe, se-
curing the harmonious movement of the greatest
and the least in the kingdom of bheavenly
bodies. One law governs all the agencies of di-
vine truth, and makes them all accomplish ther
appointed ends. But some planets move with
such inconceivable rapidity that others with less
velocities, though shooting through millions of
miles in seconds are,comparatively speaking slqw,
Philosophers penetrate the secret of these differ-
[ences of operation, and give us reasons for these
varied developments of the same spirit. Where-
ever then, in the operations of the moral world
we observe any effects peculiar in their nature
cr extent, we may well look for some peculiar-
ity in the operation of the one great law that
give life and movement to all that is for God’s

Grest numbers felf what they
had never understood. All mankingd bave bearts
to welcome, while only s smsll portion of man-
kind can be constrained by what appeals wholly
or mainly to moral jstincts and intellectual
powere, B

In addition to this powerful emotional cur-
rent, it has been the advantage of Methodism to
work with a system yosderfully adapted to de-
velop the individual emrgies of its communion.
No other organization las so provided suitable
work for its members, except the Church of
Rome. By arrangemests in some respects sim-
ple and in others compicatel, it provides cfficial
duties for a very large joportion of those who
enter its fold. It thus slists the active, respon-
sible energies of numbwrs who, in other con-
nections, would beiheily passive receivers of
the word. Here we fiad an exemplification of
the doctrine of the omrelation of force. No
force is lost. Each éfertion of force is but the
expenditure of otheg fives. So we find here s
system that takes men's matural abilities and
employs them in feligions labor. It does mot
reject a power because itdoes not meet a certain
ideal or answer a certsin demand. It gives it a
suitable direction, us transmutes it into
something eﬁectusﬁh kingdom. ' Paysical
energies that ia no ot knowa religious orgeni-
zation would have fom\pny special mission,
have been consecrated by Methodismjand made
to do wonders in laborious itinersncy and out-
of-door preaching.

By this emotional poyer, and its practical ap-
plication, we believe jf is that Methodism has
made such progress among the masses of the
New World. Such progress in this country is
synonymous with succes in all those important
respects alluded to in thy beginning of these re-
marks. We bave reg® to believe that the
wealth, elevation and pryminence of this Church
have risen with the wosderful prosperity of that
portion of ‘our popu'ati which was once con-
sidered as the people. "Methodism reached the
people ; and the peoplebave become rich, edu-
cated, and strong. So'arge a proportion of our
most successful and mgt influential men are of
that class sometimes cdled “ self-made ;” that
whatever denomination jas secured an ibfluence
among the self-makers nay well find itself one
day wield ng the resul of this sigular pros-
perity and power.

All history, howeverds a suggestion to those
who occupy the heiglts. After the rise, the
progress, the culminatyp, there is more need
than ever that the condhions of success be care-
fully preserved. It isjust at this point that
there is most danger q|a turning in the tide-
There is much in achielement to make us for-
get the traditions of A strong position
may lead to the neglect ff'those powers by which
the height was won. thodism will be able to
gain new and greater wttories from its present
standpoint if it contings to wield the old wea-
pons with its increuingrength.

Judge Conyngham and Mr. Burnett, of Pitts-
burgh, of the Episeopal delegation, then deliver-
ed appropriate addresses in behalf of the laity of
the Episcopal church. Mr. Stuart addressed
the de!egation, referringfto the services render-
ed by Bishop Mcllvane during the war in the
Christian Commission. He then called upon
Prof. Hodge, of Princeton, to address the depu-
tation in behalt of the Convention. His address
drew tears from many eyes, and especially when
at the close he walked up to him, and throwing
bis arms around him, most affectionately em
braced him. He said :—

“ Gentlemen and brothers—honored and be-
loved—I am called upom to present to you, in
the name of the Convention, a very bearty Ch:is-
tian salutation. You here see around you the
representatives of six Presbyterian organiza-
tions of this country, comprising in the aggre-
gate at least 5,000 ministers of Jesus, and an
equal number of Christian churches, and at least
one million of Christians. They have been ap-
poited to come here to effect a union of hands
and a union of hearts for the great work of
Christ. This great body, that yourselves have,
been connected with these few days past, are to
enter into an earnest labor for the advancement
of Zion—to do the task that the taskmaster bas
set us, knowing that if we labor for Him, we
shall not have laboured in vain. The day is
eoming, and is not far off, wiren we shall see
churches arise such as the world has never seen
before—beautiful as Tirzab, comely as Jerusa-
lem, and as terrible to the foes of Christ as an
army with banners; and we shall see a church
growing up of which Jesus Christ Himself shall
be the chief corner stone, the whole bcdy fitly
framed together, and growing into a holy tem-
ple in the Lord.”

He was foliowed on the part of the Conven-
tion by Rev. Dr. Stearns, of Newaik, N.J. Sev-
' eral minutes were spent in silent prayer, when
{mota rustle or even a breath was heard over
the whole house. Bishop MrIlvane then offer-
ed a prayer invoking the blessing of heaven
upon the Presbyterian Convention, and was fol-
lowed by Rev. Dr. Ha'l, of New York, late of
Dublin, prayer for similhr blessi
the Ep* Church in Ugited Sta
England ahd Ireland  Afters this, Bishop Lee
recited the Lord’s prayer, and was followed in
it by the whole congregation. A tolemn bene-
diction was then pronocunced by Bishop McIl-
vane, and the vast congregation which Slled the
floor and galleries and the aisles was dismissed,
but lingered und lingered still, as though bound
by a spell. And they were ; but it was the spell
of Christian brotherhood and love. 1t is not too
much to say such a scene has not been witnessed
since the first days of Protestantism. May it be
a foretaste of the blessed future in our country
and throughout the Christian world.

Personal 8ketch of Mr. Punshon.

We find in the last number of the Christian
Times, London, sn interesting sketch of Re
William Morley Panshon, M. A., fratertial dele-
gste elect from the British Wasleyan Church to
the next General Conference of the M. E.
Cburch in the United States, and president elect
of the Csnadian Wesleyan Conferences. Mr.
Pullghon is a native of Yorshire, where he wes
born in 1824. His father was a draper, engaged
in & large and prosperous business, and et the
same time an sctive supporter of the Wesloysn
eause. He received his second name after his
unele, Sir Iease Morley, a gentloman well knows
for many yoms in the West Riding of York-
shire,

He made his early attempts at preacbing, and
in May, 1845, he presented himself for exami-
nation in Loodon as a candidate %or the Wes-
leyan ministry. The writer of this sketch was
present at that examimation, o which one or
two other young men ulso came up, who have
since attained to tminence, and well remembers
the impression then produced by the appear-
ance and answers of the future orator. At the
conference of 1848 he received his first appoint-
ment, which was to Whitebaven, where he spent
two years, followed by two years in Carlisle,
and three years in Newoastle. This residence
of seven years won for him an extraordinary
popularity in the far north, his faithful devotion
to every department of bis work being not less
remarkable than his eloquence.” Previous to his
entrance into the ministry he bad ‘published a
small volume of poems ; and when at Carlisle
he made his first literary effort of & religious
kind, entitled, “ Tabor, or the Class-meeting.”
This little publication was an indication of that
ardent sttachment to the peculiar views aad
discipline of Methodism which has all along
been characteristic of Mr. Punshon, though in
combination with such a breadth of view and
catholicity of spirit that he has been claimed
again and sgain by other Churches as almoat
their own.

Soon after coming to reside in Newcastle,
Mr. Punshon married the daughter of Mr. Vick-
ers, of Gateshead. This lady died in 1858,
leaving several children. After leaving New-
castle, the next six years of the subject of our
sketch were spent in Yorkshire, théeé yeers in
Sheffield, and three in Leeds. - While in Leeds
bis popularity was approaching its height.- It
was in January, 1854, that Mr. Punshon made
his first appesrance in Exeter Hall as a leoturer
in connection with'the Young Men's Christian
Association.

The late Dr. Jas. Hamilton.
The Church of Christ bas sustaived a great
loes ia the death of the Rev. D¢, James Hamilton,
Miniger of the Presbyterian Church, Regent-
square, Lotdon, an eminently useful and catho-
ho spirited clergyman. O the public life of Dr.
Hamilton, the Weekly Reviewgives the followicg
sketeh : —
Di Hamilton, after being three months a
Missjpnary in Dr. Candlish's congregation, be-
gsn §is ministerial career as assistant in the
small parish of Abernyte, in Perthshire. He
removed to Edinburgh in 1840, where he was
induted to the pastoral charge of Roxburgh
Chapel. At this time he was not much known
or heard of ia the Scottish metropolis. Strange-
ly enough, Regent-square, or rather the congre-
tionwhich Regent-equare represents, have taken
twomen cut of comparative obscurity, who af-
tervards obtained worid-wide fame—Edward
Irviog and James Hemilton. D: Hamilton
came to Regent-square in the summer of 1841

Ia the last
annual raport the communicants were stated to
be 650. From their report we make the follow-
ing extrac »— Called to the pastorate of this
congregaton ia 1841, in July of last year we
completed with our beloved minister an associ-
ation of & quarter of% centary.
