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NEW TARIFF ON GROCERIES

Trade Not Greatly Affected—Refiners P ay More on Raw Sugar—Half a Cent a
Pound Off Rice—Oranges and Lemons Fall—Glassware and Figs Affected.

Finance Minister, W. S. Fielding, on
Thursday of last  week presented to
Parliaonent his  eleventh  budget and
with a complete revision of the tariff.
The schedules i so far as they relate
to the groeery, croekery and food stuff
vrade are given be'ow.  They contain
fitty odd echanges. Two are of out-
standing importance compared at any
rate with the rest, the advanee in the
duty on raw sugar of 7 1-3 per hun-
dred |m|ll|||.\', the reduetion ])) '-_5(‘ Hl
pound of the duty on rice.

roni, tomatoes, vegetables, olives, peas,
quinees, aprieots, plums, melons, nuts.
The new tariff has  three separate
custom  schedules—the general schedule,
the British schedule, to take place of the
old style British preferential of a third
off the ordinary eustoms duty, and the
intermediate schedule, to- be an instru-
ment in the hands of the Government
for negotiating favorable trade arrange-
ments with other countries, to be ex
tended to eountries with whieh sueh ar-
rangements are made, in the meantime
lying dormant. On the whole the general
tariff is mueh the same as the former

tariff and the British tariff closely fol-
lows the old tariff less a third, but for
purposes of convenience in reckoning
2Y5e¢ has been adopted as a unit
and whereas under the old tariff an ar-
ticle coming in under the preference
paid 16e duty, it would now pay 15¢ or
1715¢ as Mr. Fielding saw fit.

The fruit trade are naturally pleased
with the removal of the duty from or-
anges and lemons. The wholesale gro-
cers regard the numerous small ehanges
as irritating  rather than important.
Some have ineurred annoying losses hy
ihe ehange on the fig duty; others have
heen reckoning their loss on stoeks in
hand by the reduetion in rice. Sugar
is something for the refiners to worry
about ; the groeers have worries of their
own,

Mr. Fielding in his budget speech,
referred to only three food stuff
changes, those in regard to riee, or-
anges and sugar. He said:

Rice and Oranges.

We make a changeé in the duties on
rice, which is a substantial reduetion.
The old tariff rates were for cleaned rice,
$1.25 per 100 pounds. We have redue-
ed that to 75¢ per hundred, and the in-
termediate rate is G5 eents. The Bri!-
ish prefere 12 rate, which under the old
tariff was 83 1-3 eents per 100 pounds,
we have reduced to 60 cents, and we
make the paddy or uncleaned rice free.
The reduetion on the cleaned rice is
very material. The duty collected last
year was about $170,000. The redue-
tion on that item will be very consider-
able.

Mr. Foster—How does that affeet
the protection ?

Mr. Fielding—It is about the same.
We take the duty off the raw material

and make a proportionate reduetion on
the finished artiele.

Another article we propose to make
free is oranges and lemons. That may
seem an article of slight consequence,
but honorable gentlemen will be surpris-
ed when T tell them that the reduetion
in duty I estimate at $190,000. The
duty on rice will probably effect a re-
duetion in the revenune which T estimate
at $145,000. So that these two items
alone represent a reduetion of duties
of ahout $330,000.

The general changes will not, T think,
affeet the revenue mueh one way or an-
other. Here a little inerease, there a
little reduetion. On the whole, T do not
think there will be a material difference
by reason of the changes in the tariff.
Rut there are a few large items whieh
will make a difference.

T have shown that in the ease of the
two large items of oranges and lemons
and rice, we will suffer a reduetion of
revenue to the extent of $300,000 to

5

$340,000. While we do not want to in-
erease taxation materially, we are not
in such a position that we are anxious

to lose revenne. The publie business of

the eountry is growing, publie demands
are growing and large obligations ave
falling due,

We are glad to find that the taxation

in the past has not been burdensome,

while at the same time it has yielded a
large revenue. There has been practie
ally little outery against it, We do not
want to inerease it, but we do not want
to deerease the revenue. Consequently
if we make echanges whieh ecause
considerable loss to the revenue, we must
trv and make up the difference in some
cother diveetion.

Sugar Duties.

I would eall attention to the shgat
change proposed n the sugar duty
not in the duties on refined sugar. The
changs in that would affeet the econ-
sumer hecause the refined sugar is the
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article which the consumer uses. We
make no change in :he duty on the re-
fined sugar, but we propouse a slight
change in the duty on the raw sugar,
and 1 desire to explain briefly the rea-
son for that change.

We think that the schedule of sugar
duties we adopted a few years ago was
eminently fair. In 1896 the duty on
refined sugar was $1.14, and on the raw,
fifty eents per 100 pounds. A differ-
ence of sixty-four eents per hundred in
tavor of the refiners. We reduced the
duty on refined to $1 and left the duty
on the raw fifty cents, so that the dif-
ferenee in favor of the refiner became
fifty cents.

It has been our idea all through, to
give the refiner about that mueh ad-
vantage. Of course he has to take into
aceount the loss In  manufacture and
the cost of manufacture. Later, we
changed the system of sugar duties, but
in a way as we believed, not to affeet
the rate of taxation.

We adopted the polariscopic test, fix-
ing a eertain duty for a certain degree
of saccharine strength, and inereasing
it with every degree of added strength.
In doing so, as I have said, we tried to
avoid any e¢hange in the relative duties,
trying to keep the protection bhetween
the refined and the raw sugar at about
the rate we had originally fixed, and we
think that we succeeded.

As the rates varied from degree to
degree there may not have been mathe-
matieal accuracy in every case, but we
think that the change made was rather
a matter of departmental convenience
than of the relative rates of duty. Then
came the perferential tariff, under
which one-third was taken off the raw
sugar brougat in from the West Indies.
There has beea 2 great c¢hange in our
importations o7 sigrr. We no longer
get our sugar from Germany or from
Java, or other countries outside the
Empire; our sugar comes almost wholly
from the West Indies.

The refiner is given full henefit of the
preference on the raw material. If he
had suffered a corresponding disadvan-
tage by way of competition in the re-
fined sugar of course, he would have
been no better off by the ehange, but
there are econditions attaching to the
sugar refining business whieh practie-
ally prevent Canadian refiners from
suffering this eompetition. We do not
say that all refined sugar made in
Great Britain shall eome in under the
preferential tariff. What we say, 1is
preference to refined sugar made from
British giown raw sugarv. Tt happens
that the refiners in England have not
equipped themselves to meet that con-
|]itil)n_

They draw their raw material from
all sources. Tf the raw material eomes
from other than a British eountry, the
refined sugar made from it is not en-
titled to the benefit of the preference
on entering Canada.

The consequence is that, in practice
a very small quantity of British re-
fined sugar comes in under the prefer-
ence. Therefore the Canadian refiner
gets the benefit of the reduetion on the
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raw material, but he suffers very little
from the competition of the refined
sugar from Great Britain.

Have Been Complaints.

There has been a very considerable
outery against tlie sugar duties. In
the course of the investigation by the
tariff ecommission we had strong repre-
sentations made to us that the refiner
was receiving an enormous protection.
1 frankly say that I eould not follow
the argument to that conelusion, but
I think that under the preference the
Canadian refiner ‘gets more advantage
'than we intended to give him. One
point that is made is that the raw
sugar manufaetured in Great Britain
snust be taken to England from, say,
the West Indies, paying freight, and
than has to be brought to Canada, pay-
ing freight again.

This double freight of itself is con-
siderable protection. TIf it works out
the refiner gets the full benefit of the
preference and he suffers little eompe-
‘tition from the British refined sugar.

So. as T have said, we think that the
operation of the preferential tariff is
to give him, perhaps, more than we
intended, and a. litle more than he
needs, and, in eonsideration of this and
deference to the feeling that the sugar
duties shounld be ixor'npsidvrod. we pro-
pose to add a littl¢ to the duty on raw
material. We make an inerease of 714
per eent. per hundréd pounds on raw
‘sugar, when imported from a British
country, which means twelve cents un-
der the general tariff, and ten cents un-
der the middle tariff.

We need eonsider only the 7 1-3 eents
under the British preference bhecause
the refiner gets praetieally all his raw
sungar from the West Tndies. By giving
the West Indies the preference in that
respect, we have made this the market
for their raw sugar, which, in turn en-
conragez our West India trade.

Mr. R. L. Bordon—T do not follow
the argument as to the British refiner
bringing his raw sugar from the West
‘Tndies and then having to re-convey it
to (fanada.

Mr. TFielding—The argnment advane-
ed by those who think that the refiner
has heen getting too mueh advantage,
jis that the British refiner had to bring
his raw material from the West Tn-
dies or some other country, paying
freight upon 1it, and then must pay
freight upon the refined sugar to Can-
ada.

This was regarded as a considerable
nroteetion of itself to Canada refiners.
The result is that, while an enormous
quantity of raw sugar comes under the
preference, very little refined: sugar
comes in. While it is our desire to en-
courage the sugar refining industry, and
‘while we wish to promote the importa-
tion of raw sugar from the West In-
dies. at the same time, we do not wish
to give the Canadian refiner an undue
advantage and as. under the prefer-
ential tariff, the Canadian refiner has
been gaining rather more advantage than
we intended to give, we make a slight
change in the duty.

This does not affect the consumer,
because it does not touch the question
of refined sugar. The increase is very
slight, but, as sugar is an artiele of
enormous eonsumption in Canada, we
shall receive ahout $300,000, of addi-
tional revenue from this source which
will be almost enough to balance the
iosses to whieh I have ealled attention.

Consumption of Sugar.

The importations of sugar above 16
Duteh Standard during the year ending
June 30, 1906, were 28,532,913 lbs., of
which 27,695,710 1bs. eame from Great
Britain and the remainder in about
equal parts from the West Indies,
Hong Kong, Austro-Hungary, Belgium,
China, and the United States. The
value was $901,000. The tariff collect-
ed $246,000.

The raw sugar imported amounted
to 420,429,000 lbs., and of that 324,691,-
000 1bs. came from the British West In-
dies and British Guiana, and of the rest
5,876,000 lbs. eame from British Africa,
14,755,000 lbs. from the Fiji Islands,
26,096,000 lbs. from Belgium, 32,565,000
1bs. from the Duteh East Indies, 10,687,-
000 1Ibs. from Peru, 478,000 Ibs. from
the United States. The value was $Y,-
335,000, and the duty $2,176,000.

Hugh Blain, of the Eby Blain Co.,
president of the Berlin Sugar Co.,
speaking of the c¢hange in the sugar
duty said:—

““It will not materially affeet the
Canadian market so far as the sugar-
consumer 1is concerned. Whenever a
rise or drop oceurs it is usually of ten
points, so/the new tariff will produce
no commotion. It is in favor of the
Canadian beet sugar industry, and as
such the Government eould have raised
the duty higher. The only thing it
means is that the refiners will have to
pay seven cents a hundred pounds more
for the raw material which they usunally
get from the British West Indies .That
is a narrow margin of proteetion for the
Canadian refiners. The duty on 96 de-
gree sugar, which is the usual basis for
purchases of raw sugar, would be 72
cents for 88 degree sugar, with one eent
increase for each additional degree,
making 84 cents for the 96 degree kind.
Raw sugar under 16 degrees Dutch
standard is 34 eents for 75 degrees, and
again with one eent for each additional
degree over 75 to 96 degrees, making
55 cents for 96 degree sugar leaving a
protection of 29 cents on each one hun-
dred pounds of sugar the refiner makes.
This may be a fraction more per bag, in
which refined sugar is imported. T do
not think this is reasonable proteection
to the Canadian refiner. The duty on
the refined sugar should have been ecor-
respondingly inereased with that of the
raw. T think this is a fair statement of
the case, The Canadian refiner has hard-
ly been generously dealt with, in fact
not fairly. Generally speaking, T think
the new tariff will prove fairly satis-
factory to everybody. The publie will
be very much relieved to know the shape
it is in.”?

Some people in the trade entertain
the erroneous idea that nearly all the
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nearly all the

viee eonsumed in Canada eomes in un-
rleaned. Last year 15,614,000 lbs. eame
in uneleaned and 19,059,000 lbs. clean-
ed.  The duty on the former was $169,-
000 and on the latter $74,000. Of the
¢leaned riee live million pounds eame
from Great Britain, nearly five millions
from China, 2,342,000 lbs, from Hong
Kong, 1,137,000 from Japan, 1,041,000
ibs.  from British East Indies 282,000
ibs. from the West Indies, and 756,000
Ibs, from the United States, and of the
uneleaned rice nearly seven million lbs.
came from Great Britain, six and a
quarter millions from British East In-
dies, 1,400,000 Ibs. from Hong Kong,
4.363,000 Ibs. from Japan.

In the Fruits Markets.

Gienerally speaking, the new tariff has
no very far-reaching consequences in
the fruit market.

At first glanee, the placing of or-
anges, lemons, limes and grape fruit on
the free list would seem to be of consid-
crable importanee, but the general im-
pression is that it will affeet the eon-
sumption very little. The removal of this
duty means a difference in cost of be-
tween 2 and 3 cents per dozen, which is
not enough to induce the retailer to
lessen hig prieces to any appreciable ex-
tent, so that any benefits resulting will

. be "divided between him and the dealer

from whom he seeures his stoek. Dur-
ing the past few years prices of these
fruits, especially oranges, have had such
a wide range that a few-odd cents more
or less make very little difference. A
consignment of Mexican oranges now on
the road was sold by a Canadian dealer
with the expectation of the buyer having
to pay duty. The buyer is now that
mueh in, but the importer gains nothing
by the ehange. This, of course, is only
a temporary result.

In the ease of pears, quinees, apri-
cots and neetarines, which have been
changed from 20 per eent. on pears and
apricots and 25 per cent. on quineces,
to a general rate of 50 cents per 100
Ibs., the ordinary effect of a c¢hange
from an ad valorem to a speecific valna-
tion is seen. By this the duty is less
on high priced goods, and higher on
low priced stock, while formerly the
cost of duty was large or small aceording
to the eost of the artiele.

Imported plums ecome in regulation
packages, so that very little trouble is
antieipated in the change from the old
duty of 25 per cent to the new tariff
of 30 ecents per bushel.

The change in the form of the duty
on melons is the item which causes most
vomment among fruit men. Formerly,
in a earload shipment, sold as eonsist-
ing of approximately 900, 1,000, 1,400,
or other number of melons, depending
on the kind or quality, a variation of
50 melons more or less was allowed
for. With the present duty of 3 ecents
per melon, every earload will have to
be aceurately counted, not only by the
shipper, but by the consignee in bond,
while canteloupes and such other var-
ieties as are shipped in ecases, will need
to have quantities marked on the boxes.
One large dealer has already written to
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the department asking that a distine-
tion be made between canteloupes and
watermelons, and suggesting  that if
nothing else can be done, the former
Le placed on the old basis. The new
duty will not seriously affect the water-
melon trade, but if exacted on eante-
loupes it will practically keep them off
the market. Imported canteloupes come
in at a time when the domestie fruit
is unobtainable, so that there is really
no reason for diseriminating against
them.

Roughly speaking, all nut tariffs are
inereased. The rise of 1 cent per pound
in the duty on unshelled peanuts seems
somewhat unreasonable. Peanuts arve
nol a domestie produet and there seems
to be no reason for the ehange. The
immediate result of the inerease com-
bined with the present famine in peanuts
will be that first and seeond grades will
cost 10 and 11 eents per pound.

The duty on vegetables is slightly
raised, but little effeet will be felt. Im-
ported tomatoes, however. will prob
ably be somewhat higher.

In the opinion of the fruit men there
s evidently a definite plan in the new
tarifi to help steamship lines running
direct between fruit growing countries
and Canada, the new duties making it
more than ever to the advantage of
the dealers to buy direet, instead of via
foreign ports.

In Montreal.

In Montreal it is the refiners who are
most interested in the new tariff as fan
as grocery lines ave concerned. The
effect of the new duty was felt in Mon-
treal immediately. The news of the
dhange arrvived Friday morning last,
and at 2 o’eloeck in the afternoon prices
were advanced ten eents all round, Of-
fieials of the St. Lawrence Company
stated that they were not in a position
to talk, when approached by a represen-
tative of the Canadian Groeer, but E.
W. Parker, secretary of the Canadian
Sugar Refinery, explained the situation
very coneisely. Mr. Parker said:

““The new arrangemgnts in the tar-
iff,”? said he, ““wil]l effeet the Canadian
vefiners  very  mueh. There ave
two elasses of sugar, raw and
refined, and under the tariff arrange-
ments the duty on these has been chang-
ed more or less, according to the qual-
ity and ecolor of the sugar. For raw
sugar imported a certain shade of eolor
has been fixed, and any sugar which is
of a lighter shade than this will be sub-
jeet to a higher rate of duty. Sugars
would be eonsidered under the head of
the polarviseope test, which would have
the effeet of determining the amount of
saecharine in the sngar. There is from
75 per cent. to 97 per eent. saecharine
in the average lot of raw sugar hrought
into Canada. Aeccording to the new
tariff, 75 degrees, per hundred pounds
fis taken as the basis for fixing the duty
on raw sugars, it being understood that
the color is not to be higher than the
Duteh Standard, number 16, whieh is
a rather light yellow,

‘“By the new tariff, the British pre-
ferential is now 34¢ per 100 Ibs, against

27

26 2-3e as formerly, which is an inerease
of 7 1-3¢. The general tariff is now
o2¢ against the old figure, 404 or 12¢
inerease. Then there 1s the new inter-
mediate tariff of 454. To make one
hundred pounds of refined sugar, it
takes one hundred and cight pounds of
raw material, testing 96 degrees, so you
will see we have now to pay duty on 108
pounds of raw sugar against a  duty
which has to be paid on 100 pounds of
the refined artiele. This means, practie-
ally, an all rcund inerease in the tariff
of 30 per eent. There is not wmuch
change in the extra duty for every de
gree over 7o¢ per hundred pounds.

**All of the refined sugars which are
above number 16 in eolor, and which do
not test over 88 degrees saccharine, pay
72¢ British preferential, as of old, and
$1.08 general taritf, also as of old, but
there 13 an intermediate tarviff, 98¢, [t
s (‘lll'l'rll('_\' reported that the duty on
vefined sugar is unchanged, but this is
nlll)' the case |»l'<-\i|lwl no nation takes
advantage of the 98¢ intermediate duty,
in whieh case the tariff would become
10¢ per 100 Ibs. lower than the old gen-
eral tariff. You will note, however,
that the intermediate tariff on raw suga
s ]'.”-_- per cent, above the old general
tariff,

““Hon. W. 8. Fielding, the Minister
of Finanee, aceused the (anadian re-
finers of not having given a fair propor-
tion of the British preferential to the
West India planters, but this is not the
case. \s a matter of faet, the average
premium we paid in 1905 was, per 100
Ibs., 13 7-10 eents, and in 1904 it was
12 9-10 cents, above the ruling priee in
the new York market, and
there eannot, therefore, be the slightest
doubt about this matter. The West
Tudia planters were given a fair show.”’

Robt. Anderson’'s Views.

Robt. Anderson, manager for Robert
Crooks & Co., sugar importers, Mon-
treal, stating his viewsg to the Canadian
Girocer regarding the new sugar duty,
said :—

**The change in the sugar duties in
Mr. Fielding’s new tariff is in the right
direction, and should be weleomed by
the trade, and consumers, by leaving
the duty on refined as it was, the tariff
does not raise the price of this house-
hold necessity, while the slightly higher
duty on raw will add not less than
$300,000 per annum to the country s
revenue, which will inerease as the im-
portations ot sugar grow to meet the
greater requirements of larger eonsump-
tion which must develop with the
growth of our population, and the re-
finers will benefit proportionately by
their output being inereased, though at
n trifling addition to eost, which the
heavy proteetion the tariff still gives
them, enables them, if they are greedy,
to make up in the price they charge
for their refined produet.

‘“It so happens that the market for
sugar is strong at present, and justified
the Canadian refiners advanecing their
prices 10e per 100 lbs. on the day the
tariff appeared in the publie press,
which, not only the refiners, but the
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grocers get the benelit of, for they were
well warned that a change might be
made and had every opportunity to lay!/
in supplies at the old prices, so every-

|)(Nl_\ onght to be satisfied.

Profit for Refiners.

*The reiiners instantly made 10¢ ex
tra profit ou every 100 Ibs. of their pro-
duet, without additional cost to them-
selves, as they had  paxd duty at  the
former rate on all the raw sugar the)
had on  hand, before the tariff was
changed.  The merease in the raw duty
under the preferential tariti of 7 1-3¢
per 100 Ibs., which is the only feature ol
the taritf that need be considered, only
amounted to about 1 3-4 per eent, of
the price the refiners were getting for
their granulated  when the tarift  was
hrought down, and although the cost of
the granulated the yefiners then had and
still have for sale was uot inereased a
traction, beyond interest on the mouney
they had paid out for the old duty, and
they were making a big profit at the old
price, they at once added about 21, per
cent, to their  selling piiee, reaping
practically  the whole ot this as en-
haneed profit. 1t an importer of refin-
ed sugar makes a gross profit of 21,
per cent on the small quantity he is per
witted, by the Canadian  refiners, to
bring iu, he thinks he is well off.

**Competition against the refiners is
again restricted, by the provisions of
the new taritf, to refined made In Great
Britain from DBritish grown raws, for
entry in Canada under the preferential
tariif, which confines importers of re-
fined to a single source of supply, that
is at best spasmodie, and must always
be limited.

“*So long as the Canadian refiners
are protected by the Government they
will not only have ihe whip-hand, but
it will be to their own interests, as it
has always been, to permit a ecertain
guanity of imported refined to come in-
‘to competition with their produet, as,
when Seoteh refined ean compete against
Canadian, it is a simple deduection that
the Canadian refiners are taking full
advantage of their protection, and mak-
ing, to put it mildly, a snug profit, but,
the price at which Seoteh refined can be
Pid down duty paid in Canada will al-
ways put a cheek on the price the Can-
adian refiner e¢harges for hig refined

Freight Plus Protection.

*Jt is not only the straight protec-
tion given to the refiners in the tariff,
of the difference in the duties between
raw and refined, that protects them,
but the competition from imported re-
fined being conlined to the produce of
raw sugar grown in the British West
Indies, gives the refiners the additional
protection of the greater cost of freight
bringing refined from Seotland, llmn it
has cost the Canadian refiners to bring
West India raws direct to Canada. This
in itself is a proteetion to the C(ana-
dian refiners of about 25¢ per 100 Ibs.,
in addition to the about 30e per 100
Ibs. higher duty the importer has to
pay on Scoteh refined than the Cana-
dian refiner pays on his West India
raw.

" more protection in selling their granu-

lated, and if protection to sugar can be
justified 1 Canada at all, the domestic
artiele, from earth to sugar bowl, should
be the fivst to be econsidered, for every
cent expended in the production remains
in Canada. But we must have revenue
to develop the vast territories we “have
1o govern, so, as customs <[lllit'.~' are ou
prineipal mode of taxation, we impose
them on sugar imported, but it should
appeal to all who have the growth and
extension of  our great “umllllnll al
heart, that these nhlti(-.~ should be for
the good of the people at large, and
not, as has so largely heen the ease tor
many years, lor the enrichment of a
few individuals, who, however, by the
tariff now in operation will still reap
a golden harvest from the protection
extended to them by a considerate Gov-
ernment.”’

Truit dealers, speaking generally, are
pleased at the placing of lemons and or
anges on the free list and greater trade
than ever is anticipated in these lines
during the coming winter. It is admit-
ted I)\ most that the extra duty of 5
per cent. on vegetables is only just pro-
tection for Canadian farmers. Veget-
ables do not play a very prominent part
in the winter trade anyway.

Taken all round the new tariff ar-
rangements meet with the satisfaction
of the grocery trade in Montreal.

Chas. Hart.

**1 do not think the change will at-
feet us very muech either way,”” said
Chas. Hart, of Hart & Tuckwell, fruit
merchants, Montreal. *‘Oranges and
lemons being free will possibly have the
effeet of 1nereasing the demand for
these goods, but this remains to be seen.
The duty on all nuts imported has heen
raised to 3Je. Peanuts were formerly
2e¢, but the chang: s ret likely to result
in new prices. Where wnctlnng wias
taken off the duty in some ecases some-
thing was put «0a i.. other instances, so
that after all the new tariff arrange
mentg do not bother us very much.”’

Jos. Ethier.

Jos. Ethier, manager for Laporte.
Martin & Co., Montreal, expressed him
self ag very much satisfied with the new
tariff arrangements. He thought that as
far as the grocery trade was concerned
there was no ground for eomplaint.

D. W. Ross.

A representative of the Groeer saw

W. Ross, general manager of the
Mount Royal Milling Company, large
millers of riee, in Montreal, in referenee
to the recent change in the tariff, where-
by rice has been placed on the free list.
As a miller, Mr, Ross says, that the
change will not make any material dif-
ferenee, as it will simply mean that
they will get their raw material cheaper,
and will have to turn it over to the
trade that much cheaper also. The one
to benefit, therefore, by the reduetion
will be the consumer, who will natural-
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ly get his supply a little cheaper. The
amount of rice consumed in Canada is
not so great as to make any very ma
terial inerease in  riches for any one
family.  Mr. Ross states that the elass
who will henefit most by the change
will be the Cliinaman. He pointed oul
that over hall of the entire quantity
of eleaned riee shipped into this eoun
try is eonsumed by the Celestial, and
to him, who is the user of the much
larger qu.mln), the benefit will natural
Iy come. It is hardly to bhe expected
that the benefit of the Chinaman was the
ulterior purpose in placing rice upon
the free list, but when a gentleman ol
Mr. Ross’ experience points out the faet,
it is rather in eontravention of the firsi
supposition that the c¢hange is likely to
he of general benefit.

The opinions in the trade are rather
contradietory, some saving that the
change in the duty will he heneficial,
while others think the reserve,

Geo. Forbes.

‘The change in the sugar tariff came
as a little surprise to us,”” said Mr.
George Forbes, of Forbes Bros., Mon
treal, speaking to the Groeer, *‘but
otherwise the new arrangements do not
affeet us very much. I think on the
whole that the groeery trade 1s satis-
lied. Regarding sugar, perhaps the new
tariff is not quite so h: andy as the old:
inasmuech that we now, in the ease ol
imported DBritish sugars, have to look
up each item and figure out the duty
thereon, instead of allowing 33 1-3 per
cent. all round as formerly, Thig is the
result of making a flat rate for different
goods.”’

S. J. Mathewson.

‘*So far as we can see af present the
new tariff is quite satisfactory to the
grocery ftrade,”” said S. J.. Mathewson.
of  Mathewson Sons, Montreal, ‘*al
though it is a little early to say any-
thing definite. 1 think it is a great
thing to get the tariff making out of
polities, a move which will appeal to
every business man. Formerly we were
loaded up with various lines hecause
of rumored advanees in the duty whieh
uever took place, and jobber after job
her lost thousands of dollars.”’

J. F. McLean.

J. F. McLean, of the Montreal Fruit
Exchange, thought that the removal ol
the dut) on oranges and lemons was a
wise move on the part of the Govern-
ment.

““These goods will now he much more
saleable in Canada, and econsumption
cannot help but be inereased. There
will be a difference of from 25¢ to 50¢
a case on these goods. Take the Span-
ish oranges, which eome in large cases,
they will now sell at a price 50¢ lower
than heretofore. Speaking for our
selves, we have already noticed the dif-
ferenee in the demand. An order has
just eome to hand for a carload of
fruit from a seetion of the ecountr)
whieh never before took such a quantity
at one time. ’

‘“No, I do not think more u{'angv.~
will be imported dirveet from Messina
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or Sorrento, or Spain, although there
c¢an be no doubt eonsumption of these
Jines will be inereased somewhat. But
it is the California navel orange that the
people are educated to buy, and these
will have a greater sale than ever be-
fore.”’
S. W. Ewing.

“T think the spice men arve satisfied,”’
said S. W. Ewing, of S, . Ewing &
Sons, Montreal. **As you may know the
spiece duty was formerly 25 per cent. on
ground spices, and 1215 per cent. on
whole. This has been changed to 10
per cent. on whole, and 3¢ a pound
and 10 per eent. on ground. This al-
fords very much more protection for
Canadian manufacturers.”’

Canned Meats.

Caunned meats, including poultry,
game, soups and extraets have an -
creased protection of 215 per cent, in
the general tariff and 5-6 per cent. in
the preferential. The rates of duty ave
now 17V, 25, and 2715 per cent. against
the old 25 per cent and a third off. In
the last fiseal year importations of can-
ned goods aggregated 753,000 Ibs., and
it may surprise some to know that the
year before the importations were not
such a great deal more, 890,000 1bs. The
inerease in duty will have little or no
effect upon the trade.

A change which may not greatly at-
fect trade but which is interesting is
that in chocolate. It looks now as if
the duty had been raised from 20 to
35 per eent upon confectionery prepara-
tions, as Swiss Milk Choeolate.

Mr. Langley, of MeClure & Langley,
agents for Tobler’s milk c¢hoeolate,
stated to the Grocer yesterday that there
was doubt about the new elassification.
At present it avneared as if the duty
had been raised but by next week he
would be prepared to speak definitely.
He did not think the increase if it were
a faet, would much affect the price ot
their goods to the retail trade.

Under the old tariff there were three
classifications for coeoa, cocoa beans,
“*cocoa shells and nuts, chocolate and
other preparations of cocoa n.es.,’’
‘*eocoa paste, chocolate paste, cocos and
cocoa butter, n.o.p.”” The new taritf
makes five elassifications, beans, cocoa
nibs and shells, paste or ‘‘liquor,”” not
sweetened paste or ‘‘liquor.’”’ sweeten-
ed, preparations in powder form pre-
parations, n.o.p. Under the old tariff,
Swiss choeolate and similar prepara-
tions eame in under ‘‘cocoa shells and
nibs, chocolate and other preparations
of cocoa,”” at 20 per cent. Manufae-
turersg here have held that sueh prepara-
tions should be classed as ‘‘confection-
ery.”” Aparently that has been done
in effeet ag the new duty on econfee-
tionery is 35 per cent.

Imnortations as coeoa shells and nibs,
choeolate and other preparations of
cocoa totalled last year 1,379,000 Ibs.,
and of that 238,000 Ibs. eame from
Switzerland, 657,000 lbs. from Great
Britain, 422,000 1lbs. from United
States.

The other ehanges, 20 per cent. to 10
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per eent. on nibs, 4¢ to Je on unsweet
ened paste, ete., d¢ to 31 ¢ on sw eetened
paste are not regarded as serious. The
duty on coeoa in powder form, break
fast cocoas is not echanged.

Crockery and Glassware.

There is a change in the crockery aud
glassware schedule that is very far from
being acceptable to the firm. The case
is very uIL‘iIIl.\' sel torth ".\. Mr. Me
Mahon, of MeMahon, Broadfield & Co.,
Toronto, in a letter he sent Monday to

the Minister of Customs. It follows:

ware of china, poreelain, white granite
or iron granite’’ p.e. 15, 271y, 30, as
the term ‘‘iron granite’’ is not a
crockery term, we assume this is in-
tended for ‘‘iron stone white granite,’’
a term some makers use. Does this
paragraph No. 287 include plain white,
printed or decorated ware ? What
articles does the word **tableware’’ em-
brace 7 ‘*Tableware’ is a very abbig
uous word in the erockery trade, and 1s
used mainly to designate household pot
tery from sanitaryware, stoneware, elec
tricalware, ete. The trade were greatly
exasperated some two years ago when
this word ‘‘tableware’ was introduced
in the change of some items in the tarifi
at that time, but we understood it was
some elerieal error, and would be
remedied when the general changes were
made in the tariff. Many of the ap
praisers throughout the country ditfer-
ed as to what was, and what was not
““tableware.”” What object can there
be in having white ganite or poreelain
cups, saucers, plates, pitchers, ete., one
rate Uf (hll_\' and bedroomware of the
same Material at another rate of duty,
many of the packages imported usually

*have some little lot of bedroomware in

them, even if it is only a few shillings
worth, extra elerical help is required to
compute the two rates of duty each in
voiced at intricate discounts.  As toilet
ware, such as bedroom sets, ete., are
not made in Canada, the trade think
the department of eustoms must have
overlooked our former recommendation
of three vears ago to reetify this vex-
ing ecomplication. The trade would
much prefer paragraph No. 287 rvead:

‘‘Earthenware, plain white, printed
or deeorated, in china poreelain, semi
poreelain and white granitewarve, for
general household use n.o.p. pe. 15,
2704, 30.7" Mueh of the lowest priced
cups, saucers, plates, dishes, baking
dishes, eover dishes, sauce dishes, bowls,
jugs ewer basins, chambers, ete., arve
made in ¢e¢ body, and are usunally print-

The sub-agencies at ¥ort Rouge
(Winnipeg) and Ste. Anne de Bellevue,
mentioned in our last report as about
to be established, were opened shortly
afterwards. Since the last annual
ineeting branches have also been open-
ed in the eity of Mexieo and at Saska-
toon, and sub-agencies at Fenelon Falls;
St. Henri, Montreal; Upper town, Que-
bec¢; and Bank street, Ottawa.

The Ontario Bank having intimated
that is was in difficulties and would
have to suspend, this bank, on 13th Oc-
tober, last, assumed all 1ts liabilities,
under a guarantee of other banks
against loss, and -it is now being
liquidated.

In view of the change in the number
of direetors made by resolution of the
shareholders at the last annual meet
ing, and in order to bring the by-laws
of the bank into accord with the Bank
Act, as at present, it has been thought
well by the directors to have the ex-
isting by-laws eonsolidated and amend-
ed to date, This has been done, and
they are now placed before you for
confirmation.

All the offices of the bank, ineluding

THE VICE-PRESIDENT.

The viee-president then spoke as fol-
lows:

As the president will deal with the
business of the eountry generally, I
will only refer to the statement of the
affairs of the bank presented to you.
You will notice that the chief features
are increases of about $11,000,000 in
deposits bearing interest, and about
$13,000,000 in our eurrent loans. These
changes took place prineipally duaring
the last month of our fisecal year, and
are the result of our undertaking the
liquidation of the liabilities of the On-
tario Bank. The profits show an in-
crease of $160,000, due partly to the
good rates ruling in London and New
York, where we are eompelled to earry
a considerable portion of our reserve
funds, The other changes are of minor
importance, and do not eall for any
special comment.

When in Oectober the deplorable con-
dition of the Ontario Bank was sub-
mitted for the consideration of a num-
ber of bankers, it was thought best.
in the interests of all concerned, that
the bank should be liquidated, and,
with the view of allaying any excite-
ment whieh would probably be detri-
mental to the interests of the com-
mereial community generally, it was
decided that this bank should under-
take to assume all the liabilities of
the Ontario Bank, under a guarantee
from other banks in the event of the
assets being insufficient to diseharge
them. The bank is also a party tc
the guarantee, and we have agreed in
addition to pay $150,000 for the good-
will of the business . We do not anti-
cipate that there will be any elaim
under the guarantee. The liquidation
is proceeding quietly, without any pub-
lie exeitement or disorganization of the
business of the eountry, with a mini-
mum of cost to the shareholders of the
Ontario Bank, and without the loss of
a dollar to either noteholders or de-
positors. The record of Canadian
banks in this respect is excellent. Dur-
ing the last quarter of a ecentury, by
failures of banks, whieh could be or-
ganized under our present banking
laws, the loss to depositors has been
under $750,000. The noteholders, of
course, have lost nothing. T speak only
of banks that could be organized un-
der our present aets, Other banks
during that period failed, involving loss
to both depositors and noteholders, but
they were aeting under old charters
and under eonditions which do not now
exist—in one ease there was no double
liability. Out of the 12 banks that
have suspended since 1880, five onlv
could obtain charters under our present
svstem.

With respeet to the general business
of the country, T ean only repeat mv
remarks of last vear, that we are still
in the full flood tide of prosperity.
Railway earnings econtinue large, im-
migration is satisfactory, and the
farming community share with manu-
facturers and merchants the general
well-being; hut in its wake it is fear-
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ed will follow over-expansion, inflated
vidlues and inereasing speculations,
particularly in real estate and mining
stocks, leaving wreckage behind when
the tide ebbs.

There is still time to set one’s house
in order and keep it there, but the
tardy should rvemember that the pro-
longation of the day of grace may add
to the severity of the day of reckon-
ing.

THE PRESIDENT'S REMARKS.

The president, in moving the adop
tion of the directors’ report, said:

In accordance with a practice of many
vears’ standing in this bank, T attempt
a brief review of the general trade of
the eountry.

Beyond question the general condi-
tion is one of great prosperity.

In all or nearly all branches of trade,
manufaeture and ecommeree, consider-
able advanees in the volume of trade
have taken place, as compared with the
preceding year.

The port of Montreal is now, it is
satisfactory to nofe, much more
widely recognized as the eastern port
of the Dominion, and itg efficieney the
concern not of the provinee of Que-
bee speeially, but of the whole Do-
monion, It is therefore not entirely
satisfactory to note that the business
of the year now ending shows little,
if any, advance over the previous year.

The improvements of the port pro-
ceed but slowly, and mueh rvemains to
be done in the harbor, the echannel,
and the gulf. to make it possible to
claim Montreal a model port

The present extreme rates of marine
msurance are a great disadvantage.
Upon the whole the shipping business
shows a fair season’s business, due in
part to a greatly inereased importation
of goods and inereased passenger trade,
and the shipowners appear to he fairly
well satisfied.

In this eonneetion, it is in the high-
est degree satisfactory to mnote the
improved volume of passenger busi-
ness, due largely to the appearance on
the route of four new steamers of the
Allans and Canadian Pacific Railway
Company. These boats, if only the
pioneers, do mueh to remove the ve-
proach whieh foreced Canadian travel
to New York and Boston, and prevented
‘almost  entirely general travel from
reaching Canada, in effect placing Can-
ada and Canadian interests in the back-
ground. We have the shortest sea route
from Europe, and are only beginning
to secure a reasonable share of a busi-
ness which may include not Canada
alone. but a large portion of the West-
ern United States.

Taken in detail, T may say the var-
ious important departments of trade and
commerece have done well.

The hardware trade reports ‘‘a larg-
er business during the past year than
at anv former period in the trade’s his-
tnr)'.”

The new application of iron and steel
in building structures added to the de-
mand for other standard purposes have
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caused a famine in these materials and
unexpected delays in many enterprises.

The dry goods trade is veported as
never better, and one feature to which
[ may refer later on, is the mueh bet-
ter and more expensive goods now in
demand.

In wooollens the report is that while
still under a eloud from the operation
of the preferential tarviff it is better
than last vear, prices of al] classes hav-
ing advaneced,

In eotton, advanees in prices and an
aetive  demand are reported. Here
again buyers are said to be taking goods
costing seven to eight cents a vard.
when not long ago four to five cents

suffieced.
Boots and Shoes.—The demand has
been good. Prices it is said have not

advaneed in proportion to the advance
in the raw material, though now from
5 to 20 per cent. above last vear.

In leather a large business has been
done in the home trade, at an advance
of one to two eents per pound, Raw
hides having advaneed all round about
25 per cent.

Wool has brought very high prices
during the vear.

Some idea of the value to the farm-
ing mmnnmi'y of the cheeze and butter
trade may be found from the following
figures,

("heese. The cheese \'\pnl'lwl to
Great Britain during the present sea
son was of the value of $22.401.132.

Butter.—Of butter, $4.433.891, and
including what remains to be sent over,
we reach a total of over 33 millions
of dollars. To these must be added the
home consumption, which is every year
growing in volume and importanee.

The great feature of the hour is, how-
ever, the developmeut of the North
Western provinees — Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and Alberta—in which the capa-
city to produce excellent gualities of all
kinds of cerveals seems to be assured be-
vond question.

Of wheat alone the present erop 1
estimated at 85 million bushels, the
quality undoubted: the area under ecul-
tivation is greater than last year, but
the yield per aere is about 19 bushels,
as against 23 last yvear,

If the other grains such as oats,
barley and flaxseed, are taken into ae-
count, and eattle exported to the value
of eight millions of dollars, we are as-
sured that the farmers have shared in
the general prosperity .

The number of acres of Canadiar
Pacific lands sold from January lst to
October 31st, 1906, is 1,080,000, as
against 653,000 aeres in the eorrespond-
ing period of 1905,

The number of immigrants entering
(‘anada through Canadian Pacifie gate-
was from January st to November Tth,
1906, is 132,000, as against 96,000 in
the corresponding neriod of las{ vear.

The best evidence of the extraordin-
ary aetivity of trade is to bhe found in
the railway traffie, which is trying to
the utmost the resources of the roads;
new rolling stoek is being put into

service as quiekly as acquired, and the
demand is stil] unappeased.

In addition, we have three great
vunk lines  engaged in aetive  econ-
struction.—The Grand Trunk to rveach
the Pacitie, the Canadian Northern and
the Canadian Paecific in great stretehes
of extension the pace being only limit-
ed by the supp’ of labor.

The ecmrrent complaint is of the in
creased eost of living, and it is an in-
teresting question how far this is duoe
to any Inereased cost of what ave eall-
ed the necessities of life, or to an ad-
vance in the style of living and the in-
creased use of luxuries. Doubtless both
enter into the ease, but this is too Jarge
a subjeet for adequate treatment on
this H(‘l‘ll.\;“”.

The motion for the adoption of the
report was seconded by the vice-presi
dent, after which Rev. G. H. Parker
asked several questions in regard to
dividends, and also as to the bhank’s
premises, which were 1'1-[»“!‘1] to by the
president and the viee-president.

Mr. B. A. Boas spoke on the dividend
question, and advocated the possibility
of higher dividends in the future.

The report was then  unanimously

adopted.
Confirm Amended By-laws.

It was moved by the president: ** Re
sovled that the econsolidated amended
by-laws of the shareholders of the Bank
of Montreal, laid bhefore the sharehold
ers and read, be and the same are here-
by econfirmed, adopted and passed by
this meeting of shareholders, and that
the same be sealed \\i”l the (‘nr[)u"ﬂ'(‘
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Seal of the Bank, countersigned by the
president thereof.”’

This was seconded by the vice-presi-
dent, who remarked: I think it is
hardly necessary to read the hy-laws
through: they are before the sharehold-
ers, and the ehanges are small and few.
In paragraph III, the number of diree-
tors is inereased from nine to ten, Para-
eraph VI. governs the eleetion of an
honorary president, which is a new pos-
ition. No. X. had to be changed in or-
der to enable us to earry out the quar-
terly dividends and the e¢losing of the
bank’s books. As to No. XIL., under
the old by-laws, if we appoint any loeal
direetor, he had to be qualified to the
extent of twenty shares. We have
though it was hardly necessary to ask
a loeal diveetor for any qualifieation.
No. XIII. has bheen stricken out, as it
i1s provided for hv a fooinote.

The motion was then adopted, after
which Mr. B. A. Boas moved:

““That the thanks of the meeting he
presented to the president and diree-
tors for their attention to the interests
of the bank.”’

Y This was seeonded by Mr. Henry
Dobell, and was coneurred in unani-
mously.

Mr. A. T. Paterson moved:

““That the thanks of the meeting be
eiven fo the general manager. the as-
sistant general manager, the inspector.
the managers, and other officers of
the Bank for their services during the
past year.”

In making the motion. Mr. Paterson
said that the importance of the staff to
the Bank was a point which must be
patent to evervhody. The success of
the Bank denended in the first place,
upon the chief officers. hut the subordi-
nate staff had a hand in carrving out
their several offices. The extension of a
bank’s business necessarilv carried with
it an augmentation of the staff

When he first joined the Board of the
Bank of Montreal the staff was under
300 ;: now it was, he helieved, somewhat
over l,UUU

Sir William Macdonald seconded the
motion, which was unanimously adapt
ed.

The vice-president thanked the share
holders, on behalf of himself and staff,
for their kind expression of apprecia-
tion.

Mr. H. Paton moved, seconded by M
John Turnbull :

“That the ballot now open for the
election of directors be kept open until
2 o’clock, unless\ fifteen minutes elapse
without a vote belng cast, when it shall
be closed, and until that time and for
that purpose only this meeting be
continued.”’

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THE TARIFT.

While the grocery trade is not greatl;
affected by the new tariff, some of the
fifty odd changes are disconcerting and
hy their very smallest annmoying, large
cnough to appreciably decrease the mai
cin upon whieh goods are handled and
not large enough to justiiy a convenient
advance in the price.

Raw sugar will cost the refiners 1-7
of a ecent more. Rice will cost half a
cent less. New Orleans molasses will
cost 1} cent more giving that muech
further protection te the West Indian
product. Quarter size boxes of sardines
will cost 4 cent more and boxes weigh
ing more than 8 oz. of which but few
are sold, 2 eents. Pickles are advanced
two cents or so a dozen because of the
new duty on the outer case or cask.
Marmalades, jams, ete., are dearer by
t cent a pound. Candied peels are
cent a pound cheaper.

The duty on nuts has been raised but
walnuts and almonds which come from
France and Spain have the old reduced
rate under the favored nation treaty
made in 1865.. This treaty covers also
soaps and wines. Filbert nuts which
come mostly from Italy and Sicily will
be a eent dearer. Peanuts which come

almost wholly from the States will also
be a cent dearver, though gives an addi
tional preference to the Spanish pro
duction and may induce larger impor-
tations there

Figs and dates suffer differently. On
them the duty is changed from an ad
valorem of 25 per cent. to a specilic
duty of 80 cents a hundred pounds
The result is that on all figs or dates
costing $3.20 a c¢wt, the duty is un
changed but on thouse costing more the
duty is decreased and on those costing
less the duty is raised. This may en
courage the consumption of better fruit
but the bk of the trade is in low
priced figs. Oranges, lemons and limes
are on the free list and consequently 25
cents a box t‘h('apt‘l‘

The 11\1[) on chocolate preparations
that are really confections is asserted
to be raised by a new classification
from 20 to 35 per cent. Macaroni is
advanced a fraction of a cent. The new
duty on the container for glassware
raises the price oi cheap kinds used by
the working classes of the people and
practically does not affect more expen
sive gumls.

The classification of sardines by
weight instead of by size of box is re-
garded by the trade as a proper change
but the increase of the preference af-
forded Great Britain where sardines are
not packed is thought to encourage the
importation of fish in oil and the put
ting on the market of inferior fish as
sardines undoubtedly hurts the trade in
sardines

All goods not mentioned particularly
in the schedule submitted to Parlia
ment come in at a duty of 20 per cent.

It must be remembered that the new
tariff as submitted to the [ouse is sub-
ject to change. Representatives of num-
erous interests hurried: to Ottawa upon
the publication of the schdules and the
effect of their arguments will be seen
when the bill gets into committee oi
the House where the amending process
will be in operation. Changes, how
ever, are likely to be few. The tariff as
submitted is the chrystalized result of
the labors of the Tariff Commission
The manufacturers who advocate higher
pl‘nl(‘r_!inn will be disappointed but the
Government is to be congratulated up
on having at least lived up to its pal-
icv of tariff stability

IRRITATING DELAY.

This is the season wheu everybody
from the largest manufacturers to the
Smallest retailers should be so busy that
they are working overtime, and in many
instances this is actually the case, but
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there 1 one greal drawback to prevent
trade running along the usual channels
swoothly and harmoniously. This thorn
iu the side, 1s the congestion of tratlie
on the railways. From one end of the
Dominion to the other there is a short
age of cars and engines, and the freight
sheds of the raillway and YI;lI|~l|..|'[;|A
ation companies are filled to overflowing
The effect ot this congestion is HH'_\
now beginning to be felt by the retailer
Christmas and the holiday trade is com
ill_\.: ol and it behovoves the grocer to
have a complete stock of all those lines
which are so necessary at this time of
vear, Orders for holiday goods have
been [ll.lnwl for a very long tiwe, but
grocers in all parts ol the country are
daily anticipating the receipt of an ad-
viee ecard from the local freight of-
fice informing them of the arrival of
the long-looked for goods, which are so
slow in eoming. During the past couple
of weeks there has been a shight -
provement in some cireles, but on the
whole transportation conditions are very
bad. The wholesaler is not to blame for
uon-arrival of the goods so anxiously
awaited by the retaill merchant, he is
jllsl as |);h“.\ off o more so, because
wany other customers of his are in the
same position as the first groeer.

FOREIGN DRIED FRUITS.—Local
ly, the situation in dried fruits remains
practically unchanged. Spot stocks are
very light. Of sultana raisins, supplies
are almost nil. Any lots held ar? sell-
ing at prices around 12¢. and 15¢, The
market for valencias is bare loeally,
while advices received from the other
side say that an advance of 1-2¢. has
taken place. Reports from Greece are
to the effeet that the amount of busi-
ness being transacted in eurrants is in-
significant, all consuming eountries be-
ing very well supplied. No drop in price
s expected, however.  Shipments of
currants from Patras to Canada, up to
October, 31, this year, were 1,476 tons,
against 1,675 tons for the same period
last year. a difference of about 200 tons,
or in the neighborhood of 5,000 cases.
Meanwhile, locally dealers are holding
stiff until the ““Clara’’ arrives in New
York. The new tariff arrangements
have eaused more or less exeitement in
this market. Dates, imported direet
from Persia, will now be brought in at
the rate of 80c. a hundred pounds, in-
stead of 40c. as formerly. This, it is
thought, by those in the business, will
kill the direct importing business, since
the duty is the same, no matter what
country the goods come from, On figs,
the duty on cheap grades has been put

up, while the duty on the better grades
has been reduced.

SYRUPS AND MOLASSES.—Duties
on glucose and syrups have been redue-
ed. and some effect in reduced prices
will probably occur in the near future.
Duties are now as follows, as compared
with the old tariff: New tariff: B. Pref.
35 cents per 100 Ilbs.; intermediate, 45
cents per 100 Ibs.; general, 50 cents per
100 Ibs, Old tariff: B. Pref., 50 centis
per 100 lbs.; general, 75 eents per 100
Ibs.

The effect of the tariff changes in mo-
lasses will be to encourage the importa-
tion of the cheaper grades, and to raise
the price of the befter quality. As re-
spects molasses not the produce of any
British country, entitled to the prefer-
ence, the rates of duty have been chang-
ed as follows: Formerly, molasses 40
degrees and over, paid 1 3-4 cents per
gallon, and for each degree below 40,
and not less than 35, an additional duty
of 1 cent per gallon. Molasses helow
35 degrees was duitable at 34 cents per
Ib. The new tariff provides that suech
non-British molasses not less than 30
and not more than 56 degrees shall pay
3 cents per gallon general, and 2 1-3
cents per gallon intermediate. Molasses

CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN.

The cheese situation is now one of
doubt for the future, ‘‘bears’’ argue one
way, and ‘‘bulls’’ argue the other way.
The season of production is practically
closed and the questions of stocks and
probable consumption, during the win
ter months, are now the all important
ones. We will give the last available
figures for this season as follows, viz:

Receipts during last week were 19,853
boxes of cheese and 5,222 packages of
butter, against 17,240 boxes of cheese
and 5,613 packages of butter for the
same week of last year, or a total
since May 1st of 2,334,969 boxes of
cheese and 585,044 packages oi butter,
as compared with 2,290,793 boxes of
cheese and 747,347 packages of butter
for the corresponding period of last
year.

Exports were last week 25,342 boxes
of cheese and no butter, against 9,873
boxes of cheese and no butter for the
same week of last year, or a total
since May 1st of 2,227,838 boxes of
cheese and 361,400 packages of butter,
as compared with 2,129,793 boxes of
cheese and 554,041 packages of butter
for the corresponding period of last
vear.

We received since May 1st, 44,176 box
es more cheese and we exported 98,-
(45 boxes more than last vear, leav-
ing a deficiency in our stocks in Mon-
treal of 53,869 boxes of cheese as com
pared with last year.

““Stock guessing’’ is now the order
of the day, latest cable advices report
the stocks in London, Liverpool and
Bristol at about 523,000 boxes of
cheese, our stocks in all Canada are
conservatively estimated at nearly 300,-
000 boxes, or a total amount of sup-
plies in sight of say 825,000 boxes of
cheese, which means about 40,000 boxes
per week Tor the consumption until the
end of April of next year, while it is
generally estimated, that the weekly
consumption of cheese is between 50,-
000 and 60,000 boxes, il this estimate
of econsumption is correct, we find that
we will be about 200,000 boxes short in
our supplies, and we might therefore
venture the opinion, that the situation
is healthy and that higher prices will
prevail later on.

The shipping season from Montreal is
now closed and it will be impossible to
get accurate figures of shipments for
the coming winter months, it is there-
fore ‘very important at the present
time, to get the figures of actual sup-
plies in sight, as nearly correct as pos-
sible, as the future of the market de-
pends on it.

As before mentioned, we get ‘‘bull”
and ‘“‘bear’’ arguments, both going to
extremes in their predictions on the
future, we give the figures above as
nearly correet as it is possible to get
them, and we think that both ‘“bulls”’
and ‘‘bears’’ will concede that they are
nearly correet, but they may dispute
the coneclusion.

Now about butter, there will be prac-
tically no export outlet for our butter
from this on, our statistical figures of
exports and receipts are not reliable to

draw any conclusions on the future of
our market, there is a good demand for
local and out of town trade and prices
are high and firm, but it is an open
question, whether prices can go much
higher, in fact many dealers are of the
opinion, that prices are not only high
enough, but that there is danger of a
decline, as the production of butter will
be continued to some extent until the
cpening of the new season, the con
sumption of ‘‘stale’”’ goods is a slow
one and further, new rolls of dairy
butter are coming in now, which will be
a check on the market for creamery
butter.

Meanwhile the market is firm and
prices show rather an advancing ten
dency, but the ‘‘seared’ traders, ex-
pecting very high prices in the future,
are getting filled up with stocks and
we are not inclined to very ‘‘bullish
ideas regarding the future of the butter
market.

OUR OLD COUNTRY LETTER.

88 Fleet Street. Londun, E.C

Nov. 24, 1906.
There has not been a very keen de-
mand for Canadian butter throughout
the week, although prices still linger in
the region of 108 to 112 shillings.
These figures are quite high enough,
considering the very ordinary quality of
Canadian butter on offer, but, of course,
this -has been a season of abnormal
prices in almost every make of butter.
Not for years has the Old Country ex
perienced such a consistently hot sum-
mer and autumn, and this state of ai-
fairs has naturally affected the pastures,
so that the home make of both cheese
and butter has proved disappointing.
Kverything has been in favor of a gcod
Canadian season, and while it may be
that exporters across the Atlantic have
found this an easy market, still the
quality of Canadian butter shipped to
London has proved so poor that the re-
putation of Canadian butter has been
seriously damaged. It is difficult to as
sign causes for this lack of uniformity
in quality. No doubt Canadians them
selves can make a pretty shrewd guess.

sy

Over here, however, the concensus of
opinion is, as was mentioned before in
this ecolumn, that the cream is not col
leeted sufficiently frequently Also,
there are those who believe that Can-
adians are careless in the ecleaning of
their butter-making utensils. The tot-
al supplies of Colonial butter imported
into the United Kingdom during the
past five months has shown a consider-
able decrease,—some 139,147 cwts.,—
and this has helped to keep prices up
The greatest deficiency has naturally
come from Canada, over 110,000 ewts ;
while from Australia already a de-
crease of 22,000 cwts. odd has been
noticed.

There is nothing remarkable about the
position of the cheese market, and the
volume of business transacted is on a
fair basis. In cheese, supplies from
Canada has been very heavy during the
past few months, some 70,900 ewts
more being received during the four
months July to October of this year
than last. Particularly lately supplies
have been coming to hand in large
quantities, owing to the approaching
closing of navigation in Canada. Qual-
ity is stated to have been very satis-
factory, taken altogether, although in
one or two cases complaints have been
made.

PROVISION SITUATION.

Towards the end of last' week the
price of live hogs were from $6.15 to
$6.40. This week the price is down
again to $6.15 f.o.b. country points.
This competition for hogs here is not
justified by the Old Country market,
which is again weaker and at latest re
ports was off from 2 to 3 shillings.
Packers estimate that prices for hogs
here mean a loss of at least 2 shillings
on the bacon when it reaches the Eng-
lish market. The firmness here is pro-
bably caused by buyers for domestic
trade. The local demand for hog pro-
ducts keeps up and the packers who
give their attention to domestic trade
want to put away stocks for next sum-
mer's trade. The packers assert that
stoecks for immediate consumption are
not accumulating to justify a near re
duction of prices.

case. The back ground was built up of
unopened hoxes of many erown figs
placed one upon another on edge and
making practically a solid wall of figs
three or four feet high.

The next line of display is also figs
with two boxes of raisins as a varia-
tion. Here the top boxes are open
The centre is a large box of very fine
figs (A) flanked bv boxes of equally fine
raisins -(13).  All these are open and are
tilted up to afford a better view of the
fruit from the street. To right and leit
are piles of boxes of figs 3 or 4 deep
topped by a box of opened fruit ().
In front of the end piles, smaller boxes
(1)) were built up in the form of steps
with the top boxes open leaning against
the pillars of figs behind

The trays shown in the foreground
were neatly heaped up with fruit or nuts
inadicated in the diagram. These trays
were not more than two inches deep
and looked to be of bronze. At “E”
were small pyramids of stufied dates in
glass jars. Cartons of (alifornia seed-
ed raisins were arranged without crowd
ing, at the sides. Between the trays
were laid single hottles of some line of
delicatessen At one of the most
thronged and fashionable street corners
in Canada this window made a very at
tractive display.

This week’s window is only slightly
altered from the one shown in our il
lustration. The seeded raisin packages
are scattered about a little less regu-
larly, the trays and boxes are placed at
slightly different angles, and the arti-
cles employed to fill the intervals be
tween have been shifted about. One of
these ‘‘fillers’”” which seems to attract
considerable attention is a luscious-
looking buneh of FEnglish hot-house

idently being a definite plan of cam
paign, leading up to the main Christ
mas display. It is with the window
dresser’s notice that despite the close
likeness of the present window to the
one diagrammed the window was wholly
emptied for the new trim.

CALL ATTENTION TO DISPLAY.

i One of the largest of the Chicago
retailers recently placed a large ecard
in the newspapers calling attention
to his windows. The idea is an ex-
cellent one. /The eard stated that it
was to the /interest of everyone who
was at all interested in good goods at
low prices \to watech the windows, as
there were many goods shown there all
the time that were not advertised in
the newspapers. Attention was also
called to the fact that the store devoted
a large amount of care and money to
the deeoyation of its windows, and that
they wete well worth looking at. This
is a good idea to put into practice
when it is desired to call particular at-
tention to some article or line of goods
which you wish to push, or when there
is a speecial sale on. Make the window,
the newspaper advertising and the in-
terior of the store all join forees in
booming the special event, whatever it
may be.

BE CORDIAL TO CUSTOMERS.

(lerks should always be polite and
disereet. An aggregation of elerks who
are ““flip’”? with customers and talk
about them behind their = backs, will
soon queeyr any business. The atmos-
phere of a store should always he gen-
uinely cordial towards ecustomers.

FRUITS, VEGETABLES AND FISH

New Tariff Lowers Prices of Oranges, Lemons and Grape Fruit—Fish and
Vegetables Little Affected—Christipas Trade Begins.

This week is an interesting one in the
fruit market. The first quotations of
oranges, lemong and grape fruit under
the new tarifl appear, and reduetions
are shown as a result in several lines.
The holiday trade has begun in earnest,
Christmag specialties being much in evi-
dence. Southern  California  oranges
are expected to arrive this week. The
northern fruit is already arriving in good
quantity, although there is said to be
difficulty in securing cars for shipments.

The Toronto vegetable market shows
ouly one or two ehanges, while in Mon-
treal several alterations are noted.

Offences that in the beginning would
have been overlooked or merely brought
upon the shipper a reprimand are
now made the basis of prosecutions.

Matters of Interest to the Trade in the Old Land—Technical Education and Its
Growth—The Soap Combine—The Tariff.

London, October 27th, 1906.
The subjeet most generally engaging
the attention of the Groeers’ Association
in Great Britain at preséht is techni-
cal edueation, The trade has reeog-
nized that something must take the place
in trade eduecation of the apprentice

sysem  has fallen  into disuse.  Teeh-

nical education along other lines pre-
pared the way for technieal eduecation
in food stuffs, and many technieal
schools are eo-operating with Groeers’
Associations in providing courses. Other
Associations have provided leeture eour-
ses.  Many prizes and competitions
have been established to encourage gro-
cers’ assistants to take up the courses.

In conmeetion with the recent Nation-
al Groeers’ Exhibition in London, a
national eonference in technieal grocery
education was held showing that interest
is spreading about the movement. A
leading feature of the Exhibition was
a long series of competitions in the
practice and theory of the food stuff
trade. These gave evidence of splendid
progress in the work of technieal in-
struetion.

The Soap Combine.

A talked of combine of soap manu-
facturers is at present a live subject
of diseussion in every Grocers’ Asso-
ciation in the eountry. Wm. Lever, M.
I’., of Lever Bros., is said to he behind
the movement. The scheme is said to
involve £€9,000,000 eapital. The antag-
onism of retailers was roused by eutting
the pound bar of soap to 15 oz., and
inereasing the price. The retail prices
liere have been raised in many places,
hut the trade has to a considerable ex-
tent turned against the eombine pro-
duets, and independent manufaeturers
are reaping the benefits. Deputations
of Groeers’ Association have ealled up-
on the trust representatives who held
that the combination was merely tof
climinate some expensive and exeessive
advertising.

The Groeers’ Journal af October 13th,
says i —

““Varions rumors are eurrent relative
to the widely-announced soap combine,
but no information sufficiently definite
to warrant publication is yet to hand.
We understand, however, that on Tues-
day last the President, Chairman of the
Girocers” Federation Proprietary Arti-
cles Committee, with the Seeretary of
the Federation, had a long interview
with Mr. W. H. Lever on the subjeet.
The interview was of a private char-
acter, but we are informed that the
combination referred to was very nearly
an aecomplished faet, that it was not
for the purpose of forecing wholesale
prices, but rather with the objeet of
producing a working agreement amongst
manufaeturers in order to lessen the
costly competitive advertising and other
expenses whieh ‘had arisen owing to

the keen competition between various
manufaeturers; that the combine was
being arranged in view of the stringen’
conditions of the raw material market;
and that the arrangements were such
that each firm in the combine would
continue earrying on its business upon
the usual lines, and the promoters hope
that the arrangements, whilst in no way
interfering with the price to the publie,
would show profit advantages to the
small, the large, and the wholesale dis-
tributor.””’

A fortnight later the same authority
says, under the caption, **Soap and Soft
Soap’’:—

““A Lever” has indeed ““moved the
world,”” and the grocery trade may well
look with perturbation upon the Soap
Combine, or Trust, whichever name its
originators choose to give it. Mr. Leve
may deseribe the combine as a harmless
means of saving the severe competition
mdulged in for vears past by rival soap
manufacturers; he may, furthermore,
reiterate his assertions that sueh an am-
algamation of previously antagonistie
interests will benefit humanity at large,
and he may offer proofs of his asser
tions. No amount of argument, how-
ever, can induce the thoughtfil grocer
to look any way but askance at this
combine, which is a trust and only in-
complete, we assume, because the in-
ducements tendered to the firms ve-
maining outside were not strong enough,
or, as we have reason to believe, these
firms disapprove af trusts. As the pio-
neer of federation for groeers, and as
one who has always proudly asserted

it’s a Trade Bringer.
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his beginnings as a grocer, Mr. Lever
is strangely ineconsistent in his latest
move. We should ‘be the last in the
world to cast doubt upon anything Mr.
Lever says, but as the friend of grocers,
particularly of single-shop grocers, his
action eannot but be eondemned. For
many years past the profits realized by
the retailer on Slllllight, Lifebuoy, and
Monkey Brand soaps have been woeful-
ly inadequate, and no grocer could keep
his shop open three months if other
articles did not pay him better. This
margin of profit may not be altered for
better or for worse immediately, or for
a few years. Mr. Lever, however, is
creating a mouster that may and prob-
ably will soon be beyond his econtrol.
When this time comes the groeer will
be the ehief sufferer, as usual. The
public can take care of themselves
pretty well, but what is the grocer to
dq when the same man that suggested
federation as a means of better com-
bating the grievances of the trade comes
forward with a scheme by which, ulti-
mately, the groeer will he further
ground down. Mr. Lever is by repute
an exceedingly wealthy man, and it can-
not be that money indueed his last un-
friendly action to the trade which has
assisted so ably to make Sunlight soap
what it is. Groecers who are content to
let the future look after itself may view
the situation with that dangerous eom-
placency which a never ending series
of oppressive acts engenders. It is ab-
solutely certain, however, that in the
comparatively near future the Soap
Combine will take another shred from
the unsatisfactory profit gained by
handling its proprietary soaps. Mr.
Lever may not live to see this himself,
but his responsibility as the titular head
and originator of a Soap Trust is not
limited to its immediate results. Trusts
are bad, wholly and utterly evil. They
are against the laws of nature, and
however speciously they are ereated,
their growth' means oppression. Our

duty lies in warning the retailer in juét)

as strong a manner as we are abhle—
the publie have had the warnings trum-
peted to them by the daily press. Are
grocers going to have their usual grum-
ble and then let the evil continue, or
will ¢they for once assert the ample
power. they undoubtedly possess. The
duty of the Federation is plain, if un-
pleasant on account of Mr. Lever’s
friendship; whether or not the Federa-
tion will take some decisive step is an-
other matter, and we shall see how the
Associations throughout the country
will aet.
Against More Duties.

The Produce Markets Review, an old
and influential trade journal, in a re-
cent number sails into the tarrif re-
fornmers or improvers to the extent of
several pages, under the eaption ‘‘Cus-
toms Duties and the Consumers.’”’ The
opening paragraphs indicate the tread
of the argument:—

‘“There has, we suppose, never been
a time in our history when trade was
not checked and interfered with by
(Customs duties, whether imposed sim-

\
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ply for revenue or for protective pur-
poses. The great work of statesmen in
the seceond half of the nineteenth ecen-
tury was to reduce fiscal interference
to as great an extent as possible. In
this way duties on some 1,100 articles
were taken off, and Mr. Gladstone’s
great Budget of 1860 alone freed over
400 from Customs trammels. At the
beginning of the twentieth century there
were (‘ustoms duties on only seven
classes of articles—tea, coffee, cocoa,
beer, wines and spirits, dried fruits;
and of these the beer dnty was praeti-
cally inoperative because we import lit-
tle or none, while the frait duties,
though vexatious, yielded only a trivial
net revenue. The Customs, therefore,
in praetice only affected five artieles.
The result of half)a century of constant
removals of the burdens that press on
the springs of trade and industry was
extraordinary, for commeree increased
by leaps and bounds, and the country
enjoyed a period of unexampled pros-
perity. Muech of this was no doubt due
to the progress of invention and seience,
particularly in the shape of cheapened
transport. At the same time, the chief
cause of the progress was the nearer
approach to scientifie taxation, under
whieh people were allowed to huy from,
and sell to, whom they pleased.

“By the end of the last century the
hearing of these lessons had to some
degree heen forgotten by our leaders,
and when the necessity for fresh taxa-
tion arose, new catehwords were invent-
ed to excuse a return to the darken
ages of finanee. It was argued that the
national revenue was gathered from too
few sources, that our fiscal table had
not legs enough, and that it was neces-
sary to widen the basis of taxation so
that everybody should pay his share,
For the moment the protests were un-
heeded of those who kept to the finan-
cial faith of DPeel, Cobden, Bright,
Northeote or Gladstone. We had Cus-
toms duties imposed afresh on sugar
and corn. An export duty on coal was
put on, and the duties on tea, wines,

. spirits, beer, and tobaceo were inereased.

\At the same time (quite apart from
the cost of the South African War),
Javish publie expenditure was indulged
in, both for Imperial and for local ex-
penses, till the extra burden for the
two purposes rose to £130,000,000 a
year more than it was ten years be-
fore. In fact it appeared to be thought
that the nation was so rich that the
bottomless purse of Fortunatus had fal-
len into its possession: and it was for-
gotten that the bulk of the population,
even in a rich country like ours, lives
on the verge of poverty. A phrase like
widening of the basis of taxation sounds
imposing, but in praectice it means the
starving of the poor; while, at the same
time, it interferes in all directions with
the freedom of trade.”’
