The witness was then withdrawn from
the Bar in custody.

He
closed in with Dr. Jenkins, and Mr William Long-
wnith went between them for the purpose,asI under-
stood, of separating them. Before they were separ-
ated, Dr. Jenkins knocked Mr Duncan down, -Mr
Dingwell and myself presented any further collision,
We endeavouredto keep the peace.

At the request of the prigoner, W. A.
Johnston, Esquire, was then caUed in and
examined, and stated-

I was at the Surrogate's office yesterday, a littie
after tlirce o'clock, on business. Coming out 1
passed the first folding door, I saw Dr Jenkias, Mr
Duncan and Mr Davies and some others, Dr.
Jenkins was standing at the southeast cornev of the
H all. Mr Davies was.a little in advance of him, and
Mr Duncan was more nearly opposite to Dr. Jenkins.

7. We thank your Excellency for having directed
the Estimates for the present year, and the Publie
Accounts for the past, to lie laid before us.

S. We regret to learn that the expenditure for the
year that has just expired, bas largely exceeded the
revenue, and also that the revenue bas fallen siort
of that of the preceding twelve months,-which is no
doubt mainly to be attributei to the derangement .of
our commerce, the result of that fratricidal and de-
vastating war which is now raging in the neighboring
Republic.

9. The important subject of Education, with the
large and increasing expenditure which the mainten-
ance of this departinent of the public service entails
on the Colony, shall receive our deliberate attention.

10. The financial c'ondition of this Island will re-
ceive our most serious attention; and we will also
take into our consideration the adoption of such rnea-
sures as will tend to the equalization of the revenue
and expenditure, and the due maintenance of the
public credit.

Il. When the correspondence on the subject of
the initiation of money votes in the House of Assem-
bly is laid before us, this matter will receive the con-
sideration that its importance requires.

12. We are glad that «Hler Majesty has been pleas-
cd to grant the Royal allowance to the Act for chang-
ing the constitution of the Legislative Council by
rendering the sama elective, and we are of opinion
the country will have more confidence in their deli-
berations, now that they are'elected by the voice of
the people.

13. The measure for the registration of votes,
when submtted to us, nill receive our attentive con-
sideration.

to negutiate wvith the proprietors for such abate-
ment of present labilties, and for such terms for
enabling the tenantry to convert their leaseholds
into freeholds, as, without inftinging on the rights
of the landlords, may b fairly and reasonably
asked for to aineliorato the condition of the ten-
antry.

"2d. Resolved, That in the opimion of th.s louse
the basis of any such arrangement should be a
large remission of arrears of rents now due; and
secondly, lthe giu ing every tenant holding under a
long lcase an option of purchnsing his land et a
certain rate, at anly lime lie might find il conveni-
ent to do so.

3d. Resolved, That a reminîqion of arrears of rent
may be ieiasonably nsked, inasmucl as tle exist-
ence of these anlcnos, although it is due paitly to
an nu illingness of Ihe tenants to pay rent, under
the ideai tlat escheat orrsono other delusive scheme
woold enable them to evade; yet it is aio due in

part to the laches end remissness of tho landlords
and their agents ik not enforcing it; and because,
in nany cusus. the arrenre, however incurred,
amount to so large a sum tlat the exactng them
would prove ruirnous to a large number of loyal and
andustt ious people, und would further entircly put
it ut of thieir power to avail themselves of the plan
muggested tri subsequent resolutions for purchasing
their fat i1

44th. lesolved, That as the circumstances of the
tenantry would not, in general, enable them to pay
down any large portion of the purchase money,
the best and only Means for converting the tenures
tito freeholds, lies in the adoption of the plan
which would practically constituté every farn a
savngs bank for its owner, in vhich ho could
from time to time invest his savings, at interest,
towards the purchase of hie farm,-an arrange-
ment vhich could lie effected by the folloving
meang, viz.: that the landlords should agree to
permit the tenante to purchase their farme for such
sumiper acre as shal be fixed upon; and provid-
ing further, that when any tenant (whose rent
was paid up) should be deairous of paying any

oui, not being less than ten poundé, towards the
puchase of his land, lie should have the optiot'
of doing mo; and that the interest on the tW:
pounds, or other ainount en paid, should thence-
forth go in reduction of his yearly rent, and so on
for every payment on accotint of purchase until

he vhole nas paid, when he should receive hie
deed, and that similar covenants should be inserted
in ail future leases for terme over 40 years; such
an arrangement would not only give the tenant the
advantage of pnying an instaiment of bis purchase
mnoney, and ut the sane lime reducing hie rent

hienever lie chose, without subjecting himself to
Ihe vexation and costs incident to cases of inability
to nert instalmci te agreed to be paid at a particu-

ficeholdti, vithout the aid of loans and the expens-
ive subsistence of public offices, by whiclh heavy
liabilties have ahiendy been, and would, if perse.

Lytton, transmitting an address to Her Hajesty
from the House of Assembly, in pursuance of cer-
tain resolutiong of the House, praying that, Her
Majesty would direct a Commission to inquire into
the existing relations of Jandlord and tenant in the
Island, wilh a view to the passing of remedial mea-
sures. The House of Assembly alsø propose that
this Commission should direct its attention to the
Fishery Reserve question.

"The resignation of Her Majesty's Juae Government
bas prevented an earlier aswer to your despatch.

"The Assembly, in their ad'dress, not only'pray for
the appointment of a Coimission, bui they like-
wise indicate, in detail, tie measures which, in
their opinion, should form the basis ofr tat arrange-
ment between landlord and tenant which the Com-
mission should endeavor to bring about. Now,
without expressing any opinion adVese go the ap-
pointment of such a Commission, I am convinced
that any prospect of a beneficinl result from'its
labours, would'be nullified i its action vere letter-
ed by such conditions as (he Assemb1 would thus
impose.
I cannot advise Her Msjesty to enterîinn the
question, unless it is fully uüderstood that the Com-
mission are at liberty to propose any measure
which they may themselves deem desirable.

They suggest,
iherofore, instead, that three Commisionersýor
Referees should be appointed,-one by HerMuH-
jesty, one by the House of Assembly,and the third
by the iroprietor,-and that they stould beinvest-
cd with power to hear and determine ail the 'ques-
tions in dispute. It is further suggested (hat the
expense of the Commission should , ho divided
equally between the Crown, the tenadia and the
proprietors.

"If the consent of al) the parties can bq-obtained to
this proposal. I believe that it mnay offer the pians
of bringing these long-pending disputes to a doter-
mination.. But it wUl be necessary, before,going
further into the matter, to, be asadted that the ten-
ants will accept, as binding, the decision of- the
Commissioners, or the majority of them; and, a-
fur as possible, thot the lgislature of the Colony
would concur in eny menares which miglt ho re-
quired to give validity to that degision., It would
be very desirable also that any Comnissione• who
might-be named by the House of Assembly, on
behalf Of the tenants, should go iintg (hé inquiry
unfettered by any conditions, suh as werqpro-
posed in the Assembly lst year.

That the said Commissioners duly executed your
Majesty's said Commission, and on the 18th day of
July, 1861, transmitted to Hie Grace the Duke of
Newcastle their report and Award. That therein the
said Commissioners, among other matters, reported
and awarded as follows:

"lit. That tenants who tender 20years' purchase to
their landlords in cash, shall be entitled to a dis.
count of 10 per cent., and a deed conveying the fee
simple of their farme. Where the tenant prefers
ta pay by instalmenits,be shall have the privilege,but
the landlord shall nut be boind ta accept a lems
muni than £10 at any one tie ; nor shall the tenant
have a longer tern than 10 years to liquidate the
debt.

" 2nd, That tenants whose lands are not worth 20
years purchase, and w.p, therefore decline to pay
that amount, may tender to their landlords what
they consider the value of their farin. If the
landlord deàlines to accept the amount offered, the
value ehall be adjusted by arbitration. If the sum
tendered is increased by the award,'the tenant
shail pay the expenses; if it is not, they shall be
paid by the landlord, If the sn awarded is ton-
dered mn cash, a discount of five per cent. to be
allowed; if not, pay ment to be made by yearly in-
etalments of not less than él0, the term of payment
in no case to exceed 10 years,

"3dly. That the rent shall be'réduced in proportion
to the instalmente paid, but no credit shall be al-
lowed for any such instalments, until the three
yearî' arrears allowed by this award have been
paid, nar while any rent accrumng afler the adjust.
ment of the value of the farm retnains due.

" 4thly. That proprietors who hold nôt more than
1,500 acres, or those who desire te retain particu-
lar lands to that extent, shail not be compelled te
part with such under tis award.

r5 thly. That leasei under a terni of less than 40
years shall not be affected by this award.

"6thly. That all arrears of rent due by the tenants
previous to the lst of May, 1858, be renitted."

The award having been thus duly transmitted to
your Majesty, His Grace the Duke of Newcastle
forwarded a deepatch, bearing date, Downing Street,
Apri1 5th, 1862, to the Lieutenant Governor of this
Island, covering a draft bill, fron certain proprietoru
who were parties to the eaid Commission, as a sub-
stitute to be taken in lieu of the Award; the said
Proprietors objecting to be bound by the decision of
the Commissioners.

That the Legielature of this Island paesed, during
the session of 1862, two Acte, intituled respectively,
" An Act to give to effect to the report of the Com-
missioners on the Lad Çuestion," and " An Act to
facilitate the operation in certain particulars of the
Award or Report made by certain Commissioners, to
settle and adjust differences, respecting sorne of the
Township Lande in thie Colony; and a minute of the
Executive Council of this Island, dated July 22d,
1862, was forwarded to His Grace, the SecreIary of
State, of which the following is a copy:

spirit, have, by an overwhelming majority, passed
a Bill for its confirmation. The Legislature at the
same time passed a Bill ta facilitate the execution
of the A ward in that part which provides for ascer-
tainmg, by the medium of an Arbitration, the price
of Land, in cases where the Proprietor and Tenant
cannot mutually agree between themeilves; a pro-
vision of this nature appearing indispensable ta
give fuit effnet ta the mèthod of valuation, in this
respect, awarded by the Commissioners.

In the Bill proposed by Sir Samuel Cunard, above
referred to, it is recited that the said ConMmissioners
I exceeded the authority intended ta be given then
by the Assembly and the said Proprietors."

effective by the obstinacy of either party in the
issue, refusing to noinate hie Arbitrator, the Le-
gislature provided a meane as simple and just as
could be devised, by which the intentions of the
Commissioners might be carried out.

"These enactments on the part of the local Legisla-
ture, it will be observed, do, not in pny manner vary
or trench upon the principles of the Award; and
they have been passed, not only for the purpose of
carrying out the provisiopa of the Award in fialler
detail, but as being essentially necessary, in view
of the Despatch of His Grace the Duke of New-
castle ta His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,
of the date af the 21st March, 1860,
By ' passage contained in the Despatch of the
Duke of Newòastle to His Eçcillency the Liept.
Governor, dated the 7th of February, 1862, His
Graco appears to apprèhend that the arbitration
system presóribed by the Commissioners, would
necessitate a multiplicity of separate local irbitra-
tions whidh; in the estitnatido of"His Gracé, would
cônstitu'te insuperable objections agaihet this mode
of adjustinent.

Bccause it is admnitted that (lie Act in
question is the first Act introduccd into this Colony,
in connection with thle Society intended to b iicor-
poiated by it; nnd, withouît anticipating any objcc-
tion to tlie Bill on the part of Her Majesty's Imperial
Government,-there being nothing, in the opinion of
the House, objectionahle or improper in the Bill,-
the House still deerns it a wise and expedient course
to adopt, considering the interests of the Society it-
self, and in order to obviato any objections which
night possibly be raised against the passing of the
Bill on tle part of His Excellency the Lieutenant
Governor, on the groutind of its being the first of the
kind in this Colony.

Because,although the Bill may net strictly
come within the class of Bills which by the Royal
Instructions, the Lieutenant Governot' is required to

reservo for fier Majesty's special approval; as the
House has no desiro to interfere with the legitimate
right of the Lieutenant Goverior to construe the
Instructions intended for his guidance in ail such
matters, the House therefore conceives that the adop-
tion of the amendment of the Legislativo Conncil may
have a tendency to imperil the Bill,

Fourthly. Because the Legislature of this Colony
has in many instances (and a case of the kind has
occurred during the present Session, in regard to the
incorporation of' a Bank) passed Acts nith suspend-

The Title to this property is the sarne as to the other portions of the East moiety of Lot 20 up to

the year 1844, when the ialf Township was divided among the several owners by Deed of Partition. This
part cointamIiing at that tine 1447 acres, was bequeathed to me by Wili, but there being a Debt of £450
upo it at th.e time of the death of the Testator, it was sold at Sheri&Fo sale and bought in by my father,

ST. JOHN, NEw BRUNSWICK, June 20, 1861.
GENTLEMEN;

In obedience to your commands, I went to Prince Edward Island on the 29th
October last, and remained there till the 3d of May, when I returned for further
instructions. I went back to the Island on the 28th May, and returned on the 15th
June, and have since been engaged in making up the statements and tables, which I
have now the honor to enclose.

Bearing in mind the objects of my mission, and the importance of collecting
information frorn all sources on which reliance could be placed, I mixed freely with
the people in all parts of the Island, - and in order to obtain it as impartially as
possible, I did so without permitting it to be known that I had any special object in
view; though I have discussed the various topies touched by the papers I subnit,
with parties in different positions, I have endeavored, independently, to draw my
own conclusions. The Census Returns of the present year confirm them. Those
Returns having been made by sworn enumerators, are of great value. Trusting
that the information supplied may be of service,

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No. 14.-GENERAL OBSERVATIONS.

In the following description, the land is divided into three classes:

First, That which brings the greatest number of crops upon being cleared.
Second, Such as new settlers will take, if they can get no better; and
Third, That which a new settler will not venture upon at all, and is passed over,

-- although at a future day it may be improved by manuring.

It is obvious that these classes cannot have any very distinct boundaries, as they
run into each other by imperceptible degrees. Besides, it was only by partial inqui-
ries, and observing the forest trecs, that a general estimate could be arrived at.

In the new settlenients, the number of crops after the first clearing, or after
stumping, without manure, is a good test of the fertility of the soi]. The kinds of
forest trees is the usual criterion, but it sometimes fails; it is, however, the best we
have. Chernical analysis is the only sure test, but that is out of the question.

The classification may not be very correct, but ià is the best average that, under
the circumstances, could be obtained.

Taking a general view of the land, the greater part of the eastern side of the
peninsula, from Tignish to the bottom of Richmond Bay, opposite to Summerside,
was formerly covered with soft wood, intermixed with pine, the latter wood, in some
parts, very abundant.

The soil is light, easily cultivated, and lias but little strength. In the interior
of the peninsula, and on the western coast, the timber is chiefly hardwood, and the
soil ranks with the best in the Island.

From West Point, easterly and southerly, to near Summerside, there is a bolt
of poor land along the sea coast, varying in width, nearly the whole distance.

Froni Summerside to Tryon, good land extends from the interior quite down to
the coast.

On the shore of Richmond Bay, from Platt River, opposite Summerside, quite
round to Princetown, the light poor land follows the coast pretty generally.

Upon Lot 18, poor land extends inland for more than half the breadth of
the Lot.

There are, in the interior of the peninsula, several tracts of what may be termed
bad land, as shewn by the shading upon the map. That these shadings represent
accurately the forms of these tracts, is not pretended; that at present would be im-
possible. The outlines may be, and probably are, quite irregular, and there may be
some good pieces of land within the shaded area. There may be also patches of bad
land in other parts of the Lot, of which no account has been taken; but in the judg-
ment of persons well acquainted with the ground, the shadings represent the principal
tracts, and about the quantity in the whole Lot, I do not think it represents too
m , ; of such land. If I were purchasing, I should rather fear it was under
estimated.

The greater part of this land is not absolutely barren, but it is covered with a
growth of spruce, upon which a new settler would not attempt to malit a living. A
good deal lias been burned over, and the remainder may be expected to be burnt, as
the adjoining land becomes cleared, and when so treated may not be expected to
recover im less tian a century.
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Instances of the effects of fireï on such lands are numerous in Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick. As one instance in lie former Province, a tract upon the Stewiacke
River, and upon both sides of the Main Truro Road (nearly 100 square miles in
extent), was burnt over in the early part of the present century; the soil there is not
so light as on the bad land of the Island, and it is eligibly situated with respect to
market, but it has remained uncultivated, except in sone very partial instances, ever
since; probably in another forty years the fail of leaves upon it will have replaced
the vegetable matier that was dissipated by the fire, so far as to make it fit for settie-
ment. Similar instances in Nova Scotia are numerous.

In New Brunswick the sane thing may be observed. The country burnt over
by the Miramichi fire, in 1825, has not recovered, andprobably wili remain unculti-
vated for the greater part of another cent ury, and there are many other places in a,
similar situation. It is true the soft wooded land on the Island is not yet ail burnt
over, but it wili be almost sure to happen as the country around becomes cleared.
When a soft-wooded country takes fire, the heat becomes so great as to dissipate the
vegetable matter in the soil. This mnight be restored by manuring, but the manure
must be obtained from sorne extraneous source. The land itself does lot afford the
means of obtaining it. In some cases, plowing in green crops might effect the object,
as is often done in warmer climates; but here tlie sunmmer is se short, that it would
require several years, and more means ihan now settlers generally possess; besides
it is doubtful how tr the imiprovement would repay the outlay.

It has been supposed thut when the botter lands become occupied, people wilI
betake thenselve< to these; but with the modern tihclties for nm>Ving lOisewlere, this
is not to be expected for at least arîother century. The ownerï of better lands
adjoininîg nay, perhaps, gradually take liem into culitvation at a future turne, but
that time is remnote, for they can have ail thu benefit fiom therm as 'a comuioni, thatý
would result from owning them ; and being of no use te others, there wilIl be no
necessity of haste in purchasing.

By laying out the land adjoining te these tracts, so as to take a part of then
in,-say 20 or 30 acres with each 100 acre lot,-a good deal of this land might
be sold with that which is botter, it would be useful for fencing and small timber.
But this would require a degree of skill and expense in surveying, that is not
likely te be empipyed.

Under the present rates of taxation, this land would require twenty-five cents
an acre as an investnent, at six per cent., 'to meet that demand in about twenty-
four years. -This, at compound interest; would amount to one dollar an acre, at
which time it is not probable that, it could be sold (or se much; and il not, it
would resuit in loss to the holder. It is not uncommon for parties to purchase
tracts of this land at Sheriffs' sales, for tax, strip them of poles or other useful
wood, and then abandon them ; shewing that when so stripped, the land is not
considered an investment worth the tax.

FERTILITY OF THE'LA 1D.

In point of general fertility, the land, of 'the" jland, will compare Airly with
that o the opposite main land. It is infe-ioritk), the lands of, Pictou, and Meri4
gomishe, and to those along the St. 'John, abote Woodstock ; but -will .coniparç
favoyay4 with the',land sof Pidtou and Goîchester, between, the Faarltownand,'INew
Annan mountains, theý GulfShore,.and. betwben tbe Petitcodiac and Gulf Shbç
in New Brunswick.

This appears from the number of' the crops tlat cai be takenî after the firsî clear-
i g There is hovever, one dîflerence proper to fie noticed: a large portion of the
lai ;tu Islanîd is upon a loose gravelly subsodI, which allows the manur io leak
titi it. It may be as good , perhaps, as an for the first crop, but will not iold
out well when under the plow, although the cvil iay, by proper management, be
mitigated. li the Provinces this kind of land is comparatively rare.

Tlie conunon plan of croppiiig is to take 1, 2, or 3 crops off land newly cleared,
or ntewly stumped, and leave it to recover, repeauing the opcration after a fev years.
This plan viIl certainly rurn out the lanJ; it bas done so ti more fertile countries.-
By compii ing the quantity of hay and of live stock with the grain and potatoes raised,
as shewnî by the census of 1S55, it appears that a process of detm ioration must be
going forvard. 'Tlie mnanlure fron tie cattle is not suflicient to replace the elenents
carried olf by the grain. One farmer wlo lad been bettled nearly 30 yea rs, anld had
0 acres of'cleared land, said lie could onyi pi operlv nanuîre about one acre from his

cattle, ailI thbat this vas a f'air sainplc f Ile state of tle settieient.
The deterioration is iot greaiy felt at preseit, because there is still a large

quantity of' resh lani, poil lotis of' liich are beimug takei imi by croppoig yearly; but
titis process iust bave ain eid, and thein i wdiIl be muore diflicuht to miita ke a living than
at prtesent.

h'lie seaweed inay keep up onle lialf of the tians upon the coast, ani inuch may
be doti ilear tl'hieeCtuieiüs by means of mussel tmud, but the large body of imterior
lands wIl be, in a gi eat measire, uihot th Ile means of recovery, except by import-
iwg±, iiiniures, or >y plougbtitng ii gr< nil Crops, a process that, in the short suininers of
this clinate, would be vvry tedtits and expensive.

There is no alluviml to depenld uion l'or hay, as is the case In the Provinces, un-
less a small quantity of sat itmarsh hii coiside ed such.

There is also a growth of inferior grass upon a range of sand Islands, extending
from Lennox Island to Conway Inuet ; '367 acres is owned by 22 individuals,;in Lop
varying fromo .1 to 50 acres ; from Conway Inlet to Cascumpec, 500 acres is ownçd
by Mr f.dward Conard, at least he pays tax for it. It is of very little, if of any valuPî
as land, but mIlay serve to give controi over fishing stations at a future time.

CLEARINO UP A FARM.

When a new settier begins without capital, it is as much as he usually can do
to clear two acres per ycar; at the end of four years, when his rent is sixpence an
acre, ho may have eight acres cleared, say two in potatoes and turnips, two in wheat
and two in indifflerent hay. .

The rent goes on increasing from threepence an acre, at the end of two years,
to a shilling ; at flic end of eight years, when it becomes eighteen dollars and fifty-
six cents per hundred acres, at that time there nay be an addition to the above crop
of about two or three tons of lay, and no pasture,-the rent being about one dollar
and cighty cents pur acre for the useful land. The tenant may leave out the oat crop
and got botter hay, or continue the oats until the land will not bear hay, - the value
taken off the ground will, in either case, be about the saine.

Where money has te be raised, oats seen to be the only resource, although the
exhaustion makes it unprofitable iii the long run. At the end of eight or ton years,
he rnay have twenty acres clcared, and about the saine area of ground in crop as
before; the remainder of clearing being in pasture, thon stumping comes on, and a
second course of cropping at tho rate of about two acres a year (the clearing being
continued), till, at the end of twenty years, there are, perhaps, thirty or forty acres
of cleared land, with from fificen te twenty under the plow, and one haitf of that

pretty well worn out by cropping.
Sometimes clearing is carried on at a more rapid rate; circumstances may be

peculiarly favorable, or there nay ho grown up sons in the family, which is equivalent
to capital; but in the majority of cases this is a pretty fair account of a new settle-
ment. Except in very favorable circumstances, it is impossible te pay the rent, and
support a family by vhat is raised upon such a farm, If fifty or sixty acres were
cleared, and in good heart, the dernand might be easily met; this, however, requires
either capital or tine. The few persons who have capital, do not lay it ont in this
way; the demand for rent comes on too soon, and even if not paid, remains an incu-
bus upon the energies of the farmer, and prevents improvements.

It is the opinion of several porsons with whom I have conversed on the subject,
that at least one half of the new settlers lose their farms, or hold them only until the
landlord can get a tenant who will pay a part of the back rent. One of ny inform-
ants divided them into thrce classes : one who paid and kept independent; another
who got into arrears and who did not try te pay; and another who was totally unable
to pay ! This was with regard to land in the rear of Bedeque, one of the best dis-
tricts in the Island.

The natural consequence of all this is, that the tenant in arrears finds ito his
interest te improve no more than lie can help; improvement would only invite pur-
chasers; it is rather for his interest to tako all ho can get out of the land while the
opportunities continue; in fact, it is Ireland on a small scale!

The question has been asked, Why do people take so much land' The answer
is, that they know tliat less than one hundred acres in a farm is not sufficient for
arable, pasture, and wood land. This is the opinion of every farmer settled upon an
upland farm, either hçre or in the Provinces. On rich alluvial land, the case is differ-
ont; but there is little if any of it on this Island.

In the same Township there are a great many lots of fifty acres, which have
been taken mostly by Acadian French, and manypf then are pretty nearly worn out.
It is the opinion of every person with whon Uhave conversed, that when the farmis
become, generally eclosed, and the soi, upon these small lots so far exhausted,that
itwill have to be k9pý up with, manpre obtained upon the same land, tbey will not
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afford a maintenance for a family; that cither the reservo of fuel wili be insuflicient,
or the pasturage inadequate to the keeping up of the arable land; that two or three
of these small lots will bc joined togeiher, and the occupants have to louve them; but
before this takes place, the soil wili have beui pretty much exhausted, and will be of
less value than at present.

This has already taken place at Tignish. Tl'he first settiers carne there sixty
years ago, cleared the land, wore it out, and removed to fresh land in the rear.
Mucli ofthis land has remainied uncultivated over since,and although close to a good
fishery and to the seaweed, would net now conmand as high a prico as the wood-
land in the interior of the Lot.

sEA WEED.

Sea weed is of three kinds: Ecl Grass, Rockweed, and Kelp.

Eel Grass has but little strengtlh as manure. It is used as an absorbent under
dunghills, or in a suînmer cattle yard, and sonetimes put imnediately into the
ground. If, when used in the latter way, it be first dried, it decays but slowly,
which is not tic case if plowed in green. This, however, cai only be donc advan-
tageously vlie not interfering with the cultivation of the crops.

Rockweed lias more strength as manure than Eel Grass, bulk for bulk; but per-
haps net much hetter, taken equal in veiglt; but it decays more readily, and, su far,
is superior. It is quite abundant on sone parts of' the coast.

Kîelp lias more power, as manure, than cither of the others, but does net bear
many repetitions without intervening doses of stable manure. On some parts of the
coast it predominates.

Sea weed is very abundant only in certain localities, and a few individuals make
good use of it. But there are other ranges of coast where it is in small quantities.

On most parts of the coast, places favorable for roads on to the upland are at a
considerable distance apart. lhe weed, when gathered, must be carried coastwise
to those places, and then it would often be necessary to carry it over the ground of
different persons, leave for which may net always be obtained.

It is also brought. ashore by storms, and if not taken up immediately is apt to be
carried off agan by a change of wind, and requires constant attention. The summer
season is the time nt which it is brought ashore in the greatest quantities, and the
amall fariner cannot leave his crop to attend to it. He would lose more on the one
hand than gain ou the other.

Sometimes the weed is pîled upon the beach until it is convenient to haul it away,
but that answers only in a few places. Whenever the bank is high, particularly
where it is rocky, there is not roon above the surf. Besides, on many parts of the
shore, such piles would be covered with a fine drifting sand that is found on many
parts of the coast. This sand acts much like drifting snow, and covers every small
obstacle in its course

For example, at Tignish a fence was built some years ago to protect a grasb
field. 'The sand was soon to the top of it. The fonce was raised, and the proess
repeated until a ridge was forned soue fifteen feet high. The raising of the fence
was not carried any further.

It is very difficult to obtain an estimate of the expense of getting this .manutôt
Few keep an account of it. Mr Linkletter, however,gives an accounit which aþpoats
a pretty fair estimate. His farm is about two miles westerly -of Sunàmetsidé. 4 04
takes up 150 to 200 horse loads of eel grass in the summer', which he leave&pileid
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over winter, and in the spring it has shrunk up to about two-thirds of that quantity,
This is manure for about three acres of ground. It prodoces one crop of potatoes,
one of' wheat, and three of hay (a ton and half to the acre). He employs a boy and
horse in collecting this from the first of July te the first of November. The distance
hauled is about half a mile. There is no drifting sapd here ; but, as before stated,
the weed, if not gathered at once, is liable to be carried away by the first changd
of wind.

The expense of this is-boy, four months' wages and-board for time employed
about the weed, say forty dollars. The horse is required in the spring and autumn
in working the farm. In the iniddle of'the sumrner he would be idle. The chargq
against this service is, therefore, only the extra fed, say thirty bushels of oats, ten
dollars-making 50 dollars outlay for the nianùre of three acres, equal to $13 33c.
per acre; interest $2, makes $15 33c. per acre for five crops, - about $5 for the
nanure of each crop, or $15 for three acres of wheat, thro of potatoes, and nine

of hay.
If these crops are valued at the usual selling price that is being raised for sale,

without connection with the general work of the farin, the manuro must be collected
independently of the farm work, and would cost double the above sum. But if the
crops be consumed on the farin (whicl is the logitimate use of them) the profit is to
be estinated upon the wheat at currenit price, and the growth of the stock kept upon
the potatoes and hay. Taken cither way, there is but a fair profit.

This is a very fair case of manurinîg with sea weed, but it requires ami independ-
ent position, and matters to be in good train. A poor man, struggling for a living
for his fanily, and without proper neans, cannot avail hiinselt' of the advantage.

Mr Linkletter has easy access to the shore, and only half a mile to haul. Somp
others have three times this distance, over bad roads, and have great difficulty in
getting off the beach. Add to this the want of capital, and it is not wonderful that
the weed is not all used. Some individuals make noney by it, but to others the
cost nearly equals the income. Similar observations may be applied to manuring
with kelp.

Along the western coast, and from the North Point to Tignish, it is in consi-.
erable quantities. It requires less to the acre than other sea weeds, but does not last
so long, and in the end is not perhaps more profitable.

An objection often made te the use of sea weed as a manure is, that it promotes
the growth of couch grass. This seems difficult to account for. Possibly the weed
nay possess some material peculiarity favorable to the growth of that grass, or, by

loosening the soil, the ground rnay becone more favorable to the spread of its roots,
and less so for those of other grasses, or, what is quite as likely, the land is kept up
in crops by the weed, until elements of fertility,not replaced by it, are so far exhausted
as to starve the culivated grass and allow the couch to take its place.

As regards the quantity of sea weed on the shore, generally, it is exceedingly
difficult to make any tolerable estimate. It varies in different places. Mr Linkletter:
bas a front of eight chains, which furnished the quantity used by himn- iaild ho thinkg
it is a fair average of that part of the coast. Mr Bell, of Cape Traverse, is in a very
favorable situation, and he thinks there is enougli to, manure from two to four acres
yearly upon each farm of twelve to fifteen chains front upon that part of the coast,and that one manuring will produce two crops of grain and two of indifferent hay.
But the weed, however, is not evenly divided. A few farms that are favorably situ-
ated get a large quantity, and the remainder very little; and probably one-half of that
which comes onshore is either carried off by the tide or buried by the sand. On the
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shore at Rustico, aiso, it has been estimated that the proportionate quantity is about

thes-ame.
in nany other places, the common opinion is, that if evenly divided thore would

be but a small quantity to each of the front farms. Around Richmond Bay the sup-

ply is very light, and that principally eel grass, and but few persons use it im consid-

erable quantity.
From Cascumpec to the North Point the supply is considerable; but a gre4t

deal goes to waste, owing to difficulties in getting it; and on the west coast the sup-
ply is light, and only a small portion of that is secured. In addition to the want of
time to attend to it, the coast is generally bold, with a footing of rock, and with but

few openings to the land within. The opinion of the people on that coast is, that
there is not enough for one-fourth of the front tier of farms.

MUSSEL MIUD.

This is called a very valuable manure, but difficuit to obtain except in a few
places. It occurs in Most, if net in ail, the estuaries of rivers on both sides of the
Island. It can, on1ly bo taken up in the summer, and in favorable localities. The
beds corne but very little above low water, and the mud is obtained by grounding a
scow, loading it at low water and filoating it te the landing place by the next tide.
On the north side of the Island, the rise of tide is generally too small to admit of
this plaîn being available; il whiclh case a box, witholut a botton, about ten feet
square, is put down, forminig a temporary coffer dam, and the mnud in the inside dug
ont to the depth of several feet below the surface of the water. In other cases, it ls
raised with oyster tongs; but in general it is taken only from (ie tops of the beds,
which are bare at low vater.

On the soutil side of the Island, there is a greater rise and fali of tide, the beds
are bare for a longer lme at each tide, and the rmud more easily obtained.

Tho rise of tide on Cte nord side is at springs from 3 to 4 feet, and at neaps
1 to 2 fet-average 2 feet 9 inches. On tlie south side it is, springs 4 te 6 feet,
neaps L feet-average about 5 feet 3 iches; difirence two and a half feet. This
gives a greater advantage for digging the mud on the south side.

The 7mud is put on shore in heurs, wlere it is left till the proper time for
putiting ont the land. About florty snglo cart loads to the acre are sufficiont. It
lasts several vears, and the benefit is, in a certain degree, permanent, probably
from the dlcomîîposi(ion of the shells contained in it. î

As much of this work is im the water, the only season of leisure fromdttend-
aunce unnî tle crops, l wvhich mîîud can be raised, is bétween plantingý and liairMg
t une (anid hli, in11' eee m a egree vith the ôther work). Spriing and autubnip mre
too cold. Geturg muud, therefore, in sutnmer can only be profitably done by

1 ersons possessed of means sufficient to hire labor at a busy season; and the labor
and difliculty, not te say the disagreeableness of the work, is so great thateom-
paratively spealkiiig, but very littie mud is raised.

A gre4i dal of this difliculty might bo obviated by the employment of a dredge
te raise the mud, froin which it might be landed at proper points, and distrib'uted
in winte-, when mon and teams would otherwise be idie.

A dredge, to be worked with horses (with scows and other' applianceà),might
probably he built for one thousand dollars, and the mud might be put olù shbre for
fcom 19 to 5 ) cents per cubic yard. Ten to twelve cubic yardtig are called' a fair
allovance for an acre. A joint stock comnpany, composed of landowners alông the
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estuaries, would find itbut a sinali matter to get up such a machine, and evep if it
paid no dividend it would be indirectly a very profitable investment.

Tho expenue, at present, of, getting out the nudvaries vith circumstances. A
case occurred last year at Cascumpec,that probably miay be taken as a very fair speci-
mon. Mr --- manured three acres with about thirty single1 horse loads to the
acre, at acost for wages and horse hire, exclusive of board, £10. Add board and
horse keep, would make about £14, -- equal to $46 66c., or $16 50c, per acre.
There has been one crop taken since, and lie thinks the first two crops will return the
outlay, and then the general improvement of the land will remain a profit.

If the mud could be put on shore in the summer at forty cents per cubic yard,
the farmer could distribute it in winter with his teams and men, the outlay for which
would be hardly felt, and theprobable outlay would not exceed $6 per, acre.

The size and depth of the mussel mud beds have not been ascertained, but all
agree that the mud is abundant. Allowing twenty cubie yards to an acre (double
the usual complement), eaçh acre of mud, at six fet deep, would manure 480 acres,
which would make a strip of land two miles long and thirty chains deep. There are
about sixty miles of shore at the estuaries, and thirty acres of this mud bed, at six
feet deep, would manure the whole to thirty chains deep, being 14,400 acres. This
would only be an acre of mud to each mile in length of the estuaries; but there is as
much more of this as would allow the process to be repeated several times. It is,
however, to be borne in mind, that those beds, when exhausted, will not be renewed,
and it may be expected that the land will ultimately fall back to its original state,
except in so far as it may be benefited by the lime of the shells. If the mud were
only used for raising food for cattle, and the manure from that used upon arable
crops, it might lay the foundation of permanent fertility; but that is not likely to be
generally donc.

sAND HILLS AND ISLANDS.

The islands are all apparently owned by individuals, who pay tax for them.
Some are good land, and cultivated; others worthless sandbanks. The spit of sand-
hills fron Hog Island to Conway Inlet, is held by some twenty persons, who cut
some indifferent hay npon it. Al the range of sandhills.from Conway Inlet to Cas-
cumpec light (twelve miles), is held by Mr Edward Cunard. I do not know whether
these claims are legitimate. Mr Stewart may, perhaps, claim Lenox Island, because.
it is opposite to his Lot 12; but the grant confines the ownership to a line 500 feet
back froni the shore, and nakes no mention of islands outside of this limit; at least,
this is the case with the grant of Lot 36, which I have seen.

Besides, the sandhill in front of Lot Il is claimed by Mr Edward Cunard,
although that Lot is public property. Also, Mr Yeo claims the sand island off Brae
Harbor, opposite Lot 9, owned by -Mr Sulivan. Savage Island, at Cascumpec, is in
the saine category. The sandbanks produce a small quantity of inferior hay; but
tie principal use that can be made of theni seems to be the control of the fishery.

Mr Cunard, by the possession of Cascunpec Point and Savage Island, already
controls that harbor, so far as business is concerned, and this notwithstanding the
reserve upon the peninsula. But a title to the outer sandbars will not be subject to
reserves, and will give one person full control of fourteen miles of one of the best
fishing grounds of the Island.

The Conway and Cavendish Inlets are good harbors for crafts of'light draft,
and they are close to good fishing ground; but the owner of the ground may refuse
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building room, or charge what rent he may please for the use of a worthless
sankbank.

It is true the main coast may be used for this purpose, but it would require the
outer bank in connection.

There mnay be, before a great while, a fishing village opposite Conway Inlet; but
there must be proper buildings at the Inlet for taking caro of the fish, and for shelter
in stormy weather, These observations will apply to Cavendish Inlet also; but, as
a harbor, it is inferior to Conway. In fact, wherever there is a break through
these outer sand reefs, there is a boat harbor that, by and by, will come into requi-
sition, and it might be well to provide that they are not monopolized.

Brae Island is a place I do not know much about; but there is reason to
believe that, before long, the harbor will become a point of communication with
Shediac and Nova Scotia, for a considerable range of country in the rear, as
well as being a good site for fishing establishments; and it is not unlikely that
a forcsight is exercised with reference to a control of that business at a future day.
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No. 15-Description of Townships, giving a fair average of the charac-
teristics and capabilities of the soil throughout the Island.

TOWNSHJP No. 2

Contains in emali Lots 8,880 acres of Land, leas-
ed, for which taxes have been paid by the ,Occu-
pants, besides 1500 acres paid for by tihe Propri-
etors, the greater part, no deubt for defaulting Ten-
ants, making in thë whole, 10,330 acres. There are
only 130 acres of freehold.

The Eastern end of the Township is well cleared
off The land from the'east cdast to the Western Road
is mainiy ail occupièd, as is also a tier of Lots, on
the western side of that Road. Thére are also a few
settler on the Western Coast, and six or seven on
the Palmer Road-about siiteer in ail. The interior
containing about 10,000 acres, is uninhabited. Of this
about 4,000 acres are bad, or third close land.

The soil across the Eastern end, in ligit and rather
poor, and can only rate as second clas, say about
4,000 acres--theh take 4,000 acres at Palmer's road,
as third class, the remaining 12,000 acres, may be
termed first clase; but a large part of this is unnha-
bited.

The clearings are principally upon land of the se-
cond clase. Three fourths of the land between the
Eastern Coast and the Western Road is cleared; on
the western side of that rond, the average width of
clearing,is about forty to fifty rods,making about seven
hundred acres. There are also smali clearings on
the western end, near Miminegash road, say 300
acres.

Some years ago Mr. Hill sold the Lot to Mr
Branscomb, who divided it into blocks oftwo or thre
thousand acres each. Hie heirs are scattered,and the
land has been squatted upon. A part of this Lot feil
into the bande of the Traverse family, consistiog of
five daughters. Three are marriednand teside on thé

h

Lot, or in the neighbourhood; the other two are in
possession of a farm near the Episcopal Church.

The land leased consits of 27 tracts, averaging
about 80 acrée each, the whole being 2,144 acres.
Therent i. at the usual rate, viz. I 1-9 shilling per
acre, and amounte te £119 29 currency per year.

Sorme years ago Mesrs. Palmer and Yeo bought
a tract on this Lot (rom some of Mr. Branscomb's
heirs, some of the occupants of which have been ser-
ved with writs, and the natter is nòw in a state of
litigation.

Mr. Hunt of Saint Eleanor's, claims some land on
this Lot by heirihip, but the claim i not acknow-
ledged.

It was cut into small
lots, and transferred, often at nominal prices, but
remained as freehold: subsequently the Proprietor
bartered ofFa large quantity of land at about a Dol-
lar an acre, for Pine Timber, at four Dolltrs a ton.

The hairs of the famnily occupy at praserit about
700 acres in farma, and get rente for some 1500
acres more which may he expected to become free-
hold as time goes on. Several of these leaies are
for one hundred years, having about 80 years to
run; others for 099 years,--both 1 1-9th shilling per
acre. There are also nome Leases at Seven.pence
and Nine-pence per acre, for the longer term.

Here are 52 out of 57 persons who have barely a
sufficiency of grain and vegetable food, without the
means of getting meat, or wool for clothing, net to
say foreign luxuries, or payment of rent.

TOWNSHIP No. 43.

The settlements on this Lot are upon both shores
and along Bear River Road, The interior is but
thinly settled. For threce miles inwarà from the
northern shore, the land is generally poor, covered
with amall epruce. The southern part is of fair me-
dium quality, and along the shores saa weed may be
obtained. The enumerator returns three-fourths of
the leased land as firet, and one-fourth as second qua-

lity. This is not in accordance with the judgment, of

REMARKS UPON ST. ANDREW'S PARISIL.

This parish rontains Townships 59, 61, 63, and
64. The gene,al aspect is that of an easy slope,
falling from moderately high table land at its western
boundary, with a gently undulating surface to the
eastern coast, which is quito flat, probably no part
of the parish more than 200 feet above the sea level.

Around the coast the ground has been covered
with spruce, pine, hemlock, &c,, for a distance inland
of from one to three miles, The western part is
covered with liard wood, mostly beech. The soil is
generally dry and gravelly, and in many parta very
poor; the beat is on the northern part of Township
69; from that it goes on getting worse to Murray
River. Lot 64 is somewhat botter, but yet tar from

meriting the character of gond land, except perbaps
in a few spots. This range of dry poor ground ex-
tends quite across St. John's parish to the south
coast.

TOWNSHIP No. 59.

This Lot has a coast of about nine miles in length
upen Montague River and St. Mary's Bay. The
beat settlements are upon Douse's Road, at the west-
ern end of the Lot, and upon the coast,-the former
being the best Iand, and the latter having the advan-
tage of sea manure.

"IThe Whim Road" is, for the first two miles
froni the coast, unsettled, the land being bad. West-
wardly of this is a continuous settlement, and the
country cloared off. There is a fair share of sea
weed upou the coast of St. Mary's Bay, and some
persotis make good use of it; but, as in other places,
it is not ail collected. The largest crops appear by
the census to be raised by persons upon the coast,
probably owing to the sea manure. The land occu-
pied as farms is returned by the enumerator, who
resides upon il, as all of middling or second clase
quality. The unoccupied land is probably teo poor
for settlement. There is a large tract of such land
on the eastern end of the Whirn Road.

By the tax list 16,637 acres are in small lots, and
by the return of the consus 9100 acres are under
lease, leaving 7537 acres, nostly in the hands of
snall proprictors, or of Government, who purchased
one-third of the Township, as part of the Selkirk Es-
tate. The quantity returned as not having paid tax,
is 1600 acres of crown land, and 1763 belonging to
proprictors; but, in the absence of a survey, it is not
known whether there be so mîuch vacant land, proba-
bly thero is not.

TOWNSHIP No. 61.

The principal settlement of this Township is upon
the coast of St. Mary's Bay, and for about five miles
up the St. Mary'. Road. Further up that road, and
acrose the western end of the Township, are some
20 or 30 families of immigrants from the Highlands
of Scotland, who arrived about two years ago.

The part of the Township from Mink River Roa'd
to the east coast, and for a mile inland, from Stur-
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geon Bay, ha. been covered with sprucç, hemlock,
pine, &c. The soil je light and rather sandy, From p
that to the western end the wood is principally beech,
the soil poor and gravelly, I passed over a part of e
it last winter The following iî a copy of my journal,
written et the time:- t

Of eighteen of the recent settler., the value of the
roduce iai8ed ranged from about three te ten pounde
-average, £6 8s. 9d.; and of four of them the s-
rage was £17 4e. 3d.

The hay raised by these 68 tenant@ amounts to 77
ons. The largest crop raised by one persaon was
ive tons. Of sheep, the number on the Township is
809. Of inhabitants,910,giving an average of about
ix eheep te each family, but probably the poorer
clase will not have more than two or three each.

Thus it appears that of 90 tenants, 16 are in fair
circumstances. Twelve may have a sufficiency of
food, but very little te epare,-nothing for luxuries.
44 with little over hall the year's provision, and 18
ess than one-fourth provision. Au for clothing, I
cannot even guess at the mode of obtaining it.

TOWNSHIP No. 68.

" Tuesday, January Sth
"Went up St. Mary's Road ; snow deep,-land E

covered with hardwood, but poor and dry. Very 0
small quantities of produce in proportion te ground
cleared. People apparently poor. Settlers mostly
Irish for five miles up the road. Age of the settle-
ment, 13 years, and downwards te three or four
years The next two miles no seulement; thon
about ten families of Highlanders, who came two ,
years ago, spread over the remainder up te Wood
Island Road. Land hard wood, but dry and poor."

Thre next day I crossed the heatd of the Lot upon
the Wood Island Rond, and rernarked land about the
sanie as on the St. Mary's Road.

Mr Frazer, who took the last census, remarks-
'The land on this Lot is generally poor. That

whiclh is not swarmpy is sand and flint atones. I did
niot seie mnre than four or five good farine on the
wholo Lot. The west end is well wooded, but bad

land. It ls about the last place I should care te
mnake a living in ; tie land il worth nothing except
l'or tie lumber."

Mr Frazer is an experienced farmer,and the above
is his opinion, given on oath. In the classification of
the quality of the land which is occupied by tenants,
Mr Frazer puts the second class at 30 per cent , and
the third class at 70 per cent. It je probable that
the greater part of the unoccupied land would be
rated third class.

By the tax list, the quantity of land in smail lots
for which tax lias been paid, ts 11,500 acres; and
8000 acres ti paid for by the proprietor By the
census, the quantity of leasehold land i. 7100 acres,
and of land under agreement for lease 2400 acres,
making 9500 acres. Thre leasehold land je held by
90 tenants, of which 24 are recent settlers; leaving
68, the time of whose leases whiclh has expired rang-
ng from 10 to 40 years, - the greater number from

The principal settlement on this Lot je around the
eastern coast, and on Murray Harbor as far as Mink
River. Up Murray River the settlers are very few.
There are a good many on Peter's Rond, and about
the western and of the Township. The whole num-
ber of famihes on the Lot je about 100; of which 30
are freeholders, and 64 are leaseholders. The frei-
holders are nostly on the coast.

The number of acres on the tax list je 20,000, of
which 3000 of cultivated, and 8000 of uncultivated,
was paid for by the proprietor; the greater part of
the latter being unfit for settlement. The number of
acies under lease je, by the census, 5100 acres, held
by 64 persons, being an average of nearly 80 each.
There are also 246 acres occupied by agreements
with the proprietors, and 2385 by freeholders and
squatters.

The face of the country, from Mink River Road
out t tie eastern coast, il flat, or shghtly undulating,
and has originally been covered with soft wood, with
a pretty large proportion of pinc. The land is light
and sandy, and much of it on the coast kept up with
sea weed. Fron Mink River Rond to the western
end of the Township, and for near half the breadth,
the ground has been soit-wooded and burnt over,
cone of it several times. It je destitute of inbabit-
ants, and likely to remain se for a long time. The
northern boundary of the burnt land je tolerably weil
designated by the dotted pencil line on the,mpp.
Peter's Rond runs upon, a, hardwood ridge,, and, is
pretty well settled; but the land is said te be drytend
gravelly, to produce very littile in dry seaspna, and
withal te be easily exheusted after cleaping, I hpge
net been on the upper part ofthis road, but this is;##
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oharaoter givon of it, and 1 think is il true. It in
about the character of the lad Qu t'ho t. M ay's
Road, which I have seen, and which is in the sane
range of country.

Of this Lot, Mr Dalziel, the census enumerator,
.aysa-" As far as I am acquainted with the soil of
this Island, 1 am of opinion that Lot 63 is amonget
the poorest for farming purposes, and nearly all that
is fit for cultivation i occupied, There is a great
extent of what is called barrons and swamps, and
crops on the farme noar the swamps are often de-
stroyed by the early fronts." After treating of roads
and shipping places, he goes on to say, " But I am
sorry to say that it will be a long time before the
poor settlers in the rear of 63 will be able ta ship
much produce."

The " Barren " is the burnt ground mentioned
above. The vegetable matter bas beau dissipated by
fire, and the land will hardly ever regain its former
fertility, unless it should grow up in deciduous trees,
and romain long enough to receive back the vegeta-
ble matter by the fall of the leaves, a process that
will require nearly a century.

Thore are on my copy, fifty leaseholda. I think
there muet b some omissions, but not to a very
great extent.

The general formation of this Lot is that of a long,
low table land, having a pretty high steep bluff on
the southern aide, and falling off on the northern side
with an easy alope to Murray River and Harbor.

The soettlements are mostly around the shores, as
indicated by the roads upon the map. The land, son
far as coufd be gathered from a cursory view taken
froin the road, appears in mont parts light and poor.

The Zeturiof the census gives, in the opirià ofal1
enumerator, 80 per cent' of the wlIle quautity of
leasoed land as second quality, and 70 par cent. as -
third quality. On the southern shore the bank in
high, and affords but fow openings by which sea
weed can be brought on the land. On the shore of
Murray Harbor, the opportunity of getting it is pretty
good, and a good deal is used.

There is in occupation, as appears by the tax list,
12,500 acres; also 7500 acres for which the tax has
been paid by the proprietor. The unoccupied land
lies mostly at the western end of the Lot, and is con-
sidered generally unfit for settlement. Indeed, this
may be inferred from the census; the latest leases
have been running fourteen years, with the exception
of ten, comprising about 500 acres, which have been
running five to tan years. Also, the population han
decreased the lat five years from 1285 to 1241.

The production of the stapie products bas also
diminished upwards of 12 per cent. This is no more
than may be accounted for by a change of seasons,
but taken in connection with the stationary state of
the population, and the small demand for land during
the last ten years, it sams probable that the unoc-
cupied land is considered to be not worth the rent.

The leased land is 6384 acres, which deducted
from 12,500 which has paid tax, leaves 6116 acres as
freehold.

Price $333, cash
down. Taking the bouse at $30, clearing at $16 and
marsh at $14, there will be left for the land $2 73c
par acre.

About 1835, Miss Fanning sold several lots on
Township No 67, for $33 par 100 acres, or 83c an
acre. This was in the interior of the country, the
roada new and access difficult. The price was
afterwards raised.

Mr Schurman says that Governor Fanning granted
Lot 67 to disbanded soldiers, aller the peace of 1815,
and bought from them for a trifle.

Twenty-three years ago, Mr Foley,of Lot 8, bought
a leasehold of 105 acres, 45 cleared, buildings worth
$333; prico $516.

OPINIONS EXPRESSED BY DIFFERENT
PARTIES AS TO THE VALUE

OF THE LAND.

LOT 1.

At a meeting of people at Palmer Road, opposite
the southern end of Nail Pond, it was said that the
generally understood valuation of leasehold farms,
about two-thirds clear land, and including ordinary
buildings, is about 20s=$3 33c per acre upon the
whole. Special circumstances, as good buildings, or
facilities for getting sea inanure, cause an increase.
One old gentleman present said he had 100 acres
jeasehold, about 70 acres cleared, with a bouse and
barn worth $200, and that ho would not take less
than £200=$666, or $4 66c per acre, exclusive of
the buildings. But he did not wish to sell.

This was considered an extreme price, and named
by a person in independent circumstances, who, if ho
sold et ail, would only do so as a speculation.

LOT 4.

The reason given why the land on the Western
Read, at Campbell's Corner, does not sell, is the

rente; around the sea coasta there are privileges that
do not exist in the interior, and which are not com-
pensated by the goodnoes of the land. A poor man,
at the end of seven years, cannot usually have more
than twelve or fourteen acres cleared, and a good
deal of that producing but little. Eighteen dollars a
year is, under such circumstances, a weight, that few
who can avoid it are willing to encounter,

Mr Ramsay, Port Hill, maya ho estimates land be-
vond the reach of mes manure at about one hall of
what it is worth on the shore, quality being equal.

Same authority says that more than one half, in
some cames two thirds, of the original lessees, lose
their landa by falling into arrears in the payment of
rente.

Some persons in Bedeque gave as their opinion,
that new settlers may b classed in three parts:

One third who puy;
One third who are unable to pay; and
One third who might pay, but do not exert them-

selves bufficiently.
Benjamin Haywood, Esq., of Lot 1, says he eati-

mates the fair value of leasehold farm, including
ordinary buildings, and under the usual terme of pay-
ment, part cash and part credit, to be about $4 por
acre; but very little changes hands.

Mr Lyle, Lot 16, thinks 209 ($3 33c) is about a
fair price for clear leased land, nothing being allowed
for that which is.not cleared.

At a small party at Mr Anderson's, Bedeque, it
was agreed that the general value of improvements
upon loased land, was about $3 per acre, if back
land; and about double that if on the sea shore.
Also,that marsh was worth from $25 to $50 per acre,
according to quality, for the freehold.

Mr Dingwell, Fortune River, says that ha thinks
the improvements un leased land in the vicinity would
sel for 20a to 40s ($3 33o to $6 66c) per acre,
according to the situation and opportunity of getting
sea manure, but that very little changes hands.

Mr Finlay, of New Perth, says ho thinka that for
100 acres of freehold, partly cleared, middling qua-
lhty, a fair average price would ho about $500, ex-
clusive of buildings. Special advantages, such as
ses manure, &c., might bring it up to nearly double
(bis sum,

The general price of stumping land in thissettle-
ment is $5 to $8 33e per acre, the contractor finding
himself.

There is but little first clearing done.
Land beyond the reach of dea manure is valmed *t

about two-thirds.
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No. 17.--Tables shewing the average quantity raised per fainily in each
Township, and the consequent comparative productiveness, deduced
from the Census of 1855.

The following Tables are founded upon the Census of 1855. In making them
up, the number of families are taken at one half of the number of married persons,-
this gives the number a little too large, but the excess is required as an allowance
for non-agriculturists. The whole population, divided by seven, gives about the
same number.

Thé Bushls.of Wheat, Barley, &c., and the Tois of H'ay returned, divided by
the number of families, gives the avrage:qunhtity to each : these ate sheWê in
Table No. 1.

As nearly ail the people in each Township are alike engaged in cultivation, the
quantity of produce raised, compared with the population, may be taken as a pretty
fair criterion of the productive power of the soil in each Township (at Ieast, it is the
best that can be obtained at present), and the comparison of these will give an idea
of the comparative fertility of the Townships.

To facilitate this comparison, the Wheat, Barley, and one-third of the Oats are,
added together, and the result put into a column under the general name of Grain, in
Table No. 2.

The Grain, Potatoes, 'Turnips and Hay, are shewn in juxtaposition, for easier
reference.

To simplify the comparison still further, in Table No. 3 one-fifth of the Potatoes
and one-tenth of the Turnips are added to the Grain, which gives a set of numbers
intended to represent the total actual production per family of each Township,
exclusive of H-ay.

In these reductions, it is assumed that one bushel of Wheat, one bushel of Bar-
ley, three of Oats, five of Potatoes and ten of Turnips, are equal to each other in
point of nutritive power and of expense in raising. This supposition may not be
quite correct, but a slight change in the proportions would not materially affççt the
comparative results as applied to the different Townships by Hay Table No. 3,

The most striking feature in these Tables is the small quantity of IHay, in coni-parison with that of Grain and other crops, and the small stock of Cattle. This wilI
more fully appear from the following synopsis of the Census of 1855. ln that yearlthe Arable Crops raised were (in round numbers)

Barley - - 110,600
Oats - - - 1,581,000
Potatoes - - 1,673,000
Turnips - - - 756,500 t

This gives for two acres about tho inanure made from one horse, 4 neat cattle,
6 sheep and 2 pigs. To this nay be added, Sea weed, Bog nanure, and a, Small
quantity of Mussel mud; but these cannot be very great. I t is manifest that this
quantity is not adequate to keeping up the fertility of the land.

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No 18.-Tables deduced from the Census of 1861, sliewing character of
the Leases, the quality and produce of the Lands leased in twenty-two
Townships indiscriminately selected, and the means derivable there-
frorn for paying the stipulated Rent.

The following Tables are extracted from the Returns of the Enumerators ofthe
Census of 1861, and the value of the produce computed so as to give a proper idea
of the means derivable from the soil ai command of the Tenants for the payment of
Rent and for the maintenance of families:-

1 m 'l'he first colunn contains lie naies of the tenants.
2d. The second, the number of acres in hie holding.
3d. The third, the arable land on the farm. Tlis ithe quantity that is or lias

been under the plough, omitting those parts of the clearing fron which the wood has
been taken off, but not yet cleared from stumps, a process tiat takes place six to
twelve years after chopping down the timber. This land yields two or three crops
when first cleared of the wood, which is the reason that in some cases considerable
crops are roturned when thore is littie or no arable land. An example may be found
in the return for Lot 61, where there are twenty-three holdings, with mor'e or less
produce, but no arable land. The quantities of arable land given by the enumerators
are seldom frein measurement; they have te depend upon enquiring of the family, and
often upon their own judgnent from the appearance of the fields,-hence the returns
may not in this particular be absolutely correct, but they are sufficient te give a good
general idea of the state of the farme. In some instances, the given number of acres
of arable exceed the quantity of leasehold in the preceding column. The reason of
the discrepancy it, that sonetimes the saine person occupies both loasehold and free-
hold, and the arable land and crop may be partly upon the latter. These eleinents
having been taken without distinction as to tenure of the land, errors from this source
cannot be corrected; they go to make the production of the leased land appear greater
than it really is; but the instances do not seem to be very numnerous.

4th. The fourth column shews the quality of the soil. This requires some expia-
nation. The enumerators were generally farmers of experience, and residents cither
in their Township or in the vicinty, and vere well calculated to give a just coin-
parison. But different minds ofien disagree on such niatters; and, besides, the
standard of' reference may not in every case be the saie. 'lhe best land in the
range of country between Georgetown and Murray Harbor does not equal the best
in the rear of Souris, in Bedeque, or in the Western part of Prince County, This
classification may be taken as a good general guide-perfect uniformity can hardly
be expected. A remark may not be out of place here with respect to the classi-
fication given in a former paper (No. 2) of the land in Prince County. In that
classification, the third quality was such as it was supposed a new settier could
not mako a living upon, and which could only be brought into cultivation by gra-
duai enrichment from the botter lands, or by imported manures or other expensive
means. In the enumeration of the census, such land is not taken into account at al,
it is only the land in cultivation that is classified; the unsettled land did net lie withihi
the scope of the enquiry. Hence, the three classes of the census fail within the first
and second of that classification; the qualities are designated by the figures, 1,
2, or 3.

5th. The fifth column-the "term " explains itself.
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6th. 'l'ie time expred does nlot m every case give a (rue account of the length
of time ol occupation of the farmi. Sonitimes new settlers do not take leases4for
several year' being muable or unwilling to pay the fees. In many Lots, lenses were
taken by settlers of long standing, who uatorned, and it is only the tine elapsed since
which iq (ntered in the sixth cohimn,-hence there appears sometimes a large quan-
tity of' arable, wlhen but a fewy years of* the lease have expired. It sometimes also
happens tha. the carbler settiers abandoni their farms after making improvements, and
the existing leases date from the incoming of the new tenant.

7th. The seventh column. " l>rese(nt rent," per acre, is generally sixpence, or
one shilling per acre, as the case may he; but that originally represented British
sterling, and vas paid in "1 lIalifax currency," which was one-ninth added to eter-
ling-making one shilling sterling equal to Is. and ono-ninth Ilalifax currency. But
by an Act subtequenitly passed by the Legislature in -- , called the . One-ninth
Act," the one shilling sterling of rent is paid by one and onte-ninth of the Island cur-
rency, which is fifiy per cent. added to sterling. Thus, when hy the original lease,
in cases of' leases made previous to the passing of that Act, the renit ofone hundred
acres, at one shilling, would he Five Pounds sterling; the payment under the Act
would be only £3 14s 2d sterling, or 8a per acre; and the rents having since been
poid at the latter rate, they are so calculated in the columns. Some enurnoators
have put down one shilling and a penny half-penny; and others one shilling only;
both meanuing the same thing, one shilling and one-ninth. The money colimn of rent
is calcnlated upon titis plan.

8th. 'lie value of the crops is calculated from the returnis of the quantiies of pto.
duce, in 1860, upon each farn. It is based upon the prosent cash prices, viz.:
w.heat, seven shillings and six-pence; barley, three shillings and six-pence; oats, Iwo
shillings; potatoes, one shilling; buckwheat, two shillings and six-pence, and turnips
nine-pence per bushel, Island currency. One-tenth of the gross produce is deducted
for seed.

9th. The Rent is given in currency.
1oth. The " net proceeds, currency," is the sum remaining after deducting the

relit from the value of the produce.
I lth. The hay is not valued, but is given in the eleventh column in tons.
12th. Owing to want of time for revision, a few errors may be found in the cal-

culations, but none that will materially affect the general results.
13ti. 'ihe most striking feature of these tables is the small value of produce upon

many of the farms. For instance, on nine Lots in King's County, the produce of
four-seventlis of the tonantry is below thirty pounds in value; the average being about
£15 6i currency, or £10 4s sterling.

Another seventh have produce between thirty and forty pounds. A verage thirty-
five pounds. The remaining two-sevenths run between forty and one hundred pourds
-average sixty pounds. Bnt eighteen fCamilies out of the nine Lots nyerage one
huidred and seventy-nine pounds, and four others two hundred and seventy-six
pounds.

'[The food of one person for a year, at the prices calculated, will hardly be léss
than four pounds; say two pounds for bread and pojatoes, and two pourids for meat
and fish; and taking the average family at six and a half persons, the amount will be
twenty-seven pounds; to which add thirty bushels of oats for feeding a horse while
al work,-say thirty pounds in the whole, besides milk and vegetables in thesumnier.
But considering the sma-il quantity offodder for seven months' feed of cattle, and'the
poorness of the pastures in summer, the relief from nilk cannot be very great. Tëk-
ing the provisions of the family at twenty-seven pounds a year, it is only l0s 41d

currency, or 6s lId sterling, per week; there is no surplus for the payment of rent
or purcliase of foreign articles. But of four-sevenths of the tenants this is the maxi-
mum incone,-the average is only about one-half of this sum. There is also another
seventh but slghtly raised above this. Nor is this the state of things occasioned,
except partially, by the newness of the settlement; an examination of the tables
shows that the new farms are not numerous, and that in the greater number of in-
stances snall crops are drawn from farns long settled upon.

It may be surmised that these persons get a good deal of their living by fishing;
but this can hardly be the case, as the greater part of the poor tenantry are in the
inerior of the Townships, out of reach of the fishery. As regards clothing, those
people can make for thenselves, if they had materials, but the source from which
they are-to be drawn is not obvious. By the tables of 1855 ail the sheep in these
Townships averaged but eight to a family; and as the more wealthy have a large
share, the number owned by the poorer class can hardly be put at more than three
or four to each family. How clothing and shoos are obtained by those people, to
meet the rigors of winter, is a question difficult to solve. It lins beon said that there
is a great deal of suflering among them at tines, and the statistics prove that itmust
be truc.

The eight Townships of Prince County to which the tables refer, are ail north-
ward of St. Eleanor's, and mnay b taken as a fair average of the production of that
part of the country. Tie number of the smaller crops stands in nearly the saine pro-
portion to the whole as in King's County, viz., under £30, 50.3 per cent.; between
£30 and £40, 13.4 per cent.; but the larger crops are somewhat larger, both in
proportional number and in average value. 'lie aggregnle value of the crop4, over
£100, is also sonewhat larger; but stili there is one lialf of the population in these
Townships whose average crop is only £16 18s, cmrrer3y. It should, however, be
renarked, that many of the inhabitants of the peninsula are in a botter position vith
respect to fishing than those of King's County. For six Townships in Queen's
County, taken promiscuously with Township No. 27, at Bedeque, vhich is fully as
good as the others, the proportion of smali crops is ]ess than in King's or Prince
Counties. The whole number of tenants on the seven Townships is 770; the num-
ber of these having crops of less value than £30, is thrce hundred and nlineteen,
about forty-one per cent. of the whole; and the average value of these crops is
£18 1le. The number of crops of value between £30 and £40, is one hundred
and five, about thirteen and a half per cent. of the whole; average value £3L 1Ws.
The number of crops over £100 in value is eighty-threc, about eight per cent. of
the whole number, and their average value £143 Ss. This shews a lower per
centage of the smraller crops, with a somewhat larger average value, and a greater
proportion of largo crops, than King's or Prince Counties. But still, there are
forty per cent. of the tenantry who do not raise a sufficiency of food, and thirteen
per cent. who can have little if any to spare. It nay properly here be observed,
that the freeholders and large leaseholders contribute mainly to the exports of the
Island.

Remarks on Lot 3:-
The land on Lot 3 in general is very good. At the west end of Miminegash the

land is very good indeed, but the people complain of the roads, for which I think
they have good reason. The roads are almost impassible for carriages at present.-
The people of Miminegash are very anxious to have a road through the centre line of
Lot S, which then would be very little more than half the distance to Cascumpec,
which is now the chief market place. On the east end of the Lot the roads are
pretty good, but the land is not so good as at the west end; there is water communi-
cation at both ends of the Lot, and the Kildare River runs up into the middle of it,
which is navigable only for small boats, the mouth of which is filled up by a mussel
bed which would be a great benefit to us aliif cleared out to allow schooners to
come up it.

General Remarks appended to Lot 4:-

The potatoe crop the last year has been a failure compared with that of the
previous year.

Clover seed lias also been a failure-on account of the scarcity ofhay,there was
very little saved; last sumner being very dry.

The whole of the Township may be classed as second quality land, there only
being a few small spots of first quality; there are 'about 1000 acres of barrons, and a
small quantity of swanp. With regard to the quantity of butter made, there was
not one farmer who knew the quantity consumed by bis family, and could only give
account of the sales. The same renark will. apply to the quantity of cheese.

The road fron the western road to Campbelton, from the head of New Langh
oln to the Dock settlemerit, which was formerly opened by the Proprietor, is now ai-
nost impassable, even for a person on foot. Having walked through that wny to the

back settlers, I can s.afely testify to this from actual experience.
The Lot 7 road, by Campbell's-Cross, is in a bad state for wheel carriages, be-

mg much cut up by frost, &.
The road froin Campbelton to the head of Dock settiement, would be a great

convenience to the inhabitants of the West shore, including the rear of the Lots 3, 4,
5, 7 and 8, as a short road, to Cascunpec Harbor would consequently open a Port
to them for either sale or shipment. At'present, they have to run the risk of shipping
in the open straits with scows, &c., or take their produce, fish, &c. in open boats to
Richibucto, N. B., vhich they barter for other necessanîes.

Remarks on Lot 14: --

As regards the quality of land on this Township, it is second quality, but when
it is well cultivated it yields good crops. Freeholders are mostly independent; but
the inconveniency of obtaining a market for their surplus produce tends to retard
their prosperity. Tenants complain loudly of the rented system; some few among
then are independent; but too many of them are needy, particularly the French set-
tiers located on the western section of the Lot.

Roads and Bridges on this Lot are generally kept in pretty good order; but I re-
gret to have to state that we have no wharves for shipping purposes, as the eastern
section, especially, commands water privileges. The markets most resorted to are
St. Eleanor's and Summerside, which are at a distance of from twelve to eighteen
miles.

The western part of the Lot is from twëve
to four miles froma Suimerside, and the people have to cart their produce through
by the main western road. Richmond Bay extends some distance up, which affords
the inhabitants an opportunity of water communication occasionally. The land is in
general low, swampy, and barren, and a good many people there are poor.

Remnarks on Lot 21:-

The quality of land on this Township will compare favorably witl ihe soil of
the Island in general, while in other parts it is inferior. In sone settlements, par-
ticularly in and around Mill Vale Road, many of the settiers are in very destitute
circumstances, living on rented farms ; and being poor when they came here, lmving
scarcely any clearance, and many of them no other way Qf subsistence than by planting
a little vith the hoe, they scarcely gain a liveliood, although the people seem in-
dustrious. In general, the land is also very hilly, &c.

This Lot is pretty well mitersectcd with roads, and which are in a very fiar state
o repair. Th'ie greatest inconvenience to the travelling public, is the want of a
bridge over South-west river, at or near Cole's Ferry. The water communication
is good-harbor well buoyed, and about ten feet of water on the bar at half tide.

Markets most generally resorted to for the sale of produce, are Halifax, Mirina-
chi, St. Juin Newb Brunswick, Newfoundland, Boston and New York.

The Lands on the south end of Lot 32 are light and fertile, and not subject to
mildew or early frosts,and the settlers there have access to nussel mud and other sea
manure. Ail-the farmers are freeholders and in easy circumstances. Those on the
middle parts are poor ; the lands being flat and swampy are subject to early frosts.

The north end of the Lot is light and sandy, and the farmers are chiefly tenants,
and poor, as they have no access to sea manure, and their farms are very small.

The crops this year, were partially a failure. I met with many who had no seed,
nor anything to support their families during the ensuing summer.

This Lot is well provided with roads and bridges, and is convenient to places for
shipping off:produce. Upon the whole, I am of opinion, that Lot 32 is very poor,
and may be classed second or third class.

The second clause, which requires the
consent in writing of the owner of adjoin-
ing lands te a grant of any part of the sea
shore in front would sufficiently protect the
interest of the owiers if the definition of
the term "owner " in the 3rd clause had
not included Leaseholders, who doubtless
are, in the majority of cases, the tenants
in possession. These would have a direct
interest in consentinig te the alienation te
themselves of the shore iii front of their
holdings, and thus indirectly, and without
compensation, prejudice the rights and
inheritance of their lessors. This, it ap-
pears to me, would defeat one of the ob-
jects which I hlad in view in not recom-
mending Her Majesty to assent to the
similar law of 1860.

Until, therefore, the Act shall have
been amended se as to make any diiposi-
tion of the front shore (in cases where a
Leaseholder in the sense of thé Act is
owner) contingernt upon the joint consent
of the owner of the inheritance and of the
Leaseholder, I have te instruct you to use
the discretionary power conferred upon
you by the first clause in not granting
away the front shore for a longer period
than the unexpired term oUf the Lease.
The 3rd section, as at present worded,
does net seem to me te secure that joint
consent which would be alike fair to both
parties and best protect the interests ýof
each.

This assuîmption 011 the part of the Pro-
prietors ap)aIrs to be founded upon ries
of construction merely applicable to in-
struments of a certain and vell-defined
legal character, but which rules would
appear to be totally inapplicable to a Re-
port or adjudication proceeding fioi a
Commission acting under the extraordi.
nary powers conferred upon the Land
Cominissioners. These povers were
never intended to be restrainedsor limitecd
by any formal or arbitrary legal rules.
By reference to the words ofthe Commis-
sion it will appear tbat thè Commissioners
were empowered to enquire inito tie exist-'
ing differences betveen Landowners and
'renants, and Io adjuist "l the saie 011 fa'r
and equitable pi-inicilpies." Froni the lan-
guage here employed, the powers confler-
red upon the Comîîssioners were of an
un ilit ed descripi ion ; and, in t lie opinion
of the 13uard, anply suflicient to enable
t hei to defino any mode of settlement,
even one of a purely equitable character.
The l30o:-.d know of no more equitable
principle than that of* au impartial valua-
tion of each Tenant's farm.

For the Comnissioners to have attempt-
ed tlis, by their own personal labors,
would have been a work of alrnost endless
duration, and incalculable expense. HI av-
ing, then, establishedi clearly the principle
of valunation, they flound tlat the object
could be accomplhslhed in shorter time, and
at much less expense, by the intervention
of Valuators, in whose jucIgment also,
more confidence would likely be reposed,
from the circumstance of' their being
Judges chosen by the parties themselves.

In order that this, the principal eleinerW
in the Award, miglit not in any instand
be rendered ineffective by the obstinacy 6f
either party in the issue refusing to- nom-
inale his Arbitrator, the Legislature pro.,
vided a means as simple and just as cogith
be devised, by which the intentions of the
Commissioners miglit be carried out.

These enactments on the part of
local Legislature, it will be observèd'd%
not in any manner vary or trench up6n t
principles of the A ward ; and they have.
been passed, not only for thé purp6s Q'
carrying out the provisions ôf the Awaàrd
in fuller detail, but as being essentia'lly,,
necessary, in view of the Dispatchtof 'Hi
Grace the Duke of Newcastle to Hiso E
cellency the Lieutenant Goveynor, of the
date of the 21st March, 1860.

I have, however, to notice that the 7th
clause confers the Elective Franchise up-
on every male person possessing the qual-
ifications therein described. I am not
aware under what linits an alien can hold
leasehold property iii Prince Edward I-
land, and I ihink it nay be advisable that
the Law Officers of your Government
should be directed to cons'i4cr whether
the Franchise might not, in certain cases,
accrue to aliens as the clauseis at present
worded.

Gentlemen;
In conformity with the requirements of

his prescribed duties, the Medical Super-
intendent of the Lunatic A ylum has the
honor to present to your Board the accom-
panying eport, as the result of the an-
nual operations of the/Institution for the
yeau ending January Slst, 1863..

The number of Patients remaining at
last Repo ,, was thirteen males and nine
females, amounting in all to twenty-two.

There have been admitted during the
year seven males and one female, making
a total of eight. The number discharged
las been nine, viz., six males and three
females.

During the past year no deaths have oc-
curred in the Asylum. The unimproved
cases amount to three; six have improved,
eleven much improved, and ten have re-
gained their reason, while twenty-one yet
romain under treatment, as shown by the
accompanying statistical chart.

Of ten cases admitted during the last
nineteen months, eight have recovered,
reaizing the large proportion of eighty
per cent., a figure but rarely attained in
the best conducted Hospitals.

With re#pect to the details of the house-
hold economy, the Hospital is kept clean

ing the wards, furnishing comfortable bed-
ding, constructing isolated apartments for
the sick, with im proved alterations in the
diet-table, etc. ut I regret to state that
we have stilL-to quarter many of the pa-
tients in the basement cells, to thoir ob-
vious disadvantage and discomfort, when
a moderate grant to elevate a part of the
building (as I formerly had occasion to
remark), would enable us to command the
accommodation of 18 additional bedrooms,
and thereby remove all the patients' from
the cellar.

We still labor undor the anomaly and
reproach of having an'Alms-house incor-
porated with our Lunatie Hosp ital, where
at present 8 superannuated Paupers are
kept and fed, at double the cost t. the
country they might be boarded out for in
private families. Beside the nuisance of
their whereabout, they absorb the time of
the attendants, the funds of the Hospital,
and the accommodation oÈ the building,-
the original purpose of foring the pauper
department into a parily remuneratmg
SWorkhouse," having long since beent
found illusive, and abandoned. Although
we can most successfully compete with Our
heiglibors in the Provinces in affecting re.
coveries, it is a matter of regret to have

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stili to struggle with make-shift accomnô-
dation in our endeavors to adininistèr to
the cure and comfort of the Insane.

A small sum of £175 was granted last
year to make some ninor alterations in the
building, but on receiving an estirnate of
the cost of the alterations contemplated,
it was found to be totally inadequate to
the purpose required, and the matter was
allowed to stand over till the present Legis-
lative Session.

The rate of board fixed being so ex-
ciedingly low, and the facilities for admis-
sion so easily attainable, patients laboring
under unsoundness of mind should be for-
warded for treatment with the least delay,
in order to insure their speedy recovery.

Nothing òf unusual interest has occur-
red w6rthy of conimunication ; but I may

heFe óbserve that, during the past year,
the patients in general have enjoyed a more
than ordinary share of real comfort and
attention, and the remedial resuits have
mote than exceeded our most sanguine
expectations.

With these brief remarks, I beg most
respectfully to submit the accompanying
statistical chart to the consideration of
your honorable Board.

I have duly received your Lordship

Despatch, No. 47, of the 21st of Ng,
accompanied by a copy of a Resohition,
which was passed in the House of Assem-
bly on the 15th of April, 1861, relative to
an amalgamation of part or ail of the
British Provinces in North Ameriça.i
The Resolution points out that the ques-
tion might be considered either of a dis-
tinct union of the maritime Province, or
of a general union of them with Caràida,
and suggests that it might be desirable
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upen go important a subject to iascertain
the policy of Her Majesty's Government,
and to promote a consultation between the
leading men of the Colonies.

Your Lordship explains that, fbr va-ious
reasons, your Governrment were'of opinion
that it would be inexpedient to act on
this Resolution last year, but that they
now wish it to be brought'under c'nsidera-
tion,

No one can be insensible to theimport-
ance of the*two measures which are alý
luded to ; and I am far from considering
that they do not forn a *ery proper sub-
ject for caln n'deliberation. They are,
however, of a nature ,which renders it
especially fit that, if either of thm be'pro-
posed for adoption, it shôuld emanate
in the first instance from the Provinces,
and should be concurred, in by all of thern
which it would effect. I should see no
objection to any consultation on the sub-
ject amongst the leading members of the
Governments concerned ; but whatever
the result of such consultation might be
the most satisfactory mode of testing the
opinion of the people of B. N. A. would
probably be by means, of Resolution or
Address, proposed in the Legislature of
each Province by its oWn Government.

Beyond this expression of the views of
Her Majesty's Government as to the pre-
liminary steps which might be taken to-
wards the decision of this great question,
I am not prepared to announce any course
of policy upon an invitation proceeding
from one only of the B. N. A. Provirces,
and contained in a ResQlution of so
general andvague a characteç as, that
which you have transmitted, to, me.. Re0t;

should hereafter be proposed witk the ob 
currence of ail the Provinces to be united4,

It bas been brought to my notice that
persono born of foreign parents in British
'erritôry, are exposed to various incon-

veniences by their inability to procure!
such evidence as will satisfy foreign Gov
ernments that they are British subjects,,

There is no doubt, thatn the children of
forèigner , born in the British Dominions,
are entitled to the character, rights and
privileges of British subjects, inless their
parents at the time of their birth were
alien enemies, that is to say, subjects of a
power-then at enmity with Great Britain.

The Law Officers of the Crown, to
wihom this question has been.referred; are,
of opinion, that it -wodd be impossible
wihoeut risk of inconvenience to authorize
British functionaries to issue official cer-
tificates declaring absolutely, that the
person named, in said certificâte is a
British subject ; but they do not see any
objection toe amere statement of belief t
the sane effect.

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country an offender, who iad absconded
fron one of ier Majesty's Colonies, tak-
ing with him Public Moneys. That diffi-
culty aroso'from the omission to transmit
to ihis country the document necessary to
legalize his arrest in tiis country. I there-
fore thought it right to obtain from the
Treasury Solicitors a statement which
might serve as a guide to Colonial Gov-
ernments in future cases, showing the na-
ture of the documents which should be
sent to England, and the course which
should be pursued in order to secure the
committal here of any peraons. who might
have fled to this country from a British
Colony in order to escape from justice.

The Imperial Acts, which bear upon
this subject, appear to be the Acts 6 & 7
Victoria, Cap. 34, and the 16th & 17th
Victoria, Cap. 118. Copies of which are
enclosed, aiwl fron which it wilil b col-
lected that under these Acis the follow-
ing steps are proper and necessary to be
observed :

1. A Warrant must have been issied
against the offender by some person having
lawfui authority to issue il, in that part of
ler Majesty's dominions where the of-
fence was comnitted.

2. rThis Warrant must be sent to Eng-
land to bc endoràcd by the Secretary of
State.

3. But the Secretary of State cannot
endorse it, until it is proved by oath or
Aflidavit, that the seal or signature, is the
seal or signature of the piersont having
lawful authority to issue such warrant,
(whose seal or signature the sarne purports
to be.) It is necessary, therefore, to send
witnesses or affidavits, or both, sufficient
for such proof.

4. The Warrant must .have been issued
upon depositions ; and these depositions
nust bc such as appear suficient to, war-
rant the committal of the offender for
trial.

5. Sufficient evidence must be' forth-
comingin England, belore the Magistrate,
to prove tho criminality of the offender to

an extent, such as if the offence had been
committed in England, would have justi-
fied the Magistrate in committing the of-
fender for trial, in this country. But be-
sides oral witnessos, the Açt 6 & 7 Vic-
toria, Cap. 34, enables the Magistrate to
receive in evidence, copies of the deposi-
tions, upon which the original Warrant
issued, provided that they are certified
under the hand of the person or persons
who issued the Warrant, and are attested
upon the Oath of the party pròducing
them to be true copies of the original de-
positions,

If it is intended, therefore, to offer the
depositions in evidence, instead of, or in
addition to, oral testimony, they must be
authenticated as above nentioned.

TheAssistant Secretary brings under
the noticeof the ýBoard an advertisenent
which bas appeared in the public papers,
ofthe establishment of a Joint Stock Bank
under the Joint Stock Bankng Companies
Amendment Acts, by the tifle of " The
London and Colonial Bank (linited);"
likewise an adverlisement of the Standard
Bank of British South Africa (limited).

In the memorandum of the Iirst mon-
tioned Association, registered under the
Joint Companies Acfs, 1857 and 1858, if
is stated that the object of the establish-
mentofithe Company is thel "transacting
of every kind of banking-business in India,
and the Colonial Dependencies of Great
Britain beyond the limits of the United
'Kingdom."

But it appears from theadvertisement,
that "lin the first instance it is intended
to confine the operations of the Bank to
Canad," rand it is announced that "I the
mangementofthe Baik will be in Lon-
don, and a Branch 'Office will, in.the, first
instance,be established in LMontieal,under
the cont roi of a Local Boat d of Directors."

On referring to the Acts relating to
Joint Stock Companies and Joint Stock
Banking Compa.ies, my Lords observo
that a d;stinction was drawr by the Legis-,
lature it thc earlier enactrvents between
the two descriptionsýoft undet takings. An
Act was nassed in (814 foi the regniation
of Joint SLk Coi.anies generally, -iid

in'the same year another Act 'waspassed
fo'rýthe regulation oftJoint'Stock Bafiks in
:England.

In-tho·year 1846-an<Aetswasipassedex-
tending the provisions of the last mentioned
Act to Scotland and Ireland.

"I TheLimited iLiability Act, 1855,"
applies only to Joint Stock Companies
formed under 7 and 8 Vic., c. 110.

The ýJoint Stock Companies Act of
1S56 excepts fron its operation.Banking
and InsuranceýCompanies.

Thus far legislation relating to banking
inthe Uiited Kingdom-was kept distinct
from that relating to Joint Stock Compan-
ies for other description of business.

A further Act, was, however, passed ira
the year 1857, for the regulation of Joint
Stock Companies construed as one with
the Act of the preceding year, and which
may be cited with it as the Joint Stock
Companies Acts, 1856-1857.

In the same sessinn, an Act, entitled
"Joint Stock Banking Companies Act,
1857," was passed, which repeals. the
second sect ion of "Joint Stock Companies
Act, 1856," and incorporates with its en-
aciments the " Joint Stock Companies
Acis, 185f and 1857," except that it
does not permit banks to be registered
with limited liability.

This latter restriction was removed by
an Act passed in 1858, except as regards
banks of issue in the United Kingdom.

From the foregoing recital of enact-
ments, it would seemn that the intention of
Parliament had been, in the first instance,
tu provide a different system of legislation
for 'Joint Stock Banking Companies in
the United Kingdom from that applicable
to Joint Stock Companies, and it may be
presumeid that by the latter legislation
which removed that distinction (with ex-
cept ion of Banks of issue in the United
Kingdom', Parliament had in view only
Joint Stock Banking Companies i- 'En,-
la ýd, Scotland, and irelantd, whic formed
the subject of the Acts of 1844 ird 1856.

A more extended view of the operation
or these A cts, was however taken by the

Agra and United Service Batik (limit-,
,d)," which having obtained a charter
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under the Act of 184, reciting a deed of
settlement, whici purported to recogniA
a power of carrying on the business of
Lanking beyond the limits of the United
RinLmdom2, was afierwards registered under
the Lmiited Liability Acts.

My Lords understand also that propo-
sals have been made for the establishment
of otier Banks under the Joint Stock
Banking Companies Acts, for the purpose
of carrying on the business of banking
abroad or in the Colonies, under the con-
tiol of Boards of Directors in London.

first establbshnents i hici have been or-
ganized under the Joint Stock Banking
Companies Acts for the avowed object of'
carry ing on the business of' banking in
Her 3Iajesty's Possessions beyond the
limits of the United Kingdom ; and my
Lords apprelhend that very serious con-
sider aitions may arise froin that proceeding
as affecting legislation for local purposes,
under powers conferred by Parliament on
many of ler 31ajesty's Colonies and Pos-
a5ssions.

In the casi, of a Bank established for
the purpose of carry ing on business in a
foreigin countiry, as iii that of the London
and Brazilian 3anking Company, the
saine questions would not arise. What-
ever mnay he the propriety or legality of
an underst anding of thbis nature, promrroted
under the assuned authority of Acts of
the Impermnl Parlianent, the aut hor ity of
those Acis cannot ext end beyond, the
limits of the Brisish Eipire, andI persons
carryirng on business in, a foreigin country
under the direction of a Coripaniy incor-
porated in London, musi he ,ubject to the
Ilaws of the country in which the business
is transacted.

But in case of a British possession, the
authority of tlle Crown anld of' Parliarenit
nay still have force, nti uhstandmg the
concession uf the right of separate legisla-
tion.

As for example, it has been held that
even after 1ailiament had conferred on
the East India Company the power of
granting Charters of incorporation to
Barkirg Companies inmindia, the inherent
right of the Crown to grant similar ch-rt.
ers was not thereby restrained. A Com-
pany incorporated, thorefore, under the
laws of this country maiy possess the rights
of an inco-porated body in British Posses-
sions, although governed by Independent
Legislattires in a more extended sense
fion that which it could obtain in a
country out of the limita of Imperial Leg-
islation.

It becomes important in this view to
ascertain how far the Acts of Parliament
referred to authorize the incorporation of
Banking Companies, for the purpose of
carrying on business beyond the limits of
-the United Kingdom.

As the '' London and Colonial Bank-
ing Company (iinited)," propose to con-
fine their operations in the first instance
to Caînada, the condition of the legislation
affecting Banl<s in that country will afford
the best illustration of the questions to be
considered.

The Act 3 and 4 Vic.. cap. 35, for the
union of Upper and Lower Canada, con-
fers povers on the Legislature there,
wlich nay be applied to the regulation of
the trade of barikng to an ext ent at least
vhich inay not be inconsistent with the

prerogative of the Crown, or the rights of
the Inmperial larlianent. In virtue of
these powers, the Parlinment of Canada
passed an Act, some years ago, for the
regulation of the issue of pronissory
notes, by which the privilege of issue was
rcserved under certain restrictions te
Banks incorporated by Royal Chartér
or by local enactiient.

In addition also to the banking projects
mentioned in the Minute, a variety of ot her
banks have been projected and advertized,
to which the saie observations apply as
to the London and Colonial Bank ; for
example, the Bank of Canada, Nova Sco-

6. Letter of Mr. Christopher C. Proudfoot, Commissioner of Highways for the
Third District oJ Queen's County, setting forth the condition of the Oyster-
bed Bridge at Rustico.

To the Lieutenant Governor in Council convened.

Whereas the Oyster-bed Bridge in Rustico, is now out of repair, the plank
covering being worn down, so that in a short time it will be impassable, if something
is notdone to it. Last year it cost £5 to keep it in repair, and it is not likely one
could be found who would do it this year for a less sum than,£10 or £15; therefore,
it is, in my opinion, advisable to have the bridge in question, planked anew in the
centre, ten feet wide, front end to end, with plank 4 inches thick. The bridge will
take about 10,000 feet of plank, which valued at 13s. per 100 feet, will cost £65, to
which must be added the cost of putting it on, to arrive at the cost of the bridge.

If the said bridge is sold this Winter, the contractor cati do the work much
cheaper than it can be done if left until next Summer, for the lumber cannot then be
procured without paying an enormous price for it, as it must be ten feet long, ajnd
cut for that special purpose ; and if it is left undone,'under the existing circumstances,
it would cost more in a few years than would make a complete job ofit.

In view of these circumstances, I would beg leave to recommend that the said
bridge he sold this winter, to be conpIleted sone time next Summer, and that '»'
grant me the power of selling it as aforesaid, the contractor to be paid by the Go-
ernment.

The tirmber in it is water logged and sunk down level with
the edge of the water, and there is'norailup ôit to prevenf people from gôing Ôver
into the rivet. I do not thini it wdnth reptiiling; in tny piion it has always been
a poor substitute for a bridge.

' would recommend that a new piled bridge be erected, as a block bridge
cannot beUni lt therqýin consequence of the depth of the mud. To give soie Jdea
of this, I took a ence pole about fiftcen feet long and ran it dowri the whole length,
and did not ten, eaqi lhe bottom, I ain not an advocate fur piled bridgèà, but in
this case, I tbjnk it itJ be the only thing that will answer.

SIR ; FLAT RIVEr, March Slst, 1863.

In reply to your letter of the 20th inst , I beg to let you know, for the informa-
tion of His Excellency the Lieut. Governor in Council, that I made it my business,
yesterday, to call on the people referred to in your letter, owning land in Wood
Islands, through which the road runs leading to the harbor.

The first is Malcoln McMillan, Donald Bell, James McNeill, and A·chibald
McIsaac. In front of those four farns, there is still from thirty to thirty-six feet
outside of their fences. The next is Dugald Mcisaac and Norman McPherson ;
there is no more than twelve feet outside of their fences. The last named two
persons agreed to remove their fences as far in as the fences of the first named four
men, for the suni of Six pounds currency, each, compensation.

manded you, in due manner, to do and
execute all things that shall belong to your
said command, and the trust We have
hereby reposed in you, according to the

several powers, provisions, and directions
granted or appointed you by Our said
Commission, and the Instructions there-
with given to you, or by such further pow-
ers, instructions, and authorities its therein
are mentioned, ând according to such rea-
soxiable laivs and statutes as are now in
force, or as shall hereafter be made and
agreed upon by you, With the advice and
consent of the Legislative Cóuncil and
Assembly of our said Island: Now by
these Our Istructions, under Our Itoyal
Sign-Manuel and Signet, being the In-
AtÉuêtions so referied to in attd aêtom-
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panying our said Commission, We do de-
clare Our will and pleasure to be, that
you, so soon as inay be after the publica-
tion of Onr said. Commission, do take the
