_ Fifty Years. -

The pminlnenoe ‘which has been given

o consumption and jts treatment of late

ears has ‘erroneously led many people

think that the disease is spreading and
wecounting for an increased number of

dcaths every day. As a matter of fact, |

recent statistiés ehow that in the last
fiity years consumption has declined s0
ocnsiderably as to peint to & possibility
1o the near future of ils dlsappearance
gom the couniry altogether, just as other
aladies, such as leprosy and iyphus
er, have disappeared in the past. In
the deaths from consumption were
49°in every 10,000 persons. In 1906
4 deaths were 11 per 10,000—figures
which are distinclly encouraging to those
who are engaged in fighting the great
white plague, says London i u-Bn@s. -
At the same time consumption is still
killing over 40,000 people in Great Britain
alone every year, and it is with a view
o further combating the disease that a
Poyal Commission is now sitting to re-
port with regard to tuberculosis, and na-
ticnal sanaloria are being erected. There
are already many sanatoria, both in
Great Britain and on the Continent, but
the majorily of them are private insti-
tutions. There is no doubt, nowever, mnt
the best means of curing a consumptive
person is to send him or her, in the

EARLY S’I"AGES OF THE DISEASE,

lo a sanatorium, where those curalive
pssantials—abundance of fresh air, sun-
shine, proper diet, and exencise—Can be
properly administered.

For, so far as medical knowledge ex-
tends meantime, Nature is undoubtedly
{he¢ best consumption cure, although pro-
tective inoculation and internal antiseptic
treatment are undergoing invesligation,
and, like the Koch treatment by.injeclion
of tuberculin, have cured many cases.
But they have not, up to the present,
proved quile so efficacious as could be
desired.

It may not be uninteresting to mention
Lere some of the remarkable consumption
cures which have been advocated of late
years. The latest marvel of surgery is
a wonderful operation recently performed
an London, by which the discased porlion
of a consumplive patient’s lung was suc-
cessfully cut away. A special instrument
has been invented for staunching the flow
of blood which usually rushes out when
the lung is cut, with such rapidity that
the patient bleeds to death in a few min-
ules, and the result of the operation
seems to poinl to the fact that the sur-

eon as well as the physician will be able

) cure phthisis in the future.

ANOTHER RECENT CURE

is the sea-water treatment, in which the
Duchess of Sutherland is keenly interest-
ed Injeclions of pure sea-waler, il is
claimed, will elfectively cure the disease,
and the success with this method has
been such that it has been adopted by
scveral Paris hospitals.

Several other consumplion “cure” in-
jections have been tried of late years.
Five years ago Dr. W. J. Fralick, one
of the most eminent physicians of New
York, gave a public demonstration in the
Metropoliten Hospital of a new remedy
;l-';r tuberculosis with which he claims to
have successfully trealed many palients.
Briefly, his method of treatment is as
fcllows. Incisions are made in the veins
al the bend of the elbow, and into these
are introduced glass mozzles connected
by rubber tubes with glass funnels, inlo
which a liquid, having properties similar
tu those exisling in all normal blood, 18
poured, and thus carried into the blood
currents, every part of the system being
brought inlo conlact with the new agency
within three minules, Several infusions,
Dr Fralick says, are necesary to obliter-
ale the bacleria.

THE WIZARD OF THE EAST

SIR ROBERT HART ABOUT TO SEE
IS FAMILY AGAIN.

—

Some of the Work He Has Done in
China During the Last Forty-
five Ycars.

There will shortly arrive in Engiand,
the land of his birth, a quiet, unassum-
ing little gray-haired man, who, more
than any other indivadual, has influ-
enced the desliny of the Chinese Em-
pire during the last 45 years, wriles a
London corespondent. Sir Robert Hart,
the little white autocrat of Pekin, lhe
Wizard of the East, inspector general
of the Chinese customs, holder of the
ancestral rank of the first class of the
first order for three generations, and
junior guardian of the heir apparent,
has secured {wo years' leave of absence
from his duties in China and has just
left Pekin to return to England to see
hi.. wife and children from whom he
has been parted for more than twenly
years. “Those who are in a position 10
know state that Sir Robert will never
return to Pekin, bul will shortly an-
nounce his permanent retirement, as
prophes’ed in The Express.

Although Sir Robert Harl's official
authorily in the Celestial Kingdom ex-
tended ever the customs service only,
his rcal powers were much grealer than
that would imply. For many years he
has been the financial pilot of the em-
pire, and it is due almost entirely to
his wise management that China is now
in a stale of financial solvency. In mat-
lers of foreign policy and {rade

HIS WORD WAS LAW.

Fven the Dowager Empress bowed o
the judgment of this liltle man with the
obsequious manners and infinite tact.
Without for a moment relaxing his
walchlulness of the customs services
h: took over and perfected the govern:

und rivers; he organized and ruled the
armed flect that pulrolled the waterways
ct the empire for protcction against
smugglers; he arranged the huge loans
that linked China .with the Western
world, and, finally, he established the
national postal system. of which he be-
came ‘inspeclor general in 1896.

At the height of his power Great Bri-
tain offered lo make the man who had
iefl her shores a simple clerk 40 years
before, her envoy extraordinary and
minister plenipotenliary to China, bul
S:ir Robert declined with thanks because
he preferred to rema'n behind hi%desk
at Pekin. - :

As inspector general of customs he
ruled an army of more than 8.000 subor-
dinates and .a syslem unsurpassed by
any machinery of government the world |
over. More than 1,000 Europeans held
service under him, it being an invari-
able rute of the depariment that all posi-
tions of responsibility te held by while
nen. On the olther hand, he handed a
sop to the pride of the Chinese in the
shape of a rule that natives alone
should be allowed to handle the money.

Although very few of his thousands
ol subsrdinales ever laid eyes upon the
I'tlle Englishman—simply knowing him
as I. G., inspector general—Sir Roberl
was the hardest worker in the service.
He was to be found at his desk at all
hours of the day, and often far into the
night. Although it is the cuslom of the
service to allow a lwo-year vacalion to
a'l Europeans who complele efght yecars
of service, Sir Robert has never availed
himself herctofore of that privilege. Ile
lefl Pekin only four times in more than
3G years. He kept track of the smal-
lest detail of his greal erganization, and
insisted upon personal reporls being
made to him by the heads of all the de-
parimenls,

To the ordinary ohserver.

raculous that Sir Robert Hart shou'ld
have heen able ta exert the great in-
flucnce which he did.

The life story of this man reads like
a verilable romance. He was korn in
1835 in-Poitadown, a liltls town in the
north of Ireland. He joined the mer-
chant service in an humble capacity at
the age of cighteen. Landing in China
i1 1854 he deserted and secured a job as
a studenl interpreter in the Hong Kong
consulale. Nine years laler, whén he
was only 28 years of age, he beeame
inspector general of the imperial Chl-
nese customs-al a salary of $40,000 o
year, and thus began his gigantic task
uf creating a modern business organi-
zal.on amid surroundings of supersti-
tion, ignorance, prejudice and aishon-
esty such as existed nowhere else in
the world.

The alarming ¢p:demic of cerebro-
si:inal meningitis of 1904-1907 was pro-
lific of one good resuli—it proved that
th- baciMus, Diplccoccus intraceliularia
discoverad by Weichselbaum in 1887,
was the source of the discase. A cem-
mission was appointed by the board of
health of the city of New York to study
the disease with a view of discovering
preventive and curative remedies. The
apecial effort of this commission ynder
Dr Simen Flexner of the Rockfeller In-
stitute for Medical Research, was to se-
cure some anti-diplococcus serum for in-
jection inte human victims of the dis-
ease, Experimenta] infections were in-
duced in certain animals for the purpose
of preparing such a “curative” serum
once it was shown it could be effective
in experimential infections.

Cerebro-spinal meningitis is an ia-
flammatory disease of the cercbral mem-
branes and spinal cord. It occurs most
generally in winter and spring. It ig
epidemic, but not directly contagious
from man to man. It appears oftenest
in subjects of low vitality and among
the scantily nourished dwellers of ieneé-
ments ‘and slums. It may prove fatal
m its fulminant form within a few hours
and is therefore a dreaded scourge. Lhe
proportion of recoveries by the old me-
thods of treatment was about {wenty
per cent. In the several cities where
the cases undcr the new treatment were
made, the results indicate that in forty-
seven cases thirty-four recovered and
thirteen died. Four of the latter were
of the fulminant type and therefore past
control. Eliminating thes: from the cal.
culation, this changes the percentage
oI recoveries to 79.9 and of deaths to
20.1—just reversing the former figures.
The successful cases reported, loo, made
complete and rapid recoveries.—Juné
Technical World.

NEW ELECTION LAWS.

The writs ordering the election of a
member of the Legislature in cach con-
* stituency have been sent out to the re-
turning officers throughout the province,
and cases containing ballot boxes, pa-
pers and necessary paraphernalia are
now being shipped to them for use on
June 8th.  The writs were in force from
11 o’clock Monday. This means that all
those who have been nominated by par-
ty conventions to contest ridings, or
have announced their intention to seek
clection, become amenable to be provi-
sions of the law governing the conduct
of candidates. The law asit now stands
says that any person is guilty of bribery
and liable to a fine of $100,and imprison-
ment for six months, who gives or pro-
mises money, employment, gift or loan
toany voter for voting, or refraining
from voting. The same penalties attach
for the offence of accepting or applying,
cither before or after the election, for
consideration for voting or refraining
from voting. Candidates may not provide
refreshments at any public meeting, on
pain of a fine of $100. The same applies
to other persons; although refreshments
may be provided by the host at a meet-
ing held in a private house. Treating
makes a candidate or his agent liable to
a fine of $200. It is not a sufficient de-
fence that a person charged with the
cotrrpt practice has been in the habit of
treating. Betting in order to influence
an election, is an offence, as is also the
hiring of conveyances by the candidate
or his agents, and the supplying of trans-
portation to the voters to the polls. Per-
sons providing conveyances for consider-

ation are also guilty of a currupt act.

and Working the Heart by Hand,

A despatch from Hartford, Conn.,
8ays: It is believed by Dr. D. F. Sulh.
van, who, while operating on Nuncio
C. Chtal at St. Francis’ Hospital on Sun-
day, twice saved his palient from death
by gently grasping the heart and squeez-
ing it in time with its normal pulsa-
tions until it beat again of its own ac-
cord, that many lives might be saved
by this method .of artificial respiration.
To‘ all appearances the man was dead
teice, and yet he lived again when the

heart was squcezed, sending the blocd
ccursing through the arteries.

Dr. Sullivan thinks that if a person
cculd be operated wupon im‘medmw!y
after being taken from -lhe water in
many drowning cases life might be con-
scrved. He advocales onening the body
and removing the ribs until the heart is
visible and is accessible, in order that
the figures may be inserted to handle
it. In many accidents life still lingers
long after the person seems to have
ceased {o breathe.

TWO LADS DROWNED.

Their Canoe Caught in a Current .in the
Rideau River,

A dJespatch from Oltawa ‘says: Chas.
P. Gamble, aged 18, a junior reporter of
the Ottawa Citizen, and Aubrey Monk,
aged 11, both res:dents of Ottawa. South,
were drowned at Black Rapids, on the
Rideau River on Sunday morning while
on their way home from a fishing trip.

PRISONERS ~ SLAUGHTERED

Desperate Attempt to  Break Out of g
Russian Jail Frustrated.

A despalch from Yckaterinoslav, Rus-
sia, says: The attempt made on Tues-
¢ay by prisoners lo break out of the
Governmenl jail here after making a
breach in the wall of the guardroom
wilh a bomb was a. complete failure,
biut it brought aboul a horrible scene
«of slaughler in and around the jail
building. Twenty-cight of the prison.
ers were shol to death by the guard,
and another of them has since died of
his wounds. Thirty others were wound-
ed, and it is expected that several of
these will succumb.

As soon as the bomb was thrown one
¢! {he delachmenl!s of prisoners charg-
et the guards in thé court room and
eltempted to climb the wall. Twelve
¢l these men were killed instantly,
while olhers were wounded. At the

same time a second body of prisoners
rushed into the kitchen and Seizing
knives and ¢glher weapons attempted (o
cut their way to liberty, They were
surrounded and killed to a man by the
soldiers, who were hastily. summoned
by the prison authorities.

The explosion threw the®4vhole prison
into a state of panic. The inmates who
took mno part in the plot gathered in
the - windows overlooking the court-
yard. ° They, were ordered to draw
back, but refused, whereupon the guards
fired volleys into the open windows,
Two prisoners were shot down while
attempting to escape over the roof of
the building.
