The elevator which rose to a

When the elevator fell, filling
the bay and surrounding section Wwith
thousands ‘of tons of crushed stone
and debris, it landed directly in the
centre of the barge, e¢ausing it to
buckle and list to 'the side. When
workmen on the other lake schoonerg
which were discharging their car-
goes ‘at the time, heard the moise
they rushed to the scene to ascertain
if anyone had been injnred Luckily
the vicinity was quite’ deserted at
the time and none near the struc-
ture.

The cause of the colldpse is at
present unknown, but several of the
workmen claim that they heard
strange noises before leaving work
on Saturday and feared an accideat.

This
will have'a good effect on the year’s business
in Newfoundland in contrast to the failure of last
year’s fleet, the total catch of which was but
47,004 seals.
