Pictures valued at about £15,000 were claimed
under this clause ; but another clause speci-
fied that his wife was to enjoy a life interest
in the beuse and in its statuary, furniture
and other effects. The object of the testator
was thus made quite clear. Statuary might
easily be classified, as it often is, with objects
of virttu and taste. It is obvious, however,
that Lord Londesborough's will spplied to
the smaller and more portable articles of his
personal estate, leaving the house and its
furniture intact. Statuary will, therefore, be
considered in future in the samo category a8
pictures, & decision in accordance with
others by which pictures have been decided
to be part of the furniture and other effects
devised.

—Count Drohojeski, a youthful Polish
patrician of Lemberg, was enteriaining a
select cirele of neble friends at a card party,
and, while his attention was riveted on the
game, had the misfortune to be disturbed by
the jangling strains of a barrel organ, plaved
by & poor old blind man who coutrived to
enter the eourtyard of the house in the hope
of earning & few kreutzers. Moved to un-
governable indignation by this intrusion upon
his privacy, the Count took down a loaded
fowling piece from bis gun-rack, threw open
the window, ana, taking deliberate aim at the
audacions organ grinder, dexterously slot
him in the neck. The old man was con-
veved to the nearest hospital on a stretcher,
and the noble marksman resumed his game ;
but, grestly to his astonishment and disgust,
was presently arrested by the police and con-
veyed to prison, where he now lies awaiting
his trial for murderous assault.

—In Berlin the average number of horses
killed for foed this year has been 450 per
month, while last year it was only 350, All
the horses eaten are killed in a central slaugh-
ter house, and each horse before it is klled
is carefully examined by two veterinary sur-
geons. At the present time the butcher pays
about 42 marks, or $10.50, for a piece of herse-
flesh weighing from 250 to 300 pounds, but
be retails it at 40 pfennige (or about 10 cents)
a pound for the filet, 25 pfenuige per pound
for other pieces, and 20 pfennige for parts
only fit to be made into sausages ; and as
horseflesh is naturally very dry, a good deal
of itcan only be utilized by being mixed
with lard and converted into sausages, which
are, it is suspected, largely consumed by per-
sons who are hitle aware of what they are
eating. In ono or two other German
towns the consumption of horeeflesh is, in

' porportion to their population, even larger

than in Berlin,

—1In 1765 Legozt calculated that there
were ‘in France 79,000 monks and 80,000
nans. The number of monks is now far be-

hind what it was a century ago, but the num-
ber of nuus is-considerably above it.  Eighty-
six different orders of monks are represented
in France, and they have 2,026 establish-
ments}; 281 different orders of nuns are repre-
sented, and they bave 12,004 establishments.
Beventy-two per cent.of the monks and sixty-
five per cent. of the nuns are engaged in edu-
cation ; two per cent. of the mouks and
twenty-two per cent. of the nuns are
engaged in attending on the sick,
and twenty-iwo per cent. of the monks
and eight per cent. of thg nuns are de-
voted to a purely contemplative life. Barna-
bites, who has just been expelled, are one of
the smallest of the religious orders in France ;
they have only three establishments, with 25
members between them. The largest order
is that of the Christian Brothers, who num-
ber 9,900, and have even increased largely
since 1861, when they were only 6,398.

had their tombs before their eyes in the most
uented roads.

'here is another custom which is observed
by all true Romaus, namely, the eating of
large beans atdinner on the 2nd of Novem-
ber. The origin of this custom is not known ;
but it thought that in times tho dead
were honored in May i of November,
and that, as beans were then in season, they
formed part of the feast. Now, however, dried
beans have to be eaten, and as every one does
not like that food, the Church allows imitation
beans. These are made of sugar and pastry,
madeup in the shape of and called dead men's
bones. The very name is sufficient to deter
many from partaking of this pasiry, though
it is eaid to be delicious, but the sight of &
human bone, even when being eaten by the
prettiest of mouths, is not pleasant. The
custom of placing these death-bones on dining
tables had the same origin as that of introduc-
ing skeletons at festivals to remind the guests
thatall were mortal and it was better to enjoy
life whilst they could. Christianity and civili-
zation abolished 1 from b s
but & vestige of the custom still remains in
these bones, which are eaten during the firet
nine days of November.

In addition to visiting the cemetery and
eating beans and dead-bones, the Romans
also visit the crypt of a church which ismade
entirely of human bones. The stairs leading
to the crypt, the bannisters and the walls are
of bones. All the ornamentations and friezes
are of bones, as are the window frames, the
doors and the chandeliers, which hang on &
chain of bones from & ceiling of bones. They
are 8o cleverly put together that the whole
looks like ivory. There afe two or three
charches that have bone crypts of this kind ;
but the most celebrated is the one under the
Chureh Dei Morti,near the Sisto Bridge. The
crypt is surrounded with skeletons, some
dressed, some naked, and death's heads are
abundautly scattered wbout. It is said that &
photographic likeness gives a shock to one's
vanity; but a visit to these ekeleton erypts
kills vanity forever.

WRECK OF THE SIMCOE.

A Graphic Account by one of the
Survivors,

HEROIC CONDUCT OF ALL HANDS

—_— -
Corrivawoon, Dec. 1.—Matthew Noble, one

of the rescued firemen of the steamer

gives the following story of the wreck: He
went off watch at seven o'clock in the morn-.
ing, and immediately made hig way forward
to assist in throwing the deck-load overboard.
He worked at that until about ten o'clock, at
which time the steamer was in the trough of
the sea, and immense waves in rapid succes-
sion were washing over her, delugi all hands
with water. At this time Nob"llon:ot his leg
severely injured by being caught among the
rolling barrels of pork and other freignt, and
was compelled to make his way as best he
conld to the enginéroom. Arriving there, he
told Engineer Nesbitt that the Simcoe was
doomed, and the latter immediately shut off
steam and went forward to assist the crew

He swam towards it, and succeeced in catch-
ing a line which Capt. Parsons threw to him
from the yawl, when he was hauled aboard
almost exhausted.  After getting into the
boat, Noble could not sce any of those lost
but two. They were clinging to the mast,
and he thinks they were James MoAuley and
Geo. Patton ; butin a few moments they
were gone, all the efforts of those in the yawl
to reach them proving unavailing, it being
1mposeible to row the boat against the sea and
wind. They remained at the wreck for over
an hour before making for the shore. The
hardships they endured in rowing those 15
miles in a piercing cold gale, their clothing
dripping with water and their boat the play-
thing of the billows, may be imagined but
cannot be described. Every wave was dremch-
iog them with spray, and it kept one man
baling out the boat. Dut at last they reached
Providence Bay frozen and exhsusted, where
kind hearts, williog hands, and the most
generous hospitality ministered to their neces-
sities and comfort.

Noble also spoke in the highest terms of En-
gineer Nesbitt, who did everything in his
power. Mr. Noble says Capt. Hill did every-
thing that a commander could do, and showed
himself to be a brave and faithful officer dur-
ing the terrible morning of the wreck. In
yesterday’s report the namos of two of the

Jost crew were not given, namely, James Me-

Auley, second engineer and JoLn Henry, fire-
man. One thing is certain ; the story of the
wreck proves that the S8imcoe was manned by
&8 brave and competent officers and as faith-
ful a crew as ever left a port. Indeed, it
would seem that the doomed steamer was
manped by heroes who could not for a me-
ment be swayed from duty by
the terror of impendivg death. All
worked faithfully, battling with the ragiog
tempest and the angry sea till the last
moment. Throughout the terrible ordeal
Capt. Hill was a cool, collected officer, ever
present at the post of duty and danger, and
by bis example of bravery, cheering the crew
iu their herculean efforts to save the steamer
and themselves. He never faltered in his
duty for a moment, and his last efforts were
directed towards eaving Miss Gibson and his
orew.

CAPTAIN B, HILL

was the son of Captain Vasey Hill, light-
keeper on Griffith’s Island, who sailed out of
Collingwood when the Northern Railway was
first built. Captain R. Hill was born in To-
ronto, and made sailing his profession. At an
early age he was appointed captain, and has
eince eailed oat of Owen Sound and Colling-
wood. For the past six years he has resided
in Collingwood, being captain of the Me-
Kerral for five years. Last year he was cap-
tain of the Mary Ann, and last spring he
took charge of the Simcoe. Captain Hill was
an able and efficient officer, an upright and
honorable man, and was highly esteemed
for his many estimable qualities of mind
and beart.

SAVING AN HOUR'S SLEEP.

A Bloomfield Man's Invention Which he

'hinks Might Prevent Some Divorces.

A man liviog near Bloomneld, N. J., has
contrived an arrangement bythe use of which
he is enabled to get un hour or more of extra
sleep in the morning, and in other ways he
finds it of great benefit. In many ways it
takes the place of a domestic servant. This
gentleman has thought out and put into
practical working an idea that ocoured to him
about a year ago. He is awakened in the
morning by a shrill whistle. He at once
gets out of bed, for he knows what thet
whistle raeans. It tells him that all is ready
for him to get to breakfast. He dresses and
goes into the kitchen, and there he finds a
bright, fresh fire, a.teakettle full of boiling
water, and other conveniences for preparing
his morning meal. All thisis accomplished
by means of an alarm clock with weights, a
piece of wire, a sheet of sandpaper, and some
matches. Paper, wood and coal are put into
the grate of his cooking stove, and a teakettlo
filled with water, and having & tiny whistle
fitted into the nozzle of the keltle, is
placed on the stove. By seiting the
alarm in the clock he can have a fire at any
time be wishes. When the alarm in the clock
goes off, a weight falls and hits the wire ; the
wire moves and scrapes the matches fastened
to it on the sandpaper ; the matches light the
paper 1n the stove, the paper fires the wood
and coal, and soon a fire is under way. Ina
little whtle the water in the tea kettle boils,
and then the tiny whistle gives the note of
warning that everything is ready and itis
time to get up.

** Simple thing, and yet what a comfort it
is,” the inventor says. * There is no getting
up for me now an hour before breakfass, los-
ing that amount of sleep, and then waiting
around for breakfast. The arrangement costs
next to nothing, and it is as trustworthy as
anything in this world. I have not had it
patented yet. Some persons advise me to,
and peraaps I may. I haven't any for sale;
got it up entirely for my own comfort and
convenience, and i-has more than repaid me
already. But just think, if it were in general
use it would save many hard words and do
away with considerable domestic unhappiness
among poor, people. Donbtless it might have
a tendency to make a batter feeling between
tome men and their wives, by settling the
vexing question as to who should get up in
the morning and build the fire.  Out of this
question alone many diverce suits grow, and
this arrangement would prevent them,”

How Two of the Nihilist Prisoners were
Put to Death,

have been Langed at St. Petersburg. They
were removed to the fortress from the House
of Detention, where they had remained since
the trial, with the other condemned prisoners,
Crowds aseembled on the Simconofeky Plain,
expecting to see the execution, which, how-
ever, was arranged to take place in the fort.
ress, on the glacis . where Lubrovin was
hanged last year, visible from more than
one point outside. Although the public were
rigidly excluded from the fortress one or
two forcign correspondents were readily

At a quarter to eight a,m. the two prisoners
were taken from their cells in the criminal
car, riding with their backs tothe horses, with
the placard, *State criminal,” fastened on
their breasts. Their arms were pinioned to

iron uprights. Their iegs were tied loosely.

Presniakoff d i conversa-

tion with Kviatkoffsky until the foot of the
glacis was reached. Here they descended
from the car and walked up the incline to the
seaffold erected on the wall. A battalion of
the Finland Guards regiment, which was
doing duty at the Palace on the night of the
explosion, was paraded on the ground. The
sentence was read, the priest approached the
condemned men, who kissed the cross pre-
sented by him and listened tothe last prayers.
Then they were arrayed in a coarse linen gar-
ment confining the limbs and shrouding the
head. The executioner having made the
usnal j reparations, the execution took place.
Four sturdy convicts from the city prison
were brought as usual to assist in.placing the
corpses in the coffins.

This iron
is shaped like a common flat-iron, but without
corners, and it has a smooth and very brightly
g:li-hed steel face. Such polishing irons can

The iron
and collars have a damp, passed over
them and are then polish the use of the
iron mentioned, the ironer on hard
and rubbing the surface of the linen rapidly.

Black Walnut Stain.

A few years ago we gave directions forstain-
ing pine or other white wood a brown ocolor,
somewhat like black walout, by the use of
umber. We have since found a much better
method. Dissolve an ounce of Catechu in a
quart of boiling water, adding a lump of Sal-
Boda the size of a hickory nut. Dissolve an
ounce of Bichromate of Potash in another
quart of water. The articles are not expen-
sive, and may be had at any drug store. To
stain the wood-work, first paint it over with
the solution of Oatechu and allow it to dry;
then go over it with the solution of Bichro-
mate. When thoroughly dry a coat of Shellac
or other varnish will bring oat the grain of
the wood. The solutions may be made
stronger or weaker according to the depth of
color desired, Picture frames, book-cases and
work made with the scroll-saw from very
common material, may be thus treated with
most satisfactory resulte.

Look out for the Water Pipes.

A friend who at much expense intioduced
water into his country house remarked to us:
“Ever since I have had water I have had
trouble.” Unless a house is warmed through-
out there should bo provision for shutting off
the supply and letting out the water which
remains in tho pipes. The waste pipes also
need looking to, for whenever water
freezes in a pipe there will surely be a leak.
Where water ‘{)ipen are in daily use there is
seldom much anger of freezing except during
the night. Such pipes, where exposed, should
be protected by wrapping with old carpet or
encased by a box which may be filled with
leaves. If circumstances admit of it the water
may be sllowed to run slowly during cold
nights. Rats often cause much trouble by
gnawing lead pipes. Bome say that this is to
get at the water, but others claim that it is
merely rat nature to gnaw whatever will yield
to their teeth. Whatever may be the reason
for this gnawing. it should be kept in mind
as something likely to oceur.

Chilblains,

It is not necessary that the feet should be
actually frozen to produce chilblains.  Chil-
dren often suffer intencely from this cause;
after playing out doors in the snow and get-
ting their feet very cold they come into the
house and warm their feet by the fire. These
sudden changes produce an unhealthy condi-
tion of the ekin of the feet, the proper circu-
Iation is interfered with, and there is intense
itching and burning.  The following was a
popular chilblain lotion some years ago: Sal-
Ammoniac § oz., water 1 gill, aleohol 3} gill,
and muriatic acid 1 dram. We have seer. the
application of kerosene highly commended for
painfal chilblains, but have not had oceasion
to try it.

To Wash Flannels without Shrinking.

First have soft water for the whole process,
made so artificially if necessary, and next
have good soap, or that which does not con-
tain rosin. Our best soaps are safe for this
purpose. You muy wash and rinse entirely
in cold water if you choose, but if you wash
in warm water you must not rinse in cold. It
is decidedly best to use only warm water all
through, the rinsing water warmer than the
suds, if there is any difference. 1t is best to
make a good, strong, clean suds (that is,
don't wash the nice white flannels ina dirty
suds with other clothes that are to be boiled).
and put the flunnels in it, instead of rabbing
seap into the cloth. Haund rubbing tends to
full and shrink flannel, as it mats and inter-
laces the delicate fibers

Beef Tea.

Beef tca may be considered the primary

and most indiepensible of those articles of
diet preecribed for the prevention or cure of
dicease ; therefore ekill in its preparation
should be the first knowledge sought by the
aspirant to usefulness in a sick room. Vari-
ous valuable extracts of beef juice are well
known to be attaivable in the market, espe-
cially Valentine’s and Liebig’s, yet they are
too expensive to be used freely by the major-
ity of persons, and then are never so pala-
able, nor indeed so nutritious, as the fresh
ea made from an animal just slaughtered.
The juioe from one pound of beef is as much
a8 most patients consume in a day, but it is
better to prepare two pounds, for it will easily
keep two days if the weather is eoo!, or even
in the summey, if you are provided with a
ice and a refrigerator. Choote by preference
the fleshy part of a fnll grown animal; a
piece of the rump is best. Cut the meat into
small §squares not more than an inch in
diameter, and remove ecvery particle of
fat and gristle, Then wash in pure
water, and put it intc & wide mouthed glass
bottle; with a close fitting cerk stopper, or a
small tin  bucket tightly covered also,
Add no water but what has adhered after the
washing.  Set the vessel in a pot of water
(cold if you use glass; no roatter if tin). A
weight will be needed to keep it stendy. The
water should come to within four inches of
the top —no higher, becanse room must be
left for it to boil.  Let the water boil around
it steadily for three hours. Remove the vessel
from the fire, pour off the junice, anl it ean be
set in a ccol place, to be used hot or cold, as
the taste or condit of the patient may in-
dicate. A little salt is the only seasoning
commonly used, but in cases where disgust
has ensued from the long continued use of
beef tea s a regimen, a pinch of ground
celery sced has been known 8o to change the
flavor of the soup as to enable the patient to
take it with renewed relish.

Here is a second admirable recipe for beel
tea, recommended by some of our best physi-
cians, and one that we have used with ap-
proved guccess: To one pound of lean heef,
cat into small dice, add one pound (one pint)
of cold water. Let it stand go for three hours ;
then add to the beef one pound of merely
warm water, after pouring off the cold water,
which must be saved and sct aside in a
clean bowl. Let the beef soak  three
hours in this warm water ; then pour ever
it one pound of boiling water, return the cold
water set by to the veasel in which yon have
the heef, and let the whole boil together for
three hours, when the liquid will be reduced
fally half, and the tea found to be excellent.

The yield from both processes ia about the
same, although it would not seem 8¢ just to
read the receipes, viz., very nearly/a pint of
tea.

It i the more desirable to ko
prepare beef tea nicely, as it is so

fatigue, when substantial food can nol
bo partaken of. Lectarers and presac
who are feeble or overtaxed find that a small
cup of boel tea will help and invigorate them
more than anything else, taken just before
beginning to speak. Its value to dyspeptics
and convalescents generally is peakabl
