Three Big Questions Answered !
for Milk Dealers.
Shall 1 Sell Milk or Cream?-<Should

Cows Be Fed on Turnips?—How
to Pack Butter for Keeping.

(Cnnlrlhulrd by Ontario Deprrtment of
Agriculture, Tarontu,

Shall 1 sell milk or eream? This
will be determined to a large extent
by the character of the farming
operatihns.  If the need for direet,
quick cash in largest amount is
great, then selling milk will best
‘G811 the bill.” On the other hand,
it the dairy farmer can afford to
wait for the slower returns from
cream and live stock, and particu
larly if he desires to improve or
maintain soil fertility, then seiling
cream is to be recommended.
Nearness to market is another
factor. Where the dairyman is near |
a small town and has the time to
“peddle” milk, he can make more
money out of his cows than by any
other system. At ten to twelve cents
a quart, a good cow will return from
$250 to $300 per year for her milk.
When this is compared with $100 to
$150 per cow, where cream is sold,
or milk sent to a cheese factory or
condensery, we see what a decided
money advantage there is in selling
milk to customers direct.

But this plan robs the young
things on the farm—often the farm-
er's own children—of needed milk
supply, hence many farmers are coun-
tent with less ready sh in order to
have better and e live stock,
and consequently richer soil, which,
after all, is the basis of good farm-
ing.—H. H. D.
