A Tale of the Irogquois—A Mysterions

Light now locates a Grave dug

in the Wilderness.

Newsoro, Dec. 26.—As stories of | A magnificent s
ghoste and apparitions are b ing { sold at i
quite prevalent of lute, whether true|’
or false is hard tu determine, as very
few, if any at all, have seen anything
to convince them of the real existence
of bodies of human shape having the
power of appearing or dissolving at
will. Real bodies of a very curious
character have been seen at different
places and at different times, no doubt,
but lacking the resemblance of a hu-
man person. 1 really believe the hu-
man voice and form, which have been
talked of by stretchers of fiction in
connection with apparitions, are
largely due to a flexible imagination
installed in a superstitious mind.
The story I am abont to relate ir
different in character to other stories
of a like nature, and at the same time
contains a certain amount of reason
with those who can look on the reason
able side of a very curious case. Aboui
the year 1664, when the Jesuits were
the only body who carried the cross of
christianity * through the provinces,
holding strong mission posts south of
the St. Lawrence, stretching north
ward as far back as the Ottawa. The
Iroquois, customary to theireharacter.
broke the ties of peace which slenderly
connected them with the missionarie-
and friendly Indians of the South,
d ded upon a ruission post several
miles south of what we now call Mor-
ristown, killing several of the settlers
and carrying off 8 white woman by
the name of Hendry. They then
recrossed the St. Lawrence about
Brockville, and hurriedly directed their
steps westward, not stopping until they
reached the rhores of what we now
call Ridesu Lake. The little band
settled down for the night aroand
their camp fire, smoking their pipes
and recounting their deeds of valor
and bravery, little dreaming that the
avengers of their day’s work were close
at hand, waiting for the shadows of
night to settle around them and give
them a better opportunity of aveng-
ing their wrongs. As the evening
breeze moaned through the tall hem-
locks and the pale moon stole quietly
behind a cloud, their g with
one unearthly shout, suddenly ap-
peared in their war paint and with
brandished = tomahawks, showed
plainly that the blood of their iuno-
cent friends was about to be avenged.
The savage Iroquois, taking in their
position at a glance, and supposing
fhemselves to be greatly outnumbered;

or false is hard to determine, as very
few, if any at all, have seen anything
to convince them of the real existence
of bodies of human shape having the
power of appearing or dissolving at
will. Real bodies of a very carious
character have been seen at different
places and at different timee, no doubt,
but lacking the resemblance of a hu-
man person.

The story I am about to relate is
different in character to other . stories
of a like nature, and at the same time
containsg & certain amount of reason
with those who can look on the reason:
able side of a very curious case. About
the year 1664, when the Jesuits weore
the only body who carried the cross of
christianity - through the provinces,
holding strong mission posts south of
the St. Lawrence, stretching north
ward as far back as the Ottawa. The
Iroguois, customary to their character.
broke the ties of peace which slenderly
connected them with the missionarie~
and friendly Indians of the South,
ded upon a mission post several
miles south of what we now call Mor-
ristown, killing several of the settlers
and carrying off 8 white woman by
the name of Hendry. They then
recrossed the St. Lawrence about
Brockville, and hurriedly directed their
steps westward, not stopping until they
reached the rhores of what we now
call Rideau Lake. The little band
settled down for the night arouad
their camp fire, smoking their pipes
and recounting their deeds of valor
and bravery, little dreaming that the
avengers of their day’s work were close
at hand, waiting for the shadows of
night to settle around them and give
them a better opportunity of aveng-
ing their wrongs. As the evening
breeze moaned through the tall hem-

Harrison -He Recommends a Foroe of

100 Ships in the Proportion of Three |

Oruisers to One Batile-ship,

In his apnual report to sue Presidsnt
Becretary of the Navy Travy say- tt e effeo-
tive foroe of she Uuised States Navy, when
all the ships now suthorized are completed,
exoluding shose which by the process of
decay and the operation of law will by that
date have been condemned, will comprise
eleven armored vessels, of which only shree
wre designed for fighting at ses, and thirty-
one uoa d vessels, making » total of
forty-swo. He makes a comparison with the
number of atmored and unarmored vessels
of she navies of eleven foreign Powers to
show /shat even when the present building
programme is completed the United States
osnnot take rank as & navy Power d
adds: * If the country is to have a navy
at all it ahould have one that is sufficient
for the complete and ample protection of
ite coass in sime of war. (f we are to stop
short of shis we mighs better stop where
we are, snd abandon all claim o ivfluence
and control upun the Is is idle to
spend our money in building small, slow-
going eteamers, that are unneccssary in
peace and uacless for war. It iy lictle better
than a repetition of the misiaken polioy
thas prevated in our early bistory of build-
ing gan-boats that were laid up or sold-as
soon as war broke ont. The country needs
& navy that will exempt it from war, but
the only navy thas wiil accomplich thia is
& navy that oan wage WAr.

“The oost of buillding a navy casts no
perceptible burden upon a country of our
vast resourc 8. It i3 the premiam paid
by she United Btates for the insurance of
ive acqnired weaith snd its growing in-
dustries. Compared with the iuterests
that are sesured, the rate is low. It is a
cheap price to pay for safety. We collect
in daticein six moaths at a single port a
greater sum than we could spend in build-
ing a new navy fa six years. For the past
two years the Governmeut has paid 1t
creditora. for the privilege of discounting
ite debt bofore it waa due twice the sum
we havo spent in recoostraction.  And the
fact mua<t be remembered that ol the
amouut which we spead for theconatruc-
tion of a ship, only a small fraction, par-
haps ono-tenth, goes for absolutely raw
material. while the remaining pine-tenths
represcut, in one form or another, the
earnings of American labor.

« [ looking back at the work of naval
reconstruction; b.gon seven years ayo, the
couatry has reason to be congratulate ! on
the success of the undertaking. The
assaults made with more autacity than
jadgment, upon the four experimental
orais r3 of 1882 have been met sacoess-
fully by the performance of the v
and all doubts of their eflicieucy,
guch doubts ever really existed, are
laid at Fest forever; while the foar
craigera of 1830, assuming that the Petrel
will eventually come up to the mark, in
their advance over their predecumnrs,
prove that both designurs and constructors
have kept themselves abreast of the
extraordinary development in ship-buaild-
ng sinoce the earlier crauiscrs were laid
Tewn.

“ In reference to fa3it ornisers all modern
rxperience gos to show thas thoy are es-
sential adjuucte of au armored floct, and
tho preporvion three cruisers to one
battle-ship iy believed to be scund and
resgonable, - This would make the futare
navy con of 20 batde ehips, 29 ceast-
defence sbipa and 69 cruisers, or 100 ves
gele in all, whish is beli-ved to ba & moder.
ate estimate of tha proper strength of the
fleet. Of the sixty craisers required thirty-
one are now# bailt or authorized. For an
increase in the number of craisers, coneid-
ered simply as suxiharics to the fighting
foree-of battle-sbips, we may wisely wait
until the latter are in process of construc-
tion.

* The neceseitics of onr valnerabls posi-
tion demand the immediate creation ol two
fleets of battle-ships, of which eight ehounld
be-assigned to the Pacific and twelve to the
Atlantioand Gulf. They must bz the best
of their class in four l:ading characteris
tios: armament, armor, structaral strength
and speed. In addition 1o the battle ships
the wsitaation of the country requires st
least twenty vesseis for coast and harbor
defence. At the present time eight vesa€ls
of this type are uuder gonstr on, five of
which are reconstructed mounitors.

*The one problem now pefore the Gov-
ernment, in the matter of a naval policy,
is to get these forty vessels buils at the
earliest poisible moraent:

It is therefore recommended that the
construction of eight armored vessels be
authorizad at the coming session, aond
that they be of the type of battle ships
rather than coasst-defence ships; the
former bsing more g n rally serviceable,
and there being only three of them now in
process of construction as against. cight of
the latter,

“To ivsaore the thorongh efficiency of
the corps of enlistel men in the navy,
three things are necessary :  First, t it
should be comyosed of American citiz:ns
or of those who have declared their-inten-
tion to become citizens; secondly, that
they  shonld have adequate training for
their work, ard thirdly, that the system of
enlistment and discaarge should baso regu-
lated as to secure the retention of good
men in the service.”

The 8 cretary recommends that the time
of enlistment for naval apprentices be ex
tended until they are 24 yvears of age, and
approves ths 8 sations rhat the Marine
Corps and the [ nue Marine be united,
that & naval rezerve be fed for, and
that Leagne Isiand Navy Yard be put in
good condition.

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THE CARE OF A P1ANO.

It is Well to Keep a Growing Plant in the
Room,

« It is & popular notion that piaroiought
to be kept very dry, eays a musical man in
the Mail and Express. Nothing could be
more fallacions. Pianos are not nearly so
muach affected by heat or cold as thay are
by dryness, and reversely, by dampness. Is
is not generally known that the sounding-
board, the life of a'piano, is fyrced into ths
oase when it is made go tizhtly that it
bulges up in the centre, on the same prin-
ciple a8 a violin. 1he wood issupposed to
be as dry as possible, bat, of course, it con-
tains some moisture, and gathsrs more on
damp days and io handling. Now, when a
piano is put ioto an overheated, dry room
all this moisture is dried ous, and the board
loses its shape and gets flabby and cracks.
Even if it doesn's crack the tone loces its
resonance and grows thin and tinny, the
felt cloth and leather used in the action
dry up, and the whole machine rattles.

He rapidly shows a' desire to  obey,
whereas a few blows of the whip smarily
applied, if he be a horse worth haviog,
will at once arouse in him a spirit of retal.
iavion and_ stubbornness that may cause
the owner hours of trouble, and perbaps
endanger life and limb, There is no doubs
that horaes are made gentle by kindnees ;
thousands of examples go to prove i,
while the reverse of this ia equally well
established. The horse has faish in the
masser he loves, and his voice, when heard
in gentle tones, will soothe his fears when
he hag been frightened, or cause him to
struggle onward with a load which he
would atterly refuse to oarry if whipped.
No one knows the true value of his horse
antil he has won his regard by kind sreat.
ment. The whip oan never accomplish
thie, bus will have the opposite effect. A
kind hand and geusle voice act like magio.
These facts espeoislly apply to the breakimg
of colss, something which the Arab of the
desert understands bester than we, and
might give the best of us a lesson. An
Arab would as scon strike his wife or
daughter as his horse, and an Arab steed is
she model of gensleness and dooility as well
as endurance.

THE TRAIN PARTED.

Two Officials Crushed to Death in a Freight
‘Wreck.,

A Walensburg, Ool.,, despatch of Wed-
nesday eays: A freight train on the
Denver & Rio Grande road last night left
Laveta. It was made up of two engines in
front and twenty-two oars of oatile, ten
treight cars and » oaboose, and an_engine
in the rear The train soon broke in three
parts, and then began a race for life, as the
middle section had no brakeman on it
The engines ran three miles at the rate of
over & mile a minute down a grade ninety
feet to the mile, and here the middle seo-
iion, with twenty-four cars loaded with
cattle and lumber, overtook them. The
first engine escaped, but the second was
overwhelmed in a great mass of flying
wreckage, which buried Engineer William
Glener and Fireman Thomae Baker, killing
them instansly. Portions of the timber on
the flying oars were thrown over 200 feet.
Beven cars of casile and eight cars of lum-
ber were piled up in the w.ek, and nearly
all the cattle were killed or horribly
mangled. Two brakemen were severely
injured.

STILL ANOTHER VIOTIM

Of the Detroit School Tragedy of Friday
Last,

A Detroit despatch of last (Monday)

night says : The sufferings of litsle Nellie
Thatcher weresended as 12 30 this after-
noon. Last evening the family felt as
though the danger point was nearly pusced.
Nellie showed every sign of improvement,
but between 3 and 4 o'clock this morning a
blood. vessel ia her right arm bufst and the
poor girl nearly bled to death before the
flow could be stopped. The burn was so
deep that it bad weakened one of the
larger blood.veesels to such an extent that
a slight movement of her arm oaused a
rupture. This - great loss of the vital
fluid, taken in connection with her
wenerally debilitated condition, removed
the last slender hope of her reeovery.
The Coroner began sn official investiga-
tion into the Tilden Bchool catastrophe this
morning, the particular case being that of
Jennie Lankshear. Maud Priest, one of
the teachers, was the first witness Bhe
said ehe was sitting at the pisno, with her
back to the pupils. Alexander McMillan
held the candle. Buddenly ehe saw a flash
and heard a scream. Bhe thought every
pupil in the room was afire. She could not
tell how the fire started. Miss Priest then
desoribed her efforts to save the ohildren.
Alex. McMiilan, who had both hands ban-
daged said : ** Miss Baunders gos a candle
which she gave to me. Then ehe struck a
matoh, with which I lit the candle. I held
it e0 Mies Priest could see at the piano.
The ‘fairies’ were in a semioirclé behind ne.
Buddenly thare was a flash. I could not
say whether it was from the wands which
the girls were swinging or from the girls’
dresses. The first I saw in flames was
Betsie Seeley. She threw herself on Carrie
Benthff, and in a moment all seemed to be
ablaze.’” The witness related how he put
ous the fismee ¢n several children. Her-
bert Jenks testified : ** I eaw Bertie Seeley
turn a8 though she wanted to speak to Miss
Priest. Her elbow was about six inches
above the candle. Then I saw the flash
and left the room."” The jury retired, and
after a short consultation returned with a
formal verdiot, merely reciting the facts,
and neither clearing nor incriminating any
one.

A Fourth Victim of the Detroit Fire.

A Bunday's Detroit despatch says: The
fourth of the viotims of the Tilden S8chool
fire to succumb to her injuries was Florioe
West.ate, daughter of Dr. J. E. Westuate,
who died at her father's residence, 43 Reed
Place, yesterday morning at 4.30 o'clock.
The evening before she had a sinking sp=ll
from which she rallied, but along in the
night eank again,and as the hour mentioned
ceased to breathe. Her injuries were nos
supposed to be as serions as many of the
others, and her appearance confirmed this
belief. It is now thought thas she must
have inhaled flame, whioh induced internal
inflammasion. Nellie Thatcher and Edna
Fonda are still in a very oritical condition.

Bpanieh runts, as the name implies, are
prized for their smallness.

Buabian pigeons are of German origin
and esteemed for their beautiful spangled
coats.

The great crowned pigeon ia the largest;
it is very nearly as bigas a common turkey

Coanstruot & dove-cote or pigeon-house in
some elevated position out of the reach of
rats, etc.

Male and female jointly sit upon the
eggs during incutation and both aseist in
feeding the young.

The talpicoti; a smsll pigeon, peculiar for
ite remarkably white head, is & native of
South America.

No other bird drinks as the pigeon does,
by a continuous draught, as do quadru-
peds, and not by intervals, as birds do.

Pigeons are thé ccnnectiog link between
the peeserine birds and poultry, yet they
display many features common $0 neither.

The blue owl is not a nocturnal bird, as
its name would imply, but & pigeon, and is
is given its name from the shape of its bill.

Pigeons are faithful to their mates, and
will continue to occupy the same faitbfal
domestio relations to each other year after
year.

Pigeons do not begin to breed until they
are nine months old. They lay but one or
two eggs at a time and breed the year
around, save when exposed to very cold
weather.

Each entrance to your dove-cote should be
provided with a elip of wood for the birde
0 rest on, bnt as the pigeons are likaly te
fight over these slips it is best to divide
each slip by a partition.

The tumbler is noted for its peouliar
flight. Instead of taking a straightfor-
ward course it throwa itveif backward, per-
forming a graceful back sommereanlt with
ease and evident satisfaction.

Pigeon-cotes should fall to the southeast.
They should be painted white, as this color
sttracts the pigeon; gravel should be
sosttered in front of the cote and a little
hay or straw keps handy for nests.

Carrier pigeons are more highly prized
than any others, and within the last cen-
tary they have been employed more or lsee
among the Earopean. nations in military
operations snd as carriers of various
despatches.

Esch pair of birds should have a oell
abous 12 inches deep and 16 inches broad.
These oells are built inside the cote, or
house, having entrance holes cut at one
side of the front, so that the nests may be
buils out of sight.

Strange to say, regnrdless of oolor or
perfedtness otherwise, a fantail mues“be
able to touch ite head with its tail when
strutting or else it is worthless to the
fancier. They are of all colors, but the
pure white is the favorite,

For the first three days after hatohing
the young are fed by a secretion from the
crop, very much resembling curds ; after
this they are given grain, together with the
secretion, bat as the young birds grow
older the onrd is diminished and is no
longer fed after fhe ninth day.—St. Louis
Pw]{-anatch.

It was generally re-
garded as fair,. considering the rela-
tive strength of the parties, that the
Reformers should elect a reeve and
two councillors. Mr. Parish being
elected by acclamation, and Mr.
Arnold resigning, lett the Reformers
with two candidates (Messrs. Wiltse
and Haladay) in the field for coun-
cillors, and it was then sought by the
Conservatives to agree upon two men
to represent them in particular and
the village in general, and thus avoid
the expense of a poll. Thus far,
no decision has been arrivel at, and
it is probable that there will bea
vote to decide upon the merits of the
candidates. Messrs. Berney, Dono-
vau and Greene spoke of the fair, gen-
erous treatment accorded the Conser-
vatives by the Reformers and said
that, under the circumstances, it was
the duty of Conservatives to vote for
the two Reformers. The electors
have gool men to select a council
from, so that the interests of the vil-
lage are safe however the poll may

sult.
