PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.
Le From tie Call of Moses.

I. i~d teackes his workers, 1. Hu-
mility. “Moses kept the flock of eJth-
ro .... and he led the flock to the back
side of the desert” (v. 1.)  For eighty
vears, forty in Egypt and forty in Mid-
ion, tiod was preparing Moscs to be a
laborer togetkher with him for the deliv-
erance of Lsracl. The instruction of his
mother, education in Egyptian lore, fam-
iliarly with the court, experience as a
statesman, renown as a warrior—all
these were in God’s plan for him as the
diliverer of his people- (Acts 7; 21, 22.)
‘Bu* his training in Pharaoh’s home was
as nothing compared with his sojourn
in the desert. One was valuable, the
other indispensable.

NATURE'S PRUNING

RELIED ON BY THE FORESTER—
ARTIFICIAL PRUNING COSTLY.

to add

One great difference between the for-

ester’s management of trees and that of
the horticulturists or the arboriculturist
lies in the manner of pruning. The hor-
ticulturist does not trust the tree to
grow as it pleases; he carefully directs
and prunes the branches so that it will
best serve the purpose intended.

The forester leaves all this to nature;
he trusts in what is called “natural
pruning.” His theory is this: that, in :
the course of the growth of the trees,
the light will be cut off from the lower
branches of the trees as branches are
formed higher up. In order to grow—
indeed, in order to live at all—these
branches must have light; (whether they
require much or little depends on the
species of tree and other considerations.)
Consequently, when the light is cut off
from them, they cease to flourish and
finally die.

At the point where the dead branch
joins the main stem of the tree yew
layers of wood are put on the tree, ow-
ing to the yeariy growth in diameter of
the main stem, and the dead branch is
gradually weakened at this point until,
through the action of the wind, the
whipping of other branches or some
other cause, the branch is knocked from
the tree. All that remains of that
branch henceforth is the knot in the
| stem of the tree that is formed by that
part of the branch that is still retained
within the stem. In this way, as the
tree grows it is cleared of branches to a
; greater and greater height until finally
| there is left a long stem, clear of
{ branches to a height of fifty, sixty or
even a hundred feet. Such a tree will
produce the better grades of lumber,
!fme from knots, and hence the kind
| the forester most desires. The same re-
{ sult might have been attained by taking
an axe or saw and lopping off the
branches; but the original expense of
this, together with the interest thereon,
| would amount to so large a sum that i
would take a large proportion of the re-
! ceipts of the sale of the timber,

He Aims To
Change Climate

Undo the awful work of Noah's flood,
change North America into a semitropical
paradise, make Minnestota and North Da-
kota. apd Manitoba and Winnipeg lize to
California or the Carolinas, destroy our
winters within five years.

That ds the legis n before the Canadian
parliament to-d it isn't a dream of a lu-
nstic. It Is as bal aded a proposition as
ever logislators considered. The scheme, in
a word, is for the United States and Canada
to unite to destroy the rigors of the North
American winter by blasting out the chan-
nel between the Arctic and the Atlantic,
melt the long-sunken ice and allow the warm
eurrent from the miider Atlantic to permeate
the frozen fastnesses of the Arcilc.

The plan is R. A. McLennan's.

He lives in Russeil, Manitoba, where it is
nothing to see the mercury down to 40 be-
Jow zero on a cold winter’s morning. He gs
@ farmer on a large scale, one of Ctmx'idus
rich men. His hobby is to make all North
America a continent with very mild winters
and less torrid summers.

The plan has just been presented to the
Canadian Parliament. It involves the aid of
the United States as well. It is now in the
hands of Frank K. Oliver, nmrinister of the iu-
terfor for the Dominion of Canada. He bas
gone over it very carefully, and as of
his own conviction that it is possible he has
communicated the details to several scien-
tists of world-wide fame with a request for
en opinion.

Lord Kelvin has been consulted and will re-
port later. Minister Oliver has communicat-
ed with Mr. McLennan, informing him that
he may be encouraged in his scheme and
asking for more particulars. ¥

Once upon a time, as geology plainly prov-
es, North America enjoyed as balmy a climate
as there was in the world. The remains of
mammoths end trees and semitropic shrub-
bery are to be found all along the edge of the
Arotic circle and in northern Siberia.

The great flood of Noah's time undid all
this. It made North Amenica a land of bleak
winters and scorching summers. It blocked
up the chamnel to the Arctic and kept the
warm waters of the Atlantic from leaving
those ice-blocked northern shores. All this,
and more, has been Mr. McLennan's life
study.

He speaks ebout it framkly. His argu-
ments eeem unanswerable. As he talked
ebout his plan with a wniter to the World
Magazine he grew enthusdiastic.

‘“‘Now what caused the mild winter in
which these fossll trees omnce lived?”’ he
asked, and he answered the question himself.

‘“‘Undoubtedly,’’ he said, ‘it was caused by

Grenland corresponds in this particular to
Norway and Newfoundland to the north of
France. Were it not for the modifying influ-
ences of this great stretch of open ocean the
‘wintere in Europe would be of arctic se-
verity,

““What caused the once open ocean to the
north of Canada to be turned into an ice-
fleld? Beyond doubt the fact that the great
ocean current which at one time flowed from
the Atlantic into the Arctic became impeded
by some barrier.

“It is a scientific fact which you can verify
by consulting any together that in the bed
of the Atlantic there is a channel on the east
side extending from south ,of the equator
northward and gpassing between the Faroe
and Shétland islands at @ depth of 670 fath-
ams. This passage is about 350 miles wide
and I beliéve that it is through this channel
that the current between the Atlantic and
the Arcic oceans formerly flowed.

‘‘Now, precise scientific calculations will
show you that a current flowing through
this channel at the rate of four miles an
 hour and at a temperature ten degrees above
| freezing polnt would allow of sufficient water
to pass through to melt 1,000 cubic miles of
ice a day.

‘*That is to eay, in four or five years this
would melt all the ice in the Arctic ocean,
an dCanada from being a country of vigor-
ous <winters .would become almost semitropi-
| gal and all the land which stretches in such
vast areas to the north of us would share
fa that climate and become habitable.”

By means of much mental application, por-
\ing over maps, charts and scientific works,
Mr, McLennan has, he believes, found out
what the barrier is which stopped the cur-
rent between the two oceans. More than that,
he has, he declares, solved the problem of
removing that barrier.

He works it out in this way:

‘“‘After the glaclal period there was a time
when the Arctic was a great open ocean,
with quite a large ice cake near the pole. Ice
was then gradually disappearing, just as i
8 now. But in time whis ice cake becam:
detached from it moorings and drifted hey
and there over the Arctic oocean.

‘‘After drifting about for a long time ﬁs
ice cake became stranded in the At lantic gad
Arctic channel, blocking it just as ice will
temporarily block our Canadien rivers in the
epring of the year. To block this channel
would, I calculate have required an ice cake
500 to 600 miles across, probably one-twelth

The spectacular
campaign that Heinze waged for Clark
and his ultimate success reads like the
lines of an extravaganza, and sets forth
“practical politics” in its most exagger-
ated form.

Not so many years ago the Bishop of
London was more than contented with
his plutocratic lot; now he is complain-
ing that his pay of $50,000 & year is not
sufficent to keep him and the palaces
which are thrust upon him. The present
bishop is a bachelor, and has no plea-
sure upon the rows and rows of rooms
he has to keep in order; but an unso-
phisticated one would think that $50,000
a year would would do it. He is not
alone, however, in his complaining. The
Archibishop of Canterbury is with him,
and mourns because $75,000 a year will
not sustain him. The Bishop of Win-
chester has $36,000 a yeaw, and cannot
keep his own big palace on it. All this
complaining is heard on the intimation
that Parliament intends cutting down the
pay of bishops—a reform being threat-
ened akin to that which was helped
along by Anthonv Trollope’s clerical
rates. When the Bishop of Winchester
for instance, was able to buy from the
revenues of his sees, without feeling the
loss, the necessary miles of fresh car-
pets every year or so, he had an income
of something more than $200.000; and
now what has he got? Nothing but a
paltry $38,000.

The lake where the old town formerly
stood is teeming with many kinds of fish
and many fishermen visit the place dur-
ing the spring and summer. Fish fries
and picnies are held there, but the ma-
jorit yof the people who attent these ga-
therings little dream that a half cen-
tur yago a large village stood on the
ground which iz now covered by the lake.

PROPER“CARE OF A RAZOR.

It -is not generaly known that a rasor
works on the same principle as a saw. Un-
der a magnifying glass the edge of a razor
is found to be made up of litlte teeth, ir-
régular and fine.

“When & man is Gone shuving, especial-
ly if he is in a hurry, he Quts up his razor
without even wiping it off. Then, when he
wishes to use it again, he takes it from the
' case and applies it to his face.

The majority of men who shave them-
gelves do not strop their blades oftener than
once a week. This is ruinous to the edge,
for, being constructed like a saw, the m®o
confined particles of hair clog up the teeth
and not only hinder the razor from doing
its work properly, but also rust the edg_e.

‘The praper way to shave is to use a side-
wise, slanting, eawing motion. There |is
less difficulty in the cutting in this way,
and practically no “pull,” unless the razor
{s in extremely bad condition. The man
who Jearns to shave himself will invariably
pick up a razor anud pull directly and forci-
bly down his chesk. The man who has
learned from one who knows' uses the saw-
{ng motion, #nd saves much time and trou-
ple, as well as his skin.

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FREE TRADE FOR BRITAIN.

Hon. Mr. Asquith Tells the Premiers That Britain
Cannot Give Preference.

London, May 6.—To-day’s prices of
the Imperial Conference, proceedings was

mainly devoted to the speeches of Sir)
James MacKay, of the India Office, and i

of Mr. Asquith. The speeches of Sir
Robert Bond and General Botha are
briefly summarized. The remaining
speeches will be issued to-morrow.

Sir James MacKay said the interests
of India did not call for any g¢hange in
her fiscal system. It was not menaced
by the restrictive tariffs of foreign coun-
tries. which sold India £18,000,000 worth
of goods
Under reciprocal preference India had
more to give than to recgive. India was
the heritage of the whole empire, and
any preference granted the United King-
dom by the self-governing colonies should
also be granted to India.

General Botha said he had no man-
date, but exnressed the opinion that the
resolution of 1002 should. stand. He
did not think any good would result
from pressing on the mother country
any advance on that. The respective
Governments should be free to manage
their own affairs.

Sir Robert Bond joined Sir Wilfrid
Laurier in supporting the resolution of
1902. His Govermmnent desired to co-
operate in all possible ways in the policy
of preference between the United King-
dom and the colonies.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer.

Mr. Asquith said Sir Wilfrid Laurier
had pointed out on several occasions
what the basis of unity must be. ach
yuember of the empire must look first
to its own interest, and would
serve the whole by so doing. The colon-
jes had received full fisealQundependence,
and had even used it to build up tariff
walls against the mother country. 1f
the colonics thought this their duty
their action would not evoke remon-
strance, or even criticism, from him,
The preferential tariffs of the self-gov-
erning colonies id not admit British
manufactures to compete on equal terms
with local products. Doubtless the col-
onies held this to be vital to their inter-
ests. In the same way the home Gov-
ernment held that free trade was vital to
the interests of the United Kingdom.

Britain has a population of 44,000,000,
bearing the whole weight of an enor-
mous debt, largely contracted in building
up the empire, as well as the weight of
the cost of imperial diplomacy and im-
perial defence. That population was de-
pendent for food,and raw materials on
e ternal sources ‘of supply. That wa= an
sgential potmt of congideration.

How was the supremacy of Britain
maintained? lie thought it must’be at-
tributed to her special productive activi-
ty, to profits which she obtained from
kceping the biggest open market in the
world, to the cnormous earnings of her
shipping. All these were based in the
long Tun on keeping our food and raw
materials on the same basis and as near-
ly as possibls at the same price. After
t{m fullost discussion and examination
the people of Britain had deelared in
favor of free trade by a majority unex-
ampled in size. The Government could
not accept any infringement of that. poli-
cy, even by way of such an experiment
as Dr. Jameson suggested.

NEW POSTAL RATES.

United States Publishers Send Com-
plaints to Washington.

Washington, May 6.—The Postoffice
Department is receiving complaints from
publishers against enforcing the recent
amendment to the postal convention with
Canada. After hearing Chas. A. Munn,
of The Scientific American, and Robert
F. Collier, of Collier’s Weekly, to-day the
Postmaster-General furnished a state-
ment reviewing the history of the nego-
tiations, and stating that as Canada
would no: consent to a continuance of
the old rates, but two alternatives re-
mained—tio revert to the conditions of
the Postal Uniop and charge one cent for
each two ounces o. fraction thereof, or
to effect a compromise. The latter was
successful, but the best arrangement the
department could make was for a one-
cent rate for each four ounces or frac-
tion thereof, bulk weight, prepaid by
stamps affixed. The statement adds
that, “having full control of her own
postal affairs, Canada has the right to
determine the conditions upon which she
will admit matter from other countries
to her mails, and it is not within the
power of the United States to secure an
extension of time in the enforcement of
the amended convention.”
