Aa the 
night was falling the Augusta was 
sighted and the tug made for her, but 
when they got within hailing distance 
the crew of the tag were astounded to 
see the captain gesticulating franti­
cally and firing a revolver at them. It 
was a weird, unnerving position, and 
the tug had to keep away Instead of 
rendering assistance because of the 
captain’s strange conduct. They, how­
ever, kept the schooner in view 
throughout the night, and about 7.30 
g. m. they approached again. This 
time the captain was not to be seen, 
and the mate and Arriving gunner, to-' 
gether with some of the tug’s crew, 
went aboard. An astonishing state of 
things met their gaze, and they were 
told a story of tragedy and horror. It 
seems that when the boat drifted away 
the captain became frantic because of 
the helpleee position In whlrii he 
found himself in a seemingly sinking 
ship. He must have lost Is reason, for 
he got his automatic pistol and started 
firing at the remaining three members 
of bis crew, who had to seek shelter 
wherever they could from him. One 
of the men was shot in the upper Up. 
By a subterfuge the captain wa= 
eventually secured In his cabin, where 
he was barricaded in, all the timber 
and heavy articles to band being piled 
up against the doer and on top of the 
cabin to .present bis escape. It was 
trident that the captain hgd, gone 
stark mad, for he kept fifing ‘Millets.

In making stock a quart of water Is 
allowed usually to a pound of meat. 
To give body to thin soups add a lit­
tle barley, rice, arrowroot, cornstarch, 
potato flour rubbed to a cream, with 
a bit of butter, gelatine or rice flour 
that has been worked free of lumps 
with a little water or stock.

If a soup made without tomato needs 
a little acid to flavor it add the juice 
of a lemon, orange or ripe grape­
fruit. Leeks, cucumbers, pounded celery 
seed, burnt vinegar and sweet herbs 
are all valuable additions for stock 
making. If one is the proud possessor 
of an herb garden, then all the flavor­
ful herbs may be dried or preserved 
in spirits of wine for cooking use.

An odd Oriental fancy is tb make 
a puree of beans so thick that it hard- 

when cold; then a clear soup Is 
made and slices of the bean curd are 
put In each portion. It Is delicate and 
very rich and nourishing. Still an­
other Idea from the Far East Is to 
make tiny fritters, holding one boil­
ed shrimp each, serving two or three 
in each piaiej o. soup. In Russia a 
favorite soup has sliced apples poach­
ed on top Just before serving.

Town planning In Great Britain has 
so far advanced beyond the experi­
mental stage that It has now been de­
cided to make H compulsory for every 
town, having 20,000 Inhabitants or 
more, to submit a town planning 
scheme for Its own area to the local 
Govern ment Board not later than 
1926. Such a scheme must embrace 
the limitation of possible densities per 
acre, define the portion of a site area 
to be covered with buildings, the 
character of the bondings, the lines of 
arterial roads and the provision of 
open spaces.

The British people realize that hap­
hazard growth of towns leads to seri­
ous evils, and they are determined to 
control 1L In future, land will have 
to be developed so as beet to serve the 
IntereAs of the eommunity, which, in 
the long run, is usually in the inter­
ests at the landholders themselves. 
Only the land speculator Is adversely 
affected. It the public wish to put 
that individual out of business they 
cannot do it more effectively than by 
actively promoting proper scheritee of 

-town planning.
In Canada, the Province of Nova 

Scotia took the’ lead in making town 
planning compulsory in 1615. The 
only other Provlnoe which has a com­
pulsory act is Saskatchewan. These 
are therefore the only two Provinces 
abreast of the old country In town 
planning progress, though most of our 
provinces have enabling acts In force.

Farmhouses Modernized.
Woodpecker Nests On Sale.

the manufacture of woodpecker nests, 
but there Is actually a factory in 
Maine that take» many orders for 
such neete.

The bird houses are constructed of 
pine blocks fifteen Inches long aiu.’ 
from five to six in diameter. The back 
of the block ie equared to permit of 
the patent adjustment being properly 
attacned to the tree or placed where 
the house Is to he located, a canopy or 
top piece to keep out the weather be­
ing made like a roof. A perfect nest 
is drilled by a reamer. Within three 
inches of the bottom a corkscrew in­
dentation Ie made to the bird en­
trance, as the too3 of the woodpecke- 
are in paire, two before and two tx« 
hind with sharp, strong clawe, the 
whore 'Structure of the foot making it 
adaptable tor climbing.

Lesson V, August 3. 1918. ■ > -
CHRISTIAN WORSHIP.

Print John 4: 1-10, 19-24. 
Commentary.—The naturp of wor­

ship (Matt 9: 6. 6; John 4: 1.10, 19- 
24), Matt. 6: 6, 9. Jesus gives us 
clearly to understand that prayer Is 
an act of worship and shows us the 
Character of true prayer. No relig­
ious exercise that Ur performed os­
tentatiously can be regarded as wor­
ship. There was no benefit to the 
Ptharieeee from their standing in 
the streets - praying with a view to 
being seen by others. True prayer 
is communion between the equl and 
God. Jesus eaid, "But thou, when 
thou prayest, enter Into thy closet, 
and when thou hast shut thy door, 
pray to thy Blather which is In sec­
ret, and thy Father which eeeth In 
secret shall reward theè openly.”

John 4: 1. When therefore the 
Lord knew—Jesus knew without be­
ing told, but John spoke of Jesus as 
one man would speak of another. 
More disciples than John—The Phar­
isees were displeased with John’s 
preaching of Jeans, hence their op­
position to him was great 2. But 
his disciples—Jdeua gave himself to 
teaching and preaching, and com­
mitted the work of baptizing to hie 
disciples. 3. * Departed again ito 
Galilee—Jesus was finishing his first 
Judean ministry, and now withdrew 
to Galilee where the opposition of 
the Pharisees would not be as ac­
tive and Influential as in Judea 4. 
Must needs go through Samaria— 
This was the direct route from Ju­
dea into Galilee, - however the Jews 
usually crossed the Jordan Into Perea 
and, going northward, recrossed the 
Jordan to avoid passing through the 
land of the Samaritans with whom 
they bad nothing In common. 6. Samar- 
it—The name given to the region ly­
ing between Jndea and Galilee. Sy- 
char—A town between Mount Ebal 
and Mount Gerizim, forty miles north 
of Jerusalem on the direct route 
form Jerusalem to Nazareth. The 
more ancient name of the place was 
Shechem and the modern name Is 
Nablus. Jacob gave to his son Joseph 
.—This parcel of ground had an In­
teresting history. Jacob bought It of ■ 
Hamor and gave it to Joseph, and 
the bones of Joseph were burled 
there, after having been brought up 
from Egypt by the children of Is­
rael on their journey from the land of 
their enslavement to their own 
Canaan. 6. Jacob's well was there 
being In the region of the “parcel of 
ground” just mentioned. There is 
still a well there and there is no rea­
son to doubt its being the one by 
which Jesus sat Weary with his 
Journey—It was noon, and Jesus with 
his disciples had probably been walk­
ing since early morning. Jesus rest­
ed there while his disciples were 
gone to the town to buy food (v. 8.)

7. There Cometh a woman of Sam­
aria—The task of carrying water in 
the east rests largely upon the women. 
The usual time for drawing water was 
In the early morning or In the evening., 
At noon there would be few coming 
and going, hence the woman was alone 
there to receive the instruction of 
Jesus. This woman lived in one of 
the villages close by, undoubtedly 
Bychar, in the district called Samaria. 
She was a Samaritan and not a Jew. 
Give me to drink—Jesus was thirsty 
and he made this request because she 
had the utensils necessary for draw­
ing water from the deep well (v. 11). 
This request would very naturally 
open the way for the marvellous dis­
course on the living water, which he 
delievered to this one woman. 8. Unto 
the city—The present city, Nablus, is

BEES, FRUIT AND HENS GOOD 
COMBINATION.

(By Myra Kelsey Cox, Practical 
Poultrywoman.)

An old lady, whose name must 
have been Mrs. Cominonsense, gave 
a demonstration In economics when 
she declined to take all her eggs to 
market In one basket. Though this 
principle may not apply to every busi­
ness with equal appropriateness, its 
force must have been felt by poultry- 
growers during the past few years of 
difficulties. When the poultryman be­
gan to be oppressed by scarcity of 
feeds and .high prices, by advancing 
cost of labor and equipment, he Has 
lucky Indeed if he had other irons In 
the fire.

It Is almost impossible to render 
exact expense accounts of fowls on 
farms. Such live-stock maintains a 
thrifty existence on dropped waste; 
grains, not precisely as scavengers, 
but as a feathered salvage corps. In 
the yard devoted to poultry circum­
stances are less benign. A rigid, Im­
partial account of disbursements re­
veals only too often a narrowing mar­
gin of profit. Beajden room apd 
range add to the‘rood resources Si 
farm flocks, an asset not easily com­
puted, and yet a need to be met In 
rationing a pen.

Among minor occupations which 
may be associated with poultry- 
raising advantageously and 'wfthoift 
interference, are bee-keeping and 
frult-ralslng. Their combination Makes 
a profitable trio.

Orchards, family or commercial, 
are always desirable. The work In­
volved Is seasonable rather than con­
tinuous. The cultivation requisite to 
the quick growth and healthy devel­
opment of fruit trees makes the 
young orchard with its oft-turned soil 
the Ideal run for poultry. The period 
of growth preceding Its coming Into 
bearing Is one of non-return for In­
vestment in every respect unless It Is 
used for poultry. In the case of apple 
or nut trees, that period Is extended. 
Long before. It has become Imprac­
ticable to plant It In vegetables. As 
the trees spread In foliage, they af­
ford a shade much appreciated by 
poultry In sultry days.

POULTRY IN ORCHARDS .
On the other hand, fowls are Inde­

fatigable Insect hunters, with profit 
to themselves and to the trees. Be­
sides. they fertilize the soil, stimulat­
ing tree-growth. ' Temporal crops, 
such as buckwheat, scarlet clover In 
fall, rye or wheat (the last two not 
permitted to form grain) may be 
planted between rows, furnishing 
green food through several months. 
In old orchards, the permanent sod 
Is excellent pasture and popular as 
runs for all fowls, geese, hens, tur­
keys. ducks and guineas. At one time 
only Is It detrimental. When fruit 
falls In great quantities, it becomes a 
menace even-to chickens of robust 

,digestion, and death to more delicate 
fowls, such as turkeys and guineas.

The grounds of the new-set orchard 
may readily be divided Into chicken- 
yards. Movable colony houses may 
be stationed conveniently and wire- 
rune built. Orchard situations are al­
ways healthful because they are well- 
drained and usually more or less 
shielded.

The labor employed about the poul­
try plant Is sufficient to share the 
work Incidental to fruit growing. This 
la usually heaviest at certain seasons, 
such as spraying and pruning in 
spring or fall, and cultivation, which 
is not continuous. When fruit-bear­
ing begins and the orchard becomes 
profitable, the picking and marketing 
usually can be accomplished with la- 
bfcr already employed.

For the person or placid tempera­
ment and the taste, the ancient and 
honorable business of beekeeping 
forms a third source of Income with 
a minimum of labor and expense. A 
few hives of superior bees tucked 
away In a protected spot among the 
.trees, mean many pounds of honey, 
not alone for family use, but ’for sale. 

THE BUSY BEE.
During the depressed period of the 

90’s with wheat at 68 cents and corn 
at 25 cents, a small farmer of my ac­
quaintance managed a good living from 
his well-tended orchard and his hives, 
which together exceeded the total re­
turns from his other products. That 
farmer is now dead, but his son^tn- 
law continues the business of fruit and 
honey as an Important source of in­
come. A stimulating sight are the 
rows and rows of hives In a spring 
orchard with their myriads of winged 
workers. Nl

These active creatures accumulate 
remarkable stores of honey when a 
rich territory is adjacent. ' The pro­
duct is Always in demand, only need­
ing harvesting once or twice a year. 
Except at special reasons they require 
little care. For this reason, the bee­
keeping consorts most readily with 
fruit-raising and poultry-keeping. 
Their relations are reciprocal. The

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I. Christian worship. uChristian
worship la the highest form of religi­
ous devotion known or possible to 
mankind. It to to be sharply distin­
guished both in essence and expres­
sion from all forms of false worship 
or pagan devotion. It Is also to be 
distinguished from the preceding and 
divinely disclosed system of ceremon­
ial worship which it completes and 
supersedes. Christian worship is relig­
ious homage to the living and true 
God, revealing Himself In Christ, de­
claring Himself In scripture, and em­
braced by Christian faith. It properly 
Includes adoration, ascription of 
praise, thanksgiving and petition. 
(Rev. 7. 11, 12; Exod. 34. 8; 2 Chron. 
29 : 30). It Is always an acknowledg­
ment of superior excellence and au­
thority, and hence 1b Impossible to 
Deity. It remains solely a prerogative 
of Intelligent creaturehood and was 
designed to be universal. There can 
be but one proper object of worship 
(Matt. 4. 10; Rev. 19: 10). To fender 
religious homage to any creature un­
der any pretext whatever, is Idolatry, 
and contravenes the first Injunction 
of the decalogue.

II. Its nature. It is a Christian 
axiom that worship must correspond 
with the essence and character of 
Deity. Hence Christian worship Is a 
sincere and purely spiritual, act. God 
Is not worshipped with the work of 
men's hands "as though he needed any 
thing” (Acts 17:26). It does not con­
sist in place or posture, though re­
verential posture aids In devotion of 
spirit (John 4: 23, 24). It may be in­
spired and assisted by appropriate 
services and symbols, but Is dissever­
ed from them. These are of value 
only in the measure In vÿilch they as­
sist and express the spiritual frame. 
Anything in place or performance 
which attracts attention to itself, hin­
ders worship and frustrates the end 
for which it was designed Anything 
which secularizes the place of religi­
ous assembly tends to destroy the re­
verence inseparable from true wor­
ship. Worships is properly and scrlp- 
turally both private and public. Ne­
glect "of the former tends to decline 
fn the latter. The decline of church 
attendance argues 111 for present con­
ditions and Is not assuring for a fu­

CATHOLICISM IN U. S.

There are 17,549,324 Catholics In the 
United States, an Increase of 133,021 
since last year and of 8,471,459 since 
1894, according to the 1919 Official 
Catholic Directory Just issued under 
the copyright of P. J. Kennedy & Sons. 
Of the forty-eight states New York 
heads the list with 3.089,266.

Last year's increase Is the smallest 
recorded in years afid the publishers 
attribute this to the unsettled condi­
tions due to the war and to the fact 
that a number of diocese wers unable 
to take a census during 1918.

H. Meier, who has compiled the direc­
tory for the last fourteen spars, be­
lieves the real total of Catholics In the 
United States is nearer 19,500,000.

Up to June 7th of the present year, 
the total production of anthracite 
was only 33,349,600 net tons as com­
pared with 42,868,000 tons In the cor­
responding period of 1918, a decline 
of 9*4 million tons, or 22 per cent, it 
Is a fair assumption that the produc­
tion during 1919 will be less than 
80,000,000 tons, whereas the produc­
tion In 1918 was 99,614,334 tons. If 
this prediction be verified, there will 
be a shortage of 20,000,000 tons, or 
20 per cent.

The shortage Is due to a number of 
causes, not the least of which Is the 
migration of tens of thousands of 
Jugo-Slavs, Czecho-Slavs, Hunga 
rlans, Poles and other Europeans 
who are returning to Europe.

In addition, if there is such a seri­
ous shortage, we may confidently ex­
pect much higher prices for anth­
racite. Therefore, the Commission 
of Conservation advises consumers 
to purchase their winter supply of 
hard coal at the earliest possible 
date.
