McCarthy Says the Whole Family Are
Public Pensioners.

Had- the resolution on -the Manitoba
school question proposed by Dalton Mec--
Carthy in thé House of Commons come
to a vote, it would ungquestionably have
placed many honorable ‘members in a
mighty awkward position and without
doubt there would have been wigs on
the green, hence the political necessity
to choke off the motion from coming to
a division, which was successfully’ done.
It is a question, however, whether it was
not wise policy and whether it will not
result in increasing Mr. McCarthy’'s pop-
ularity .in the country. That he is still
in the very forefront of the most popu-
lar of speakers in the House of Commons
goes without saying. The Ottawa Jour-
nal, Ind. Cons, states that whil& Mr.
McCarthy talked for over three hours
nearly every member in the House was
in his seat. The galleries were crowded
and the interest was keen. His speech
is spoken of as one of the ablest he ever
delivered and -he held the attention of
his listeners. To the last the tone of his
address was fair and moderate, At the
close a member of Parliament remarked
to the Journai: ‘‘The complete history
of Manitoba is in that speech—and in it
right.,” McCarthy scored the Govern-
ment without mercy, which led Sir Hib-
bert Tupper—who Mr. McCarthy on an-
other occasion referred to as the young
lawyer without a brief—to taunt Mr.
McCarthy for taking an active part in
the parliamentary debate while he was
the paid lawyer of the Manitoba Govern-
ment. This riled Mr, McCarthy, who
sailed unmercifully . into the | Tuppers,
both father and son, calling them public
pensioners. Mr. MeCarthy said the com-
ments of 8ir, Hibbert Tupper were un-
just, unparliamentary and without a title
of justification. He thought the remarks

~were particularly uncalled for from young

Tupper or_any of his name whose family
connections disgraced the history of Can-
ada. Here there were cries of ‘‘Order.”
The Minister of Justice was the last man
to taunt him with being subsidized, Mr.
McCarthy said. For years he (Tupper)
had sat in the House and voted a salary
of $1,000 per annum to his own father—
and other connections of the Tupper fam-
ily were also in fat positions.

Chicago, July 18,—Mrs. Pletzel left last
night for Toronto togidentify the bodies
of the two children f0und in the cellar of
the house 16 St. Vincent street. — She
talked about her past life and her hus-
band’s dealings with Holmes before leav-
ing, Mrs. Pietzel is ill, broken in health
and mind. She believes in hypnotiec in--
fluence exerted by Holmes. Her story was
straightforwardly told and ‘it is impossi-
ble to believe, after ;being for any time
in her company, that she was either a
confederate or accomplice of Holmes in
commission of any of his erimes{ “Holmes
whom I have never met,’ said Mrs. Piet-
zel, “‘but once before the death of my
husband, seemed from the time he dsked
me for the care of my children until his
final arrest to have a peculiar infiuence
over me. 1 felt controlled by him. He had
sway over me, but then I thought it was
natural since he had been an intimate
friend of my husband. Besides, my hus-
band repeatedly told me that I could trust
him, he was a good man, he would al-
ways be true to us. The children idolized
him. There was nothing he could not
do with them. Again and again my hus-
band told me -how much he thought of
Holmes and how honorable he was until
I came to the same  opinion ‘myself, al-
tho at % th

gone to St. Louis: He was then helvily
interested with Holmes, and whatever
their enterprises were they did' business
together. I was lying sick with my baby
and could not go to Philadelphia to identi-
fy the body which they suspected to be
that of my husband. It was after that
Holmes told me that the body was not
that of my husband’s that it was a bogus
body made up to look like him, and that
if I or my children said anything about
it the insurance company would get hold
of us and we would be punished severely.
I was very gick and I loved Holmes. He
talked kindly and offered to take Alice,
Nellie and Howard from ‘me and edu-
cate them. He said he would put them to
school and pay all expenses, The children
loved him. As I was alone in the world,
and poor, I let him take them and they
went away. This time and at all other
times Holmes acted to me like a géntle-
man. He constantly kept me under the
impression, though, that I and my chil-
dren were to be mixed up with the bogus
body, which he said was found in Phila-
delphia. He said Pietzel was still alive
and that I would see him again when
this trouble was over. He wished, though,
to save us from arrest; and after my
three children were gone 1 moved about
the country. I began to worry about the
children, as I wanted to see them and
asked where they were. Holmes always
put me off with the story that I must
keep quiet until the detectives stopped
work. When he took me to Detroit and
registered me there as Mrs. Adams he
told me so when he came up to the room
where Dessie, my oldest daughter, and
I were, I told him he did wrong to put
my name down incorrectly, but he ex-
plained that detectives must be kept off
the track, and I was protecting my hus-
band by this, I finally heard the children
were at Toronto, and Dessie, I and the
baby went there alone to search. After
reaching the city I went into a store on
Yonge street to get something for the
baby. Just after we came out of the store
on the other street, 1 met Holmes face
to face. He was cool and unconcerned,
He said: ‘Why I was looking for you,
Just wait here a minute while I go into
the store. I have something in there that
I want to get. ¢ will join you in an ‘in-
stant.” Before I could ask him a question
he entered the store. I waited there until
baby began to cry, when I told Dessie to
go into the store and look for him. She
did so but could’'not find him. Then 1
went in myself, but could not find him,
and never saw him again.”

Toronto, July (18.—At the inquest upon.
the bodies of Alice and Nellie Piétzel,
swhich were found in the cellar of a St

/Vincent street house, detective Grier, of

Philadelphia, was the first witness ex-
amined. He gave a succinct history of the
case, George -Dennis, night clerk of ‘the
Palmer House. stated that by request of
Holmes he went to meet the train from
Detroit and took the two Peitzel girls
to the Albion hotel, where he left them.
The bookkeeper of the Albion stated that
the children stayed from the 19th of Oc-
tober to the 25th. Mrs. Nudell, who owned
the house, 16 St. Vincent street, testified
that a man whom she identitied by his
photograph .as Hyplmes, had rented the
house and paid one month’'s rent in ad-
vance. Ryves, who resides at 18 St. Vin-
cent street, said on one occasion that
Holmes wanted to borrow a spade, say-
ing that he wanted to bury a supply of
potatoes in the cellar.

The expressman who took the trunk
to. St. Vincent street has been found. He
had no difficulty in picking out Holmes’
photograph from a number of others. De-
tective Grier also thinks that he has clues
that will lead to the discovery of the fate
of Minnie Willlams, Helmes’ Chicago
stenographer, who, he says, went to Eng-
land with the children, but whom Grier
believes Holmes to have murdered.

Advices received from Philadelphia say
that H. H. Holmes has invented a clever
ruse to prevent his being tried before a
Canadian jury. He intends pleading guilty
to the charge of murdering Howard Peit-
zel in Detroit. As there is no capital pun-
ishment law in Michigan, Holmes' sen-
tence in that State will prevent his being
extradited to stand the charge of mur-
dering the Peitzel children in Toronto,
iand by this means he will escape the gal-

ows,

Detec-
tives Geyer, of Philadelphia, and Cuddy,
of- the local staff, and the doctors who
were present were perfectly satisfied with
the identification. The inquest on the body
of Alice, the eldest girl, was resumed at
the police court last night.

William McDonalid, a lad who lived with
his parents at 16 St. Vincent street, after
Holmes had left the place, was the first
witness examined. He told how he had
found the snake toy which Harold Pietzel
used to play with in a satchel in a ciuset
in one of the bedrooms of the house. The
lad also deseribed minutely the satchel.
He also said taht he had seen the mat-
tress which had played such an important
part in the case, a wooden bedstead and
some small boots in the house before
his parents moved their furniture into it.
He did not know what became of any
of the other articles, but because of its
‘peculiarity he had kepf the toy.

Mrs. Pietzel belng called told the story
of the wanderings of Holmes with her
children as far as she knew .of them, in
fact, the whole story that has been made
public through the press. Her description
of the satchel spoken of by McDonald tal-
lied with that given by the lad. S8he also
stated that the smake toy did not belong
to Harold, but was one of the treasures
of the girl Nellie, who always carried it
with her in e satchel. The doctors
making the post mortem stated that the
decomposed condition of the bodies made
it almost impossible to make any definite
statement as to external violence, The
stomachs had yet to be analyzed.

Chicago, July 20.—Another appalling
crime will be laid at the door of H. H.
Holmes, the notorious insurance swindler,
and the alleged murderer of the Pietzels.
That Minnie Williams, of  Fort Worth,
Texas, met her death at the hands of
Holmes,; is scarcely doubted. Late last
night the police found in a stove in the
three-story brick building which was built
by Holmes, and in which both he and the
Williams girl lived, a quantity of charred
bones, and buttons known to have been
on a dress owned by Minnie Williams,
and a partly melted portion of a watch
chain which has been positively identified
as having been the property of the girl.
The chain was instantly recognized by
C. E. Davis, who occupied a portion of
a store formerly occupied by Holmes
when he was in the drug business, as one
he had seen Miss Williams wear. Davis
also claims to recognize the buttons as
those he had seen on a dress worn by
Mies Willlams. The ghastly discovery was
made last night by a force of detectives
working under the command of Inspector
Fitzpatrick. This morning at 6 o’clock
they renewed their search of the house,

SPEECHES MADE ON THE MUCH
VEXED SCHOOL QUESTION.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell Makes Em-
phatically Solemn Promises and
Sir’ Frank Smith Declares His
Intentions. :

The World contained on the day it
occurred a very brier telegraphic report
of the proceedings in the Senate upon the
occasion of the Minister of Agriculture
making a statement of his reasons for
resigning his place in the Cabinet. As
it is very likely, however, that the say-
ings and doings then will ultimately be
widely canvassed and that they may
have an important effect upon the fut-
ure of the country we reproduce them
at length and would advise a careful and
thoughtful study of the report by
Liberals as well as Conservatives:

Hon. Mr. Angers explained the reasons
which led him to abandon the Govern-
ment. ~ He explained that he was wil-
ling to leave remedial legislation until
the session in the fall, but, he was not
willing to renew communications with
the Manitoba Government. He believed
that the minority had acquired a right
and a legal standing, and if negotiations
were renewed,with Manitoba it might
deprive Parliament of the ability to pass
a remedial bill. = He was not satisfied
with the promise or pledge made by the
Government on Monday last. = At the
pening - of the i Premier - Bowell
had made a promise in a speech in'the
4debate on the address, and the second
pledge was discredited by the non-ful-
‘fillment of the first. He added: “‘That
moble voice, which promised at the open-
ing of the session has been suppressed
by an influence which, although existing
in a small fraction of the population,
made itself so strong that it acted like
a damper upon the Premier, and new
utterances had been made. I say that
between this day and the day Parliament
is to meet again an excitement  will so
grow over the country that if Parliament
hesitates to-day it will then be afraid. I
believe remedial legislation has received
such a blow at the action of the Govern-
ment that we will never have it, and
consequen$ly I could not take upon my-
self the responsibility of remaining with
them.”

Sir Frank Smith said that he had
pleaded with Mr. Angers to stay and
help them in the cause, but they could
not agree as to the time for putting
this law through Parliament. HE
PLEDGED HIMSELF, IF THE DAY
CAME, TO STAND UP AND FIGHT
FOR THAT REMEDIAL LEGISLAT-
IQN. He taunted Mr. Angers with
throwing up the sponge because he could
rot have hkis own way in the c¢runeit
Referring to Mr. Angers’ want of faith.
in the Government’s pledges, Sir Frank
declared THAT THEY WERE HONEST,
AND JF GOD SPARED HIM HE
WOULD BE THE FIRST MAN TO DE-
CLARE WAR IF THE PLEDGE WAS
NOT FULFILLED. There was some-
thing behind Mr. Angers’ resignation, he
thought, and he insinuated that Mr. Ang-
-ers and his friends desired to form an
alliance more congenial to their wishes.
All the Catholics asked was postpone-
ment, and in the meantime. a good feel-
ing could be talked up. He regretted
that Mr. Angers had no faith in his
colleagues. He devoted some time to
declaring that the Irish Catholics had
not deserted the ‘“French gentlemen
from Quebec.”

Mr. O’Donohue—Suppose before the
next session your colleagues from On-
tario resign, where would your remedial
legislation be? I do not think it im-
possible that ‘your colleagues from On-
tario will abandon their positions before
submitting to femedial legislation, and
if they do submit, I question very much
whether you will see them returned to
Parliament again.

Sir Frank Smith—If one or more step
out, others will be taken in.

Premier Bowell expressed regret at the
tone of the latter portion of Mr. Angers’
speech. He resented it. On all mat-
ters of grave importance there must be
differences .of opinion between 13 or 14
gentlemen. He denied Mr. Angers’ in-
sinuation that.his course was influenced
from outside. He had himself suggested
the announcement on Monday in order
to bring together all the elements of the
Cabinet, in order to grant, when the
time arrives, THESE RIGHTS OF
WHICH HE HAD ALWAYS SAID
THEY HAD BEEN DESPOILED. He
was not in favor of separate schools
per se, but there was A PROMISE
MADE WHEN MANITOBA CAME IN
THAT SEPARATE SCHOOLS SHOULD
BE MAINTAINED FOREVER, AND
HE FELT BOUND—AND HE WOULD
TAKE HIS PARTY AS FAR AS HE
COULD—TO CARRY OUT THE PRO-
MISE. He hesitated to pass the re-
medial legislation because he reflected
upon the great danger to Provincial
autonomy and to the peace of the Dom-
inion. He quoted Mr. Tarte in proof of
the opinion that it was impossible to
coerce Manitoba, and in order to show
that the Liberals were opposed to reme-
dial legislation. Referring to Mr.
O'Donohue’s remark Sir Mackenzie
Bowell said: “If my Upper Canada col-
leagues retire from fear—a quality they
do not possess—I shall try to fill their
places with gentlemen who hold my
views. The honorable gentlemen had
said that if they submit to remedial
legislation they would not be re-elected
to Parliament. If that be the case, and
probably it is, so —™uch .greater is the
credit to be given ‘ vem for taking their
political lives in their hands.” He was
sorry that Mr. Apgers had no confidence
in the pledges of the Government. These
pledges WOULD EBE CARRIED OUT
if life lasted and the Government were
enabled to do it by majorities in Parlia-
ment. Was it not better, however, to
have these concessions made by Mani-
toba than by the Dominion, in order to
have the religion of the parents taught
to the children. He did not agree with

Toronto Globe: . The Bowell Govern-
ment ‘decided for dissolution, campalgned:

The Bowell Government solemnly passed
an order-in-Council granting $2,500,000 to
the Hudson Bay Railway project, took
fright at the temper of public opinion and
dared not lay the recommendation before
Parliament.

The Bowell Government passed a reme-
dial order intended to force Separate
schools on Manitoba, took fright. at the
temper of public opinion and dared not
submit the coercive legislation to Parlia-
ment. ®

The English-speaking wing of the Bow-
ell Government brought down a promise
of remedial legislation for next session,
took fright at the temper of the French
Ministers, who declared it unsatisfactory,
got down on their knees before Mr. Qui-
met’s club and meekly gave the cast-
iron pledges demanded by their merciless
associates.

The Bowell Government, instead of go-
ing to the coluntry without holding a
fifth session of Parliament, as intended,
has now solemnly promised a sixth ses-
sion in order to ‘“seize Manitoba by the
throat and force upon it a Federal school
law.”

These are melancholy days for the Con-
servative party. No wonder the party is
in revolt all over the country. Conserva-
tives do not forget the strong and reso-
lute leadership of Sir John Macdonald,
and in contrast the weakness, vacillation
and cowardice of the men who now sit
in the Cabinet, the self-elected leaders
of the party, must be humiliating even
to the verge of tears.

Montreal Star: A strange feature of the
cable message sent by Mr. Ward of New
Zealand to Sir Mackenzie Bowell was that
it arrived at Ottawa on thée 6th, though
filed at New Zealand on the 7th, Here
is a case where the telegraph messenger
boy absolutely failed to get in his work.

cause their Governments have appro-
priated large sums of money for the

THE DESCENT OF ROBERT BURNS.

The Dundee, Scotland, Courier, in a
recent issue, says: A writer «m the forth-
coming Evergreen offers a new and n-
tercsting piece of information about th«
descent of Robert Burns, which will p1o-
bably give rise to much -iscussion
awcongst critics, It has long been a sub-
ject of dispute betwean Highlanders and
Lowlanders whether Burns was to be
set in the one hand or tn: other. Da the
crie hand, there i8 mu‘:1 of the Celtic
spirit in Burns’ poems; and a vague tra-
dition of his Highland ancesiry has lurg
been afloat. Omn-the ocisr hand, all that
has hitherto been known with certainty
is the fact stated b~ iie poet himse!.:
‘“My father was of the north of Scot-
land, the son of a farmer, who, like his
ancestors, had rented lands of the noble
Keiths of Marischal.” Now, however,
Alexander Carmichael, a well-known Cel-
tic enthusiast, has disinterred the story
of Burns’ ancestry. ‘“The Land of
Lorne,” according to him, ‘“was not only
the ancestral home of Lord Macaulay, of
David Livingston, 6f Thomas Campbell,
but * * *.  of the forbears of Robert
Burns and John Ruskin.”” The ancestor
of ‘Byrns, we are told, was a certain
‘Walter Campbéll, of” Ballendeor, beside |i
Taynauilt, in the shadow of Cruachéhn:
There is much romance in the tale of his
enforced flight to the Lowlands. In
these days there was an institution in
the Highlands known as the Strolling
Satirists, which was apparently ‘the
simple Celtic substitute for a society pa-
per. “They overran the country,” we
learn, “going where and when they
liked, and preying upon whom they
pleased, always choosing ‘good wit, ggod
quarters and good cheer. They satirised
everything and every one and one an-
other—the dread of the people wherever
they went; they could remain in a place
for a year and a day unless their satire
was overcome by satire.’”” One such
band, of 16 in number, took up its abode
with the aforesaid Walter Campbell. Hea

16 by means of an ingenious stratagem,
which must be studied in Mr. Carmich-
ael's own words. Unluckily the satirists
were drawn from a dozen different clans.

BLAKE IN IRELAND,

The Toronto Globe, in an editorial,
speaks thus interestingly of a distin-
guished son of the Dominion: All who
intelligently weighed the material com-
posing the British and Canadian Parlia-
ments must have been convinced that Mr.
Blake would readily take a foremost place
in either, A few detracting references to
his entrance into British politics by news-
bapers opposed to the cause he went to
champion were eagerly copied in Canada
by his political opponents. But his elo-
quence and ability were not long in gain-
ing the recognition in the British Isles
which they had-already won in Canada.
At the convention held in Cork to choose
a candidate as a successor to Wm. O’-
Brien, Mr. Blake's address was the lead-
ing feature. Mr, O'Brien had been forced
to retire by a court decision declaring
him a bankrupt, and the convention se-
lected to fill the vacancy James O’Brien,
who - has also. a well-known record in
the Home Rule movement. The depth of
feeling which often so maturally marks
Mr, Blake’s addresses pervaded his refer-
ences to the retiring member. He told
how, eight years before, he had first met
William O’Brien in that neighborhood
when the retiring member was on his way
to stand his trial which they knew meant
his condemnation in Midleton, Mr. Blake
accompanied him there and saw that trial
proceeding—the trial of William O'Brien
and John Dillon. The circumsiatice, 112
said, that moved him most was the fact
that after the trial was over and William
O’Brien and John Dillon had been hauied
away to meet their sentence of imprison-
ment, he walked for a while with Mrs.
Mandeville, wife of John Mandeville, and
she told him of the life that she and
her husband had been leading. He was a
farmer leading an open-air life. She told
of the injurious influence which: every
slight change in his habits of life exerted
on his political health. The diversion of
a holiday visit, even in fair weather, had
a debilitating effect. She dreaded the re-
sult of a term in prison to one so consti-
tuted. The result she dreaded came to
pass; the imprisonment terminated in
his death. That impression never depart-
ed from- Mr. Blake. A few years after-
wards he was asked to join thei Irish
party, and for the 'last three years he
had been in constant and intimate asso-
ciation with the man he first met on that
day. He had learned to know him, to
love him, and to admire his fervent, zeal-
ous and self-sacrificing spirit and that
comprehension of great political ques-
tions which overshadowed not only that
island, but the two islands, which he has
constantly exhibited. ' The differences
which had' arisen from time to time
among the adherents of the Home Rule
cause Mr. Blake made the, text of a
strong appeal for unity, both in Parlia-
ment and in the constituencies. Again,
alluding 'to the retiring member, he said
they were consoled so far as they could
be consoled, by the reflection that Mr.
O’Brien was a many-sided mian, that he
was a great Parliamentarian, but also
a great popular force and great journal-
istic ‘force; that he was not oné of those
men of one opportunity and one vocation,
who could work in one place and that
place alone.

TRADE WITH SIBERIA.

The ecurrent number of the Anglo-Rus-
sian Society’s Journal contains a pdper
on the commercial relations between this
Province and Siberia. It is pointed out
that when the trans-Siberlan railway is
finished the people of British Columbia
will be able to join hands in commerce
with those of Russia. There is work
enough for both English and Russians
in those regions, although the wheat-
growers may have dangerous rivals on
the Amoor. The cattle men of Assinibola
the Northwest and even Ontario seem to
be paralleled by the horse and cattle
breeders around Yatusk; the fisheries of
the Fraser and Columbia by the fishing
folk of the Lena; the Indian hunters of
America by the Tungu trappers; the gold
fields of Cariboo and silver mines of
Kootenay by those scattered over Siberia;
the very coal fields at’' Nanaimo by those
discovered somewhere in the vicinity of
Vladivostok. The writer does not seem
to have a high opinion of the Siberian
pine as compared with our timber. Si-
beria it is ,added, should be an ample
market for Canadian manufactured goods.
Appended is a letter from Mr. Bajenoff,
the chairman of the Amoor Steam Navi-
gation and Trading Company, dated Mos-
cow, April 7th. He points out that the
region of the Amoor is a hercules in
embryo, but that at present the popula-
tion is scanty and trade is exclusively
maintained by the gold diggings. Agri-
culture is in its infancy, and manufactur-
ing industry does not exist, with the ex-
ception of two flour mills. The great Si-
berian Railway will develop the region,
when the population will rapidly increase.
Three large cement works have been con-
structed on the Amoor for. the require-

THE TOMB OF BURNS.

‘Willlam ‘Watson, the® English poet,
whose finest poem is, perhaps, his son-
net on the grave of Wordsworth, and
whose ode on the death of Tennyson was
by far the noblest of the utterances call-
ed forth by the passing of that beuucitul
strong soul, has written some fine elegiac
verse in memory of the Scottish poet,
Robert Burns. He has moulded it in the
favorite form of Burns, and it is very
striking “to find how well the measure
which seemed fitted only for the passion-
ate lyric of nature’s ginger, suits the se-
vere, sculptured, dignified utterance which
is one of the chief merits of Watson. As
the poem is copyrighted we can only
give a'few verses: Watson opens with
references to Shakespeare, Keats, Shelley,
Wordaworth, and Wilton, and proceeds:

In the present instance
the rights that the Province of Manitoba
attempted to sacrifice were the legal
rights of the Queen's Roman Catholic
subjects, What+are the true facts of the
case? In the year 1867, at the union of
the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, one great obstacle
that presented itself was the question of
education between Roman Catholles and
Protestants. This difficulty was over-
come by the insertion in the B.N.A: act
of 1867 of section 93 and sub-sections 1,2,
3 and 4 The Catholics of Manitoba held
the same views with regard to education
as did their co-religionists in Quebec and
Ontario. In the year 1870. the Catholics
and Protestant population in Manitoba
were about equal in number. Manitoba
entered the Confederation in 1870, upon
the terms of the Manitopa Act, 33 Viec.
chap. 3 (D.S.), which act was declared
valid by the British North America Act,
1871.

Some of the material terms of union
were as follows: “In and for the Pro-
vince the said legislature may exclusively
make laws'in relation to education, sub-
ject and according to the following pro-
visions: (1) Nothing- in any such law
shall prejudicially affect any right or
privilege -with respect to denominational
school which any class of persons have
by law.or practice in the Province at the
union. (See sec. 22, sub. sec. 1 of the
Manitoba Act, 1870.) Sub-sections 1 and 3
of section 93 of the British North Ameri-
ca Act, 1867, read as follows: “In and for
each Province the Legislature may exclu-

In 1 a law was passed which
established throughout Manitoba a system
of denominational education, The board
of education consisted of twosections-

were to be maintained by grants from the
Provincial funds to be divided equally be-
tween Protestant and Roman Catholic.
schools and by contributions from the peo-
ple of each district, such contributions to
be levied by an assessment on the pro-
perty of the school district, etc. Between
1876 and 1890 certain enactments were in
force maintaining the system of denomin-
ational education. In the year 1890 the
Legislature passed two acts whereby a
general system of non-sectarian educa-
tion was established in place of the de-
nominational system thn.t had previously
existed.

Apples,
Other Frulu May be. K’ayt for
Months in Good Condition.

The following paragraphs are extn.cted
from the report of John'Gralg, horticult-
urist of the Central Experimental Farm,
Ottawa, for last year, Mr. Craig speaks
as follows: The fruit year, u a ‘whole,
may be looked upon as il and sat-
isfactory, although the meteorolotlea.l
conditions governing spring and early
summer were, in some of the best f.nm

growing regions, notably the Niagara pe
ninsula, quite abnormal. ln that dutrlct
the apple crop, more than any other, suf-
fered from the heavy rains of May and

June, while the severe draught of mid-

summer had -the effect of decreasing the

size of early peaches, pears and apples, as
well as ripening them prematurely. The
early and simultaneous ripening of such
large quantities had a deleterious effect
. upon domestic markets, resulting in ex-
ceedingly low prices being realized for
early peaches and pears. The lack: of
rainfall emphasized the value of thor-
ough_and frequent shn.llow cu vation,
as _a means of conserving th ture
of ‘the soil.” In the Province ot Quebec
the necessity of a better system of fer-
tilizing and cultivating the orchard than
has been practised in the.past is becom-
ing recognized. Apples of greater export
va.lne than the varietiés now. composing
older orchards -are being selected
whm new planting is being done. Nova

Scotia has marked an era in her horti-

cultural progress by the establishment of

a school of horticulture, under the con-

trol of the Provincial Fruit Growers’ As-

sociation and the directorship of Prof.

E. B. Faville. This is the only school

of its kind fn Canada, if not in America.

One of the most interesting portions
of Mr. Craig’s report refers to experi-
ments, which were carsied on with a
view of determining the value of cold
storage as -a factor in the preservation
and marketing of our summer and au-
tumn fruits. Experiments were carried
on for, the preservation of peaches and
plums, and Mr. Craig reports that in stor-
ing these fruits at a temperature of 34
degrees Fahr., the result gained indi-
cate that stone fruits as a class cannot
be profitably stored for a longer period
than three weeks, and that in the case
of fruit originally ‘well ripened, probably
not so long, and that after’ this period
there™is a rapid deterioration both in'
flavor and firmness. The results of the
experiments are both interesting and en-
couraging. They are as follows:

Pears and apples: Bartlett—Fully ripe,
wrapped, packed in baskets, stored on
September 1st, began to decay November
15th, The same unwrapped were badly
decayed on that date. Bartlett—Fully
ripe, wrapped and packed in cases hold-
ing from 50 to 75 pears each, were in
good condition on December 1st.- Flavor
unimpaired. On December 10th 2 to 30
per cent. were rotten; on December 15th
fully 50 per cent. hs,d decayed. Flavor
somewhat impaired,/ Flemish Beauty—
Fully matured, wrapped and packed in
baskKets, decayed earlier than Bartlett,
beginning to show signs of rotting on
October 15th, The same variety un:
wrapped bégan to decay on October 6th.
Flemish Beauty—Fully matured, wrapped
and packed in kegs, were in good con-
dition up to November 1st; they decayed
rapidly after this and few remained by
December 10th. The unwrapped in kegs
had entirely wasted by December 6th.
Beurre Clairgeau—Wrapped in baskets,
were also in good condition when last
examined, December 31st. The same un-
wrapped were also in good condition on
the same day. Beurre d’Anjou—Wrapped
and packed in kegs and boxes, were also
in good condition -on December 10th; and
the same may be said of Duchess. It
would seem that matured Bartlett ana
Flemish Beauty cannot be safely kept in
storage after November 15th or at least
December 1st. In the case of apples it
is shown that many of our hardy and
productive summer,  apples can be kept)
into mid-winter in good condition at a
temperature of 34 degrees. This is de-
cidedly encouraging: as in many vortions
of the country Duchess of Oldenburp can
be grown readily and with- much profit
if a market can be obtained for the fruit.
There is little doubt that growers this
year will take advantage of the fact that
this fruit may be preserved, and place
in storage quantities of the Duchess of
Oldenburg for mid-winter consumption.

Grapes: The grapes include Lindley,
Delaware and Niagara. These were kept
in storage in good condition till mid-
winter and later. Some of the import-
ant lessons gained from this trial in stor-
ing fruits are summarized by the horti-
culturist as follows: (1) Fruit for stor-
age should be picked when fully grown,
but before it has thoroughly maturea.
(2.) Early pears, peaches and the larger
varieties of plums should be wrappel sep-
arately in tissue paper. (3.) Tight wood-
en boxes are the most satisfactory pack-
ages for storing and handling. When
baskets are used they should be provid-
ed with strong ‘“veneer” covers. (4)
Stone fruits, such as peaches and plums,
under ordinary circumstances should not
be held for a longer period than two or
three weeks. (6.) The marketing season
for early pears and apples may be ex-
tended from 30 to 60 days, and under fav-
orable circumstances for a longer period.
(6.) The outcome of experiments with
fall and early winter varieties of apples
and pears, including samples of grapes,
yet remains to be developed.

Some 15 pages of the horticulturist’s
report are devoted.to a description of
important experiments carried on in the
Niagara fruit growing district of Ontario,
in conjunction with the Provincial Fruit
Growers’ Association, for the prevention
of fungus diseases by spraying: The ex-
periments -were most - satisfactory in
nearly all cases, and the results obtain-
ed, which have already been published
in bulletin form, have given a great im-
petus to the spread of this practice by
fruit growers and farmers.

The quantity of furs sold by the
company in January jand March last was
about the same as 'that sold in 1804, The im-~
provement in prices, indicated in the last re-
port as probable, was realized this spring, and
althoughsthe value some furs declined, the
majority of the changes showed an improve-
ment upon the low prices of last year, the
principal advances being - in marten,’ mink,
iynx and white fox. “The Information so far
received from the company’s trading posts en-
courages the hope that the quantity of fur
to be imported before next year's sales may
not fall short of the average. It is satis-
factory to kmow that most of the furs graded
by the company continue in falr demand, and
should the general improvement in business
continue and-‘extend, satisfactory prices may
be looked for at the next sales. The land
account gives the cash receipts and 'disburse-
ments of the land department for the year
ended 81st March, 1895, and it will be seen
that- receipts from instalments, interest 'on
sales, rents, etc., amount to £18,479 6s. 9d.;
this compares ‘with £28,849 Ts 9d. received in
the preceding year The sales have béén:
Farm land, 4,431 acres for $23,208, averaging
$5.24 per acre; town lots, 126 lots for $37,824;
total $60,638; as compared with .last year,
farm lands, 7,526 acres for $48,225, averaging
$6.40 per acre; town lots, 79 lots for: $38,5685;
total, $86,810. The low price of wheat and
the general depression affecting all agricul-
tural interests alluded to in the last report
prevailed in even a'greater degree during the
past year, and, together with the decrease of
immigration, operated most forcibly in reduc-
ing the sales of land and the collection of in-
stalments. It is, however, satisfactory to be
@ble to state that the collection of interest
on unpaid dnstalments has,  in spite of the
drawhbacks enumerated, been fairly good, and
does not show a large falling off in compari-
son with the preceding year. The general
trade of the company has been .adversely af-
fected by the great commercial @ depression
which has existed in Canada and the United
States, but present advices point to the pros-
pects of a good harvest and to a general re-
vival of trade throughout the country. It wil
be noticed that the number of accounts have
been reduced from six to three.. This simpli-
fication has been made possible by the ar-
rangement lately carried out between  the
company and the officers, which obwviates any
further necessity for keeping the fur trade ac-
counts separate from the general accounts of
the company.

.A NEW COMPANY.

The bill incorporating the Ontario Acci-
dent Insurance company has received its
final reading before the Senate at. Ot~
tawa, This means that as soon as the
Governor-Genéral' assents to the.legisla-
tion of this session ‘is given the company
will be in a position to commence busi-
ness. The capital stock has been placed at
$500,000, and the provisiondl directors are

‘be lighted by electricity. B. H. Sweet sup-
<erintended the wood work and Thomas J.
Bulge the mechanical. She goes on the
Revelstoke-Northport route to take the
place of the Columbia, which was burned
at Robson last August. There is nothing
new to record at Nakusp. J. S8, Lawrence
is now the manager of the Nakusp &
dlocan Railway, and is located there.
Thomas Abriel, the news agent, who
sought a new flield at Three Forks,
thought Nakusp good enough for him and
he returned to his old stand. I have been
told that there is a loadstone somewhere
in the vicinity that has considerable pow-
er over Tommy. Wnile at Nakusp I met
G. D. Scott, of Vancouver, on his way
to the Kootenay Gold, Silver and Copper
Mining Co.'s property in the Lardeau, of
which he is manager. It is on Sable creek,
from Lardeau up Fish creek a distance of
11 miles. Samples of ore from the mine
run high in gold, silver and copper. Min-
ing men tell me that the company have
a bonanza in theiy mine. A gang of men
are on the Government wagon road lead-
ing in that direction. Mr. Scott does not
profess to be a mining man, but he had
been visiting the various camps to gain
knowledge. He was the first Vancouver-
ite to become engaged in such an enter-
prise in the Kootenays. He is an energetic
young man, and I trust he will make
barrels of money. Mr. Scott was fortu-
nate in securing the services J. C. Smith,
formerly of the Penn Smelting and-Min-
*Co., of Philadelphia. He is now actively
engaged developing with a force of men,
and states that there is ore enough in
sight to pay for the work as soon as they
commence shipping, which they expect to
do this fall. There are splendid placer
mines
IN THE LARDBAU

and several thousand dollars have been
washed from its auriferious gravel. L.
Arthur, of Victoria, is intereswa in six
quartz claims. He is located on Duncan
river. One of the properties on which an
open cut displays the ledge to a depth
-of 21 feet, shows grey copper ore, assay-

" ing 30 ozs. silver and upwords per ton.

‘The ledge is mineralized for 12 feet. So
far they have no road, and are unable
to ship ore. Mr. Arthur, like all who have
visited this section, is quite enthusiastic
over the prospects for the Lardeau dis-
trict, F. G. Fauquier, the recorder at Na-
kusp, informed me that he had 110 lo-
cations recorded this year. They are
chiefly from Cariboo creek, a gold quartz
section. Mr. Fauquier states that all as-
says are improving as development work
is proceeded with, but there is a lack of
capital to open up the claims. From many
sources I have learned that the Cariboo
<reek claims look well. Some are even
sanguine that it will prove a second Trail
Creek. There is silver there also, but it
is chiefly a gold camp. T. Abriel, who is
interested there, proposes making a ship-
ment of a car of ore soon, which will be
the first to go from any point on Arrow
lake. Burton City is at the mouth of
Cariboo creek, about 20 miles south of
Nakusp. The captain of the steamer Ar-
row informed me that his trade with
the Cariboo creek section is very satis-
factory indeed. All that is wanted is cap-
ital to open it up and ship out ore, for
the assays in every case are highly sat-
isfactory. There is considerable talk at
Nakusp about the mica mines that have
been discovered just across the lake from
the town. The guality is first-class, and
.as it is there in abundance, all that is
wanted is capital to work the mines. They

e

O'Ls contractor, has 11
,of grading d from Sand -
ards ‘and 11-2 miles more to grade.

He has also two miles of a contract from
‘Sandon ‘on the branch of Cody freek, out
of the three miles that are to be bullt.
He has the right of way cleared and a
large force of men at work. The Slocan
Milling and Mining Co., of which A. E.
Humphreys ana W. E. Yawkey are the
chief owners, at Three Forks, ‘was run
for a time and 5000 tons of crude ore
were put through, which ran three to
one. . When sleighing disappeared they
were obliged to shut down, as they couid
not get the ore from their mines. But
they will be started by the time this let-
ter is in print. The concentrator has a
capacity of 100 tons per day. They have
constructed a gravity three-rail tram
from the concentrator to within a mile of
the Alamo and Idaho mines. The tram
line is 11-4 miles in length and reaches
an elevation of 1,634 feet above the con-
centrator. From this point they will build
branches to their various mines. They can
tnen handle as high as 1,000 tons of ore
per day, with only two cars, one at each
end, and they always pass at the cen-
tre of the line. The tram is complete in
every respect, and refiects great credit
upon John Vallance, who has been man-
ager for this big company since they
commenced operations at Three Forks.
The rails for the tram are from the Illi-
nois' Steel Co., of Chicago. The brakes,
cars and all the iron work were made by
the B. Q. Iron Works, of Vancouver; they
also furnished the wire rope. Since my
last visit to this company’'s mines they
have purchased the Cumberland, which
joins the.Idaho, for the sum of $25,000.
It has four tunnels, 150 to 300 feet. They
are now starting a 50-foot tunnel at a
lower level. The have shipped and have
ready from this mine 175 tons of clean ore.
The ledge 18 21-2 to 31-2 feet wide, which
has beéen followed 300 feet. The average
assay of the ore is 100 ozs. silver and 80
per cent. of lead to the ton.

\ ; THE ALAMO A 5
mine is improving splendidly. No. 3 tun-
nel is now 400 feet, on the ledge all the
way, the last 100 feet is on 1 to 4 feet of
fine steel galena ore, assaying 160 ozs. sil-
ver and 72 per cent. of lead to the ton.

No. 2 tunnel is over 300 feet on the ledge
in ore:from its commencement. The ledge
is two to six feet wide. They have started
No. 4 tunnel 100 feet below No. 3 and
have just caught the ledge. The ¢innel
is five feet wide, and is in solid ore. They
will run about 100 feet and then eross-cut.
The Idaho and all their other properties
look splendid, as well as their Black
Prince mine in the Lardeau. I had the
pleasure of meeting W. C. Yawkey at the
concentrator. He is the chief capitalist,
and is from Detroit. He seems well
pleased-with all the properties in which he
is interested. I also met Frank Cox, the
secretary-treasurer of the company, from
Duluth. This company is very largély in-
terested in the Slocan at Trail Creek,
Lardeau, and also to some extent at Nel-
son. It has been all outlay so far, but the
day is not far distant, if I mistake not,
when they will be classed among the num-
ber who will take out millions of dollars
in silver and gold.

From the concentrator I “hoofed it” to
New Denver in the dark, over high tres-
tles to the tune of roaring waters, and
found the people by the beautiful Slocan
lake contented and happy. I had only
a short time to gather information as
the boat left for Wilson creek in the
morning, but New Denverites are jubi-
ilant over the splendid prospects on Foud
and Eight mile creeks. Three miles south
from Silverton some good gold prospects
hdave been discovered, as well as silver.
The ‘Baby Ruth mine, owned by Messrs.
Hunter, McKinnon, Grant, Bowers and
Fairbairn, has two well-developed ledges,
one assaying $60 in gold, and the other
250 ozs. in silver to the ton. The gold bear-
ing ledge is 12 feet wide and the silver
ledge four feet. The L. H., joining the
Baby Ruth, has a ledge 12 feet wide, as-
says of which run $85 to the ton. Very lit-
tle had been done on it until lately, but
eight men are now at work, and the L. H.
will soon ship 100 tons of ore as a test.
The properties on Four Mile creek look
well. Work is going on at the Reid and
Robinson group. They are taking out ore
for fall shipment. The Jenny Lind is
being worked. A good strike has recent-
ly been made on the Fisher: Maiden.
They struck a foot of good clean, high-
grade ore in a new place. The Alpha,
owned by McNaught & McKenzie, 'looks
well. They are sinking an incline to fur-
ther prospect the mine. They speak of

BRECTING A CONCENTRATOR.

The above information referring to the
camp south of New Denver was furnished
me by George Fairbairn, who is a mining
man in whom -I have every confidence.
The pioneer steamer, Wm. Hunter, still
plies on the silvery waters of Slocan
lake, and Capt. Estabrooks is still in
charge. It is a delightful trip from New
Denver to Wilson creek on the N. & S.
railway.

On the 4th of July the steamer Lytton
left Nakusp with a large pleasure party
on board for Halcyon Hot Springs, lo-
cated on Arrow Lake, 20 miles north of
Nakusp, and 10 miles from thé head of
the lake, or 45 miles south of Revelstoke.
I stopped off at the springs for the first
time, and was surprised to note the im-
provements made there. A fine hotel at
an elevation of 200 feet above the lake has |
been built by Capt. Sanderson, the owner |
of the springs. It is three storeys high, |
30x70, with good accommodations for .io{
guests. There are two balconies from
which a charming view can be had of
the lake. The springs flow out of the
mountain about 1-4 of a mile from the
hotel, and from the taste of the water it
seems very much like that of the Banff
springs.” That it is hot I can certainly
testify, for when I tackled the plungt
bathI could only put in one toe at a time.
The waters have effected a number cf
remarkable cures, and they have already
atiracted invalids and tourists, especially
from the American side. Mrs. Sanderson
proposes to put up a fin2 bath house soon.
The hotel is leased »y J. Dawson and
Bruce Craddock, two capital hosts. The
dancc ‘was a decided 3ucess and was kevt
up until 4 o’clock in the morning of the
5th.

A Number of Important Towns Pas-

sed—The Bay of Quinte City |-

Reached—Enjoyable Days Spent
Therein.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Belleville, June 27.—For awhile after parting
with the kind friends I had met at Ottawa, I
felt somewhat depressed, knowing full well
that in all probability we never would meet
again. The morning was an ideal one, and the
country we were speeding through, at a rapld
pace, ,a beautiful one. The fields were all
cltad in their summer attire of lovely green,
with here and there herds of stock grazing in
flelds of red and white clover, reminding me
of home,

I was very fortunate in having for a travel-
ing companion the ohamming and brilliant
wife of H. W. Allen, the member for South
BEssex, who is as keen a politician as is her
husband and her brother, Hon. J, M. Gibson,
of Hamilton, Provincial Secretary in’ the Mow-
at Administration. She traveled with me as
far as SMith's Falis, where we panted, each
regretting that our journey together was not
longer. The time went by so fast that we
did not know that Carleton Place junction had
beén passed. It was a coincidence that at
the beginning of my eastern journey I had
travelled part of the way with Mr. Blake,
manager of the Postal Telegraph system of
Seattle, and on my westward start with Mrs.
Allen, who is a relative of his by marriage.

OTTAWA TO BELLEVILLE.

On the train which- brought us from Ottawa
to 8mith’s Falls, were a lange . of
passengers, there being a couple of special
coaches attached filled excursjonists far
Niagara Falls. The fare was low and many
were taking advantage of it. Here I may
remark that there Is a very marked contrast
In the rates given 'to excursionists in the
East as compared with those allowed in
British Columbia. I think it a mistaken policy
to charge outmageously high prices; people
will not pay these anywhere. Those who doubt
the efficacy of low rates on the masses have
but to watch the great crowds who rush to
the steamers and the trains in this section of
the Dominion. I am now on the road to
Brockville, where I expect to get a glimpse of
the mighty St.- Lawrence. The fields are even
more pleasing than they werd a few hours
ago. Some are quite beautiful, being Hterally
covered with flowers, prominent amongst
*which are marguerites and flowers entirely.
new to me. I catch an occasional glimpse of
a lily as we pass by, and I long to have one
of them.

Brockville was reached at 1:30 p. m. Here
I had to change cars again. I am to take
the Grand Trunk to Belleville. As we have
some time to wait I have an opportunity to
inspect the outskirts of the town. The trees
and the buildings indicate that it is a some-
what ancient place. The River St. Lawrence
flows eastward in front of it. The American
shore is dstinetly seen on the opposite side,
about a couple of miles distant, Brockville is a
goodly-sized place, and  its inhabitants are
said to be above the average in point of in-
dividual wealth and intelligence. This is the
birth-place of many men now prominent in
public affairs, and a large number who, hav-
ing played their part in life’s drama, have
long since passed away. The student of Can-
adian history will find Brockville to be a
place of no mean importance. It is backed, I
am told, by a very good agricultural country,
which is well cleared and has been settled for
over a eentury. There are a large number
of factories located here, giving the place an
appearance of business activity. Our train
from Montreal arrives and we are off for the
west on the Grand Trunk, of which I have
read much and travelled on it previously.
The equipment is first-class and a high rate of
speed is maintained. A number of small vill-
ages are passed, of which Gananoque seemed
the -most important. From the car window
not much of the country is to be seen, but
what T did eee was not the most inviting.
This is @ stoney and a rocky section, and the
conditions do not vary much until we reach
Kingston Junction, which we d&id at 3 o’'clock.
Here 15 minutes’ time was allowed for re-
freshments, and not having had anything in the
eatable line since breakfasting at the Ex-
perimental Farm at 7:15 dn the morning, I
enjoyed the cup of coffee and sandwiches
which the porter brought for me at the re-
quest of the conductor, who was most obliging
in dmparting information concerning tne coun-
try we were passing through, when he Jearned
that I was from Vancouver. This he did from
a label on a small satchel I had on the seat
beside me, The Ridean canal is crossed by a
substantial stone and iron bridge. Meadows
are also passed, and a fine view obtained of
the Military College. The city station is out
some distance from the business heart of the
city, which appeared to be substantially built
of a gray lmestone. ‘After passing Kingston
the aspect of the country appears to change.
To the left'is seen. Lake Ontario, glittering
in the rays of the setting sun. I was parti-
cularly struck with the manner in which the
farm houses, and fields as well, are protected
with shade trees. The aroma from the fields
and the trees is delightful, and many a whiff
we get of these as we speed on our way west-
ward. The growth in the east ds much more
rapid than it is in the far west, and the
fields are indeed looking extremely promising,
excepting hay, which is conceded to be a
light crop. Napanee is passed, and the con-
ductor tells me that we are mow in as fine a
section of country as is to be found in the
Dominion—the eastern fringe of Ontario’s ag-
ricultural garden.
all I see, as it indicates weaith and prosperity

THE CITY OF BELLEVILLE.

Exactly at 5 o'clock we reach Belleville.
Here somehow I feel that I am at home, and
the moment the train halts I am besieged
with friends whose greeting was as hearty as

Icould wish. The Misses Mathison, of the
Deaf and Dumb Institute, soon had me in their
carriage, and at a lively gait we are hurrying
through the streets of Belleville to the Insti-
tute, where another kindly welcome awaits me
from Mr. and Mrs. Mathison. Ten and a
half years ago I visited this place, but the
changes since then have indeed been many.
Here I find a wonderful growth in the trees
and shrubbery, whilst the roses and flowers.
and the great, well-kept lawn, are perfectly
charming. This is to be my home for a few
days, and I am going to see everything con-
nected with the Institute, as well as the city,
of which I have heard so much in conse-
quence of so many Bellevillites residing in
Vancouver, Victoria and elsewhere in British
Columbia. The Institute has been established
a number of years, and under the able man-
agement of Mr. Mathison, is in a flourishing
condition. He is a thoroughly excellent offi-
cer, is perfectly systematic in his methods of
conducting and administering the affairs of an
institution which Is doing an immense amount
of good for those who are so unfontunate as
to be deprived the power of speech, and the
blessing of hearing. Order and cleanliness are
observed in every direction, and everything
looks inviting. The pupils fairly adore their
superintendent, indicating-the respect they en-
tertain towards him. They are an interesting
community, and afford the reflec-
tive a theme upon which considerable elabo-
ration could be made. They are well clothed,

one of the events ,of the happy gathe i
accompanied some of the party to the eity, and
in driving back the change was pleasant from
the .intense heat of the afternoon, caused no
doubt: by the breeze which had sprung up
from the bay, and being, too, under grand
shade trees, which acted as an avenue for a
conslderable 'distance, 3

‘We were not up early the following morning,
as ail had felt the effects of the . previous
evening’s jollification. 1In the afterncon the
mail brought me & number of letters from
home, and the daily papers and = large sized
parcel marked Aberdeen. Upon my opening it
I found it-was a photograph of Her Excellency
with. her autograph, and a nete, with the
words: **'With kind regards,”” and signed,
‘* Isbel Aberdeen,”” This is a souvenir which
I will treasure highly.. After difnner we drove
into and through “the city. Some of the
streets are perfect arbors, the growth of the
trees’ being such that they meet and form a
complete shade. The leading avenue of the
city is at present considerably cut up with
the laying of a track for the electric streel
railway. Everyone here goes out driving in
the evening. I never before saw so many ve-
hicles- out for a ‘‘spin,’’ &8 I have seen this
evening. Belleville has many fine stores, but
the goods Kept are about the same as we get
in Vancouver, and the cost really about the
same. Friday afternoon, during the summer
months, is observed here ds a tholiday; be-
sides, this was the Odd-fellows’ day for de-
corating the graves of their deceased breth-
ren, and all had gone to the cemeieries for
that purpose, so the stréets presented a rather
dull appearance. ‘We drove to the station witn
a carriage to meet Mr. and Mrs, Innes, who
had promised Mr. and Mrs. Mathison to visit
them for a couple of days. They were on the
train, and we all were pleased to see them.
This was their first visit to Belleville, and
the beauwty of the city was a surprise 1o them.
The business here is principally conducted on
one street,' on ‘which are. erected.- some fine
buildings. The Moira river runs ) thel]
city. = It Is & considerable-sized’ stream, and
at times becomes gquite  turbulent, overflowing
its banks and playing havoec generally. There
are hers & number of manufacturies. A col-
lege, the Albert institute, extensive saw-mills
and a 'large distillery., Another enjoyable
evening was spent at the Institute, our host
and hostess and their family proving them-
selves to be admirable entertainers. I omitted
to state that a magnificent steel bridge spans
the bay in front of Belleville, connecting that
city with Prince Edward County. This 1Is
said to be the longest bridge of its kind in the
Dominion, ‘It is in every way a fine struc-
ture. It was erected’ at a considerable cost,
but I am informed that the tolls collected are
such as to pay a fair .dividend or sum t0 the
sinking fund to liguidate the debt incurred
for its comstruction. I.was driven over this
bridge by Robt. Matheson, jr., in company
with a couple of ladies. We avent into the
country beyond the bridge about six miles.
This is said to be the wealthiest county in
Ontario, if not in Canada. The farms are
all in excellent order, and the crops looked
well, excepting the hay, which was parched
and shrunken-looking. I saw some hand-
some residences; commodious brick, and other
barns; and large, well-looked-after orchards.
Prince Edward is not a large county, but it
is one of the best farmed in the Bay of
Quinte district. The barley raised here is
the best in Canada, and commands the highest
price in the United States, where there is
quite a demand for it, so I was told, for
malting purposes. The Bay reminds me some-
what of Burrard Inlet, only that there is
lacking here the 'grand mountain scenery
which forms the background to Vancouver's
panoramte view, and which forever will make
the city's environments pretty to the eye
of nature’s child, loving the beautiful. The
water in the Bay this afternoon was posi-
tively luke-warm, and was so tempting for a
bath. Towards midnight rain began to fall,
and the heated cauldron which we were in
all this day, notwithstanding the refreshing
breeze from the water, was somewhat cooled.
After breakfast on Saturday, and attending
to correspondence, our host and Hostess, Mr.
and Mrs. Innes and myself took a drive into
the wcity. There was no dust, the air was
cool and the trees fragrant with a sweet odor.
Our first places of calling were the newspaper
offices, with the editors and proprietors of
which Mr. Mathison and Mr. Innes were well
acquainted. We were cordially welcomed at
the Intelligenicer office, in which I was in-
formed J. M. Bowell put in many a long year
of hard work helping his father, who now oc-
cupies the most exalted position in the gift
of the people of his adopted country—Canada’s
premier. These were the days of long hours
and very short pay, saild Mr. Jamieson, Mr.
Bowell's brother-in-law. Next we called at
the Ontario office, and then at:the Sun. The
Intelligencer in politics is Tory; the Ontario is
Liberal and the Sun Independent. None of
these have the modern appliances for publigh-
ing a daily newspaper, which The World has,
nor.do they expend anything lfke the sums we
do at home for telegraphic news. Then ‘the
reading matter is largely made up of plates
sent out from one of the Toronto offices.
However, the local news department is well
looked after, and this, to & place like Belle-
ville, as it is in Vancouver, is a leading fix-
ture. Next we paid a visit to the market. If
there is any one place in the world better than
another in which the people of the locality
can be judged it is where they congregate to
transact the business of buying and selling.
There was~a large attendance of farmers and
market gardeners, and the scene was an ani-
mated one. The country tributary to Belle-
ville is an agricultural one, and its capabili-
ties could readily be guaged by what was ex-
hibited for sale. In articles of domestic eco-
nomy I was pleased to note a few that could
fairly ‘compete with' what we have in the
West, bat in others they were woefully be-
hind us, as most of what I saw was small
and stunted in growth. The prices were some-
what less, but when size is considered I think
Vancouver prices are about the same as they
are here. Poultry I found to be much cheap-
er; spring chickens were selling at 30 to 35
cents per pair. The number of ladies I met
out marketing—and Belleville, it is eaid, pos-
sesses the handsomest women in Canada, and
from what I observed I lean to that belief
myself—although a  Vancouver gentleman
friend of mine stoutly claims the palm for
St. John, N. B.—was really a surprise’'to me.
They were well dressed, and looked as happy
as any number I have seen in my travels.
Most had a basket, and the practice with the
people here is to buy outside first, and then
bring the purchases to their butcher, who
sends these home with the meat. bought for
the Sunday dinner. Saturday always is a
big market day in Belleville, and much busi-
ness js transacted then. I was promised a
big surprise in the new hotel—the Quinte—by
Robert Mathison, jr. With him, as our guide,
Mrs. Mathison and myself went through the
house. Outside it presents a better appear-
ance than does the Hotel Vancouver, but in-
side it is not to be mentioned in the same
breath with the latter, Everything inside the
Quinte to me seemed to have been made on
the cheap. The furnishings are fairly good,
the folding-beds being a new Ceature, which
I had not seen before, and with which I was
favorably impressed, as they are an article
in household furnishing which can be utilized
to good advantage. Having again made a
tour of the city we drove home for luncheon.
Our host had chartered the little boat Varuna
to take us all for a sail as far as Trenton, 10
miles further west on the Bay. The sail was
a delightful one, and all enjoyed it. We
hugged the south shore pretty closely all the
way, glving us a fine opportunity to see the
farms which looked to be well kept, and an

She had lived
in Victoria for threé years and knowing mu-
tual friends there quite ‘a happy time was
spent by both of us. Mr. and Mrs. Madthison
and myself aye to spend an evening with them
before I leave. Eariy on Wednesday morning
I ‘received cheering news from thé Western
home, and-a letter from the Loeal Counecil at
Vancouver, which I appreciate.™ During this
day we again drove over the big bridge to
‘Prince Bdward county. Its length can’ be
judged when 1 state that I ecounted no less
than b5 telegraph poles in passing over it;
I observed some of the prettiest water lilies
I had ever seen,\and they were procursd for
me. I did wish that I could have sent them
home. The heat again this afternoon was
very great, the thermometer registering 96 de-
grees in the shade., More rain is badly want-
ed to refresh the dry, parched ground, and re-
vive the crops.

To-day’s mafl brought us papers from Ham-
ilton and Toronto, in which there ,appeared ;a
story concerning a girl to whom had been re-
stored the power of hearing and speech, after
her return home to Hamilton from the Insti-
tute for the holidays.

The right
of way for the tramway is practically
cleared and it is to be completed and in
operation on or before Sept. 5th. Two
ore bins, one with a capacity of 7,000 tons
and another of 500 tons hve been built.
Excavations for the foundations of the.
7,000-ton one, which is to be built at Nel-
son, are now under way. Both diamond
drills are to be at work next week on

the Silver King-Kootenay Bonanza ground

and as soon as additional rods are re-
ceived from Chicago a drill hole will go
down to a depth of 1,000 feet. While it is
not given out officially, it can be said
with a certainty that a smelter will be
built at Nelson this year; if it is not
built by the Hall Mines Ltd., then it will
be built by a company who will have a
contract for the Hall Mines ore.

The
Board, he was sure, always took a pride in
the progress of the city, and he hoped that the
members would assist him in advancingd the
commercial Interests of Victoria. Constant
watchfulness must be exercised to keep the
city to the front in the businese of the Pro-
vince. The time has come when business must
be done on very much finer profits than hith-
erto, and business men must adapt themselves
to the times. The establishment of a telephone
line between Victoria and the Mainland was
needed; it would bring the city merchants
in closer communication with all the cities on
the coast, and, with a charge of say not more
than 25 cents a message, such a line would be
of endless advantage to the trade of the city.
There had been a great increase In the busi-
ness of the Cariboo country during the past
year, and -Victoria must keep alive and not
lose that. Then Victoria was in a most ad-
vantageous position to get the Kootenay trade
and should make stronger efforts there. With
cheap freight from Europe by sea, there were
many lines of goods, such as oils and paints,
that Victoria should be able to monopolize.

The ship-
pers have not taken the risks involved in
such transactions, as they have been
able to secure insurance on the excess of
the money in transit at rates which would
leave a good margin inside the express
company’s charges. This insurance has
revealed the actual contents of the pack-
ages, and the action for additional charges
has been entered as a test case.

in another startling discovery, when two
more bones human ones were
found among the refuse. The bones were
badly burned and were handled with
great care to prevent their breaking. The
finding of the supposed ribs with the
burned® woman's shoe, the buttons and
-the piece of\cloth, is considered by the
police as practically proving that at least
a portion of the body of a woman had
been cremated. Late in the afternobn a
bunch of human hair was found in the
chimney of Holmes’ house *by several
newspaper reporters. The stovepipe had
been taken down, and, clinging to the
bricks of the chimney, was found a quan-
tity of hair. The police were notified,
and, on examination, the hair found was
pronounced that of a woman. The dis-
covery was considered of the greatest
importance by the detectives in charge
of the case. They had been searching
for a hidden well, in- which it was
thought the bodies might have been bur-
jed. When the well was opened a quan-
tity of gas rushed out into the cellar,
overpowering the searchers. One of the

_laborers rushed to their assistance, and,

striking a match, an explosion followed.

Four men ‘were carried out badly burn-
«d, but, contrary to first reports, it is
not thought that any were fatally injur-
ed. Search was immediately resumed by
another force of men. It was.at first
thought by the officers in charge that the
discharge was caused by dynamite. They
hastily surmised that a trap had been
laid by Holmes to prevent the possibil-
ity of a discovery of the bodies supposed
to be buried there. Among the debris
found in the house was a bottle of car-
bolic acid, which gave rise to'a wild
rumor that oplates had been discovered
with other evidence that: Holmes had
killed his victims with poison and after-
wards burned their bodies. The police,
however, laughed at the story and de-
clared that the carbolic acid had been
probably used as a disinfectant.

Chicago, July 23.—Mrs, Pietzel has re-
turned from Toronto. éhe is now ready
to tell that she knows regarding the
operations of Holmes as an insurance
swindler. She made -important state-
ments regarding the swindles and the
measures to carry them out, but says
that she was Kept in ignorance that any
of “them entailed murder.

JH, H. Holmes was charged with mur-
der in the city of Chicago- to-day, A
warrant for his arrest on tHat charge
was sworn out by A. Minier; a nephew
of Julla L. Cenmor, of Muscatine, Towa,
Holmes will be charged with having mur-
dered Mrs. Connor sometime between
Aug., 1 and Nev. 1, 1892, A warrant will
be placéd in the hands of Inspector Fitz-
patrick by Mr. Minier and will be dcted
upon the instant that Holmes is freed
from the charges against him in Phila-
delphia. That Mrs, Connor is dead is cer-
tain. Holmes yesterday admitted the
woman was no more, but as usual tried
to shift the blame on someome else. It
is almost as equally certain that Mrs.
Connor's daughter Gertrude is not in the
land of ‘the living. Holmes says he
does not ¥how what has become of her.
The fact that Holmes admits Mrs. Con-
nor's death is mot known to the authorit-
jes in Philadelphia.” He made an ad-
mission yesterday te a man who, with
District Attorney Graham, was closeted
with him in Moyamensing penitentiary.
This is his statement: “Mrs. Connor got
into trouble and a Chicago doctor per-
formed an operation. The job was a
bungling one and the woman died.” This
is the first light shed on the case since
Mrs. Connor disappeared in 1893.

Harry H. Holmes, elias Herman W. Mud-
gett, alias H. H. Howard, alias Dr. ‘Howe,
was born near London, N. H. He attended a
medical school at Burlington, Vt.,, and later
married a rosy-cheeked country girl. From
Burlington he went to the University  of
Michigan, at Ann Arbor. There he made the
acquaintance of a young student, and after
leaving college, the two, being without funds,
coneocted an insurance swindle. They then
went to Chicago where Holmes’ accomplice got
himself insured for $12,500. They got hold of
a dead body in Chicago and removed it to
Connecticut, where Holmes identified it'as that
of his friend and collected the * insurance
money, which they divided between them,
Some time afterwards they duplicated . the
fraud, and obtained $10,000 more. Holmes’
first wife had meantime'left him, and he had
married again. Holmes entered into various
schemes, and finally accumulated $30,000 in
Chicago. Then he went tp California, but
returned in a year’'s time to Chicago, where
he organized the Yates-Campbell Company. In
forming it he became acquainted with a pretty
stenographer, named Minnie R. Willlams,
who, with her sister Annie, had inherited $50,-
000 from an uncle at Fort Worth, Texas.
Annie was then attending sehool at Midlothian,
Texas. Holmes and Minnie went to live to-
gether at:No. 701 Sixty-third street, Chicago.
The' Yates-Campbell- Company not proving a
success, Holmes insured his flat for $6,000,
and soon afterward it was burned.- The com-
pany claimed that the fire_was incendiary and
refused to pay anything. After this failure,
Holmes got _Minnie to send for her sister, as
he was going “to be \married and would
shortly - sail for Burope.”” Annie arrived in
Chicago, and made her home with Holmes
and yher sister. A’ month later she suddenly
disappeared.

He
gave the name of B. F. Perry. He did not
seem to have any speclal business, but he ad-
vertised agents’ specialties. He also put ad-
vertisements in the papers proposing to . sell
patent rights. The man was B. F. Pietzen
In the minds of many these advertisements
were nothing more orfless than schemes to
get himself known as B. F. Perry. B. F.
Perry had many callers, among them being
Harlan Lampen, a student of the military
school. Perry asked him a great many ques-
tions as to where he lived' and what relations
he had. Another who called upon Mr. Perry
was Eugene Smith, a/sort of jark-of-all-trades,
who sometimes did odd' jobs of carpentering.
On Monday, Sept. 3, 1894, Smith called in ac-
cordance with an wunderstanding with Perry
about putting up a counter. He could get
no reply to his repeated raps, and concluded
that Perry was not in. “On the following day
he came again. He noticed that everything
was just as he had left it on the preceding
day. A coat was hanging on the same nail,
The door was open and the house was ap-
parently empty. He went up stairs. At the
top of the landing he smelled a_peculiar odor.
It came from a small room on"the right. He
opened the door, and there lying flat on the
floor, was the body of B. F. Perry. It was on
its back; the right hand on the chest, the left
one by the side.. A corn-cob pipe filled with
tobacco lay within reach. It had never been'
lighted. A bottle that had contained carbolic
acid was on+*the floor close by. It had been
broken in two at the middlel! The face of
the body was scorched on one side, as were
also, the body and clothes. They were ap-
parently carbolic acid burns, and merely su-
perficial. They were just fhe things, however,
that rendered indentification a]l the more dif-
ficult. The physiclan who made the post-
mortem for the coroner-decided’ that the man
had met his death by inhaling some ynknown
poison. YOn Sept. 12th, the body was buried
in the Potter's Field. In the nine days' in-
terval between Sept. 3rd and 12th, Holmies
went West. It {8 now suspected that as no
likely person had come to the Callowhill
street house, Holmes had found the victim in
his ‘confederate, - Pietzel. Mrs.  ([Pietzel was
then livigg in St. liouis, with her five chil-
dren:  Dessle, now 17 years old; Alice, 14;
Nellie, 11; Howard, 9, and a baby, now two
years old. ‘Mrs. Pietzel read in the news-
papers of the mysterious case in Philadelphia.

Louls, accompanied by Mrs. Pietzel and Des-
sie. The detectives followed them to Detroit,
Toronto,  Prescott, - Qgdensburg, Burlington
and - many other towns. Detective Crawford
finally arrestdd them in Boston, and took them
to Philadelphia. On the way there Holmes
admitted the conspiracy, but claimed that
Pletzel ‘was alive, and that the three Pletzel
children were living safely in conclusion.

Perry from 'an old student friend and ac-
complice, but refused to tell the friend’s name:
Mrs. Pletzel broke down and also made a con-
fession.

PAN-AMERICAN CONGRESS.

Toronto, July 24—The . Pan-American
Congress of Religion and Education clos-
ed last eveningn. The principal speaker
of the evening was Rev. Henry K. Car-
roll, éditor of the Independent, New
York, in‘an address on Religious Pro-
gress m the Unitea States. He saia that
the - non: denomination in the
States aggregate hardly 5,000,000 people.
