Mr. E. W. Robinson, M. P., has received 

the information from the department 
pf Public Works, Ottawa, that the sum 
of twelve thousand dollars has been 
placed * in the supplimentary 
timates for the dredging of the harbor 

This sum if properly expended 
ought to be sufficient to make very con­
siderable improvements in the shipping 
facilities at this port and it is hoped the 
work will be undertaken at once, as it 
is stated that tenders will be asked for im­
mediately. On the solictation of the Wolf­
ville Board of Trade, this undertaking 
was agreed to last summer by Hon. Mr. 
MacCurdy, who was at that time minister 
of Public Works, and the improvements 
would then have been made if it had been 
possible to secure a contractor to under­
take the work. Had it been done then 
it would have been a greaV boon to the 
apple shippers of this section who would 
have been thereby enabled to bring vessels 
here to load for the U. S. markets which 
last season took a considerable proportion 
of our crop. In view of the possibility of 
similar«4onditions prevailing ne$t autumn 
it is most desirable that the straightening 
and deepening of the harbor approach 
may be proceeded with as soon as ia 
possible. We congratulate our represen­
tative on his bring able to secure this 
grant and our town and surrounding 
section on the improvement that is likely 
to result from the carrying out of this 
important undertaking.

WUIn canning fruit, be sure that your 
jars are absolutely clean, and use new 
pliable rubber to be sure that no air 
shall get in. Stertize the jars by plac­
ing them in cold water and heating un­
til it comes to a boiling point. Take 
care that after this process neither fingers 
nor anything else that might carry 
germs touch the inside of the jars., Do 
not allow the fruit to come into con­
tact with iron or tin vessels; use enamelled 
ware.

For canning fruit, use one-third 
one-half as much sugar as fruit; 
preserving, three-quarters as much; for 
jam an equal quantity and for jelly 
equal quantities of sugar and juice. For 
canning, use only perfectly sound, fresh, 
firm fruit. For jelly, fruit should be 
under-ripe.

Sugared currants can easily be made 
by dipping the fruit into white of egg 
and then in powdered sugar.

A few drops of currant juice left over 
from preserving, added to lemonade, 
gives it a delicious flavor.

Spiced Currants.—Use seven pounds 
of fruit, four pounds of sugar, one pint 
of vinegar, one tablespoonful each of 
cinnamon and cloves, one nutmeg, grated 
and ’one teaspoonful of allspice. Boil 
for two hours.

Cherry and Raisin Conserve—Use
three pounds of sour cherries (pitted) 
four pounds of sugar, four oranges (seeded 
and chopped), two pounds of raisins 
(seeded and chopped). Steam the raisins 
for twenty minutes, put all the ingred­
ients together and boil for twenty min­
utes longer. Put in glasses and seal.

Raspberry and Currant Jam.—Crush 
the desired amount of fruit, using equal 
parts of raspberry and currants. Use*lso 
equal weights of sugar and fruit. Com» 
bine the sugar with the berries amd bring 
slowly to the boiling point. Boil until 
thick and clear. Place in sealed glasses.

Raspberry Vinegar.—Put anyquantity 
of fresh red raspberries into a crock, cover 
with vinegar and let stand twenty-four 
hours. Scald and strain. Adc^ a pound of 
sugar to a pint o{ juice. Boil twenty 
minutes and bottle.

Raspberry Cream Whip.—Sprinkle a 
quart of red raspberries with a heap­
ing cupful of powered sugar. Allow them, 
to stand until a thick syrup is formed 
then press them through a sieve and pour 
slowly onto two cupfuls of cream which 
has been stiffly whipped constantly 
during the process. Chill thoroughly 
and just before serving, add a cupful of 
meringue made from the whites of two 
eggs beaten with half a cupful of con­
fectioner's sugar. Serve heaped in pyra­
midal form on a round or frosted angel 
cake. *

TRAVELLERS' AID APPEAL

The officers and members of the “Tor­
onto District W. C. T. U.” desire to 
again call attention to the importance 
of our “Travelers’ Aid” work, which has 
been carried on by us for more than 20 
years.

We began by employing one worker 
located at the Union Station.

Now we have a “Travellers’ Aid 
Secretary’’ there as well as two workers, 
and also one worker at each of the other 
stations in the city.

During the past year they have spent 
6,609 hours at the stations, helping 
19,145 persons, many of whom were 
homeless young girls, who had to be 
brought to our “Willard Hall’’ for care 
and protection.

Our expense in the beginning was 
comparatively small, but it has gradually 
increased, and last year we paid $2,654.94, 
besides incidentals.

Through all these years the “Surprise 
Soap Company” has given us a small 
cash percentage for every wrapper col­
lected, thus materially assisting us in 
securing the amount of money 
/ Duritog recent years, howev 
income from this source has not been 
nearly equal to the expense incurred. 
We are therefore earnestly appealing 
to our friends for increased donation?

During the past year our Travellers’ 
Aids have found many opportunities 
for service especially in showing kind­
ness and giving information to a large 
number of war brides coming to, or 
passing through, our cities.

Many a tired and perplexed mother, 
with her family of little ones, expressed 
her gratitude t£) the T. A. who gave as­
sistance during the hours of waiting be­
tween trains and put them on the out­
going train at the right time.

Then the many aged and infirm ones 
compelled by stress of circumstances 
to travel alone, were also made com­
fortable, and their nervousness over­
come, as they were kindly and patiently 
helped on their journey.

Scores of young girls, troubled and 
perplexed, having wrong addresses' <* 
none at all, were carefully looked after, 
and when unable to be correctly located, 
were sent to Willard Hall until their 
friends were found.

Sick and injured women off the trains 
were given “First Aid”, and when neces­
sary, taken to hospitals, and their friends 
communicated with.

A large number of children without 
escorts and sometimes without tickets 
or money were placed in charge of re­
liable persons travelling in the same

MARITIME LIBRARY ASSOCIATION

To the Editor of The AcAüiAN:
Dear Sir:—Certain people oithe Mari­

time Provinces who are vitally Interested 
in library organization and in the spread 
of book culture among our people have 
formed themselves into a body known as 
the Maritime Library Association. This 
was organised in 1918, and at first con­
sisted of professional librarians only. 
When it met in Wolfville on June 13th 
of the present year several were present 
who are librarians only by virtue of their 
place in our social order as people who 
own and collect books, but who were at­
tracted to our meeting by their interest 
in an advance movement in education. 
Among these were Dr. A. H.; MacKay, 
Superintendent of Education for Nova 
Scotia; President Cut ten and Dr. Rho- 
denizer of Acadia University; Rev. J. H. 
MacDonald, D. D., the* pastor of the 
Wolfville Baptist Church: and Mr. A. J. 
Crockett, Stipendiary Magistrate of 
New Glasgow. Throughout the day’s 
proceedings it was evident that a new 
life had come to the organisation, and 
that its activities henceforth would have 
a broader, more intellectual scope. The 
election as President of Mr. W. C. 
Milner, Dominion Archivist for the 
Maritime Provinces, insured for the work 
of the Association a strong and well 
considered propaganda.

Now the soul of a movement like this 
is publicity. For this reason jwe ask the 
co-operation of all the n«ggypapers m 
the three provinces. Our ainrS to put 
libraries, carefully se 
ministered libraries, everyjdty, town 
and hamlet in Nova ScotiayNew Bruns­
wick and Prince Edward ^Island. To 
this end, it is necessary that the people’s 
attention be called again and again to 
the advantages that would accrue to them 
if they had continuous free access to the 
best books on every subject. In many 
communities the people are already a- 
live to this need. President Milner, 
having heard that travelling libraries 
were coming to Nova Scotia from McGill 
University, investigated the matter. 
He found that travelling libraries have 
been coming to Nova Scotia for many 
years and besides being sent to various 
clubs, an arrangement was made some 
time ago by the Department of Agricul­
ture at Truro by which any of the Wo­

of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince 
Edward Island and Newfoundland to 
appoint delegates to the Conference; 
and to meet again at Halifax on August 
24, for the purpose of considering the 
reports of the two committees charged 
with the work of discussing tfie points 
involved in a tentative scheme.

The Committees were named by the 
delegations of the various universities 
as follows:

G. Fred Pearson; King’s: The Chief 
Justice; Mount Allison: Senator F. B. 
Black; Pine Hill: (To be appointed); 
St.Francis Xavier’s: (To be appointed) 
University of1 New Brunswick: (To be 
appointed).

Committees of two for each Province 
and for the Dominion of Newfoundland 
will be named by the Chairman of the 
Conference, the Honorable the Chief 
Justice, for the purpose of pressing upon 
their respective Governments the desir­
ability of being represented at the- ad­
journed meeting of the Conference.

Discussion for the most part at both 
morning and afternoon sessions centered 
about the suggested basis of discussion 
submitted by the King’s College delegation 
which had called the meeting, it being 
urged on the one hand that it would be 
well to make haste slowly in such an 
important matter, and on the other hand 
that some tentative basis of discussion 
would have to be agreed upon before 
further progress could be made and that 
the memorandum before the Conference, 
which was in effect a digest of the Car - 
negie report, would serve the purpose 
perhaps, as well as any other.

The views of both parties to the dis­
cussion were finally met by the appoint­
ment of the two committees to consider 
the memorandum, under its various 
headings and to report back at the ad­
journed meeting of the Conference.

THE PRICE OF COAL

As the season approaches when 
it will be necessary for the thrifty 
householder to provide a supply 
of fuel for the coming winter the 
interest in the price of coal will 
naturally be increased. During 
recent years the public have been 
bled shamefully in order that 
the home fires might be kept 
burning and it is very reasonable 
that now after four winters of 
peace that they might expect that 
better conditions should prevail. 
The Acadian does not under­
take at this stage to diagnose the 
situation fully or to definitely 
place the responsibility for the 
present prices, but simply desires 
to point out that these prices 
are ridiculously high and that it 
is full time for a change for the 
better. Theoretically the people 
of Nova Scotia are the owners 
6f)the coal areas which cover a 
considerable part of the province 
and there seems to be no logical 
reason why they should be pay­
ing more for their coal than is 
paid elsewhere. Last winter a 
cargo of bituminous coal from 
the United States was landed 
at Windsor and it is stated was 
sold at four dollars less per ton 
than was paid for the domestic 
supply. The public has been 
extremely patient in this as well 
as in other matters of readjust­

ment and should now insist that 
better conditions obtain in the 
price of the winter’s coal supply 
which is always an important 
item of the household expenditure.

THE WIRING SYSTEM' 'Wheel BEARINGS SHOULD RE-1 through its flange. This part is known
the oil shedder and its purpose is to 

assist in keeping any leakage of oil 
from the axle from working out onto the 
brake linings and through the brake drum 
onto the wheel. The function of this shed­
der is important and it must not be dam­
aged or carelessly reinstalled. To remove 

Then if
a thin bladed knife is run around under 
the gasket the shedder may be easily 
lifted. It, as well as the wheel hub and 
shedder, should be washed in gaebhi* 
or kerosene until every trace of old grease 
and grit is removed.

While the bearing is out of the hub 
the race should be examined for abrasions 
and if the rollers have cut a pathway in 
it a new one should be installed. Before 
assembling, pack the hub full of good 
cup grease and reinstall the rollers in 
the hub. Before putting the oil shedder 
in place again, examine the gasket which 

between its flange and the brake 
drum. If the gasket is broken use a 
new one and put shellac on both sides 
so that when drying it will cement itself 
to the drum and shedder, making an 
oil tight joint at that point, thus pre­
venting any leakage, 
is now nearly completed, but before re­
placing the wheel see that the oil drain 
pipe on the lower side of the brake disc 
hub is cleaned out, as this is the over­
flow for superfluous oil which may work 
out of the axle proper.

CEIVE DUE ATTENTION as
Make regular inspection of the wiring 

for loose connections and see that the 
insulation is not worn at any place. If 
worn, be sure to tape the worn part; 
or, still better, replace with new wire.

The rear wheel bearings of every 
automobile should come in for their share 
«Of attention periodically, for they must 
Of necessity carry the full weight of the 
tear end of the car. On the newer models 
<d cars these bearings are made up of a 
number of coiled rollers which are held 
in proper relation to one another by a 

or retainer. The outer race on which 
the rollers bear is in the wheel, while the 
inner race is a sleeve rigidly fastened to 
the h»u«ing Both the inner and 
Outer races are hardened and ground. 
Therefore, when new, they present, 
a surface which resembles glass in its 
Smoothness. The smoothness of these 
races naturally reduces friction between 
bearings parts to the minimum, but to 
maintain this coridition proper care must 
he given the bearings.

This care consists simply in properly- 
lubricating each bearing and in keeping 
it clean. Being a revolving part-the wheel 
must, of course, be more or less free to 
permit it to work. And as driving on 
any road throws up grit, some of this 
may work into the wheel bearing. If 
the wheel is not greased at periods and if 
the dirty lubricant is not cleaned out at 
least once a season, a destructive action 
may take place which in time will ruin 
the bearing races. For purposes of strength 
the bearing races cannot be tempered 
to the hardness of glass throughout; con­
sequently the glass-hard working surface 
it quite thin. If through abuse, this 
Surface is destroyed the softer inner metal 
will rapidly be destroyed.

This season of the year is the one in 
'Which the car is (or should be) gotten 
ready for summer use and is an opportune 
time to examine the bearings. To do 
this unscrew the hub cap and hub cap 
shell. The wheel retaining nut which holds 
the wheel to the axle shaft should be un­
screwed after having straightened up 
the prongs of the star retaining washer, 
which have been bent down around the 
nut. Having removed the nut the wheel 
may be pulled from the axle shaft by 
means of a puller. The first step now is 
to wash the wheel thoroughly. Be par­
ticular to clean all accumulated dirt from 
the inside of the brake drum and from 
the external and internal brake merchan- 
isms. Of course, while the wheel is re­
moved the brake bands should be re- 
lined if necessary.

After cleaning the wheel on the out­
side, lay it on the bench and proceed with 
the cleaning and examining of the bear­
ings. As the wheel lays drum upward, 
you will notice a cup-shaped arrangement 
which is fastened at the centre of the 
brake drum by means of six cap screws

CLEANING REFLECTORSit loosen the six cap screws.

A mixture of denatured alchol and 
water in equal parts is best for cleaning 
reflectors in headlights, 
scratching the highly-polished surface, 
the solution should be applied with cotton 
or a soft cloth.

To test the magneto, disconnect the 
lead wires to the spark plugs and set the 
ends one-eighth to one-half inch from 
some metallic part of the engine and see 
if sparks jump from the wires. If no spark 
jumps, the magneto is at fault.

OIL SYSTEMATICALLY

When oiling an autompbile a good 
practice is to follow systematically all 
lubricating points on one side of the 
car, starting at the front and working to 
the rear, or from the rear to front, and 
then treating the opposite side in like 
manner.

VIBRATION AND LOOSE NUTS

.If a nut or bolt is found in the drip 
pan when working around the engine, 
it has probably worked loose and it is 
wise to try to locate where it belongs. 
This is also a warning that screws, bolts 
and nuts should be tightened elsewhere 
around the car.

A "slow leak" in a tire, especially 
when the tire goes flat over night or in 
two days is often caused by a defect in 
the valve, the rubber washer inside being 
worn or torn. Screwing down the valve 
will often remedy the trouble.

New York, June 21—Newspaper ad­
vertising to further the spread of the 
Gospel is strongly advocated by the 
publicity department of the Episcopal 
Church, which has brought out its recom­
mendations, after a thorough study of 
the question of advertising, in a pamphlet 
entitled “A Handbook of Church Pub­
licity," issued under the authorization 
of the National Council of the church.

"No one can look at the newspapers 
aim magazines and doubt that it pays to 
advertise", said the Rev. Robert F.
Gibson, Executive Secretary of the Pub­
licity Department, and author of the text 
book. "Why should not this method 
of such proven efficiency be used for 
the propagation of the Gospel? Ad­
vertising is not necessarily sensational.
It merely seems to be because we are 
not accustomed to it for church pur­
poses.”

One of the striking features of the 
book is Mr. Gibson’s strong advocacy 
of the fullest use by the churches of 
the advertising columns of the daily 
press, not only for mere church notices, 
but for spreading the Gospel among the 
masses.

"We have thought of publicity in 
the newspapers as merely a method 
of giving public notice of a service or 
a meeting or making public the account 
of something that has taken place," 
says Mr. Gibson. “We have thought 
too much of building up the attendance 
at a service or of exploiting persons or 
organisations. We are only beginning 
to think of church publicity in the public 
press as evangelistic in purpose. The 
Newspaper themselves are really far 
ahead of the churches in their recognition 
of this evangelistic opportunity. Many 
editors are convinced that the problems 
of the world will never be solved rightly 
until Christian principles are applied, 
and that, therefore, it is one of the func- community, 
tions of the public press to present and 
apply Christian principles.

"Advertising with an evangelistic 
purpose," says Mr. Gibson, "where 
the vim is to reach the unchurched, 
must be in the newspapers. "

Mr. Gibson suggests a form of ad­
vertising to churches which will take 
the shape of a miniature sermon, "briefly 
interpreting some passage of Scripture 
or briefly applying some Christian prin­
cipal " Sermonettes of a hundred words 
in length, with the name of the preacher 
and his church annexed, are also recom­
mended.

Mr. Gibson's conclusions and recom­
mendations are the outcome of a resolu­
tion adopted by the National Council 
at its Washington meeting last July.

Church promotion by radio, moving 
pictures, posters, etc,, is also considered 
in the handbook.
