THE RIOTIN COUNTY CLARE
The following is the version of
the Clare riots which took place
a week from Thursday last, as
given by the correspondents
who view the question from the
Landlords standpoint. The
statements are no doubt,in some
cases monstrous exaggerations:
There was a serious riot at
Bodyke, County Clare, onThurs-
day. AccountsfromEnnis state
that Lieut. John O’Callaghan
accompanied by 80 police and
the bailiff, went to the village of
Bodyke to serve writs on some
of ColonelO’Callaghan’s tenants.
The people were gathered to-
gether by the ringing of the
church bells and the blowing of
horns.¢ They assembled in
thousands in the village and on
the surrounding heights and at-
tempted to impede the progress
of the police force. The first
collision took place at the en-
trance of the town. Six mount-
ed policemen were ordered to
charge the crowd which barred
ingress to the village. In this
charge one man was seriously
injured. From the threatening
attitude of the people it was
deemed advisible to send for
reinforcements, and a mounted
trooper was deshatched toScariff
for soldiers. The force quar-
tered there consisted of 40 men
of the 64th Foot were soon on
the scene. In the meantime the
bailiff and Colonel O’Callaghan
went to the first house 1o be
served; but a regular fusilade
was opened on the party from
the heights. The Rev. Mr.
Murphy, in running up the hill
to implore the people to'desist,
had a narrow escape from being
shot, a rifle bullet perforating
his coat. Meanwhile the firing
was continued, and, theRiotAct
having been read, the fire was
returned by the police, who
charged the people, and, after a
hot pursuit cf half-a-mile, cap..
tured 16 men. These, however,
had managed to get rid of their
guns. Theﬁ\"&'ere brought back
handcuffed, and marched in the
midst of the police from house
to house as the writs were serv-

ed. This had the desired effect,

and no farther obstruction was
aiven to the police till they were
returning home to Ennis. About
ten o'cl@gx, at Fort Anbeg, with-
in two miles of Tulla,the police
got off the cars to walk up a
steep hill. At the turn of the
road an armed party was lying
in wait, and immediately open..
ed fire on the police from the
adjoining wood. No less than
forty shots were counted in
regfllar file firing order, the bul-

The following is a detailed
account of the affray: [tappears
that eighty policemen proceeded
to Bodyke for the purpose of as-
sisting in the eviction of a ten..
ant. Bodyke is a small village

situated mid-way between |F}H

Scariff and Tulla, where some
military are at present garris..
oned. The police, while pro-
ceeding in small parties to the
place of assembly, were attack-
ed in detail by the people. Am-
bulence waggons conveyed the
police from knnis. They were
under the command of the
County Inspector. On the way
from linnis a hive of bees was
let loose, and the stings of the
insects caused two ot the horses
to become unmanageable. One
maddened beast dashed himself
against the wall and was killed.
Mounted orderlies were des~
patcned to Tulla for the assis-
tance of the military, white, in
the meantime, the police, in
united force, proceeded io the
house where the eviction was
to take place. It was situated
on a hill, and, as they ascended
near it, the police were attacks
ed by an armed band of desper=
ate men, who, from the covert
of the fences at each side of the
road, poured a galling fire into
the ranks of the Constabulary.
The latter were immediately de-
ployed in skirmishing order and
returned the fire with effect kill-
ing one man and wounding
several others. The police suc-
ceeded in reaching the house,
which was filled with armed
men. - They broke in the front
door and took the garrison by
surprise. The rioters rushed
through the back door,but sever-
al were arrested. Some who
had attacked the Constabulary
from behind the fences were also
taken, and, in all, some thirty
prisoners were captured. The
house was taken possession of
and the family inhabiting it
were cleared out. While return-
ing with their prisoners the po-
lice were attacked and fired up-
on the second time, one of their
horses being shot dead. Beyond
this no serious casunalty occur..
red. The police behaved well.
The mounted men who were
despatched for the military had
also to run a severe gauutlet, a
determined effort being made to
prevent them from rcaching
Tulla. They, however, reached
the town through all the obsta-

cles. The police succeeded in
conveying their prisoners to
gaol.

Later reports about this affray
state that a farmer named Mal-
oney has died from the effects
of a blow {rom the butt end of a
gun.

On Thursday a force of over
1,000 soldiers and police had to
protect a bailiff who attempted
to serve 60 processes for reni on
the estate of Capt. MaxwellFox,
nearTullamore. A large crowd
assembled, and stones were
thrown at the police. In each
case the doors were removed
from the houses and. the en-
trances were blocked up with
stones, but these were removed
and the processes were posted
in conspicuous parts of the tene-
ments. :

One hundred police and two
mountod orderlies of the 37th
left Kilkenny, for Clonmel to
make seizures for rent.

Day by day, the discussion on
the question of free trade goes on
in England. Every paper con-

{ tains letters, articles and reports

of meetings in which the one~
sided free trade theories are
taken to task and a process of
retaliation demanded. It is
evident that the position of the
iree trade theory has changed.
r many years it was a gospel,
and he who denied it was cast
out into exterior darkness, so to
speak ; he was ostracised among;
the intellectual portion of the
trades and derided by the prefes-
sors. But gradually it came to
be only anOpinion; and at last it
seems as if it were an Opinion
on the defensive. Clearly
enough, if the French treaty
turns out to be unfavourable,the
public feeling in England will
make the position of ultra free
traders desperate. In our last
issue we gave Mr. Gladstone's
views on the subject of foreign
labour, as represented by foreign
products, in theEnglish market.
We produce this morning an
extract from the Daily Telepraph
giving warning to France about
the possible results of a retusal
to do justice to England’s de..
mand for free trade relations. It
is as follows, and we make no
apology for the length of the
eXtract :

“QOur tariffis not a* fixed guantity,
absolutely unalterable, as the laws of
the Medes or Persians; it is simply a
conveunient engine for raising revenue
and our own ideas of expediency are
the sole gunides to which we shall
listen in eitber remitting or imposing
duties. Last yearMr Gladstone took
power to remit half the remaining
duty on French wine, it he found it
expedient, but he did not exercise
that power; and two years previounsly
Sir Stafford Northcote added somes
thing to the duty on tobacco- with
hardly a dissentient voice. If Mr.
Gladstone, his hands free by the ex-
piry ot the Roucher Cobden treaty—
which, ourFrench friends must never
forget, bound us well as them—were
to propose to double or treble the
duty on French wine in order to se
cure a fulcrum for an advantageous
treaty with Spain, he would probably
meet with as little opposition as Sir
Stafford Northcote encountered. If,
farther, he were, in order to keep up
the average proportionate yield from
indirect taxation, to advise the reimn-
position ot the duaty on refined sugar,
which wasonly repealed a few ‘years
since—tor there is mnothing " sacred
about sugar—we have not the slight-
est doubt that English sentiment
would sapport him. lhese are mere-
ly hypotheses; but, in the prevailing
ignorance “abroad as to opinion in
this country, it is advicable to refer
even Lo contingeucies which might
some day develop into facts. The
truth of the matter is simply this,that
the English people, witnessing an
almost general conspiracy abroad to
etarve tueir industry by prohibitory
ariffs, are beginning to discuss with
ominous earnestress ideas of retaha-
tion, with a view -to satleguard their
own interests, and that the new fiscal
policy of the K'rench may be the tu- a~
ing~poiut of rheir future action. We
may regret that the issue has been
raised, but, as the Preston election
shows, it is coiing before the great
popular coustitucucies in a way 1o
demand notice, and the most caretul
treatment from statesmen jand politi-
cians. ''ne Frencih may justly think
retaliation unlikely ; buv they would
do weil not to treat it as imnpos-
sible.”

We do not need to add much
by the way of comment on this
language. It isthe language of
a paper with adaily circulation
ot a quarter of a million, and
which may be said to be read
daily by millions. When we
find its views endorsed byCham-
bers of Commerce, Boards of
Trade, members of Parliament,
and hosts of correspondents, we
do well to give heed to them.

The result of his represeniation
we hope will be a change in port and
river management, and now that the
Government has been induced to
arouse itself in our affairs, is the
time for thuse who have influence at
headquarters, and who take an in-
terest in the affairs of our port and
river, to recommend that the port of
Chatham be put under the Port Wars
den’s Act.

THE FIRE AT QUEBEC.
[St. Jobn News. ]

The most serious fire that has visited
Quebeo for thirty years took place there
Wedunesday evening. Not less than §3,-
000,000 would cover the total losses,
and 1,200 families are turned out of
house and home by the catastrophe.
The circurostances connected therewith
point to lack of water, as being a main
source of calamity. Between 10 and
11 o'clock, p m., an alarm wassound-
ed and the entire fire brigade was dese
patched to the scene of action. The fire
started in a stable on the corner of St.
Oliver and Queen streets, but in a shert
time the whols of the surrounding district,
which is almost entirely built of wood was
a mass of driving flame,a strong east wind
inereased by the heat of the fire serving
to fan the flames into roaring conflagra—
tion, As the flames swept on in all dir-
ections tte firemen, though stubbornly
contesting each foot of the way were
compclled to retire, the more so as in
many places a sufficient force of water
was not available to keep engines sup~
plied.-
One of the public buildings laid low,
was St. Johv's' Church, which was burnt
down 8o quickly that it was impossible to
save any of the contents,except the plate
and altar vessels. The firemen made a
stand when fire first reached the Church,
but were unable to render any assistance.
The steeples fell in less than an hour,and
crushed in the blackened frame work
like an egg shell, scattering the sparks
and flaming firebrands in every direc-
tion.
The fire rapidly spread from the place
where it originated into the adjacent
streets until two o'clock in the morning,
St. Oliver, Latourelle, St. Marie, Dagus~
ellon (west), Richilien, Jupiter street,
St. Gabriel street, St. Patricks, Scott,:
Montecalm, Nouvelle, Breton, St. Gene-
vieve, were all in flames.

I daresay the
landlord thought this was generous, but
still the people are not satisfied, as they
are, they say, still eighty per cent above
Griffith’s valuation. I arrived st Manor
Hamilton by the same train that brought
out the attachment of youthful military
from Enniskillen. They bivouacked and
picnicked also in the Court House, anh
were not visible during the sale.  The
auction of the cattle was held on the
road. ‘From the early morning the roll
of the drum had given notice to the
people, and Manor Hamilton was dense«
ly tironged. There was about

A HUNDRED POLICE

present. The sale was held on the bridge
that spans the Bonath, running throngh
the town. The police formed a living
wall across the road in*two places, faces
tothe crowd, with an on open space be-
tween. Tall, fine-looking men, solid,
immovable, with faces that saw every-
thing and looked at nothing. The crowd
surged up to these living barriers, a
dense mass that looked like a sea of
heads; when they groaned it was a roar
indescridable. 7The small boys, roosted
on the walls as thickly as & swarm of
bees, kept up a running fire of uncom-
plimentary remarks and came ou strong
when bissing or groaning was to be
done. There were present about a dozen
priests who exerted themselves to main-~
tain order.  There were banners of
green and gold, and bands of music that
played, “Tramp, Tramp, the Boys are
Marching.” They wore & kind of uni~
form of green damask trimmed with
orange braid. The pocr cattle that had
been seized for rent were in the pound
where they had beer kept since the
seizare. Through the politeness of the
Rev. P. O'Reily, I was accommo-
dated with a seat at a
window over-looking .the scene.
“] was a lady from America who
would write an account of what I saw
for the papers over there.”” The kind«
ness of the people on hearing this was
very touching. ~ ‘‘Sure, America was
their friend, the relief that kept them
from starving came from America.’’ In
fact, whether for bread or baynots, the
eyes of this people turn to America. It
was & sight to see these poor cattle
brought up from the pound. Their eyes
were startiog from their heads with
fright. Agtuey were forced along amid
cheers for the Land League, groans for
the agents, hoots for the members of the
Emergency Committee, through the
surging crowd that hustled and pushed,
forced through a living lane that could
not be kept open, each looked as if she
would take a flying leap into the air,and
become the cow that jumped over the
moon.

The tail figures of several reverend
gentlemen were conspicious energetically
keeping back the crowd. The clerical
gentleman addressed the crowd from the
hotel where I stayed, praised thei: good
behaviour, and with a little adroit flat-
tery told them to go home quietly. The
Land League members spoke also. After
the speeches the crowd paraded the town
drums beating, fifes shrieking, banners
flying ; the poor bewiidered cattle, with
green ribbons on their heads shared in
the procession. I awm quite sure they
would bave excused themselves from the
honor if they could. I am quite sure
they enjoyed the quiet of the pasture
when they at length subside into stillness
and wentto gress.  So, happily ended
without a fray the threatening state of
affairs at Manor Hamilton* There is an
iron hut intended for & police barrack
lying at the station. but no one will draw
it 1o its destination. The sheriff was
advised te auction it after the cows. This
was sarcastic, as Artemus Ward would
8ay.
