THE FISHERIES QUESTIION.

(From the Loadon Standard.)

Earl Granville's courteous, but cauc
trously worded despateh, relative to the
Fortune Bay contraversy, will be read
with satisfaction by the Engishmen.
I'he Foreign Secretary in this letter to
vir. Lowell, the American Minister
abatas not a jot or tittie of what has been
calied ¢ the KEnglish Case,”” except one
part of the case. With the character-
istic frankness Lord Granville admits of
the outsets of his remarks, that the con-
duot of tho l-‘uu_.uuc Cay nshe_ruxt:u who,
thinking their rivals were acting wrongly
took the law into their own hands ana
not only assaulted the Yunkee fishermen
but destroyed and damaged some of
their rets; is indefens ble, For that the
English Goveinment is willing to make
amends, .and to ofter as compénsation to
the aggrieved parries damages accords
Ing to reasonable assessment. But bes
yond that concession Lord Granville is
unable to go. He politely but firm!y de.
clines to recognize the claim set up on
behalf of the American fishermen, that
under the Treaty of Washington they
can pursue their business in Fortune Bay
utterly regardiess for the regulations
which bind the British fishermen of the
district, That Tieaty, he reminds Mr,
Loweli, only gave the citizens of the
States right to fish in Newfoundland wa-.
ters. ‘in common with British subjects ’
Iv meant that whilst fishing there they
should be subject to {any reasonable re
gulations to which British fishermen
are subject.” Lord Granyille in fact,
very ingeniously gets rid of what
has been the great perplexity in this dia~
pute. The strong point of the Ameiican
case, according to international Jurists 1s
that rec?nt regulations relating to the
Fortune Bay Fishery are not binding on
Americans’ because they were made by
a local Government after the Treaty of
Washington became an operative instrus
ment. [t is rightly argued that no local
Government enforce regulations incons
sistent with the provisions of an lmpert.
al. The lloreign Secretary 1t will be
seen; does not traverse this high princis
ple. What he, however, contends for is
a point of practice and not of principle
It is that the intention and lettes of the
Treaty provided that American and Bris
tish fisberman should in Fortune Bay on
terms of perfect equality, and that neir
ther party should hlaim exemption from
any ‘re.sonable regulations’ devised as
‘a means of preserving the Fisheries at
their highest point of production,’ a
phrase which Lortd Granville cleaerly
quotes from a Despatch written by Mr.
Walsn, Mr. Powell’s predecessor. zhus,
the English Government narrow downp
the 1ssue to two questions—Are the re-
gulations in dispute reasonable ; and —
Who is to enforce them in the matter of
reasonableness;, Lord Granville is quite
wil ing to ‘conler with the Government
of the United States respecting the ess
tablishment of regulations under which
the subject of both parties to the Treaty
of Washington shall have full and equal
enjoymeng ofany Fishery which under
thut T'reaty is to be used in common.’
But, he a«dd’s, when such regulations are
made they must, like those now 1n vogue

THE NEW EISHOP OF GALLIPOLI

The Most Revd. Monsignor Carfag*
nini, translated in the Cansis of Fev. 27th,
from the See of Harbor Grace in the
Island of Newfoundland, North Amers
ica, to the See of Gallipoli, on the]21 Nov,
a day chosen by His Lordship, been
the festival of the Presentation of the
Blesed Virgin Mary to the Temple,
made his solemn entry into the city;
and the following is the account we haye
rece’ved of the celebiation.

The Royal Chapter having been inform.
ed by telegram, mdue time despatched
to Lecce where the rallway line termin-~
ates, a deputlacdon with carriages to re-
cetve clis Lordship, and accompany him
irom that place to Gallipoli.

At 2 o’clock p.m. of said day, the Birs
nop followed by the deputiation was wels
comed, at four kilometies from the city
oy the Hon. Mayor, by the Municipal As-
sessor, by iwo dignateries of the Chapter
in Capa Magna, who in galascarriages
had gone to meet him,and by & numers
ous company of youths.”" His Lordships
having eutered the Mayor’s carriage con
tinued his journey amidst the acclamas
tions of a joyful people; whose numbers
ncreased more aud more as they were
advancing, cheering on their way alterne
ately His Holiness and the Bishop.

On arrival at the suburvs of the city, it
was found necessary for the satisfaction of
the people to allow them to unyoke the
horses.and draw the carriages themselves,
However, owing to the vast throngs of
people desirous to vee and welcome the
nev Pastor, the progress made was slow
and difficuit. Having finally reached
the gates of tne city, His Lordship vests
ed Limself in his pontifical robes, prepars
ed on an alter erected there for the ocs
casion, and proceeded by all the confras
ternities wearing the habits of their res
spective Orders, vy the ciergy, and by the
Royal Chapter—all arranged in process
sional order—entered the city. Having
arrived at the Cathedial, the building
was fourd so filled up with the faithful,
that the guards succeeded with the great-
est difficulty in opening a passage for
His Lordship to the Sanctuary, After
having gone through ceremonies prescrib»
ed by the pontifical on such occasions,
the most Ilustrious Monsignor Cateni;
Pro-Vicar, read an 1naugural oration to
which His Lordship answered with a diss
coluse couched In words breathing
throughout that ardent z-al andjcharity
which for twentysfive years in the cold
regions of North America characierised
h s laborious Apostical mission,

Here we have to state that it would
be almost impossible | to describe the
cordial, enthusiastic manifestations of afs
fection and devotion shown to the most
Illustrious Montignor Carfagnini on his
arrival m QGallipoli. We limit ourse ves
only to the remark; that though scarciey
a year has elapsed since Gallipoli wel-
comed the last Bishop. and’in a short
space of a few years witnessed the recep*
uon of several other prelates, yet the
arrival of Mongiguor Carfaguini encited
such an enthusiasm that on that day
there was not a Gallipolian, no matter
of what age or condition. who did not
take part in the solemn reception. We
noticed the most distingu.shed nobles
men and ladies of the town who had re
turned for the occasion from their charme«
ing villas, and on the ba conies; ‘* the
duomo.”” and along the streets throngh
which His Lordship passed, regardless
of the grea? inconvience they were sub-
Jjected 1o Ly the pressure and density of
the vast ctowd.
