called the catching pen, an inclosure
capable of containing 100 grunters. A
boy enters this pen and catches one of
the hind legs of the hog with what is
called a shackling chain. This chain is
attached to a friction boist, and not-
withstanding his loud protests his hog-
ship is elevated to the sticking pen,
where the butcher awaits his arrival
and receives him on the point of a
knife. After being silenced in this way
the carcass of the hog continues the
trip. He slides down a story by the
aid of an iron bar, at the end of which
the shackling chaia is taken off and he
falis into 'the scalding vat. After a
brief sojourn in this vat tbe hog next
strlkes what is termed a cradle. This
cradle throws him upon a scraping
bench, where he is divested ef bis
bristles. He is then ridden on a rail
to the gutters, trom which he passes
throungh an antomatic sprinkler where
he is thoroughly cléaned and washed.
Continuing his journey by rail h:
passes on to the expert marker, who
halves him with & knife and removes
his backbone. After being thus halved
the hcg continues his trip in sections,
and is assigned to quarters in the
hanging room according to his weight.
Here his remains are kept uutil they
are sufficiently chilled to admit of
being farther dealt with in the final
‘chilling room, where any degree of
frost desired may be obtained. As to

A Scotch Priest’'s Heroism.
(London Tablet, Aug. 28.)

News has been received of the death
of the Rev. George Rigg, priest at St.
Peter’s, Dalibrog, in South Uist, one of
our Outer Hebrides, in the diocese of
Argyll and the Isles. Father Rigg met
his death owing to a deyvotion not less
than that of the Pere. Damien. The
family of one of his parishioners, a Heb-
ridean cottar, consisting of the man, his
wife and child, were all attacked by
typhus fever at one and the same time.
The neighbors were loth toapproach the
cottage in which the stricken family lay
ill, and for weeks, with the exception of
the doctor, who paid his daily visit, the
priest unassisted nursed the sick house-
bold, cooking for them, and performing
all the necessary and unpleagant menisl
offi~es attaching to his self-imposed task.
As a result he contracted the feverin its

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Fire at Summerside.

Betweun eleven and twelve o’clock on

Thursday evening last fire broke out

in a building in the rear of the Camp-

bell Hotel, owned by Mr. James Me-

Leod and occupied by Messrs. Brace
Mackay & Co., as s warehouse. The
following account of the fire is from
the Agriculturist : When the fire’ was
discovered the building was & mass of
flames, which were bursting through
the walls and roof. The alarm was
given &8 quickly as possible and the
¢ Beaver” went to the tank at Bowness’
corner, engine No. 2 to the well near
Macdonsald’s livery stable, which soon
gave out, after which she went to the
8pring street tank, and engine No. 3
played from the well near the Post
office and later from Spring S*. tank.
It was impossible to save the burning
building, and the efforts were chiefly to
prevent the fire from spreading. The
stable adjoining on the west also owned
by Mr. McLaod next caught fire, both
these building being completely des-
troyed. The warshouse adjoining the
Campbell hotel took fire, but the blazs
was extinguished. The roof of Hol-
man’s old warehouse took fire a num-
ber of times but Mr. Creel Macarthur
and others remained on the roof, where
they worked like beavers, with buckets
keeping the roof wet and saving the
building. Had the fire got a grod hold
of that building, a large part of the

P. T. Fanning’s stable, between the
burning buildings and the Holman
warehouse, was tora down by the Hook
and Ladder Company, which assisted

bacco, sugar,. wire fencing, lime, all
their large stock of nails, about two
tons of finssed meal, and a good deal of
reserve stock in the warehouse. They
also lost a large quantity of old letters,
books, etc. In the ,orner building
they had a large amount of salt, wool,
etc., and Mr. MacLeod had codsider-
able pressed hay. None of these were
saved; nor was there any insurance on
it. The origin of the fire is uncertain,
but many think it was incendiary.

'Again, many of our news-

papers are tainted with a spirit of ag-

secret teachings. Itis well, indeed,
that there are journals which, though

not Catholic, are nevertheless respect-
able and admirably conducted, and
conduee to the preservation of a
healthy public spirit as regards the
supply of secular information and the
exclusion of everything offensive to
good taste. But it cannot be denied
that the_secular jomnald of the day,
perhaps in every land, have a strong
objection to al'owing the religious ele-
ment to trespass on their pages.

With reference to the position of
the Qatholic press amonst the woild’s
daily newspapers, Father Colamban
said that Catholic representation in
the journalistic sphere is net what
-any lover of-truth-woeld-‘wich it to be
for the leading journals almost with-
oyt exception, ‘ate’ coatrolled” by
those who do nojp believe jn the
Catholic Church, and consequently
cannot be expected to be sincerely
favorable to its interests. In every
cquntry theye shoyld be at least
one (Catholic daly paper certainly
equal to and if possible greater in
worth than any similar publication
in the hands of non-Catholics. The
jourpal to which I allude stould not
be exclusively religious. It should
be a strong gompetitor with its con-
temporaries in the supply of all
branches of news, save that class of
information which right reason and
religion tell is nogious to the people.
The Catholic cannot reliably look
for safe guidance to the leading pa-
pers of the time in matters relating to
theology, philosophy, histery, art and
science. For it is'the natural out
come that non-Catholic writers should
enunciate false principles and urge
illogically when treating subjects
broaching on the tru¢ religion. In
every country Catholicity bas virulent
enemies, who do not scruple to cal-
umpijate the bridge of Cbrist and to
spread their falsehoods throngh the
medium of the press, and literature
of an imaginative and poisonous nat
ure is spread broadcast with the
most Jamentabe consequences, threat-
ening the ruin of yonth and the de-
moralization of the people. The do-
ings - of those who still despoil the
Chyrch and seek to crush her should
be exposed: to public opinion. = The
affairs of the Church should be cor-
tecily and extensively ~chronicled in
every land, The working of foreign
‘missions and the difficulties and hard_
ships of those who  preach the Gos-
pel in - distant lands; should be
prought under the notice of the
Oatholic world .at- large. Accurate
information from the centre of Christ-
endom should be circulated where-
ever the cross is set up, And _in the
doing: of these -thinga and of many
others it is within the scope of the.
press to take an active and powerful
part, Any movement for rendering
the Oathclic press more efficient and
up-to-date cannot fail to do service to
the Catholic cause, to place a weapon
in the bhands of thosé who profess
the true religion which will tell with
effect upgn the sowers of .discord in
the religious lite of the nations, and
belp to preserve and sustain amonst
mankind 3 healthjer tone  of thougbt
and action, raise the standard of liter
ature and promote the temporal and
spiritual well-being of ‘the hnman
race,—Catholic Standard and Times.
