A Batch of Letters-

The Irish Ecclesiastical record for 
August contains a number of letters 
written by eminent clergymen now 
deceased. The originals are in the 
possession of Rev. Matthew Russell,
S. J., and they are presented to the 
readers of’tbe Record in a very in­
teresting aitiole, entitled “ A Batch 
of Letters.” Thei e is one, hitherto 
unpublished, written by Cardinal I etinately 
Newman in 1865 to a 1 dy who is traditions 
now lhe mother superior of a con­
vent of Mercy in Ir- land. The 
Cardinal is speaking of Anglicanism 
and says : Anglicanism ia a the­
ory which is tolerably consistent 
with itself, and comes home to sens­
ible minds as being very likely and 
sensible. Its fault is—its fatal fault 
—that it is not tome but by histori­
cal facts. But what can the bulk 
of people know about historical 
faoU? One man says one thing, 
another, another. And of those who 
know them, some will look at s une 
lacis, others at others, Some make 
these the role, and that the except­
ion; others make those the rule and 
this the exception. The two parties 
are like the knights who fought 
about the shield, which on one side 
was gofd and on the other silver. I 
am. not for an instant supposing 
that the Catholic side is not right 
in point of historical facts, and the 
Anglican wrong; but the question 
is; Now is this to be brought home 
to any except the few who have the 
means of historical research ? The 
best proof that Catholics are right 
is that unbelievers like Gibbon, who 
are on neither side, but are profound 
students, give the decision in favor 
of Catholics.

Relying upon the eapersti'ioos say- 
ingjof an o}d hermit, they refused all 
these things and'even to receive 
him as their bishop. Angnstine 
thereupon assumed a threatening 
tone and foretold that, if they would 
not have peace with their brethern 
God would send them war with 
their enemies, and if they would not 
preach the way of life to the Eng­
lish they would enfler death by their 
hands. And so it happened. A 
few years later Adelfrid, king of 
Northumbria, overthrew the Britons 
With gpeat slaughter near Chester, 
and massacred the monks of Bangor, 
who were praying on the field of 
battle. The fact that the Britons 
refused aid in the conversion of the 
Saxon tribes did not discourage 
Augustine. He continued the noble 
work began. Travelling from place 

place, from town to town, he in­
structed, baptised and confirmed the 
pagans in the true faith ; but his 
life’s career was now drawing to a 
close.

When Renan died, his widow 
returned the jettera whieh M. Ber­
thelet, the famous chemist, had writ­
ten to her husband, asking him to 
publish the whole correspondence 
on both sides.

I had in my 
mind nice, set phrases as to this sen­
sual, unwholesome and subtle wor­
ship. To me Rome was the perver­
sion of the religious instinct. I in­
tended to ridicule freely the orna­
mental ingenuity of the Church 
Christ and the srfperatitione of this 
land. Well, my friend, the Madon­
na has conquered me. Amongst 
these people, in their faith, in their 
civilization, I have found an incom­
parable sublimity, poetry and ideal­
ism. . . . Our idealism is abetraot,, 
severe, unimaginative. The idealism 
of this people is p lastio, fond of form 
irresistably inclined to translate 
and express itself. One oan not 
go about a quarter of an hour in 
Rome without being struck by the 
prodigious number of the works of 
art. Everywhere statues, pictures, 
churches monasteries. Nothing 
banal, nothing vulgar; the ideal is 
universal. These words of the bril­
liant apostate—intended solely for 
the eye of hie friend—have no relig­
ions interest, except, perhaps, as ex­
pressing a certain spiritual home­
sickness. But there is in them a 
lesson of toleration which onr 
American globe trotters may not be 
loeth to learn from this great arch, 
enemy of Catholicity;

The financial statement for the 
first year of Grit rule shows a de­
ficit of $526,739.

Word comes from Ottawa that 
Sir Oliver Mowat has definitely 
decided to take the Ontario Lieu­
tenant Governorship, although 
the Premier is anxious for him to 
remain in the cabinet. It is hint- 
ed, however, that Sir Oliver is 
tired of some of the company he is 
compelled to keep at the council 
board. It is said he will recom­
mend Hon. David Mills as his 
successor ; but Sir Louis Davies is 
said to be very anxious to secure 
the Justice Department for him 
self. We shall now see who is the 
more powerful claimant of the 
two.

Recent advices from London 
state that in the four months since 
the new Canadian tariff went into 
force, British exports to Canada, 
under the new preferential rate, 
declined £171,553, or 14 per cent. 
The imports from Canada have 
increased 17 per cent These 
figures are in comparison with 
those of the^corresponding period 
last year. The cable adds that 
the result is “ disappointing ” The 
greatest decrease is in iron and 
manufactures of the same, and 
clothing. The decrease in the 
iron trade with England, it is as­
certained, was due 'to the Cana­
dian purchases in the United 
States.

During the late election contest 
the Opposition warned the people 
that a renewal of confidence in the
Peters Qeveroroeût meant An in
crease of taxation. The echoes of 
the election have scarcely died 
away before the predictions of the 
Opposition has been verified. Tax 
notices have been distributed and 
the amounts levied have been 
largely increased,and in some cases 
doubled. Those who voted for 
the Government and otherwise 
exercised themselvesin their behalf 
will now have an opportunity to 
dip deeper into their pockets in 
order to support their beneficent 
rule. The story of the million 
dollars to come from Ottawa 
served to get votes for the Gov­
ernment;. but those who were 
foolish enough to believe it will 
now receive the reward of their 
crdulity, in the shape of vastly 
creased taxes.

Montreal Star : To the out­
sider who is not troubled with 
much respect for party tradition 
or the cramping sectionalism 
which plays too large a part in 
our politics, it would seem that 
the problem before the Premier 
would be greatly simplified if all 
this idea of allotting so many 
ministers to a province were aban­
doned, and then the possibility of 
reducing the number of depart­
ments frankly faced. Why should 
we maintain two separate Minis 
tors to perform the light duties of 
the Secretary of State and of the 
President of the Privy Council ? 
Then by experience we know that 
we do not need three Ministers to 
look after Trade and Commerce, 
Customs and Inland Revenue. 
Two men always did it under Sir 
John McDonaln-, and did it well- 
at times. The United States has 
but eight Cabinet Ministers ; and 
while they have none of the Par­
liamentary responsibility that our 
Ministers must always carry, they 
attend to the executive business 
for a nation of sixty-five millions. 
We could certainly get along with 
a smaller Government, rod we 
could manage, too, to use the 
money that the reduction in the 
number of portfolios would save 
us.

On the occasion of his return 
from England, last week, Sir Louis 
Davies was presented with a con­
gratulatory address by his politi- 
tical friends. In the course of hie 
remarks in reply to this address, 
Sir Louis is reported to have said 
that he did not wish to say any­

thing about himself ; but at the 
same time he intimated that he 
did not wish to conceal the facts 
with which he had been so in­
timately connected. These are 
just such expressions as might 
most naturally have been expect­
ed from a man of his modesty 
and retiring disposition. He 
dwelt at length ' upon the action 
of the Laurier Government in 
granting a privilege in Canada to 
British goods, and in glowing 
terms referred to what he was 
pleased to call the triumph of the 
Government in the denunciation 
of the treaties between the Im­
perial Government and Belgium 
and Germany. He did not seem 
averse to taking to himself a con­
siderable amount of credit for the 
denunciation of these treaties.
He was pleased to admit that he 
was sent by his colleagues to pre­
sent to the Imperial Government 
the legal aspects of the case. But 
singularly enough Sir Louis did 
not tell his audience that his view 
of the validity of the treaties and 
their application to Canada had 
not been sustained. It is well 
known that when this question 
was under discussion in the House 
of Commons last session, Sir Louis 
made a length/ speech and fabri­
cated an elaborate argument to 
show that the treaties with Bel­
gium and Germany did not apply 
to Canada ; but if they did apply 
they had no application to the 
new tariff'. According to his own 
admission, Sir Louis was sent by 
his colleagues to impress these 
opinions upon the law officers of 
the Crown in Great Britain. Now, 
it is a matter of notoriety that 
these law officers decided against uunu^ pnjBervmj 
Sir Louis’ contentions ; they de( end foreign markets, 
cided that these treaties did stand1 “ 
in the way, and were applicable 
to the new Canadian tariff. Hence, 
in order to save the tariff nothing 
remained butto denounce the trea­
ties, and the Imperial Government 
gave notice that they would be de­
nounced at the end of a year.
The plain inference from the fore­
going facta is that the treaties 
were denounced in consequence 
of the Dominion Government, on 
the advice of Sir Louis Davies, 
having gope astray. Had his 
contention been sustained the 
treaties, so far as Canada is pon- 
cerned, would have been standing 
yet. Thus it will be seen that 
whatever Sir Louis has accom­
plished It has been by going 
wrong rather them by going right, 
and to claim to have earned the 
gratitude of hie country for a 
blunder is a very childish proceed­
ing. But what does Canada gain 
by the denunciation of the 
treaties? Their abrogation was 
desired by leading statesmen of 
the Conservative party, before,and 
sincè Laurier acquired power, in 
order that Canada might have a 
free band in making an arrange­
ment by which Canadian products 
migut be favored over foreign 
goods in the British markets,
while Britiehrgoqjds be.shn
ilarly favored in our martT*?*
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has made 
this impossible-; for he has, in the 
most solemn manner, declared to 
the British people that Canada 
accords their products this prefer­
ence as a free gift, asking 
nothing in return. In considera­
tion of these facts, it should not 
require much reflection to coa 
vince any one open to conviction, 
that Sir Louis Davies’ statements- 
ragarding Canada’s advantages in 
consequence of the preferential 
clause are largely composed of 
buncombe. Sir Wilfrid and Sir 
Louis must think that the people 
of Canada are very anxious to be 
humbugged if they imagine their 
verbal frippery will not be taken 
at its proper value.

called the catching pen, an inclaeoi* 
capable of containing 100 gmntere. A 
boy enters this pen and catches one of 
the hind lege of the hog with what Is 
called a shackling chain. This chain Is 
attached to a friction hoist, and not­
withstanding his loud protests his hog- 
ship is elevated to the sticking pen, 
where the butcher awaits bis arrival 

receives him on the point of 
knife. After being silenced in this way 
the carcass of the hog continues the 
trip. He slides down a story by the 
aid of an iron bar, at the end of which 
the shackling chela is taken off and he 
fells into 'the scalding vat After a 
brief sojourn in this vat the hog next 
strikes what Is termed a cradle. This 
cradle throws him upon a scraping 
bench, where he is divested ef bis 
bristles. He is then ridden on a rail 
to the gutters, from which he passes 
through an automatic sprinkler where 
he is thoroughly cleaned and washed. 
Continuing his journey by rail h 
passes on to the expert marker, who 
halves him with a knife and removes 
his backbone. After being thus halved 
the hog continues his trip in sections, 
and is assigned to quarters in the 
hanging room according to his weight. 
Here his remains are kept until they 
are sufficiently chilled to admit of 
being further dealt with in the final 
chilling room, where any degree of 
frost desired may be obtained. As to 

, a rule the day after the porter is pot in 
the last mentioned place he is ready 
for cutting into any shape demanded 
by the markets of the world. After 
being cut up into joints such as hams, 
shoulders, sides, etc., the process of 
evolution is continued, and the hog is 
sent down chutes (which are connected 
with the cutting table) through traps 
Into the various chilling rooms on the 
second and third floors. There they 
are put through various processes of 
soring and preserving for the home

Having thus shown the method of 
treatment accorded the hog between 
the hog between the time of his arrival 
at the packing-house and his curing 
and preserving for the markets of the 
world, it is perhaps in order to say 
something about the disposal of the by­
products. In this connection it may 
be pointed out that the blood from the 
sticking room on the fifth floor runs 
down a galvanised spout to the press­
room on the first floor. Here it is re­
ceived in a large vat and subjected to a 
high pressure of live steam. Then it is 
transferred to a hydraulic press, where 
the moisture is removed. This process 
over, the bjood is taken from the press 
and placed in an agitator where it is 
thoroughly pulverised and dried to 
powder. In this way it becomes a 
commercial article, being what is 
known as dried blood, which is largely 
used in sugar refineries and by calico 
printers, taking, as it does, the place 
of whites of eggs, When the sugar re­
finers and salle» printers have taken 
all the albumen eut of the blood Is sold 
to farmers for fertilising purposes. 
Some of the blood is also used for mak­
ing fancy buttons for ladies’ dresses 
and other articles such as snuff boxes, 
roilet sets, etc., The entrailg are need 
for sausage casing, and the bladders 
are nsedîy tobacco manufacturers for 
holding snuff, and by druggists for vari-

The new pork packing establishment 
that is being built for the Messrs 
Rattenbnry at the east end of the dty 
is rapidly approaching completion, and 
notwithstanding the broken weather 
experienced early in the season and 
the delay in obtaining material, Lowe 
Bros, will have their contract complet­
ed within the time specified. The 
building is located on the comer of 
Grafton and Edward Streets. Mr. Lees, 
of Chicago, who designed the building, 
is well pleased with the manner in 
which the contractors are doing their 
work. "They have acted up to the 
specifications in every respect," said 
Mr. Lees “ indeed in some instances 
they did more than was palled for. 
have superintended the erection of 
many buildings, including some of the 
largest in the United States, and I 
never met men who gave me so little 
•rouble as dtd tÛ Contractors for the 
erection of the pork-packing establish 
ment in Charlottetown." The pork 
packing establishment, it may be stat­
ed here, is built of brick with stone 
trimmings, and is from three to five 
stories in height.

A Scotch Priest’s Heroism-

(London Tablet, Ang. 28.)

News has been received of the death 
of the Rev. George Bigg, priest at St. 
Peter’s, Dalibrog, in South Uist, one of 
onr Outer Hebrides, in the diocese of 
Argyll and the Mes. Father Bigg met 
his death owing to a devotion not leas 
than that of the Fera Damien- The 
family of one of his parishioners, a Heb­
ridean cottir, consisting of the mao, hie 
wife and child, were all attacked by 
typhus fever at one and the same time. 
The neighbors were loth to approach the 
cottage in which the stricken family lay 
ill, and for weeks, with the exception of 
the doctor, who paid hie daily visit, the 
prieet unassisted named the sick house­
hold, cooking for them, and performing 
all the neceeeary and unpleasant menial 
offices attaching to his self-imposed task 
As a result he contracted the fever in ite 
worst form, and died, after terrible suf­
ferings, a few days ago, in the presence 
of his sister and the priest in charge of 
the other South Uist parish, who had 
nursed him devotedly. Father Bigg 
was a nephew of the late Right Bev, 
George Bigg, D. D., Bishop of Duokeld, 
and was a man of lingular refinement 
and culture. To such a .one hie self 
mpoeed duty muet have proved extra- 
ordianrily repulsive, and he may be 
truly considered to have died ** a mar- 
tyrlto charity." R. I. P.

Father Bigg’s heroism has been the 
subject of many articles in the many 
newspapers of the country. The article 
of The Edinburgh Evening News (non- 
Caiholic) of Aqgust 23, may be here re­
produced as giving an example of tb6 
manner in which an admiring press 
praises the work of a martyr priest :

On the other 
hand in giving voice to dissatisfaction 
at a time when it is called for, we be­
lieve that salutary habits of independ­
ence are encouraged. It is the boast of 
liberalism that freedom of expression is 
not denied within its rank, and we 
have every confidence that plain speak­
ing new will be to the benefit rather 
than to the injury of the party. The 
general policy of the government meets 
with increasing approval throughout

the country and is accumulating the 
materials of its own jollification. With 
the general policy of the government, 
the Examiner la in moat hearty sym­
pathy, hot the general policy of an ad­
ministration to not ths only thing by 
which it is judged. There are other 
characters which have their effect also 
upon public opinion, in the atrengtheo- 
ing or weakening of a government. We 
hold, then, that the Laurier govern­
ment has to some extent injured itself 
in the country (and ie in a position to 
suffer more injury if it neglects criti­
cism) in two ways that we proceed to 
point oat. The first to that the dis­
missals from the public service have in 
many cases been inconsistent with the 
principles that were laid down on that 
point a year ago; thanks, we believe, 
to the all too “ vigorous ” policy intro­
duced by Mr. Blair with regard to the 
Intercolonial.

We do not refer merely, to 
hto wrong headednees with regard to 
the Montreal Harbor, but to his public 
attitude generally. He hardly goes to 
a constituency in either this province 
or Ontario without making a speech on 
what the government tntende to spend 
on that constituency. That is one of 
the things that liberals condemned in 
(6s conservatives, and if we are to be 
consistent we mast condemn it in Mr. 
Tarte. The honest liberals of the coun­
try—the plain mens who fooght for 
honeat government—dislike most bit­
terly the appeals to local grSed that Mr- 
Tarte is so free with. We trust that 
Premier Laurier will consider these 
matters with care and promptitude- 
There has been unrest for some months 
and it can only be allayed by sub­
stantial change.

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Between eleven and twelve o’clock on 
Thursday evening last fire broke ont 
in a building in the rear of the Camp­
bell Hotel, owned by Mr. James Mc­
Leod and occupied by Messrs. Brace 
Mackey & Co., as a warehouse. The 
following account of the fire is from 
the Agriculturist : When the fire' was 
discovered the building was a mass of 
flames, which were bursting through 
the walls and roof. The alarm was 
given as quickly as possible and the 
“ Beaver” went to the tank at Bowness’ 
corner, engine No. 2 to the well near 
Macdonald’s livery stable, which soon 
gave out, after which she went to the 
Spring street tank, and engine No. 
played from the well near the Poet 
office and later from Spring S', tank. 
It was impossible to save the burning 
building, and the efforts were chiefly to 
prevent the fire from spreading. The 
stable adjoining on the west also owned 
by Mr. McLood next caught tire, both 
these building being completely des­
troyed. The warehouse adjoining the 
Campbell hotel took fire, but the blaze 
was extinguished. The roof of Hol­
man’s old warehouse took fire a num­
ber of times but Mr. Creel Macarthur 
and others remained on the roof, where 
they worked like beavers, with buckets 
keeping the roof wet and saving the 
building. Had the fire got a good hold 
of that building, a large part of the 

*- town would have been doomed. Mr.
P. T. Fanning’s stable, between the 
burning buildings and the Holman 
warehouse, was torn down by the Hook 
and Ladder Compiny, which assisted 
in staying the flames. The roof of the 
Pioneer office, the Crystal Sink, Rogers’ 
warehouse, J.W. Crake’s house, Albert 
Gaudefa house and several other build­
ings caught from flying cinders, but a 
few buckets of water saved these build­
ings. Several buildings adjoining the 
burning ones, including the Campbell 
hotel block, were in great danger, bnt 
were saved by being kept wet with buc­
kets. At one time it looked as if a 
great part of Water St. was doomed, 
and Messrs. Morris, Currie, Fanning, 
Sinclair & Stewart and others prépar­
ai to move out their stock. Much of 
the furniture was removed from the 
Campbell Hotel, Messrs. J, Murphy & 
Son saved the contents of their bake 
house which was destroyed. The fire 
was got under control in about an hour 
and a quarter from the time the alarm 
was rung, the hand engines doing spe­
cially good work. There Is still how­
ever, quite a body of fire in the ruins. 
The town was unquestionably saved by 
the efforts of the citizens, many of 
whom, particularly Mr. J. R. Noonan, 
and Mr. Creel Macarthur, are deserving 
of great credit. Mr. Jae. McLeod’s loss 
is about $1,000, with no insurance. 
Messrs. Murphy & Son’s loss is probab­
ly $300, with no insurance. Mr. P.T, 
Fanning’s loss is confined to the tearing 
down of his stable. Messrs, Brace, Mc­
Kay & Co. are the heaviest losers, and 
it is difficult to form a correct estimate 
of their loss, which they they place at 
$2,000 or upwards, with $1000 insur­
ance. They bad a large quantity of to.

They 
also lost a large quantity of old letters, 
books, etc. In the corner building [ 
they bad a large amount of salt, wool, 
etc., and Mr. MacLeod bad codeider- 
able pressed bay.

The RoMng Ship.

In New York on Friday last, wheat 
made a gain of two cents a bushel, being 
quoted at 99.25e.f the highest point reach­
ed since August.

His Gbacb Archbishop O’Brien, of 
Halifax, arrived here on a visit on Wed­
nesday evening last, and left on his return 
for home yesterday morning.

It is estimated by experts that $7,000, 
000 worth of gold has been taken ont of 
the Klondyke region ; bat next year is ex­
pected to yield from five to eight times as 
much.

The novel craft known aa Knapp’s 
roller boat which has been in coarse of 
construction at Poison’s shipyard, Tor­
onto, since early in the Spring, was on 
Thursday last, in the presence of a 
great gathering and amid considerable 
excitement successfully launched upon 
the waters of the Bay. Nearly all 
the internal parts are ready for placing 
in the boat, and it is expected that the 
trial trip will be made in about two 
weeks, When completed the craft will 
weigh about one hundred ' tons 
The engines and boilers weigh about 
thirty tons, so tnat the boat itself will 
weigh abont seventy tons. Mr. Knapp 
says that this is far too much $ that in 
their anxiety to have a staunch craft, 
the builders have used a grade of steel 
far in excess of actual requirements. In 
fact he alleges, that a craft fifty feet in 
diameter need not be any heavier than 
the one now launched. Notwithstand­
ing the great weight Of the boat, it 
diaws only two feet of water, The 
cost of its construction is placed at or 
abont $25,000, and is being borne by 
Geo. Goodwin of Ottawa, the well 
known poptractor of the Boulanges 
Canal. If the boat proves to be all that 
is expected of it a huge ocean roller, at 
leagt 750 feet long and 150 feet in dia­
meter will be constructed.

The Strike situation at Hazelton, 
Pa., had i cached a terrible crisis on 
Saturday last. On the outskirts of 
Latimer tbe band of deputy sheriffs 
fired into the infuriated mob of miners 
Men fell like so many sheep, and the 
excitement since has been so intense 
that no aoMrate figures of the dead 
and wound!? can be obtained. Re­
ports run from 15 to twenty odd kill­
ed, and forty or more wounded. Many 
of these will die.

An experienced prospector who has 
returned to Seattle from Skagway and 
Dypa, advises that no attempt be 
made to reach the Klondyke till 
spring, when it may be possible to 
accomplish the trip with some degree 
of satisfaction. He says that the 
miners camped at the passes were the 
craizest crowd of man he ever saw 
outside of the lunatic asylum, and it 
was bis opinion that not more than 
five per cent, could get through. The 
whole trouble was attributable to ig­
norance of camp life and packing over 
trails that had scarcely been blazed 
and were so narrow that two abreast 
could ( not pass, with safety. Tbe 
system of establishing camps along 
the trail and packing from one to the 
other had been the means of destroy­
ing the pack animals and blocading 
tbe trail. Gross says the stories re­
lated by newspaper correspondents 
and others fail to picture the true con­
dition of affairs now existing along 
the route, and the season is now so 
far advanced that the situation will 
become a great deal worse before it 
gets better. Gov. Brady considers 
tbe situation critical, and it is stated 
by those who have seen him that he 
proposes calling the attention of tbe 
government to the condition of affairs 
The men have been made desperate 
by their failure to get over the trail 
and by the hardships they have been 
compelled to endure in tbe hopless 
struggle against heavy odds. They 
have become suspicious of one 
another, and quarrels are frequent. 
Every man’s hand is raised against 
every other man. The lawless 
characters are much in evidence, and 
dissensions and di|orders baye broken 
Cut among the miners until such a 
thing as co-operation is impossible. 
The Territorial Marshall is reported 
to be getting out a force of deputies 
to drive the crowds of smugglers and 
bunco men out of Skaguay. This 
class has caused » great deal of the 
present tiouble at that place.

The fishing fleet returned to Dun- [ 
kirk on Friday last from Iceland. 
Out of 98 boats six foundered during 
the season, resulting in the drowning 
of 30 men and boys.

The Queen has written the follow­
ing letter to the Lord Lieutenant of 
Ireland with reference to the recent 
visit of the Duke and Duchess of 
York. I am greatly pleased to hear 
of the very loyal and kind reception 
which my dear grand children met 
with everywhere in Ireland and I 
would ask you to let this expression 
of mine be generally known.

Landseer’s picture of the shep­
herd's dog beside the coffin of hie 
master in the lonely hut is familiar 
to all—the tribute of genius to the 
grief of which tbe dog is capable. 
There sits the noble collie, hie head 
laid on the ooffio, his eyes dim, as 
though with unshed tears that refuse 
to flow as he snbduedly whines ont 
his grief in his solitude. Few could 
look on that picture without being 
moved. The artist has not only 
painted a picture, he has told th. 
Btory, and not only that—he has un­
veiled a heart, or, more truly, a pair 
ot hearts—the heart of the poor, 
mute, bereaved collie and his own. 
Goethe spoke about a famous Ger­
man painter whose forte was to 
paint sheep, and Goethe said that he 
had, by the wonderful gift of vicari­
ous sympathy, lived in the sheep, 
and that was the secret of his suc­
cès, as it mast be the secret of any 
really great animal painter. One 
sometimes feels that Rosa Bonheur 
most have done the same with her 
beautiful liquid-eyed oxen, or Mr. 
Peter Graham with his shaggy wild­
eyed Highland cattle ; certainly 
Landseer did it with deer and dogs, 
and, perhaps, no picture of his has 
more directly spoken to the general 
heart than this of the mute dog- 
mourner—tbe very embodiment of 
grief. The following anecdotes will, 
we think, be accepted as farther tes­
timony to the truth of Sir Edwin’s 
wonderful presentation.

Our first is from the pen of that 
true animal’s friend, Mise Power 
Cobbe.

« Sly,” she says, “ proved an in­
tense comfort to her mistress, to­
wards whom she displayed a real 
attachment. Sly constituted herself 
constable of the drawing-room, and 
followed suepicioufly any guest who 
might move abont it. A touch of 
her mistress’ book or writing ma 
terials brought lorth a warning 
growl.

of libel. Again, many of out news­
papers are tainted with a spirit of ag­
nosticism, atheism; principles are pro­
pounded dangerous to faith and mor­
als and attacks open and covert 
made upon the Church and its most 
secret teachings. It is well, indeed, 
that there are journals which, though 
not Catholic, are nevertheless respect­
able and admirably conducted, and 
conduce to the preservation of a 
healthy public spirit as regards the 
supply of secular information and the 
exclusion of everything offensive to 
good taste. But it cannot be denied 
that the secular journals of the day, 
perhaps in every land, have a strong 
objection to allowing the religious ele­
ment to trespass on their pages.

With reference to the position of 
the Path olio press amonst tbe woild’s 
daily newspapers, Father Cojumban 
said that Catholic representation in 
the journalistic sphere is net what 
any loveroHruth woeW -wish it to be 
for the leading journals almost with­
out exception, ate controlled by 
those who dq no* believe in fbe 
Catholic Church, and consequently 
cannot be expected to be sincerely 
favorable to its interests. In every 

at least
one Çatbolic daily paper certainly 
equal to and if possible greater in 
worth than any similar publication 
in the hands of non-Catbolics. The 
journal to which I allude slould not 
be exclusively religious. It should 
be a strong competitor with its con­
temporaries in the supply of all 
branches of news, save that class of 
information which right reason and 
religion tell is noxious to tbe people. 
The Catholic cannot reliably look 
for safe guidance to the leading pa­
pers of the time in matters relating to 
theology, philosophy, history, art and 
science. For it is the natural out 
come that non-Catholic writers should 
enunciate false principles and urge 
iljqgically when treating subjects 
broaching on the true religion. In 
every country Catholicity has virulent 
enemies, who do not scruple to cal­
umniate the bridge of Christ and to 
spread their falsehoods through the 
medium of tbe press, and literature 
of an imaginative and poisonous nat 
ure is spread broadcast with tbe 
most }amentabe consequences, threat­
ening the ruin of youth and the de­
moralization of the people. The do­
ings of those who still despoil the 
Phqrch and seek to crush her should 
be exposed to public opinion. The 
affairs of the Church should be cor­
rectly and extensively chronicled in
