Hugh 
Fraser, in the latest edition of her 
work' “A Diplomatist’* Wife in 
Japan, ” gives, for instance, a 
pleasant record of the admirable 
works of charity and religion which 
Catholic missionaries are doing 
upon the slenderest resources in far 
Japan. “ Do you know,’’ says she, 
“ what oar priests have to live on in 
Japan? Fif tees yen (thirty •hillings) 
a month. Out of this money they 
must pay house rent, if there is no 
iwelling house attached to the 
ohapel, food, clothing, the expenses 
of gelling from one part of their 
parish to another and (do not laugh) 
their charities. I cannot make oat 
that any of them has any private 
income ; if they bad, it has all 
been given ‘ pour les oeuvres, ' and 
thirty shillings a month is what 
they receive—and live, or die, 
upon 1 ”

“ Why—why? I cried in indig­

nation when I first learned of this. 
Because there is no move to give ; 
the Ohuroh is in the straits of holy 
poverty. * * * The class who, 
especially in France, used to 
contribute so generously to mission 
work has been obliged to devote 
these moneys to voluntary schools 
since the name of God has been 
eradicated from all the public ones ; 
and missionary work would be para 
lyzed if the priests could not live— 
like paupers ; dear, kind, clean, holy 
paupers, but just that. I have 
heard it said that the sum spent By 
different sects of Protestants in 
Japan equals that which the Holy 
Father has at his disposal for 
missionary work throughout the 
world. I do not know how true

The affray at Bethlehem on the 
Epiphany between the Latins and

“ The Grotto of Bethlehem contains 
tvfo altars—one on the spot where 
Our Lord was born, the other in 
honor of the visit of the Magi to 
Bethlehem. There are two stair­
cases leading from the church to it. 
The one on the south belongs to the 
Latins, the other, on the north, 
belongs to the Greeks. The latter, 
besides having exclusive possession 
of-the staircase to the north, have 
also acquired the right on certain 
occasions to pass twice over the 
staircase of the Latins. On January 
6 the Greeks celebrated their 
Christmas, and on that occasion, 
having already passed twice over 
the staircase of the Latins, they 
presented themselves to do so a 
third tim*. As it is known from 
experience that by doing so they 
usurp certain rights, which in this 
case would involve a claim to the 
exclusive possession of both stair­
cases, and thus prevent the Latins 
from entering at all into the Grotto, 
the two Franciscan Brothers, 
sacristans, oppo-ed them, reminding 
them that they had no right. 
Hence the conflict, in which the 
two brothers were seriously wound­
ed.

Proceedings at Ottawa

By reference to our account of 
proceedings in the Federal House 
of Commons, it will be seen that 
while the snow storms have been 
raging around us' here and tying 
up traffic and communication with 
the outer world, some lively de 
bating has been going on between 
the Government and Opposition at 
Ottawa. Our readers will notice 
that Mr. Martin, one of the worthy 
representatives of Queen’s County 
has, with his usual persistence and 
energy, been plying the Govern 
ment with enquiries regarding 
matteft pertaining to this Pro 
vince. Our readers will also notice 
the manner of answers he received 

. when he succeeded in obtaining 
any answer at all. Postmaster 
Mulock would not give Mr. Mar­
tin any information relative to the 
charges against Mr. Lawson, Post 
master at Stanhope, or who pre 
ferred the charges. Mr. Lawson 
was dismissed Mr. Mulock said 
because he was a political partizan, 
He had no trial, or no opportunity 
to defend himself. That is Mr. 
Mulock’s idea of justice. Another 
remarkable answer regardingx 
matter of the most vital interest to 
this Province was that of Mr. Em 
merson, Minister of Railways, 
We are sometimes told by the 
Government press that this gentl 
man is a friend of this Province.

There was a good attend­
ance considering the roards, and a fair 
stock Eggs sold for 24 cts, fowl from 60 
to 80 cts per pair, beef by the quarter 
from 5 to 6c and by the small from 6 to 10 
hides 6^ o, butter 24c.

An explosion of gasoline occurred on 
board the new submarine boat at Queens­
town Thursday morning while the officers 
and crew of eleven men were engaged in 
charging her tanks. The crew were 
hurled in all directions. Nine were pick­
ed up and taken to the hospital —two are 
missing.

The death of Mrs. Ferguson, whife of the 
chief engineer of the steamer Satanley took 
place at Pictou on Sunday, at the early 
age of 35. Our readers will remember our 
reference last week to the difficulties her 
husband had in reaching Pictou. He 
reached her bedside on "Wednesday of last 
week, after being over a week on the jour­
ney from Gergetown. Deceased leaves to 
mourn besides her sorrowing husband a 
son and daughter 12 and 10 years respect­
ively. x

The .Stanley left Georgetown at seven 
o’clock yerterday morning but off Cape 
Bear met with a formidable ice-barrier 
which prevented her from getting any 
further. She returned to Georgetown at 
twelve o’clock. When off Cape Bear she 
conversed by wireless telegraph with the 
Minto which had left the wharf at Pictou 
in the morning. She oould only get to a 
point about three miles outside of Pictou 
and was also obliged to return,

The first- train from Summerside to 
Charlottetown in two weeks arrived here 
last night about 7.30 o’clock. The train 
which had been fighting its way to 
Georgetown for over a week got through 
yesterday and came to Charlottetown 
to-day. The Souris line is clear from 
Mount Stewart to St. Peter’s. The Cape 
Traverse branch was opened last evening. 
The train that came in from Summerside 
last evening started on return this morn- 
morning ; "but got stuck before reaching 
Northwiltahire. The line from Summer- 
side west is not yet open. We have a clear 
line to Georgetown with hopes of simijar 
conditions In other directions within 
twenty-four hours. The steamers are fast 
at their moorings at Georgetown and 
Pictou.

Grand Duke Sergius 
Assasinated.

On Friday afternoon last, Grand Duke 
Sergius, uncle of the Emperor of Russia 
was killed within the walls of Kremlin 
Palace, Moscow by the explosion of an in­
fernal machine thrown beneath his car­
riage. He was literally bown to pieces. 
The deed was committed by a single ter­
rorist, who threw beneath the carriage of 
the Grand Duke a bomb charged with the 
same high-power explosive which wrought 
Minister Von Phlehve’s death. The mis­
sel was packed with nails and and frag­
ments of iron, and its explosion tore the 
imperial victim,s body to ghastly fragments 
which strewed the snow for yards around 
Every window in the great lofty facade of 
of the Palace of Justice was shattered, and 
bits of iron were imbedded deeply in the 
walla of the arsenal, a hundred yards away.

Story of the Cross

Baltimore, Fet. 6th.
A glowing tribute to the foritude of 

the citizens of Baltimore, as displayed 
after the great fire that swept through 
the heart of the city a year rgo, was 
voiced by Cardinal Gibbons in his ser­
mon at High Mass at the Cathedral 
yesterday morning. The subject of 
the Cardinal’s sermon was " The Gross” 
and he spoke of the noble m inner in 
which the people of Baltimore had 
borne their cross.

One year from to day, on the first 
Sunday of Feburary, 1004, Almighty 
God, in the mysterious dispensations 
of his providence, imposed 1 heavy 
cross upon the citizens of Baltimore. 
The business part of your city was des 
troyed by fire, but you b ;re the cross 
like men. You accepted the burden. 
You did not flinch. And cow as a 
reward cf your fortitude and resolute 
will you see a new Baltimore built up 
on the ashes of the old city. Had 
you dragged your cross after you in­
stead of shouldering it, had you thrown 
it aside and wrung your hands in de 
spair, you would be sighing to-day 
over the ruins of a burnt city. Such 
is the reward for bearing otül’s cross 
even in temporal affairs.

Let me now speak to you of the 
cross of Christ as the one unfa.l ng 
refuge amid the storms of life. 
Constantine’s vision and 1 ictory

The Cardinal spoke with bis usual 
eloquence. The big edifice was crowd 
ed with worshipers. He toof bis tex' 
from the Gospel of St. Matthew, xv , 
23 27, saying in part.

Before the blessed light of Christi 
anity dawned upon mankind the crois 
was an object of universal contempt 
and abhorrence in the eyes of the 
pagan world. It was the instrument 
on which malefactors were put to death 
and death by crucifixion was Consider­
ed the most degrading cf al« execu­
tions. No Boman citizen could be 
legally crucified. Hence we find 
Cicero denouncing Verres, an un­
scrupulous Governor of Syracuse, fui 
crucifying a Roman citizen. “ It is a 
crime,” he says, 11 to bind a Roman 
citizen, to scourge him is a wicked­
ness, to put him to death almost s 
parricide ; but what shall I say of cru 
cifying him ?” ,fc

But when cur Lord purchased the 
redemption of the human race by dy 
ing on the cross, that insturoent be­
came henceforth the object of the deep 
est veneration to Christians.

The cross, however, continued ti 
b can agent of torture and death in the 
pagan world till the time of Constan­
tine the Great. This great Emperor 
was about to contend with Maxentiui 
for the suprenrey of the Roman Em 
pire, and on the issue of that contest 
also depended whether Christianity 
was to bë relega'ed to the background 
and continue to be bounded and per 
ecuted, as it had been for three ceo 

turies, or whether it was to emerge

from its obscurity, like the sun from 
1 dense cloud, and was to be proclaim­
ed the acknowledged religionof the 
Roman Empire.

A few days before the armies of 
Constantine and Maxentius met an 
extraordinary phenomenon appeared 
in the skies. Soon sfter mid day 
Constantine and his soldiers beheld a 
luminous cross in the heavens, and 
on the cross was ihserbed in Greek 
letters, “Bn toutonika ” (in this con­
quer.) This supernatural vision was 
an augury of Constantine’s victory 
over Maxentius, a symbol of the tri­
umph of Christanity over paganism 
and of the liberty of the Cburcb after 
centuries of perecution. The Emper­
or had the heavenly sign engraved on 
bis shield, the helmets apd banners of 
his soldiers. And a large ensign, 
called the labsrum, with the cross in­
scribed on it, was borne by fifty sol­
diers conspicuous for their virtue and 
heroism. Though the army of Con- 
stantiue was inferior in numbers to 
that of Maxentius, he gained a decis­
ive victory over his rival at the Milvian 
bridge, near Rome.

Incontrovertible Evidence.
This glorious miracle—the ap­

pearance of the cross in the heavens 
—is attested by the most incontro­
vertible evidence. It is attested by 
a nnmber of coeval writers, both 
pagan and Christian, especially the 
historian Eusebius, who declares 
that it was related to him by Con­
stantine himself, who confirmed the 
statement by an oath. It ia attested 
by medals which were struck off to 
commemorate the event. It ia 
attested by a statue of Constantine 
erected by himself with these words 
inscribed on it: 11 By this saving 
sign I have delivered your city from 
the yoke of the tyrant." And it is 
confirmed by the splendid triumphal 
arch erected by Constantine in 
Rome, which still remains, bearing 
the inscription : “ By the instinct
of the Deity he delivered the 
commonwealth from the tyrant." 
It was not proper that the symbol 
of life should ever be afterward the 
instrument of death. Constantine 
afterward issued a decree forbidding 
a cross to be used heuoeforth sg an 
instrument of death.

What the Cross Signifies.
The cross is the standard of the 

Christian Republic. It surmounts 
our churches to indicate that all 
who worship therein recognize a 
crucified Saviour as their Lord and 
Master, just as the Stars and Stripes 
flying from a masthead denotes that 
the ship which bears the flag is 
under the protection of the United 
States. A cress is also placed over 
the altar to remind us that Jesus 
Christ is the supreme object of our 
worship and that “ there is no other 
name under heaven given to men 
whereby we must be saved.”

The cross is the abridgement of 
the Christian religion. It is the 
gospel in a nutshell. It is the Alpha

“God forbid,” he 
writes, “ that I should glory in 
anything save in the Cross of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the 
world is crucified to me as I to the 
world.

It is ever repealing these words of 
the Goa pel : “ Greater love than
this no man hath, that a man lay 
down his life for bis friends.” “ God 
so loved the world as to deliver up 
Hie only begotten Son, go that who­
soever shall believe in Him may not 
perish, but have eternal life.” Look 
at the crucifix.
